The adulterations of wines.and hquors in
Canadnare eclipsed by those of the United
States; there the rectifier at the cost of &
license ‘of $200, and the small charge for
a rectifier’s stamp . on ench pn.cka.«re
marketed, is permitted to compound and
sell as xnuch as he can of untaxed falsified
spirits. The Revised Internal Revenue
Laws, Section 59, Act June 6, 1872, provide
that :—¢ Every person who, without recti-
fying, purifying, orrefining distiled spirits,
wine or other liquors, with any materials,
manufactures any spurious imitation or
compounds liquors for sale under the name
of whiskey, brandy, gm, rum, wine, spirits,
cordials, or wine bxtters, or any other
name, shall be regarded as-a 1ect1he1, and
as being engaged in the business of recti-.
fying.” Thus instead of condemning the
poisoner's trade the United States laws.
actually favour thé nefari 1ous txaﬁic, and,
any of the above .mentioned hqums ‘may
be counterfeited oi imitated by compounds
of deleterious druge and sold wholesale
and retail to indiscriminating consumers.
As'we said in our last article the use of the
poisonous substances employed in these
spurious liquors cumulates the destrue-
tive influence of the alcohol used as a base.
The- rectifier produces from 2,000 barrels
of ‘tax-paid proof: spirits a quantity of '
10,000 bavrdls of .the deadly eompound;

‘which are sold at puces ‘more temunera--

tive under the names of brandy, ram, gin,

‘wines, &c.. Thus the mmmfacturexs avoid
payment of four-fifths of. an exclse on!
substances ‘which, as .an injurious indul-:
gence, were meant to pay & large sum to :
‘the revenues. Itis cn,léuluteq that in 1875,

,217,000 gallons of rectified spirits were
mn.de n.nd sold; of this 35,345,000 gallons

were untaxed hquon S0 tho,t if the rectifier
_had been compelled to pay excisé on his,

actual production a revenue of over

$50,000.00 would have a.ccrued %o Lhe -

Treasury !

Qur compounders of spurious wmes,’; i
sham gins and other samples of blue ruin ;.
would, if we improved the opportunity, be' .
compelled -to: pay an’ amount propor‘-g-

tionately large into the Doxmmon excise

fund, andif it is impossible to enforce any
clause in punishment of fulsification ‘or . .
adulteration, it might be well ab least’ to
collect a revenue by ‘rectifier's stamps °
until experience should teach us, the best

means of crushmg out- the, whole ‘traffic.’

The practice has not been ‘confined ' to
men of the class whose natural occupation *-

it would be ; in some few cases houses of -, .
-undoubted - respectability have - been ‘:."
-pandering to the demand for inferior and *
spurious liquors.: Théy should leavé the

e i e i st e A e e
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-trade for those who carée less about the law
and’ pubhc exposure than “for the exag-
‘gerated profits of a dishonest manufac-
ture; it absolutely militates against the
regular and legitimate business which
they are now carrying on and, if only to
protect themselves from the injury com-

mon to the whole h‘ad@, they should unite .

in frowning down all such courses on the
part of any of their number.

The custom of adulteration is not con-
fined to any city in particular and the
mischief shows its ugly results in every
place of importance; the open manu-
facture of imitations of standard Euro-
pean liquors is one easily reached by

the law which may be called into’

force on the complaint of the genuine
mannfacturer; but the insidious practice
of houses bearing an honourable reputa:
tion is less easily dotected and deserves
an equally severe reprobation, We will
refer again to this subject when ive can
give it more space.

Fathers who }»osscss a sufllcient. patrimony,’a
business establishmenut so solidly based. that
their death would not shake it, & transferable
office_or position whose value'n forced sale
would not diminish~-these alone have o rightto
feel ‘fudiflerent to the benefits of life insurance.
Nevertheless, life insurance would be, even for
these, agood precautionary measure, o supple-
mentut moral security, and a wise iovestment.
If it should cense to be necessary under certain
conditions of fortune, it would become, by way
of compensation, less onerous, beeause the pre-
mium js then liftle more thau an unfelt nssesse
ment upon asurptus. The father, solicitous as

ta the future of a daughter endangered. by the -

prodigality, imprudence or misfortune of & son-
m-law, could, without prejudicing the interests
of his other children, prevent the consequences
of threateried disaster, by the aid of that resto-
rative ;insurance. Life insnrance is convenient
also for persons ehnritably disposed towards en-
dowing benevolent instilutions; leaving money
or annuitics 1o friends orold servanis. A yearly

“Gf
what use to'insure,” ask many people. I have
wealthy parents whose property sooner or later
will fall to my children?” Is it prudent, or at ull
honournble, to bring into your calculalions the
death of others, when, by sentiment of secret
pusillanimity, you carefully exclude all idea of
vour own death?  And, besides, will these rich
anocestors have the delicucy to die at just the
time when the necessities of their heirs will make
themselves felt? -~ Who can assure you that the
term-of their existence will not give your or-
phaned daunghter time to succumb to the dan-
gerous excitements of that bad counsellor called
wisery 7 To insure gratuitously the support of
one’s family, and perhaps, their honour, upon
the death of near relations, when one has not
the licart to insure with reference to one's own
life, is, permit us to suy, the veriest immorality.
Few men, even those of feeble mind, would
dare allege, in support of their scllish-indiffer-
ence, the shadowy and superstitious terrors
which in women may be pardonuble. They
find it more respectable to deny the advantages
offered by life insurance companies and suy
promptly and with a pretentious tevity, “ Fean
do better by being by own insurer.” Very well,
dear sir, 1 don't doubt your ability; T will
admit that lack will always fayour you; -that
you conld -command good fortune by force of
brains and sagacity; that you roll up a patri-
mony, year ufter year, in exact accordance with
your desires. Are you likely to be as successful
as the insurer of yourexistenee? Youare young
you are strong, & chip of the block out of which,
centenarvians are made,: Discase and the doctors
have no lien on you. So much the better!  But
are there no toppling tiles beneath which you
must walk the streets 7 Are they insured agninst
the gale 7 Are there not chimneys overhead ? Is
there no such thing as an inflimmation of the
lungs in the damp air? Are there no explosions
of gas or petroleum ? Have therailroads made
an engagement ulways to deposit you safe and
gound at the'desired station, more surely than
they will any other fragile piece of freight?
You hiave a reasonably good hope of along life,

I am glad to share it and to rejoice with you
over it. If the companies thought otherwise,
they-would be. very shy of insuring you. The
illusion in this respectis general. It is just the
same with men whoflatier themselves that they
never will die. . An_ artless orator, called to
preach before Lionis XIV,, had the unlucky no-
tion of commencing his sermon in these words :
“We shall all diec some day or other.” But sud-
denly. changing. his mind, as he noticed the
frown on the Olympinv brow of his august au-
ditor, he continued, “Yes, I repeat it, we must
all dig, or nearly all.” We will set aside, as un-
“1likely, the chances of accidental death which
are as onc in twenty, one hundred, or ong thou-
sand. Ts it not enoughthat this possibility by
‘some exceptional fatality might reach: you, to
show you the wisdom of giving it some small
place in your foresight; when it concerns inter-
ests the most- sacred—the material ‘and moral
life of your family ? One ought to recoil even
under onerous -conditions from satisfying this
demand of interest. Suchi is the sentiment that
impels far-sighted futliers to employ a part of
their fortune in purchasing bonds bearing only
six oreven four per cent. interest, when so many
investments, apparently more profitable, but
less secure, invite their eapital. Thus the re-
lative dearness of life insurance will not be a
discouragement. ' But even this motive does not
exist. :‘Whatever be the age of the¢ man when
insurance is offered:him, and however long he
may live, it ig certain, in any case,not tobecome

;' an onerous transaction.  Whnt is the expense

-insert, and fo

of life insurance?. From 2} to G per cent. of

the capitul guaranteed, according. to the nge of

the party insured. The premiwmn which you en-
gage to expend is & maximum, which, thanks
to. your participation in the - dividends, will uu-
dergoevery twoyears a diminution progressively
important towards the total cxtinction of the

cost, nnless you have chosen to renlize these

dividends as fast ns made. From such time you
will cease to be a tributary of the company nud
become an annuitant, for you will receive even
the amonnt of your profits in subsequent divi-
dends without prejudice to the sum guaranteed
by the contract. But, say yon, the loss of em-
ployment, some chronic disease; or a reverse of
fortune may prevent my continuing to pay my
premiumi,  What then? The insurance’is a
title to property that is indestructible. If the
insured ceases his payments, ¢ither necessarily
or voluntarily, he has the option of giving np
the contract to the company, at o given price,
and receiving al once its value in money, or of
tnking out a new policy for an amount of in-
surance proportioned to the surrender value of
the old policy. Life insurance, therefore, has
not the charagter of an act of entire of self-
denial, To be sure, the chicf motive in effect-
ing it is an inspiration of devotion, whose merit
we would not undervalue, but the contract~
ing party may secure, by his good deed, resources
agninst the time of misfortune. Ina word, life
insurance is n way of building up an inheritauce
for the benefit of survivors, while at the same
time the insured finds his own profit in the
transaction. Illow can the most sensitive con-
sciencd take anlarm respecling an institution
which gains for 1he insuved the ability to gather
in advance a part of the fruits of his devotion
with the certainty of bequeathing to his family
if not independence, at least a diminished in-
convenience, and, unquestionably, a preserva-
tive against misery. . . :

THE GOVERNMENT CANAL POLICY.

Editor of the Journal of Commerce.

Sir.—I have now shown thedeplorable results
of our great canal” venture, during the twenty-
five years we lave been waiting for that Ameri-
can transportation business.I have also shown
that however extensive Canadian operations in
western produce may become, we shall never
be able to take from the Americans their own
carrying trade.  That we are also enlarging
the Welland canal at' an cnormous expenss,
upon a mere contingency, which the present
aspect. of the Luke trade eutirely discounte-
nances, and it may now be proper to gay o few
words on the Lachine Canal:

The circumstances and requirements of this
canal qilfer widely from all the other canals of
Canada, and its junction with Montreal har-
bour is a work that stands first.in importance
of the public works of - the Dowminion, both on
account of the extensive nature of the works
themselves, and of its being the connecting
link between the -ocean -and -our interior
navigation. At the cutrance of the Lachine
canal seagoing navigation terminates, and: the
navigation ot the great weslern interior com-
mences. Hence it is of the utmostimportance,
that not ouly a thorough understanding should
¢xist between the Harbour Commissioners and
the Minister of Public Works, as to the several
ucdertakings which are-here to meet, with the
one common object of uniting the navigations
in the most complete and perfect manner at
this important point. - But these works should

alsofor that reason be under the one common

control ‘and supervision of the Harbour. Com-
missioners ; whoare a representative body, alike

of the government, and of the commercial and
municipal Interests of the city, and on whoin,
in consequence, should rest the responsibility
of the whole works,

That there is good reason for this common
supervision of the canal and barbour opera-
tions, is manifest “from  the very cxtensive
works now being executed by the government
in the harbour, as part of a project of its own
forenlarging and extending the Lachine cannl
through the harbour of Montreal, to some
enormous docks in rear of Hochelagau havingan
outlet by locks to the river, some distance
below that town, and quite irregpective of any
project  which ~the  Harbour Commissioners
themselves may ultimately adopt for enlarging
and improving the harbour. For it is a matter
of notoriety, that a board of eminent engineers
Lave been commissioned by them to examine
inlo the present condition of the harbour and
port of Montreul, and to report upon the best
means for its improvewent, which, of course
includes its connection with the Lachine canal
and western navigation,. These 'gentlemen
have not yet reported on thie subject, and it may
be that their report of the works which they
consider necessary to be done, may not harmo-
nize, or may even conflict with the works now
being exceuted by the government, whereas a
joint supervision -of the whole, as- above sug-
gested, might have obviated any such ditticulty,
aml thus prevent expensive works from being
exccuted twice oyer. -

From its being so intimately connected with
the pdrt of Montrenl, the Lachine canal has
been a principal feature in. the many costly
schiemes which have been devised for ruining
one of the most eapacious aud most improvable
harbours of the Dowminion, by the construction
of enormous artificial harbours, docks. and

basius, for no other apparent purpose than {o

compete with the harbour provided by nature,
and by that competition ensure the ruin of both,
One of these schiemes dates as far back
as- the commencement of the original canal,
(it hus been reproduced several times sinee,
in.different ‘shapes,) and bad - its origin  in
the attempts made by interested parties to have
this canal (which was only desigaed to over-
corae the obstruction to the nuvigation caused
by the Laching rapids) extended to Hochelaga
Bay. TFortunately, however, for Montreal, the
Canal Commissioners resisted these solicitations

aud  had" the great good sense and ‘excellent .

jndgment to keep the canal where it is, and ‘if
they  could now visit the scene of their labours
they could feel' more convinced than ever that
they were right. A
Just about forty "years ngo, a project was
made public’ to convert Craig strect into o
series  of docks and basins, with warehouses
surrounding them, water was to be supplied to
these docks from the Lachine canal, and they
were to be counected by locks with the river at
Hochelaga. The general design of -these works
was not without merit, and the plans of it were
published some time afterwards, and  wmay

‘occasionally bemet with in the old book stores. '

I think, however, if any oue had asked the
designer of this . project what he expected to
attain by it, that could not-be vastly ‘better,
cheaper and more advantngeously attained, in

-the harbour itself, he would have found it very

difficult to give a rational -answer.
When this canal was rebuilt, thirty. years

ago, the first attempt was made to give, practi--

cal eficet to the notion then being eutertained
of inducing seagoing vessels to .enter-basins,
elevated several feet above- the harbour level.
No very definite idea seems to have been arcived
at as to what advantage ‘it would be to'the’
vessel when she got there, but there was'a sort
of surmise that the ocenn vessel and western
craft-could here meet ench -other half way, and
exchange cargoes.with a comfort and propriety

- which was not to be had amidst the bustle and
turmoil of the: harbour below. At any rate,

the government, at the urgent solicitation” of
geveral prominent Montreal merchants, made

the experiment, and basin No. 1, of the Lachine.

canal and the entrance locks .thereof,. were

made'at great extra cost, of sufficient depth for:

T i il
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" the largest vessels then coming to the port,

-1t is bardly necessary to add, that the wlole
affair was a complete failuve and that not a
single vessel has ever entered this basin for
any of the purposes for which it was decpened.
‘But those who advise the government in such
matters, seem to consider that the only way to
convert_an unmitigated fuilure like this, into a
gloricus’ success, is to extend sueh failure to
several times its originnl size, Accordingly, we
ave now having docks, basing and locks for sea.
going vessels in connection with the Lachine
canal, which are atleast twenty times the size of
basin No. 1; twice ag high above the harbour

level ; and about ten times its distauce from the-

harbour itself, and all these great works are spe-
cially designed for o serviee which proved such
an vtter failure in the case of basin No. 1, viz.,
providing accommodation for seagoing vessels
at.an ., ration of twenty-six feet above bar-
bour Jevul, .
The location of these inland docks and ba-
sins is excellent ; and the general design reflects
. grent credit on the engineers ; batas for making
“such-works any deeper than'is required for the
_pavigation.of western craft, it is just so much
.mongey thrown away,
