The
price of coke bas advanced fromin 85 cents to prices ranging
from $1 to $150 and $2 per ton. There bas, however, been
no corresponding advance ini wages, as was the agreement

1 when the men returned to work. That the operators are ex-
pecting a conflict is evidenced by the fact that they are stor-
ing coke as rapidly as possible.

-BRTItsH CoanUMIA sealers have made large catches in
Behring Sea utder the Paris regulations, and one vessel, the
Triumph, broke all records by a total of about 4,500 skins, of
which 3,200 were taken in Behring Sea within a period of
forty days. Tieir total catch for 1892 is given as 54,000
that of 1893 as 70,000, and that of 1894 as 95,049, breaking
all records. Tiese last figures, of course, include the catches
in ail waters. Soie of the Victoria vessel owners professed
to believe before the season opened tlat the varions prohibi-
tions put in force against themi would min their industry.
But now we flnd that in spite of the close seasn lasting

THEl FALL IN [RON VALUES.
During the last four years the price of iron anld its

prodlucts has fallei steadily in all the large producing
and conisuming centres oi the world to an extent talt
wouMl be disquieting -were not the causes of this deeliie
so well uniderstood. In aniy otier produ et of industry
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a decline averaging 20 per cent. in value in four years
wvould have led to disaster more or less ; but in the case
of iron we find that, even in the United States where the
drop in prices was umost serious and miiost rapid,prepara-
tions are being made for increasiing the output by plac-
ing more furnaces in blast, simply because the fall in
values was onîly the natural result of the corresponding
reductions in the cost of coal and iroi ore, the cheaper
rates of transportation, and the influx of foreigns
unskilled labor, and hence the percentage of the total
ioss falling on the nmansufacturèr was really very sliglt.

Yet during that period the average ansnual price of
anthracite fousndry iron lias decliined 21 per cent.; grey
forge pig, 26 per cent. ; Bessemer pig, 32 per cent. ;
steel rails, Il per cent.; steel billets, 32 per cent., and
bar iron, 17 per cent.; and even these figures do not re-
present the low water mark of prices across the border.
Steel rails iave been quoted at the msills this week at
$24, which is 20 per cent. below the figures of 1890,
while Bessemer pig ias fallen nearly 44 per cent. fron
whîat il was four years ago. In all the kindred lines
the drop has been equally marked, and ut the close of
last week the prices at Pittsburg, compared with the
average of 1890, were as follows :

Since June
last the weekly production of pig iron has increased
trom 65,319 tons ta 171,414 tons on the lst of Novens-
ber, andi the production of coke iron is nearly 100,000
tois larg-r tian it was five nsoiths ago. In fact atthe
counsencement of the preset nionth the Aimerican
output of iron was at the rate of 9,000,000 tons ier.
year; or far in excess of the preseit (emtand. But this
activity at the furnaces was lue partly to the desire to
wor] up the ore, purchased early ii tlie year, whieh
lad accunsulated owing to the decline in the production
durinsg the sumnser msonths, antd partly to the belief
that pig iron will isot be made as cieaply nsext year as
this, and ience that it is better to work it up at once.
Still the inscreased output has hai its effect on prices,
and pig iron values at Pittsburg have declined 50 cents
per ton during the past three weeks.

In England au Germîîany a similar decline in values
has been going on, although nsot to such a marked ex-
te[t. lIn England the average price of 1893, compared
witih that of 1890, shows a decline of 22 per cent. in
pig iron, 23 per cent. in railroad iran, 10 per cent. in
bar iron, 18 per cent. in galvanized iron, and 13 per
cent. in tint plates. Iln Geriany there has been a de-
crease in values during the saime period of 20 per cent.
ns pig iroi, mauafactured iron and steel, and of 11 per
cent. in castings. li this couutry Canadian pig in
1890 cost $23 per ton laid vown it Montreai, andordin-
ary crown bar iron $2.25 ta $2.50. To-day they cau be
pnrclsased at $17 and $1.60 respectively. This mseans a
decline of 26 per cent. iii the value of Canadian pig, and
of 36 per cent. in Canadian bar iron fron the figures of

conditions have produced similar results all over the
industrial world.

For-tunately this decline in prices has beens accom-
panied by a corresponding reduetion in the cost of iroi
ore and of fuel. Is 1890 the highiesi grades of Lake
Superiar ores brought $5.75 at laike ports, while now
they can be purchased for $83. Soft hemsatite ores hsave
fallesi fron $3.75 to $2 per ton, and low phosphorus
(Bessemer) ores have declined nearly 50 per cent. in the
last four years. This shows that the fall in the value
of the finisled article has been largely compensated for
by the increased cheapness of the raw iaterial, and
proves that the Anerican msansufacturer cis to-day se-
cure lis ores just as eheaply as his English rival. le
ias the additionsal advantage ai uuc chieaper coke.
For a large portion of the current year blast furntace
coke lias sold at Pittsburg at 90 cents per ton, and at
the preseit moment it is only $1,.05 ; which is very
muncis less than the eost of coke in Ensgland. Ii fazt
all that prevents the irons-iasters of Alabmatîs froms
flooding the English market with [h eir cheap comnion
founsdry and forge pig iron is their distance from thiat
market. They can turn out the iron at their furnace
moutis four to five shillings a ton cheaper thlan it cai
be done in England, and it is only the cost of transpor-
tation that compels tien to confine tieir attention to
their own country.

li fact tie outlook for the Aimericans iron t'ade is
distinctly hopeful. Statistics show that the inscreased
prodjiction lias led to no corresponding accumusîlation
in stocks. The total holdings of anitlracite coke and
charcoal pig iron in the United States, whicl were 532,-
264 tons on the lst Septeiber, lad fallen to 524,712
tous by, tie 1st October, and to 512,320 tous by the first
of the present muonsti, and there is a general feeling
tiat the favorable result of the elections will cause the
business litierto ield back to coue into the market.
The placing of even 10 per cent. of the present requirè-
ments of the iron and steel consuming interests would
give the market an impetus that mîust resuit in an ex-

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pansion of the volume of trade at possibly fraetionally
lighier rates. AIl that is wanting is some evidence tlat
the turninig point has beenî reached and that trade is on
the ipward curvo. The moment that comes, and the
railroads feel justified in depaîrting ifrom their present

policy of extreme economy, the iron industry will be
placed on a slronger footing and its reviving prosperity
will be faithfully reflected in the other branches of
commerce

PRO V iNO IAL t FINANCE~S.

" What is ic news from France, my Lord?" asked a
noble young frieid of the earl of Beacensfield at the
breakfast-table ie iorning.-" I have net yetread the
newspapers-' «as the signlificant reply. Wit and vis-
dom were both embodied iii the delicate hint that states-
mnc and journalists had practically changed places, and
that the writers of history had made themnselves its
makers. Joualistic enterprise in the discovery and
distribution of iews deserves and receives admiration
and praise when its motives are honorable ; but to en-
genider aInd foster delusion or deception in the public
mind is un fortniîiately the object it too often lias in
view. The distributiou of facts of which the produc-
tion is hardly half comupleted is a task iii vhichî these

a thie tic sources of! informnation," as Lord Coleridge
sarcastically called newspapers, are often actively en-

gad. ''he public appetite for inration or enter-
taiiîîîeit iust be gratified, and when facts are not
available, conjectire takes the place of kiowledge, and
Iictioii takes the place of fact.

Nover, perliaps, was the "interviewing" art more mis-
directed tLhan recontly iii consequeice of the political
dissnsionsi wlich cuhninated in the retireient of the
Pon. J. S. Iall froi the Provincial Cabinet. Now
tha;t tie " tiuirault has dwindled to a calm," the dispro-
portion between the magnitude, or rather wanît of mîag-
iitude, of the issues involved anid the prominience they
recoived in public discussion is so clear as te mnaike it a
matter of surprise and regret that the mîolehill was ever
iiagiiified into suicli a mouîntain. That 4 per cent. in-
terest al 98 on a loan of $4,255,400.00 amnunts to $173,-
089.80 ; Lhat 3 per cent. interest on the sane loan at 7

.auouits to $165,794.80 ; Eiat thtere is, therefore, a dif-
forence iii annual interest of $7,805 in favor of 3 per
cent. at 77 ; tliat 60 years hence mnaey will be cheiaper
and iiterest lower tian tLhey are to-day ;-these are the
elemeuts in tiis famous financial transaction which at-
tract public iiterest, and they justify, WC thikli, neither
coeinudation nor criticism in the use of iiteiperate
langiiage. It is uidoubtedly truc that the tendency is
toward lower rates of iiterest, and ne less truc (in aIl
probability) that 60 years hence nmoney ean be got for
less tlian 3 per cent.; but that is offset by the iimmîîediate
necessities of the Proviice, whici iiiake the reduction
of ti iiterest account for some years to come a counsid-
eratioi of paramonuit importance. The Province is at
present haipered by the enoirmous debt whicli past
misgoveriient has acciuilated, and the first aim of
our iinnciers is, and ougit to bc, te facilitate by every
possible redîîctioi iii exeuditure, the task of extricat-
ing it froi its embarrassient. Even al 30 years 'the
aniiuial saviig a 3 per cent. rate Would be $7,805,
leavinig i surplus for Sinîkig iFunid of $809,683.25.

To the denuneiations te whicli this transaction gave

rise is, to some extent, attributable the devastatioi
which the field of provinclal politics presents to-day.
The profferred payment of the$7,000,000 due by the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Co. on account of the price of the
Quebec, Montreal, Ottawa and Occidental Railway was,
perhaps, the most prominent factor in these dissensions
and discussions, and the reioval of this elemeut of dis-
cord by the withdrawal of the company's offer, should
pave the way for the removal of the discord whicl it se
largely contributed to treate. The letter recently ad-
dressed by the Hon. L. O.Tailloi to thesecretary of the
Sir John A. Macdonald Club is couched in terms which
kindle the hope that better counsels may eventually
prevail. lis sentiments, it will be admitted, are patri-
otie and reasonable, and the fair and calm consideration
of the cirennstances of the case whicli lie requests is
only what the interests of the country require, and lie
is entitled te receive. Perfect neutrality is our posi-
tien, and the publie interest our only object. A recon-
ciliation is, in our opinion, whlat the public weal re-
quires, and we hope that a mediator will promnptly ap-
pear and find a door ready te rap at.

. ITE GRAND TRUNK IAILWAY.

The finan cial position of the Grand Trunk Railway
lias recently received more thanî its usual share of at-
tention at the hands of the commercial press as was
only to lie expected after the explanation given by Sir
lenry Tyler of the showing made by the road durinîg
the past year. Unfortunately most of these conunents
have been. made by writers Who, however well acquainted
with English mnethods, do not altogether comprehend
the conditions under which a railroad is comîpelled to
work in this country and in the United States, and
hence, wlhether intentionally or not, are muisleading te
the ordinary reader.

It was net te bc expected that ie Grand Trunk could
hope te escape the effects of the depressed period to a
much greater degree thai its powerful rivals on this
continent. It is a long establislied road, built in times
when the cost of construction was far higher than it is
to-day, and hence it is very heavily capitalized. It ac-
quired a number of branci lines which have not as yet
proved remuneratiNe, but which, at the time they were
purchased, were deemed such good investments that the
management of the line was congratulated on their ac-
quisition by the very journals whoi now condemn the
road for theirpossession. Hlence, whiien depression over-
took the railroad interests of this continent lately, the
Grand Trink management found it more diflicult te
combat it than did muheli younger roads, built far-more
cheaply, frec fron unprofitable branches, and equipped
with appliances which had inot yet been subjected te
muich wear and tear, and which the Grand T'jrutik had, te
get also, in order to compote fairly. Yet they have been
able te ieet their obligations. By a very narrow mar-
gin, it is true-but still they hve beeni met; and when
other railroads, endowed with greater natural advanî-
tages have bceen compelled to accept receivers, the
Grand Trunk lias energed fron one of the most trying
periods in its history practically scatheless.

It is evident, fromu the statement, that the subsidiary
lines not amalgaiated with the Grand Truklz, but re-
ceiviig traffic guarantees froi it, have been a continu-
ous source of weakness. The Toledo, Saginaw and
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Mûskegon, the Chicago, Detroit and Canada Grand
Junction, the Michigan Air Line, the Cincinnati, Sagi-
naw and Mackinaw, and the United States and Canada,
have received $1,865,000 during the past decade, and
last year caused a further draft, by these tentacles, upon
the meagre earnings of the main line. It is to this
point that the attention of the larger shareholders lias
been principally directed, and, as the details of the
Iinancial operations of these roads do not appear in the
lialf yearly reports of the Grand Trunk lRailway, they
desired a special investigation into their accounts. To
this the directors readily agreed, and it was decided that
an exainîlation into this feature should be made by Mr.
Samuel Barker, an old employe of the roadi and one ac-
ceptable to both shareholpders and management. Mr.
Barkcer was formerly general manager of the Northern
and North Western railway, and when that road became
a portion of the Grand Trunk systetuhe entered the ser-
vice of the latter, fron which lie subsequently retired
under an amicable arrangement with Mr. Seargeant.
le is therefore exceptionally well-fitted to deal witb
the subject, and being a resident of this country, and
informîed on Canadian railway methods, cau conduet
bhe investigation more promptly and accurately tian
were possible under an auditor lacking these attri-
butes.

It may safely be hazarded that the result of his in-
vestigation will Le to satisfy the shareholders that, no
matter how the acquisition of these reads may look in
the light of the present day, at the tiie their absorp-
tion took place it was considered both -wise and
prudent, and to convince them that they ,have since
been conducted with the same rigid econony that has
been practiced on the main line. More than this the
management canuot do. They cannot force up rates in
the face of severe competition and a slender demand
for freight space. Yet, until rates are higher, and the
volume of traffic larger, it is hopeless to expect a bet-
ter svowing. When improvenient in business takes
place the Grand Trunk should, and doubtless will, he
among the first to feel its beneficial effects ; but, until
it does, the shareholders must rest satisfied with the
certainty that their interests are being safeguarded by
careful management, and that every possible precaution
is being taken to promote economy in expenditure.

STICK TO YOUl BUSINESS.
Th1le temptation to indulge in outside spec.ulhtib' is

perhaps stronger iii periods of prosperity thian in- times
of depression. A nerchanît whose income exceeds his
expeiditore is attracted into speculation' partly by the
urgent and interested appeals of associates, occasionally
by the desire to make his available receipts square·with
living expenses, ai those social ones which are- some-
times more burdensoine still.

At theoutset heresolves that it shall.be justoei little
" flyer" and no more; but that promise is very rarely
kept. It matters not whether it be in wheat, sugar,
stocks or new enterprises that lie speculittes, itis certain
to lie in something which he understands less than'his
own'î business, and in which the gains or lôsses are
greater and quicker than in legitimate trade; His par-
ticular friend on St. Francois Xavier street, tells him
that i is a dead certainty. If lie wins lie is dazzled
and deluded by success, aud-the tetmptation to repeat' is
triumph becomes irresistible. If lie loses, le' tries

again in order to regain his loss. Whether he wins or
loses, a resistless fascination bas made him its thrall,
and keeps lii either an exultant winner or a despon-
dent loser. Througl the feeling that speeulation must
muake or mar him, he begins to neglect bis business.
The losses of others he attributes to their want of
acumen, while their gains excite his eunlation and
envy. His margin of profits disappears and his finan-
eial troubles begin. 'Theoretically, of course, ho should
at once curtail his expenditure until it is well within
the limits of his income. Practieally this is suailly
impessible, because his expenditures are fixed while his
incomne is a variable quantity. He cannot iove to a
smnaller house or cut down his household expenses.
Such a confession of financial weakness would probably
brin g doahis creditors uponhlim,anevent wvhicheho pes
to beable to avert. Reit, taxes, domestie expenses and
business expenditure are equally exigible, whether busi-
ness is prosperous or depressed. It might be impossible
to re-engage or replaee old and tried employes should
they be temporarily disebarged. Consequently his ex-

penditure nust remain practically at the same level
while his incoie lias gone down to low-water mark and
crash comes. Ris obligations he cannot ineet, but his
creditors le must. Fortunate is it for his family if the
sting of defat, the contenpt of his rivals and the pity
of his friends do not drive bimu to suicide.

The picture is not ideal, only. IL is too often fear-
fuliy real. Types of bhis class are seen at every speci-
lative centre i our great cities. Indeed the story lias
been repeated almost to mnotony. Year after year ve
sec business mou ruined by the fascination of the gain-
bling spirit, and by the feverish haste whiclh it ellgend-
ers to acquire wealth quickly and without the interven-
tionof that industry, patience, perseverance, economy
and labor, which legitimnate enterprise requires. To
those business men iwho are now iesitating, half in-
clined and half reluctant to tale the fatal plunge, wre
drop a varning word,-Stick to your business. That:is
the surest road to sound and substantial success. The

ephemeral winnings of the spebh utor are only halting
places on the road to ruin. It is only by patience and
prudence that the foundations of fortune are securely
laid'.

OVERGROWDED PROFESSIONS.

Oi the fine afternoons that visit us occasionally dur-
ing the late fall season business men have their atten-
tion sometimes attracted to the large number of youblis
that parade our streets, accompanied by their teacliers
or guides, and out for an airing. Visitors to our places
of amusement are also remuindêd of the great number
of youtls that flock to our able universibies wien ion
"Student Niglit" the house is turned into soffetliiing
akin to Pandemoniumn, illustrated by Ilourishes of nlesh-
less boues and other emblèms and horrors of the dissect-
ing rmom. The question naturally'arises, are the learnîed
professions not becoming too crowded.

One of our abléest English exchanges dwells at some
length on this.subject in recently reviewing bbe career
of the astute politiciai who breathed his ast ,in.. our
midst a f civ weeks ago. There is an old saying, that
"we should.say notliintg but good of the dead. If' so,
history willibe all one'eontinued eulogy. We should not
be.able to say, anything of Caligula, of Nero and other
men who posed greatly throughiout the ages. Tlie

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history of the first Napoleon and of one or two of the
Georges would never be written. The departed leader
was a man Of remarkbie talents, and lie proved that
cina muay be a genial friend and capable of geierosity to
enemlies, have a found of good nature and occasional
happy hours of generosity, while acting the role of an
unscruipulous politician. If we are to observe the above
caution, De norlits nil nisi bon umi, we cau say nothing
wiatever of the dead politician. "While this would he
doubtless good nature, it would, on the other hand, be
wanting aitteLin commnon sense." The late Opposition
leader was not so nucl a man of his own creating, as
one who was a natitral growth of our system of educa-
tion. Thi best excuse for hlm, and for the many like
hlim, is tiat tiey are sorely tempted because of their
environmetants. ILt as been well said tiat "The colonies
are looded to an evenî greater extent than the old world
witl what the French call fruits secs, that is young
me1n who have beanC un fitted by educationl for the useful
pursuit, of agriculture or te mechanic arts, anid are
turnmed iii ever-incrasing shoals lto the already over-
crovdd lecarnied professions." The great desire to es-
cape manual toil is> strotger ont this nuew continent,
wlhere indutstry is mtore excting and what is called edu-
catioUn moe s11 perfiial, and the proportion of lads who
ara consequaetly turined out to scraible for a livelihood
tc be earnead by limh tonigte or the pen is far greater
thanlt iii Europa, al ift is i ncreasing all the more rapid-
ly I because salooilng of somte klind is continually
broîgit mo andre ti tote easily vitlin the reaci of ail.
The percentage of tha lads supplieid witli an easily
gained idiploma who can Iope to ean a competence as
Ilwyers or doctors muîst ieeds be smnail. The majority
siik inl;o the positioo of mniserably paid clerks. Others
whto lave the eneergy and factlty to succeed at the bar
or tu ittedicine want Le patience to struggle on for
years 1till tha oler mon drop off. To these men a poli-
tical career supplies a resottrea. Therelfore it is, that
the iistory ofso many of our politicians and even states-
men on tiis sile of the A lantic may be sutmmied up as
birth on the faritm, edication freely gained at sote free
sahool, and if nt quite ite, titen atsomea cheap college,
a Iliitle practice of the lawv, a greant deal of rancorous
journalisit and electioiecritg intrigue, a seat in sone
legislative ciaiber, and finally ollice The pay, of
course, l. ittoderate, but t expenses are great. Temp-
tations abounîd, anid scandals recur vith remarkable
regîlarity. 'his is the career vhich is open to a great
maily youig imen whose parents are obliged to serape
togetier ieans ciiougi to pay for their course tlrough a
ouniversity, antd Ltera is io doibt that if it were all to
ba gone over agalin, iumiy of thetmn would liesitate ere
tlty chose it fto thitr sons.

But after some time ex-
pended in trying to make even a living for himself he
fouid that, while there was " plenty of roou on the
top." to which the ascent was invariably slow and
laborious, ail the places on the lower plane were
crowded to an extent that forbade him to hope for any
saccess for years to comie-for enough to keep body and
.soul together-and being a lad of penetration and
conmon-sense lie cast about him for some means
whereby he could obtain a llving-where the field was
not quite so crowded. Let anyone compare the present
day pasition of a bookkeeper and the wretelied pay
which is usually doled out to him with that of the same
em ployee thirty or forty years ago, and he will readily
perceive the consequenuce of the supply ontstripping
the denand: and it need scarcely be said, as a corollary
itre that the inumbers of lawyers and doctors, (and mnay
we ventura even to inuclude clergymen?) turned out
by Our universities nowadays is far in excess of any
demnand that may be required during the better part of
the next quarter of a century.

STEAM, SPEED AND PROGRESS.
At a lecture recently, delivered before the Institute

of Marine Engineers in London, England, Sir Thomas
Sutherland, of the Peninsular and Oriental Co., gava
some interesting facts and statistics respecting the an-
nihilation of distance by the mode-n use of steain. The
speed of steamers has increased 50 per cent. within 15
years, the miaximumîu now boing 25 miles an hour. Fifty
years ago the maximum speed was nearer 8 miles than 15,
and with this is to bc considered the great reduction in
time effected by railvay connections alnost everywherc,
but conspicuoasly in the grand routes of Asia and Ain-
erica. Passengers are carried for two-thirds of the rate
of those years, and witl this imust be considered the lui-
muense additions to conifort, case of travel and other
conveumences.

The nations of the world are drawing nearer to
one another. China, for instance, is about one-third
the distance it was from England in 1844, and to this
must be added the influence of the eleetrie cables,
which imake Pekin as near to-day as Berlin or Vienna
was half a century ago, The tendency is to build ves-
sels bigger, that being the secret of cheapness, and
steau and machinery more perfect. The probabledis-
covery, referred to in these columuns a few months ago,
of sone natýrial for coating the hulls of ocean steamu-
ers, will n1o doubt yield a new auxiliary ln ocean naviga-
tion. Silica has already been mentioned as the new
coat, &fter the manner of the goldsmiths in coatiug
silver, but it is probable that something of still less
friction will be discovered ere long. If the easteri
Asiatics and the socialists do not arrest civilization and
the marci of modern invention, it is probable that the
next generation will sec steamers of 12,000 tons rush-
ing through the Atlantic and Pacifie at the ordinary
speed of railway trains. Thus it will be seen that a
general pooling is going on ail over the world, and
people arebecoming more and more cosnopolitan with
the flight of years. There is considerable apprehension
as to the effect that the ideas of Asia, which are sure
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to travel, imay have upon our modern civilization.
There is no doubt that large and populous districts will Th
le opened up to trade and *commerce, and although we
inay have learnt te despise Oriental ideas, we must not
forget that there is scarcely a creed on earth, except It 1,
Africai fetichism, which did not originate on the con- Na1
tinlent of Asia.

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS
-- Thurrday Evening, Nov. 15, 1894.

The winter freight rates which take
effect to-day, have caused a hteavier move-
ment in many lines during the past weelo
thereby causing ordors which need not
have been filled for some weeks te hc hur-
riedi forward. As a result the past day or
two has witnessed a perceptible change in
some cIrcles of trade whicht depend princi-
pally on outside orders. The dry goods
merchtants report at improveient, with
travellers doing a good trade in spring
orders,. and payments being fairly well
met. A feature of the week was the redue-
tien of 12 te 15 per cent. i grey and white
cottons, following the decline in the raw
material. Groceries showed an active ta ove.
ment owing te the changing freiglt rates.
Sugars have declineid Me, ex-granulaied
being now 4%c at the refineries, and yel-
lows 8% to Bo as to brand, with light
supplies. The retail trade in this city is
showing considerablo imuprovement In al-
most every line, owing te the vintry
weather and steady emuployment obtained
by the laboring classes and -skilled
imechanics. Remittances frot the North-
West ara fairly well kept up, and tiher
portions of the Dominion show a gradually
stronger inclination te do a safer and
smaller business for cash.
