There can be no doubt that the French Re-
volution gave an impetus to the founders of this
saciety, and there cun be as little doubt thut its
 members sought by the use of legitimate means
alone, the fulfilment of their programme, before
the idea of having recourse to arms ever crossed

their minds, ) )

The first great impetus given to this society
was in July of the following year, on the occa-
sion of a review of the JUlster Volunteers, in
Belfast, “in bonor of that day, which presented
'the sublime spectacle of one-sixth of the iu-
babitants of Europe, bursting their chains, and
throwing off, almost in an instant, the degrad-
ing yoke of slavery.”

The popular sentiments of the people found
' expression in mottoes OR transparencies, such
as: % May the example of one revolution pre-
yent the necessity of others.”” ¢« May all gov-
| ernments be those of the laws, and all laws, those
of the people.” “Alay the free nations of the
" world vie with each other in promoting liberty,
‘ peace, virtue, and happiness among men.”

In that same year, the Belfast Light Dra-
goons issued a2 decluration, stating that a gov-
erament by King, Lords, and Commons—the
Commons being freely, and frequently chosen—
is the best adapted 20 the genius of the country.

The first petition that emanated from any
Protestant body, praying for the immediate and
unconditiona! emancipation of the Roman Ca-
tholics, came from the Protestants and Dissen-
ters of Belfast.

A leading spirit at that time was Mr. Thos.
Milliken, the futher of Israel Milliken, who will
fizure in the futuze chapters of this historical
tale. This geotleman, together with the
Thompsons, Sinclairs, MacDonnells, Monat-
gomerys, Magees, and Nelsons, addressed the
inhabitants of Belfast, in 1792, in the following
terms | — .

« Ag men and as Irishmen, we have long la-
mented the degrading state of slavery and op-
pression, in which the present mujority of our
countrymen are held; nor have we lamented
itin silence. We wish to see all distinctions
on account of religion abolished,—all narrow,
partial maxims of policy dene away. We an-
xiously wish to see the day when every Irish-
man will be a ecitizen, — when Catholics and
Protestants, equally interested in their coun-
try's welfare, possessing equal freedom and
equal privileges, shall be cordially united, and
ghall learn to look upoa each other as brethren,
the children of the same God, the natives of
the same land,—and when the only strife among
them shall be—¢ who shall serve their country
best!’”

Such programmer, resolutions, and declara-
tions, soon produced a feeling of brotherly love
among all true Irishmen. To obtain redress,
by every lezal and constitutional means, was
the aim of the founders of this society; but
finding that their efforts in this way were of no
avail, that they were treated with contumely
while they themselves were despised by those
to whom they appesled, the society merged
from an open into 2 secret ome. Its progress
in the latter character was even greater than
when its councils were open and aboveboard.—
This is partly accounted for by the secrccy of
the Orange society, whose members werc en-
abled to effect their evil- purpeses with greater
certainty and security on account of that se-
Creey. :

Many of the country people joined the society
of United Irishmen; not so much in opposition
to the government, as such, but for mutual pro-
tectien of their lives and properties.

John and Peter Mullan had heen active
members for some time, and used their influ-
enee to make Cormac Rogan “one of them-
selves.” (lormac resisted all their persuasions,
ot from any. feeling that he entertained against
the soeiety or its members, but from a fear that
his enrolment would displease his friends. The
late conversation with- Father John had, to
some extent, removed his fears, so that the en-
treaties of the Mullans were gaining on his
mind every day. The attempt to burn the
chapel, and the selection of his own dwelling
for destruetion, finally overcame his scruples,
and made him as anxious to join the United
I:'elshmep, as he was previously averse to such &
atep. .

After leaving his mother and Father Mac-
Auley, Cormac, in company with the Mullans
and Mike, proceeded across the country to Pat
Dolan's house, a well known rendezvous of the

... As he uttered o ribald jest. :
Proceeding quietly on his business, & man

dressed in the garb of the Society cf Friends
might have been seen wending his way, from an
early hour, on the Belfust road, toward Antrim.
As he approached the village of Templepatrick,
he betrayed some signs of uneasiness, especially
when he saw the residence of the Rev. Mr.
Porter strictly guarded by soldiers. This rev-
crend gentleman, the author of a very seditious
song, known by the name of ¢ Cruiskeen
Lawn,” * was suspected of being a2 member of
the Society of United Irishmen, and from re-
ports which reached the ears of the authorities,
his house was visited regularly by soldiers und
yeomanry, a8 a precaution against the visits of
strangers, and to watch that the premises con-
cealed no fircarms.

Qur Quaker friend had no intention of loiter-
ing on his journey; but, happening to possess
an inquisitive turn of mind, he approached the
house of Mr. Porter, and, in a very humble sort
of way, inquired of a soldier the cause of his
friend’s house being guarded.

thousands.” _

The fate of William Orr, of Ferranshane, in
the County of Antrim, did more to influence
the minds of the peasautrythan all the councils
of the United Irishmen. That mun’s death
way simply « butchery in cold blood. He was
sccused of administering the oath of the United
Irishmen to a soldier named Wheatley, That
sume soldier came forward afterwards, and
made an affidavit that his testimony against
Orr was FALSE! It was of no use. 'The gov-
crnment wanted vietims, and must have them.
Two of the jurors also mude an affidavit, that,
on the night of the trial, a quantity of spiritu-
ous liquors had been conveyed to the jury-
room, that they, and several others, were in-
toxicated—thut onc of them was threatened
with being prosecuted as an United Irishman
it he did not econcur in averdict of “ GuiLTy!”
—thut at length he did so, contrary to his
judgment—worn out by futizue and drink, and
subdued by menaces.  Subsequently the whole
of the jurors substantiated the sworn testimony
of the two—all did not save Orr,

On the day of his exccution, the people
closed up their houses and places of business,
and retired into the country, their whole ap-
pearance betokening grivf at the untimely and
cruel death of their innocent {riend aud neigh-
bor.

The exceution took plice on the 14th day of
October, 1797,

The dying declaration of William Orr, of Fer-
ranshane, in the County of Antrim, Farmer.

TO THE PUBLIC,H

My Friendsand Countrymen,—In the thirty-
first year of my life, I have been sentenced to
die upon the gallows, and this sentence has
been in pursuauce of u verdict of twelve men,
who should have been indifferently and impar-
tially chosen. Mow far they have been so, I
leave to that country from which they have
been chosen, to determine ; und how far they
have dischurged their duty, I leave to their
God, and themselves, They have, in pro-
nouncing their verdict, thought proper to re-
commend me as an object of humane mercy; in
return, I pray to God, if they have erred, to have
merey on them. The judge who condemned
me, humanely shed tears in uttering my sen-
tence; but whether he did wisely in so highly
commending the wretehed infornier, who swore
away my life, T leave to his own cool reflection,
solemnly assuring him, and all the world, with
my dying breath, that that informer was fore-
sworn. Thelaw under which I suffer, is sure-
ly a severe one ; may the makers and promoters
of it be justified in the integrity of their mo-
tives, and the purity of .their own lives, By

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SEETCH OF ST. PETER'S CATHEDRAL, ROME.
(From the Catholie Standard.)

The fond desire of David and Solomon to conse-
crate to the Almighty o temple on which they might
lavish the cheicest treasurces of Judean art and skill,
finds a counterpart in the zeul with which the Em-
peror Constantine labored to execute his deeply
cherished plan of building a Christian Church, which
in size and magnificence, would surpass the glorious
edifice that crowned the Mount of Sion.  This pious
resolution of the first Christian Emperor, was sug-
gested by causes and influences similar in character
to those which inspired the Psalmist-king with the
determination of ¢ building unto the Lord a goodly
tabernacle’, Constantine felt that God had commis-
sioned him to extirpate paganism, even as He had
raised up His scrvant David to restore His worship
in Ysrael, and to smitc the idolatrous nations that
blasphemed His name, and persccuted His people.
For him no less signally than for David had the
Lord of hosts done battle. His carcer as Emperor
had becn marked by indubitable cvidences of divine
protection and favor, and out of gratitude, he fult
bound to erect a temple before whose splendors the
gorgeousness of pagan shrines should pale, and for
whose ornamentation he would lay the world under
tribute. Besides, the surpassing excellence of the
Christian religion over its type the Jewish, seemed
to demand a temple which would vie with, if not
excel the majestic “ House of God” constructed by
Solomon. For the cloud, in, the Jewish temple,
overshadowing the mercy-seat, and betokening the
abiding care of Jehovah for his people, fades away
before the Real Presence of Emmanuel in the Chris-
tian Church. Its altars arc not bedewed with the
blood of mere animais, but thereon is immolated no
less a victim than the Christ of God,—the Lamb
glain from the beginning—whose purc oblation is
eternal in duration, andinfinite in efficacy. To build
a temple which should faintly shadow forth the
grandeur and perfection and religion which God
through His Son had revealed to the race, and
which, at the same time, might stand as the enduring
memorial of his own gratitude to the Almighty, was
the design of Constantine. i

Rome was the city in which the Christian fane
was te be erected, for, as Constantine declared, the
Bternal City is to Christendom, what Jerusalem was
to Istacl,—its capital, the centre to which converge
the faith and reverence of the Christian world, And
a5 Rome owed its supremacy in the Church, to the
fact that the Prince of the Apostles had established
thercin the Apostolic See, so did it scem fitting that
after God, Constantinc’s tgmple should bear the
name and perpetuate the memory of 8. Peter. He
accordingly chose for the site of the new church, the
Vatican hill on whose summit the humble tomb of
St. Peter was situated. In the days of paganism, the
circus of Caius, afterwards of Nevo occupied this hill ;
and when Constantine dotermined upon erecting
Buasilica Vaticana, as the Church was styled, he de-
stroyed the circus, and began himself to dig the
foundation, carrying away,-on his shoulders, twelve
troughs of the carth, in honor of the twelve apostlcs,
Some of the walls of the circus, were, however, per-
mitted to remain, and were used for the basilica, in
order to accelerate its completion; a quantity of
marble was also taken from various ancient build-

‘t most frantically, as‘ﬁe*mahe&to openthetdoor,

shouted a

ingd; foriits decoration, and it wag adorned with a
hundred columns. Being magnificently finishied, b
was consdetated by Pope St. Sylvester, on the 15th
November, A.D., 324, and was richly furnished and
endovwed” by Constantine as it wag afterwards by
other Emperors, Kings, and particularly by the Popes.

“In 460, Pope Hilary presented two gold vases set
with jewels, weighing 15 1bs. cach, with ten chalices
and twenty-four silver lamps. His successor, Sim-
plicius, gave twelve more silver lamps and a golden
vase of 16 lbs. weight, Pope Symmachus, about the
beginning of the sixth century, presented twenty
additional lamps of silver, besides twenty-twoarches
of the same mctal, weighing 20 1bs. cach, His suc-
cessor, Hormiadas, had a silver beam made of 1,400
Ibs. weight to sustain the lamps given by his pre-
decessors which burned night and day before the
tomb of the apostles, Pelajuis I., in the same cen-
tury, adorned the tomb with silver; and Gregory L.
added a canopy, supported by silver columnne, of 18:
1bs. each. Honorius I, who was raised to the pon-
tificate in 625, had silver doors made to the Bagilica,
cach weizhing 975 1bs, and he covered the roof with
sheets of gilt metal, taken from the t-mple of Jupi-
ter Capitolinus. Adrisn I, towards the close of the
cighth century, had a lamp made in the form of a
cross, with 1360 branches, that were lighted four
times & year; and he adorned the tomb, us.dasa
confessional, with 1328 1bs. of gold. H's successor,
Leo L. built a tower, then uncqualled. In the
year 846, the Basilica was stripped of all its treasure
by the Saracens; but after they bad been repulsed,
Leo IV. had new doors made with some basso-re-
lievos of silver; after which the building scems to
have experienced very little alteration till the time
of Nicholns TiI., who ascended the papsal chair in
1277. This Pontiff adorncd it with Mosaic work,
and engaged Giotto to execute many paintings for
it. He also erected & magnificent habitation called
the Canoniea, for a chapt.r of canons, successors of
the monks of four monasteries, who had formerly
officiated in this temple, by turns, day and night.—
This Canvnica has since been pulled down, to make
roon for the modern basilica,

About 1200 years from its foundation, the costly

edifice began to cxhibit symptoms of considerable
decay : and in 1506, Pope Julius IL, commenced the
new basilica, by entirely enclosing the old onc. The
first architect engaged in this undertaking was Bra-
mante, who, dying in 1514, was succecded by
Raphavl d'Urbino, with others; he dying in 1520,
the building was prosecuted by Peruzzi. The trou-
bles during the pontificate of Clement VII, caused
a suspension of the work ; nor was it resumed till
1546, when Paul I11. employd Sangalo to carry it
forward ; but he dying the same yenr, the work was
committed to the celebrated Michael Angzelo Bon-
arotti, who converted the design into the form of a
Greek cross, and executed the plan for the cupola.—
Bonarotti lived to see the building carried to the
height of the tambour; and, on his death, which
took place in 1564, he was succeeded by da Vignola,
till 1573, when Porta, assisted by Fontana, in the
pontificate of Sixtus V., raised up the wonderful
dome from Donarotti's models and to complete the
small cupola, he added a ball of metal, as a sup-
porter to the cross. The concavity of this ball
commodiously seats 32 persons. The building, con-
sequently, had been sixty-seven years in hand, under
the superintendence of seven architects, and during
the reigns of twelve popes.  In 1606, the plan of the
cdifice was changed from a Greek cross to a Latin
one, by Paul V,, who also erected the portico with
the grand front, after a design by Carlo Maderno,
At the foot of the grand ascent to the church are
the statues of Sts. Peter and Paul, executed for the
old basilica in the pontificate of Pius II,, by Mino
du Ficsole. The basso-relicvo on the front, under
the benzdiction gallery, representing Our Lord com-
mitting the keys to St. Peter's care, is by Malvicino.
The portico is ornnmented with gtatues of the first
popes, who suffered martyrdom, On the right is
a marble equestrian statue of the founder, Constan-
tine the Great, in the attitude of observing the cross
in the heavens, with the motto: In hoc signo vinces:
it is the work of Car. Bemnini. In the four niches
of the vestibule of the portico arc as many statues,
viz: Hope, by Livoni; Faith, by Rossi; Charity, by
Ludovisi ; and the Church, by Frascari. At the
other end, on the left, is Cornachini’s ¢questrian
statue of Charlemagne, as defender of the Church,
In the vestibule, on the near side, are four other
statues : Prudence, by Livoni; Fortitude, by Ottone;
Justice, by Rossi; and Temperance, by Raffaclli.
Over the middle door is a large basso-relievo, in
marble, of Christ entrusting His flock to St. Peter,
by Bernini; and opposite to it is the cclebrated
Navicelli, or small ship, painted by Giotte, in the
year 1300 ; this was formurly placed in the yard of
the square portico, as a symbol of the Catholic
Church, agitated, but not overwhelmed, by the tem-
pest of many persecutions.

The entrance to the basilica is by five doors: that
in the middle is metal, and was executed by order of
Pope Eugenius IV, at Constantinople, by Filareto.
Tts ornaments represent the martyrdom of Sts. Peter
and Paul. The fifth door, called Porte Santa, or the
holy door, is only opcned in Jubilee year; nnd un-
der the portico, near this middle door, the first bull
for the Jubilee, composed by Boniface VIIL, is in-
scribed upon marble.  Near the Porta Santa are two
other inscriptions; one consisting of verses made
by Charlemagne, in 795, in praise of Pope Adrian 1. ;
the other describing the donations of Pope Gregory
1I. to the Church, of olive grounds, for supplying
the lamps at the sepuichre of the apostles.

On first entering this vast semplo, the imagina-
tion is raised with the expectation of beholding ex-
quisite beauty and elegance; but the admiration it
excites does not cqual its fame, until the spectator
begins to observe its several parts, On drawing
near to onc of the basins of holy water, on the first
pilaster, the marble cherubim, that support it, ap-
pear at first regular and natural ; but afterwards they
are found to be gigantic, and almost out of propor-
tion ; they arc the work of Livoni, Moderati, Rossi,
and Cornachini. The doors of marble, with olive
branches, secm at fivst as if they could be touched
DLy the hand, and yet prove, on a nearer approach,
to Le very high, and appear to be flying still higher ;
an cffect observable in most of the other works,

The middle aisle has a magnificent marble pave-
ment, and the cciling is grandly ornamented with
gilt stucco, worked on grotesque by Provenzale. Tn
the centre, in mosaic, are the arms of Pope Paul V.
Every part is embellished with beautiful marble
columns, and excellent basso-relievos, among which
are fifty-six large medallions, with the portmits of
as many sainted Popes, sculptured Ly Gale, from
designs of Bernini.  Fixed against the pilasters are
two remarkable stones, on onc of which, it is- said,
Sylvester 1. divided tho bodics of Sts. Peter and
Paul; and, on the other, many martyrs were tor-
tured and put to death, There are also two round
black stones, which the Gentiles tied to the feet of
the martyrs when on the egulens, an instrument of
torture in the form of a horse. The bronze statuc
of St. Peter, sitting, in the act of giving his benedic-
tion, was executed by order of Leol, from the
Jupiter Capitolinus, as an acknowledgment of the
liberation of Rome from the persecution of Attila,
the Hun. '

In the centre of the cross aisle, under the grand
cupoln, is the altar called the Confessional of the
Apostles; and under it is the ancientaltar turned
townards the cast, bencath which are placed half the
hody of St. Peter, and half that of St. Paul, with
those of the early sainted Popecs. Herc was the
Vautican cemaetery, where Anacletes firgt buried the
body of 8t. Peter. A small temple was built over it,
which was afterwards pulled down by ovder of the
Emperor Heliogabulus, to enlarge the passage
for the triumpbal cars. Around this.shrine was

formerly a vast number-of lamps, with wicks of as-

bestos continually, burning balsam, Pope Calixtus
I1;in 1119, rcpairggy and’ adorned it with costly
‘marble, and consecrated it in the presence of the
thousand fathers- convoked by him to & general

wag rebuilt in the interval, till the time of Clement
VIII, who, about the year 1600, without removing
any part of it, had it crected over the present altar.
Paul ¥., a fow years afterwards, having cnlarged the
basilica, as already noticed, adorned thisconfessional
with precious marbles, jusper, fournlabaster columns,
the statucs of the two apostles, in bronze gilt, with
other ornaments of the same material. He also
crected two noble descents, for the convenience of
the faithful approaching near the sanctuary to pray,
around which onec hundred and tweanty-two lamps
are continually burning. Urban VIIL, ut an ¢x-
pense of 100,000 crowns, for workmanship alone,
cmployed Bernini to erect a canopy of bronze ever
this shrine, supported by fomr twisted columus of
the same metal, ornamented with very fine cheru-
bim, modelled by Flamingo, and partly gilt. Rossi
also contributed several remarkable works of art.—
The height of this canopy, including the cross on
its top,is 124 palms; 186,392 1bs. of metal were
consumed in its manufacture, and, for the gilding,
46,000 crowns of gold were expended.

The grand cupolais said by some to equal that of
the ancient Pantheon ; but others insists that it ex-
ceeds the latter by 37 palms in breadth, and 30
palms in height, being in magnitude 200 palms.—
The ball is 12 palms in diamcter, and the cross, cast
in bronze, iz 25 feet in height., The inside of the
cupola is covered with moraic work, from the car-
toons cf Cav. d'Arpino. The cherubim and flowcrs
are by Roncalli and Provenzale; the evangelists,
Nts. Matthew and Mark, by Nebbis ; and Sts. Luke
anlJohi by Ve chi. In the pilasters, Berniniopened
tour galleries for the exhibition of the sacred relics
kept within the tabernacles.  In that over the
statue of 8, Veronica is a part of the Holy Cross ;
the spear that picreed the side of our Lord (presented
by Sultan Bajazet II. to Pope Innocent IIL); and
the veil of Veronica, on which the face of Christ is
impressed.

To the place in which thesc precious relics are
kept, no one i8 permitted to ascend except the
canons, without special leave of the Pope, Over the
statue of 8, Helena, are many other relics, which are
publicly exhibited at various times of the ycar—
The eight columns in these galleries are said to
have stood originally in Solvmon’s temple. The
four marble statues in the niches are each 22 palms
in height; that of S, Veronica is by Mochi; 8.
Helena, by Bolgi; 5. Andrew, by Flamingo and S.
Longinus, by Bermind.  Against the pedestal of cach
statue is an altar piece in mosaic, taken from the
paintings of Sacchi.

Near these statucs is the descent te the Grotto
Vaticani, or the old church, into which women are
permitted to enter only on Whit Sunday. Here is
the sepulchre of the apostles, crected by Anacletes
Among the ornaments of the high altar, are a statu.
of 8, Jameg, 3 “Paliandro col pro Christo” contain-
ing many bones found in various piles of marble ;
and a chupel, with an image of God the Father, in
marble, ‘

On leaving this chapel is observed the old tri-
bune, of mosaic, repaired by Giotto; the verses were
cut on the frivze of the cornice, and the large cros:
was on the top ot the ancient front. In the chapel
of the Blessed Virgin are the statues of Sts, Mut-
thqw and Jobn; two scpulchral urna: various basso-
ielicvos ; part of u bull of Gregory IIL. inscribed on
marble; Lesi les other ob cets ofint rest, too numcr-
ous to be particularized. '

In front of St. Peter's Church. townrds the cast, in'
the ancient camp, or valley, where the pagans per-
formed the Vaticini, and prepared for the triumphal
processions is the piazza of the Vativan basilics, in
the form of an amphithentre, which, for extent,
magnificence, orderly distribution and clegance of
the porticoes, columns, statucs, and fountainy,
astonishes the beholder, and appears to be the ne
plus uitre of human art and genius. This was the
work of Alexander VII (17th century) frem designs
by Bernini. The colonades are of the Doric order,
consisting of 320 large stone columns, distributed
into tetrads, and forniing a street in the centre for
processions, with walksat the sides for spectators.
They are covered and surrounded with cornices, on
which, for greater orzament, are erected a stone bal-
ustrade, and 138 statues of saints of both sexes,
whose relics are preserved in the church, together
with those of the various founders of the religious
orders,

In the aemtre of this piazza is the famous Egyp-
tian obcligk, the only one of its kind that haz wholly
cscaped the ravages of barbarous hands and the in-
jurics of time. It is of plain red granite, 113} palms
high, all of a single piece; or from the base, includ-
ing the pedestal and cross, 180 palms, the cross
alone being 10 palms. This monument, of ancient
but uncertain date, is said to have been one of two
obelisks dedicated to the sun in Heliopolis, the On
of Holy Writ, by Nuncorius, called also Pheron, son
of Sosostris, King of Egypt, on occasion of his re-
covering his sight, after 2 blindness of ten years.—
Caliguls, according to Pliny, kad it removed to
Rome, in the third year of his reign, and set up in
the Vatican circus. When Constantine the Great
destroyed the circus, the obelisk was left standing,
and it remained neglected upwards of 1250 years,
till the pontificate of Sixtus V.; who was elected in
1585. At that time the obelisk was buried to the
top of the base in the accumulated ruins and rub-
bish. Sixtus ordered it to be cleared to its founda-
tion, and employed Fontana for the undertaking,
who, on the 10th of September, 1586, with the labor
of 800 men and 100 horses, removed it to its present
situation, and set it up on two large blocks of gran-
ite, brought from Egypt at the same time with itself,
and which serve for the pedestal, supported by a base
of marble. On the angles are four metallic lions, cast
from a model of Bmsciano, which scem to sustrin
the obelisk. The same Pope .dcdicated it to the
honor of the true:God, and, instead of the large
metal ball that was originally on the top, he placed
his own arms, consisting of three mounts and a star,
above them a metal cross. The cross being injured
by the lapse of time and the weather, was taken
down in 1740, and being repaired, a particle of the.
wood of the Holy Cross was inserted into it, and
various indulgences have since been granted to those
who, in passing by, bave saluted it>with a Paternoster
or Ave Maria. The removal of this obelisk to its
present situation, was first contemplated by Pope
Nicholas V., who intended to have it sustained upon
four colossal statucs of the Evangelists; but his
death in 1445, prevented the execution of his design.

On the right of the obelisk is a fountain, made by
Paul V. early in the seventeenth century; and on
the left is another by Clement X., about the yenr
1671. They are both admirnble works, as well for
the copious supplies of water they throw up, as for
their busins of the finest Egyptian pgranite, cach cut
out of one selid block. His present Holingss, Pius
IX, who guards with religious care the priceless
treasures of architcctural and artistic genius con-
tained in the great Cathedral, intends, we under-
stand, to further embellish it with severa! admirable
statues and paintings commemorative of the Vatican
(icumenical Council.

Thus have the Roman Pontiffs realized the ideal
of Coustantine. St. Peter’s Cathedral excels not
only the famed Temple fof Solomon, but, in the
Jjudgment of the best architects, it far surpasses the
most celebrated Dbuildings of ancicnt or modern
times, both in size and the excellency of its cxter-
nal and internal construction, and in- the admirable
works in marble, moasic, metal and stucco with

which it is adorned. The grand unity of its plan;
the sacred purposes to which it is consecrated, and
the hallowed rites which it witncsses; its ‘spacious

courts and vast extent, accommodating thousands

ccuncil.; It sufferedno change, though the church’

TreLaxp axp Fraxce—The London Spectator, com-
menting on the Irish munifestations of sympathy
with France, observes:—

It is a singular fact that the defeat of the Irishry
in 1689 was the moans of winning for Ireland a dis-
tinguished reputation in Europe.  Up to that time
the Irish were despised as o horde of brutal and
cowardly savages, and even their French ablies, who
came to fight in the cause of James, the politic
Avauy and the courtly Lauzun, spoke of the native
troops with loathing and contempt. Swsfield re-
deemed the fame of his country ; he won the admir-
ation of France and the unwilling respect of Eng-
lund. When he embarked with twenty thousund
Irish soldiers for France, leaving behind him the
violuted "Treaty of Limerick, be laid the foundations
of & long and glorious connection Letween Irclnad
and Frunce. Those banished soldiers were the
founders of the Irish Brigade, and they soon made
their names known in the military history of Europe.
Lord Clare's Dragoons more than once turned the
tide of battle in the wars of the eighteenth century;
and at Fontenoy the desperate vilor of the Irish
beat back the stubborn columns of England, A
ballad, atfectionately familiar to Irelasd,; tells us
how,

«On far foreign ficlds, from Dunkirk to Bel-

ritcle

Lic the sollicrs and chiefs of the Irish Bri-

gade.”

And the boast is true,  The records of the French
War Office show that, during the first half of the
cighteenth century, ending five years after the day
of Fontenoy, four hundred and fifty thousand Irish-
1aen icd in the Freach service, and that during the
last half of the century one huudred and fifty thou-
sand Irishimen fcll in battle under the banners, of
France, The penal laws forbade the cmigration of
Trishmen to Fmnee, and many were hanged for re-
cruiting ; but still the “ Wild Geese,” as the exiles
were called, continued tfo cseupe. Through the
game period the colleges of the Jesuits were filled
with Irish students, and it would be ensy to trace
the grave consequences that fowed fromn the seem-
ingly unimportant fact thut a youth named Danicl
O'Connell was cducated at St. Omer.  These reln-
tions have never been forgotten in I_relu.ud. and the
pensantry still feel pride in the stirring ballads that
record the achievements of the Brigade. What ix,
perhaps, equally significant, is the gratitude that is
folt by all Catholic Ireland” for the social equality
that France has ever yielded to a ruce long despised
and down-trodden in England. A spealer at the
open-air mecting in Cork said, “France reccn:cd us
as friends and brothers ; she recognised our chiefs ns
nobility, and her proudest nobles were willing to
allay themselves with the Irish chicitaing, mixing
French withh Celtic blood. We repaid them by
pouring out our bloed in defence of France and her
glory”” This social sympathy is at t]w bottom of
the prescnt passionate ardor of Catholic Ircland in
the French cause, and prompts the cheers which
greet the name of ¢ MacMahon, the descendant of
one of the ¢ Wild Geese) who commands the armics
France.” .

The London Times Inshes itself into & fury over
the Irich manifestations of sympathy wn‘.p France.
Concluding a frathy leader on the subject in its
igsue of August 1, it says:i—

The desire to ¢ast a slur upon England was un-
doubtedly the .leading motive in the rccent noisy
demonstration, but sorae account must also be taken
of the traditional sympathy which hasbound France
to Ircland. This scntiment pevhaps aided by the
community of Celtic origin, dates from the close of
the seventeenth century, when the Irish, under
color of -maintaining -the sovereignty of James II,
rose to agaert their national independence.  The in-

| terference of Louis XIV., led to the final absorption

of the remaining -Irish troops into the ammy of
‘France, , Such »wga the origin of the Irish Brigade,
which for a - century - was. associated with the most
brilliant exploits of the Bourbons, with the defeat
of Ramilies and the victory of Fontenoy. When

He was curied  home, and Dr.

the Bqurbons fell, the Republic found herself in in-
ternecine feud with England, and the efforts of Ire-
land to win independence at the close of the last
century were seconded by the expedition of Hoche,
which a fortunate storm drove from Bantry Bay, and
by the more disastrous invasion of Humbert, I'rifl-
icg and vain as were these instalments of ussistance,
they are remembered as evidences of good will by
the Irish peasantry, and they probably prompted
numbers of Irishmen to take service in the armics
of the First Empire, When Ireland caught the in-
fection of revolution in 1848, it was from Prance
that she sought nid, and was met with eloquent
welcome, but nothing more substantii.], by Lamar-
tinc. Since that time there has been ne approxima-
tion: of ijdeas between the peoples of France and
Ireland, if it were not in 1859, when the Irish were
aroused to share in MuncMahon's tri umph at Ma-
genta.  Latterly the sympathies of the Irish Na-
tionalists and revolutionary spirits have been rather
turned across the Atlantic, and in the late ebulition
of sympathy for France there is probabl{ no per-
manence and reality.  The address presented at
Sandymount declared that Ircland and France were
“inseparably nllicd” Few Irishmen seriously be-
licve anything of the kind. It is natural enough
that the Catholic and Celtie population of ITreland
should have little appreciation of ‘Peutonic and Pro-
testant Germany ; Lut there are, perhaps, almost as
few practical interests in common between the
French and Irish nations as between any two coun-
trivs in Europe.

1
say frivnds, for it is a fact well known by any oue
acquainted with French feelings, that while Eng-
land is- far from being liked by Frenchmen, what-
ever they may pretend to the coutrary, lIrelund is
looked on by them with a friendly eye, and has all
their sympathy in its supposed struggle with Eng-
land for its rights, The late dpmonstration has
added another link to this chain of friendship, and
the news of the favourable feeling in lreland
towards them has been the more joyfully received
Ly Frenchmen at this time, the more bitterly the
unwished-for interference, almost amounting to dic-
tation, of England bas been lately felt. An Irish

Beund's, Tromeirchion,on
the history and conditions of the indulgence of Porti-
uncula, whickisattached to this feast, the relic of St
Francis of Assisi was carried in solemn procession
round the outer cnclosure of the convent, a large
congregution devoutly following. It was dark be-
fore the throng to the coufessional had ceased, but
only to recommence ' the next morning at an carly
hour. Masses followed cach other in suceession
from six to half-past nine am., and no less thau
three hundred received the Communion, in addition
to whom « vast number went to Communion in the
neigltboring parish of Holywell, The some morn-
ing High Mass commenced at 10,30 am., and after
the gospel the Rev. Francis Soden, M.A, of St
Putrick’s, Liverpool, gave an able discourse on the
missions of Christ’s Church to the world, and con-
cluded with a fervid appeal to the numerous congre-
gution on behalf of Pant-Asaph, and the work they
were pursuing with so generous o self-devoted-
ness in that locality. At the end of the sermon
Brother Rudolph publicly made his profession in
the hands of the Very Rev. Father Guardian, Shortly
after the mass the fathers entertained theirnumerons
guests and bencfuctors in the refectory. But few
tousts were proposed.  The Right Hon. the Earl of
Denbigh, who presided, spoke of the deep interest he
had all along taken in the progress of the commu-
nity to which be had at all times given such & warm
support. The Earl and Lady Denbigh, the Abbe
Rogurson, of Paris, and the Rev. Fathers Mann and
Fanning, were present.  The solemnities closed with
vespers and benediction of the B, Sacrament. The
weather was most favourable, and the wteamer run-
ning convenicutly botk days between Holywell and
Liverpool, the ladging-houses in the town and
neighbourheod were crowded —Liverpool Duily Pot,
dug Sth. .

Exauaxy’s Minrrary Stiexeri—It is of importance
to understand what the effective force at the disposal
of Great Britain is in the event of her active partici-
pation in the Continental war. The array will nat
inspire any great respect for the provident sagacity
of the Government, who, in their desire to obtain a
surplus to dazzle the eyes of the nation, have re-
duced the army to a most attenuated condition, and
left the country without any resource to full back
upon in ease of such an emergency s may any day
arise.  We understand that the answer of the Clom-
mander-in-Chief, when asked as to our disposable
force for the oceupation of Belgium, should such o
proceeding be resolved upon, was that he liad not a
single regiment to spare out of the United Kingdom.
This fact is not reassuring to the nation. It will,
prebably, think Mr. Lowe's well-stuffed budget has
been too dearly bought, at the visk of national humi-
liation. A London paper gives the following de-
tails as to the avuilable troops in Great Britain at
present . —

* Ap far ar we can discover from careful examina-
tion of the last Army List it would appear that our
foree stands somewhat as follows .—

“ Cavalry—In England and Scotland there are
three regiments of Guards and 13 of the line, and iu
Irelind six regiments of the line, making a total of
22 cavalry regiments,

« Artillery (Horse and Fidd)—In England and
Scotland about four brigades ; in Treland one ; total
artillery, five bripades.

‘Infantry—In England and Scotland, seven hat-
talions of Guards, 44 battalions of the line; in Ire-
land, 17 battalions of the line; total infantry regi-
ments, 68.

“1f we desire to arrive at the numerical strength
we must turn to the army estimates, where wee find
that the effective strength of the cavalry regiments
averages, for the Guards 343 mnk and file, and for
the line $07.  If we take about 400 as the muximun
strengrth per regiment we shall be outside the mark,
and this gives us 8,800; or if we say 10,000 we shall
certainly be estimating our cavalry force above rather
than below its strength.  For the artillery we have
817 for ench brigade of horse artillery, and 1,300 for
each field brigade, giving 4,434, or suy at the outside
5,000, a5 our field artillery strength. The Guards
muster 750 per battalion—5,254 ; the infuntry Lat-
talions are mostly only 500 strong each, a few are
650, und one or two 800 strong.  They may be taken
all round as 500 strong, and this will give a higher
figure than is due to their cttective rteenggth ; the
total infuntry force by thiz calculation, exclusive of
the Guards is 30,500, Add the Guards, and we have
85,754, or say 36,000 men. Thus our total regular
force at the outside calculation is: cavalry, 10,000,
horses and ficld artillery, 5,000 ; infantry, 36,000;
total, 51,000, No military man needs be told that
at least 20 per cent, of this force may be deducted as
practically incffective, leaving only aliout 40,000
men of ull’'arms. The large cadress in which this
force is distributed would go far to relieve our un-
casiness if we could point to any ufficient or sufii-
cient reserve from whicl it could be reeruited,  Un-
fortunately our reserves do not e yet practically
exist. The first army reserve, is, on paper, only
3,000 rtrong. The militin reserve is 20,000 strong,
but this force is available only in the event of in-
vasion or imminent danger thercof ; and it is always
well to remember that if added to the regular army
it must be deducted from the militin” — Dublin
Evening Frpress.

ExguisR FisWERIES AND TRE WaAR~The present

year will prove a disastrous one to the herring trade,
The harvest promised to be excepfionally good, but
the outbreak of war has scaled the Prussian ports
and even were they open, the demand would Le
next to nothing while so much of the German popu-
letion is massed on the Rhine.  Holland, fishing for
herself, is nu longer a purchaser; and'the home mar-
kets, from being glutted, will speedily stagnate. Tn
Londen herrings have this year been disposed of
wholusale at one shilling the barrel; and the flsh-
curers are suffering heavily from consignmoents
which do not répay the cost of carriage, Tt is these
persous who will hear the tirst loss, as their engage-
wments with the catebiers have been made (according
to custom) a year in advance. But the catchers
themselves are alreauly sharing the misfortune of the
cuvers.  Last year's bingains are threatening to be
repudiated, while fresh ones for the next are not
heing made.  In Wick alone upwards of five thou-
snud fikhermen are returning to their homes desti-

The
Lord Chief Justice—Had you made up your mind
frum the beginning to take him into custody Lifore
vou asked him those questions? "Witneas repiied
that he had.  The Lord Chief Justice, speaking with
murked emphasis—"Then you had no business to
ask questions of a man as to whom you had that
intention, A Judge cannot do it; n Magistrate
cannot do it ; o Jury cannot do it.  If you ask uman
questions with an houest intention to elivit the
truth. and to eseertain whether there areany grounds
for apprehending him, that is a totally difterent
thing ; but with a foregone intention to arrest him,
to ask questions for the muin  purpose of gelting
anything out of him that may be afterwards used
ayzainst bim Is o very improper proceeding, 1t is no
part of cur law to interrogate n man whom it is in-
tended to apprehend, and i€ there is to be any in-
terropation it should be done under very difterent

circumstances,  The  Lord Chief Justice—Did
you know who he was? Witness, — 1  did.
The Lord  Chief Justice, — Then  why did
you ask him his name? Witness.—I wanted to

get it from himself, The Lord Chief Justice.—You
knew who he was and meant to apprehend him,
[ suppose. [To the Bar] 1 have always, since 1
had the honour of a seat on the Bench, set my face
against police-officers who intend from the fivst to
take aman into custody, putting subtle questions to
him in onder to pet out of him what they can.

A London special last night says it is fancied
the Crown Prince is marching on Paris with
150,000 men, if so, Trochu with at least an
equal number can defend Paris long enough to
give McMahon and Bazaine time to do their
work in the rcar. It is understood that 2 new
French army of 150,000 veteran troops is form-
ing at Lyons, and that if the Prussians arc de-
feated their reserves do not exceed 300,000
men. All that is certain is that the struggle
near at hand will be a desperate and dreadful
onc; it involves everything; no well informed
person now anticipates anything but a long and
exhaustive war.

Paris (midoight), August 26th.—The fol-
lowing news is made public at the office of the
Minister of the Interior :—¢ The Prussians are
passing through Nancy, going towards Chalons,
The siege of Toul has becn abandoned, owing
to the vigorous resistance made by the garrison.
The Prussian scouts have cut the railway at
Lamouilly between Montmedy and Mezieres.
This body was repulsed by French sharp-
shooters, and the road repaired. The Prussians
who were at St. Enay are now falling back
upon Dun, several miles further south.

LoxpoxN, August 27th.—Bourges, the Capi-
tol of the Department of Cher, is fortifying.
It i3 said the Emperor and members of the
Senate and Corps Legislatif will go thither.
The right wing of the French army has already
taken that direction.

Pagris, August 2Tth.—It is reported that
Government i3 preparing a note to be addressed

Paris, Aug. 27th.—One of the city jour-

It is nevertheless
true that a person has been permitted to express
carclessly the opinion that Trochu, in presence
of the Empress, had been asked to retire.

Loxpoy, Aug. 28.—O0n Thursday, at Eper-
nay, the National Guard repulsed a Prussian
force.

Parrs, Aug. 28.—In the Corps Legislatif
yesterday, Palikao announced that 10,000
Prussians attacked Verdun and were repulsed
with heavy loss, and gave particulars as already
telegraphed.

The Journal of France says we learn the
army of Prince Royal is to march on Paris,

The King of Prussia beld at Pont a Mousson
a council of war composed of the Generals and
Princes commanding the Prussian forces. The
advice of all was to. remain in the territory con-
quered, fortifying the right bank of the Mo-
selle. The King alone determined to march on
Paris. The Prince Royal slept the night be-
fore at the Chalons prefecture.

Lonpoy, Aug 28. — The following official
dispatch is dated Bar-le-Duc, Friday night.—
The Garrison of Vitry surrendered on Thurs-
day morning.

The Prussians captured 20 guns, and 17
Freoch officers and 850 soldiers. Two battalions
of Garde Mobilc were annhilated by Prussian
cavalry. The Prussians had one officer severely,
and three troopers slightly wounded.

Tt is reported that a battle occurred yester-
day near Rheims heavy cannonading was heard
but no particulars have been rcceived. The
engagement was probably between the forces of
MacMahon and Prince Frederick Charles.

A late copy of the Journul of Nancy draws a
doleful picture of the calamities accompanying
and to succeeed the Prussian invasion.

The following official intelligenceis made
public 10,000 Prussians under the Crown Prince
of Saxony attacked Verdun at 9 this morning.
After three hours hard fighting, during which
300 shells were thrown into the city the Prus-
sians were repulsed with considerableloss. The

encmy fired on an ambulance train, OQur loss
was 12 killed and 5 wounded. The Prussians
are falling back on St. Dizier. Large bodies of
infantry are passing through Lunerville and

Bayou,

The Gaulais says the Prussian administra-
tion of the. conquered Provinces is tyrannical.

One hundred thousand of the Prussians have
been killed-and wounded since the war com-
menced,

The Opinione National says: The Germun
journalg,and those of Belgium have asserted
that the Landwehr are not yet in the field, with
the cxception of artillery.

TouroN, August 28.—A frigate has gone to
cruise in Roman waters a8 a precaution aguinst
Garibaldians,

ArLox, 29 via BrusLELs, Aug. 29.—The
Prussians are making a flank movement on
Melahon in the same manner a8 they did on
Bazaine. This is the situation of the armies.
McMahon, as I told you already, occupies a
line from Rethel to Stenay, leaving Mezieres,
Sedan and Montmedy, with the Belgian bound-
ary, behind, The Prussians who were march-
ing on to Paris deployed from Stenay to Troves,
baving changed their direction. Instead of
going west, they are going north, their troops
around Troves march in the direction of Ro-
milly, those around Chalons in that of Suippes
and those which were between Stenay and
Varennes on the direction of Rethel by Grandpre
and Vouchers, while a strong force is at Dun
observing the left of McMahon's force at
Stenay. Meanwhile strong Prussian columns
are advancing from Lunesville and Joiaville to
St. Dizier, where the headquarters of the King
were reported to be yesterday. The manifest
intention of the Prussians is to destroy
McMahon as they destroyed Bazaine, and then
turn their atteation to Paris. A great battle
will certainly be fought before many days be-
tween Rethal and Montmedy. Do not believe
in the despatch from Rethal this morning say-
ing that Marshal McMahon and Marshal Baz-
aine are in communication.

General Trochu has issued a proclamation
ordering all strangers, natives of countries now
at war with France and not naturulized
citizens, to leave Paris and the Department of
the Seine within three days.

THE CATHEDRAL OF MONTREAL.

For many years, ever since the- great fire of
1852, the largeand important diocess of Mont.
real has been without a Cathedral worthy of
the name. This want will, however, soon be
supplied, for on Sunday last, at hulf-past three
in the afterncon, took place the grand ceremony,

announced in our last, of laying the Corner
stone of a church, which it is to be hoped will
be worthy of the. diccess, and a lasting monu-
ment of the zeal and piety of its fxithtul,

At about 3.30 p.y. the Procession, headed
by a band of music, moved slowly from the
frout of the Episcopal residence towards the
site of the new Cathedral. An immense con-
course of our citizens occupied the vacant
gpace, and took a liwely interest in the day's
proceedings. On the ground a temporary pul-
pit had been erected, from which two short, but
most appropriate addresses were delivered ; one
in French by the Bishop of Montreal, the other
in English by the Rev. M. Lonergan, of
Hochelaga ; after which the usual religious cere-
monies of blessing the stone, and laying it in its
place, wore proceeded with.

Assisted by the Venerable Father Superior
of the Seminary of St. Sulpice, Mgr. Bourget
glowly moved through the ranks of the crowd
to the spot where the stone was lying. The
solemn prayers of the Church were offered up
to Him whose dwelling place is the heaven of
heavens, that He would deign to be present
with His servants in the temple that they pro-
posed erecting for His worship, and in honor
of the illustrious Saint James the Apostle.—
The Litanies were then entoned, and the usual
rites of the Church on suce occasions were duly
celebrated, and after a benediction from the
Bishop ; the assembled multitudes dispersed,
hoping and trusting that ere many ycars be
passed, thay might enjoy the privilege of wit-
nessing the Consecration of the Cathedrul of
Montreal, and of assisting at the first High
Mass sung therein by their present well-beloved
Prster.

The colicction taken wup on the ground
amounted, so we learn, to the sum of one thou-
sand one hundred dollars; and we are specially
instructed by our revered Bishop to state that
he desires to return his thanks to all the So-
cieties which he had invited to assist, for their
hearty acceptance of this invitation; and His
Lordship desires also to record his thanks to
all the Catholics who were present, taking part
in this touching ceremony.

THOUGHTS ON POPERY.
By the Rev. W. Nevins. D. D.

1.~—THE SUFFICIENCY OF THE BIBLE AS A RULE OF FAITH
AND GUIDE TO SALVATION.

This is the great matter in controversy between
Protestants and Roman Catholics. We say the Bible
is sufficient. Zey say that it is not. Now suppose
that Paul the apostle be permitted todeccide between
us. We are agreed to refer the matter to him. Can
our opponents object tothis reference ! Let Paul, then,
be consulted in the only way in which hecan be,
viz., through his acknowledged writings. It is
agreed on nll hands that he wrote the second epistle
to Timothy. Wellin the thirdchapter of thatepistle,
and at the 15th verse, he writes t. Timothy thus :
“ And that from a child thou hast known the Holy
Scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto
galvation” That the Greek is here correctly trans-
lated into Engli:h, any scholar may see.

Now what we must think of that man’s
scholarship, and intimacy with the last results
of Protestant Biblical criticism, who gravely
informs us that ““it is agreed on all hands that
he—St. Paul—wrote the second epistle to
Timothy?”” Whether he did, or did not, is
not a question with Catholics of course: for they
take their Holy Scriptures from the Catholic
Church, who alone as infallible is competent to
vouch for their genuineness and inspiration.—
But whether St. Paul wrote any of the so-called
Pastorzl Epistles, that is to say the two ad:
dressed to Timothy, the one addressed to Titus,
and that addressed to. Philemon, has long been
violently disputed in the Protestant world ; and
the last conclusions to which the most eminent
divines have attained, azided by the light of
German criticism, is that though St. Paul may
perhaps—though it is very doubtful—have
written the Epistle to Philemon, those addressed
to Timothy and to Titus arc unquestionably
“gspuriows’” and form no part of the Pauline
literature of the Bible. So well aware of this
is every Protestant with the slightest preten-
sions to scholarship, that the utmost that one
like a writer in a late number of the Edin-
burgh Review can venture to say in support of
the claims of the said Epistles to a place in the
sacred canon as emanating from St. Paul, is, that
the problem raised, how to reconcile the many
difficulties which they present to the critic and
Bible student is, though difficult, not altogether
desperate,

“ Gonfessedly the problem raised by these epistles
is a difficult one. But we do not think it so des-
perate ag M. Renan imagines it to be.'—Edinburgh
Review, April, 1870, p. 255.

And this is the utmost that an educated, and
well read advocate of the claims of the Epistles
in question can say in their behalf! That the
case against them though strong, is not alto-
gether “ desperate !’ whilst on the other hand
a Nevins, who is evidently neither an educated
nor a well read person, and who is evidently
ignorant of the controversies which have long
distracted the Protestant world as to the
genuineness of the Pastoral Epistles attributed
to St. Paul, has the amazing cffrontery to say
that «it is agreed on all hunds that he, St,
Paul, wrote the sccond epistle to Timothy.”
We need not enter into the merits of this con-
troversy here, Suffice it to say, to show how
great are the difficulties which the problem pre-
sents to the Protestant critic, that whilst the
well known work, The Life and Epistles of St.
Paul, by the Rev, MM. Congbeare and Howsor,
stands up stoutly for the genuineness of the
Epistles in question against Schleirmacher,
Buur, De Wette and other eminent Protestant
Biblical critics, it does so on the hypothesis that
St. Panl was reloased from Rome after his first
imprisonment there; that an interval of from
four to five years at least must have elapsed
betwixt the date of the Epistle to the Philip-
piang, written during the first imprisonment at
Rome, and the writing of the second Timothy;
and that it was during the latter imprisonment
that the sccond Epistle to Timothy was writ-
ten, This hypothesis the joint writers of the
work from which we cite, hold is indispensable to
those who would maintain the genuincness of
the Epistle in question.

On the other hand, the critic in the Edin-
burgh Review, from whom we have already
quoted, and who also wishes to defend the
genuineness of the second to Timothy, scouts the

hypothesis as utterly untenuble :—

“It will be seen from what has just been gaid,
that we do not believe in any release of St. Paul
from his first imprisonment at Rome. It appears to
us -ahsolutely incredible that the great Apostle
ghould have madc a fresh round of journeys in the
East, should bave travelled into Spain, should have
rcturned to a second imprisonment, and been ad-
judged to a public execution—without one single
trustworthy trace of all thoso things being left on
the page of history, or even in the traditions of these
countries,. Indecd the only reason that has induced

Apostle's life, is the supposed difficulty. of intercalat-
ing the Epistles to Timothy and Titus in any known

part of his biography.” Rather, however, a thousand

Thus then stands the case. All Catholigg
accept the Epistles in question on the authority
of the Church which determines the Canon of
Scripture.

How great then, how astounding must be the
ignorance of him who tells us that «it is agreed
on zll hands that St. Paul wrote the second
Epistle to Timothy I’

And how absurd his logic who pretends thag
from the passage therefrom quoted, 3, 15, the
sufficiency of the Seriptures as the Christian
rule of faith can be deduced? The only

Seriptures with which, from his infuncy,Timothy

could have been ‘acquainted, or which ) he
was converted to Christianity, he could have
accepted as holy seriptures  hiera grammata®”
—were the Jewish Scriptures of the Old Testa.
ment. These indeed might suffice to make the
reader wise unto salvation, in so far that they
could prove the historical fact that the Messialy
promised to the fathers by the prophets had in.
decd come, and that Jesus was that Messial,
But to pretend that they were sufficient to
teach of themselves aZl Christian doctrine, is to
agsert that all the Seriptures of the New Testa.
ment were unnecessary ; that the preaching of
the Apostles was superfluous, and St. Paul
himself an impertinence. What nced of Apos-
tles and Gospels, 7/ the writings which Timothy
had known from his childhood were sufficient
for the instruction of the Christiun in the re.
ligion of Christ? In a word, had the Serip?
tures of the Old Testament sufficed to mak:
men © wise unto sulvation” in the sense of be-
ing a full and perfect revelation of all that way
necessary to salvution, there would have been
no need of Christ, of the Gospels, or of the
Apostles.

The Rev. Mr. Nevins then, by proving too
much, proves nothing. And it is also worth
noting that little would it profit men to know
that certain Seriptures or writings were able of
themselves to make wise unto salvation, un-
tess they also had certain means for determin-
ing with infallible assurance wherein these
valuable writings consisted. Here, for in-
stance, is this very case of the Kpistle to
Timothy, from which Mr. Nevins quotes.—
How isit to be determined that it is a holy or
inspired writing ?—if we reject the authority
of an infullible Church? In a word, unless
from Scripture or the Bible you can determine
the canon of Scripture, or show, 1st. that every
book thereof is inspired; and 2nd, that all in-
spired writings are therein contained—it is
manifestly absurd to pretend that the Bible of
itself is sufficient as the Christian man’s rule of
fuith, and guide to salvation.

The Montreal Witness repelling the charge
urged by the Minerve of insulting French Cana-
dians thus replies : —

“ The men who insult them are those who con-
coct and present addresses to their Bishop stating
that the French Canadinns had accepted with per-
fect faith all the decisions of the Council at Rome
before they knew them.”

Surprising as it may seem to our Protestant
contemporary we assure him that not French
Canadian Catholics only, but that all Catholics -
throughout the world, in that they are Catho-
lies and therefore believe with a perfect faith all
that the Catholic Church believes and teaches—
are always prepared to accept with a perfect un-
questioning faith “all the decisions of a General
Council” ratified by the Pope.

It is this and this only that distinguishes Ca-
tholics from Protestants; for it cannot be tog
often repeated that the essential difference be-
twixt the former and the latter consists, not in
what they respectively believe, but in their
several reasons for so believing; the one yielding
his entire and perfect assent to overy dogma pre-
sented to him by the Chureh, only because the
Church which he recognises as the one divinely
appointed, and thercfore infullible, medium of
communication betwixt God and man, pro-
pounds those dogmas to him. The other, if he
believe at all, does so because the dogmnas so
presented recommend themselves to his private
judgment, or his particular taste,

Of course any Protéstant who aceepts any of
what are called the ¢ mysteries” of Christianity,
does 50 in violation of this the fundamental or
formal principle of Protestantism., He will
find, for instance, the reason for his belief in the
dogma of the Incarnation, in that of the Trinity,
and in other Christian mysterics, not in the
dogmas themselves, but in the authority pro-
pounding them; thus acting upon the purely
Catholic principle of authority, and with the
same disregard of *“ rcason’ as that with which
he repronches French Canadian Cathelics, in
that they are always prepared to accept with a
perfeot faith all that the Catholic Church teaches,
or ever may teach. Just so the' evangelical
Protestant will say, I believe all that the Bible

This of course stirred the
Chinese heathen, as it did Yankee Protestants
towrath. They fell upon the hated Catholics,
beat and murdered the priests, and upon the
Gisters of Mercy they inflicted every indigity,
gvery cruelty that their spiritual father, the
devil could devise.

The mission was attacked—we are speaking
now of the Chinese, not of the Protestant out-
raggo—and surrounded by a howling mob; the
doors were forced open, and a priest who vainly
attempted to guard them was torn limb from
limb.

« Nine of the Sisters were then collected in
the large school-room ; they were beaten with
sticks of bamboo, their clothes torn from their
bodies; they were placed on their heads, and
cut with knifes in the most savage manner, and
outraged almost beyond belief; yet alive, they
were ranged side by side 2long the room, their
cheeks gashed, lips and noses cut, eyes scooped
from their heads, their breasts cut off, and ab-
domen ripped open: with large cleavers their
limbs were cut and broken, and in ten minutes
naught remained but their disfigured bodics.
Every cruelty which it was possible for the most
gavage barbarian to conceive of, wus perpetrated
upon these weak defenceless Christian ladies.
When there was no more to do, fire was applied
to the massive buildings, and in a little time
they were burned. Sixty or seventy children,
who hud sought refuge from the mob in the cel-
lar were burned to a cruel death.”

In a word, the horrors of the No-Popery riots
which under the leadership of Lord George
Gordon disgraced Protestant London some hun-
dred years ago, were repeated, and if possible
surpassed in heathen China in the month of
June last, But for the unfortunate war which
she has now on her hands, France would cer-
tainly promptly and sigpally avenge this brutal
treatment of her children; and no doubt when
she ghall have settled accounts with Prussia, she
will demand satisfaction from the Government
under whose eyes the outrages above recorded
were perpetrated.

Over HasTYy GENERALISATION.—Speaking
of the recent death of Admiral Farragut, a
brave and skilful officer of the navy who greatly
distinguished himself during the late war be-
twixt the Northern and Southern States, the
N. Y. World remarks that < all great wars are
followed by a fatality amongst the chief sur-
vivors;" which fatality the writer attributes
to the great strain, mental and bodily, to which
they have been subjected, and which under-
mines their vitality.

The facts are the other way. Many, most
of the greatest generals of ancient and modern
times lived long after” their wars were over—
greater wars, and by the importance of the
issues thercon depending, as well as from the
magnitude of the interests at stake, infinitely
more trying to the human constitution than
that from which the U. States have emerged.
The war in the U. States was a bloody war,
calling forth much individual pluck, and dis-
tinguished on both sides by much hard fighting,
but certainly not by any remarkable generalship
or statesmanship if we except that of General
Lee.

Augustus lived long after the great civil wars
in which he had been engaged were at an end;
and to come down to modern times, the close of
the great wars in which a Marlborough, a
Frederick of Prussia, a Washington, and 2
Duke of Wellington, were cngawed, was not
quickly followed by their deaths. Napoleon
did not long outlive his fall it is true: but we
have no reason for thinking that his promature
decerse was in any manner . attributable to the
strain upon his vital energy, to which his previ-
ouscareer had exposed him. '

But now that Almighty God, whose voice
you obeyed in answering the cull of our
Glorious Pontiff, Pius the Ninth, has safely
restored you to us your loving children, the
sorrows of separation are forgotten, und they
give place to joy unbounded at once more be-
holding you in our midst to resume your posi-
tion us chief guardiun of fuith and morals in
this Diocese.

The Bishop in reply said he thanked them
kindly for the Catholic «x;ression towards him
upon this occasion, He was sorry toleave them
in the full, but now he was more gladin return-
ing to them, and the nearerhe upproached them
the more he longed to be in their midst.

He then alluded
in feeling torms to those who had departed this
life from their midst during his absence, and
stated that we have the consolation that they
went to a better home, and wished them his
blessing and gave the blessing of the Holy
Father. The Te Deum and Benediction of the
Blessed Sacrament closed the imposing ceremony.

The day being pronounced 2 holiday by the
Church, the Managers of St. Mary's Orphan

The games and
amusements were kept up until 7 o’clock, when
the party broke up. The St. Patrick’s band
serenaded the Bishop at the Palace late in the
evening. We forgot to mention that every-
body remarked that His Lordship looked re-
markably well and that his journey had not im-
paired his health.

Within the last fortnight the Metis, Mctane and
Rimouski sections of this Provinee have been relicv-
ed from the prolonged drought, which teld severely
on the crops. For many wecks not a deop of rain
had fallen, as the appearance of the dried, parched
carth attested ; but thanks to recent showers vege-
tation has made extraordinary progress, as if nature
wished to make up for lost time. It must be borne
in mind that the hay harvest is only now in progress
in the quartens to which we allude, and scarcely a
field of grain has been cut. The potato crop will
derive the most benefit from the moisture, as there
is plenty of time before the gathering season to re-
cover itself.  The weather on the Sonth Shore of the
St. Lawrence has been all that the farmer could
desire ; but in New Brunswick, and even humid New-
foundlund, complaints come of unusual and prolong-
¢d heat and a lack of rain.  One would fancy that
Newfoundland, the land of fog and mist, would be
the last place from whenee we would expect such
lamentation. The well known old.st inhabitant de-
clares that he has ne recollection of a similar season,
that the ordinary gricvunce was un over supply of
water ; but this year for two months not a drop of,
nuin fell.  The thermometer kept at 80 in the shade
and sad to say the fires got into the mosscovered
pine districts, savaging the country far and wide,

THE FRANCO-PRUSSIAN WAR.

Panis, Avg. 23.—Le Gaulois reports that
the Procureur of Marines, who commanded a
company of sharpshooters, was captared by the
Prussians and shot beeause he did not belong
to the urmy. The Gaulois protests against
such assassinations,

The subscription for the Sword of Honor to
be presented to Marshal MacMahon has been
closed. A lurge sum of money has been raised
and many jewcls given for the purpose.

Credible authorities assure me that Stein-
metz and Frederick Charles lost over 100,000

.. men, which leaves them no more than 150,000
to hold the line of the Frontier to Metz,

The feeling in Berlin is one of undeniable
horror, and depression as the war threatens to
Jast.

The railways are taken up with wounded
soldiers, which deluys the movement of rein-
forcements.

New York, Aug. 24.—The details of the
battle of Gravellotte arc received. It is des-
cribed as one of the greatest battles of modern
times. A reconnoissance made theduy previous
showed that the French army was retreating on
Verdun, a column was cut in two by the ad-
vanee of the, Germans, and the last part was
driven back between Gravellotte and Metz. It
was resolved to attack there as the retreat of the
French to Verdun was cut off. The Germans
were posted in 2 north-east direction from Gra-
vellotte and Metz. The Tth Prussian corps
formed the right of the line, next came theSth,
which was postd on the road to Gravellotte,
the Sth and 12th guards, which were on the ex-
treme left, and the 3rd, 1st and 10th corps were
held in reserve. The firing was kepe all along
the whole line from 11 o'clock. The Prussiun
artillery scemed to be overpowering, and the
French batteries were driven bzek on the sccond
lie. In the village of St. Marie, which is in

.. possession of the Germans, many houses were

-battered down, and every available spot crowded
with wounded mnen, even the streets were covered
with struw, and French und German wounded
lay there in masses together, Beyond Rezon-
ville the country is stripped bare.  There is no
conveyance or food to be had. Metz is com-
pletely surrounded by the Prussian forces.
The 4th army corps having moved round from
east to north, the Suxon corps of Pioneers has
been sent to the front. Four Prussian corps
will be left about Metz to carry on the siege.
The remzinder of the army is to advanca towards
Verdun.

Paris, Aug, 24 — The morning jouraals
publish a despateh that the Prussiuns had fired
upen and killed some Beleiun soldiers on the
frontier

The Presse says the ambasgadors from Rus-
-gia, Italy and Austriy, in reply to their offers to
negotiate for peace, huve been officiully informed
thut peace is impossible so long as u Prussian
soldier treads French soil.

Figaro urges the placing of electrie lights on
the fortiticutions of Paris,

Lo~pon, Auz. 24 — Privated advices from
Paris dated the 22nd, suy the Crown Prince of
Prussia is near St. Dezeir, and going towards
Paris with 150,000 men, uncertain whether they
will be able to avoid a fight before going further.
Prussian officers do not believe that Paris will
resist. They expecet an insurrection will follow
on the approach of the Prussinn army, which
will result in the displacement of the present
French wuthoritics, when peace muy be easily
guaranteed,  They suy the war will be pur-
poseless if thesc points cannot be ¢ffected.

The following desputch from Paris contains
the very latest from the Seat of War :—Metz ix
entirely isolated, the Prussinns are strong west
of that place. Gen. Fuilly, who was in com-
mand at Chalong, is still there; but by the new
disposition of troops, i superseded. Gen. M:c-
Mahon is strongly posted in the plains before
Chalons, with heavy detachments at St. Mene-
hold, Verdun and Rheims. MueMiahon has
175,000 men well supplied with food, ammuni-
tion and artillery. Sharpshooters are hastening
o Chalons.

The Liberte says the army of the Prince
Royal, which reached St. Dezicr some days
ago, has not passed that place, but on the con-
trary, has fallen back,

_ The sume journal adds that it knows from
reliable sources, that the loss of the three Prus-
sian armies has thus fur been as follows:—
Killed, 35,000 ; wounded 85,000.

A convoy escorting & large number of Prus-
gian prisoners has arrived at Soissons. Another
is expeeted there to-day.

The process of incorporating the Nationu]
Guard with the regular army has commenced.

Loxpox, Aug. 26—The prepartions for the
siege of Metz seem formidable.

The Paris papers arc persuading themselves
that Marshal Buzaine is realizing a deep laid
strategy.

The following officia] despatch from Berlin,
has been received. The government received
2 despatch dated from Bar Le Due, last evening,
1o the effect that Chalons had been evacuated
by the French, and that a Prussian column is
west of Chalons, advancing rapidly.

It is reported that the Prussians are at Se-
ganne to-day, 65 miles from Paris,

New Yorxk, Aug. 25.—A special from Paris
to the N. Y. Times says:—“1 gaw 2 letter
to-day from a person high in office ir St. Peters-

burg stating that the Russian government is|

..geriously alarmed at the state of affairs in Po-
Jand, There is great agitation in favour of
France, and numbers of Poles are leaving to of:
fer their services in the French army. On the
-other hand, a movement is on foot in the Baltic
provinces of the Russian Empire in favor of an-
nexation to the North German Confederation,
and is gaining ground. The Russian Govern-
ent is on the point of a dilema, and, it is be-

lieved, in sclf-defence, Russia will be conipelled
to take part in the war.

Sr. PETERSBURG, Aug. 24.—The 8t. Peters-
borg Journal denies that Russia is commit
to prevent the dismemberment of France as has
lately been published. She is, however, cer-
tainly unfuvourable to that measure, and regards
the agitation of the measure as premature,

The Minister of the Interior authorizes the
statement that additional advices of a fuvorable
character has been received from the armies in
the field, but the information is purposely with-
held, s the same journals indiscreetly give de-
tails which should be kept back.

The Constitutionnel answers the assertions by
the London Times that the French are in a des.
perate condition, and asscrted that the hostility
of the Times is accounted for by the fuct that
the son of onc of its proprictors is married to
the duughter of the Prussian ambassador ut
London, and some persons say that in addition
to this the journa! bas been heavily subsidized
by Bismarck.

The Constitutionnel, in an cditorial showing
the improvement in the militury situation, suys
it wus reported that there was another engage-
ment on Sunday, the 22nd, which resulted
fuvourably to the French. It gives no further
particulars.

A battalion of sharpshooters passed through
Paris last night, and created great enthusiasm
among the spectators,

The moral tone of the city has visibly im-
proved. There is less singing and shouting,
and more volunteering, all the citizens provid-
ing themsclves with arms. The wounded who
return from the ficld are well eared for.

Paris, Aug. 25—The Figaro has just issued
an extra with the following news:—A person
who arrived in Paris at 8 o’clock to-night, com-
ing from Epernay. reports he heard in that city
that the Prussiuns were defeated to-day between
Verdun und Chalons, Groups of Prussian
stragelers, Cuvalry and Infantry, were coming
into Chalons.  The combat commenced this
morning at 3 o'clock, and the news reached
Chalons and Epernay ubout 3 in the afternoon,
Nothing definite is stated as to the number of
wen enzaged, but. according to rumour, the cn-
tire army of Prinee Charles was in the fight.

A despateh from Rheims on the 23rd says
th:e armies of MueMahon and Bazaine had ef:
fected a junction, and supportad by the quad-
riluteral, composed of the fortresses of Mont-
wedy, Verdun, Thionville and Metz, would
awuit an attick. It was not expected any im-
portunt engarewent would occur within two
duys.

The Emperor quitted Courselles last night,
and goes to Berne. in the Cunton of Rheims.—
Yesterday the Imperinl headquarters were at
Chalons,

Tl:e defence of Toul by the National Guard
and Guard Mobile iz described as very gallant.
At St. Murie sux Chenes, Marshal Canrobert
threw limself before his troops, and after a
short sword combat with 2 Prussian officer drove
the cnemy buck.

It is suid the garrizon at Brussels has re-
ceived orders to march to the frontier imme-
diatcly,

The Figaro of this afternoon contains the
followinz:—A person who arrived from the
vicinity of’ Epernuy this evening st ites that he
was informed there that the Prussians were de-
feated to-day between Verdun and Chalons,

think more of any other thinx than of driving the
Prussians from the soil of Frunce it recommends
the perusal of the following passage of a pub-
lished Prussian plan of attick: “Paris will
never be in our power unless it is owing to
political circumstunces or moral reasons, which
will oblige the defenders to open to us its gates,”
Politicul circumngtunces, says the Opinione,
mezns revolutiof, and mora! rensons means
treachery.

More Prussian spies were arrested yesterday
taking pluns of the works zlong the river Soir.
Others were also arrested here and some detected
with Gen, McMahan's army.

Remittances have been received from Dublin
to uid the wounded.
