WHERE ARE THEY.
Thus writes the london correspondent of
the Freeman :—

Aborrible suspicion is gnining ground with re-
gard to the war, and I am greatly wistaken if be-
fora many days are over stern demwands are uot
made by aore than oue Luropean nation for in ex-
planation from Turkey, We read now aund then
of the 8,000 or 10,000 Turkish prisoners interned
in Russia. They are treated well by the nuthorities,
and they are supplied with many little comforts by
the people, who, ignorant as Russian peasants usual-
ly avo, perhaps know little of tho gentry they have
amongst them, But a silence as dread as that of
dark death iteelf reigns over the fate of thd Russian
prisoners who fell into the hands of the Turks at
Plevna, at Eski Saghra, and in the Dalkags. Over
200 wounded Russians were left in cottages of Eski
Saghra. Where are they mow? Can the Turks
produce onu of them alive? Whero are the Rus-
siaus captured at Plevna, wounded and nnwounded ?
Is there one of them living.r Of course, an active
army in the field does not burden itgelf with eeveral
bundred of the enemy, men who at any moment,
especially in the crisis of a battle, may be a source
of great peril. The Russian prisoners are not with
Osman Pasha ; they could not have buen sent to
the East, to Shumla; they are not at Widdin ; they
bave not arrived at Constantinople. What has be-
come of them ? T'hese are the ugly questions which
are now {aking shape and which before long Tur-
key will have to answer before Evrope. Already
sbe has been arraigned by Germany, Austria, Italy,
Fraoce, Holland, Belgium, and Sweden for gross
neglect of the stipulations of Geneva.

May it please your lord-
ship, dearly beloved hret_hren, wa are asscmbled
this evening under the bishop and pastor of our
sonls to consecrate and to lay with prayer and ben-
ediction the corner-stone of this new temple of God,
which is about to be erected under the title ¢f the
Sacred Heart of Jesus, and as the Scriptares tells us
that all things in the works of God are harmonious,
and it one unto anothes, I ask you to consider this
evening how fitting this church shall be for the
title which it is about to receive, and I ask you to
consider what that title means. The Sacred Heart
of Jesus. *“OQOb, Heart1” exclaims St. Bernard,
the thought of Thee is balm to my inner soul, the
sight of Thee, contemplated by the mind, is a joy to
mine eyes, apd the sound of Thy name is a8 the
music of Heaven to mine enrs,” for, dearly beloved,
when Almighty God vouchsaved to become man,
and for us men and for our salvation vouchsafed to
be incarnate of thc Holy Ghost and of the Virgin
Mary, in that hour of His greatest mercy Iie showed
the greatness of his love for man, in that He took
to Him a human heart like yours and mine—a
human heart indeed ia its capacity for joy and for
gorrow—a heart most human in the depths of its
sympathy, its tenderness, and its love, butat the
same time a heart which was divine, and the object
of all adoration in heaven and upon earth, and even
in hell, where thedevils trembling still believe
becanse it was tho beart of n divine person, Jesus
Christ in whose bosom it was—the bosom of God,
But that human heart which the Son of God took
to Him, He took for all the purposes for which He
creates the hearts of ordinary men, and just a8 our
minds are made to koow 50 our hearts arc created
to De receptacles of the affections and to be the
home oflove. Evean 50 when the Son of God took
8 buman body and a buman soul that Sacred
heart of His He took for the purposas of loving, and
the heart of Jesus became the grent vehicle and the
groat receptacle of that infinite love of the Father,
Son, and Holy Ghost which was shown to man in
the incarnation of the Eteraal Word. And now, so
much being sald for the Sacred heart of our Lord
and for the purpose for which He took it to Him-
self, I ask yuu to cousider the words of my text.
St. Joln the Lvangelist beheld with prophetic eye
the glaories of the Church whick was to be the bride
and Lamb of God, and he described her as she ap-
peared to Him in the heavens coming down from
Heaven, from out the very mind and heart of God,
but coming ali robed in splendor and majesty,
coming clothed in the very highest form of loveli-
ness and beauty, Jike the yvung bride of 8 king
arrayed snd adorned to meet her royal bridegroom.
What was the beauty of the Church of God of which
St. John here speaks—what was the perfection of
beauty of which we read almost in every part of the
inspired Scriptures—God at one time saying to His
spouse, * Thou art all fair, oh myv beloved, and
thers is no stain in thee;” ogain the Apostle pro-
claiming, says, # Christ loved the Church and gave
Himself for her, that He might present her to Him-
self without spot or wrinkle orany such thing, but
a glorious Clhurch, perfect and worthy to be the
bride of the Lamb of Ged #" What is the beauty
which belongs to the Lamb of God? It is, my be-
loved, none other than the beauty of God Iimself.
Thus saith the Lord, % Thou wast made exceeding
beautiful becauso of my own beauty which I have
given to the, snith thy Lord thy God on Zion.”
This church, which, rising here amongst these
historic plains, which fling up towards Heaven the
loveliness of pointed arch and wall, traced window,
nnd a spire climbing with a loly ambition
high into the clouds, until the setting sun of the
world's Bedeemer—the Cross of Jesus Christ—
shall be flung broad and wide over many aroad
until that gilded crcss shall catch the first
rays of the castern sun rising in the morning in
the east, ard shall be the last object to reccive the
last adoring rays of the same luminary a8 he sinks
in the westeru horizon in the evening—a “thing
of beauty and ajoy fur ever” to every eye that beholds
and every heart that comprehends the mystery of
its beanty of this church? How shall it partici-
pate in the loveliness which will make it to bo as
a bride arrayed for her bridegroom? I answer its
beauties are inttmated in its title—the Church of
the Sacred Heart of Jesus. Coasider the beauty and
loveliness of the Sacred Heart of our Lord, and see
how faithfully that beauty which is of God shall
be put upon this Church, his spouse, One of the
great wants of of our age is not so much faith as
tenderness aud love for Jesus Christ. Oh!is it
not strange that Catholic hearts should be cool to-
warda the SBacred Heart of Jesus, while the heart of
the Church, their mother, ever burns with the fresh
bridal love for tho Sacred Heart ofther bridegroom ?
Is it not still stranger that many outside the Catho-
lic Church should imagine that we Catholics have
not a proper, or sufficiently ardent, or sufticiently
adoring love of the Bacred Heart of Jesua Christ!
Oh, how little they know of the thoughts of our
faith—how little they know they know the yearn-
ings of our hope, the strong emotions of our Catholic
charity, else in their honesty,in their kindliness,
they would never think such a thought of usor
speak such a word. Most beautifal of all that ever
wasg created in Heaven or upon this carth—most
beautiful of all the works of God i3 the Sacred
Heart of Jesus Christ, nnd its benuty is mainly
threc-fold. First, the beauty of His infinita holi-
ness ; second, the beauty of His vnst tenderness
and large bounty which kuew no limitto the great.
noss of His mercy; and third, tho beauty of His
immortal, imperishable, eternal - divinity, reigning
in the Sacred Henrt of the Redcemer. I take these
three, and ask you to consider them, first, in the
sicred humanity of the Sacred Heart of our Lord,
then we will apply them to this very church, with-
in whose incipient walls we are nssembled this even
ing. First ofall, the heart of Jesus Clrist, the
Virgin's son, was the most berutifnl thing that
God over made because it wasthe holiest. Formed
out of the most pure, the most immaculate mate-
rials, elaborated with the most prescient nod thought-
ful care of the mind of God, and joined by a perso-
nal union with the Eternal Divinity of the Word,
that heart of the man-God had become the henrt of
God Himself in Jesus Christ. How pure and holy
that sweet heart of Jesus was, formed out of the
blood of Mary the Blessed Virgin, Mary, the Vir-
gin of whom it was said, under the inspiration of
the Holy Ghost, that it was one of her privileges of
our humanity to be sble through all yenerations to
call her blessed, Mary, the virgin whose graces
were go abundant and so excellent and 80 unique
in themeelves that the very archangel who came
down before the throne of God bowed down before
her ag one of an order of grace Ruperior to his, and
declared that she waa v full of grace,” snd that her
name was blessed before all women, for the Lord
God was with her, That sacred blood that was in
the virgin's veins was preserved from the slightest
shadoeiv or thought to sin allied. Where all sinned

Mary slong was immaculate. Enshrined in tho
omnipotent and eternal decrees of the Lord God,
her maker, the ocean of original sin surging up
liko the flood of 01d, ond sweeping over the whole
face of human creation, touched all, defiled ali,
spoiled all, but God eaid to its waves .at ibo very
highest--* Touch not my immaculate -one—she is
my love, my star, and my dove, and thereis nospot
nor stain in her. Why did Mary receive this grace ?
In order that the veing of her bosom, unstained aud
unsullied by the slightest shadow of sin, might be
worthy to give the materiala of that human but
most sacred heart of Jesus which wae to be forever
a living chalico of the precious blood. Thus, pure
in its origin, God made for Himself out of Mary’s
blood a human heart, 8o Iarge, 5o ample, 60 strong
a8 to be able to bear the rushing floods of the in-
finite sanctity of God that came upon Him. For
that heart was united in the sacred humanity of
our Lord to the Divlnity, so that the regult of the
union was not a human person but a divine person,
and the heart that was throbbing in the bosom. of
Jesus Christ was the heart of God. Secondly, con-
sider how umique in its beauty was this Sacred
Heart of God. All other men had hearts narrowed
by selfishness, defiled sn some way or other by sin,
Mary hergelf, though immaculate had incurred the
debt of original sin, and was as much saved, and
as truly, though differently, by the blood and
passion of her divine Master as yours or my soul,
But even the man after God's cwn heart, even the
Boyal Prophet left behind him the record of » heart
open to temptation—a heart easily inflamed by
impure love. Jesus alonc of all men had & heart
of infinits holiness, but to that holiness was added
the other beauty of infinite tenderness and large-
ness of mercy. He teok that human heart to him
for the eame purpose of loving His fellow-men, and
loving them with that mighty Leart. What were
the wants that that sacred heart of Hia failed to feel ?
Were the people hungering around Him, He spole
to His Apostles aud sald—*1 have compassion on
this multitude ; My heart is moved for them ; and I
will not send them away fasting,” ‘Were the people
ignorant He went outaud led them out to the moua-
tain, and for three days and three nights there did
He speak and teach till the clouds of ignorance
rolled away from tho eyes of their souls, and from
the darkness of their ignorance he brought chem,
through the compassion of His Divine Heact, into
His own admirable light of knowledge, Were they
sorrowing, He hastened to wips away their tears,
It is nowa sister weeping, or a brother's grief.
Tears are falling over the grave of Lazarus, and he
ir rescued from tho very jaws of death. Isit o
weeping mother as she follows her only son to the
grave? Seeng ber, as St. Jobn the Evangelist
says, He was touched, and moved, and shaken with
pity. Weep no more, He said, and He gave back
with His own sweet hand that child to its mother's
bosom. Is it the sinnercrawling to His feet, heart-
Lroken with sorrow—n sinner whom all men will
avoid, a sinner so despised that even the priest and
levite. Scribe and I’harisce gather their robes and
say—* Begone, touch us not, we are clean.” One
only could sbe come to, and from Him she derived
the sanctity of Heaven by ler repentance. Did
He refuse her when Magdalen crept, marking her
bumble course by ber tears? Ob, no. His divine
heart was moved Ly compassion, and when she
arose from His sacred feet, she was pure as the An-
gel Gabriel was when he saluted Mary. Nay, more,
the sinner not drawn to Him in repentance, but
caught red-handed in her sin, was not condemned
by Him, but rather she went away like nu angel of
God in her restored contrition. In fact, every
spiritual and tempornl want found ijts safety in
drawing nupon the infinite fountain of the mercy
and tenderness of the Sacred Heart of Jesus Christ.
The moment that Our Lord fashioned and formed
that Sacred Heart for Himself out of the heart’s
blood of His Virgin Mother, from the momeunt Heo
took it to Himself, never for onu instant of time
did the Sen of God separate Himself from that
heart. Never for an instant did His all holy and
adorable divinity, never for all cternity shall the
heart of Jesus Christ bo without the love of God
throbbing with a divine love in it. Even when He
was dead on the cross—even when the Sacred
Heart, 5o easily moved, so abundant in its care, 8o
tender and anxious inits own mercy—when the
Sacred Heart, so forgiving that, with upturned
cyes, He prayed to His Eternal Father in Heaven
that those who crucified Him might be forgiven;
even when the aweet heart ceased to beat and was
dead—even though the human soul hod fled, the
Divinity of God never left it, and the nngels in
heaven were adoring this pulseless heart of Jesus
Christ during the hour He remained on the cross.
Behoid, then, the three beautios of the Sacred
Heart Behold these wallg to-day. The corner-stone
i laid in prayer and benediction, and within these
walls shall rise up prayer and bepediction for all
time. Everything around these walls in future shall
be the most preclous that the mind of man can con-
ceive, the ingenuity of man discover, the elaborate
cununing of the artificer's hand form into shape and
beauty. All the richest marbles torn out from the
heart of the earth, gold and silver, orient pearls
the fairest flowers of the earth, the labor of the
mother bee, all that the earth has, all that the
depths of the sea can render, all that the hills con-
tain,all that the green face of nature can produce,
all shall bo selected and gathered here; and when
we have done all this, and more, yet shall we fail
infinitely from the beauty and loveliness of the
house in which God vouchsafed to dwell. These
walls shsll be elopuent ra they zesound to the Word
of God for many & day, and within these walls will
bo found the same mercy, the same powerful meane
of intercession, the same ready pardon, the same
strong omnipotent grace of absolution that Magda-
lan received at the feet of Jesus Christ from His
Sacred Heart. All shall be found within thege walls,
and the three fold beruty of that Sacred Heart shall
not be wanting. It was an cternal heart from the
moacnt of its creation, taken unto God, assumed
unto the Divinity to be no longer tho heart of man,
but to bethe heart of God and to abide there for
cver and ever. Ag long as man remains on earth to
cross the threshold of that sacred door, 8o long shell
that door remaiu open to him. These walls, may,
indeed, perish; time in its relentless action, the
malice of men and the thousand accidents of flood
and of storm may demolish them ; but theso walls
will rige again as the fabled ULird arose from its
ashes—they shall arise again as they ave arising to-
day where the morc ancient walls perished, or if
they still remain are only supported by tho loving
ivy that first trained itgelf around them. Venerable
in their ruin and beautiful we see them throughount
the land, these evidences, not of a faith that has
gone by, but only evidences of the action of time
and of man, but renewed &s the strength of the

cagle is renewed in bnildings liko this—monu-
ments of the faith that though mmaterinl edifices
perish the faith they represent, and on which they
were founded and built up, shall never perish on
this carth as long as human intellect remains to
believe and human heart to love Jesus Chrisf.
Therefore, wo may well apply tothis temple the
words~—This is my resting place, said the Lord, for
ever and ever. Here shall I dwell, becanse I have
chosen it for Myself. You see the Lord has chosen
this ploce. God was locking down from Heaven
tpon this very spot, and said, therc shall I dwall for
overand ever, thereshall I dwell among the children
of Mine, for I have chosen thatspot. Weknow it to

day, and we shall know it better when still more
generous in our efforts, still more munificent in
our charity, we shall have it completed and beauti-
fied. Entering with.joy, according to the words of
the psalmist, into the courts of the new Jerugalem
we shail hera upou the altar on the day of the con-
summation of its beauty. behold the tabernacle of

God, and He ghall here dwell with them, and they
shall be His people, and the Lord God in the
midst of them shall bo their God, This is the ob-
ject of our hope to-day. Our faith kas begun the
work, our hope shail continue it, our love for our
God shall consummate it and make it perfect inall
its loveliness ard beauty, and with God's bless-
ing great shall be the reward in Heaven for all
cternity.,

JOHN HENRY NEWMAN.

THE MOST LEARNED CATHOLIC IN TUR WORLD AT MASE,

I have just been near two miles away, and before
seven in the morning, to uttend Mass, Jt wan
through a desire to look upon the face of Joha
Henry Newman. Three ladies, who were also de-
sirous of seeing him, went with me, und we found
the famous father just beginning to celebrate 2Mnss
with the assistancw of two neoplytes. In the spaci-
ous Gothic chapel of the aratory there was but onc
auditor, & young girl of some sixteen summers,
meekly kneeling, all alone. Besides her the most
learncd Catholic in the wotld bad tor kis audience
four Protestants. The altar at which he officiated
was at & coruer of the building. There was only
one candle, and that bad been it simply to enable
him to read. On the npper wall above his head was
8 large crucifix, and beneath it—ona level with
his face—an oil picture of $t, Veronica about to
place the handkerchief on the face of Jesus. The
famous man, far away in his corner, with his
silvery head bent and Lis veice murmuring on
swﬂ:tly in & monotonous feminine tone, presented
& picture not likely to attract or impress many in
the enterprising cily. I found it Qifficult to
persuado the churchwoman tkat ber trouble was
illogical, or the others that it was a far nobler
sight we had witnessed than if we had seen Dr.
Newman in the House of Lords, where he would
have been if he had not preferred veracity to self,
There is nio doubt that the gencral mind and feeling
of Englaad have been in some way boroe so far
away from thg ancient religious atmospherc that
each person views with surpriso and disgust every
plous ceremonial except his own. Every service
requives n special training and habituation ; to all
others it seems to be some kind of necromancy, and
the horror of it in mapy scems to amount to a
supestition. Father Nowman is a man of strange
visage. His forehead appears extremely low (partly
from the way his unparted bair falls over it) ; the
top of his head seema flattened; the month bears
an cxpression of unconscious pain; the chin i3
Inrge and jats out; the mose is very prominent,
liko that of Wellington. When the features are
fore-ghortened, in tho front view, and the clear,
luminous eyes bent downward or nearly closed ag
prayers are offered, the face has the appearance of
that of an extrcmely aged woman, and one nearly
imbecile. Another turn, bringing a hulf side face,
an open eye, an upraised head, and the effect is one
that seems to call for an Angelo to portray. There
was at another part of the wall a picture of an old
saint with clasped hands, & saint—Francis d'Asisi,
perhaps—in ecstasy. Just afler looking at that my
oyes turned to Father Newman, whose head was
halved by the candle beyond it, and he sesmed to
be tho sucoessor of all.the saints who lived in days
when seints could be resl. But it required an effort

of the historical .imagination to place the good fa-
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ther in his proper environment. Birmingham
echoed her invocations with early steam-whistles.
The sounds of an awakening city stole in with the
morning light. At eight o'clock the sged man
gatbered in his arms his books and other articles,
quite a load, and with faltering tread on the aliar
steps passed out to his mysterious but certainly
hard labors. It is but too plain that Father New-
man is quite feeble, more 5o than can be accounted
for by his yeara, I have becn told by a person in
the neighborhood that the other priests at tho
oratory have several times had to interfere in order
to check ascetic tendencics in the interest of his
health, and I heard also that lately they had per-
suaded him to give up to others the office of wait-
ing at table, an occupation which the brethren ful-
fil in turn, Dr. Newman, it was said, yielded re-
luctantly to their entreaties, He preaches in the
Oratory pretty regularly on Sunday moraings, bat
they who go to hear him out of curiosity or in ex:
pectation of a grand discourse are invariably dis-
appointed, Some acquaintances of mine who went
to hear him last Kaster Sunday told me that the
discourse wns such as might have been addressed
to Sunday-schoal children not yet in their teene.
It amounted only to asking them if they would not
be very much surprised if a person whose funeral
they had attended was to meet them, aliveand well.
After saying in various ways that they would cer-
tainly be very wuch surprised, he related the story
of the resurrection in the language of the Testa-
ment, and so ended. But there are very few except
tho poor and ignorant who ever attend, and possi-
bly Father Newman does not associate such hap-
piness with much kpowlcdge as to induce him to
disturb the contentment of his lowly anditors. At
apy rate, so far as I can remember, it is now many
years since any pulpit performance of his bas
reached the public ear.

SOME CALUMNIES REVIEWED.
To the Editor of the TRoe WITNESS.

Eip,—The lustre that gather round the age of
Pericles, when the Agpaciss ruled the state to the
dishonour of Greeca, shows thatthe depth of thought,
and the elegance, and grace of form, are not incom-
patible with depravity in morals, and absurdity in
faith, The retined age of Roman literature, the
age of the princes of Latin poets, orators, and his-
torians, shall be forever infamouns, for the unbound-
ed licentiousness of the Floralia, and the immor-
ality of private life; for the sapguinary instincts of
a people, which had spent of the 700 years, from
Numa to Augustus, 699 in perpetual war; where
fellow beings slew one another for the pleasure of
Roman ladies. e learn, thep, from thearchives
of nationg, what we otherwise kuow, that the grace
and amenily of polite letters, arc not inconsistent
with crueity, depravity, and aobscurity ; that
absurdity cootined place in profound and judicious
minds.

Literature is not the messengers of moral virtue,
and if our moral lifc is superior, as it infinitely is,
to that teund in the polished naticns of antiquity,
we owe it not to letters,

Our language like our people, is n concrete of
various clvments, 'Tho Saxons came without wives
and without an alphsbet; Rome gave them the
one, Britain the other,

Literature progressed slnwly., A new world was
in formation, Chaos brooded nwer the ruins of dis-
membered society, forests covered the cites of
populous cities. One had 1o travel miles to find o
human halitatios. Everytbing was in confnsion.
Ten, twenty, differcnt peoples speaking a3 many
different tongues, were crowded together. Law
was nowhere, violence was everywhers. Every-
ones hand was raised against his neighbour, Order,
subjection, jodustrial Iabour, Ietters, fled to the
fastnesses of the mountains with the monk, whence
with him by degrees they ventured to descend to
teach furions men to submit to the peaceful toils
oéhusbmndry and enter the tlorny paths of civiliz-
ed life,

The Doric Greck after the various modifications
had to descend through the hymuns of the Salu, the
idiom of the T'welves Tables of Duilius, Exnius,
Lucillus, through o period of 800 years to become
the clognent of Cicero, the elegant of Horacs, the
divioe of Virgil ; and through 900 more to expire
in the rustir Ruian of the IX, century, and dying
assume a muoitiplied life in the various tongues of
civilized Europe.

“The English,” eays Hal-
lam, * was seldom written and hardly employed in
prose till after ihe middle «of the XIV, century.”
“Joho Tenler, & Dominican friar of Strasburg,” he
says, ' is deemed the first prose writer fn German,
Tanler died in 1361." © Dy the ycar 1400 we find
natiopal literature in seven national tongues.”

To popurarize education, to prosccute the sciences
and arts successfully, would indeed,be such circum-
atances, miraculons.

2RIt is stated
that the Pope, with his characterstic] liberality, has
retained only four million lir e}3£16,000) to meet
the heavy demands on his ecxchequer, and has
ordered n distribution of the remainder as follows :
Four million lire to be invested for the benefit of
the present and former servants and soldiers of the
Holy See who have remained faithful to it; a
similar sum to be devoted to the restoration of
churches and the execution of works of public use-
fulness ; and the rest to be given in subsidies to
benevolent instutions, and to aid poor priests,
otks, and nuns, A more noblecontribution was
never made by the Catholic worldl—a more gener-
ous disposition of the gift could not kave been
made.—London Cor, of Freeman.

the filth day, and that after the fifth day they shall
be reduced to bread, wine, and water. Perhaps it
need hardly be said that the mode of election is the
tallot. The voting takes place in the presbytery,
In front of the altar, and the cardinals are seated
within the railings of the presbytery, with all the
conveniences for writing. A canopy of green silk
marks the stalls of those cardinals whose crention
d_ntes back before the last pontificate. The crea-
lions of the last Pope are distinguished by violet.
The Bull of Gregory X V. recognizes three modes
o selection—~by inspiration, by compromise, and
by ballot; but the principal mode in use is that
of the ballot. This is taken with the greatest
fecreey ; and it is seldom known out of the
tnclave, and not often within it, how tue
tirdivals individuslly vote. Tho electors ure
strictly forbidden to confer with anyone,even with
their collengues ;and the voting takes place through
sealed papers ; that is to say, each caxdinal at the
first-ballot writes upon a slip of paper the name of
his candidate, and in order to identify it, if neces-
fry, adds a text of Scripture at one end of bis vote,
82d his name atthe other end.

When he has been nomic-
ated—the system prevails in this branch cof the
Qucen’s Service still—he will present himseif for
examination when required. Thesuccessful candi-
date must be provided with £50 yearly until bhe is
appointed Sub-Inspector ; that is to say, while he
stays at the Depot, \Phanix Park.  While in this
probationary position he will be allowed to occupy
the (narters, and to wear the undress uniform of nn
officer; but his appointment depends on his senior-
ity, his proficiency, his conduct, and the approval
of the Lord Licutenant. e may be sent away
without notice, without appeal, without cause
stated, and without compensation. The subjects of
examination are few and slmple, and apparently
the test is very light indeed. Three hours readiog
a day for six months would certainly qualify aug
man not an absolute fool for the examination; an
even now it is a little stiffer than heretofore. A
couple of pleasant books touching ctiminal law and
the law of evidence are now in the course.

Covxci, or War.—The Dattle field of the last
five days issilent. This morning there is talk of
submitting the Turkish position to a regular siege
ahd rapping the redoubts, while a close block-
ade is institnted with the intent to starve Osman
Pasha’s forces. The villages enclosed within Os-
man Pasha’s line are full of supplies, and fields of
grain with heavy crops of waize.

Baker Pasua.~The following is a Turkish ofticial
despatch: “Shumla, Sept, 13.—Daker Pasha, ad-
vancing north-west from (Garnasondeir yesterday,
encountered four battalions of Russian infantry,
supported by cavalry, near Karaghatch., Aided by
a Circassinn detachment, Daker attacked the enemy
who, reinforced by five infantry battalions, repulsed
the Turks. Later, the Turks received cavalry and
infantry reinforcements and compelled the cnemy
to retreat with heavy loss.

Ofrcian Desearcu.—Russian headquarters, Par-
edin, Sept. (1—OQur batterics cannonaded Plevna
all Monday, and uatil late in the night. The left
wing, under Skobeleft, captured anothec of the
neighboring heights, which will enable us to bom-
bard the enemy's position, and the town of I’levna
itself. The enemy opppsed Skobelefl very feebly,
Our cavalry on the Sappian road defeated a detach.
ment of Circassians from Plevna, Ourlosses to the
present time are insignificant.

A Guear Ressiax Vicrorv.—Various accounts of
the fichting around Plevoa concur in showing that
the Turksup to 5 o'clock in the evening of the 13th
repulsed the continued assaults along the whole line
The Emperor had left the field, when anaid-de-camp
brought news that fresh Russian battalions had
carricd the central salient redoubt and another re-
doubt, and thus retrived the day. A correspondent
says:—The capture of the redoubt changes thp
whole affair aud converts a bloody repulse into a
final and perhaps permanent success. In any caso
subsequent attack must be by sap of the trench,
for the last reserves were engaged on the Russisn
side.

Fiouring Rovxp Prevsa.—The following Russinn
bulletins cffectually dispose of the wild stories
about the capture of Plevpa: Russian Headquarters,
Paredin, Sept, 10—Our batteries cannonaded Plevoa
on Sunday night ; the Turks made & cousiderable
sortie against our left, but were repulsed, losing
heavily. The Roumanians made & bold recon-
naissance of the enemy’s redoubts, which opened &
heavy fire, but were silenced by o concentrated fire
from our batteries. The position of one of our
siege batteries was changed on Sunday evening to
enable it to cannonade a fortified Turkish encamp-
ment. Heavy cannonading continued through the
night,and increased in extent and activity from
five in the morning, All is quiet at other points of
the theatre of war. At the capture of Lovatz we
took two Turkish standards, a quantity of arms
and ammunition. We buried 2,200 Turkish dead ;
large numbers were sabred by our cavalry during
pursuit ; our loss was 1,000.

AssauLTs Axp Rrrorses.—4 Plevna correspond-
cut writes on Saturday: "Uhe fize of the Turkish
redoubt of Grivica has not slackened in the least,
though an enormous number of shells have been
thrown into it. Only a tew men are kept in the
redoubt, and as fast as killed are replaced by others,
The fire in the Turkish batteries in the hollows be-
tween Grivica and Plevna is less steady than
before, The Russians had mounted only a
hundred, or a hundred and twenty guns, and the
cfieccc was very slight. On Sunday and Monday
the firing continued, and on Sunday dismounted
four guns in the Turkish redonbt which were re.
placed, but the firing therce was afterwards slacker.
The correspondent describes General Scobeleff’s at-
tack on one of tha Plevna redoubts on Saturday :
The Russians drove in the Turks, but near the foot
of the slope the ‘Turkish fire becsme terrible. After
twenty minutes the .Russians withdrew and the
Turks made a sortie-but were repulsed. A second
attack by the Rossians also fifled. . The. corres-
pondent further states that the Plevoa defences

At
the splashing of water from nnadjncent well he is
aroused, and will instantly fly towawls the scene of
nction, plunge in ,bathe, jump out, flap his wings
joyfully, aud © like a bird” take himscll off again,
But the story of aftectiion for his kind must now
be told. The othor day, when swinging on a gate,
my little boy felt something tugping at his trousers,
and on looking round discovered the duck, who he
supposed, invited him toa gameat ball. So down
he got, and caressed his feathered friend as the
preliminary.  The duck, however, continued
pulling away in so unusunl and persistent a manver
that the Ind decided to go whither he was lead ;
and lo! at the cornor of an out building was found
poor Mrs. Yellowbill, lame of n leg, and nuite
unable to waddlealong.

rps—Tue RANGE oF rtEEmM Frenr —It would
scem at first sight that no barriers could limit the
range of birds, and that they ought to be the most
ubiquitous of living things. This however, is far
from bLeing the case; many groups of birds are
almost as strictly limited by barricrs as  the
mammalia, The petrels and the gulls arc amongst
the greatest wanderers, and most of the specles
are confined to one or other of the great ocenns, or to
the Artic or Antartic seas. The enndpipers and
plovers wander along the shores as far as do the
petrels over the ocean. (ireat numbers of them
breed in the Arctic regions and migrate as far as
India and Australia, or down to Chili and Brazil ;
the species of the Old and New Worlds, however
being generally distinct, In striking contrast to
thesedwide ranges, we find many of the smaller
perching birds, with some of the parrets and pigeons,
confined to small island of & few miles in extent, or
to single valleys or mountains on the mainland.—
Those groups of birds which possess no powers of
flight such as the ostrich, cassowary, and apteryx,
are in exaetly the same position as the mammalia
as regards their means of dispersal, or are perhaps
even inferior to them, since, although they are able
to cross rivers by swimmiog, it is doubtful if they
could remain 8o long in the water as most land
quadrupeds. A large number of short winged
birds, such as the tuscans and wrens, are perhaps
worse off, for they can fly very few miles at a time,
and on falling into the water would soon be
drowned. Itisonly the strong flying species that
can venture to cross any great width of sea ; and
even those rarely do so unless compelled by
necessity to migrate in search of food, or toa more
genial climate, Small and weak birds are,
however, often carried accidentally across great
widths of ocean by vollent gales. This is well
exemplified by the large numbers of stragglers
from North America which anuually reach the
Bermudas, No less than sixty-nine species of
American birds have occurred in Europe, most of
them in Britain and Heligoland. They consist
chiefly of migratory birds which in autumn return
along the easternconst of the United: Stutes, and
often fly from point to point across bays and inlets.
They are then liableto be blowen out to sea by
storms, and it Is almost always at this time of the
year that their occurrence has been noted on the
shores of Europe. Birds:which-frequent forests and
thickets are secure from suoh accidents, and are
restricted in tneir range: by ' the extent of the
forests they inbabit. Mountain chains, and even
Jarge rivers like the Amazop, limit the range of

many birds.

'Theexperience of recent events warrants
us in saying that we are without a true friend
in the daily ¥oglish press of’ Montreal, They
are all in the Protestant intercst. If we had
a daily paper some people might be 1educed to
LET Us ALONE. We must, however, ask our
fricads not to be too precipitate. [t is better
to wait for some time than to make blunders,

PROGRAMME OF NEW DAILY JOURNAL.

1. The new daily journal shall be known as Tue
Moxterat Evesiye Post. The shareholders shall
torm a Limited Liability Company.

2. The policy of the new journal shall be, absolute
independence in politics; special attention to ihe
comimnercial intercsts of Cannda; and a vigilaut
defensive attitude in regard to the rights of the
Catholic Church.

3. The capital stock, including the Tave Wiryess
shall be fifty thousand dollars; forty thousand of
which shall be subscribed before starting the
journal.

4. The first call on the above stock shall be twenty
per cent; no subsequent eall shall exceed ten per
cent; and at least three months must intervene
between each call. Itshall beoptional to pay shares
in full at any time.

5. Defore starting the journal thece shall be ten
thousand dollars cash paid in.

6. The stock shall be in sghares of ten dollars
cach. Any number under four shall be paid cash
in full, on taking the shares.

7. No uapaid stock shall be transferred without
the consent of the Directors. Paid stock, before
being transferred, shall first be otfered to the Direc-
tors, who shall have thirty days to decide the ex-
pediency of retaining said stock.

8. There ghall be only three Dircctors, who shall
be clected annually, and who shal! have full
control over the business of the journal during their
torm of office. No person shall be eligible for the
oftice of Director unless he shall bold twenty-five
shares of the stock of the journal.

0. In the election of Directors, and in any other
lawful business brought before them, the stock.
holders shall have one vote for every share of ten
dollars Iisld by them, provided always that all calls
thereon to date have been paid ; and provided that
the amount in full has Leen paid, when the num-
ber of suares held is under four.

10. The Editor shall Le free in his own depart-
ment whilst employed oan the journal.

11. Should the Editor fail to give satisfaction, he
can be removed, and another engaged in his place,
by a Council composed of the Directors then in
oflice, and of the Pastors of St. Patrick's, St, Anu's,
and St, Bridget's ; a majority of said Council shall
decide finnlly, provided however that at least two
of tho above named pastors shall be on ths majority.
This Council of 8ix can be convened by any mem-
ber of said Conncil. Should the Editor of the
journal for the time being, be also ane of the Direc-
tors, he shall not have the right to vote as to his
own removal or continuance; the question shall be
decided by a majority of the other members of the
Council, on which mbjority there shall be found
two of the Pastors as stuted above,

12. Sums under ten dollars paid shall form a
reserve fund which shall be under the control
of tha Dircectors to advance the intoreats of the
Jjournal.

13. Three Provisional Directors shall be appoint-
ed to carry out the foregoing provisions ; they shail
take charge of all lists of subscribed stock, and of
all monics paid towards the new journal. They
shall be authorized to make and collect the first call
ag provided for in Rule 4 ; to employ a Secretary, or
other agents judged conducive to the success of the
project. When the subscribed stock amouunts to
forty ibousand dollars, they shall be replaced by
the ordinary Directors as provided for Ly Rules 8
and 9 of this programme,

THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

We have, however, hesitated to
do so, because of * motives” which might be
attributed to us. Nor had we any right to
speak in the name of the Irish peoplc without
their authority or consent. But now we can
hesitate no longer, because we are certain, from
all the appeals that have been made to us, that
Mr. Murphy’s appointment would be received
with satisfaction by every Irish Catholic in
Montrend, He was mentioned for the position
before the present editor of this paper was in
any way connected with it, and we are not thus
putting forward a man of our own. Socially
and politioally Mr, Murphy is & representative

Irishman, e is & man of spotless reputation,

.

high commercial integrity, and one too that has
always taken his stand as a consistent Irishman.
Tfe has been identified with the Irish Societies
in Montreal all his life, and the fidelity with
which he has stood firm for his convictions,
has woa for him the esteem and - trust of his
fellow citizens at large. e do not urge Mr.
Murphys appointment for political reasons,
With his politics we have nothing to do. We
urge his appointment because he is a repre-
sentatlve Trish Catholic and because the Irish
('atholics of Montreal will accept him as sueh.
Mr. DeBoucherville will do well if he appoints
Mr. Kdward Murphy to the Legislative Coun-
cil. He will compliment the Irish Catholies
of this city, nay more, he will honour his own
Government as well, Mr. Edward Murphy
can grace any assembly, and as there are two
vacancies now in the Council, it is our right to
expect that an Irish Catholic from Montreal
should get one of them. There is not an Irish
Catholic in the C‘ouncil, and considering our
numbers, we have a right to two, But Mont-
reat should at least have one representative and
from nll sides we hear that Mr. Iidward Mur-
phy should be the man,

THE STORY OF MY CONNECTION
WITH THE CHINIQUY MOVEMENT
IN MOKTEEAL OF 1874, 1877.

'Plie above is the style of a pamphlet pub-
lished by Mr. William B, Court, Kx-Superin-
tendent of St. John'’s French Tresbyterian
Sabbath School.

We shall give copious extracts from this
publication, but first we may mention for the
benefit of our country readers, that Messrs
McViears and Chiniquy are two very great
evapgelizers, and that although they may
possess all the other virtues in & superemincut
degree they are deficient in that of modesty.
They are eternally howling aguinst everything
belonging to the Catholic Churel, whick they
have a perfect right to do, but besides they
tell the most atrocious falschoods and entirely
deny that they care for money in the premises,
all their anxiety is for the souls of men, their
cash they despise. Mr. Court belonged to tne
ioner cirele and is thoroughly aw fuit as to

what passed, he says:—

I honeetly confess that I write more in sorrow
than in anger. Although the gentlemen, or some
of them, whose unrighteous acls I expose to the
criticism of public opinion, have doue me great
wrong, and were the means of disappointing some of
my most fondly cherished hopes, yet I say that I
have no personal ill will against them. I forgive
and pity the men. I canuot, however, palliate their
acts, und basten now to reveal some of them to pub-
lic juldgment, to be followed, I am sure, by public
condemnation.

After a prefatory dash, explanatory of the
deseription of the mission, Mr, Court goes

on:—

As one object of this statement of facts is to criti-
cise the contents of the Report of the I"rench Board,
submitted to the General Assembly in June 1876,1
would now referto & statement made in that re-
port—(See Actsand Proceedings of Second General
Astembly of the Presbyterian Church in Canada,
Toronto : Presbyterian Printing House, Page179)—
we find there that 2043 converts were gathered
in by M. Chiniquy, from June 29th, 1875 to May
187C. Tt is furtber stated that “ncarly two hund-
red imposters have been detected and dealt with,”
and “that the Priestr, with ull their vigilance aod
and peculiar means of secuting recantations have
not been able to strike off a single name from the
list of those we bave retained.” ’

The facts of the case are these, and they have
been obtained by the writer himself, from the enly
reliable source of information, viz, the books of the
Society, now in the hands of its President, M. Le-
Metayer-Masselin, and which books our pious ad-
ministrators have tried, by all means, such as law-
yer's letters, &c., to get into their possession, but
unsuccessfully ; and it should be noticed that these
gentlemen prepared their report to the Assembly
without consulting these books--yct thers isno men-
tion of thai fact in the report.

Alout 864 nares of heads of fumilies (this rmust
be clearly understood, not names of persons) were
registered in these books. Many of these indivi-
duals had children, and some of them gave to M.
Chiniquy two, three, or four names of children, us
the casc may have been, These children’s names
were published by M. Chinicuy, with the names of
the parents; and thus the 2000 nanmes mentioned
in tho report of the Board are correct.  But notice,
Many nzmes were of Protestants of long date—per-
haps thirty heads of families. Aud many parents
gave the names of their sons,in somo cases three or
four, as heads ofjamilies, and thus received aid from
M, Chiniquy, and from the society, in the names of
thelr children. The parents, in many cases, did
not give their own names, and thus they them-
selves remained Roman Catholics, and received aid
from both Protestant and Catholic charitable institu.
tions,

In the Witness of 3rd Apri), 1876, M. LeMetayer-
Masselin stated that 250 names had been ernsed
from the books of the Bociety, so that 300 pames
remain, making about 1200 converis (giving four
children to each family.) But the names of old
Protestants should have been deducted, in the re-
port of the Board, from the imposters I have spoken
of, in addition to the 250, And besides the 250 ex-
pelled for prostitution, concubinage, false addresses,
false names, &c,, &c., the Socisty’s Committee was
on the point (when, ns alrendy mentioned, the
Board stepped in and assumed the managoment of
a non-scctarian association) of expelling about 100
more names of heads of families.

The very great majority of the French Canadians
have returned to Romanism, while nearly all the
French Europeans, nominally attached to Protest-
antism, remain where they were spiritually all
along, viz., In indifference ; I auy, spiritually—for
I am glad to recognize that meny are morally cor-
rectin their lives, .

And neither the administration of Dr. McVicar
or his friends, nor fhe controveraial sermons of M.
Chiniquy, will bring them out of that state.: Ir is
only the Spirit of God, working through the faith-
ful preaching and practice of earnest, thoroughly
evangelical men, . :

The report goes on to say—!'The BSociety carried
on its operations under strict supervision.” Some
sort of slight supervision “was, perbaps, necessary,
Biit why were not the gupervisors composed of
all denominations? Or why was the farce of a non-

gectarian Society kept up? Why was not the So-
ciety made wholly Presbyterian? Can our pious
administrators answer these questions to the eatis-
faction of the public?

« The Society rendered an exact account of all
its receipts and expenditures.” A faithful and cor-
rect account at the close of the winter’s work was
rendered by the employees of the Society, of all
meat, &c., distributed by them ; but several of the
accounts of tradesmen,who supplied these provisions
as well as those of other creditors of the Society, were
never settled.

It would scem from the following extract
that certain parties, also strong Kvangilizers,
did not have that child-like trust in the Revd.
Mr. Chiniquy that one ¢ apostle” owes to

another ;—

# Tq continue the criticism of the report. M. le
Baron also prosecuted Mr, Campbell, M. Chiniquy,
and others, for conspiracy to defame, This 1g* the
vexatious and unjust litigation” referred to in the
Assembly’s report (page 181) in regard to which
Dr, McVicar very naturally dislikes to “ enter into
further detsils.”’ But the public sheuld know these
detnils before a penny more be given to the canse
of French Presbyterian Evangelization, And what
cheap sympatby is curried for M. Chiniquy in the
description in the report (page 181) of bis arrest in
AMontreal ? This arrest was tiade by B, LeMetayer,
because it was feared that the ex-Priest was abont
to leave for parts unknown, withoat being brought
at least to the Lar of public opinion, to answer for
his acts. And for Dr, McVicar to color his report
with his graphic description of the scene at family
worsbip, &c., making this arrest one of a series of
“ sufterings for couscience snke,” endured by the
celebrated ex-Oblate, is an act only to be repro-
bated by a truly honest evangelical public opinion.”

After going over matter very interesting to
the mission, but which is not altogether so to
our readers, Mr, Court continues:—

% 1 now precced to givo accusations against Prof.
Campbell as President of the Concil &' ddministration,
or Board of Managers of St. John’s Church,

Mr. Campbell stated at a mecting of this Board
that the Board of French Evanglization had decid-
ed to request Father Chiniquy to leave Montreal at
once for the Maritime Provinces, and Prof, Camp-
bell further stated before three members of the
Board of Managers, that if M. Chiniquy did not
leave Montreal as requested by the Board of French
Evangelization, he would be brought before the
General Assembly for his conduct in connection
with a well-known case of Church discipline here-
inafter referred to, Such waa the statement of Mr.
Campbell to his Managers. Was this course to-
wards Father Chiniquy adopted? No. Mr, Camp-
bell knowa too well that at that time he durst not
even threaten to adopt such a policy towards the
famous ex-priest.

% Mr. Campbell stated positively at a meeting of
the Church Managers that Rev. Charles Doudiet
would become pastor of St, John's Church on the
1st April 1876, and M. Doudiet mads n similar
statement to M. LoMetayer-Masselin, then Secretary
of the Board of Manngers. The French Europeans
in the Church, who neither respected nor liked M.
Chiniquy, were very much annoyed when a few
days afterwards, as can be proved by the following
translation of an extract from the minutes of the
Board of Managers, this policy was changed, and M.
Chiniquy’s connection with the Church continued,
not of course as pastor, but to aid in conducting its
services. The extract is as follows : ¢ Mr. Camp-
bell added that the resignation of M. Tanner not
having been accepted, there would be no difti-
culty, in his opinion, in continuing the connection
of M. Chiniquy with the Church in conducting its
services.’

b ‘l‘]’.l‘he followiug are other promises of Prot, Camp-~
ol),

“ Mr. Campbell promised B3I, Tedetayer the
editorship of the French column of the Witness, in
a letter to him, in which occur the words, ¢the
days of M. Mansart (the present editor) are counted.’

Who could for a moment imagine that the
unfortunate Colonne Francaise of the Witness

would oceasion so much iotrigue among the
Lvangelists. Further on is a picce of intelli-
gence as to the raw material composing the
Evangelists : —

%1 now comc (says the author) to an exceeding-
lv grave accusation ngainst Father Chiniquy, which
certainly will not appear in thereportof the French
Board which will be read before the General As-
sembly, I allude to the case of & member of St.
Jolfn’s Church expelled for scandalous conduct.
This man was a member of the Benevolent Society’s
Com:nittec, and that Committee on learning the in-
teresting facts that their fellow Committee
men had been thrice condemned in Canada
fqr larceny, &c., and that he was living in concu-
binage, (*) decided toexpel him from their Souiety.
A resolution to that effect was passedat a meoting
of the Committee, and M. J. Cornu aad M. LeMetayer-
Masselin were appointedst sub-committee to wait
upon Father Chiniquy, and request him to send
away P—— quictly, They found the good Father
in his study, and on stating their buisness, met
with great coldness and distance, M. Chinlquy
endeavoring to dissuade them  from  their
purpose. The conversation lnsted some moments,
and then the deputation rose lo lenve the house.
M. Cornu had arcived at th: front door, when M.
Chiniquy seized M. LeMetayer by the arm, and
leading him back to the study, said to him P——-
must remain. You mmust retain him. Do you
understand 2 M. LeMetayer indignantly refused to
sbield the guilty man, and not only was he expelled
from the Society, but he was disciplined by the
Church, or rather expelled by a joint meeting of the
Board and some members ot the Charch. This
piece of discipline should, of course, have been
carried out : but, being in connection with a mem-
ber of an erganized Church, should, it appears to
me, have been managed by the Church,and uot by
the members of an Assembly's Committee.

“ Such are only a few of the many unrightcous
acts of gentlemen to whom the Presbyterian Church
in Canada has delegnted the duties of administrators
of its French Evangelization scheme, :

It is little wonder that DPere Chiniquy
objected to to the expulsion of the poor Com-
munist, and still less that he should pick up
with so congenial an associatc. Indeed the
great Kvangelizer, as the Witness with tears of
admiration in its eyes calls him, has an affec-
tionate leaning towards infidelity. But let
us follow Mr. Court in his developments :—

A young Frenchman of the name of Michel
George, or Gregeor Melchi, with twe other French
European, formed themselves into a partnership fop
the purpose ot publishing a journal called Zg Litert,
Before commencing operations, they called g o;’;
Father Chiniquy, who highly approved of thei
undertaking, although he did not then give tpe y
any pecuniary aid. After the publication of ml-?,
numbers, they applied to M. Chiniquy for assistance
and the Iatter agreed to purchase their press, angd
pecn.me in fact proprietor of the undertaking but
in the name of his nephew, M. Allard, \vhon’iq
minor, and atudent of the Presbyterian Coll;g':t
Montreal, the firm, then reduced to two by the
secesslon of one of original members, carrying .
the work of publication. o

1t should be noticed that M. George belongs ta (,,
extreme free-thinking (and free-practising) sclxnu;
and still M, Chiniquy did not scruple to cany og 4
newspaper with the said Mr. George as editor, gng
what o newspaper I The publication of such Fr’cnch

object, !

The publication of this “organ” of Rev. Chpyes
Chiniquy, minister of the Presbyterian Chure) ohf
Caoadn, was interrupted by a quarrel betwee n hiy,
and M. George, the latter threatening to expose ty,
former to the public if he did not pay him wliat .,
wanted. Oan M. Chiniquy refusing, M. George ;.n.'
pared a pnmphlet (this time from a clerical point of
view) entitled ‘Chiniguy aux Enfers (Chinquy in He|f
and had the type foc printing it set up on’ the c\)
priest’s own press, when M. Chiviquy discover;(.!
tho act, Only a few coples of this pamphy
were published. But some are in the hands of 4,
clericals. 'This aflsir caused the suppression of 7,
Liberte. ‘

The following arc further facts relatings to e
work of the Board :(—

It is well known in doutreal that the effect of
the administration of the Board upon the Frvuc]:
Kuropeans, who were at least intellectually ¢qy.
verted to protestantism and relapsed, nnd Upon
those who remained nom!nally in Romanism, o
to incuce them to lose faith in Protcstau!is;n. I
have come across personally many fanilies whe
were nominally converts of M, Chiniquy, but whe
really bad no more reverence for their new thyy,
they had for their old faith, but whn made wuse of
both for worldly purposes. And nearly all this want
of confidence in Protestantism,and what is far .
der, in the Gospel as a divine system of faith angd
morals, las resulted to » very great extent, as ey
be very easily proved, from the unfortunate policy
of the Board. )

Foolish and honest Protestants were * g3
tonished as well as delighted” at the extraor-
dinary conversions of M. Chiniquy. They
hailed him as the modern St. Paul, five dollar
bills came pouring into his coffers, thick as
the leaves jin Vallambrosa, and his converts
increased in a commensurate degree. (‘nada
was about being converted, lome was stagzer-
under the battle-axe blows dealt her by Chini-
quy, and the old women of both sexes wor-
shipped the great man. What though some
Protestants pronounced the names as bogus as
the religion of the friend to the Commune, and
and Catholies laughed the figures to scorn,
still the humbug was allowed to continue. Mr.
Court ventilates the convert business in this
matter thus : —

I now refer to the case of Canuing Street Church,
to demounstrate clearly the unreliable character of
M. Chiniquy's work there. During last winter,
there was an average attendance of about 200:en
the first of May, the average was about80 In'the
day and Sunday Schools, during the winter, the
average attendance was about 45; on the fiest of
May, it was reduced to about 12, It appeas tome
that evungelistic work should succeed in spring as
well as in winter. Further, M. Chiniquy added te
the membership 116 names, “after caretul and min-
ute examioation of ezch applicant individually,”
(as the Board’s report says) yet, of these 115, about
two-thirds cnn be proved to be persons quite unfit
to take the position of members of Christ's visible
Church.

I refer now to the wholesale publication of names
of converts T'his system cannot Dle too severely
reprobated,

Hundreds of names of persons, well known to the
Polico and Priests, n8 persons of the werst charac-
ter, and who ure still so, have been advertised in
the Jlaily Witnessand Aurore as converts to Protust-
autism, The cifect of this unfortnnate course has
been to make the Presbyterian Alission n laughiog
stock with all honest and serious men, Further, I
have evidence, furnished by two persons well kuown
for their credibility and knowledge of what they
testify to, to prove that of the 480 converts of 1.
Chiniquy, published in the Witness of March last,
all are mote or less doubtful. Indeed, of the 6,000
or 7,000 names of those who bave been represented
in the public prints as converts to the Gospel, per-
haps one-twentieth—and this 1 would consider 8
high estimate—may be looked upon as even nominal
Protestants,

Further on M. Court says he has actually
met a few real converts, As M. Courb scemste
be a gentleman of candor and veraeity we
must perforce believe him, Still the fuct it
astounding., T.et us hope they were Chiniquy
converts, and that their names never appeared
in the Watness.

My tosk is now concluded. It was commenced
not without much fear and trembling. I bave
stated my case. I have asked for a verdict from
thejury of the truly intelligent, eulightened, reli-
gious Canadiam public opinion, I agl fur n ver-
dict in accordance with the evidence ; and I may
sy, in this connoction, thut to every statement I
have made, witncsses are ready to testify before
any Court, Ercleeiastical, Civil or Criminal. My
object in writiug is the good of my French Cans-
dian fellow-countrymen. May this end be accomp-
lished by the somewhalt unusual means employed.

On the faith of Christians, Mr. Court, 'we
sincercly believe every word you say and rore,
and if you said in plain terms that Chiniquy

Ism confdent that the hope entertained by the
members of your rociety of seeiug O'Donoghuo
smnestied cre long, is well founded : becanse his
cage is not ono that is weakened by investigation
or enquiry; on the contrary, it is growing daily
stronger as sdditional light is thrawa upon it.

and the so called Fenian invasion would never have
been Lieard of.

Why then has O'Donoghue, who even protested
against the insanc proceeding which resulted in the
death of Thomas Scott, been excluded froxp the
smnesty granted Ricl and Lepino, who were, in the
eyes of the laws of our country, rcspons_;lble for the
very act which bad made even a portial amuesty
for a time impossible ¢

With the informstion now possessed by the pub-
lic, it is no answer to say that he was _exc!_udedfor
having orgenized and headed a Fenian iavasion
against our country ; becauss he was no more nor
1o less responsible for that movement thaz Riel,
Lepine, and other prominent persons in Manitoba
with whom that plan for forcing the granting of
amnesty bad originated, and under whose authority
0’Donoghue ncted in good faith to the canse of the
balf-breeds and their leaders. .

Chnreh, in which ‘that ‘gentleman- speaks in’heated
terms of tha trgubles on -the 13th July last:  ‘We
do not question Mr, Bray's abllity, but we do ques-
on the advisability of clergymeu stitring up
the passlong  and prejudices of the .people,
B9me -of “the specches mads by rovexead

gentlemen during the troubles alluded to, were of
a very questionable nature, far less charitable, far
less Christianlike than one would naturally expact
guardiane and tenchers of peace and good-will to-
wards all men. Mr. Bray's idea of an uprising of
Protestants and an annihilation of Roman Catholics
is simple moonshine, and when he gives utterance
to such sentiments he sinks to the level
of s demagogue, Whkat the people of Can-
ada must understand, and what every true man
man should strive to establish, is a national
feeling throughout the Dominion, a love of
liberty, a reverence for the coustitvtion, libera-
lity in its broadest and sincerest scuse, unity,
not simply for personal advancement but for the
promotion of all those principles that make n na-
tion good, great and prosperous. Far be it from
us to endorse the incendiary language used on
various occasions by both' Protestants and Roman
Catholics when referring to the Montreal troubles;
cach side was excited, and things were said that it
were far better had never Leen attered. But there
was one thing proclaimed, and every intelligent
respectable or public spirited man in Canada, be he
Irish Catholic, French Catholic or Protestant must
have endorsed it in his heart of hearts, namely, that
the Iiberty to speak, to think, to act, according to
the dictates of conscience, i8 the inherent right of
every treeman on this slde of the Atlantic. It le-
hooves all classes tocherisl that doctrine and hold
sacred the constitutional safe guards surrounding
it. Butitis not patriotism sor Protestants of any
denomination to threaten Romun Catholics with
“annibilation,” aud quite as dangrous are threats
made by some Montreal Catholics against Orange
processions, If Orangemen desire to  walk,
let them walk; if Catholic Unlons ure form-
ed, let theit processions and demonstrations
be respected. We do not know that the music-
al rendition of " Protestant Boys ¥ is more
sublime than that of ¢ St. Patrick’s Day; * but we
do know that it is folly for the supporters of either
side to lmagine that the law of the country will per-
mit them to “aunihilute "one another as the Rev. Mr.
Baay's discourse would indicate, Surely, there 1s
something more noble to work for, n future more
full of promise than the mere prospective % an-
nihilation * of those who are working to build up
the interest of the Dominion. It is nonsense for
Mr. Bray,oranyoneelse, to taunt Roman Cathioliés
with being ignorant, poor, uncultivated and vulgar.
Some of the brightest lights in Canadian public life
have been Catholics,some of the wealthiest menin
Canadn to day are Catholics, some of the best
scholars, ripest intellects and men refined ia social
requirements are Catholics, and it is the merest
skim-milk Christianity that would permit the use
of language derogatory tothe better classus, because
& mob chose to over-tidelawjund order, to despise
the counsel of church dignitaries and to perpetrate
agreat crime under the guiseof maintaining national
or religious rights. We have said this Lefors and
repeat it now, and cannot but express a conviction
that hard words, bitter expressions, passionate ap-
peals on either side, are in the highest degree un-

REMINISCENCES OF A PILGRIM.

I returned from Blarney Castlz to Ballymean, on
the ninthstrange to say not much improved in ora-
tory, but with an easier conscience for having
performed whbat wns nlmost a moral obligation, and
revisited some of the scenes of my childhood, What
memories they evoked, what thoughts they awaken-
ed, some joyous, some sorrow{ul, but all tinctured
with a melancholy pleasure. Ishook baunds with my
old school master, honcst Pat Byracs,and talked of
the days gone by, when 1 looked upon his gentle
face with that profound awe which school boys
bear towards their masters; we spoke of the boys
that are now men, the men that arc now gone—
some of them dead--some of them scattered over
the broad enrth, a few of them still living,

but alas the great msjority lying cold and still iu
the “ chilly, chilly churchyard-’ On the Sunday
following I went to confession, and received Holy
Comimunion in the venerable little chapel whereI
was christened, on the same day T had the pleasnre
of dining with the Revd. Father White at the © Big
House” of Ballagh,nud here I may be permitted to
pay a tribute of respect to thereverend Father, than
whom a truer hearted gentlemnan, nora warmer
host, does not exist in the hospitable land of Erin,
Accempanied by Mr. Byrne and Mr. Owen Callery
I took the opportunity of attending the fair of
Borle on the day following. Much of the old timed
jollity and merriment that distinguished Irish fairs
and patterns have passed away with these that
originated them, in the snme manneras has Irish
oratory, wit aud huwor, and the curions traveller
must now read the columns of the Detroit Fre
I'ress or the Danbury News to trace Irish humeor
after its journey across the Atlantic, I found s
few old familiar faces at the fair, a very few indeed
but the same products, horses and cattle which no
localities but the famous Plains of Doyle can pro-
duce, or perhaps, the Golden Vale running through
Limerick and Tipoerary. Escorted by my god.
father, Mr. Dennis Tansey, I visited the graves of
my grandfather and grandmother and said a shott
prayer for the repose of the souls of those who had
becen so kind to me when n wayword child, I next
visited the good parish priest, Father Gougher and
procured the certiticate of my birth, 1o a few days
after I took a drive through the district surround-
ing Boyle, and drankin the pleasures stirrod by
its lovely, almost uurivalled scenery, and towards
the close of the evening wag glad to accept an in-
vitation to dinner from Father Tucker at which
wera Judge MecDermott, Father O'Connor and &
number of ladies and gentlemen with whom it
was & pleasure to convurse,nud whose kindness and
urbanity I shall not soon forget. If a good many
Trish people have crossed the Qcenn to find new
homes uander more favourable nuspices‘ it is very
certain Irish hospifality remains still in the old
land, and is racy of tlo soil. .

On the evening of the twelfth, I went te join Mis,
Mullarky at Sligo, nnd there also came ucross
Mesars, Battle aad O'Bricen, two of the pilgrims,
and dined with them at the Imperinl Hotel, where
weu exchanged notes of our travel. In company
with the former gentleman, I next day went over
to Mr, Kerrigan's grouads. Mes, Mullarky left
Sligo on the Friday following, and I once more re-
turned to Boyle, to which I bade, what I liope may
not be a final farewell ou the sixteenth century,

after shaking hands with the ¢“side of the cuunt_ry."

the equally famous Seven Churches, the Devil's
Glen and the scenery whick tmvellers grow
eloquent aver, and children read of with
delight, Next visited Killarney, the ever iair
Killarney with its surpassing beanties of
wood and water, heard its enchanted echos
and gazed upon its arbntus trees. Oa return-
ing from Killarmey to Dublin X passed
through Cork (n rovnd about way sure enough) the
Limerick janction, Thurles, Portalington, and in a
supplementary way, Catlingford and Duundalk in the
County of Louth. While at Cork Mvs, Mullarky and
family drove down to Blackrock Convent, and Mr,
McKenna and myself visited a cattle show where
we saw some mgnificent borses mostly of pure Irish
breed.

The Mayor of Cork, to whom I was introduced
at Bome kindly showed me the lions of the city,
and took me round the fine cliurches of the capital
of the South. He is a whole-souled Irishman.

At Cork we met several of onr Canadian pilgrim
friends, amongst others Mr. and Mrs. Breunsn, the
Sheridan family, Mesra O'Brien and Battle, Father
Dowd, Taaffe aud Callaghan, not forgetting our old
friend Father Crombleholme who had just arrived
from England, As maybe easily guessed the mect-
ing was a joyous and friendly one and looked as if
we¢ were bound for Canadian homes. We all went
to coufession to Father Dunn that same eveaing
and next day received communion in a manuer that
befitted Canadian pilgrins on Irish soil, and then
to the number of twenty-fonr embarked on board
the ¢ City of Cheste1” on the 3rd of August. Husnd-
reds of friends and well wisheis went as f{ar as
Queenstown to bid us a long and kindly adien, and
1 good speed and a bon voyaye across the Atlantic,
The patting from friends wus cordinl yet a little
melancholy, Fathers Sheehy and Dowling sang
“Home Sweet Homes.” Handkerchiefs waved, a
hoarty Irish cheer wius given, and amidst prayers
and good wishes the good ship City of Chester
sailed majestically out of the Harbour and very
soou left the shores of green Erin looming misty
but beautiful on our weather bow. It were booth-
less to tell of our voyage across the ocuan, suffice
it to say that Muss was celebrated every day by the
rovd. futhers turu about, that the passage was rough,
that most of the passengers were niilicted with mal
J mer that we arrived in Montreal on Tuesday the
13th August and received s most euthusinstic re-
ception.

THE PILGRIMAGE TO ST. ANN'S.

On Saturday evening 450 Irish Catholica left
Montreal to muke a pilgrimage to St. Aun's.  The
“ Shawmrock Independent Brass Band * accompanied
the rvoyageurs—the Papal dag tuttered from the
mast iend—and the “(anada’ moved from the
wharf with tle inspirating air of ¢St Patrick’s
day,” wafting on the breezs. The day was hbright
and cheery, the cuisine was satisfactory and the
party exhibited a pious joy charcteristic of the old
race these Irish Canadian Catholica came from.
The Rev. Father Callnghan was the priest in
charge, and the Catholic Young Men's Society were
the special organizers ot the trip, Itwas under its
management, and through the efforts of its members,
that the pilgrimage wss arravged, and to it is
duc the credit of making it a brilliant success.
Saturday evening wore pleasantly away. A Uright
moonlight cast a weird shadow athwart the St
Lawrence and the trees on either side appeared
tipped with silver as they stood watch upon the
shore, Onboamd tho Canada friends grouped in
knots,and as night came on the nature of the pil-
grimage exhibileditself inthefervent prayers which
were oflercd to the Ruler of all. Young, said that
¢t At night an Atheist balf belicves a God,” but the
men who openly knelt around the ship and said
their prayers required no such incentive to cnable
them to raise their hearts in pions adoration to the
Omnipotent. They had the faith, and that was
suflicient. Sundny morning came, andabout 9a.m,,
the Cauadn steamed along the wharf in Quehec
"Ihe rocky beights, crowned side by the citidal, were
above,and a record of Irish valonr met the cye,
when looklug towards the falmost inaccessible
heights were secu 3tho words“ It wag here Mout-
gomery fell.” A short stay in Quebec and then
anotlier stcamer was taken to bring the party to
St. Anne’s. Thedistance is about 20 wiles,jand the
beauty of the shores attracted all attention. Mout-
merency was passed and shortly after the spire of
St. Avne's was visable, It is a lovely spot,
Lofty Mountains back the gcene, while ridges
rise in broken benuty away to the right. The party
was brought ashore in lighters, and Mass was celc-
Drated in the spacious Church which is dedicated to
the Mother of the Blessed Virgin, Father Callaghwn
preached a short sermon upon the Yirtues of the good
Saint whom the party had gouoe to specially honour
after which the pilgrims knelt at the railings of
tho alter and were allowed to kiss the casket which
eaclosed the sacred remains, It was an edifying
spectacle, snd well ®ecompensed all who had the
happiness of beiag present. Onc of the pariy went
into the church on crutches which sbe had been
using for some years, and she walked out without
them, They were deposited near the altar, where
ticrs of others are erected. The following pur-
ticulars are taken from a bock boughtin the village,

“From France the devotion to St. Anne passed
into Canada, where devotion is not less gpread to-
day thau in our old mother country, Where in the
Canadian who has not been reared from his intancy
with the most pure remembrnaces of the pilgrimago
to the good Saint Anne, whose sweet name tells of
the signal favours that have been obtained through
her? Tho origiu of the devotion dates from the
cradle of the colony. When the first establish.
ments were formed at Beaupre, the Jesuit mission-
aries brought the succor of religion to the inhabit.
ants at the principal epoques of the year, and ad-
ministered the sacraments to them, sometimes in
ope of their houses, sometimes in & temperary
chapel. Is it in this poor sanctuary that thedevo.
tion to St, Anne was born, and was the first altar
raised in her honour on this river? No document
attests so, though an ancient tradition seems to in-
dicate it. What is certain is that confidenco in 5,
Anne was so great, even before the construction of
the Church, that it was recompensed by a miracle,
the cure of Louis Guincont, Jan, 1658, Que of the
inhalitants of Petit-Cap named Etienne dv Lessart,
a man honorable and pious, offered to M. de
Gueylus, who filled toe offico of cure in the parochial
church of Quebec,land two acres brond by one
mile and a half long situated on his concession,
He put no condition to this offering, but that in
the present year, they begin without delay and tbat
they afterwards continue to build a church on the
land. This proposition was accepted the 9th of.
March, and on the 231d M. Vigosl was delegated by
M. de Gueylers to go and bless the place for the
Church which was dedicated to St. Anne, in re.
membrance no doubt, of the pilgrimage of St. Anne
dAury. It was the Governor-General of New
France, M. & Alllebout, who lald tho first stone of
the new Church. When commencing this conatruc.
tion, one of the inhabitants of Beaupre, named Louls
Gunimont, aflicted with kidney dizease, placed, with
s devotionsl native, three étones in the. foundation
of the new church, and scddenly found himseit
cured, This miracle became the occasion of oye
even moregtriking, Marle Ester Ramage, wife _of

Elie Godin, was attackee by an infirmity which

kept ber completely beat for eight mouths, and
obliged herto drag herself painfally by the aid
of & stick without hope of ever recovering her
Lealth by human remedics. On her husband tell-
ing of the cure of Gulmout, she inveked St. Aunne,
and at the samae instant sho found herself on her
fect, perfeclly straight and with asfree use of all
her limbs as she ever had in Ler best health.

These cures followed by many others mnot
less remarkable, operated {0 the good of tho mew
church, and became the happy occasion which ox-
cited moro and more tho devotion to St. Anne and
rendered this place of pilgrimage celebrated
throughout Canada. Soon the faitbful from all
parts came there, and the influx was so great during
17th century that on day of the feast of St. Anne,ns
many as 1,000 and 1,200 communicants could be
secn there, not speaking of a very large number of
pilgrims who went there during the vest of the
year. These cures were nccompanied by such strik-
ing circumstances that that in 1664, ten years only
after the foundation of the Chureh M. Thomas
Norei, who was cure,composed his collection of the
Miracles d: Suinte dnne, which Mgr. de Laval, first
bishop of Quebec, afterwards examiced and declaced
conformable to the truth, This prelate ajusted to
his judgment these remarkable wards ¢ Wo confess
that nothing has nided us more efficaciously to hear
the weight of the pastoral charge of this infaut
Chureh, than the special devotion that all the ia-
habitants bear to St. Anne, o devotion, which we
confidently assert, distinguishes them from all
the other people,

‘The venerable mother Marie de "Tucarhatean in
o letter writen to her son, on the Z0th of September,
1665, relates the prodiges operated by the interces-
sion of 8t, Anne,

Seven miles from here there is a Lorough
called Petit-Cap, there is a church of St. Aune
where our Lord performes the greatest wonders in
favour of the boly mother of the very holy Virgin,
‘The paralytic can be scen welking there, the blind
recover thelr right, and the sick of every degree
regnin health,”

In 1683, a precious relic of St Annce consistlng
of a part of & finger bone was sent by the chapitre
de Carcasirune to Mgr. de Laval. Confided to N,
P. Henri Nonvel Jesuit Missionary of New France
it was solemnly exposed for the first time, in the
church of 8t. Anne of Beaupre, the 12th March
1670. 'The Queen Anne of Austria seut presents of
Sacred ornaments, and M. de T'racy, vice-roy of New
Ifrance enriched it with considerable gems. A sil-
ver lamp was presented by M. de le Chueuare, in
thanksgiving for a crimphet received, two paintings
and a silver religuary by the first Lishop of Quebee,
and n painting six feet high by M. de Doubourg. A
gilver crucilix of exquisite workmanship is conser-
ved there, it was given in 1706 by the celebzated
bero M. d' Herville.

Monscigneur de Taval, in a mandate dated 3rd
September 1667 by which he suppressed n cortain
number of feasts, caused that of 5t. Anne to bea
fuast of obligation throughent New I'runce, beemise
this district hLas a particular want of the pow-
ecful protection of beaven, and that we have found
a church to which all the faithful can o in their
troubles, to the bLlesswl St Anne’s! jt has been
plessing to (iod for several vcars to showus by
miracnlous success, that this devotion is agreeable
to him, and that he will receive vows made to him
by this menns.”

The first church of St Anne was constructed
acarer to the river than the present one.

and in 1676, dM. Hillion, then cure of St. Anuc
commenced  the construction  of the present
church. Since then this church has been visited
by numerous pilgrims, and the psesents which arc
suspeaded from its walls, khow that the protection
of the good Saint Anoe hus not heen less powerful
in Canada, than on the shores of Armoricn ?

'The ancient missionaries had inspired & particu-
lar devotionto St. Anne during more thsu one
century, the Christinn Indians were in the habit
of going uvery year to St. Aune do Beaupre, They
weut there fu great numbers from all paris of Can-
ada, to assist at the fnst of the patron ofthe place.
Long lines of canoes, some coming up, others des-
cendirg the river, and coming towards the shore of
St. Anuc's, might be seen where a complete village
of cabius was raised Ly the Indians to shelter the
numerous pilgrims.

They came from the most distaut descrss, from
the deserts of Guspe, from the extremitics of the
gulf of St. Lawrence, they came from {he borders
of the ITudson Day, and from the rivers of the great
lakes, alldrawn Ly the prodigies accomplished in
the nume and by the invoentionof theholy mo-
ther of the Blessud Virgin,
since the foundation of the Church of Saint Anne
of the North, when already several other Sanctuar-
ies dedicated to the same saint, were raised in
ditlerent parts of the country, Phe hardy Canadian
adventurers who each yenr went to the country
en hut, never missed before starting to place their
voyage under the protection of $t. Anne, and ar-
tiving at the ¢end of the Island of Montreal, before
cneaging themselves in the great apids of the
river, they descended to the bapks, and resting them
sclves on their knees, implored a second time
her nssistance. "Then they would raise themselvea
joyoua and conflident, and fuce the dangerous
casculss, On returning from their distant ex-
pedition they cast themselves on  their koees on
the same spot, and returned thanks to their patron-
ness for having  saved them from so meny perils,
and for haviug Dbrought them save and sound to
their hearths. Such i3 the origin of St. Aune du
Boat de I'lle; the first chapel was ralsed by the
labours of the Canadian voyagers, in the end of the
17th century,

But time was up, and tho pilgrims wure away
‘again for Quebec, where they arrived to receive a
hearty Irish welcome from the good priests of St,
Patrick’s and the Itish Catholicg of the city. The
wharf was crowded, the flattering banners of the
Trish Societies proved that the orgnnized masses of
the Irish people had turned out to give the Mont-
realers o hearty Irish welcome, ‘The procession
formed and all went away for St. Patrick’s. The
bands played lively Irish airs and the performances
of the Shamrock Independent band, was spoken
favourably of by =ll who heard the men play.
Arrived nt St. Patrick’s, Father Burke delivered an
appropriate and a spirited address, He welcomed
the pilgrimes to Quebec, and spoke, in touching
language, of the visit of s0 many Montreal Catho.
lice to the city. After service the procession re.
formed and marched throvgh the streets, to the
stirring music of Irish national song, Arrived at
the wharf addresses were delivered to the assem-
bled multitude,and at thoend a solemn sight was
witnessed when the mass of people knelt upon the
wharf to receive the blessing ot Father Callaghan,
Then came the parting, whsn thousands of hand-
kerchiefs were waved in  friendly salute, and the
*!Cenada” steamed away, not however to reach Mon-
treal until 3 P.M. the next day,

.| SCHOOL MATTERS IN P. E. ISLAND.

It unfortunately happens that the dominant party
in oua slster Province has not possessed the re-
quisite discretion so to frame the Free School mea-
sure’ as to avoid giving offence to the Catholic
population. One or two compulsory clauses have
been inserted in the Act .which have cansed much
complaint, and we understand that petitions have
been presented to the Canadian Government, and
it is not unlikely we shall have a tepetition of the
New Brunswick difficulties in the House of Com-
mons, -

We are guite sure that these Educational matters
should be left entirely to the Local authorities, and
weo always regret having them introduced into the
Upper Parliament, for they assume an importance
and magnitude, when brought before the whole
country that they would never.be able to attain if
disposed of within the borders of the Provinee in
which they arigse. The Coustitutional power of
the Local Legislatures to legislate on the subject
of education most fully has been settled undoubted-
Iy by the highest authorities in the Empire.

But, while we say this, we are free to affirm that
it isan unwise policy for any Local Govornment to
insist on liltle extremes, which do more than the
general principle in exciting unpleasant feelings.
In New Branswick, the measure adopted for the
regulation of the Common School system was sub-
stantially the same as that inforce in this Province;
but while here it has worked amicably aed well, in
New Drunswick it created intense bittecness and ill-
feeling, and threatened to distract the whole coun-
try. The different results were occasioned by the
mode of working. lle¢re some concessions were
made to the Catholic popnlution which in no way
interfered wiah the efficicnt working of the system,
and at the same time s:cured a most excelleaf har-
mony, There soms obnoxious aad unnecessary
details were insisted upon which in no way im-
proved the systom and caused infinite troublo and
bickering. The difficulty was only quieted by the
adoptiva of a more conciliatory policy, and now
matters are working more pleasautly and satisfac-
torily.

We lLope our P. E. Island friends will take a
lesson from the expericnces of the two larger Pro-
vincer, and aim to mcet the wishes of all classes as
far as may be consistent with the eficient working
of the Act. We have no hesitation in saying it
would be more manly acd statesmazlike for the
present Government to voluntarily repeal the ob-
poxious clauses and save 1he necessity far a bitter
struggzle which can by to pos:ibility result in any
good cither to the cause of Education ovto the
general welfare of the Islaad.— The Daily Qeadian.

ANOTHER SHARK STORY.

A CAPTAIN E3SCAP2D A HMORNBLE DEATH == WON-
DERFUL PRESENCE OF MIND.

HOW

In 1835 Capt. Blank was the first mate of n
whale sbip cruising ont of New Bedford. The
Willium King was one of those old-fashioned tubs
peculiar to the last century, sailing equally well
cither way, bow or stertn.  Off Telegraph Hill, near
San I'rancisco,a school of whales was raised, led
by an immense bull, rud stecring in a northely
direction. Two boats were at ence lowered, but
they had scarcely touched the water when the
scliool parted, onme part running north and the
other south. Capt. Dlank's boat tollowed one
band, while Jim Watson, the mate, followed the
other. The Captain'sboat had a crew of magnificent
oarsmen; they laid to their work with a will, and
after an hour's pull eame within range of the bull
Capt. Blankgot an iron into hiw in short order,
the fish gounded acd went down at a speed which
almost equalled that of the ¢ lightning express?
train. The lineran out with a deafening hum ;
the loggerhead smolied, and the boat laid her bows
deep into the water Suddenly the strnin ceased,
the whale was coming up, and every eye conned
theseas for o glimpse of the monster., He came
up like a rocket, struck the boat on the keel amid-
ship with his nose, and hurled it thirty feet into
the air. As it descended it captized, and fell
bottom uppermost. The men immodiately awam
for it, where they clung to the keel.

The Captain soon swam up, but finding the keel
crowded, resolved not to risk an upsetting by ven-
turing upon it. So he put an ore under cach arm,
and, trending water, kept near the boat, cheering
the crew who, as was natural tomen in their situa.
tion, were nervous and downhearted. They floated
in this way several minutes, and were gradually
getting over the firat shock, when the stroke oars-
man, a gigantic negro, called out, ¢ T.ook dar—a
shark!” Nothing horrifies a sailor as much ags the
appearance of that ravenous fish ia hours of peril.
The crew looked and saw a huge bottle-nosed
sha:k tloating not a fathomn below the surface. The
Captain saw the monster also, and felt his chance
of escape dwindle to a cipher ; nevertheless, hedid
not loze courage, nnd instead of hastening the
event which seemed bevond prevention resolved to
escape if possible.  He krew that a shark would
pever bite any unsteady bait. The ncse of the crea-
ture is inits way ; it must turn onits side to snap, and
then only when the object is stationary, It may be
still for a seccond cnly, but that is cnough; the
sharks dmts like lighrning, and in a moment
scizes its pray. The Captain knew this, and knew
his ouly salvation depended on his keeping con.
stantly in motion. The least pause would be fatal
§0 with the oars under his arm he kept afloat,
movinz about incessantly, his eyes fixed on the dark
monster beneath bhim, which followed wherever
he moved. Hismind was unusually active, every
circumstance of his life came fefore him in vivid
coloring. He saw the old farmhouse in which he
was born—the hills, woods, and meadows sorround-
ing it ; the distant village, the church spire, the
flocks on the plains, the winding river, the cows
Vrowsing in the fields ; he heard tho clatter of the
wil], the songs of the mowers, the birds singing in
the groves, and the gun echoing among the hills,
He heard, too, the voico of one dearer to him than
all on earth; the voice of one—but all this took
place while a rapacious monster was floating a few
feet from him, waiting orly for a moment’s pause in
bis movements to rend him in pleces !

The second boat having now rescued the wrecked
men, approached the Captain, who ordered its crew
to shoot by him at full speed, and as it passed he
would grasp it and spring in, the critical moment
being when he would lose motion and the shark
would be likely to seize him., However, that risk
must be taken, The mate faithfully carried out
hig directions. The men strained every sinew.
They were whalemen, and as such, topgallant oars.
men, The boat itself was scarcely seen, burried in
a double wall of foaming spray, the oars bending
like reeds, and the gunwales quivering at each
stroke. It took a steady ncrve, an esgle glance,
and a lightning grasp to secure the flying craft;
but the Captain had these, and a3 it passed, seized
the starboard gunwale, and was thrown like a
shot into the boat. Atthesameoinstanttheshark’s
head rose above the wateor, and its jaws snapped
with n sound audible for a considerable distance.
The Captain as ho himself remarked, escaped “ only

by a scratch.”

FARMERS' COLUMN.

How Cozy May ne Oor.—We were amused re-
cently to read in a first class English agricuitural
paper that our method of shocking corn iz America,
was to put three hillsof corn in a stook. In the
East 25 hillg, or 5 rows of 5 hillsin each row, are
putinto a stook. We prefer the latter, as it is a
saving of time and space,and is eepecially preferable
when the corn stubble is plowed and sown to wheat

orrye. We prefer, too, to bind the corn in sheaves,
and set up the sheavesin a stook, binding the top
of the stook with a stout straw band. The sheaves
are necessary if the corn-husking machineis used,
and very handy in case the corn is hauled to the
barn to be hugked.

Boupie Dres—Itis one of the most important
late discoveries that the yield of red clover seed
depends upon the bumble bees. These insects
fertilize the blossoms, conveying the pollen from
on¢ blossom to another by means of their long pro-
boscig, and no other is known to do this necessary
work. Without the bumble bee we can have no
clover seed, The natural enemy of the bumble bee
is the farmer's boy, who, when lie stumbles over a
nest and gets stung never forgives or forgets it, but
becomes a life long-enemy to thls busy bee, Give
these insects a wide berth,and let them live to in-
crease the yield, and to reduce the iprice of clover
seed, which is getting higher every year.—.lmerican
Agriculturist,

Water ror DuckLings—The raising of duck-
lings is & very simple thing if one only knows how,
Whether hatched by duck or hen they siould not
be allowed frec access to a body of warer till 1hey
are well advanced in the feathering process. They
should also be under control so fully as to be kept
out of dewy grass and rain etorms, as well as pre-
vented from unlimited sporting in a pond of water,
for if they once get thoroughly wet, especially their
heads, neck and backs, it is almost certain that
they will be seized with cramps, the symptoms of
which are staggering auod reeilog about, {alling
over backward—in fact, acting very much like a
drunken person. Death, Lowever, soon relieves
them from their misery, and in Josing them we
lose also the expense and trouble we hiave incurred
on their account, and all through mere neglect or
carelessness.— oultry World

CLEANLINESS AND ATTENTION ¥ Mitking.—The
great secrets in making good buttcr are cleanliness
and etfention, in addition to the labor. We will now
proceed to give the details how to apply these rules :
—Let cleanliness Le appliedto the cow-house; see
that it is kept clean, so that no foul odors shall be
nbsorbed by the new milk, and that the animals
may be kept healthy, so as to give pure wholesome
meilk, to the udder, so that no scabs or filth shall
Le rubbed off into the bucket while milliing; to the
hands, so that they shall not detile the milk, to the
spring-house or vanlt, that the creanm may be kept
pure; to the milk-bucket, pans, skimmer, crenm-
pot and churn, so that no cheesy taint or foul odors
be commupicated to the cream ; and finally, to the
butter-worler and the market tub, To all these
scrupulous cleanlizess should be applied. Attention
must be paid to proper feeding, regular milking,
skimming at the right time, stirring the cream
every time new qualities are added, even tempera.
ture of the spring-house, vault or cellar, proper
temperature of the cream at time of ckurning, even
churning and working and handling the butter.—
Exchangr.

Vawre oF Fooper-Cony—We visited a farmer
who evidently knew how stock should b2 treated.
He raises a quantity of fodder-corn every year, to
bridge over the dry times. Heis feeding it now,
once s day, to all his cattle. He feedsin the even-
ing, mowing a swath, gathering up by hand, and
throwing over the fence into the adjoining pasture.
We witnessed one feeding, and the way those cattle
went into the green, succulent stalks would have
convinced the most skeptical that there was some-
thing good in it. It had been rather dry for two
weeks vefore, local storms passing around, and the
pasturcs had become brown and bare. The owner
informed us that cows and yourng stock would come
up and range themselves along the fence on the
feeding-ground an hour or two before feeding-time
and impatiently wait for the meal. The flow of
milk was maintained by this means, and the geneial
condition of the stock kept up. He sows his corn
Lroad-cast, and a litlle to thickly, we thick, to
secure hest results.  If all farmers, especially dairy
farmers would follow a similar system, the net
results in the entire counntry would bLe immense,
We are glad to koow that many ot them do it,
and that the number is annually increasing.— Okio
Former,

Cavaprax SuortaORNS 1N ExLanp.—The Hon. M,
H. Cochrane recently despatched a valuable con-
signment of shorthorn cattle to Eogland. The
aunimals were bred oo his farm, Hillhurst, Compton.
According to a statement in the last number of the
Country Gentleman, the consignment included 2od
Duke of Hillhurst, own brother to 1st Duke of Hill-
horst by Lord Denmore’s 6th Duke of the Geneva,
which has been for several years past in the posses-
sien of Col. Kingscots, M.P., President of the Royal
Agricultural Society ; a Princees cow, two Duchess
heifers, a Booth bull of the late Mr. Torr's Bright
family, three of the Village Roses of Aylesby, and
several others of the Barrington, Mazurka and
Sarmise tribes. The cattle wers sent to England
to be offered at pullic auction. The sale took
place on 'Tuesday weck at Downess, Windermere,
and a cable despatch received from Mr. Cochrane,
who is in England, shows that the result has been
highly gratifying. Thirty-five animals brought
§79,000, or an average of 52,267 cach. This, we
understand, is a result which has only twice been
exceeded in Britain, Two Duchess heifers in the
consignment sold for $40,000. Compared with the
result of Mr. Cochranc’s sale last year, his present
success shows wonderful improvement. In 1876
the shipment realized an average of £203‘ 14s., or
about 81,000 ecach. On the present occasion that
figure has been more than doublad.—Gazetle.

Stock Water.—1low a reserve of stock watermay
be economically stored up for uge during droughts
is an important question for farmers througout the
prairic region of the West, Two years ago last
summer, having, with many others, gufiered the in-
convenience of a failuve of the water-supply on my
place, in consequence of the long continued drought,
I dug & 200 barrel cistern inmy pasture, a few feet
from a ditch, which crossed onc corner, cementing
on the solidl clay, which formed the sides to within
two nod a half fect of the top,and bricking the
Lalaoce. 1 laid a wooden pipe from near the top of
the ditch to the cistern, and when the water was
running, the following spring, by damming the
ditch below, it was filled with pure snow-watcr
The same process was repeated last spring, illing
np what had been used out the previous summer.
For the last month my well has been nearly c.lry,
and my house and barn-cistern both cmpty. With-
out this reserve supply I should have been in as
bad a fix as are a great many other people at this
time. 'The water in this cistern, most of which has
been in fortwo years,is now as pure, bright, and
sparkling as when it was first filled. It bas been &
wonder to me that farmers in sections where
reliable wells cannot be obtained bave not availed
themselves of this method of storing up water.
There 1s no limit to the extent to which such cis-
terns can be multiplied, furnishing a reserve supply
to fall back upon when the ordinary supplies fail.
