Venerable Brethren,
Health and the Apostolic Benediction,

That divine office wwhich Jesus
Christ received trom His Father
for the welfare of mankind, and
most perfectly fulfilled, had for
its final object to put men in
possession of the eternal life of
glory, and proximately during
the course of ages to secure to
them the life of divine grace,
which is destined eventually to
blossom into the life of heaven.
Wherefore, our Saviour never
ceases to invite, with infinite
affection, all men, of every race
and tongue, into the bosom of
His Church: “Come yeall to Me,”
“I am the Life,” “I am the Good
Shepherd.” Nevertheless, ac-
cording to His inscrutable coun-
sels, He did not will to entirely
complete and finish this office
Himseif on the earth, but as he
had received it from the Father,
50 He transmitted it for its com-
pletion to the Holy Ghost. It is
. consoling to recall those assu-
rances which Christ gave to the
body of His ;disciples a little be-
fore He left the earth: “It is ex-
pedient to you that I go: forif I go
not, the Paraclete will not come
toyou: but if I go, I will send
-Him to you” (1 John, xvi,, 7.) In
these words He gave as the chief
reason of His departure and His
return to the Father, the advan-
tage which would wost certain-
ly accrue to His followers from
the coming of the Holy Ghost,
and, at the same time, He made
1t clear that the Holy Ghost
1s equally sent by—and therefore
Proceeds from—Himself angd
the Father; that he would com-
plete, in His office of Intercessor,
Consoler, and Teacher, the work
Which Christ Himself had begun
in His mortal life. For, in the
Tedemption of the world, the com-
pletion of the work was by Di-
vine Providence reserved to the
manifold power of that Spirit,
who, in the creation, “adorned
the heavens” (Job. xxvi., 18), and
“filled the whole world” (Wis-
dom i., 7).

The Two Principal Aims Of

Our Pontificate.

Now We have earnestly striven
by the help of His Grace, to fol-
low the example of Christ, Our
Saviour, the Prince of Pastors,
and the Bishop of our Souls, by
diligently carrying on His office,
entrusted by Him to the Apos-
tles and chiefly to Peter, “whose
dignity faileth not, even in his
unworthy successor” (St. Leo the
Great, Sermon ii., On the Anni-
versary of his Election). In pur-
suance of this object We have
enpeavored to direct all that We
have attempted and persistently
carried out during a long ponti-
ficate towards two chief ends:
in the first place, towards the
restoration, both in rulers and
Peoples, of the principles of the
Christian life in civil and domes-
tic society, since there is no true
life for men except from Christ ;
and, secondly, to promote whe
reunion of those who have fallen
away from the Catholic Church
either by heresy or by schism,
Since it is mpst undoubtedly the
will of Chitkt that all should be
United in on's flock under one
Shepherd. But now that We are

ooking forward to the approach
of the closing days of Our life,
Our soul 'is deeply moved to
dedicate to the Holy Ghost, who

1s the life-giving Love, all the
work We have done during Our
pontificate, that He may bring
it to matority and fruitfulness.
In order” the better and more
fally to carry out this Our in-
tention, We have resolved to ad-
dress you at the approaching
sacred season of Pentecoat con-
cerning the indwellings and mi-
raculous power of the Holy
Ghost ; and the extent and effi-
ciency of His action, both in the
whole hody of the Church and
in the individual souls of its
members, through the glorious
abundance of His divine graces.
We earnestly desire that. as a
result, faith may be aroused in
your minds concerning the mys-
tery of the adorable Trinity, and
especially that piety may in-
crease and be inflamed towards
the Holy Ghost, to whom espe-
cially all of us owe the grace of
following the paths of truth and
virtue ; for, as Nt. Basil said.
“Who denieth that the dispensa-
tions concerning man, which
have been made by the great
God and our Saviour, Jesus
Christ, according to the good-
ness of God, have been fulfilled
through the grace of the Spirit?”
(Of the Holy Ghost, c.xvi., v.39.)

The Catholic Doctrine of

The Blessed Trinity.

Before We enter upon’ this
subject, it will be both desira-
ble and useful to say a few
words about the Mystery of the
Blessed Trinity. This dogma is
called by the doctors of the
Church *the substance of the
New Testament,” that is to say,
the greatest of all mysteries,
since 1t is the fountain and ori-
gin of them all. In order to
know and contemplate this mys-
tery, the angels were created in
Heaven and men upon earth.
In order to teach more fully this
mystery, Which was but fore-
shadowed in the Old Testament,
God Himself came down from
angels unto men: “No man
hath seen God at any time ; the
only begotten Son, who is in the
bosom of the Father, He hath
declared Him” (John i, 18).
Whosoever then writes or speaks
of the Trinity must keep before
His eyes the prudent warning of
the Angelic Doctor: “When
we speak of the Trinity, we
must do so with caution and
modesty, for, as St. Augustine
saith, nowhere else are more
dangerous errors made or is re-
search more difflcult, or discove-
ry more fruitful” (Summ. Th. la.,
q. xxxi. De Trin. 1. 1, ¢. 3).
The danger that arises is lest the
Divine Persons be confounded
one with the other in faith or
worship, or lest the one Nature
in them be separated : for “This
is the Catholic Faith, that we
should adore one God in Trinity
and Trinity in Unity.” There-
fore Our predecessor Innocent
X1I. absolutely refused the peti-
tion of those who desired a spe-
cial festival in honor of God the
Father. For, although the sep-
aratemysteries connected with the
Incarnate Word are celebrated on
certain fixed days, vet there is no
special feast on which the word
is honored according to His Di-
vine Nature alone. And even
the Feast of Pentecost was in-
stituted in the earliest times, not
simply to honor the Holy Ghost
in Himself, but to commemorate
His coming, or His external mis-
sion. And all this has been
wisely ordained, lest from dis-
tinguishing the DPersons men
should be led to distinguish the
Divine Essence. Moreover the
Church, in order to preserve in
her children the purity of faith,
instituted the Feast of the Most

Holy Trinity, which John XXII.
afterwards extended to the Uni-
versal Church. He also permit-
ted altars and churches to be
dedicated to the Blessed Trinity,
and, with the divine approval,
sanctioned the Qrder for the Ran-
som of Captives, which is speci-
ally devoted to the Blessed Trini-
ty and bears Its name. Many
facts confirm 1its tyuths. The
worship paid to the saints and
angels, to the Mother of God,
and to Christ Himself, finally
redounds to the honor of® the
Blessed Trinity. In prayers ad-
dressed to one person, there is
also mention of the others; in
the litanies after the individual
Persons have been separately in-
voked, a common invocation of
all is added ; all psalms and
hymns conclude with the doxo-
logy to the Father, Son, and the
Holy Ghost ; blessings, sacred
rites, and sacraments are either
accompanied or concluded by
the invocation of the Blessed
Triniry. This was already fore-
shadowed by the Apostle in
those words ; “For of Him, and
by him, and in IHim, are all
things : to Him be glory for
ever’ (Rom. xi, 36), thereby
signifying both the Trinity of
Persons, and the Unity of Na-
ture : for as this is one and the
same in each of the Persons, so
to each is equally owing supre-
me glory, as to one and the same
God. RSt. Augustine comment-
ing upon this testimony writes :
“The words of the Apostle, or
Ho, axp By Hiy, anp 1x Hiw,
are not to be taken indiscrimin-
ately ; oF Him, refers to the
Father, BY Him {o the Son, In
HiM, to the Holy «Ghost” (De
Trin. 1. vi,, ¢. 10 ; 1 i, c. 6). The
Church is accustomed most fit-
tingly to attribute to the Father
those works of the Divinity in
which power excels, to the Son
those in which Wisdom excels,
and those in which love excels
to the Holy Ghost. Not that all
perfections and external opera-
tions are not common to the
Divine Persons ; for “the opera-
tions of the Trinity are indivisi-
ble, even as the essence of the
Trinity is indivisible” (St. Aug.
De Trin, 1. 1., cc. 4-5); because
as the three Divine Persons “are
inseparable, so do they act inse-
parably” (St. Aug., ib}. But by
a certain comparison, and a kind
of affinity between the opera-
tions and the properties of the
Persons, these operations are at-
tributed or, as it is said, “appro-
priated” to One Person rather
than to the others. “Just as we
make use of the traces of simil-
arity or likeness which we find
in creatures for the manifestation
of the Divine Persons, so do we
use their essential attributes ;
and this manifestation of the
Persons by Their essential at-
tributesiscalled appro-
priation ” (8t. Th. 1a,
xxxix., a. 7). In this manner
the Father, who is *‘the princi-
ple of the whole God-head” (St.
Aug. De Trin. 1. iv., ¢. 20) is also
the efficient cause of all things,
of the Incarnation of the Word,
and the sanctification of souls; “of
Him are all things”: or Hi,
referring to the Father. But the
Son, the Word , the Image of
Grod, is also the exemplar cause,
whence all creatures borrow
their form and beauty, their or-
der and harmony. Heis for us
the Way, the Truth, and the
Life ; the Reconciler of man with
God. “By Him arc all things”:
BY Hiym, referring to the Son.
The Holy Ghost is the ultimate
cause of all things, since, as the
will and all other things finally
rest in their end, so He, who is

the Divine Goodness and the
Mutual Love of the Father and
Son, completes and perfects, by
His strong yet gentle power, the
secret work of man’s eternal sal-

vation.  “In Him are all things™:
IN Hiv, referring to the Holy
Ghost.

The Holy Ghost and The

Incarnation

Having thus paid the due tri-
bute of faith and worship owing
to the Blessed Trinity, and
which ought to be more and
more inculcated upon the Chris-
tian people, we now turn to the
exposition of the power of the
Holy Ghost. And, first of all,
we must look to Christ, the
Founder of the Church and the
Redeemer of our race. Awong
the external operations of God,
the highest of all isthe mystery
of the Incarnation of the Word,
in which the splendor of the di-
vine perfections shines forth so
brightly that nothing more sub-
lime can ever be imagined, noth-
ing else could have been more
salutary to the human race. Now
this work, although belonging
to the whole Trinity, is still ap-
propriated especially to the Holy
Ghost, so that the Gospels thus
speak of the Blessed Virgin:
“She was found with  child
of the Holy Ghost,” and “that
which is conceived in her is of
the Holy Ghost” (Matt. i., 18, 20).
And this is rightly attributed to
Him who is the love of the Fa-
ther and the Son since this “great
mystery of plety” (1. Tim. iii.,
16)proceeds from the infinite love
of Grod towards man, as St. John
tells us: “God so loved the
world as to give His only begot-
ten Son” (John iii,, 16). Moreover,
human nature was thereby eleva-
ted to a personal union with the
Word ; and this dignity is given
not on account of any merits,
but entirely and absolutely
through grace, and therefore
as 1t were, through tha special
gift of the Holy Gthost. On this
point St. Augustine writes: *This
manner in which Christ was born
ofthe Holy Ghost indicates to us
the grace of God, by which hu-
manity, with no antecedent me-
rits, at the first moment of its
existence, was united with the
Word of God, by so intimate a
personal unlon. that He, who was
the Son of Man, was also the Son
of God, and He who was the Son
of God was also the Son of Man”
(Enchir., ¢xl.; St. Th., 3a.,. q

XxXli., a. 1). By the operation of| A

the Holy Spirit, not only wasthe
conception of Christ accomplish-
ed, but also the sanctification of
His soul which in Holy Scripture
is called His “anointing”(Acts x.,
3). Wheretore all His actions were
“performed in the Holy Ghost”
(St. Basil de Sp. 8., ¢. xvi.), and
especially the sacrifice of Him-
self : “Christ, through the Holy
Ghost, offered Himself without

q.|spot to God” (Heb. ix., 14). Con-

sidering this, no one can be sur-
prised that all the gifts of the
Holy Ghostinundated the soul of
Christ. In him resided the ab-
solute fulness of grace, in the
greatestand most efficacions man-

ner possible ; in Him were all|}

the treasures of wisdom and
knowledge, graces gratis datae,
virtues, and all other gifts fore-
told in the prophecies of Isaias(Is.
iv., 1; xi,, 23), and also signified
in that miraculous dove which
appeared at the Jordan, when
Christ,by His baptism, consecrat-
ed its waters for a new sacrament.
On this the words of St Augus.
tinemay appropriately be quoted:
“It would be absurd to say that
Christ received the Holy Ghost
when He was already thirty
years of age, for He came to His

}?aptism without sin, and there-
fore not without the Holy Ghost.
At this time then (that is at His
baptism), ‘He wag pleased to
prefigure His Church, in which
those especiaily who are baptized
receive the Holy Ghost” (De
Trin. I, xv., ¢ 26). Therefore,
by the conspicuous apparition of
the Holy Ghost over Christ and
by His invisibie power in His
soul, the twofold mission of the
Spirit is foreshadowed, namely,
His outward aud visible mission
In the Church, and His secret
indwelling in the souls of the
Just.
The Holy Ghost and The
Church,

The Church  which, already
concieved, came forth from the
side of the second Adam in His
sleep on the Cross, first showed
herself before the eves of men on
the great day ot Pentecost. On
that day the Holy Ghost began
to manifest His gifts in the mys-
tic body -of Churist, by that
miraculous outpouring already
foreseen by the prophet Joel (ii.,
28-29), for the Paraclete “sat up-
on the apostles as though new
spiritual crowns were placed on
their heads in tongues of fire”

(S. Cyril Hier. Catech. 17). Then
the apostles‘‘descended from the
mountain”as St.John Chrysostom
writes,“not bearing in  their .
hands tables of stone like Moses,
but carrying the Spirit in their
mind, and pouring forth the trea-
sure and the fountain of doctrines
and graces” (In Matt. Hom. I, 2
Cor.iii, 8). Thus was fully accom-
plished the last promise of Christ
to His apostles to send the Holy
Ghost, who was to complete and,
as it were, to seal the deposit of
doctrine committed to them un-
der His inspiration. “I have yet
many things to say to you, but
vou cannot hear them now: but
when the Spirit of Truth, shall
come, He will teach vou all
truth, (John xvi,, 12-13). For He
who is the Spirit of Truth, inas-
much as He proceedeth both from
the Father who is eternally True
and from the Sou who isthe sub-
stantial Truth, receiveth from
each both His essence and the
fulness of all trath. This truth
He communicates to His Church,
guarding her by His all power-
ful help from ever falling into er-
ror, and aiding her to foster more
and more the germs of divine
doctrine and to make them fruit-
ful for the welfare of the peoples.
nd since the welfare of the peo-
ples,forwhich the Church was es-
tablished, absolutely requires that
this office should 'be continued
for all time, the Holy Ghost sup-
plies life and strength to preserye
and increase the Church. I wi]]
ask the Father, and He will give
you another Paraclete, that He
may abide with you for ever,
the Spirit ot Tryth” (John xiv.,
16, 17).

By Him the Bishops are cons-
tituted, and by their ministry
are multiplied not only the
children, but also the fath-
ers — that isto say, the priests
—to rule and feed the Church by
that Blood wherewith Christ
as redeemed Her. “The Holy
Ghost hath placed you Bishops
torule the Church of God, which
He hath purchased with His own
Blood” (Acts xx., 28). And both
Bishops and priests, by the
miraculons gift of the Spirit,
have the power ot absolving sins,
according to those words of
Christ to the apostles: “Receive
ye the Holy Ghost; whose sins
you shall forgive they are forgiv-
en them, and whose sins vou

shall retain they are retained”
(John xx.,22,28). That the Church

“The [Reconciler,” W3,
occasionally from its majestic
rhythm and high thoughts to
vulgar language and bilingsgate.
Again, it is a thousand pities he
is not more discriminating in his
estimate of men. After a brief
but telling characterization of
Carlyle and Emerson, he spoils all
in the next paragraph by saying,
“Newman and Manning were far
smaller minds, but with richer
spiritual gifts.” Manning no doubt
had a smaller mind than either
Carlyle or Emerson ; Manning was
emphatically remarkable by his
will power more than by vast-
ness of intellect. But Newman
was a genius far above Carlyle
and Emerson. Bracketing New-
man with ‘Manning in point of
mind  reveals the limnitations
of Mr. Thorne's ecritical faculty ;
it is a peculiarly Awmerican pro-
cess, this painting of word plctu.res
without due perspective. Precise-
ly because Mr. Thorne's mmd' is
intuitive, fragmentary, imperfect.
he cannot take in the inferential
processes, the vast span, the fin-
1shed detail, the rounded com-
pleteness of an intellect like New-
man’s, compared to which Carlyle
and Emerson are like the momenta-
ry gleam of a rocket in comnparison
with the sun’s all-pervadingray.
This is also the reason why Mr.
Thorne, in a review of the great
philosophers, in which he mentions
Plato, Socrates and Sophocles.

drops away

‘1quite forgets Aristotle, the creator

of true philosophy, perhaps the
most complete merely human
mind the world has ever seen,
and St. Thomas Aquinas, the keen-
est, clearestand most far-reaching
of philosophers.

Then again
the serene
self - compla.
cency With
whiech Mr
Thorne says out loud what half a
dozen men in world think most
secretly of themselves rather de-
tracts from the influence he might
otherwise exert. People who blow
their own horn so very blatantly
are not likely to be taken at their
own valuation. Listen : “Let me
add once for all that I ecannot help
it if some of the hearty admirers
alike of Ovestes Brownson and
the editor of the Globe Review
insist now and again, as they have
done during the last six or eight
years, in comparing the editor of
the Globe with the onee famous
Orestes Brownson ; but most em-
phatically I wish them all to un-
derstand that I have never felt
complimented by such comparisons.
In a word, I have never considered
the late Orestes Brownson my
equal as a thinker or as a writer,
and that much as I have admired
and much as T still admire his
earnest and powerful work, Iishould
no more think of imitating him or
any great writer than I shouldthink
of imitating Henry Brownson or
the nameless scribbler in the “Wit-
ness” of Detroit.”

of divine efficacy on his continued efforts
for the conversion of heretics and schis-
matics. What olse is this than the pro-
pagation of the faith?

Before the Holy Ghost came down apon
the Apostles, they had _not begun to
spread the faith ; but after the first Paa,
tecost the great work began. Says the
July Messenger of the Sacred Heart :
“It was Peter who tosk the lead, and
skilful fisherman that he was, let down
the net on the right side of the ship, and
drew in at one draught three thousand
souls, thns verifying the promise of
Christ that his apostles should be fishers
of men.”

Similar conversions, renewed in all
succeeding ages, show that the Holy
Ghost is the great propagator of the faith,
and that those who would spread the
good tidings must he filled with the
Holy Glost. The success of the mission-
ary has always been due chiefly to his
own communings with that Divine Spir-
it or to the prayers of the faithful “in
the Holy Spirit."Exteriorly zealous men
who are not men of prayer do not work
a tithe of the conversions wrought by
bumble souis who neither preach nor-
even talk to the people they wish to
convert, but recommend them to the
Holy Ghost and pray that his light and
strength may change their hearts.
This spirit ofsilent prayer, joined
to the example of a cheerful service of
God, is what brought the world-wide
Apostleship of Prayer into being.

“Month after month”says the Messen-
ger, “it puts before its millions of asso-
ciates the General Intention proposed
and blessed by the Holy Father, and
the particular intentions recommended
by members all over the world. Through
Directors and Promoters the faithful are
ever being reminded of the immense
power of prayer — mental, oral and
vital—and by the Troasury Blank are
suggested the various good works that
are 8o powerful in obtaining the grace
of God.”

May the reading of the Pope’s ancy-
clical enkindle in our souls a deep de-

votion to the Holy Ghost, in order that
under the guidance of Him who “agketh
for us with unspeakable groanings,” we
may lead more traly Christian lives and
pray with fuller trust and more abiding
8uccess for the spread of God’s kingdom
npon earth.

Balgonie, June 20th 1897.

To Epitor N. W, REvigw.
St.BoNIFACE.

Thusday, June 17th, witnessed
the laying of the corner stone of
the new church in the St. Joseph’s
parish Balgonie. The weather in
theearly morning wasnot propitious
but the threatening rain clouds
passed off with a gentle shower
and the ceremonies were proceeded
with at 11A.M. These were per-
fomed by Rev. Father Hugonard
of Fort Qu’ Appelle mission assist-
ed by the parish priest, Rev.
Father Zerbach. His Grace the
Archbishop was unavoidably ab-
sent. In the morning mass was
celebrated in the old church, at-
tended by large numbers from the
surrounding distriets, and again
at 10 o'clock, after which the pro-
cession of the Blessed Sacrament
was formed, the Sacred Host
being carried by Father Hugon-
ard with Rev, Father Zerbach as
censer-bearer. A very tastily deco-
rated canopy, supported by four
men, was carried above the heads
of the two fathers. Seven school
girls clad in white and wearing
wreaths of flowers preceded them
and scattered flowers before the
procession, while the choir chanted
hymns appropriate to the occa-
sion. The Procession halted at
three altars on the way for adora-
tion of the Blessed Sacrament,
Arriving at the place, the ceremo-
nies of blessing and laying the
corner stone were proceeded with,
There were placed in the stone, in
a glass case, copies of the Nowrrg-
wEsT REvigw, Catholic Record,
Nor'Wester, Regina Leader, a his-
tory of the settlement of St. Jo.
scph’s since the first scttlers ar-
rived, written by Mr. Connolly,
and a numher of scapulars and
medals, the latter being blessed by
His Holiness the Pope. :

The church is to be a substan-
tial stone structure, being 87t
from end to end, some 30ft) Wide,
height 20 fect. Rev. Father Zey-

THE TIME IS RIPE,

Father Elliot’s Words on Non-
Catholic Missions.

The Strength of the Protestant Body
Their Zeal for Knowledge—Their
Need of Truth-~Their Favor-
able DIsposition,

Providence Visitor,

The Rev. Walter Elliott, O. 8.
P, who is associated with the
diocesan clergy of New York in
giving missions to non-Catholids,
recently addressed the semina-
rians of St. Joseph’s, Dunwoodie,
on the aims, the methods and the
prospects of these missions. We
are glad to be able to set his in-
spiring words before the readers
of the VISITOR:

Ever since I was old enough
to know anything of religion it
has been my heart’s desire to
preach God and His traths
to the heathen. But Providence
has ordained it otherwise and
my energies and my strength I
have devoted to my own people.
I take no part, however, with
those who cry out against send-
lng missionaries to the far-off
heathen, while in our own coun-
try immense fields for missionary
labor lie neglected. 1 feel that
wherever missionaries go, thither
they are sent by the Holy Spirit,
and why should I dispute with
Him the wisdom of His ac-
tion?

But it is not to be doubted that
within the borders of our own
great country lie immense fields
wherefrom the stones and stub-
bles and cockle are to be extract-
ed and wherein good seed is to
be planted, the fruit of which
the Master may gather into His
barn.

Are you aware that this coun-
try contains more Protestants
than all Continental Europe, fif-
teen million more than Great
Britain and Ireland, and that the
Stars and Stfipes “float proudly”
over fifty-five millions of Protes-
tants? With these millions of peo-
ple there is less infidelity, less
prejudice and more intelligence
than with their brethren of the
Old World. In all departments
of Jearning and knowledge they
are hungering for the truth. Ap-
proach a real,old Yankee; tell him
something that surprises him,
and ifhe 1s true to the traditions
and customs of his people, he’ll
exclaim “I want to know.” Such
might well be the motto of Ame-
rican non-Catholics, “I want to
know.”

What, then, is our task? To see
to it ‘that they do know; in
other words, to convert the na-
tion. **A big job,” you will say.
But I answer that 1 belong to the
Catholic Church, which has
converted nations—hostile and
pagan-—threugh fire and slaugh-
ter and persecution, and that she
is in nowise daunted by the task
now beforeher.

Nor is the task entirely be-
fore her, for she has been at it
for the last half century or more.
Within the last fifty or sixty
years she has led over seven
hundred thousand converts into
her fold. I have been in a par-
ish of two thousands souls, of
which more than half were con-
verts. There is a seminary and
a zealous band of priests devoted
to the conversion of the blacks—
true-blood Americans, since no
slaves have been legally brought
into the States since 1808. [n
the Rockies, the Red Men are he-

ing converted in large numbers.

To the “whites,” through the
diocesan missionary priests, es-
pecial attention is now to be
given.

What are the requisites for
this work ? Popular lectures,
distribution of pamphlets, per-
sonal work by the priests,—but
mainly, aud above all, the doing
of nothing by the priests. even
for Catholics, without the end
n view of making converts. All
their labors must ultimately
tend to that—conversion of non-
Catholics. Tis a simple matter,
this converting. Either in pub-
lic or in private, get the ear of
the non-Catholic ; take the old,
familiar Catechism of Sunday-
school days ; open it before your
hearers, and say to them : “
can go through that with you
from beginning to end, I can
reason out every line of it with
you and prove to you that every-
thing in it is right and true’—
only this much said, and to your
intended exposition you have
prefixed an exordium, the like
of which they have never before
heard. Others have told them
of righteousness, Christ, the
kingdom to come, the inspiration
of the scriptures, etc., etc. Bat
over all there has been such a
haziness, through all such uncer-
tainty, so many denials and
doubting retractions, that when
they find a man willing and
anxious to unflinchingly and
with reason defend all his church
_teaches, they are amazed, aston-
ished, attracted. And when you
proceed to back up what you
have said by cold, clear logic, by
incontestable facts trom history,
but above all by the evidence of
your own firm belief in what
you say, a beginning is already
made. Above all. I say expose
to him that greatest of intellect-
ual historical facts—the faithful-
ness of understanding, the fideli-.
ty of will, the deep, abiding, un-
flinching faith of the Catholic.
Then tell them how Christ came
to enunciate great truths; how,
for such enunciation, He found-
ed a society—give proofs from
scripture, history, reason—tell
them of the teaching church, of
the primacy of Peter, of the in-
stitution of the Blessed Sacra-
ment, and they will listen to you

as long as you are willing to
talk togthem}.r ©

Experience has taught me that
firm convictions expressed in
good language will never lack
an audience. Topics such as
the origin of the Church, the
communion of saints, prayer for
the dead, purgatory and the
real presence cannot fail to hold
an audience Wwhen expressed
with clearness, elegance and deep
conviction. All the legitimate
passions and powers and emo-
tions of the human heart and
soul have been therein planted
by the Creator for the Cathole
Church and they cannot but
respond to the chord which
she strikes.
. Christ has said: “All power
18 g1ven to me in heavenand on
earth; going therefore teach ye all
nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father, aud of the
Son, and of the Holv Ghost;
teaching them to o drve all
things whatsoever I I've com-
manded you; and behold I am
with you all days, even to the
consummation of the world.
(Mat. xxviii., 18-20.) :

Just think of that—all power,
all truths, all nations, gll days.

But what
about Protestants whose busi-
ness, whose leisure, whose
thoughts are infected with im-
morality, and who die as they
live—in mortal sin? Speak not
to me, then, of their salvation
through “good faith,” for what
does itavail a man to be in such
“good faith,” who plunders, and
lusts, and sins, and dies—impe-
nitent? Can you doubt that hell
is his eternal abode? I cannot.

The women, perchance, be-
cause of their position, weaker
passions and the requirements of
sex, are less liable to sin. Bat,
oh ! the enormity of the sin of
men ! I speak not from ignor-
ance, theory or prejudice, but
from a life-long experience with
this class of people. What a
glorious opportunity we have
to lead these people to God, to
convert the nation! Our coun-
try has been set apart by God
as a choice arena for the entire
subversion of Protestantism and
the universal acceptance of the
one true faith. Discovered bya
Catholic inspired by Catholic
motives ; acknowledged as a
gift from God ; divided among
the nations by Christ's vicar on
earth ; every part of it begotten
of religious sentiment—New
England of fiercely intolerant
Puritanism, Pennsylvania of
brotherly love, Maryland of all-
tolerant Catholicism, this great
country was and is and ever
shall be for God and truth.

I know not what will be the
effect of higher education out-
side of the church. It may, as
in Germany and continental
Europe, enfeeble orthodoxy and
infidelity. But this
much I do know—that within
the last {en years the strength of
agnosticism has waned. It is
almost extinct at Harvard, it has
been stamped out at Yale, it
never gained a foothold at
Princeton or the great western
universities.

The time is ripe, then, for
missions to non-Catholics, and
to non-Catholics we come. In
church, in hall, in open square,
wherever we please to assemble
them, they listen to us. I have
assisted at a mission whose
fraits were over a hundred con-
verts; where two thousand Cath-
olic books were purchased by
non-Catholics, who at the same
time took away fifteen hundred
tracts, and 1 have never assisted
at a mission that was not pro-
ductive of converts.

Support, and even a fair ga-
lary, is assured to the mission-
ary band by the bishop of the
diocese in which they labor.
This is in truth a prudential
arrangement, for under it,we can
long laborin sections where a
resident priest could not, be-
cause of the small number of
Catholics, eke out a respectable
living.

And these are the places where

I

we love to labor—where we
work for nothing. Oh! you
have not known the sweetness
of labor, until you have labored
for nothing!" Going to the
people and carrying nothing a-
way, but bringing everything
to them—light and truth and
love and grace, and a glorious
heritage of eternal life.

OBITUARY.

The Late Superior General of
The Grey Nuns,

Mary Julie Hainault Deschamps
was born at Lachine May 19th. 1g19,
five days Dbefore Queen Victoria.
At the age of seventeen she entered
the novitiate of the Grey Nuns, at
Montreal, where she was clothed with
the holy habit on Sept. Tth. 1837—thus
beginning her life as humble servant
of the poor and unfortunate the same
year that Our Gracious Queen ascend-
ed her throne of honor and glory. A
year later, Sept, 10th. 1838, ghe pro-
nounced her religious vows, and from
that day till one week before her death,
she néver ceased to work with all the
energy of her extraordinary ability
for the advancement of the communi-
ty and relief of the poor,

Besides  fulfilling  the important
charges of General Agsistant, Mistress
of Novices and Treasurer she wag
elected three times to govern the Com-
munity as General Superior, being the
8th, 11th and 13th General Superior
of the Institute, During the twenty-
five years of the Rev, Mother Deg-
champs’ rule she founded twenty-five
new missions. visited the missions in
the extreme North three times and
admitted three hundred and ninety
seven Sisters to their Religious Pro-
fession. ‘When she made profession
in 1838, there were only thirty three
Grey Nuns—sixty years after ghe
leaves five hundred and forty-three to
weep over her sacred remains.It seems

The Late Archbishop Plunket,

Whilst the late Protestant Arch-
bishop of Dublin was alive we oft-
en feltealled upon to eriticise his
public actions.  His incursion into
Spam and the part he played in
giving Mr. Cabrera the status of a
Bishop were exhibitions of misdi-
rected energy which naturally elici-
ted an expression of the amuse-
nient these incidents caused.  But
though Dr Plunket was sharply
taken to task even by his co-religi-
onists 1in England, we always felt
that his animating motive was not
bigotry aganst the Catholic Church
but a sort of obstinate zeal in cling-
ing to an antiquated tradition of
Irish Protestantism. = His country-
wman, Archbishop Magee, fairly ap-
praised his action when he wrote
that the Archbishop “has taken the
bit in his mouth and will go for-
ward, spite of all remonstrances.
He will hurt the Irish  Church and
not help the new one—me judice.”
Probably his Grace did not hurt
the Irish Protestant Church, but he
certainly did not help “the ncw
Spanish one.” In his own country,
during his career as an Archbishop,
an important change came over the
spirit of Protestantism—a change
which is probably due in some mea-
sure to Disestablishment, but which
we would fain believe is also partly
the result of the Archbishop’s per-
sonal influence. Previously the Irish
Protestant Church was distinctly
and emphatically anti-Irish. Within
recent years it has aceorded some
recognition to mnational feeling.
How far Archbishop Plunket abet-
ted the alteration of poliey we know
not : but he was certainly a man of
a kindly and amiable disposition,
and at heart cherished a deep affec-
tion for the land of his birth.—
