We havé reservations concerning the
creation of a new United Nations fund. |In addition
to the bilateral assistance which Canada is at
present extending to the High Commission Territories,
the Canadian Government is also a major contributor
to the various United Nations aid programmes. We
do not consider the creation of another fund the
best way of helping the three territories to achieve
further economic development. In our opinion,
this would set a precedent which might lead to a
wasteful dissipation of United Nations efforts.
