Why, in Germany the postoffice
handles all kinds of farm products,
and they not only take the farmers
products to town, but they market the
goods and bring back ‘the money and
the emptyepackage to the farmer at
night. And the farmers and florists
and other producers in England use
the parcel post system in the same
way. This system has been the great
