Berlin. Jan. 11:-—The plant of The 
Vorwaerts was recaptured by govern­
ment troops this morning in heavy 
fighting. Three hundred Spartacans 
arc reported to have been taken pri­
soner. More than 20 Spartacans were 
killed and forty wounded in the fight­
ing. The government losses are said 
to have been slight.

The building was attacked from ad­
joining streets 'and housetops. The 
attacking forces used light artillery, 
m me-thro were and gas bombs in - an 
all-night bombardment. The Spar- 
tacans, who were barricaded in the 
building, replied with heavy rifle and 
machine gun fire- Panic reigned 
thruout the neighboring district dur­
ing the bombardment.

Newspaper Row, where the plants 
of The Tageblatt, Vossische Zeitung 
and Lokal Anzeiger are located, was 
temporarily quiet this morning as a 
r®a^t ,of a truce patched up Friday 
night between the government forces 
a"dt .the Spartacans.

“EMPEROR OF THE SAHARA 
SHOT DEAD BY HIS WIFE

London, Jan. 12.—In raids on the 
United Kingdom by the Germans dur­
ing the war 5611 persons were killed 
or injured, of whom 4750 were civil- 
has. An official summary of the 
casualties caused by German airships, 
tlrplanets and bombardments from the 
ira shows these canal ties among 
civilians:

411 women, 
children.

Whree hundred and ten soldiers anti

on Oct. 13, 1915, when 54 civilians and 
17 soldiers and saitors were killed, 
and in West Suffolk and the Midland 
counties on Jan. 31, 1916, when 70 
civilians were killed and 112 Injured. 
The raid on Umoolnshire, Essex and 
Suffolk on March 31 of the same year 
caused the death of 17 civilians and 
31 soldiers and sailors.

The most serious airplane raid was 
295 that at Margate, Essex and London 

on June 13, 1917, when 158 civilians 
and four sailors and soldiers were 
killed. The next in severity was that 
on Kent on Sept. 4 of the same year, 
when 131 soldiers and sailors lost their 
lives. On this occasion a crowded 
barracks was hit. Xlmost as severe 
as the raid on Kent was that on 
Folkestone on May 25, 1917, when 77 
civilians and 18 sailors and soldiers 
were killed. The attack on Kent, Es­
sex and London on Jan. 28, 191$,
caused the death of 65 civilians and 
two sailors and soldiers.

During Friday afternoon a squad of 
Spartacans attempted to enter The 
Tageblatt building in a motor car 
dying a Red Cross flag on the pre­
text that they wanted to bring out 
the dead and wounded. The govern­
ment troops halted the car and found 
that the occupants were armed with 
revolvers and hand grenades.

The Spartacans are said to have 
lost 20 dead and 40 wounded In the 
three days’ fighting around the Bran­

Munich, Bavaria, Jan. 12.— 
Premier Eisner of Bavaria has 
telegraphed to the Berlin Gov­
ernment an appeal that the 
warfare there be brought to an 
end.

Rev. Dr. Mackenzie, fotCthirty yeaj-s 
a missionary in Japan, gave an ad­
dress at the men’s own at the Centrai 
Methodist Church on Sunday after­
noon.

LOSSES BY SPARTACANS
REPORTED TO BE 1300

London, Jan. 12.—Fighting has been 
resumed in Berlin, according to advices 
received here tonight from Copenhagen. 
The Spartacans are said to be still 
holding a portion of The Tageblatt 
building.

The Spartacan losses since the out­
break of the revolution are about 1,300 
person killed.

Several hundred Spartacans have 
been killed in the capture and recap­
ture of the Silesian railroad station by 
government troops, according to late 
advices received here from Berlin. 
The street fighting at night wâs of the 
most violent nature. Many bodies a£r 
lying in the station birijding.

The fighting in the ndWspaper quar­
ter lasted for hours. Eighty were 
killed and many wounded. Unter den 
Linden is in the hands of government 
troops.

The Spartacan trenches in the Tier- 
garten have been captured by govern­
ment troops, and the Tiergarten has 
been cleared of Spartacans.

It must not be -forgotten that he is 
being tried by the law of the nations 
among whom he proclaimed himself a 
leader and chief.

He will not 
Bit down and do nothing, as some 
statesmen do in similar cases. He is 
a man of action.

Following a speech by a returned 
soldier which demanded better treat­
ment of the returned soldier, and also 
called upon the worker “to get a move 
on” if he meant to do anything at 
all, John Bruce moved a resolution 
which was passed without a dissen­
tient vote, to the effect that the 
worker was of the opinion that the 
war being over there was no wise or 
just purpose in orders-in-council, 
which had been made only for the 
prosecution of the war, which the 
worker had supported whole-hearted­
ly, and that this meeting called for 
the repeal entirely of these orders- 
in-council.

W. McCutcheon. international 
ganizer for the Union of Boilermakers 
for Western Çanada, recalled the day 
When, as one of the two-legged cattle 
at the great yards in South Chicago, 
he, had been rapped on the shins by 
minions of the Chicago Police Depart­
ment, even as the four-legged cattle 
had been rapped over the back. That 
occasion had made him think, and hè 
had read Charlie Kerr’s works for ten 
years before war was declared. “La­
dies and gentlemen.” said Mr. Mc­
Cutcheon. “I was present at a great 
meeting at the Walker Theatre in 
Winnipeg five weeks ago, and the 
identical pamphlets which Watson has 
been imprisoned for possessing in To­
ronto were distributed by the thou­
sands into the audience. I venture to 
say that if the police were to arrest 
everyohe with Kerr literature in his 
or her possession they would have to 
arrest and incarcerate thousands of 
people in Ontario for infringement of 
the order-in-council. I only wish the 
police would start out to arrest these 
thousands. I am confident that if 
they did so. conditions would arise 
similar to those alleged to be ram­
pant now in Russia.

"When I noted the cheers for revo­
lutionary sentiments at forum meet­
ings recently, I suggested that it would 
be a fine idea to hold public meetings 
for this purpose. I was to-ld that the 
police would object. Well, my reply 
is, .‘Let the police object.’ ’’

Frank Watkinson. secretary of the 
District Council of the Brotherhood of 
Carpenters, stated that he was present 
with a mandate from his brotherhood.

That mandate was practically the 
repeal of the orders-in-council, the 
subject of discussion at the meeting.

The carpenters had initiated a 
wife of movement for repeal. and be was 

confident that it would meet with full 
response from Halifax to Vancouver.

The appeal would confine itself 
within the limits of constitutional 
law. After all it was the people who 
elected th6 lawmakers who were at 
fault. It was within their province to 
elect lawmakers after their own 
hearts, and yet they bad never done 
so. War_ was over, and it was use­
less for any labor leaders to say It 
was not, with a huge slice of the 
German navy in British 
“There is absolutely no need of intro­
ducing any sense of Bolshevism into 
our discussion tonight,"
XYatkinson. “As a matter of fact the 
works banned by the government were 
until very recently if not now to be 
found on the shelves of any univer­
sity.

“Public help, differentiated from
charity, outdoor relief, or • private 
philanthropy, should be accorded the 
widow in assisting her in her task,” 
was the keynote struck by Rev.
Peter Bryce, when he addressed the 
Open Forum, on “Mothers’ Pen­
sions,” yesterday.

Mr. Bryce began his lecture with an 
exposition of the function of govern­
ment and society as he sees it. He 
said the function of government had 
expanded considerably in the 
century. A government now express­
es a social, rather than a political 
state. The government now looked
after many things which in the past 
they never even touched, such as state 
education, looked after hospitals, and 
other public works. In 1991, the educa­
tion expenditure for Canada had been 
eleven million dollars, and in 1915 it 
had reached the amount of fifty-five 
millions.

Society, he said, should be a state 
wherein the strong support the weak, 
this was the highest philosophy, and 
the purest religion.

Hearkening back to his subject Mr.
Bryce said that the widow could not 
be the breadwinner, and the home­
maker also for the normail family 
life was the foundation of the state.
In 1913, the average wage of the un­
skilled laborer had been $9.85, and in 
the same year he had deduced from 
his investigations that the minimum Toronto, 
amount of money heeded to maintain 
a family was $j7 per week.

Breadwinners.

Unemployment could 
be largely obviated by a system of 
labor bureaus, and employment In­
surance,

Cana­
dian Banks could effectively aid export 
trade by establishing branches in for­
eign countries and supplying information 
to the Canadian exporter. British banks 
existed in almost every foreign country 
and had proved a powerful factor in the 
development of Great Britain’s world­
wide trade. The Royal Bank, with its 
complete organization, had already help­
ed the Dominion materially, but it 
the intention of the Directors to pursue 
a policy that would mean greater busi­
ness to the country.
