London, Jam, 30.—The preparations for
the reassembling of ‘Parllament commenced
in chilly, cheerless weather.

No Public Excitement,

There was a conspicuous absence of pub-
lic excitement in connection with the re-
assembling of Parliament. A small knot
of people wituessed the arrival and depar-
ture of the Yeomen of fhe Guard. The
crowd around the entrance to Palace yard
at no time exceeded 500, aud the few who
were hoping for some demonstration
ngalnst the Ministry were disappoluted.

To Meet a Grave Crisis.

The Queen's Speech Read.

The Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod,
General Sir M, 8, Biddulph, summoned the
Commons to the House of Lords at 2.05
p.m., where the Lord High Chauceilor,
Harl Halsbury, read the Queen's speech,
s follows :

Confident of Victory.

share in the common defence of their
Imperial interests. 1 am conflilent I
shall not leok to them in vain when 1
exhort them to sustain and renew their
exertions until they have brought this
struggle for the maintenance of 1he Em-
{lll'q' and the assertion of its supremaey

I South Africa to a victorious conelu-
sion. .

Samoan Treaty.

A treaty has heen concluded with the
German Emperor_for the adjnstmment of
the righty claimed by the two countries
in Samoa, Tonga and other islands in
Uu\‘ Pacitic. To a portion of these stipu-
lations the Government of the United
States has also been a party.

Australian Federation.

A bill will be introduced at an carly
date to give effect to the scheme of
federation which has been adopted after

The Famine in Indis,

I regret that, owing to insufficient
rainfall in the autumn over a great part
of Western and Central India, the har-
vests and pasturage have fatled to such
an extent as to create a famine. Timely
measures have heen taken. by my Gov-
ernment and by the-rulers of the native
states affected to relieve the sufferfng
and prevent starvation,

I regret: to add that the epidemie of
plague continues, and that, altho its
severity has not ‘increased since last
Year, there is at present no prospect of
its diminution.

The War Estimates.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:
The estimates for the public service of

the' year will Be laid before you. The

provision - for military expenditure must
be largely increased, on account of the
charge for military operations in South

Africa. The experience of a great war

GEN. BULLER TALKS HOPEFULLY

London, Jam, 31.—(4 am.)—-It 18 now
known that the Cabinet devoted much of
its discussion on Saturday to the mobiliza-
.tlon of the fleet. -Nothing was settled ex-
cept that, until further security to the
home coasts has been obtained by naval
preparations, the eighth division shall not
be sent to South Afriea.

On Monday the Admiralty issued orders
that the channel@quadron, instead of leay-
ing Portland this week for Gibraltar, as
previously directed, shall assemble on Feb,
5 off Kddystone aud procced to Bautry for
a_ fortnight’s exercises off the Irish coast,
thus keeping in home waters for a time.

Thig decision to delay the eighth division
at a time when reinforcements are so vLr-
geutly required may only mean that trans-
ports are not yet available, and that the
diyision will embark when the shipping is
ready.

A Show of Power to Burope,

The mobilization of reserve warships, Iif
such a course shall be determined upon,
would be of the utmost importance., There
Is nothing in the intelligence possessed by
the public to cause the Cabinet's prolonged
discussion of this matter, and the loference
is that the fleet may be mobilized as a gen-
eral warning to other countries to keep
their hands off the Trausvaal question, or
the Ministry may have definite knowledge
that the neutral powers purpose to take
some advantage elsewhere while Englund
is busy in South Africa.

47 Militia Battalions,

There is talk of 47 militia battalions be-
ing embodied. These are all of the milltia
not previously warned. A sharp lookout is
being kept on volunteers for the varions
South African regiments. The Daily Chion-
lclé says: ‘“Three suspiclous char-
acters were rejected by the head-
quarters in one regiment Monday, Tworwere
unmistakably of Boer origin, “the third,
whose English is faulty, had been g Ger-
man officer.”

GEN- BULLER IS HOPEFUL.

Told His Forces That He Had Gain-
ed the Key to the Beleaguer-
ed Ladysmith, A

Lendon, Jan. 31.—The Cape Town corres-

pondent of The- Daily. Mail, telegraphing
yesterday, says: “General Buller yesterday
(Monday) read the following message from
the Quéen to 8ir Charles Warren's force:
‘I must ‘express my -admiration of the
troops during the past trying week, es-
pecially of those regiments you specify
and of the accomplishment of your ar-
duous march.’

“General Buller told the men that they
ought not to thiuk, because they had re-
tired from their position, that all their
work was of no avail. On the contrary, in
his opinion, they bad gained the key of the
road to Ladysmith, in which he hoped to
be within a week.”

A Strong Point is Spion Kop.

London, Jan, 31L-—A despatch to The
Times from Frere Camp, dated Friday, Jan,
26, and describing the capture of Spion
Kop, says: ‘1t is impossible to exaggerate
the strategic importance of the hill. It was
held by the Boers in weakly fashion only
because Gen. Warren's attack during the last!
three days bad Deen one on the extreme
left, two miles dway.” The despatch adds |
but little to what has already been cabled.

By some means he man-
aged to escape on November 19 last, and
nothing was ‘heard of him by Sheriff
Gunterman until he was recaptured last
evening.

Known Here as McMillan,

Since his arrival in this city, Trombley
has been living on Yonge-street. He {s
suffering from a painful abscess on the
right hand, and this prevented him from
getting any work here. He went  under
the name of W. A. McMillan at his board- |

WAS LOOKING AT ANOTHER :TRAIN.

1y Thought of by His Fel-
low Employes,

Scctionhand James Brown of the Grand
Trunk Railway lost his life last evening
while working in the yard at the foot of
Bathurst-street.” He was engaged in clean-
ing out a clogged-up switch, situated un-
der the bridge, when a shunting engine,
drawing four freight cars, ran him down,

Brown did not sec his danger as his at-
tention appeared, at the time of theé acci-
dent, to be directed towfyds a double-
header freight train which was going west
on another track. His body was carried
some distance after he was struck, and
death was probably instantaneous, beecause
several other employes who were near by
heard no outery,

Tried to Stop the Engine,

Michael Scallion, who ilves at 271 Far-
ley-avenue, the engineer in charge of the
shunting engine, noticed Brown when the
front of the engine was within a few feet
of him, He applied the air brakes and did
everything possible to stop the engine, but
Brown was struck and dragged under the
wheels of the engine before he could
bring it to a standstill. The blg wheels of
the engine and four cars passed over the
body, maugling it in a terrible manner,
and making it almost vnrecognizable, even
by his fellow cmployes who were most in-
timate with him,

Death Was Instantaneouns,

Dr. Riordan, the railway pn,vslmn_l. re-
cveived a hurried ecall, and he giave it as
Iis opinion that Brown had  died almost
immediately after being run down. L

Constable Tipton of the 8t. Andrew'’s
Market divigsion made the necessary ar-
rangements, and the remains were removed
to the morgue. Coroner Johnson was then
notitlied, and a warrant was filed at Cofice
Headquarters, calling for an Inquest to be
! held to-morrow afternoon. By the acei-
| dent, the left arm and right leg were almost
severed from the body, while the face and
head were badly brulsed.

Came From Midland. :

James Brown, the dead man, was 33
Years of age; and boarded at 24 Draper-
street in this city. He came to Toron:io
sometime ago from Midland, Outario, and
nas since worked near the spot where he
met his death, His fellow employes held
him in high esteem. James Henry of 44
MeGill-street, a brother-in-law  of deceas-
ed, Instructed Undertaker E. J. Humbhrey
of 407 West Queen-street to take charge
of the remains, and the funeral will prob-
ably take place pn Friday afternoon to
Mount Pleasant Cemetery.

tnumber of words. As, however, the war
advanced, it became more difficult and
more crltical and he was not surprised that
the Government had mot proposed a formid-
able program of legislation, as affairs in
South Africa, political and military, would
undoubtedly engage the present Parliament
io a great extent.
The War Uppermost,

The war was uppermost in all minds
when the members separated in October,
and it was believed there were (roops
enough in South Africa to rapldly clear the
Queen’s dominions. But their expectations
had been sobered. Week after week had
seen checks, disappointments and deplor-
able loss of life. In every instance the ad-
vance of the British troops had been stay-
ed by large bodles of the enemy. But the
country had again and again gone thru
greater perils with courage and composure
and would not now depart from its high
traditions. 7

Tribute to the}Coioninl Sons,

The courage and fortitude of British sol-
diers was never more conspicuous and they
must associate with this the sons of the
colonies, who had shown extraordinary apti-
tude in this kind® of warfare, He appre-
ciated the gallantry and devotion which led
thelir countrymen to volunteer, but he wish-
ed to know the reasons which necessitated
this unusual method of reinforcing the
army. He and his friends had resolved to
support a vigorous prosecution of the war,
that the integrity of the Queen’s dominions
be speedily vindicated, and he imagined
there would be no difficulty in obtaining
the additional supplies necessary.

“Here my agreement with the Government
ceases,” said Sir Henry Campbell-Banner-
man.

Attacked the Government,

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman then pro-
ceeded with a bitter condemnation of the
Administration, and the tone and temper
in which it had approached the whole
South African problem, saying that the nar-
rowness of the Government’s provision for
military requirements necessitated host'li-
ties, and asserting that its policy made
war probable. He believed this feeling was
Jargely shared by the House, and was glad
of the opportunity promised to express
his opinion. The speaker repudiated the
idea that they should awalt the end of the
war before discussing the matter. This
was the very time, he declared, for effec-
tive criticism, and those wishing to dis-
claim responsibility should do so now.

Lord Shaftsbury Supports It

The Earl of Shaftsbury (Conservative)
emphasized the debt of gratitude which
Great Britaln owed to her colonles and ex-
pressed satisfaction at the settlement of the
Samoan questlon.
¢ jected to Chamberlain’s Speeches

''he Liberal leader in the House of Lords,
the Earl of Kimberley, followed. He sald
he was glad to learn that Great Britaln's
relations with other states were Triendly.
He added that he believed the term coiild
be justly applied to the relations with Eu-
ropean Governments and the United States,
and deprecated undue attention to the at-
tacks of the foreign press. His Lordship
congratulated Lord Salisbury_on the con-
clusion of the agreement Germany,
but strongly disapproved of the tone of Mr.
Chamberlain’s speeches. In that connec-
tion, however, he pald a2 warm tribute to
the conduct of the soldlers in tine field and
to the loyalty of the British colonies.

Must Support the Government,

The Earl of Kimberley, continuing, said
that, altho the moment was one of deepest
gravity,he would entirely abstain from criti-
cising the conduct of the generals. It
was the duty of the Government to select
men to conduct these operations, and it was
their duty to support the Government. It
was therefore unwise to criticise the gen-
erals in these operations. He did not mean
to imply that the generals were not doing
their utmost to fulfil their arduous duties,
but the Government would be wise if it
made every effort to prepare thoroly for
what might occur in the‘future.

Government Caught Unawares,

Continuing, Lord Kimberley said: *“We
might meet a period of disaster, and, al-
tho our relations with the other powers are
friendly, it would be well to consider the
possibilities of the future, and it would be
well if the Government prepared for all
eventualities and all dangers, and be ready
for the means to surmount them. “The
Government does not seem to have been
aware of the scale of preparations of the
South African Republics.

Was the Government Ignorant ?

Lord Kimberley also urged that the Gov-
ernment ought to have been aware of the
importation of arms into the Transvaal,
and ought to have informed the Transvaal
that unless it desisted it must result in
Great Britain sending a large force to
S‘outh Africa. He could not belleve the
Government was so ignorant of the prepara-
tions of the Transvaal, and they could not
divest themselves of the responsibility,

Jameson Raid Did It.

Baron Balfour of Burleigh said the Jame-
son raid had ¢losed the mouth of the Gov-
ernment and prevented it from protesting
against the arming of the Transvaal. But,
he added, the Government must have known
armaments were accumulating to an ex-
trg;l(g unjustified by the fears of another

Lord Balfour of Burleigh also sald it was
the duty of the Governmenit to communi-
cate with the Boer Government on the
subjeet of increased armaments, but, as the
first step, it ought to severely punish the
raiders, The country had not reached a
pass that if the Government appealed to It
it would not have supported the Govern-
ment in any preparatidns it thought neces-
sary, He would do nothing to prevent the
Government@rom carrying the war to a
guccessful conclusion,

Lord Salisbury’s Reply.

Lord Salisbury, in reply to the Earl of
Kimberley, asserted that there was noth-
ing in the stipulations of the conventions
to limit and hinder the importation of arms
and ammunition into the Transvaal thru
Lorenzo Marquez. Continuing, the Ire-
mier saild: “We must join together and
exercise all our powers in extricating our-
selves from a situation full of humilidtion
and no¢ free from danger. I will not say
the danger may not have easily been exag-
gerated, Many a country has commenced
a war with difficulties of the kind we are
experiencing.

Case of the Northerm States,

“We have only to look at what the
Northern States of America went thru at
the beginning of the civil war to see how
easy it would be to draw a_ mistaken infer-
ence from the reverses we have met at the
outset. We have every ground to think
that if we set ourselves heartily to work,
and exert all the undoubted instruments
ossess, we shall bring
the war to a satisfactory conclusion. We
bave work which appeals to us as subjects

Catering to Pretoria.

Lord Salisbury then said he regretted that
Lord Edmund Fitzmaurice in the House of
Commons was about to bring this great
issue into party controversy, adding that
the only place where his action would meet
with sympathy was Pretoria. *‘Our effort,
the Premier continued, “must be to re-
trieve ourselves from the present situation,
which cannot be allowed to last. ~This
Empire is a valpable and splendid, but re-
sponsible, possession, We must conc
trate -our efforts. If we do Bot tame all
the smailer passions iuto one great dut
nger of convulsions, whie
will tarnish the Empire's lustre and per-
haps menace its integrity.”

Money Needed for Information.

Continuing, the Premier said: ‘‘Why were
we to know about the importation of arms?
I believe were introduced into the
Transvaal in bollers, and munitions of war
in plano cases, We had a small gecret ser-
vice fund. If you want much inf on,
you must give much money. Consider the
enormous amounts spent by other Govern-
ments, especially the Transvaal, which, I
have heard on high diplomatic authority,
spent £800,000 in a single year, and the
gmall sums spent by Kngland, making it
impossible for ys to have the omniscience
attributed to us by Lord Kimberley. I am
glad he has not pressed an imme late en-
quiry into the action of the military au-
thorities at a time when our generils in
the field and many of those who could give
most valuable information are unable to
appear. We should defer an enquiry to a
more convenient season,”

Deficiencies Are Admitted.

TLater the Premier admitted the deficien-
cles of the existing system, remarking that
the Treasury had acquired a power which
was not to the public benefit. He had not
thought of looking into past history, or
examining the amount of blame to be ate
tached to this or that Minister.

Lord Rosebery Was Earnest.

Lord Rosebery, who followed Lord Salis-
bury, spoke with great force and earnest-
ness. He asked why the Premier made it
so difficult for the man-in-the-street to sup-
port his policy. The past conduct of the
Government would come up for ‘lpvesugu-
tion some day, he hoped, adding: We have
the right to know If, before the crisis, the
Intelligence Department sup lied the Gov-
ernment ‘with sufficlent information,
not, dismiss the department. 1f the Gov-
ernment possess the information thelr re-
sponsibility is heavy. I hope that when
the time for the investigation arrives those
who have served the Queen will be covered
with such glory that the eyes of the inves-
tigators will be dazzled.

Position of Foreign Nations,

“I was appalled at the nature and style
of Lord Salisbury’s speech. We haye now
120,000 men in South Africa, yet we are
with difficulty holding our own. The atti-
tude of forelgn natlons 1s described as
friendly. But that does not strike. me as
being so amicable as the word would imply.
I deem it necessary to know what the Gov-
ernment is going to do. Lord Salisbury
said the cause of our disasters was the
smallness of secret service fund and the
British constitution. But what Is the
Government’s duty?

Compulsery Service,

“Some form of compulsory service must
be introduced to meet the growing exigen-
cles of the Kmpire, and I am sure the na-
tlon will not shrink from either taat or
any other sacrifice to preserve the Empire’s
predominance, That we should not shrink
from sending away vast masses of troops,
situated as we are in the centre of a uni-
verse by no means friendly to us, without
baving a hint from the Government of the
military measures it proposes taking to
face the disasters we have met, and the
sacrifices we have made, is one of the most
extraordinary features of the British con-
stitution. I agree with Lord Salisbury that
the country can carry this thing thru in
spite of all the impediments of men and
methods that have shackled it in the past,
but I venture to say it will have to be in-
spired by a loftier toue and truer patriot-
{sm than that shown by the Prime Minls-

er.”

Lansdowne Will Speak Later,

The Marquis of Lansdowne, Secretary of
State for War, followed., He sald he was
prepared to make a statement at a future
date, The @overnment, he added, was
not prepared, and had excellent reasons for
not pushing its arrangements -further,

The address in reply to the speech frdm
the throne was then adopted. -

In bhis opinion, the intelligence depart-
ment had accurately estimated the num.
bers and armaments of the enemy, but not
their fighting pewer.

Boer Mobility and Tenacity.

“The Boer forces have shown an amount
of resource, mobility and tenacity,” Lord
Lansdowne admitted, “upon which the Gov-
ernment did not calcunlate.”

With regard to the charge of unprepared-
ness for war, he declared that the Govern-
ment had hoped and believed the negotia-
tions would end in peace, and that overt
preparations for a conflict could only have
tended to precipitate it.

LITTLE TO RELIEVE ANXIETY.

Times Says the Country is Offered
Nothing to Relieve the
Heavy Load.

London, Jan. 31.—The general tone of the
morning papers’ editorials is that the re-
opening of Parliament has afforded little
or nothing to give the country assurance
or to relieve it of a heavy load of anxiety.

The Times says: *“The country is of-
fered nothing but one more specimen of
the ancient game of ins and outs. I'he so-
called reunion of the Irish party means
little beyond the fact that nothing more
is to be squeezed out of the radical parcy,
and that tne coffers of Ireland in America
are empty.”

T'he 't'imes notes the absence of Mn Tim-
othy Healy, one of the ablest men of the
Irish party.

The Daily Chronicle says: *“The Oppo-
sition ougit to have aostalned from a
resolution of censure. They might in all
consclence be content with the fresh crop
of self-revelations which Ministers disc.ose
ed last night.”” The paper then proceeds to
complain of Lord Salisbury’s “cynical lev-
ity” and of ‘“‘The amazing manner in which
Ministers contradict one another.” It con-
gratulates the Irish party, but says:
“While Dillon carps and Healy sulks, no
mere resolution can bring unity to pass.”

A Strange Sitting.

The Dally Telegraph says: ‘It would
require the Iimelight of a Balzae, combined
with the penetrating levity of a Horace
Walpole, to gif@ a just destription of "this
strange sitting. In one of the darkest
bours the Empire has ever known, while
the victorious enemy has thrown buack our
armies at every point, the Supreme Couneil
of the nation attempting to deal with these
things filis itself with the east wind of
party. recrimination and devotes itself to
an excited and confused discussion of
anclent history. Never was there a more
ironical suggestion of how empires may
be lost by sheer lack of imagination.”

Little Cross-Firing.

London, - Jan. 80.—The general - belief is
that there will be but little cross-voting
on the amendment to the address, and that
unless, as is belleved in some quarters, Lhe
Government Is riding for a fall, the session
will not be greatly exciting. The remark
in Lord Salisbury’s speech contained a not-
able negative regarding conscription. TIe
said he did not think they would see com-
pulsory service in England, ‘““in the life of
the youngest here.”

city, who tore the flag down and carried it
away. The incident created §uite a lot of
talk in New Edinburgh.

A gentleman who is abont the City Hall
quite a bit remarked to-day that the Ger-
man laborers who come to the City Hall to |
draw thelr pay and to look for corporation
work are most outspoken around the hall
with anti-British and pro-Boer remarks.

This declision has
been arrived at by the executors of the late
Mr. W. W. Ogilvie, whose death occurred
on Jan, 12.

Ticket Agents Invited,

The idea of extending an invitation to the
International Ticket Agents to hold their
convention of next year in Toronto led to
a discussion as to the possible benefit to
the city from the holding of conventions gen-
erally. None of the members were very
certain on the point, but the general opin-
jon was that the ticket agents were a body
coming Into constant contact with the trav-
eling public, and the invitation was accord-
ingly extended.

With regard to putting the assembly hall
in the mnew buildings at the disposal of

conyentions and meetings, the Mayor said

the room should only be used for the busi-

ness of the city, Ald. Dunn concurred.
sSmallpox Hospital,

Ald. Stewart explained what had been
done to fix upon a site for the Smallpox
Hospital.

The Mayor referred to tbe fact that the
site was in the most beautiful part of Riv-
erdale Park.

1t was decided to let the notice for legis-
lation be given for the present, and the
committee will discuss the matter of the
site later. 2

Aldermanic Qualification,

Ald, Stewart's motlon for the abolition
of the property qualification for Mayor and
brought an explanation from the
City Solicitor that Mr, Hardy, when Pre-
mier, had laid it down that when the City
of Toronto applied for an amendment to a
general law, some private member should
take up the bill.

The Mayor : I think that comes with
very bad grace from Mr, Hardy. The City
of Toronto have gone before the Private
Bills Committee year after year, und in so
many cuses has the chairmarp taken clause
after clause, and incorporated ‘our sugges-
tions in the general law_ that they fill half
of the provisions of the Municipal Act to-
day. They have grabbed our suggestions,
but when we directly ask for an amend-
ment to the general law, the inference is
made that we have no righy to ask for it.

Notice will be givea for woptional legis-
lation in this respect, as weil ag for holding
municipal elections on New Year's Day.

Reform of the Board of Control.

The motions sent on for Council In favor
of reforming the Board of Control,
prompted the Mayor to say that the peopie
should not be limited to the service of any
class of men on the Board of Coatrol.

Ald. Dunn was in favor of electing Con-
trollers by the people. It was derogatory
to the city to have aldermen ycar after
vear canvassing the Councll for positions
on the Board of Control.

A little
Over a year ago—two years ago—I became
possessed of a certain amount of eorres-
pondence that showed . conclusively—and
these letters were written by a man high
in anthority--that this city was defrauded
out of the present street railway franchise.
An injunction was obtained to prevent me
from publishing that correspondence, The
Judge, in granting the injunction, made the
statement that the correspondence I had
did not contain evidence of erime, but
that they did contafp information of crime,
Now, I cannot undérstand this distinction,
These letters were written by the solicitor
for the 'Toronto Rallway Company, Mr,
William Laildlaw, one of Her Majesty's
counsel;, learned in the law. He stated In
the most unequivocal terms not only that
the Toronto Rallway but the Montreal
Street Railway franchise had been obtained
by fraud. Now, I know that I cannot suc-
cessh}lly ap al against the judgment of
the Court of Queen’s Bench in that case.

Wants an Act Passed,

“I don't think it can be done. But legisla-
tion can be prepared or steps can be taken
to dissolve that injunction, by passing #n
act to define what class of correspondenca
may be made public in the public interest,
I think you ought to take up this question,
and secure legislation so that the people
and representatives of the public press
shall be in possession of this appalling dis-
closure, I ask you to join me in this applt-
cation. I think the very judgment given
against me in that case fs sufficient in it-
self to warrant you in an action of that
kind, The judge admitted there was in-
formation of crime, I am telling you the
character of it. The information was that
the Toronto Rallway franchise was corrupt-
ly obtained, This information came from
the solicitor of the Toronto Rallway Com.
pany. I want to tell you that I did not
get the original letters. I only got the
letterpress coples; but the plaintiff, Mr.
Laidlaw, himself, came into court and
tswure that they were coples of those let-
ers,

Dunn Rings in,

Ald. Dunn: He said they were stolen,

The Mayor: I am not accounting for
that, They came to me honestly,

Ald. Dunn;  That contention was put

up.

The Mayor: I don’t know whether you
can call it theft or not, The stenographer
made more than one copy, and it was the
other copy I got.

Mr. J. A. Duff of the School of Practlca.!;
r{clence, Toronto, to the Dominion Bridge
(.r_)mpany. It begins:

‘I beg leave to report that I have cal-
culated the amount of wind préssure that
the plers of the new markes bullding may
be expected to stand.”

After explaining fully his method of cal-
culation, he shows that the average pres-
sure of the structure alone is 4400 Ibs. per
square foot. There will, he says, be no
tensile stress on the windward side of a
brick pier laid with lime mortar. The
greatest pressure on the leeward side of the
{)ler should not exceed the greatest safe
oad for good average brick work in Jime
'n'lorrnr, viz., 5 or 6 tons per square foot.
This Is practically twice the average pres-
sure on the pier. The report continues:

Says Brick is Inferior,

‘“T'his is assuming the brick to be of good
quality, uniform in size, well laid and pro-
perly bonded. " I'rom personal observation
I am forced to the conclusion that the
plers as being constructed are so inferior
as to be Incapable of taklgg more than a
comparatively small fraction of the Joad
which I bave indieated as safe for good
average brickwork.”

After giving his calculations of wind pres-
sure, he says: I have considered the piers
to be held absolutely stiff at the level of
the floor, an assumptiop manifestly favor-
able to the plers.”

He concludes by  saying: ‘“The least
amount of wind pressure that should be
provided for in designing bulldings of this
character has never been definitely settled.
It. should be somewhere between 15 and
30 Ibs. per square foot for a building In a
situation similar to this one.

Building Would Not Stand,

‘“‘There {8 no question that the building as
originally designed, or as altered by the pro-
posed changes, would be quite inadeguate
to withstand the wind pressures that may
be expected to come upon it. If you desire
I would be pleased to submit a design for
a pler that I would consider safe; but I
would not wish to be limited to brick lald
in Hme mortar. 1. would desire to be free
to use Portland cement or steel and make
other alterations in the design of the build-
ing if I should find such alterations neces-
sary.”’” (Signed) J. A. Duff.

What Will Mr. Gray Say ?

17 kllled, 233 wounded afd 6 missing,

BLUE BOOK ON THE WAR.

Sir Alfred Milner Notified Mr. Chams-
berlain That the Struggie Would

London, Jan. 80.—A blae book was issued

present month, Its most interesting feature
is a letter from Sir Alfred Milner to Mr.
Chamberlain, dated November 30, in which
he says : “f have always regarded a war
with the Republics as a very formidable
war indeed, owing to the colossal arma-
ments of the Transvaal. In view of these,
I could not but anticipate a terrible strug-
gle—the last thing in the world to which
I or any man could look forward, other-
wise than with the gravest solicitude.!

In the course of the same letter Sir
Alfred Milner describes the Transvaal as
““A huge arsenal.”” It is also worthy of
note, that on August 27 he wrote to Mr.
Schreiner, the Cape Premier, saying: ‘‘Like
yourself, I do not expect war.”

The Loan Bank, therefore, has contracted
to take up the loan, which is repayable in
75 years, guaranteed by all ‘the Perstan
customs receipts, except the revenues of
the custom houses of the Fars, .and the
custom houses of the Persian Gulf., In
the event of a delay.in the payments, the
Joan Bank will have fhe right to control
the customs houses. Persia undertakes to
redeem all formepr foreign obligations out
of the new loan, and .not to contract any
other foreign loan until the new loan i

aid off, without the consent of the Loan

ank. ussia guarantees the bonds of the
Persian lean.

Russia’s Long-Laid Plan,

London, Jan. 30.—There is a widespread
idea here that the Persian loan has tnal
iy accomplished Russia’s long lald plans to
obtain complete political and financial con-
trol of Persia, with the double object of
ousting the British and assuring Russia sn
outlet on the Persian Gulf.

No Doubt Russia Has Persia,
Berlin, Jan, 30.—The National Zeitung,
referring to the Russian loan, says : ‘‘There
is no doubt that Persia will hereafter be
absolutely dependent upon Russia. The

! latter may have made a doubtful financial

bargain, but, politically considered, the
transaction {8 unquestionably. of the high-
est importance.’’

The news of the Russian loan to Persia
is interpreted in German to mean that
Persia has virtually become Russian.

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KNIFING THE PACIFIC CABLE.

We reproduce this morning an article
from The London Mail anent the proposed
Imperial Pacific cable. We are informed
by The Mall that the Government of New
‘South Wales has made certain concessions
to the Eastern Telegraph Company, in vir-
tue of which the latter will better its posl-
tion as a competitor of the new Imperial
project. The concession granted was the
privilege of constructing - telegraph wires
in New South Wales. At present all the
telegraph lines In Australia are owned by
the Government, which, consequently, could
exercise no little control over the cable
business if it had a cable of its own, a8
it will have, when the Pacific cable is laid,
By allowing the Eastern Telegraph Com-
pany the right to build land lines, tpe
Government of New South Wales places
a powerful weapon in the hands of an al-
ready formidable competitor. But this Is
pot the main point brought out in The
Mail’s article. A more serious matter is the
fact that the Colonial Office has agreed to
the policy of the New South Wales Govern-
ment. Here then we have two of the par-
ties to the Pacific cable project combining
against the scheme: We find them openly
playing into the hands of the enemy. The
Pacific cable project was started prineipally
to offset the powerful monopoly of ‘the
Eastern Telegraph Company. It is move
than surprising, therefore, to find two par-
ties ‘to the scheme doing thelr best to
kill it. gl

If the statements made by The London
Mail are correct, an explanation from the
Colonial Office is in order. A ‘painful im-
pression will be created in Cabnada if the
facts turn out to be as stated. Before com- |
menting on them further we nyvult the ex- |
planation which will, no doubt, be made in
the Imperial Parllament during the cur-
rent session.

MARKSMANSHIP ALL-ESSENTIAL.

The Government spends $10,000 a year In
fraining volunteers for the Ottawa and |
Bisley rifie competitions. During the past |
twenty years $200,000 has been expended in
this way. A correspondent writing to The
World wishes to know how many of those
who have gone to Bisley or taken prizes at
Ottawa have volunteered or are ready to
volunteer for service in South Africa. We
do mot agree with our correspondent that
the spending of this money only encourages
what he calls pot-hunting for rifie shooting
prizes. The money spent in preparing vol-
unteers for Bisley no doubt has considerable
educational value, but -stiil it would be in-
teresting to know to what extent it has
provided us with men who are of practical-
use to the country in an emergency such
as is now before us. :

Another  corresponde: mdkes the sugges-
tion that the money spent in this way
would be much more effective in develop-
ing marksmanship if it were used In estad-
lishing rifle galleries in connection with the
Public schools. And, speaking of marks-
manship and its supreineé importance in|
modern warfare, we may. cite a fact within |
our own knowledge. Within a stone's throw |
of this office we can put our hands on
two men, members of a shooting club, who
could disable forty-five out of fifty men, ad-
vancing from a distance of 200 yards upon
the two shooters, the latter using only the
ordinary sporting rifie. If the Boers are
as good shots as these two men, and they
are reputed to be, what chance would a
battalion of amateur soldiers have against|
them? The excellent marksmanship of the
Boers is what has caused the fearful mow-
ing down of the British troops. A soldier
who is not also a marksman is rather a
source of weakness tham of strengih in
South Africa. Such a mmn has to be fed
and transported, and Is an imped'ment in-
stead of a help. Marksmanship 1s every-
thing in this war against the Boers. He
who is not a trained shooter shonld not be
sent to South Africa. He is doing better
service to his country by remain'ng at
home, supporting his family.

JUDICIAL NOT PARTISAN INVESTI-
GATION WANTED.

By its action on Monday the Board of Con-
trol admitted the propriety of holding an
investigation into the charges  prefer-
red against Chief Thompson. But
Mayor Macdonald was the only meém-
ber of the Board that carried this
expression of opinion to its logical ségifence,
If there is to be an investigation, then that
investigation should be carried out with ju-
dicial thoroness and impartiality. A com-
mittee of the Councll has nelther the train-
ed experience nor the judicial authority
which is necessary to afrive at the truth or
falsity of the charges preferred. Such a
committee has no powgr to force the at-
tendance of witnesses, nor has it authority
to examine witnesses under oath. Besides,
the committee, as chosen, or any commit-
tee of the Council for that matter, is apt
to be partisan. There is strong presump-
tive evidence that it was partisanship for
Chief Thompson that urged the three con-
trollers to vote down the proposal of the
Mayor to have the investigation held by
the county judge, and to refer the matter
to a special committee instead. It seems

Gargles can’t go back far

enough; sprays don’t

reach deep enough ; but the

air . you breathe touches

every part.

The
Board of Control started out well enough,
but their actioh on Monday in regard to
this lu\'est!gntﬁon was a departure from
the path of rect\h’ude. A complaint having
been lodged against an employe of the city
for taking an active part in an election,
the simple duty of the Board of Control is
to ascertain the facts, and the only satis-
factory way to ascertain the facts is to
hand the case over to 2 body or an indi-
vidual whose special business it is to do
this very work. An Investigation before a
committee of aldermen will inspire no con-
fidence in the public. If the matter is
left to Judge McDougall the people will
have absolute confidence in his finding. The
charge made against the fire chief is a
serious one. It implies the existence of a
conspiracy or deal between ex-Mayor Shaw
and the chief for the dismissal of ex-Chief
Graham, and ' the appointment of Mr.
Thompson as his successor. The c¢hargbs
made against the chief are quije consistent
with the theory of such a deal, the appoint-
ment of Thompson being made by ex-Mayor
Shaw in consideration of the services al-
leged to have been rendered by the former
in the Mayoral campaign of 1809. The
charge is more serious than the usual one
of an official interfering in elections. It
Implies an interference with a sinister ob-
Ject in view, vizs tle displacement of an
official to make room for the official charg-
ed with interfering.

1f the aldermen want a precedent we re-

| fer them to the practice that prevails in

the Postoffice Department. Several charg-
es have been preferred against postmasters
for interference in the elections. In every
such case the Postmaster-General referred
the investigation to an independent com-
missioner possessing judicial experience and
Judicial powers. 1f the Board of Control
won’t do the right thing, we hope the Coun-
¢l as a whole will do it, and refer the
Thompson investigation to the county judge.

T0 INCREASE THE FORCE,

Chief Grasett Recommends It in His
Annual Report, But the Number
Depends on the Counecil,

Chief Grasett submitted his annual report
for 1899, together with the estimates for
the, current year at a meeting of the Police
Comumissioners, - held yesterday afternoon.
Last year the expenditures were nearly $300
less than the amount appropriated by the
City Council, despite the tact that this body
reduced the estimates by $5000.

Minnehaha Mill Running = Deer

The World had a+ call yesterday from
¥Prof. Odlum, M.A., B.Sc., who, as a Gov-
ernment official and newspaper man, has
seen a great deal of the mineral fields ot
British Columbia. Eastern Canadians are
more or less familiar with that part of
British ‘Columbia lying south of the C.P.R.
tracks, but there are great stretches of
the province extending away north for hun-
dreds of miles, which promise exceedingly

Regarding this north country, Prof. Od-
Jum, who has spent a great deal 9( time in
It, said to The World: ‘‘Of late years more
capital and, larger complaints are going in-
to old Cariboo. In almost all the streams
men are employed to-day, while prospectors
and miners are spreading out north, east
and west into new ground.

by the Treasury'Bureau of Statistics. (The

thru the Canadian **Soo” Canal.) It shows
an increase in number of vessels, number
of passengers, quantities of freight and in
practically all of the classes of freight
passing thru that great waterway, and
makes for the year 1x99 the highest record
9; business activity on the great lakes.
The number of sailing vessels inereased 7
pepicent. as compared with last-year, the
number of steamers 15 per cent., the num-
ber of unregistered vessels 29 per cent.,
the quantity of registered freight 18 per
cent.,, the quantity of actual freight 19
per cent., passengers 13 per cent., lumber
16 per cent., and that grest factor in manpu-
facturing activities, fron’ ore, 3) per cent.
In all these important features, which show
the activities of the producing and manu-
facturing interests, the record of lake com-
erce in the year 1809 surpasses that of

The obvious unwillingness of prices to go
down, and the determined ignoring of the
depressing Influences reflected from the
London market have seemed until to-day to
be viewed with a listless apathy by the
speculative public. These events lhiave, of
course, tended to build up a confidence in
the stability of values, and, apparently, it
needed only some special incident to cry-
stallize sentiment into an active buying
movement, The action of the directors of
the American Steel and Wire Company
yesterday in setting aside a year's divi-
dends for the common stocks at the rate
of 7 per cent., and the handsome showing
presented in the balance sheet of last year’s
business, were the effective incidents. There
was a rush to buy American Steel and Wire
at the opening, and quotations were a full
point apart on running sales. The stock
scored a subsequent advance, which carried
it up an extreme flve points. Its net gain
is 4%. This aggressive strength had mark-
ed sympathetic effect on all the metal
stocks. There was a large demand from an
eager short Interest in Sugar, and the pre-
vailing cold weather resulted in a sudd
jump in the price of coalers, In the ra®-
road list, the Grangers and all the Pacific
and Southwestern stocks were in notable
demand, but the whole list was strong.
The only thing to account for the sudden
drop of 11% in Pittsburg, C.C. and St. Louis
was a report of a new Pittsburg-Chicago
line in contemplation. Chesapeake and
Ohio was heavy, perhaps in sympathy.

There was a declded increase in activity
and strength on the stock market to-day,
It was due in g great measure to the de-
velopment of better demand . for stocks
from commission houses, and to a combina-
tion of some important local operators
with the view of advancing prices and driv-
ing in the large short interest which has
been created recently by the bear trade,
principally among the followers of a large
outside operator. There was an absence of
any further really bad news from the war,
and as a consequence, the foreign selling
ccased, and the market was benefited to
that extent, but the impression is now gen-
eral that the worst influence of the war
situation as a market factor has already
been felt, and there is a disposition among
the rank and file of traders to ignore it at
present and buy stocks for a turn. The
declaration 'of a 7 per cent. dividend on
A. 8. W,, common, was much better than
generally expected, and there was large and
ccntinued buying of the stock to-day. The
preferred was sold by traders who were
long of it, and twice the amount of com-
mon was bought in its place in view of
the 40 points difference in the price with
both on a 7 per cent. basis.

The
coal stocks were taken in hand by promi-
uent specunlative interests and bought and
bid up..

The market is
likely to become broader with a ‘arger
volume of business, We think it will be
one in which special stocks under influence
of pool operations and having some divi-
dend prospects and others which have been
oversold can be advanced and a good fol-
lowing obtained in them on the fong side
among the trading element. On sharp
bulges from this range it might be well
to take some profits, but the stock should
be re-hought on any material weak spot.

THE CABLE MOST B LAID

British Empire League Will Stand no
Nonsense From the Colonial
Office Over This Matter.

"PROMPT ACTION MUST BE TAKEN

To Hold Off the Concessions to the
; Eastern Extension Company
in Australia,

The British Empire League held a well-
attended meeting last night in St. George’s
Hall. Sir Sandford Fleming read a paper
upon the Pacific Cable. This was prefaced
by a. few remarks from Dr. Parkin, who
said that at present world-wide telegraphic
copnection was made from Britain only
by llopes passing thru foreign countries.
What was wanted was an absolutely inde-
peadent service connecting all the colonies
of the Empire with Great Britain. The
great obstacle to this was the Kastern Ex-
tension Company, that heid a mounopoly of
the present lines. But If this monopoly
was broken, the cost of a message would
drop at least one-half.

ress despatch had said that New Soulh

Vales was about to grant certain con-
cessions to the Bastern Extension Coimzpany.
This looked as if the hands of the monopoly
were about to throttle the Pacific cable
scheme. :

The monopoly has offered to win New
South Wales by making a cable from Aus-
tralia to Durban, to reduce the charges, to
ask no guarantee, but merely to be given
the sole right to distribute telegrams Ia
Australia.

State Ownership,

Sir Sandford referred to a letter written by
Right Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, in whi¢ch
he showed the Dbenefits that would acerue
from the Pacific cable under state owner-
ship. The cable would cross the Dacific,
the Indian and the Atlantic Oceans, touch-
ing only British seil.

To this letter Sir Sandford had replied.
and maintained that the Pacific cable
should be under state control, and was of
vital ifmportance, inasmuch as It would
foster trade with the colonies, and take
the initiative in a larger scheme, viz,, th"i
federdtion of the colonies, Both the
schemes would be killed by the Eastern ex-
tension scheme.

what mysterious. The request of the BEast-
ern Extension Company to New South
Whales was referred to the Colonial Offigy.
At once, the Colonlal Office assented Yo
the proposal without consnltlng Canada and
the other colonies, This, in the op'nion of
‘Sir Sandford, was wrong, If hot worse,
for the matter should have been referred
to the Cable Board.

Following this idea up, the speaker read
an article from The London Outlook of Jon.
6, In which it was stated that one of the
heads of the Colonial Office was a director
of the Eastern Extension Company, and
insinuated that he had beem prompted by
ulterior motives.

Sir Sandford's comment was that some-
one in a high position had ‘caused the mat-
ter to be dealt with hastily, and that now.
as the life of the Pacific cable scheme was
in danger, something should be done.

Who is at the Bottom ?

Col. Denison, in moving. the resolution
read by Sir Sandford, said that some mys-
terious influence had always ‘been work-
ing against the Pacific cable. He advocat-
ed the necessity of a deep-sea cable, abso-
lutely independent of foreign nations, and
this was necessary for -the concentmthn
of Britain’s navy, upon which Britain’s
life relied.

Rev. Dr. Potts seconded the resolution
and held that the Empire should be guard-
ed at every point and the Pacific cable
was an important factor of protection.

A. E. Kemp, in endorsing the renolutlzn,
gald Canada had signified her willingnéss
to bear five-eighteenths of the expense,
equal to Britain’s share, -and this was a
fact that should show Britain Canada was
in earnest. 3

kins thought the change
in Government {n Australia gave the solu-
tion to the latest move. He made light
of the insinuation that one man in- the
Colenial Office could cause the action re-
ferred to, unless he was backed by strong
colonial Interest.

Dr. Parkin thought Australia’s interest

A Costly Me-‘ate.

In reply to a question from J. E. Ellis,
Sir Sandford told how he had cabled to
Ottawa from Australla, two words, at a
cost of £2 Bs 7d. “l didn't send any
{nore," was a comment that caused laugh-
er.

Continuing, he said if the Pacific cable
was laid the cost of a.message would at
first be but 3s a word, and it would not be
long before it would be but 1s a word.

J. E. Ellis presented the commercial side
of the question in an eloquent speeeh.

Capt. Wickham spoke on the natlonal as-

pect.

David Creighton emphasized the point
that the cable should be owned by the Gov-
ernment. The national ownership of tele-
graph 'lines would result in the lowering
of rates: he prophesied that this was a
coming event.

The resolution was heartily endorsed.

The Transvaal War.

The Pacific cable disposed of, Dr., Park‘n
drew the attention of the m=2efing to tre
Transvaal war.  In the pres:nt difficulties
it was the nced of all Eritons to pull them-
selveg together, It 'wvas the duty of ail
loyal men to lend their courage t) the siern
facing of the present crisis.

Col, Denison’s Proposition,

Col, Denison thought it was an oppor-
tune time for the Government at Ottawa
to say to the Home Government, “If you
want more men or more wmon2y, Capada is
willing to give.” His view of the British
reverses was that the greai danger to be
apprehended was from the interfereonce of
foreign nations. This could be checked by
the liberal offers of men and money from
the colonies.

A Resolution Passed.

A, E. Kemp moved, and J. T. Small sec-

onded, this resolution :

That this meeting urges that the Cana-
dian Government express to the Homce
Government the willingness of the Cana-
dian people to aid to the fullest of ‘their
power and resources in the war in which
the Empire is now engaged.

J. E. Ellis, David Cre grton and cthers
endorsed the gesolution, which was carried
with enthusiasm. 5

The meeting closed with the singing of
‘‘God Save the Queen,” and three cheers
for the Imperial army.

Government Bill Asks For 476,000.000
Francs to Build and Equip
New Warships.

MONEY FOR THE COAST DEFENCES.

An Independent Cable Also Wanted
to Conmnect the Country i
With Colonies.

Paris, Jan. 30.—The Cabinet has come to
a decision respecting various bills to carry
out the naval schemes, and these M. Wal-
deck-Rousseau introduced at the opening of
the Chamber of Deputies this afternoon.
They were referred, at his request, to the
Budget Commission.

The Government naval bill asks for 476,-
000,000 francs for the fleet, and provides
six first-class battleships, five armored crul-
sers, 29 torpedo-boat destroyers, 112 tor-
pedo boats, and 26 sub-marine boats. It
also asks for 140,000,000 francs to defend
the coasts, including 88,000,000 franes for

the defegce of Bizert, the French naval
strunghol?l on the coast of Tunis.

Another bill provides for the establish-
ment of independent cable commuuirat}uu
petween France and her colonies,” bringing
the total expenditure wup - to 900,000,000
tranes.

If the Colonial Office Backs up the
Eastern Telegraph Co. the
Scheme 1s Dead.

A QUEER STORY TOLD IN LONDON.

Colonial Office Will Be Asked Some
Questions When the Imperial
Parliament Opens,

London Dally' Mail, Jan. 20: The All-
British Cable Scheme, set on foot last sum-
mer by a bhappy agreement between the Mo-
ther Country and some of her leading col-
onles, has been lost to the public eye for
balf a year or more.

Now it appears that during that long si-
lence certain things have happened whici
make It necessary to drag the All-British
Cable Scheme again into the light of day.

In a word, the Government of New South
Wales has written to the Colonial O)ffice
osking permission to grant to the Eastern
Telegraph Company a concession which, in
the opinion of some of the distinguished
promoters, threatens the whole project with
something very like extinction!

All Were Partners,

England, Canada, New South Wales and
the other Australian colonies eoncerned
were so many partners in the all-British
Cable Scheme, and one of the cardinal and
elementary conditions of partnership must

be that all important trangactions shall be
carried out before the eyes and with the
acquiescence of all the partners. The action
of New South Wales, therefore, is suffici-
ently surprising, but there is somerhing
else to tell thac i1s more surprising stitl. It
is that the Colonial Office has grauted
the request!
The Opposition Raised,

¥ Readeys will call to mind the opposition |

which ‘was raised by the Eastern ‘Lelegraph
Company when there was brought forward
the idea of linking together the great sea-
sundered portions of the Kmpire vy an All-
British cable—a telegraphic system which
would assist intercolonial, or inter-British,
commerce in transacting its business un-
hampered by private company monopoly
and high eable rates, and would insure frec-
dom forever from the disadvantages inci-
dental to the fact of portions of g roure
being in foreign territory. The promoters
felt that this system would constitute an-
other Imperial link binding what Mr. Kip-
ling calls the “'stalwart sons” to the Mother
Country.
Against the Monopoly.

But such a scheme, tho good for the Em-
pire, was against the private interests of
'tl‘le huge monopoly known as the Eastern
Telegraph Company, and they—no »lane,
of course, to them—went against it with all
the subtie wisdom and widespread power of
a great corporation defending its sources of
profit.

Government Lines,

Now, the land telegraph lines in Australia
are ‘Government lines belonging to the Co-
lopial Governments, and there are no pri-
vate companies’ lines inland. So when a
2erchant or banker or private eitizen in
Australia wants to telegraph to England or
eisewhere he hands in his messsage to the
Goternment telegraphists, who send it over
tyc state wires to the coast station of the
Eastern Telegraph Company, where it is
passed on to them. 7The concession which
that shrewd corporation asked for was the
right 40 have laugd line trade, so as to be
in a position to transmit the cable all the
way thra themselves. This looks very in-
nocent in itself. But the serious part of
it is that the Eastern Telegraph Coxpany
would then be able to go to the bankers,
the institutes, the large merchants and so
on, and say, “Now we can take your cables
direct, and will do it at a cheap rate—say
half-a-crown & word—for the next ten
years, and are willing to make a coniract
with you on these terms.”

¢ Canada to Protest.

This would, of course, be perfectly hon-
est procedure on the part of the Jastern
Telegraph Company, and would be ‘‘very
fine business,” too, no doubt; but those who
Lave the All-British Cable Scheme at heart
bhave heard of this move, and are up in
arms against it. Lord Strathcona, High
Commissioner for Canada, has sent a mes-
sage across to his Government, urging them
to protest against any such concession le-
ing granted, and some of the other colon-
ial representatives in London have acted
similarly in their own spheres. For they
believe it would cut the ground from nnder
the Imperial project.

When Parllament opens, the Colonial Of-
fice will, perhaps, be called upon 10 ex-
plain why it gave permission for the carry-
ing out of a movement which men like
Lord Strathcona believe might deal a.
death-blow to a great Imperial project.
