OTTAWA, Feb. 17.—In the house of 

commons today, A. K. Maclean of Hali­
fax presented the views of the opposi­
tion on the new budget. He criticized 
the tax on war profits as discriminat­
ing against companies with honest 
capitalization in favor of the big cor­
porations with vast issues of a water­
ed stock. He also complained that the 
proposed legislation was retroactive, 
and that it made no effort to tax large 
accumulations of inherited and invest­
ed wealth. He beUeved that there 
should be some tax upon the unearn­
ed increment of real estate, and favor­
ed the Imposition of a general income 
tax. He arraigned with considerable 
vehemence the alleged extravagance 
of the government, and suggested that 
work upon the Hudson Bay Railway 
be discontinued. The war, he said, 
should have done away with the evils 
of the party patronage system, but he 
was sorry to say that the patronage 
system had never been so rampant as 
it had been in Canada since the out­
break pf the war.

Foster Assails Spoils System.
Sir George Foster followed with a' 

thoughtful speech In which he pro­
mised that the government would 
carefully consider all suggestions re­
specting taxation that might be of­
fered by the opposition. He agreed 
with Mr. Maclean that rigid honesty 
and strict economy should govern aft 
expenditures of the government and 
joined with him In denouncing the 
patronage system. Patronage, he said, 
had never really benefited any party 
or government

Hamilton Merritt, who read letters 
from Dr. Chown.* general superintend­
ent of the Methodist Church ; Sir John 
Willison, Sir Edmund Walker, Father 
Mtnehan and others who were unable 
to attend, but who favored the system 
of defence advocated.

A Democratic Army.
Col. Merr.tt said that the deputation 
ljad come to ask tihat universal com­
pulsory military trainin'-' fce given the 
boys and girls from the age of 10 years 
Up. lie said the voluntary system was 
not very satisfactory and spoke of the 
syst»m in Switzerland, where ‘'the 
people are the army.” It cost $17 a 
man there. While in Canada it costs 
$'224 a man- The men were trained in 
peace for war. *Tf wè want efficiency 
wltn economy we cannot have it under 
voluntary methods ” he said

Prof. Coleman told of the organiza­
tion in Australia where every iboy is 
trained as a cadet- He exoloined the 
system and said that in Australia, as 
well as in -New Zealand, there is a 
democratic system of defence which is 
very desirable to the boys themselves.

Arehdeicon Ingles expressed the re­
gret of the Bishop of Toronto, who 
unable to attend the meeting, bull who 
was in accord wi th the ideals put forth* 
Tho all wore anxious that the end of 
this war will see the last of such con­
flicts. universal training would be a 
great- benefit to the boys physically 
and mora'ly, he thought.

Decrth of Tonnage.
"The shipping difficulties of the prê­

tent time are duo, not to mismanage­
ment, hut to our trying to pour 
a quant into a pint pot — this 
and nothing else. The general upward 
tendency of ocean freights is caused 
by the fact that the mercantile ma­
rine, which is limited in size, has to' 
carry out a task far greater than .in 
time of peace. The shipping problem 
has become the greatest economic 
problem of the day. Where we had 
a hundred ships before the war we 
must now do with 67 of which 24 are 
under neutral flags.

“You see we are dependent to an 
enormous extent on the services of 
neutral shipping, and if we drive it 
away by any system of low maximum 
rates, or a similar device, we shall 
starve. If we fix maximum rates be­
low the world level, we shall drive 
neutral shipping to ports where high­
er rates are obtainable.

Laxity Denied.
“There has been no laxity in man­

agement on control on the part of the 
government. Tire board of trade has 
made the largest possible use of expert 
advice. Lord Quezon's committee has 
control of shipping to the fullest ex­
tent. In fact the control is now so 
wide and adequate that no British ves­
sel can go anywhere or trade anywhere 
without permission of one kind or an­
other. Certain steps are being taken 
to alleviate the difficulties of the ship­
ping problem. The first necessity is to 
get rid of the congestion in our ports, 
and measures are now under way to 
achieve this. Then there is shipbuild­
ing, in which respect the navy has 
been the greatest competitor of the 
mercantile marine. But the admiralty 
has already permitted us to build 45 
merchant ships, while a number of 
others which are under construction 
have now been classified as war work. 
We also have done a little to make 
ends meet by restricting imports.”

Mr.Germany Will Not Modify Its 
Position, Say Teuton 

Diplomats.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.—The Unit­
ed States in its si&marlne controversy 
with Germany wiil accept nothing 
short of a full and complete agree­
ment covering all of the points for 
which it has contended as to assur­
ances that the warfare in the future 
will be conducted in accordance with 
the established principles of interna­
tional law.

In announcing that fact today Secre­
tary of State Lansing let it be known 
that the state department considers 
Germany's declaration of its intention 
to sink without warning after Feb. 29 
all armed merchantships of the en­
tente allies to be Inconsistent with the 
assurances previously given this gov­
ernment by the Berlin foreign office.

The tentative communication, de­
signed to end the Lusitania case, still 
in the possession of Secretary Lan­
sing, will not be formally accepted un­
til such assurances regarding the fu­
ture are given, altho the communica­
tion insofar as it relates to the Lu­
sitania Itself, is acceptable.

Berlin Will Not Recede.
Tonight it was stated emphatically in 

Teutonic diplomatic circles that the Ber­
lin foreign office would not modify, the 
declaration of intention to sink armed 
ships or Inform the United States the 
previous assurances still were binding 
unless Great Britain should give assur­
ances of some kind that a submarine 
■which warns a British steamship, armed 
ostensibly for defensive purposes, would 
not be fired upon. , , ,

In this connection It was explained at 
the state department that the United 
States considers unarmed merchantmen 
and ships armed for defensive purposes 
to be in identically the same class. 
Furthermore, it is held that the word 
“liners,” as employed In the previous 
assurances from Germany regarding the 
conduct of submarine warfare, Includes 
freight as well as passenger ships.

It was declared at the department 
that at no time had suggestions been 
made to the German Government which 
would have led it to issue Its Latest 
memorandum. This answered statements 
made by German officials that the Am­
erican memorandum to the entente al­
lies suggesting a modus vivendi for the 
disarming of merchant ships was the 
direct cause of Germany issuing her de­
claration. .

Officials are now awaiting the receipt 
of whet Germany alleges to be a copy 
of secret instructions given by the 
British Government to the commanders 
of merchant ships. This document and 
others appended to the text of the Ger­
man declaration have been mailed from 
Berlin.

Shortly after 11 o'clock yesterday 
forenoon an outbreak of fire occurred 
at the two-storey brick dwelling, 36

The reels from Earlscourt, Wych- 
wood, Perth avenue and Ford street 
were quickly on the scene, and with­
in half an hour a steady stream of 
water was pouring on the burning 
buildings.

One and a quarter miles of hose was 
laid out from the hydrant at the city 
limits, corner of Nairn and Morrison 
avenues, the pumping engine at Perth 
avenue sending a strong force of wa­
ter into the flames.

Owing to the promptness of the city 
fire department several other houses 
were saved from the flames. All thiee 
houses were detached.

A. K. Maclean (Halifax), resuming

He would speak 
plainly and he hoped his gray beard 
would give him license to say w-hat 
was In -his mind. He had been in 
public life for. 34 years, and he had 
seen the party patronage system at 
work during all that time and he did 
not believe that it every really helped 
a party, a government, or a member 
of parliament. On the contrary, it 
was usually the canker that disin­
tegrated and ruined a government. He 
quite agreed with Mr. Maclean that 
strict economy should be observed in 
the public expenditures.

Calls for Retrenchment.
"There never-was a time in the his­

tory of Canada,” declared Sir George, 
"never a time in the history of any 
administration when the call came 
more clearly to those administering 
the affairs of the country to be more 
careful in the matters of expenditure 

'to direct them properly and to admin­
ister them with honesty; to be strong 
enough and brave enough to refuse un­
necessary demands. It is our business 
to administer the funds of the people 
with perfect economy, and to devote 
ourselves to the one sole purpose of 
prosecuting this war to its sucessful 
and final conlusion.”

Great Changes After War.
Sir Geogre turned his attention to 

the future economic situation of Can­
ada. He thought it was mischievous 
nonsense to talk about our doubling 
our population within three years 
after the war. After the belligerents 
were exhausted and tired of the war 
it would take perhaps a year to con­
clude treaty of peace ; demobilize the 
armies and exchange the prisoners-.

It stood in 
front of one of Napoleon’s desks, on 
which were piles of scientific books and 
documents, among them a copy of his 
latest publication, issued since the war 
began, treating of 948 groups of ferns, 
among which ore 35 hew species and 24 
hitherto unknown forms of old species. 
These latest discoveries bring the 
prince’s collection of ferns alone up to 
about 351,000 tii fibre at varieties; his 
botanical collection altogether comprises 
between 900,000 and 1,000,000 specimens.

to the correspondent’s question, "but it 
doesn't matter much, since empires and 
emperors have very little interest for 
me; and there has been a wonderful ad­
vantage in not being an emperor, nor 
even a pretender.

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LIFE TERM IN PRISON. Studied Human Race.
When Prince Roland was excluded 

from the army just after graduating 
from Saint Cyr, he turned to the study 
of the human race under the 'eminent 
anthropologist, Dr. Roca. He has since 
seen nearly every specimen of humanity 
on its native soil. The zoology of the 
eea, botany, geology, geography, glaciers 
and aviation subsequently occupied Hie 
attention in turn end furnished him with 
the material for eighty different scien­
tific works. Some of Prince Roland’s 
discoveries In plant life have been of 
great value to the scientific world, as 
confirming the theory of the existence 
of an ancient continent In the Pacific 
comprising parts of South America, Aus­
tralia, Madagascar and India. He found 
specimens of the same varieties of ferns 
In all those countries.

As to tire war and its different com­
plications, the prince is obliged to main­
tain a certain reserve on account of his 
delicate position as member of a pro­
scribed family and as father-in-law of 
Prince George, the brother of the King 
of Greece.

JOHN CATTI t SON co-operation it be sought to maintain 
and preserve certain important rules 
of international law, which concern 
protection of neutral commerce and 
navigation, and wihich are being 
violated by Great Britain.

Violation of Rules.
“The violation of existing rules of 

international law has, regardless of 
protests, increased until at present 
only a few rules, serving as protec­
tion to neutral commercial Inter­
course, are observed by Great Brit­
ain and it is feared that also these 
remaining few will be violated-

“His majesty’s government, which 
is deeply conscious of its responsi­
bility not to omit any measure, tend­
ing to prevent such an eventuality, 
and well aware of the danger for the 
future if these rules which are of in­
finite worth to civilization as a whole, 
are not preserved, desires to here­
with make a renewed presentation to 
your excellency, in this respect.

“Of late the British authorities have 
violated the mail traffic. Parcel post 
from one neutral country to another 
is being unloaded in British ports and 
the contents are being seized. While 
parcel post is not protected thru The 
Hague postal convention, it never­
theless seems to his majesty’s govern­
ment that the British procedure in the 
form and extensiveness practised, 
would be invalid even with regard 
to ' ordinary express goods, arid that 
this seems particularly evident when 
the seizure of parcel post is directed 
against a means of conveyance under 
guarantee of sovereign powers. Be­
sides, great personal Inconvenience is 
connected with seizure of this kind.

British Censor Mail.
“However, England’s present prac­

tice of censoring also first-class mail, 
sent by neutral 
neutral country to another, is an 
even greater violation of the rights 
accorded neutral powers by the rules 
of international law. It is hot ne­
cessary particularly to point out 
how contrary this practice is to the 
stimulations in the above-mentioned 
Hague Convention, which stipulations 
or rules must be considered to have 
been in existence even before the pro­
mulgation of this convention.

“The royal government now there­
fore. apneils to the government of the 
United States for co-oporation for the 
purpose of seeking to bring about a 
discontinuance of the violations of in­
ternational law, at least so far as the 
same concerns first-class mail, and it 
solicits as early an answer as possible, 
whether your excellency is willing to 
take appropriate action in co-opera­
tion with the royal government, and, 
eventually, the governments of other 
neutral countries, for the purpose of 
causing that the role Which the ques­
tion involves—and which is one of the 
fundamental stipulations of interna­
tional law—ibe observed.”

We appeal 
to all owners to consider earnestly 
whether the use ' of their cars can be 
justified by any question of public 
utility or real necessity.

"We cannot ask the poorer classes 
to save as hong as they see the well- 
to-do enjoying such expensive lux­
uries."
