NEW YORK, Mar, 4—There were re-
ceived hére to-day by express from Ken-
tucky circulars of a betting syndicate,
which offers to accept bets on the out-
come of the approaching pennant race In
the ..atlonal - and American Baseball
Leagues and the American Association,
and also on club against club series.

The circular caused some  uneasiness
among the local baseball men, ‘who were
quick to denounce the scheme, and it is
understood that immediate steps will be
taken by the officidls of the leagues Lo
check, - if possible, what they consider at
menace to the national game.  Gambling|
has. long. been tabooed in professional
baseball, ‘and the feeling seems general
that if it {s now brought into the game
it will be to the detriment of a sport that
is now clean and healthy. .

Some persons attribute the new scheme
to bookmakers whose revenue has been
cut off by the passage of anti-race track
bettinig laws. The syndicate announces in
its circular that it is willing to accept
bets of $5 or over, which ghall be sent by
express, telegraph or telephone. . Accord-
ing to the book, 8 to 5 is offered that New
York does not finish first in the Natlonal
League race, That the Giants finish sec-
ond, 3 to 5 is offered, and for third place
1 to 4 is quoted. In the American League,
i Philadelphia iz the favorite at 6 to 5 to
win, 1 to 2 for second place, and 1 to §
for third.

The circular says it is the company’s
| object to ‘“‘glve the baseball enthusiasts
the chance to support their judgment,’”
and in the straight race for the pennant,
and opportunity Is offered the fans to
rack their preferences ‘n the three leagues
for first, second, third and fourth p.aces,
It also offers to lay odds agalnst the
standing of clubs at the end of the first
half of the season, which it figures to
fnclude the games played up to July 8.
In fact, every sort-of imaginable combi-
nation for wagering is offered the base-
ball enthuslasts.

Years ago baseball came near breaking
up because of open gambling. The layers
of odds followed the teams about the cir-
cuit and openly made books in the spec-
tators’ stands. Players fell in with the
gamblers and games were thrown. This
brought _the situation to a climax, and,
seeing the "destruction of the game facing
them, the club-owners acted hastily and
| formulated stringent rules against bet-
ting in their parks, They even went so
far as to refuse admittance to known
gamblers. Almost immediately the situa-
tion returned to normal, and since then
baseball has flourished,and is now known
the worid over as one of the cleanest of
the pr.)fesedonal sports.

club of 1887. . .
In 1888 we got a good start in the
