FERRY DEPT. WILL Questions Value Of The 
New Assessment Act

London, Jan. 10—The anxiety with 
which the operations along the Sereth 
Kiver In Roumanie are being watched 
here is being partly balanced by hope­
ful interest in the activities in the Riga 
Mitau region of Russia.

Here, according to Petrograd accounts, 
the Russians are taking advantage of the 
frost, which has made possible a move­
ment on the vast Tiurl Marshes, and it 
is making substantial progress.

“The Russians, says the Morning 
Post’s Petrograd correspond, “are push­
ing steadily along the east bank of the 
River Aa, captured triple positions, from 
the enemy after hard fighting, and some 
1,000 prisoners and sixteen guns. The 
movement still continues and the Rus­
sians are within a dozen miles of Mitau, 
which appears to be their immediate 
objective.

“There is no official confirmation of a 
statement current that this very import­
ant forward base of the enemy has been 
captured. It is the general opinion, how­
ever, that an important movement is in 
progress. The balance of success so far 
is largely with the Russian side in the 
operation, which admittedly is only be­
ginning.”

The Daily News Petrograd correspon­
dent says the Russians in the northwest 
corner of the Tirol Swamp have reached 
a point four miles from the Tukkum- 
Mitau Railroad and are steadily develop­
ing their success there and also extend­
ing their operations farther east.

colm, president of the International Rall- 
"way, died here this morning at the resid­
ence of his brother-in-law, E. P. Mac- 
Kay, manager of the Bank of Montreal.

Mr. Malcolm was born in Campbell- 
ton in 1854. In early life he was employ­
ed in the construction of the Intercolon­
ial and on completion of this work he 
followed those attracted by the gold 
strike in the Black Hills, Montana. On 
return he engaged in contract work on 
the C. P. R. between Rat Portage and 
Winnipeg. He later entered into partner­
ship with Duncan Ross and under the 
firm name of Malcolm & Ross construct­
ed the Temiscouata and part of the. 
Bangor & Aroostook Railway.

Mr. Malcolm was one of the first to 
see the possibilities of developing that 
large tract of country between Camp- 
bellton and St. Leonard, making direct 
connection and giving a short route to 
American markets, and he saw his pro­
ject brought to a successful issue. He 
organized the Restigouehe and Western 
Railway Co., which later became known 
as the International Railway Co. Mal- 
eolm and Ross began the construction of 
this railway, but Mr. Ross died soon af­
ter and Mr. Malcolm alone carried on 
the work to its completion:. Two or 
three years ago the Dominion govern­
ment leased this road and made it a part 
of the Intercolonial.

Soon after this Mr. Malcolm retired 
to private life, his health somewhat im­
paired. Last summer he underwent an 
operation for serious internal trouble 
and he never fully recovered.

He is survived by his wife, who was 
Miss Annie Dabin of Edmundston, N. 
B., <jne daughter, Mns. Roland Moffat of 
Oshawa, Ont., three sons, all of whom1 
are soldiers of the king—E. Boswell, 
who was with a construction corps in 
France, returned and was at his fath­
er’s bedside when death came, Lt. Ross 
and Lt. Jack are both overseas witli the 
242nd battalion.

The body will be conveyed by special 
train to Campbellton, leaving here 
about 1.30 on Saturday afternoon and 
tlie funeral will take place on arrival 
of the train at Campbellton.

While, therefore, we approve the 
proposed change, we cannot but regret 
that the commission was unable to dis­
cover some substitute for this tax, which 
would be more certain in its operation 
and easier to administer than a tax 
upon intangible personal property in any 
form.
Tangible Personal Property

While the objections which we have 
quoted are especially applicable to the 
taxation of • intangible property, they 
apply with almost equal force to the 
assessment of most forms of tangible 
personal property, such as the stocks in 
trade of merchants and manufacturers.
It may be somewhat easier to guess at 
the value of visible property than that 
which is unseen ; yet it must be quite 
impossible for any board of assessors, 
not possessed of supernatural powers, 
to accurately assess every variety of 
merchandise,materials of manufacture, 
supplies and equipment, of the value of 
which the owners themselves have, in 
many cases, no accurate knowledge. The 
result is that dependence must be plac­
ed upon information obtained from the 
taxpayers themselves, and every man 
becomes his own «p^ssor, and not only 
his own assessor but also the assessor of 
all his fellow citizens, to the extent to 
which he undervalues his own property.

Taking this view we may be expected 
to approve the proposal to reduce to one- 
half for the purpose of taxation, the as­
sessed value of stock in trade; but un­
fortunately the inherent defect—the dif­
ficulty of getting at the true value and 
thereby making an equitable assess­
ment as between individuals—still re­
mains; while the proposed substitution 
of a tax upon the profits of trade would 
not only multiply the forms of assess­
ment, adding immeasurably to the labor 
and difficulty of administration, but

\(see * footnote) and as the St. John 
commission admits (page 64) “does not 
allow the great inequalities in assess­
ment and administration that provokes 
sucl; a sense of injustice among in­
dividuals in St. John.”

In support of the possibility of 
cessfully and equitably administering an 
income tax such as they propose, the 
commission relies very largely upon the 
example and comparatively brief ex­
perience of the State of Wisconsin. What 
is possible, however, under a centralized 
administration like that of the State Tux 
Commission of Wisconsin, with its com­
plete organization of district assessors, 
selected after rigid examination under 
civil service rules and permanently em­
ployed at good salaries, may be wholly 
impracticable under a local board of as­
sessors.

The half cannot 
under any circumstances equal the whole 
pr make any appreciable approach there­
to. It is generally admitted that per­
sonal property, especially merchandise, is 
pretty fully assessed in St. John at the 
present time; the commission itself says 
(page 48) that “about twenty-seven per 
cent, of the taxable revenue of the city 
is secured by a tax on this property, 
which shows a more efficient enforce­
ment of the act in regard to the valua­
tion of personalty and a larger revenue 
therefrom than is secured elsewhere 
either in Canada or the United States.” 
It does not seem safe, therefore, to count 
upon any material increase in the total 
valuation of tangible personal property 
in consequence of the proposal to tax 
it upon only half the value ; nor does it 
seem wise to estimate that the tax of 
six per cent, on the income from intang­
ible property will equal the present tax 
of approximately two per cent, on its 
capital value. Not many more people 
will be willing to pay the smaller tax 
than the larger one, If there is any way 
of avoiding it. Not only are many gov­
ernment and municipal bonds tax exempt 
by law—whicli exemption will no doubt 
extend to the income, that being the evi­
dent intention of the law—but there are 
so many ways of escaping a ta* of this 
kind that we question very much wheth­
er tlie revenue from this source will real­
ize the commission’s anticipation.

The result in revenue of the proposed 
tax on the profits of trade, is an entirely 
unknown quantity, but for "reasons afore­
said we feel sure would fall far short 
of compensating for the loss of revenue 
caused by reduction of the assessment on 
tangible personal property to one half.

Again on page 66, referring to the income 
tax now in force here, the report says, 
“It has pressed lightly upon tljose with 
ability to pay and has been burdensome 
to the wage-earner and small-salaried 
man.” It is a realization of this fact— 
the knowledge that the small incomes 
bear a burden out of all proportion to 
their share of the whole income of the 
community, that has caused more dis­
satisfaction than any other feature of 
the existing law. For this reason, so long 
as the income tax is retained, we quite 
approve the proposal of the commission 
to increase the amount of exemption, on 
small incomes ; we 
their proposition that those who are re­
quired to give information regarding the 
earnings of employes should also state 
their own salaries, and that all other 
practicable measures should be taken to 
fully assess the larger'incomes.

At the same time, in view of the recog­
nized objections to a locally adminis­
tered income tax, it seems regrettable

Nearly all authorities who advocate 
the income tax, recommend it only as a 
state tax, and condemn it as a local or 
municipal tax. Richard T. Ely, profess­
or of political economy in Wisconsin 
University, is one of these. A strong nd- 
voate of tlie income tax, he says it is not 
suitable for a city or municipality, but 
can be collected with comparative ease 
by a state. Its greater suitability for 
purposes of a state tax, we understand, 
is more than likely to be recognized in 
Canada, by its adoption in tlie 
future by the federal government, and 
for this reason alone it seems unfortun­
ate that the commission was unable to 
devise a method o'f securing the required 
civic revenue in some other way, for 
should an income tax he levied by the 
federal government it would hardly he 
possible to,retain the same form of civic 
tax for civic purposes.

When Frank Doran, or Doiron, as lie 
may turn out to be, was arrested by the 
local police on charge of breaking and 
entering the Cathedral of the Immaculate 
Conception in Waterloo street, they did 
noT know that they took into custody a 
man who is said to have a record in 
police circles in another part of the prov­
ince, and who was out on parole, having 
been sentenced to ten years in the Dor­
chester penitentiary for burglary com­
mitted in Bathurst a few years ago.

Following his arrest here, his linger 
prints and photograph were sent to Ot­
tawa. This morning Chief Simpson- re­
ceived a letter from the head of the 
Dominion police saying that the finger 
prints' were identical with those of Dor­
an, or as they called him Doiron, as 
named in the Times when he was first 
arrested here; a photograph was also 
sent and it is said Slso to ,be identical 
with the one taken by the police officials 
here.

In 1903 Ottawa reports he was sent­
enced by the late Chief Justice Landry 
to serve ten years in the penitentiary at 
Dorchester, N. B., for breaking, entering 
and theft in the town of Bathurst. In 
1908 lie was paroled and given a ticket 
of leave, with five years, five months and 
seven days still to serve. He went to 
Amherst, following his release, and re­
ported to the chief of police there dur­
ing March, April, and May, when he left 
for St. John. Here he reported for June, 
July, August, September and October of 
1913, after this nothing was heard of 
him until February 14. 1914^ when it was 
learned that he had gone to the United 
States. However, he returned to Can­
ada and went to work in various parts of 
New Brunswick, working, it is thought, 
in St. John last summer as a carpenter.

Enclosed in the papers from Ottawa is 
a warrant from the dominion chief of 
police for his apprehension on the old 
charge. It is understood that an official 
will be summoned from Dorchester peni­
tentiary to prove his identity.
