WORKERS WILL WALK.

In view of the prospective tie-up of
transport, there was a big rush at the
stores today for the purchase of bicy-
cles, oil stoves and camp beds.

The banks, financial institutions and
big commercial firms, were arranging
to have beds set up in their offices for
those employes who live at a distance
and have hired motor coaches to trans-
port those living nearer.

The management of the county coun-
cil tramways does not expect the driv-
ers to report for work, in which case
many thousands of workers due at
their businesses and trades between six
and eight o’clock in the morning, will
have to find means of conveyance or
walk.

PARLEY BREAKS DOWN

The crisis culminated early this
morning, when it was officially, an-
nounced by the government that its
negotiations with the Trades Union
Congress in an endeavor to prevent a
walkout of the workers in various
trades had broken down. The an-
nouncement said the government would
decline to reopen the negotiations un-
less the congress withdraw its order
for a general strike and repudiate other
alleged overt acts which were described
as challenging the constitutional rights
and freedom of the nation.

On behalf of the workers, it was
declared that their efforts to obtain an
honorable settlement have been wrecked
by the government’s unprecedented ul-
timatum and that the negotiations for
peace were ended.

Surprise was expressed that the zov-
ernment had. summarily ended the
pourparlers, before giving the trades
unionists time to investigate the al-
leged overt acts, which included a walk-
out by the printers of the Daily Mail,
who took exception to and refused to
set up dn editorial on the strike en-

OWNERS BLAMED
Late last night the council of the
Trades Union Congress issued a mani-

festo ‘blaming tme mine owners for
locking out the miners, and the gov-
ernment for its failure to wmake &c-
ceptable proposals to enable the min-
ing industry to continue without fur-
ther lowering the standards of life and
labor in the coal fields, pending a re-
organization of the industry. 1t added
that the congress disclaimed all re-
sponsibility for the calamity of a gen-
eral strike. Its action was not directed
against the public; the responsibilfty
for the consequences lay entirely with
the mine owners and the government.

THOSE AFFECTED.

At midnight tonight the general
strike is to begin with the tying up
of all of the transport services, except
those dealing with foodstuffs; and sev-
eral other industries.
apparent that some of the trades unions
will not immediately join sthe walkout,
it is understood that about 410,000
railwaymen, 60,000 railway clerks, 300,-
000 builders, 330,000 transport workers,
60,000 seamen, 120,000 printers, 100,-
000 iron workers and 25,000 electricians
will cease work. As far as can be
learned, at present, the postal and tele-
graphic workers will continue at their
Jjobs.

GOVERNMENT PREPARED. i

To meet the emergency, the govern-
ment had made what the public is in-
formed are elaborate preparations.

Then they will be
permitted to have only one hundred
weight weekly. Their gas and electric
supplies also will be curtailed. Food-

Dies In Belgium

BRUSSELS, May 3 — Prince
Victor Napoleon, Bonapartist

prtender to the throne of France,
died here this morning, He was

stricken at his home in Brussels
last week, The Prince was 64
years of age,

Victor Napoleon was born in
1862, grandson of King Jerome
Bonaparte and cousin of Emperor
Napoleon III. He never renounced
his claim to the throne of France,
and in 1886, like the late Duke -of
Orleans and the Duke of Guise, he
was banished from the land of his
birth, Like the Duke of Orleans,
Victor made his home in Belgium,

Although he was not recognized
by the Belgian court, Victor soon
made the acquaintance of Princess
Clementine, daughter of the late
Leopold II., who afterward became
his wife.

U. S. WILL COLLECT
DOUBLE WAR LOANS

Ten and Half Billion Advanced;
Over $22,000,000,000 to Be
Received

WASHINGTON, May 8—The debt
commission virtually cleaned up its
work of funding the United States ten
billion dollars world war. loan with
the conclusion Saturday of negotiations
for a settlement of Jugo-Slavia’s debt
of $51,000,000.

Only a little moré than $20,000,000
of the total war debt remalns un-
funded. The commission, however, has
little hope of concluding early agree-
ments with Russia and several small-
er nations, which have not come to
terms on account of the diplomatic sit-
uations and other considerations. Un-
der the war debt funding program as
now virtually completed, the United
State is to receive in principal and
interest $22,143,439,492 as a return for
the $10,528,480,186 originally loaned.

Settlement of the French debt has
opened the way to France to negotiate
for private loans in the United States,
with the consent of the United States
government, it was disclosed Satur-
day.

YPLOSNES FIRED
AT NEW BERDEEN

Success of Terrorism Effort
Would Have Cost
" Lives

- STICKS OF EXPLOSIVE
SCATTERED ABOUT

Locks Broken and Holes Are
Burned in Floor to Set
Off Monobel

YDNEY, N. S., May 2—A
daring attempt to blow up,
Saturday night, or early Sunday
morning, two large powdef mag-
azines at No. 2 Colliery, the
property of the British Empire
Steel Corporation, situated at
New Aberdeen, was reported
from Glace Bay today.
Watchmen at the mine dis-
covered that the buildings, one
of which contained 500 pieces
of explosive, including -a quanti-
ty of gelatine, and the other 200
cases of high explosive detona-
ting caps, had been entered and
set afire.

Broken locks on the doors, smashed
cases used for fuel and holes burned in
the floor were indications found of what
Is generally believed to have been an
attempt at terrorism, which, had it been
successful, might have resulted in seri-
ous loss of life, as the buildings while
situated about a quarter of a mile
from the mine, are near a group of
houses on Table Head. ¢

EXPERTS BLAMED.

Alex. S. MacNeil, general superin-
lendent of mines, stated tonight that
he believed the affair to be the work
of persons well acquainted with the ex-
plosive propertiecs of monobel (pit
powder) and gelatine. He based his
opinion on the fact that monobel will
burn without exploding and needs a
shock to detonate it. The parties re-
sponsible were probably aware of this,
he said, and consequently endeavored
to explode the detonators in the other
magazine 50 feet away, in their hope
that the resultant shock would set off
the explosives.

DOUBLE LOCKS BROKEN

Both buildings, which are built of
brick, had double locks, which were
broken, and in the powder magazine
some five cases of monobel had been
opened and the contents scattered
about the floor. Some sticks were
burned. In the cap magazine 1,600 caps
were scattered about the floor.. The
greatest damage would probably have
resultéd from the explosion of these, as
a single cap is capable of raising s
weight of from 800 to 1,000 pounds, and
there were over 100,000 caps in the
building, Mr. MacNeil stated.

An investigation, under the direction
of D. A. Nicholson, representing the
Attorney-General’'s department, has
been instituted.

All the
churches were prosperous @nd well
filled but in the 80 years we have
gained 7,000 Protestant people and we
have lost a seating capacity of 1,200
in the loss of two churches.” Mr.
Goodwin felt that the statistics proved
that as the people of 30 years ago
thought the city not over-churched the
problem today was not too many.

Mr. Goodwin also sald: . “As the
Catholic church has a rotation of serv-
jces in the same building from 6 o’clock
until noon, therefore one" Catholic
church does duiy for a ‘much largér
congregation than a Protestant church.
If the Protestant people would attend
services in rotation as the Catholic
people, then no doubt half the Protes-
tant church buildings could be closed,
but' the Protestant people demand a
church home to accommodate the .en-
tire constituency.”

AT QUEEN SQUARE.

Rev. H. C. Rice preaching in the
Queen Square church, said the church
stood for the highest ideals in human
society and was the motive power of
all philosophies, but in recent years
there had been a drift away from the
church and an American writer esti-
mated that less than 50 per cent of the
population attended church while in
England the percentage was still less.
In Saint John there were many who
had the habit of absenting themselves
from the: church. With reference to
the statement that this city was over-
churched he considered that to deter-
mine that matter satisfactorily would
need a careful survey. The survey
might reveal a need of a new group-
ing but he thought the matter in Saint
John, as in many other cities, was not
that it was over-churched, but the
question how to arrest the drift away
{rom the chureh. Rev. Mr. Rice agreed
that there were too many churches if
the people securlarised the Lord’s Day
and absented themselves continually
from church worship. If all the peo=
ple in Saint John were real church:
goers the churches would not have suf-
ficient seating accommodation. He
spoke of the church as the place where
God manifested Himself to His people
and pointed out how readily people
were  discouraged from attending
‘church. Rain on Sunday was a much
wetter rain than that which fell on
week-days, it seemed, by the reluct-
ance of people to brave the weather to
go to church. Mr. Rice held that the
real problem of the clty was low to
bring the people to take a vital inter-
est in higher things.

present owner inheriting it from his
brother, the French “chocolate king.”

rush of ocean travelers is on. The

6,502, of 17 per cent more than in
March of last year, according to the
fecords of the Division of Passport
Control of the Department of State at
‘Washington. This number is double
that issued in February of the present

During the month of
May of last year, 1,700 passports
g day were issued, it was pointed out, |
and the division this year is pre
pared to dssue up to 2,000 a day
during the same month.

The Department of State s now is-
suing the new type of passport to all

pplications, the old “blanket” style

ving been exhausted. The new
ports are 3 1-4 inches by 6 inches
size, and consist of 32 pages, the
First half dozen pages containing the
passport proper, including the photo-
graph of the applicant, and the re-
maining pages being for visas and
extensions.

The passport is considerably sim-
plified in wording as well as form,
making for efficiency and expedition
in {esuing. Passports are 20w put
through the departmentintwo days,
and can be handled in briefer time
if necessity is shown.

Nevertheless, applications for pass-
ports should mail their applications
two or three weeks in advance of
saling, it {s stated at the Passport
Bureau in order to avoid delays
which result when applications are
improperly prepared. Applications
sent to Washington from far distant
points should, if possible, be sent to
Washington four weeks before sail-
ing date. Applications can be made
out at any Federal or State Court
authorized to deal with naturaliza-
tion matters.

SPEAKS ON OUR DEAD

Pastor of St. David’s Discusses
" “Is There Second
Chance ?”

“Qur Dead, Is There a Second
Chance” was the title of Rev. Hugh

cial series, He first reviewed his two |
former studies, the place of the dead |
and the recognition in the future life.

When we turn to Scripture, said the
preacher, we are again met with
silence. Though the Bible does not give
an absolutely definite pronouncement
the effect of its teaching is to create
the belief that the present life is our
probation time. It everywhere calls for
immediate conviction. This has been
the general belief of the church. Re-
velation gives no hope that those with
the knowledge of God in Christ who
wilfully reject the offer will turn to
Christ in the future life. Now is the
day of Salvation.

Music .of a special character was sub-
mitted by choir members. Mrs. McKiel !
sang “O Rest in the Lord”; an anthem
was sung on “God So Loved the
World,” and there was a selected con-
tribution of a fine type by a male
quartette.

Street Case Cause of Argu-
ment Over Manner of
Arrest

There was considerable argument in
the police court this morning as to the
legality of the arrest of John Lynch,
23, Thomas E. Keleher, 28, and James
Hayes, 21, arrested about 1.30 o’clock
on Sunday morming by Sergeant Sul-
livan and Policemen Killen, Gaudet and
Garnett. They were taken at the re-
quest of George Curry, €. B.'R. con-
stable, who accused them of assault-
ing him. As the assault was of a
slight” nature, they were let go as the
magistrate considered they had under-
gone sufficient punishment by their
stay in jail. o

COMPLAINANT TESTIFIES

George Curry, the complainant, said
that he was going home about 1.30 a.
m. on Sunday morning, leaving duty,
when in Union street near the Pythian
Castle, he said four men approached on
the other side of the street, singing.
He stopped to look at them and one
of them said, “Take a good look.” He
walked across the street and the wit-
ness told of the altercation that fol-
lowed, during which, he said, they
called him a liar and used profane
language. He declared Lynch was the
one that did the talking. The assault
consisted in Lynch threatening him
and taking him by the wrist.

The witness went home and tele-
phoned to Sergeant Sullivan, who later
called him to identify the men, who
were located in a Chinese cafe In Mill
street at 245 a.m. He said that
Lynch and Keleher had been drinking.

To Mr. Henneberry, who appeared
for the defendants, €Curry said that
he was insulted. He admitted having
difficulty with Keleher before at the
Winter Port, but denied making the
statement that he “would get” Kele-

her.
COURT COMMENTS

Magistrate Henderson here remarked
that there was no reason why the men
should have been arrested that night.
A warrant could have been issued and
they could have been brought up this
morning. :
Policeman Killen told of getting the
telephone message from Curry, in
which the latter had said that he had
been “held up and assaulted.” He
sald the men were slightly under the
influence of liquor at the time of ar-
rest.

Mr. Henneberry argued that a war-
rant should have been issued as the
charge did not come within the cate-
gory of crimes for which arrest could
be made without a warrant. H. H.
McLean, Jr., argued contra.

The magistrate ruled that the city
