15 PROTESTED

F. M. Anderson of Campbell-
ton Takes Action

Petition Filed With Supreme
Court Registrar in Frederic-
ton—The Grounds Upon
Which Protest is Bas}ed.

(Special to Times.)

Fredericton, N. B., Dec. 2—A protest
against ‘the recent proyincial election in
Restigouche has been filed with Dr. F.
C. Allan, registrar of the:Supreme Court.
The petitjoner is F. M. Anderson of
Campbellton and P. 'J. Hughes of Fred-
ericton is agent and attorney for the
petitioner. The protest was filed on No-
vember 30.

It is not known when there will be a
hearing. Mr. Justice Barry is the judge
assigned to election cases for Resti-
gouche, but as there is,a re-assignment of
judges for each calendar year it is not
known whether he or another judge will
hear the case, whichs cannot come up
before January.

‘The grounds for protest are set forth
in the petition of Mr. Anderson who at
present is in Fredericton. In brief they
are that the election was not conducted
under the Elections Act,-that Sheriff
Craig, as returning officer, accepted the
nomination of C. H. LaBillois and W. O.
Duncan although the nomination had not
been made under the terms of the act;
that the returning officer established
polling places himself at places where no
polling places legally were located: that
no official lists of electors had been pre-
pared or were available for the clection;
that deputy returning officers were not
sworn as by law required; that returns
were not sworn to as by law required;
that the ballots were not returned as
they should have been; that the return-
ing officer made a return of the election,
although the act requires a certificate
from the county court judge in the event
of a recount, and in this case Judge Mc-
Latchey stated that he was unable to
issue a certificate, :

The candidates in the election in Rest-
igouche were: Government, A. T. Le-
Blane, S. S. Harrison; opposition, D. A
Stewart, H. Diotte; independent, C. H.
LaBellois, W, D. Duncan. Sheriff Craig

The minutes of the last meeting told
of the decision to ask the municipality
for funds to increase the nurses’ salaries
and provide $30,000 insurance for the
nurses’ home. The monthly report of
the superintendent was to the effect that
the hospital was filled, 112 patients in
the general hospital and twenty-five in
the epidemic and during the month 189
patients were admitted and sixty-two
operations performed.

The finance report showed total re-

ceipts of $15,156.59 of which $187.50 was |

for X-ray work with expenses amount-
ing to $8,968.78 and an overdraft of $18,-
986.59. The expenditure would probably
exceed Its city and county assessment
86,000 if the city grant was paid in
full but it is believed that the city grant
would be $9,000 short.
" The report of the visiting physicians
*=2, surgeons stated that the patients in
" epidemic hospital suffering with
measles, scarlet fever and diptheria were
not properly isolated; that the epidemic
hospital was unclean, out of date and
unfit for use and that a new building
should be erected. The report also recom-
mended that the anesthetist should be
trained.

A resolution was passed asking that
Dr. Daniel further consider his resigna-
tion from the presidency. He expressed
his gratitude and promised to give the
matter further attention although he
thought the president should always be
available in St. John and as his dutles
as senator required him to be away from
the city he thought the office should be
filled by another.

The second reason given
by the medical staff was that, while the
quality of the laboratory service was un-
excelled, there was lack of laboratory
staff and space.

It so happened that the mother, after
receiving temporary relief was able to
gecure a position where she can earn
enough to pay for the board of herself
and children and have the latter well
cared for while she is at work; and

being industrious and desirous of mak- |

ing her own way she adopted this
course. The facts cited, however, show
that there is a great generous heart in
the country, moved to quick sympathy,
and ready to give practical help. One’s
faith in human nature is strengthened

by such instances and it also proves
that if we had a proper social organiza- |

tion that would bring deserving cases
to the knowledge of the people there

would l?c much less hardship among

‘Commenting on this the Philadelphia
Public Ledger observes that the speaker
did not exceed ambassadorial discretion
and added that “it is more desirable than
ever té conserve and to cherish the
friendship between America and Britain
while the enemies of both are working
overtime to pull them and hold them
apart? o ;

The Philadelphia journal, in this sen-
tence gives a terse and accurate state-
ment of the situation. It goes further
and protests against a policy of insular-
ity, declaring there is a big job for in-
ternationalism and that it is high time
everybody took a hand. We quote:—
| “To be international is not to be un-
patriotic. The best citizen of the world
is the best friend of his own country,
and if any man doesn’t begin his interest
in mankind with a fraternal feeling for
his neighbor he is socially contemptible.
No sensible being asks a red-blooded
American to be sycophantic to Britain—
ito approve of all she is and does—to
‘lape the British pattern of thopght and
 feeling, of modes and manners. We need
not and we should not sacrifice a sturdy
individuality that is basic on our own
institdtions and our own history. But
we shall serve America befter if we
stand with other countries in whatso-
ever measures are for the common good
in the struggle of civilization against
barbarism. That fight is our fight, and
there is but one side to take.”

So long as moulders of public opin-
ion promulgate these views, there will
be hope for the League of Nations and
the cause of world-peace. i :

MAY CONTEST CITIES

The staff correspondent in Ottawa of
the Toronto Telegram learns that the
farmers’ party may not confine its ef-
forts to rural constituencies. He writes:

“That . the egrarian party in the next
election will put candidates in the field
in the urban as well as the rural con-
stituencies is the assertion here of some
who are very close to the movement. It
is. desired to get away from the idea
that the party is a farmer’s party ex-
clusively. Speaking in East Elgin week
before last Hon. T. A. Crerar, declared
that there is nothing in the policy of
the party which applies alone to the
farming community, but-that it is a doc-
trine to which all may subscribe who
desire the lowering of the tariff and
other planks of the platform. At the
last session of parliament the name Na-
tional Progressive party was applied to
the group by its leaders, but it-was never
officially adopted. It is stated that the
party caucus in the coming session will
put an official stamp on this name and
that arrangements will be attempted as
stated to contest both city and country
seats as a real third party. In the cities
it would «sbe hoped to co-operate with
Labor under the heading of Rrogressive
Labor. The result in East Elgin where
the third candidate succeeded in horning
in between the two old parties is taken
as an encouragement to the plan of a
National party.”

Of course if there is an alliance be-
tween the United Farmers and Labor
the nomination of candidates in the
cities would be assured. It is not yet
clear, however, that such an alliance
will actually be formed. The creation
of a third party on the basis of such a
combination would of course project a
new element into federal politics with
which both the old parties would have
to reckon very seriously, and the out-
come of the contest might give the new
party the balance of power.

With the fall of Fort Beasejoyr in 1755
only on€ or two things remained for the
English to do to complete their hold
upon the Acadian territory. The Frenca
had a strong fort at Gaspereau, about
twelve miles away from the fallen posi-
tion. The English commander, liitle
thinking that his order would be obey-
ed, sent a letter to the French officer in
charge demanding his instant surrender.
To his surprise that was accepted and so
a small detachment of the invaders was
sent out to take possession.

Nothing remained now but for the
English to seize a fort that was situated
at tne mouth of the St. John River. Capt.
Rous was given a commission to take
this place and on the last day of June
he appeared with his ships off the fort.
He manned the boats and rowed ashore
only to find that the French had set lire
to the fort and had withdrawn beyond
his reach. ’

When the Indians who had come to
help the French against the invaders
saw that they had been deserted and leit
to fight alone, they at once turned into
friends. So when the boats reached the

shore it was to e welcomed by 150,

braves, who fired away much ammuni-
tion in a noisy reception and gave many
other alleged manifestations of delight
at the arrival.

This left all Acadia in the hands of
the English and for a time put an end
to armed conflicts in the maritimes.

Two years later De Vergor, who had
surrendered Fort Beausejour, and Ville-
ray, who had given up the post at Gas-
pereau, were brought to trial before a
court martial for their actions. Through
the ipfluence of the infamous intendant
Bigot the court was packed and only
favorable evidence was submitted. The
result was that both were acquitted and
De Vergor even had his -rank in the
army restored to him with a clean record.

CHILDREN OF
POLAND IN DIRE
NEED OF FOOD

(By Lt-Col. C. E. Fauntleroy.)
New York, Dec. 2—One million chil-
dren In Poland and Central Europe are

faced with the prospect of spending the
long winter months without even one
square meal each day. The prospect
will become an absolute reality unless
$28,000,000 are provided for the pur-
chase of food for their consumption .

Though Poland has grown accustom-
ed to suffering during the past six war-
term years, the children of the nation
have never before seen Christmas ap-
proach with the food stores in such de-
leted state as is the case today. Here-

ore the acute suffering has largely
been confined to the adults many of
whom have existed on only one scanty
meal each day during the past several
winters. Now there is the greatest dan-
ger that even the smallest and young-
est will have to endure a severe growth-
stinting rationing of food.

Bolshevists Ruined Crops.

The present situation is the direct
outgrowth of the Bolshevist invasion of
the past summer. Poland’s crops gave
excellent promise in June of this year.
It was then estimated by the Govern-
ment that the nation would be able to
provide at least 80 per cent. of the food
necessary for the national consumption
before next harvest. This condition
was changed with startling suddenness
when the Reds overran all Eastern Pol-
and in July and August. Before the
Bolshevists had been turned back, Po-
land’s food resources had been cut in
half, it being now estimated that less
than 40 per cent. of the necessary food
will ;be obtainable from the crops of
this year.

There are two great classes into which
the population may be divided insofar
as the food reguirements are concerned.
There are those who are either able to
raise the food necessary for their fami-
lies or are financially capable of buying
it at the high prices prevailing in the
open market, and then those who must
depend upon government assistance. The
tnhabitants of the large cities and in-
dyfstrial centres and the army make up
this latter group. This class has been
increased this year by the influx of re-
fugees and prisoners, and the increase

WIRELESS FOR FARM USE.

Experiments in ;I?r—a.;-smitﬁing Agricul-
tural Market News' Now Under Way

Arrangemets for trying out the wire-
less &8s a means of sending out agri-
cural-market news to the farmers of the
country are being made by the United
States Department of Agriculture. The
trial service will be offered to half a
dozen or more counties adjacent to the
District of Columbia, going out probab-

eral Bureaa of Standards to numerous
private licensed operators who would
aid in distributing the reports to farin-
ers and other interests in the territory
covered.

Should the experiment prove practic- as
able the service will be extended to
other parts of the country. Although
no system of dividing the country and
of operation has been determined upon
as yet, the plan favored at the present
time calls for the use of\seventeen wire-
less stations throughout the country.

PARNELL DIED POOR

Yet When the lrish Gave Him
£38,000 He Only Said,
Carelessly, “Thank You.”

IR HENRY LUCY might ftitly
take the title ot “one whu has
ke * many diaries.” b kept

not only those public diaries of Par-
liament which made his reputation in
Punch and the Observer, but private
and personal diaries, containing mat-
ter discreetly reserved for publica-
tion after a soothing lapse of years,
Some of these entries have already
been given to the public in the series
called “Sixty Years in the Wilder-
ness.” A further instalment .aow 7D<
pe in “The Diary of a Journalist,”
says the London Times.

Among those varied sketches the
portraits of the politicians, as was to
be expected. stand out with mos! re-
lief, and among the politicians the
most carefully and vividly-drawn
figure is that of Lord Randolph
Churchill.  Sir Henry Lucv has con-
trived with rare skill to sum up the
brilliance, the wit, and the tragedy of
this great Parliamentarian within the
limits of the few pages he is able to
devote to him.

One anecdote is so characteristic
as to demand insertion. Lord Ran-
dolph was speaking in the House one
night on the subject of an amend-
ment moved during the debate, and
therefore not on the printed paper.
As he hesitated for the precise woird-
ing of it, stately Sir Richard Cross,
one of his Front Bench betes noires,
obligingly came to his rescue. Sir
Richard had made a note of the am-
endment when it was read and now:

*With shrewd idea of propitiating
the terrible young man below the
gangway, he, with engaging smile.
handed him his note. The conse-
quences were akin to what followed
in the case of a man who, fleeing
from a grizzly bear, remembered
had a bun in his pocket and stopped
to present the refreshment to his
pursuer. Poor Sir Richard was snap-
ped up, body and boots. “A pretty
pass we've come to in the House of
Commons,” said Lord Randolph, with
dainty repugnance, holding the sheet
of paper between finger and thumb.
‘when we have to consider amend-
ments passed ah-t from hand to
hand on dirty bits of paper.”

Says C.-B. Was Underestimated
OW Parnell recei' d the tum-
ovs thank-offering of the

Irish ~ple at home and abroad from
a deputation that went down to Av-
ondale, awestruck with the magni-
tude of their mission:

“Being themselves
they expected that a man to whom
£38,000 came in this tashion would
exhibit some signs of emotion, might
even overwhelm them with evide cc
of gratitude. When the check was
held out to him, Mr. Parnell simply

. said, ‘Thank you. much as he might
have done had someone passed him
a light for his ci:-r. He carelessly
thrust the check into his pocket, and
silently waited to see what topic of
conversation his guests might be
disposed t« start.”

“An intimate friend of Parnell told
Lucy that the Irish leader’s prema-
ture death in 1895 was contributed to
by actual poverty.

“He was so short of cash that at
the time of his illness there was in
the house no food suitable to his con-
dition, nor means of obtaining any.
Certainly the desolate couple were
unable to rai~e the fee of an eminent
specialist, who, had he been promrt-
ly brought down to Brighton, might
have saved Parnell’s life.”

As to Campbell-Bannerman, he
says:

“Disparagement of ‘C.-B." was com-
mon as late as 1905, especially among
those superfine persons whose apolo-
getic pose was though we are Liber-
als we are still gentlemen,” writes
Mr. Harry Jones in the Daily News.

I mean—,
is a rarity indeed Who was it that
said that of every thousand who ean
read. only one can think and of every
thousand who think. only .one can
see?

ARMENIANS ARE

. DRIVEN BEYOND

THEIR BORDER

Reduced Now to a Little Cau-
casus Republic

Red Government Causes Halt
in Fighting But Conditions
are Reported Frightful—
Soviets and Turks Reported
at Odds.

Tiflis, Dec. 2—Armenian forces have
been driven eastward by the Turkish
Nationalists until’ the region they hold
is entirely outside the traditional boun-
daries of Armenia. As a result, Ar-
menia is reduced to a little Caucasus re-
public such as was created by the Ger-
mans and Turks during the war. It
comprises the district of Erivan, Novo-
bayazet, thirty miles to the northeast of
that city, and Etchmiadzin, the eccles-
iatical capital of ancient Armenia, locat-
ed about twenty-five miles south of
Mount Ararat. Turkish Nationalists
have occupied districts just to the west
of this region, holding Kars, Alexand-
ropol and Surmatou.”

Hostilities between the Armenians and
Turkish Nationalists have been suspend-
ed through intervention by the Bolshe-
vik government at Moscow and hopes
are entertained that further bloodshed
may be averted. Conditions, however,
are frightful in the district held by the
Armenian forces.

One hundred thousand refugees, in the
last stages of destruction are traveling
through snows in all districts, and the
Armenian government is unable to pro-
vide housing of food, pending the ar-
rival of grain promised by the Russian
Bolsheviki..

The Turkish Natfonalists assert they

'will not crush Armenia, but will grant

lenient terms. It is declared that these

|terms, however, must be in conformity

with Turkish aspirations.

Dr. Alexander Khatissian, Armenian
premier and foreign minister, has been
appointed a special plenipotentiary to ar-
range peace with the Nationalists.

The moral of Armenia’s shattered
army is very low, while the Turks by
enntrast, are well disciplined and equip-

ped.

Reports that Soviet Russia is in dis-
agreement with the Turkish Nationalists
are accepted as true, and it is said Mos-
cow views unfavorably the Turkish ad-
vance into Armenia.

profits coming from the meat markets
run in connection with their chain of
séxty-three retail grocery stores.

F. E. Chaffee, general manager of the
chain, was confronted for a long time
with the dificulty of maintaining the
proper relationship between net and
gross profits in these markets. His ex-
perience, like that of hundreds of others,
was that it was very difficult to know
whether or not a meat market is making
money—though such information is vital
to. a business that conducts as many as
this company naow controls.

After experimenting with a variety of
different systems by which he hoped to
keep posted sn what his markets were
doing. Chaffee at last evolved a chart
system of his own, and, since its adop-
tion, he has found his greatest problem
easy of solution. By this system he now
knows the definite and exact relation be-
tween gross and net profits and, with hic
charts always before him, he has the in-
formation which enables him to correct
any difficulty. He knows if there is «
leak, where the leak is, and how to %top
it

In January, 1919, for example, on ‘a
gross profit of 17 per cent. the net profit
was very close to 6 per cent; while in
February of that same year a gross pro-
fit of 14 per cent left a net profit of zero.
That indicated the need of some closc
checking, increased volume, or a morc
careful cutting of the meat sold.

In March of the same year the gros
profit climbed to 20 per cent and the
Let approximately 6 per cent, indicating
that the management had learned a
lesson from the poor showing in Feb-
ruary and had taken the necessary steps
to correct it.

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MEXICO TRIPLES
TS PRE-WAR
O OUTPUT

Exports for Six Months Show
an Increase of 1-2 Per Cent.
Over Those of Last Year.

The exports of oil from Mexico in the
«rst six months of the calendar year

1920 reached nearly 60,000,000 barrels,
representing an increase of 72 per cent.
over the exports in 1919. If this rate
of increase is maintained throughout the
vear, the total exports for this year will
reach 185,000,000 barrels, in comparison
to 78,000,000 barrels last year.
Discussing this phase of the Mexican
oil situation a statement by the Latin
American division of the Bureau of
Commerce says the nations are inter-
ested as never before in the oil supply of
the world. “The enormous oil require-
ments of the war period have not lessen-
ed under peace conditions; in fact, the
consumption of oil in the industrial
world threatents to overtake produc-
tion,” it continues. “The developtent
of the oil resources of the world pro-
mises to be one of the most important
activites of the reconstruction Period.
“The United States contributes ap-
proximately two-thirds of the oil sup-
ply of the world, but 40 per cent, of the
rodueing fields in this country have
ecome exhausted, and it is estimated
that the oil reserve: of the United
States will not last longzer than twenty

or twenty-five years. Already this
country consumes more oil than- it pro-
duces. Mexico, which now ranks second
in production and has the greatest de-
monstrated supply, offers the most en-
{ couragement to the American oil indus-
try, both for present production and
geographical situation. Statistics show
that Mexico has multiplied its produc-
tion more than three times in the last
seven years. While in 1918 Mexico sup-
plied only one-fifteenth of the world’s
production of oil, in 1918 it furnished
more than one-eighth.

“These statistics show that the world’s
actual production of oil in 1918 was
about 515,000,000 barrels. The poten-
tial production of Mexico in 1919 was
547,000,000 barrels. By the term “po-
tential” is meant the quantity of oil that
would be produced if each well were
permited to flow without any restrait
being placed upon it. In 1919 Mexico
was potentially able to produce 82,000,-
000 barrels more oil, thap was actually
produced in all other cofntries in 1918,
and 17,000,000 barrels more than the
United States production of 877,000,000
barrels in 1919,

“The potential production of the wells
already drilled and producing in Mexico
is estimated at from 1,500,000 to 1,900,-
000 barrels daily. But only about 12
per cent. of the potential capacity of the
wells in Mexico is being actually pro-
duced. The full development of the pos-
sibilities of the industry in Mexico has
‘been hindered by the lack of transpor-
tation both for oil and for minerals by
the lack of storage facilities and by the
disorganized political conditions of he
country. The application of new legis-
lation to the industry, the effect of
which it has not been’possible to fully
ascertain, has tended to halt develop-
ment operations. Yet the exports of oil
from Mexico in the first half of 1920
show a notable “increase over the ship-
ments of previous years.”

It was found that if all the produc-
ing well of Mexico were taken into con-
sideration during 1919 the average pro-
duction per well was approximately

Been Formed

!

Master of Washington State
Grange Tells of Its De-
velopment and Activity—
Farmer-Labor Bank.

(Special Correspondence of the New York
Evening Post.)

Washington, Dec 2—For years farmers
have been told that their political and
economic strength was in organization.
This agitation has borne fruit. There are
scores of farm organizations in the coun-
try, some national or regional in charac-
ter, others local and sometimes.restrict-
ed to growers of single crops, like the
Michigan Potato Growers’ Association.
Many of the farm organizations are
federated, with the central headquarters
in the national capital, organization and
operation being modelled after the Amer-
ican Federation of Labor.

For years advocates of doctrines of
political and social economy have been
adjuring the farmers, and one result has
been the Non-Partisan League. Another
result is the growth of the co-operative
movement. William Bouck, master of
the Washington State Grange, one of the
strongest and most enterprising of the
farm organizations affliated with the
Farmers’ National Council, recently lec-
|tured in Washington on co-operative
movements among farmers of the Paci-
fic Coast State in marketing, banking
séorage, buying and obtaining labor.

“The Washington State Grange has
seventy market warehouses throughout
the State ‘whose turnover this year is
about $10,000,000.55 said Mr. Bouck.
This organization is exclusively Grange.
Plares are now being developed; how-
ever, for co-operative marketing of farm-
ers’ products, for co-operative milk con-
densaries and fruit packing establish-
merts which will conduct the farmer-
end of direct marketing.

“A large farmer-labor bank has al-
ready been started with a capitaliza-
tion of $250,000, to which the farmer
and labor forces of the State are sub-
scribers equally.

“The: Washington State Grange is
planning the establishment of a series of
