Assassination of Heir to Au-
strian Throne and His Wife

BURDEN NOW ON EMPEROR

Late Archduke a Very Powerful
Man and He Will be Missed
by Aged Ruler—Some Look
For More Peaceful Times

Sarayevo, Bosnia, J—une 28—Arch-
duke Francis Ferdinand, heir to the,
Austria-Hungarian throne, and the!
Princess of Hohenberg, his morgantic
wife, were shot dead in the main street
of the Bosnian /capital by a student to-
day while they were making an appar-
ently triumphant progress through the
city on their annual visit to the annex-
ed provinces of Bosnia and Herzegov-

ina. ;

The archduke was hit full in the face
and the princess was shot through the
abdomen throat. They died a few
minutes af! reaching the palace, to
which they were hurried with all speed.

There were two assailants, the first
armed with a bomb, and the other with
a revolver. The bomb was thrown at
the royal automobile, but the archduke
saw the missile coming and warded it
off with his arm. It injured several by-
standers a little later. As the royal auto-
mobile reached a prominent point in the
route to the palace an eighth grade stu-
dent, Gavrio Prinzip, sprang out of the
crowd and poured a fusilade of bullets
from an automatic pistol at the arch-
1 duke and the princess.

Prinzip and a fellow conspirator, a
compositor from Trebinje named Gab-
hinovics, barely escaped lynching by the
infuriated spectators and were finally
seized by the police, who afforded them
protection. Both men are natives of the
annexed province of Herzegovina.

Momentous _l:olitiul Effect

Vienna, June 20—The tragedy at Sara-
Jevo yesterday is bound to have a mo-
mentous political effect on the dual mon-
archy. ~Archduke Francis Ferdinand,
when he became heir presumptive, was
as comparatively unknown as is Arch-
duke 1 ‘tedey, but with this import-
ant difference that Emperor Francis
Joseph then had prospects of many years

_ still to reign. Now the empire must in

a aoqxpara.tively short time be governed
“BY ‘e inesperienced prince, instead of a
ruler with twenty years of close ac-
quaintance with state affairs, and second
or;lfy in ‘influence to the Emperor him-
self.

Archduke Francis Ferdinand on be-
coming heir to the throne formally re-
nounced aH title to the throne on be-
half of his children. This was neces-
sary because Austria laws forbid the off-
spring of morganatic marriages becom-
ing rulers of the country. No such dis-
qualification exists under Hungarian
laws, and in the event of a division of
monarchy without such voluntary re-
nunciation, the son of Francis Ferdinand
might succeed to the Hungarian throne.

A Powerful Man

The death of Francis Ferdinand will
throw all burdens of government upon
the aged emperor, and at the moment it
is next to impossible to predict what
political results will follow. The late
archduke had a tremendous strong per-
sonality and wielded an enormous in-
fluence in every department of political,
military and naval affairs. He possessed
a temperament of fiery energy, and had
strong clerical sympathies. He was bit-
tenly opposed to Hungary and all separa-
tist movements. He was in favor of the
restoration of temporal power of the
Pope, which made him unpopular with
Italy and endangered the Italian alliance,
and is believed to have looked to an al-
liance with the southern Slav races to
counteract Hungarian influence. Wheth-
er this was true or not, he certainly was
anxious to increase Austrian influence in
the Balkans, and worked energetically
with that aim in view, which is held as
explaining the Servian antagonism to-
‘'ward him.

Little is known of Archduke Karl
Francis Joseph’s political leanings, but it
is supposed that with the disappearance
of such a strong personality Austria may
soon enter upon a period of greater
quietude than she would have experi-
em;‘ed under Archduke Francis Ferdin-
and.

London, June 29—The London morn-
ing papers editorially express strongest
indignation and sorrocw at the manner
of Archduke Francis Ferdinand’s death.
The Telegraph says:—“His death is, we
believe, a serious loss to Europe at larg-,
as well as to Austria.”

The Times fears that Sunday’s events
must assuredly add clouds to the
political outlook in Austria-Hungary. It
thinks that the dual system of Austria
and Hungary will probably be strength-
ened for a time, but that the more the
southern Slavs see their hope recede, the

MAY REVISE THE DOG LAW

Conference of Kennel Club Officials and Com-
missioner—S. P. C. Takes Up The Matter

A delegation from the New Brunswick
Kennel Club conferred with Commis-
sioner Potts this morning regarding the
enforcement of the dog law. The mem-
bers of the club, including the president,
J. Verner McLellan, LeB. Wilson and
Alban F. Sturdee, expressed their ap-
proval of the general provisions of the
law, and of the effort being made to
rid the streets of masterless dogs. The
only matter which they suggested need-
ed remedying was the section requiring
all dogs to be kept on leash while in the
streets. -

Commissioner Potts said that the law
was passed before he took office, and all
he had to do was to enforce it. He said,
however, that he was open to conviction
regarding the harshness of applying the
law to well behaved dogs in the com-
pany of their owners. The commission-
er promised to bring the matter to the
attention of the council and, if the other
members so desire, the law may be
amended,

Since the appointment of the dog
catcher eighteen canines have been plac-
ed in temporary restraint in a box stall
in” the city stables and there are now
seven dogs in the pen, waiting to be
claimed by their owners, sale to the high-

est bidder, or death in the city’s lethal
chamber.

There was a rumor this morning that
a bull dog in the pound had killed three
other dogs there, but both Commissioner
Potts and Leo Blizzard, the pound keep-
er, emphatically denied that any such
occurrence had taken place.

Complgints in regard to the manner
in which the dogs are kept after being
caught have been made to the S. P. C.,
and S. M. Wetmore, the secretary of the
society said this morning that a meet-
ing the association had been called for
this afternoon to take up the question
from a humane standpoint. The dog|
catcher and pound keeper are to be
present.

When asked this morning what his
opinion was of the enforcement of the
law, Mr. Wetmore said that he did not
altogether approve of the method of
keeping all the dogs in one enclosure.

The seven dogs now under restraint
compose the largest number that has |
been in the stall at one time since the;
start of the movement. If they are not|
called for by tomorrow morning, they |
will be sold at auction. They are of
various breeds, some of them being just|
dogs. |

Berlin, June 29—The Berlin morning
papers representing all parties unite in
considering the tragedy an outcome of
Slavic embitterment over Austria’s in-
ternal policy. The Tageblatt says:—

“The motive is Servian hatred for the
Austro-Hungarian state. The archduke
and his wife have fallen as the victims
of passionate enmity which the Austro-
Hungarian policy of late years has
awakened among the Servian people.”

The Tageblatt thinks the crime will
further intesify the already tense situa-
tion in the dual monarchy. ‘

Rome, June 29—King Vietor Em-
manuel and Pope Piux X, have sent
their condolences to the Austrian em-
peror. ‘The Pope cancelled the St.
Peler’s Day reception, for which 10,000
invitations had been issued. The as-
sassination has caused a deep impression
throughout Italy on account of the close
relations with Austria. Only recently
the signing of a concordat between the
Pope and Servia took place, and it was

GY STORY OF WLD
STORM ON LA

It cannot be said that a party of fish-|
ermen who were at  Disappointment
Lake, some few miles from Gaspereaux |
Station, on the C. P. R. on Friday lasti
enjoyed the unique experience which|
was given them when a violent storm
broke from a bright, clear sky, but to
say the least they will not be likely to
forget it for many a year. It was in the
nature of a miniature cyclone. None of
the party had ever seen its like before in
these parts.

Dr. H. B. Nase and Oscar Price of
North End were on the lake at the time,
about one o’clock. The sun was shining
brightly from a clear sky when a small
cloud was seen scurrying across the hor-
izon. It was described as terra cotta in
hue. It was seen by some fishermen on
another lake some six or eight miles dis-
tant, and one of those who was there
said its appearance and its breaking
were similar to a typhoon which he had
witnessed some years ago in the states

The cloud kept moving steadily and
swiftly towards the lake. Suddenly there
came a loud, booming noise and the side

was struck by its bursting and tearing
at terrific pace leaving a clean swept
path in its wake. Across the lake the
windstorm sped, churning the clear blue
waters to a muddy yellow and causing
them to toss fully four feet into the air.
Then up the hill on the other side the|

noisy course, carrying with it trees and
stones, and leaving behind a path broken
through the woods as evenly as if done
by artificial means.

Dr. Nase was within twenty feet of
where the cloudburst struck the shove
of the lake. The suction was very pow-
erful, and he was compelled to cling
fast to a heavy boulder. The small row-
boat from which they had been fishing
was twirled about on the surface of the|
lake as though it were a mere chip in!
a bathtub. The shore of the lake was |
strewn with dead eels and small fish and |
the water became very muddy, but the!
sky cleared and in less time than it
takes to tell it the cyclone or typhoon |
had passed over the hills. !

SATURDAY'S TRAGEDY

Commissioner Urges Action in
Matter of Having Grappling
Irons Awvailable

The need of proper grappling irons in
some easily accessible place was grimly
impressed upon Commissioner Wigmore
on Saturday afternoon at the time of the
drowning of the little boy in the Marsh
Creek. The commissioner was superin-
tending some civic work in the neighbor-
hood when the accident happened and
was among the first on the scene. He
secured a boat and aided in the efforts
to secure the body.  When it was found
that no grappling irons were available
he drove around the city from place to
place looking for some and it was only
after considerable searching that he
tound a man, in the pilot rooms, who
volunteered to secure the irons and who
was successful in doing so. The com-
missioner returned to the scene of the
tragedy and aided in the work until the
body was found. His experience im-
pressed upon him more strongly than
cver the need for having such im-
plements in some public place where
ithey could be secured easily in an
emergency and it is his intentinon to
bring the matter to the attention of the
common council this afternoon.

B0Y SCOUTS FOR TURKEY

Costantinople, June 29+—The Boy
Scout movement has been initiated here
with the swearing in of the troop lead-
ers before Enver Pasha, who, it is under-
stood, is to be made the chief scout of
Turkey.

The movement is part of a farseeing
plan to rejuvenate Turkey. On the pa-
triotic side, the members, with the sup-
port of the young Turks, will try to
purge the language of foreign words
which have corrupted the Turkish of the
border into more or less of a jargon. On
the military and civic side, the govern-
ment hopes not only to popularize army
service among the educated classes but
to develop initiative and flexibility
among the people so as to compete more
favorably with western peoples.

It is significant that in the oath taken
by the boys the Arabic word for God
“Allah,” - has yielded to the Turkish
“Tengri.” All names used in the organi-
zation, such as izdjis for “scouts,” and
Oimack Begs for “leaders,” are pure
Turkish. The word for leader in official
use has heretofore been “bey.”

The young Turks and many of the
older men, believe that the country’s
decline' has been largely due to to Per-
sian and Byzantine influences. They hope
to teach the youth to remember the ra-
cial origin of the people who once came
near subduing Europe.

ANOTHER BURIED CITY
HAS BEEN DISCOVERED

Egyptologist Finds One as Well
Preserved as Pompeii

London, June 29—Recent exploration
in the Nile Valley has resulted in the
discovery of a buried Egyptian city as
well preserved as Pompeli, according to
the Rev. Professor A. H. Sayce, a fam-
ous Egyptologist, in an address at the
Royal Society. The discovery was made
by Professor Garstang, investigating at
Meroe. Walls fifteen feet thick sur-
rounded a royal city containing two
palaces, public baths, gymnasia, streets
and private dwellings. Trees set in pits
lined with brick bordered the streets,
and walls, quays and landing stages
were built along the riverside. This
city was the centre of the iron industry
of the time, and the slag from the
smelting furnaces shows that enough
metal was worked there to supply the
whole of northern Africa.

An observatory at the bottom of an
underground bathing establishment,
found by Professor Garstang, is -of/in-
terest to modern science, as its walls
were covered with astronemical calcul-
ations.

PAVING WORK FOR

Boys in Background In High

MORE IN HONOR CLASS

Gratifying Increase There is Fea-

Although the graduating class of the
St. John High School this year is some-
what smaller than for several years, it
is interesting to note that the proportion
of pupils passing with honors shows a
gratifying increase.

To make the dress will require 31§
yards of ratine, 44 inches wide and 2
yards of 40-inch Roman silk., If lace
is used for the vest 3 yard 18 inches
will be required.

The home dressmaker need not hesi-
tate to attempt cutting the dress. Al-
though there are many parts to the pat-
tern, they can be so arranged on the
material that there will net be any
waste, neither will there be any excuse
for errors.

WART OSLER FOR PARLIAMENT

_L@rena.l Representations Being Made
o Famous Canadian Medico To Go
Te House of Commons

(Times Special Correspondence)

London, June 16—Everybody is hop-
ing that Sir William Osler will yield to
strong and influential representations
made to him to go to the House of Com-
mons as member for Oxford University
—the seat made vacant by the death of
Sir William Anson. If he decides to do
so it is altogether likely that it will.be:
an election by acclamation. It goes with~
out saying that the House of Commons
would welcome this distinguished Can-
adian whose signal services to the ‘cause
of medicine have made him a world-fa-
mous figure. -

He is fond of rebutting the popular
opinion that Oxford University is the
home of conservatism and lacking in pro-
gress and as he said the other day he
believes it to be “the most alive, intelli-
gent, stimulating and fertile place that
any Englishman or colonial could visit.”
It is his intense love for the university
—where he is the idol of the under

aduates particularly of those from

nada—that ‘would form the principal
objection to his taking parliamentary
honors. He would much prefer to com-
plete his life-work in the quieter arena of
the university than to participate in the
noisy struggle of Westminster. In the
house, however, he would exert consid-
erable influence, and he is not insensible
of the fact that Britain requires the pres-
ence of the principal thinkers in her na-
tional councils.

THE “RAINBOW” NEEDED

Hence Canada is in the humili-
ating position of not being able to pre-
serve law and order within that portion
of her territory which lies between the
shore-line and the three-mile limit.

Is Canada to be in the humiliating pesi-
tion of asking the Japanese navy to re-
store order within Canadian territory?

The situation is one which does small
credit to the Canadian parliament and
the Canadian people. In their ignorance
they thought they would never be called
upon to enforce law and order in that
part of the ocean which, by international
law, is known as Canadian territory. In
their ignorance they could not see the
value of cruisers doing police duty along
our coasts.

Let us hope that this incident will
teach the statesmen at Ottawa to lay
aside their party partisanship and com-
mence to govern Canada on the patriotic
basis adopted by the statesmen of other
countries.

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“PRACTICAL POLITICS.”

The Chatham World, whose editor,
Mr. J. L. Stewart, is a Conservative and
a member of the legislature, is always an
interesting newspaper, but especially so
at the present time; for Mr. Stewart is
discussing with much frankness the situ-
ation in regard to provincial politics and
the Royal Commission. The Fredericton
Gleaner the other day said:—

Mr. Stewart was elected as a support-
er of Mr. Flemming and of the present
government, but his allegiance would
not stand the test of practical politics.”

The kind of “practical politics” the
Gleaner meant is thus described by Mr.
Stewart in Saturday’s World:—

“That is to say, when the government
introduced a bill to renew crown land
licenses for a long term, without giving
anyone except the holders a chance to
get any timber llmlts, Mr. Stewart op-
posed it and moved amendments in the
interests of the small operators. That
was the first sample of the government’s
‘practical politics’ he would not stand
for. And when ‘practical politics’ took
the form of giving Mr. Gould $2,000,000
more than the contract price for build-
ing the Valley Railway, Mr. Stewart’s
‘allcgiance would not stand the test’
When the Royal Commission bill was
introduced Mr. Stewart sought to amend
it by giving the commission wider pow-
ers of inquiry, ‘practical politics’ having
restrained its scope, and the commission-
ers havé taken the powers which he tried
to give them by statute.”

Continuing Mr. Stewart says that he
was not elected as a supporter of Mr.
Flemming, but that he promised to sup-
port all government measures which, in
his opinion, would be in the best inter-
ests of the country and the province, and
that he has kept that promise. Refer-
ring to a statement in the Moncton
Times that many thousands of dollars
were collected from the lumbermen by
Mr. Berry, ostensibly for a campaign
fund the World says:—

“Yes, and it is established by the evi-
dence that the money so collected was
paid to tie man Premier Flemming
designated as the one to receive it. The
government may not be responsible for
Berry, but it is responsible for Flem-
ming.”

Discussing the Valley Railway
quiry the World says:—

“One of the government engineers ad-

mits that an engine can haul three times
as much over the Transcontinental as
over the Valley road. Our friends of
the government have been claiming that
it is just as good a road.”
" The World also directs the attention
of its readers to the fact that the $350,-
000 which was loaned by the Prudential
Trust Company to Mr. Gould and others
‘was not wanted at the time jt was loan-
ed for railway construction. In a prev-
jous issue the World expressed the view
that Mr. Flemming should resign, and
all of its comments on the condition of
affairs as revealed by the inquiry by the
‘Royal Commission are such as to show
that self-respecting Conservatives are
not in harmony with the policy of the
St. John Standard and the Fredericton
Gleaner.

A GREAT CRIME

The world is again shocked by a story
of assassination, the victims of the
tragedy being the heir to the Austro-
Hungarian throne and his morganatic
wife, who were shot down in the street
in the capital of Bosnia. The dreadful
crime was committed by a young
student who gloried in the act, and who
is reported to have said that “he had
long intended to kill some eminent per-
,son from nationalist motives.” He is
about eighteen years of age, and there
was associated with him another aged
twenty-one years, who attempted to do
with a bomb what the younger did so
effectively with an automatic pistol. Both
are said to be natives of the province of
Herzegovina, which with Bosnia had
been annexed to Austria. They had been
in close communication with anarchists
in Belgrade, the capital of Servia. Re-
lations between Austria and Servia have
been strained, and this dreadful crime
will have far-reaching consequences.
Profound sympathy will be felt for the
venerable Emperor Francis Joseph, who
has himself but just recovered from a
very severe illness, and for the three
children who have been made orphans.
No cause is ever advanced by assassina-
tion; and, whatever may have been the
dreams of the misguided youth who has
‘committed this crime, he has but made
them less likely ever t§ be realized, while
at the same timesfMie has plunged a
nation into mourning.

CHEAP HOUSES FOR PARISIANS

A housing scheme on a very large
scale has been entered upon by the
municipality of Paris, France, following
the passage of an act by the national
assembly dealing with the housing prob-
lem. That act empowers the municipal-
ity to incur a direct expenditure of $30,-
000,000 in improving housing conditions
and to make advances to philanthropic
and building societies which are trying
to solve the housing problem. An ex-
change gives the following statement of
what it is proposed to do.

“During the next eighteen months,
¢heap and hygenic dwellir:g-l will be

erected in Paris (a city of high rents)
for no fewer than 60,000 persons who
are at present living in unsanitary
houses. The Municipality of Paris has
borrowed $4,000,000 from the National
Pensions Office at 4.2 per cent. and has
already purchased 86 acres of building
land for $2,165,000, an average cost of
$1.85 per square foot. At a cost of $13,-
000,000 it will be possible to build 11,000
lodgings, each capable of accommodating
at least five persons. These dwelhngs(
will, it is hoped, be ready for occupahon
in June, 1915. The council has decided |
to spend the remaining half of this |
authorized expenditure in the construc-|
tion of dwellings on the site of the dis-,

mantled fortifications of Paris when the
grand scheme which will give Paris yet|
another ring of boulevards becomes a}
reality.”

The Bureau of Railway Economics, in
a summary statéement of revenues and
expenses of about ninety per cent. of all
the steam railway mileage in the United
States for the month of April, shows
that there was a considerable decrease
both in operating revenues and operating
expenses compared with the month of
April, 1918. It states the situation in
brief as follows:—“Returns for April
reduced to a per mile of line basis and
compared with .the returns for April,
1918, show a decrease in total operating
revenues per _mile of 4.1 _per cent, and
a decrease in operating expenses per mile
of 5.0 per cent. Net operating revenue
per mile was less by $4, or 1.5 per cent.
than for April 1913, while that for April
1918 was 2.4 per cent. greater than for
April 1912,

Evidently the people in the western
provinces anticipate a revival of busi-
ness. The following is an extract from
a letter received last week by the”Mon-
treal Financial Times from a bank
manager in Alberta:—

“The crops here are in first class
shape, most of the grain is over eigh-
teen inches higﬁ, some farmers claim
that their grain is heading out already.
I anticipate the harvest will be three
weeks to a month earlier this year than
it has been' for some years past and,
provided we escape the hail, it will be a
bumper crop. The live-stock business
here is increasing very fast, this week
we shipped out five cars of hogs and!
some cattle, next year I expect some
considerable shipping of cattle as well
as hogs. Shipments of cream and eggs!
are also mounting up. In one day last
week we shipped 8,000 pounds of cream
and several hundred dozen of eggs. Al-
together the prospects of this district are
bright ‘for this year.”

His head was s
mashed in, his neck was broken, and his
face badly bruised.

Firor joined the Easington at St. 3
ohn about a month ago.

P, E ISLAND CROPS

Charlottetown, P. E. I, June 29—The
crop report of the Provincial Department
of Agriculture, shows that an average
yield of hay is promised, although the
season is late. Clover has suffered to
some extent from winter injury. There
wil be an average crop of wheat. In the
esstern sections the excessive rain and
continued cold has had a backward ef-

fect. Qats will also be an average crop
and in some localities there is an in-
greased acreage. In some low lands dam-
age has been caused by the unusually
wet. season. There is only a small
amount of barley grown, but the pres-
ent indications are for an average crop.

The corn crop was late in being plant-
od. :

Early 'potatoes are making ' good
growth, and there will be greater acreage
than usual. In some sections the root
crops have not yet been planted.

There is a good show for apples. The
prospects for plums are unfavorable.
There will be a good cherry crop and
about an average crop of bush fruits.
There will be a fair crop of strawberries.

The number of sheep has increased
and there is a brisk demand at high
prices. The breeding of Karakule shecp
for the raising of Persian lambs was in-
jtiated this spring. Already about sixty
lambs have been born on the three farms
controlled by the one Karakule Sheep
Company.

Hogs are scarce, there having been
large losses. Young pigs bring from

" $6'to $8.50 a pair from four to six weeks

of age.

There is a marked increase in the
number of hens kept and more atten-
tion is paid to raising better bred poul-
tty. There is being quite an increase in
the supply of eggs. The egg circles have
spread all over the province. Geese and
turkeys have hatched poorly and there
will be a scarcity.

Cold weather kept the pastures back
early in the spring, but growth has been
quite rapid during the last few weeks.
In general the supply of milk will be
up to the average. Lack of feed caused
some" dairymen to' reduce their stock,
and in some sections there is a gradual
change from dairy to beef cattle. The
cheese factories were later commencing
operations this year.

Owing to the large number of public
works in' course of construction and
other building operations, farm labor is
scarce. The wages paid range from one
dollar to $1.50 a day and from $18 to
$25 a month with board.

The Cassandra and destroyers experi-

enced some difficulty in locating the
California, owing to fog and the treach-
erous nature of the coast: The destroyer
Lynx was first to arrive and by aid of
her searchlight the Cassandra was en-
abled to approach the California. The
1,016 passengers on the California com-
menced disembarking at daybreak, being
taken aboard the Cassandra.
The officers and crew of the California
were assisted by men from the three
destroyers in transferring the passengers.
The wireless worked excellently, and
from the moment of the impact the
California was in constant communica-
tion with the Cassandra, Malin' Head
station and the destroyers. The message
confirmed earlier reports that no loss
of life had resulted from the accident,
or in transference of passengers to the
Cassandra.

The California lies in a very precarious
position on the rocky coast but it is
expected she will be floated as soon as
fine weather sets in. Her crew con-
tinyes on board, although the water has
penetrated three of her holds.

The Cassandra is of the Donaldson
line. The Robert Reford Co., Ltd., local
agents for the steamer received word
this morning that the Cassandra, home-
ward bound from Montreal, and due at
Glasgow 'tomorrow was standing by the
Califfornia to take off her passengers
and crew. The Cassandra and her master
Captain' R. C. Brown, are both well
known in St. John.

CORPS OF GUIDES
IN ACTIVE WORK

New Feature In Military Train-
ing In Canada

START AT CANTERBURY

Seventy-five Men, Under Com-
mand of Major Mersereau of
St. John, Start Sixteen Days
Operations in New Brunswick

A new feature in military training in
Canada is now being tried out for the
first time under the direction of Major
C. J. Mersereau of this city, a member
of the real estate firm of Mersereau and
Kierstead. No. 6 detachment. Corps of
Guides under the command of Major
Mersereau met this morning at Canter-
bury station and will reinain out for six-
teen dayz:: taking a reconnaisance of the
sur.rc.)undmg country to ascertain the
fgclhties which would be available in
time of war. An investigation as to
the amount of food which could
be obtiined for men and horses
will be made, also, the condition
of the roads, will be observed, as to
whether or not they would be passable
for big guns, They will also secure de-
t_alls of the exact means of communica-
tion, telegraphic, postal and telephone
conne_ction. The idea is also to train the
men in this branch of military work as
it would have to be carried out in time
of war.

The members of the squad are all
mounted_. They will bivouac in the open
and taking no temts with them. The

one wquing by itself, and it is the plan
of Major Mersereau to work northward
from Canterbury for about thirty miles
a!ong the frontier and for about the same
distance back and each day the different
sections will bivouac where night over-
takes them. :

There are seventy-five men in the
corps, accompanied by twelve officers.

A. C. Jost, Guysboro, N. S.,, command-
ing the mounted company; Captain F.
G. Goodspeed, 'St. John, N. B., command-
ing No. 1 section; Lieut. W. D. Taoit,
Hopewell, N. S; commanding No. 2
section; Lieut. W. M. F. Forbes, Char-
lottetown, P. E. I, commanding No. 8
section. Major R. Hayter general staff
officer ‘of the 6th division and Cap-
tain L.H. Stillwell of the head quarters
staff, Ottawa, accompanied the detach-
ment.

No. 6 division, Corps of Guides is the
division in the maritime provinces and
has the honor of being the first ‘to take
up this branch of military work. Major
Mersereau, who is: the senior major of
the corpd of guides in' Canada, has been
trying for some time to get the head-
quarters staff to give him permission to
make such a sur¥éy, but the department
at’ Qttawa hesiliited and ithe present
camp at CantérBury is more or less of
an experiment bift if it proves success-
ful a survey of different parts of
the country will be taken each year
until the whole of the maritime prov-
inces is covered, with the exception of
the parts that are heavily wooded. It
is also probable that if No. 6 detachment
are successfu]l in their work, that other
detachments will take up the same work
in other parts of Canada.

The information gathered at Canter-
bury station will be of e secret nature
and after a copy has been taken at Ot-
tawa, the records will be sent to London
where they will be placed on file.
