HUNDREDS HOMELESS

Woerst Part of Storm Preceded
by Downpour ef Rain—Then
Came Wall of Water Down
Cheery Creck — A Timely
Warning ;

(Canadian Press)
Denver, Col., July 15—Several hundred
men, women and children are homeless, a

number of deaths are rumored and a mil-
lion and half dollars worth ‘of property
is in ruins here today as the result of a
cloudburst, which resulted in the overflow
of the shallow bed of Cherry Creek throug®
this city from ten o’clock last might until
midnight. -

The big city auditorium today is a refuge
camp. At dawn 500 of the homeless were
gathered there and they are being fed by
the city. Twenty-five children from six
months to six years old, whose parents
may have been lost, are in care of a police
matron.

The chamber of commerce opened a: re-

lief subscription this morning. The flood
is without parallel in the history of the
city.
I){Yeports along the course of Cherry
Creek early today indicate an augmenta-
tion of the loss of property in the outlying
districts. Had it not been for a mnote of
warning sounded over the telephone from
an unknown source to the city hall, just
before the worst of the cloud reached the
city, many would not have escaped death.
Many fled in their night clothes and that
many more were caught in the flood, while
sleeping is the general belief.

The cloudburst was preceded by a storm
with a wind velocity of forty-eight miles
an hour at three o'clotk yesterday after-
noon. In two hours of hard rain, the
str nd gewers were flooded, the tram-
way lines were out of commission, hun-
dreds were marooned in the parks around
the city dnd fifty miles of city

Within 'thirty minutes a wall of water
many feet high descended on the city
from Cherry Creek, which flows through
the Country Club grounds, passing within
ve blocks of the city hall, the county
ital, the west side court, out to the
Bouth Platte, five miles distant. It rip-
ped out concrete walls that confined it for
two miles, destroyed bridges and hundreds
of emall dwellings, driving' the occupants
from their homes or to roofs from which.
they were rescued by members of the pol-
ice and fire departments.

Reaching the Union station, the torrent
rushed ' three feet deep'through the yard,
putting locomotive fires out, marooning
several hundred passengers, and closing
the city to incoming or outgoing traffic.
In half 'an hour miles of tramway cars
were put out of commission, while a sew-
er was undermined and broke and flooded

Mezxico City, July 15—A clash between
a band of rebels under Argumedo and fed-
erals under Gemeral Blanquet, resulting
in the rebels being routed, is reported to
the Imperial by mail. The telegraph re-
port was refused tranemisison. The fight
is said to have occurred on July 10, near
Santiago Pass Quiaro, about fifteen miles
from Torren, in the State of Durango. The
rebels, it is eald have been led into un-
favorable ground by over-confidence in su-
perior numbers and to have lost many
killed and wounded.

Ministerialist Press Statement on
United States Action Re Pa-
nama Canal Regulations

(Canadian Press)

London, July 15—In an editorial on the
Panama Canal bill, the Daily News, the
principal ministerialist organ, says that ap-
parently the United States senate means to
pass the bill without heed of the British
government protest, adding:

“Perhaps the senators think that in its
present form the bill makes no distinction
and it certainly is obscure enough to stand
very diverse interpretations. That, how-
ever, is not a satisfactory attitude for if
the senators do not wish to disecriminate;
surely they ought to make their intention
as clear in the bill as possible.

“It is more probable that they think
congresg has .the right to diseriminate,
under the Hay-Pauncefote treaty. That is
not the British view, and we have a con-
flict of opinion as to the meaning of the
international agreement. There is only one
permissible way to dispose of this conflict,
and that is by arbitration. Neither Am-
erica nor Great Britain wishes to violate
any engagement and both countries are
anxious to carry out its agreements in the
spirit and in the letter where there is a
difference of opinion as to their true char-
acter. The obvious solution is to submit
the issue to an impartial judge. That
course should be taken if the bill as it
leaves congres turns out to bie in conflict
with the British view bearing on the Hay-
Pauncefote treaty.”

FEARFULLY  INJURED:
LIGHTHOUSE KEEPER

Megantic Carries Caretaker of
Rathlin Island Light te Liver-
pool—Arm Blown Off

London, July 15 — Prompt assistance

rendered by the White Star Line Steam-
ship Megantic, which arrived at Liver-
pool yesterday from Montreal, saved the
life of a lighthouse keeper named Duff,
on Rathlin Island, off the North of Ixg-
land.
Duff had an arm blown off and was
terribly burned by the explosion of a fog
gun. There is no physician on Rathlib
Island, and in the time required to bring
one from the mainland Duff must have
died.

The Megantic luckily was passing at the
time, and, in response to signals, stopped
and sent ashore a physician, who had the
man removed to the vessel and taken to
Liverpool.

Rise in Value of His Shares in
Standard Means $79,000,000

New . York, July 14—Wall etreet found
cause for comment on Saturday in the sub-
stantial rises which have been registered
during the last week or.so by some of the
former subsidiarieg of the Standard Oil
Company of New Jersey. The new values
have brought the quotations for the old
shares all subsidiaries, up, to the high re-
cords, the offered price Friday reaching
the $1,000 mark. The quotation was $980
bid, $1,000 offered, although it was said
that it was doubtful if any stock could be
obtained at the nominal “offer” quotation.

Figured at the current offered price, the
983,383 outstanding ehares of the old com-
pany may be said to have appreciated in
market value by $319,500,000. John D.
Rockefeller was the owner of nearly 245,-
000 shares in the old company, and on
the -basis of the rise since the dissolution,
it may be said that the supreme court
decigion has added some $79,000,000 to the
market value of that part of his fortune
tied up in Standard Oil stock.

New Bedford, Mass., July 15—The oper-
atives in eleven cotton cloth mills in this
city struck today to enforce the demand
of the weavers for the abolishment of the
grading fines eystem’ of wages. The strik-
ere’ gathered about the gates of the mills
and made a noiey demonstration, but no
violence of any kind was reported during
the first few hours of the strike.

New York, July 15—The American says
that eight mew trans-Atlantic liners are
now being built for exclusive use in the
Canadian trade. The four big companies
which_ ave building two each 'are -the
White Star Line, the Allan Line, the

ship Company.

P. A. 8. Franklin, vice-president of the
International Mercantile Marine, was re-
cently in Montreal for several days, and
hig visit there at this time was reported
to be in connection with the White Star
interests in Canadian shipping.

The liners to be built for the White
Star are to be of the same type as the
Laurentic and Majestic, and will replace
the Canada and Teutonic. The Cunasd
Line’s new steamer, Ascania, has already
completed successfully her maiden voyage
from England to Montreal, and her sister
ship will be launched early next year.

It is predicted that the Canadian
Northern will not be slow in following the
example of the other big concerns; as it
is & matter of common belief that Canada,
more than any other in the world, will.be
the country of the future, and the best
field .for investment by shipping interests.

WARNING TO SPAIN
15 SENT BY GREAT
BRITAIN-AND FRANCE

Remind Alfonso of Neutrality Law
in Dealing With the Troubles
on Portuguese Berder

Lisbon, Portugal, July 15—According to
a Portuguese newspaper, Paiz, Spain has
received a collective note from England
and France, pouring out the principle of
international law which obliges Spain to
respect the republic of Portugal and to
enforce neutrality of the frontier.

Benor Vasconcellos the Portuguese prem-
ier, had interview on Saturday with
Sir Arthur Henry Hardinge, British min-
ister to Portugal, in the course of which
he protested against Spain permitting arm-
ed Portuguese royalists to encamp on Span-
ish territory.

Meetings between the Czar and the
Kaiser, such as ‘that which has just taken
place at Baltiscnport, in Esthonia, are
viewed with great concern and anxiety,
ix}ot‘ only in St. Petersburg, but also in

erlin, In the Russian capital there is
always a fear lest Nicholas should be led
to inyolve his empire in some internation-
sl entanglement or to commit Russia to
some -disadvantageous policy through the
particularly winning and persuasive me-
thods of his cousin William.

Nicholas is aware of the existence of
this fear, and the consequence is that af-
ter each of these encounters he feels im-
pelled to make some marked manifestation
of unfriendliness to Germany—sometimes
to the Kaiser even—just towdemonstrate
publicly that he has in no sense fallen a
prey to the emperor’s wiles.

Something of the sdrt has occurred af-
Jer each meeting that has taken place be-
tween the two sovereigns in previous
years, and now the authorities in Berlin
wre wondering what particular form the
expected unpleasantness on the part of
Russia. will take this time.

The fact of the matter is that the pres-
snt Czar, contrary to his popular reputa-
tion abroad, is possessed of a very de-
termined and obstinate, though not imper-
ious character. It must be borne in
mind that all the most powerful influences
of Russia, that of the empress-dowager, of
the various granddukes and grandduchess-
es of the imperial family, and that of the
great nobles, the dignitaries-of the court,
of the church, the army, and the bureau-
cracy, were vainly brought to bear upon
him, in an effort to prevent him granting
s constitution to thé nation.. He carried
through his project, and almost single-
handed in the face of the greatest ob-
stacles, laid the foundations of popular
government in Russia., = :

This alone is sufficient to give him 'a
niche in the temple of history as lasting
as that of his grandfather, Alexander II.,
who decreed the liberation of the serfs.

On each occasion that the Kaiser has
come into contact with the Czar, he is
known to have endeavored to weaken the
bonds of the Franco-Russian alliance, but
the attempt has admittedly been fruitless,
since the union between the two coun-
tries is closer than ever, and it is pretty
well assured that Emperor William has
nccomplished as little during his recent
conference with the Czar, as on former
occasions. !

One thing must not be forgotten, that
the Russian peasantry, which constitutes
nine-tenths of the population, has been
brought up from time immemorial to hate
and abominate everything German, largely
owing to the fact that until a generation
or 8o ago, the Russian nobles were ac-
vustomed to employ German factors and
overseers on their estates, who were com-
monly regarded in much the same light
as the stewards of absentee Irish land-
lords.

Then, too, several Russian - govereigns,
notably Peter the Great, encouraged the
immigration of German agriculturists, ar-
tisans, ‘etc., granting them all sorts of
privileges, which rendered them objects of
envy to the sons of the soil. There were
plenty of other causes for the national
dislike of Teutons and the very name ap-
plied to them, and now adopted as the
official Russian synonym for “German”
Indicates ill-will. It is ‘“Nemetz,” Ang-
lice “dumb-fool.” |

No alliance or even -concerted action
with Germany would ever be popular in
Russia, where the people have now some
voice in national affairs. No one realizes
this better than Emperor Nicholas.

The German government, with extra-
ordinary mal-apropos, arrested just a week
before the meeting of the two emperors,
r Captain Kostevitch, personally known
and liked by the Czar. He is one of the
most promising young officers attached to
the artillery bureau of the Russian war
department, and is regarded as a leadin,
expert in explosives.. He had receiveg
instructions from his departmental chiefs
to: make a three months official stay in
Germany, to visit governmental and priv-
ate factories of explosives. On arriving
in Berlin he at once reported himself at
the Russian embassy, and was presented
by the charge d’affaires and .the military
attache to the German authorities at the
war department and elsewhere, explaining
the ‘object of his mission, and asking that
courtesies and facilities should be accord-
ed him. These were duly promised, but
he found the doors of the state factories
of explosives were closed in his face, and
when he sought information and admis-
sion at the private factories he was arrest-
ed' as a suspicious character, and held in-
communicado as a spy, despite the pro-
tests of the Russian embassy.

Emperor Nicholas is particularly sensi-
tive to charges of this kind against his
officers, and even successful espionage is
no longer a road to preferment. Military

Bttaches of the Muscovite embassy in

Vienna and of the legation in Stockholm,
have within the last year been recalled
and disciplined by the home authorities
for allowing themselves to become involv-
ed in secret service intrigues, and the new
standard set by the Czar for the work of
hig-naval and military representatives
abroad is best shown by the course of ac-
tion pursued by the lately appointed mil-
itary attache’ in the Swedish capital. When
this officer four weeks ago received from
a member of the Swedish war department
an offer to sell military secrets and plans
of the Swedish war department an offer
to sell military secrets and plans of the
Bwedish defences, the Russian, instead of
accepting at once informed the Swedish
minister of war, thereby placing the gov-
ernment under obligation both to himself
and the Czar.

Naturally officers thus attached to for-
eign missions will think it advantageous to
follow this example, and establish a repu-
tation for a lofty sense of honor, which
will place them above the suspicion of
shusing the hospitality of the countries to
which they are aceredited. :

Ex-Premier Arthur Balfour’s unveiling of
the statue of Francis Bacon last week at
Gray’s Inn—a most appropriate site—
yerves to draw attention to the fact that
this eminent statesman, judge, and philos-
opher, who is believed by some to be the
puthor of most of the works of Shakes-
Feate, has had to wait more than 300 years
or -any such recognition from his fellow
jountrymén.

Driving in Highgate
one day, he left his carriage to collect some
snow with which to stuff a fowl, in order
to note the effect of cold on the preserva-
tion of its flesh. In doing this he brought
on-an affection of the lungs to which he
succumbed m g few days. It has taken'
nearly 300 years for his idea to work out
to the monetary profit of the western and
antipodean worlds, and the benefit: of
mankind.

Incidentally, it may be remarked that it
iy incorrect to speak of him as. “Lord Ba-
con,” an error that even some of his bi-
ographers have made. He was' first “Sir
Francis Bacon, afterwards .created Lord
Verulam, and he 'died as & Visecount
St. Albans, but he was never styled “Lord
Bacon,” - 'While still & mere knight he was
appointed to the dignity of Lord keeper of
the great seal, which caused him to be offi-
cially addressed as “My Lord,” though
not' a peer of the realm. In fact, he was
known in those days as “Lord Keeper Ba-
con.” At that epoch the offices of keep-
er of the great seal and of lord high chan-
cellotk were separate. Twelve months ‘af-
ter being appointed lord keeper, he was
elevated to the woolsack as lord high chan-
cellor, and at the same time was created
a peer of the realm, as Lord Verulam.
Dying without issue, his Viscounty of St.
Albans, and his Barony of -Verulam be-
came extinct, though descendants of his el-
der brother still exist, the present head of
the family being Sir Hickman Bacon,
premier baronet of the realm.

UNDERVALUATION OF
IMPORTATIONS. FROM
SIATES REPORTED

Canadian Manufacturers’ Association, the

department of customs, it is understood, |’

on excellent authority is keeping a very
careful watch on the valuation upon ar-
ticles crossing into Canada from the Uni-
ted States and in consequence new bulle-
tins are being issued from time to time
for the guidance of customs inspectors and
collectors all along the boundary line.

The valuation of an article imported
from the United States into Canada is
based upon the selling price of that article
in the country of its manufacture and it
has been contended by the Canadian manu-
facturers that the United States exporters
have been placing too law a value in their
invoices upon the exported articles and
that in consequence the dominion is be-
ing cheated out of a large amount of re-
venue and the Canadian mannufacturers
incidentally out of a certain amount of
protection. :

As a result of the representations made
the department of customs has been con-
ducting enquiries into these valuations and
in many cases has eent its men to the
factories and requested to be shown the
books of the firms and their private cata-
logues. In some cases this request has
been refused and in such cases the firme
have been informed that a duty of fifty
per cent. will be charged until the request
is granted or that action will be taken
through the anti-dumping clause of the
tariff.

In nearly all cases this threat, it is un-
derstood, had had the desired effect so
that the department is gradually gaining
possession of all inside information con-
nected with price lists of American com-
panies. Where it is found that there is
any sign of undervaluation new bulletins
are’ issued.

It is stated that the alleged undervalu-
ation is especially common in connectibn
with the import of automobiles whose
values are changing from-time to time as
improvements are made and new patents
instituted. In the case of gasoline tractors
so much in demand throughout the west-
ern provinces, the department has also
been especially active and a new bulletini
on this class of agricultural implements
has recently been issued. On accouny of
the enormous number of these machines
imported into the west any change in the
valuation will mean a coneiderable increase
to the revenue of the dominion. An in-
crease in valuation naturally means in-
crease in duty. It also logically follows
that on the shoulders of the western pur-
chaser of these machines will fall the add-
ed imposition. However,, the manufac-
turers insist upon the customs regulations
being obeyed to the letter and the depart-
ment of customs has determined that there
shall be no evasion and no decrease to the
protection afforded to Canadian industries.

Canonization is a lengthy jwocess,
the church making careful investization,
especially in the . attér of miracles, wkich
the candidate for canonization .6 sup
to have performed. The first stage is ven-
erable, the second beatification, .ne third
canonization. The second step is some-
times omitted, and once the beatification is
the process of canonization is um-
derstood to be only a férmality subject to
certain rules of the inother church.

In 1878 a decree of the sacrad congrega-
tion of rites declared Margaret Eourgeoys
venerable.

An ecclesiastical ~ourt has already sat
here and investigated the claims set up for
the canonization of Margaret Bourgeoys.

The inquiry resulted in much testimony.
Several witnesses, both lay and -~lerical,
gravely declared that many remarkable
cures had followed the application of Cuet
from the tomb of the revered foundress of
the «<ongregation.

Rev. Father Favard, convent chaplain at
the time of the fire at the old churzh of
the congregation, was quoted as stating
that mysterious fires glimmered around the
niche in which the heart of the foundress
was kept in a leaden box long after the
fire had been elsewhere extinguished. Itur-
ther he was said to have noted that blood
trickled down the wall from the niche.

Margaret Bourgeoys came to Canada
from nce in 1653. Her congregation
now numbers 130 establishments in twenty-
one dioceses, 400 nuns and 1,500 pupils.

Arrest of Youth of Old Family on Charge
of Attacking Y oung Miss

New York, July 13—J. Wilson Gandy,
aged 19, of Pleasant Plains, B. I., and
member of an old Hugenot family, was ar-
raigned at Stapleton on a charge of hav-
ing attacked a 15-year-old girl. After his
arrest at South Beach the police found in
his pocket a memorandum book containing
the addresses of something like 40 young
girls living in the Bronx or on the Upper
East Side, some of them in the mneighbor-
hood in which Julia Connors was murder-
ed.
The girl making the charge against him
is Bertha McHalstadt of the Bronx. She
says she met Gandy four or five weeks ago
and that he had asked permission of her
parents to accompany her to South Beach
on July 5. The girl’s parents consented,
and according to the girl's story Gandy
walked with” her to the Fox Hills golf
links and then compelled her to go through
a gate.

‘When arrested he was with Hilda Schnei-
der, aged 18 of 140 15th .street, Long Is-
land City. She had been missing, the po-
lice say, since June 14 last. She was. also
taken to the station house. She said she
met Gandy about the beach. He flirted with
her ehe alleged, and they became acquaint-
ed. She said she left home because her
folks “‘picked on her.”

The fishermen of the schooner were out
bauling their trawls when the sthool of
whales, which all agreed was the largest
seen in local waters for years, suddenly
appeared on the scene. They circled sev-
eral of the dories and blew, making a
frightful din, but didn’t start anything un-
til they met with the two dories nearest
the schoner.

Seamen Antone Souss and Manuel Bu-
tal, who had just finished hauling their
trawls, and whose dory was a few yards to’
starboard of the vessel, were the first at-
tacked.

A la whale came up beneath their |
boat and poked its nose the bot-
tom of the dory, destroying the bottom
of the craft and throwing the two seamen
high in the air. Sousa fell into the water
on one side of the dory and Butal the
other side. Sousa struck on the back of a
whale, which did not seem to mind the
added cargo, but kept on his way. He
carried Sousa, who slid back and forth as
though he were on slip ice, from the
vessel on the starboard around thae

side, where the seaman slipped into the
sea.

As their craft was attacked by the whale
both Sousa and Butal set up a frantic cry
for aid. Captain Rigo and the cook were
the only ones aboard the schooner, so no
dory could be sent to the men’s aid. Cap-
tain Rigo, however, steered the schooner:
toward the commotion. As he swung the
wheel to head the ship to starboard his
attention .was attracted to the port side
of his vessel by other frantic appeals.

“S8ave me! Help!” were shouted in two
languages. Turning, Captain Rigo saw that
the dory nearest the vessel om the port
side in which were Seamen Louis Mery
and Silvino Rebac, had been attacked by
another whale.

These two men had not finished hauling

their trawls and were both standing on
their feet when a playful leviathan swish<
ed his tail against the dory, cracking a
big hole in the frail craft. The dory began
to fill. The two men dropped their fish
lines and began to bail using their hats.
The boat, heavily laden with fish, sank
underneath them, leaving them flounder-
ing in the water.
_ Meanwhile Captain Rigo had succeeded
in picking up seaman Butal, who was
knocked into the water from the first
dory struck, and who was clinging to the
wreck of the dory when picked up. Then
the big schooner was headed round to port
where the three other seamen, Sousa, who
had slipped off the whale’s back, and Mery
and Rebac, whose dory had sunk beneath
them, were floundering in the water.

Ropes were thrown to the three men
and they were hauled aboard, pretty much
all in from their exciting and unusual ex-
perience. The sunken dory, freed of its
l6ad of fish as it went down, came to the
surface soon after and was taken aboard,
as was the wreck of the first dory.

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LESSONS OF LAST WEEK

Now that the Old Home Week cele-
bration 1s a thing of the past, there is a
lesson to be learned from it which shquld
be of future benefit. It would be useless
to deny that there is dissatisfaction and
criticism, but the fair thing to do is to
study the situation and profit by any mis-
takes there may have been. The person
who simply “knocks” and sneers should
receive no sympathy whatever.

To go back to the beginning, the Back
to New Brunswick Week was promoted
by the 1917 Club. This club is a group of
the younger members of the board of
trade, who paid their fee to become mem-
bers, and who offered their services to do
anything in their power to assist in the for-
ward movement promoted by the board.
Their motives were worthy of all praise.
They were acting the part of good citi-
zens, who desired to do something for St.
John. They believed that an Old Home
Week in this year of progress would be
good for the city and province. The citi-
zeng generally approved of the plan, for
the 1917 Club met with a fairly genérous
redponse when they appealed for funds to
carry on a publicity campaign. That cam-
paign was carried on effectively, and it is
eafe to say that apart altogether from the
local celebration the city and province will
derive great benefit from the advertising
sent broadcast over the continent, telling
of the forward movement and the new
spirit of progressive enterprise which pre-
vails. Good advertising yields other than
immediate results, and for one person who
revisited the province last week hundreds
of thousands were made aware of the fact
that thers is an awakening in New Bruns-
wick.

When we come to a consideration of the
programme of last week, we must in fair-
ness remember that the members of the
1917 Club gave up freely a great deal of their
time for several months to its preparation.
Would there have been disappointment if
it had been carried out to the letter? Why
was there no firemen’s patade, no military
parade, no holiday on Thursday, no horse
parade? Why was the reception at the
rink not a success? It was certainly not
the fault of the 1917 Club that all these
features were not conducted with success.
Even the automobile parade was a failure.
Who was at fault? It lay with the owners
of horses whether there should be a horse
parade, and with the militia officers
whether the militia should turn out. The
safety department controlled the firemen.
The mayor and business men of the city
decided about the holiday on Thursday. It
rested with the city council whether the
reception at the rink was a failure or suc-
cess, and with the owners of motor catrs
whether their parade should be a motable
feature.

Old Home Week having arrived, what
should have been the disposition of citi-
zens of all classes? Should it not have
been to unite in the most heatrty manner,
for the credit of St. John, to make the af-
fair a complete success? Should not this
have been the determination of the people
even if they felt that the programme was
{nadequate and the 1917 Club ill-advised in
some matters? Surely.

But what happened? Not enly did the
city council not assume direction, as it
might fairly have done, of the civic recep-
tion and invite the citizens to attend, but
one of its members publicly critised the
1917 Club. Even the members of the
board of trade, who might have been ex-
pected to stand by the club, stayed away
from the reception. The mayor and three
of the commissioners were at least kind
enough to attend. Then there was the
holiday. The mayor did not publicly pro-
tlaim it, and ask the people to observe it.
This appears to have given business men
an excuse they were apparently glad to
get, not to observe the holiday. Their ac-
tion, in turn. gave the militia authorities
what they regarded as sufficient cause to
call off the military parade. As to the
. firemen’s parade, that only needed a nod
from one official, but a none too gracious
refusal was given instead.

Be it remembered that the promoters of
the Old Home Week had no axe to grind.

# Whatever mistakes they may have made,
' they meant to do the right thing and make
I the celebration a success. If everybody
"else had shown the same spirit success
would have been assured, and if there were
any disputes to eettle it could have been
done after the celebration was over.

It was worth a great deal to St. John
to have the formal opening of the Courte-
nay Bay works, and to have delivered
there, in presence of memhers of parlia-
ment and legislature, and other distin-
gunshed visitors, as well as a great as-
semblage of citizems, the speeches made by
the finance minister and minister of cus-
toms. That alone would justify all the
trouble taken in connection with the last
week’s events. The affair was by mno
means a failure. It was a greater success
if it shall have revealed to the citizens the
vatue of harmony and united effort in all
such matters. The commissioners have
perhaps learned that the people expect
them to take a prominent part in making
city celebrations a success, and that the
last thing any of them should think of
doing would be to wrap about him a
cloak of Napoleonic dignity. Members of
the board of trade have perhaps learned
that when they seek an enlarged member-
3hip of active young men the latter deserve
recognition for their zeal, even if they
Jometimes err-in their judgment.

The truth of the whole matter is that
there was lack of interest on the part of
very many who should have been interest-
ad. and as a result the “knocker” has been
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given a new lease of life. He may be heard
today on every stfeet corner. The lesson
is obvious. It cannot perhaps be better
stated than in the following paragraph
from the Amherst News, for Amherst sets
other towns a fine example in very many
ways. The News says:

‘There are no petty jealousies in this
town, Our citizens get together, work ‘to-
gether, cash up together; and anything
that is attempted is made a success. Am-
herst’s best asset are its men and women,
and this town will grow and prosper just
as long as all classes will continue to work
together in the future as they have in the
past.”

GO-OPERATIVE: FOREST
FIRE PROTECTION

Formation of Maurice Valley As-
sociation—Preposed Methods—
Similiar Organizations ;in The
United States

i (Conservation.)

The adoption of the co-operative idea in
forest fire protection is a matter of very
recent development on this continent. In
Canada, the first beginning has recently
been made through the formation of the
St. Maurice Valley Forest Protective As-
sociation, with headquarters at Three Riv-
ers, Quebec. The membership comprises
over 90 per cent. of the limit holders in
the St. Maurice valley. The government
of Quebec will co-operate with the as-
sociation and will bear a portion of the
in recognition of the public in-
An assesment has been

terest at stake.
levied, with which to start the work of
protection. Steps will be taken to estab-
lish an efficient patrol of the whole sec-
tion, placing men along all the Ilarger
streams to follow the river-drivers, hunt-
ers, fishermen and prospectors to see that
they put out their camp fires and smud-
ges and o%vserve the government regula-
tions. These rangers will also see that
the settlers burn their clearings only when

it is safe, and will compel them to take

proper precautions to prevent fires spread-
ing. On the railroads, men on gasoline
“speeders” will follow the trains and put
out fires started by sparks or hot coals.
Look-out stations, telephones and trails
will also be constructed to facilitate the
dxscovery of fires and the transportation
of men to extmgulsh them.

That the maximum of efficiency in for-
est fire protection is compatible with the
mwinimum of expense has been demon-
strated by the twelve organizations of tim-
berland owners in Washington, Oregon
Idaho, and Montana which comprise the
Western Forestry and Conservation Asso-
ciation. During the summer of 1911 this
association *provided for the co-operative
patrol of 16,000,000 acres of timberland at
a cost, including the construction of roads,
trails, telephone lines, etc., of less than
two cents per acre. The fire loss as a re-
sult, was practically negligible. During
the very bad season of 1910, the fire loss
on the lands of the association was kept
down to less than one-half of one per cent.
More than 400 patrol men were employed
to guard the stand of not less than 400
billion feet of timber on  these
lands. During the two years the as-
sociation has been in existence, forest pro-
tection has become a living issue on the
Pacific Coast. The laws have been
strengthened and state appropriations
doubled. The general public has become
awake to the subject and convictions are
secured for violations of the laws. In
short, more has been accomplished durmg
the two years of the association’s life in
the way «of semmng definite actian by
states and the private owners of timber
lends than in all the years prenously

THE KANSAS VALEY

Unfavorable Reports From Long
Island and New Jersey Re-

ceived

. C. E. Embree, who for several months
has been working in the intrests of the
Maine Department of Agriculture in the
organization of the farmers’ exchange in
that state, and who is slated to be the
salés or general manager of the Farmers’
Union of Maine, recently organized in Ban-
gor, Kas received reports that the Aroos-
took potato crop is now most excellent.

It was reported at a meeting of the
Farmers’ Union in Bangor in the latter
part of June that with 100 men interview-
ed previous to that meeting, a total in-
crease of 139 acres was announced and he
believes that the loss by the excessive mois-
ture of this spring will not be greater on
an average than an acre apiece. If this
proportion throughout the country is kept
up, it would indicate that the acreage of
the growing crop this season is about the
same as last year, and as more potatoes
were shipped out of Aroostook in 1911-12
than ever in any one season before, it is
|probable that the results in the business
this year*will be in a way at least as satis-
fatcory as the season just passed.

Mr. Embree reports on the prospects
in Long Island and New Jersey.

The condition in Long Island is report-
ed to be very unfavorable to the growers.
Their “come up’’ was fully 95 per cent and
fields were looking finely up to five weeks
ago. While there have been innumerable
raing on the west end of the island, in
Orient and Greenport on the far eastern
end of the island there have been but two
slight showers in six weeks. while from
Manorville to Peconic on the main line
of the L. I. R. R. and to Amaganset on
the Atlantic coast, there has not been a
single shower for six weeks and some of the
early fields have commenced to die down
before blossoming.

From information just at hand from
the manager of one of the Jersey Farmers’
exchanges, Mr. Embree learns that condi-
tions there are little better than on Long
Island.

On account of the good crops in the mid-
dle and western states Jersey does not ex-
pect to ship to the western trade, there-
fore the outlook for the Jersey farmer is

There Has Not Been One Built In
the French City in the Last
Forty Years

e,

Paris, July 14—In the last forty years,
etrange to say, no new theatre has been
built in Paris, excepting the reconstructed
Opera Comique and the audition hall of
the Theatre Femina, but in the next
twelve or eighteen months we are promis-
ed at least five, all of which are starting
under the most: favorable auspices.

The most important will be the new
“Theatre of the Champs Elysees,” which
M. Gabriel Astruc intends to inaugurate
next January. The site has been well
chosen, at the corger of the '  Avenues
Montaigne and of the Champs Elysees, in
the centre of the new fashionable quarter
and within easy reach of the aristocratic
Faubourg S8t. Germain. It has also the
advantage of being served by almost all
of the Paris means of transport—metro-
politan, motor omnibus, tramway, railway,
and even steamboat. The company form-
ed by M. Astruc has a first capital of
$700,000, and among the principal ehare-
holders are Sir E. Cassel, Baron Roths-
child, Mr. Pierpont Morgan, Mr. Vander-
bilt, and a score of other powerful finan-
ciers. The building has not cost quite this
sum, which is less than a twelfth of what
was spent on the Grand Opera House.

Every ' possible attention has besn pnxd
to the. comfort of the audience, and in
every respect the emallest detail is es-
sentially up to date. The lighting ‘s done
from the ceiling, and there is no visible
electric lamp and no glare. The cloak-
rooms are placed by each entry, aad every
eeat has its cloak-room ticket f the same
number attached. This will do | away with
the plague of the ‘‘ouvreuses,” :nd with
the scramble for coats and hats at the
end. Most of the theatre is in iron and
cement and is incombustible, and the issues
in cage of fire .are elaborately planred.
The programme will comprise an autumn
lyric season, a winter dramatic season, a
spring ‘“‘grande saison,” with Russian bal-
let and international etars, and a ¢vmmer
operette season. ~Altogether there are to
be 225 representatives in the year:

THIRTEEN KILED N
ANOTHER RAILWAY
WRECK IN' STATES

Chicago, July 14—Thirteen persons were
killed and fifteen to twenty were injured
in a wreck on the Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy railway at Western Springs, a
suburb of Chicago, at 6.30 a. m. today.
Coming through a fog with supposedly a
clear track ahead, train No. 8, a fast mail,
ran at full speed into the rear of train No.
2, known as the Overland express from
Denver, which was standing still on the
track, telescoping two of the Overland
Pullman cars.

The dead are: Francis A. Barclay, 20
years old, Billing (Mo.); George Bronson,
-~ 55 years old, Galesburg (Ills.), train No. 8.
G. Bunch, 30 years old, Chicago, negro por-
ter of Pullman car on train No. 2; Mrs.
G. M. Hart, wife of a physician at Canton,
Ohio; Mrs. E. G. Pohlmann, San Fran-
cisco; M. E. Stern, 40 years old, Chicago;
G. W, Tudor, 40 years old, Lacey, Iowa;
Miss Lillian Kelly, aged 22, Boise, Idaho;
two unidentified women, two unidentified
girls and one unidentified body.

PULPWOOD CONSUMPTION
INCREASED LAST YEAR

(Department of the Interfor.)

The quantity of pulpwood manufactured
in Canada in 1911 showed an increase of
73,801 cords (or 12.3 per cent) over 1910.
In 1911, 672,288 cords were manufactured
as compared with 598,487 cords in the
previous year. The value of the wood al-
g0 increased, with the result that the 1911
product brought to its vendors $4,338,024,
as compared with $3,585,15¢ for 1910, an
increase of $752,870. The value of the
wood (3645 a cord) was greater than it
had been for years.

Of the total amount, Quebec consumed
in its twenty-eight mills 58 per cent. On-
tario used nearly one-third of the total
consumption; this province has the high-
est consumption per mill of any, viz., 12,-
450 cords. :

New Brunswick mills were hampered by
Jow water during the year. The consump-
tion of pulpwood in these four mills was
45,824, more than twice as much as in
the depression of the previous year. Nova
Scotia, where only mechanical process of
pulp-making is used, in its seven mills con-
sumed 22,221 cords of pulpwood. In Brit-
ish Columbia pulpwood manufacture was
still in the experimental stage.

Quebec used four species of wood for
pulp, namely, spruce balsam fir (or bal-
sam), hemlock and poplar. Ontario and
Nova Scotia employed spruce, balsam fir
and poplar, while New Brunswick used
spruce and balsam fir only.

FIVE DROWNED

Quebec, July 13—(Special)—Three young
men from Baker Lake, county of Temis-
couata, were drowned together yesterday at
St. Eleuthere, county of Kamouraska,
while bathing. Their names are Philippe
+ Pelletier, Tobie Nadeau and Elie Nadeau.
The bodies have been recovered.

MORNING NENS OVER THE WIRES

While entering the Kensington Theatre
in London on Saturday afternoon, David
Lloyd George, chancellor of the exchequer,
was attacked by a male suffragist and
was felled to the ground.

Thousands of dollars damage was caused
and about forty or more persons injured
yesterday in Grand Rapids, Mich., when
a cyclone struck the city.

Accusing his wife of intimacy with his
brother, Jockey Wintele, killed her with
a razor on Saturday and horribly mutilat-
ed her body at their home in Quebec. He
then drowned himself.

The police of Montreal are engaged in a
chase after five unknown foreigners who
committed an outrage in that city and es-
caped. Miss Grace Brown was walking
along Sherbrooke street escorted by Thom-
as Finn, when she was seized by three men
and carried into a shanty. Finn was held
up at the point of a revolver. Passers-by
effected the girl’s rescue promptly.

The Bhot Works, at Calais, Me., of
which C. W. Young, of St. Stephen is the
principal shareholder, were destroyed by
fire early yesterday at a loss of about $7,-
000. The shot from these mills has been
supplied for use in the granite mills and the
granite industry is expected to be hinder-
ed considerably until they can be rebuilt.

The supposed tramp, killed in the mari-
time express wreck at Grand Lake, N. S,
turns out to be James M. Irwin, of Buf-
falo, aged seventeen, a student.

QUESTION

Chambers of Com-

merce Send Dele-
gation to Him

NEWS OF LONDON

Queen Mary, Wearied by Lon-
don Season, is to Take a
Rest — Many Visiters—
Women's Aviation Meet—
East End Story of The
Strike
~(Times’ Special Correspondence).

London, July 2—Hon. H. H. Asquith,
prime minister. of Epgland, received this
week a deputation from the Associated

Chambers of Commerce on the question of
labor- unvest. The remedies suggested by
different speakers were the -throwing of
financial responsibility on trades’ unions,
the prevention of intimidation, and com-
pulsory arbitration. Stress was laid on
violence resulting from peaceful picketing.

Mr. Asquith, interposing, said there was
now less violence in labor disputes tha
there was twenty years ago. :

Replying on the main question, the
premier said he entirely subscribed to the
view that it was undesirable that the gov-|
ernment should: concern -itself in mdustrial
disputes. It ought not to be part of the
function of a govermment to assume the
post of conciliators when these disputes
occurred. He and his colleagues had nev-
er accepted such duty, eéxcept as a {ast ‘re-
sort, and ‘when the interests of the na-
tion were involved. That had happened
in the coal strike.

Unrest was in some part due to a rise
in the price of food. He was afraid they
must put aside compulsory arbitration, as
it was not favored by either masters or
men. .The Canadian act provided for an
impartial investigation before the men
were locked out or entered upon a strike,
and Sir George Askwith had agreed that
that act had worked well. The govern-
ment would carefully inquire as how far
the Canadian machinery would be adapted
to the state of industrial affairs in Great
Britain. '

The board of trade were investigating

co-partnership and would publish a return
of the various schemes adapted. He
would convey to his colleagnes the sugg
tion that authorized pickets should be dis-
tinguished from persons who' were not
pickets. He .deprecated any form of in-
timidation to which the responsible lead-
ers of labor were opposed. Intimidation
was the worst enemy to real trades union-
ism, and the. assertion of labor rights.
Coercion should not be’ practised by either
capital or labor.
" Steps are being taken for the. formation
of a society designed to protect the rights
of pedestrians in the streets of London.
The increasing frequency of accidents is
undoubtedly having an effect on the public
mind. The development of motor traffic
is naturally blamed, but there remains the
fact that the underground crossings
are very poorly patronized, possibly
owing to the rush and h of mod-
ern life. A conmsideration which must not
be forgotten is that, as the motor traffic
is comparatively of recent growth, the ris-
ing generation has not yet had time to ac-
custom itself to the pace of the vehicles
going at a rate of speed much higher than
the trot of a horse. ;

Queen to Rest

It is understood that when the eourt
season comes to an end with'the Windsor
Castle garden party, on July 18, Her Ma-
Jjesty proposes to take a rest. The -queen
is in the best of health, but the strain of
the London eeason is a tax even.upon one
of her robust comstitution. Her Majesty
proposes to reside for a time at Frogmore,
which will soon be vacated by Prince and
Princess Christian of ~Schleswig-Holstein,
whose home at Cumberland Lodge, in
Windsor Forest, has just been completely
redecorated and partly ' refurnished.

In view of the renewed activity of the
suffragettes, very elahorate precautions are
being taken to ensure that none of the
ladies obtain admission to the forthcoming
royal garden party at Windsor. . Special
men will be on duty:at the gates, and all
who present themselves for . admittance
will be required to produce their cards of
invitation. ¢

CANADIN HIGHWA

Valuable Publication Dealing With
the Good Roads Problem—
What Some Previnces are Doing

A book which has just reached the of-
fice of the Times, is a publication issued
by the Canadian Highway Association, and
déals in an interesting way with the work
accomplished by that body since its or-
ganization on November 3 and 4, 1011.

It contains an interesting mass of valu-
able ‘information concerning roads, and
road conditions, in different parts of Can-
ada, but more particularly British Colum-
bia. . The book is splendidly illustrated
with photographs of road scenes and of
scenes at the planting of the first post
on the west coast of Vancouver Island.
Photogravures of President W. J. Kerr
and 'his fellow officers add a personal
touch to the work.

The mission of “The Canadian High-
way” is to educate the public to the ad-
vantages of good roads and anyone inter-
ested in this work may obtain a copy by
addressing Becretary P. W. Luce, New
Westminster, B. C.

The following extract will give good
roads advocates an inkling of the con-
tents of this book:

“From now on the route of the Cana-
dian Highway is eastward, with Halifax
as its destination.. ' British Columbia has
nobly done its share, thanks to the untir-
ing  energy of our minister of publie
works, Mr. Taylor, and' his able deputy,
Mr. Foster. Over $5,000,000 is being spent
on roads and bridges in this province this
Year, and could we but procure the ac-
tive co-operation. of all the other prov-
inces in Canada our task would be sim-
plified, and our iobject realized within
three years. : :

“The Province of Saskatchewan has de-
cided to spend $2,500,000 on roads this
year, and & total appropriation of $5,-
000,000 has been made for the roads of
that province. This is to be spent withm
the next two or three years. In Manitoba
only $200,000 has been allotted for road
building. This sum is, in my opinion, in-
adequate to the needs of that provincs,
for my recollections of Manitoba are any-
thing but pleasant, and I know of-some
roads where this total amount could be
expended and yet leave that particular
road in an unfinished condition. Ontario
is waking up to the need of good roads;
this is largely owing to the activities of
Provincial Commissioner of Highways
McLean, who has $6,000,000 to spend on
his work this year. In Quebec, we find
that old province giving $10,000,000 for
road work, and I think I am safe in say-
ing that there is more interest in good
roads in that province than in any other
in Canada today.

“We may be permitted to quote from
a speech made by W. W. Foster, deputy
minister of public works, at a meeting of

14, when, after dealing at length with the
road ‘problem of British Columbia, he
said:—It is interesting to note that dur-
ing the past ten years the total expendi-
ture on roads had been practically $11,-
500,000, and bridges $3,500,000, resulting in
an additional 7,000 miles of roadway,
whilst for the present year an. appropria-
tion of $5,000,000 has been provided for
British Columbia highways and bridges,
with the possibility that this will be sup-
plemented by a contribution from the
dominion government towards the main
highway.’ :

The aims and objects of the Canadian
highway association are:—

“To aesist in having a Canadian high-
way established from the west coast of|
Vancouver Island to Halifax, N. S.

“To promote good roads.

“To endeavor to get the connecting links
of this road comstructed as soon as pos-
sible by the different governments and'
municipalities through which this road
Dasses.

“To have the Canadian section of the
Pacific highway (which runs from Tia
Juana, Mexico, to the Alaskan boundary)

“To endeavor to have all public money
expended on roads spent to better ad-
vantage.

“To carry on a campaign of education
in order to enlighten the people regarding
the benefits to be derived from good
roads. =

“To co-operate with the different gov-
ernmenis with a view to bettering the
standard of roads for which federal or
provincial grants are made.

“To capitalize our climate and scenery
in building roads that will bring tourists
here from all parts of the world.”

Since France had fewer
men, and could not' revert to'the three
years' system, she'should ' devote attention
to armament. She had the best field gun,
but her rifle was twentysix years: old.
The army should adopt the  automatic
rifle.

To create her two new army corps, M.
Driant went on, Germany was about to
spend $200,000,000. To introduce the au-
tomatic rifle into the army would cost
$120,000,000, at least to give it to the fron-
tier troops. Germany would not be able
to follow suit after the effort she has just
decided upon. The recruits should be
trained in the interior, and their places
taken meanwhile on the frontier by reser-
vists, so as to have on the eastern front-
ier two divisional corps always in readi-
ness. It was useless to keep silence in
Frajice on a subject that was publicly de-
bated in the Reichstag.

M. Reinach considered the situation in
case of a sudden attack between October
and April. He was in fayor of re-estab-
lishing the three years’ service for cavalry
and artillery as in Germany. In addition,
he would return to the Napoleonic theory
of the “extreme frontier.” Thig is. what
M. Driant suggested in replacing recruits
by reservists at the frontier till they were
trained. ;

‘M. Millezand summed up the debate by
analyzing the effect of the new “German
law, which amounted less to a numerical
increase than to a perfection of the artil-
lery of the military machine, He did not
think it possible to revert again to the
three years’ system for any branch, but
thought it might be advisable to use Afri-
can troops, and to reorganize the reserves
in conjunction with the active army.

Thus, from 1918 a cautious appeal would
be made for. black troops in the colonies,
which would be of valuable assistance. He
did not think it was necessaty to change
the rifle unless other nations did so, but
he intended to utilize to the full aviation,
telephones, motor traction, and all forms
of electricity.

Making Study of Crime

The increase of crime, and particularly
of juvenile crime, in France led the Cham-
ber two years and a half ago to pass a
resolution inviting the legal authorities to
consider the advisability of establishing in
Paris an organization for ‘the examnation
of criminals and the investigation of the
social causes of criminality. A committee
wag appointed by M. Cruppi and reported
in favor of trying the experiment, the
investigation to be confined to convicts.
M. Briand took the next step of obtaining
from parliament the money necessary for
the establishment of a central bureau of
criminology.

Thig bureau will study criminals from
the point of view of their physical and
biological characteristics, their physical
conditions, and their social environment.
It is hoped thereby to arrive for the bene-
fit of future legislation at the laws which
govern the origin of crime.

Andre Lenotre, the most famous garden-
er of history, the creator of the gardens
of Versailles, Gardener-in-Ordinary to
Louis XIV. of France, has but recently
had his renown commemorated by the
erection of a statue in Paris. Now more
posthumous honor is to be paid him. The
French minister of public instruction has
appointed a committee to consider the best
means of celebrating the three-hundredth
apniversary of his birth. The approved
scheme is a retrospective exhibition of the
gardening art, simultaneously in Paris and
Versailles, where a chamber in the palace
is to be devoted entirely to Lenotre. An-
dre Lenotie's artistic creations were not
confined to France, and some of the great-
est gardens of Germany and Italy are the
records of his genius.

An interesting though forgotton figure
has just been removed by death-in Paris.
Mlle. Adeline, who died a short time ago
at the advanced age of eighty-four, has
been, although unknown to them, a famil-
iar figure to the French people for more
than half a century. In 1848, when the
monarchy of Louis Philippe was over-
thrown for the republic, it was necessary
to find an emblem for the new coinage.
Mlle. Adeline, who was then twenty years
old, was remarked by Oudine, the artist
charged with the task of designing the 5-
frenc piece, and was employed by him to
pose for the familiar Ceres crowned with
ears of corn and laurels. Up to the last
Mille. Adeline preserved her likeness to the
figure of the Republic.

The mills of Montmartre, ancient land-
marks on the Butte, have been disappear-
ing one by one. Now the last two are in

So much for the historic interest of the
Mills of Montemartre.

Montmartre would not be Mont-
martre.to the eye or to the imagination
without its mills. Even on the ground of
interest it is argued that tenants will pay
2 higher rent for the privilege of gazing
from their windows on the mills of Mont-
martre. In fact, the Society of Old Mont-
martre appears to have an excellent case
and reasonable prospects of success in its
campaign of preservation.

In the course of an action brought by
the present directors of the “artistic
film” company against their predecessors,
there emerged some interesting facts as to
the payments made by 'the company to
great ‘artists each time they “turned,”
that is, posed. Madames Rejane, Bartet,
Jeanne Granier, and the older Coquelin
received $200. The highest fee was one
! of $300, paid to Madame Sarah Bernhardt,
i who, in addition, was entitled to one half-
| penny for every yard of film, no contemti-
ble perquisite.

At the moment when France is perturb-
ed by her decreasing population a com-
munication by Professor Chantemesse is
of considerable interest. The professor is
a member of the Academy of Medicine
and inspector-general of hygiene at the
ministry of the interior. ;

In an official report which he assisted to
draw up he declares that, were the laws
of health properly enforced in France,
gsome 250,000 lives annually would be sav-
ed. He severely condemns what he terms
the incoherence and insufficiency of
French legislation on this subject, and the
evil is rendered graver by the absence of
adequate administration. The French pub-
lic, it is declared, are notoriously careless
in following the instructions issued for the
safeguarding of the public health, al-
tkough a serious epidemic may result from
such negligence.

In municipal areas the enforcement of
sanitary regulations is in the ‘hands of
the mayor. This is a mistake, considers
the professor, for the mayor is depcndent
for election on the goodwill of the citii-
zens, and as has been proved before now,
will not hesitate to place the interests of
himself or his party before the health of
the people.

Streets may be filthy, houses' in an in-
sanitary condition, but the mayor will shut
his eyes to all these things if the enforce-
ment of the law would be likely to cause
annoyance or expense to some influential
citizen,

Professor Chantemesse says that, given
sound hygienic laws and their rigid en-
forcement, there is no reason why the
death rate in France should be higher
than, for instance, in the Scandinavian
countries.

Rates on packages of more than twelve
pounds were found to be more reasonable
than those on smaller parcels. Briefly
stated the. new. rates may be said to 'beu',g
based upon a minimum charge. of twenty- ..
one cents for one pound. This charge in- .
crases in ratio to the increase of weight.’
and distances, at rates varying from three-
tenths of a cent a pound to about twelve!
cents a pound. Twelve cents a pound, ac-
cording to the conclusions of the commis-
sion is approximately the highest rate per
pound for the' greatest distance possible
for a parcel to be carried wholly within
the Unites Btates, exclusive of Alaska.
Packages weighing two pounds,: for in-
stance, may be shipped 1,000 miles, New
York to Chicago, for twenty-four cents;’

Mr. Bigge is a cousin of Lord Stanford-
ham, who is private secretary to King
George and was formerly secretary to Her
Majesty Queen Victoria. He is a brother
of A. L. Selby Bigge, who is permanent
secretary for education under the Brit-
ish government.

St. Peter’s Girl Leads City in High'
School Examinations — Jean Somer-
ville of Victoria Nearly Equal — Boys

The list of those who had euccessfully
passed the High School entrance examina-
tions was given out today by Superintend-
ent H. 8. Bridges. It shows the number
of pupi}s who had made the grading mark
of 500 or more to be 279, which is a very
good sized class. slightly larger than last
year. As many of them however will rot
take the High School course, it is diffi-
cult to foretell as to whether or not there
will be much crowding when school re-
sumes.

Miss Eleanor Boyce, a pupil in St. Pet-
er’s Girls’ School, North End, is credited
with the distinction of leading the pupils
of all ®ie schools in the city, with a total
of 883, while Miss Jean Somerville, of the
Vietoria gchool is only one and a half be-
hind, her total being 881 1-2. The set of
papers written by each of these girls will
be sent to Fredericton for re-examination
Pto decide the medal winner, and it is like-
ly that these will be the only two to be
sent as there are no others within fight-
ing distance..

PARTITION OF THE
