The Worthy Master then delivered the following address :
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MASTER'S ADDRESS

PATRONS,—Another year is past and gone since we last met
in Annual Session in this same city of London, and for tne seven-
teenth time you are assembled in session. [ welcome you and
solicit your assistance for the advancement of our calling and
Order.

Our country has been at peace and free from pestilence and
storms, and our labors as agriculturists have been crowned with
an abundant harvest, for which we should be truly thankful to
the great Author of our existence,

As agriculturists I will ask you to take a short retrospective
view of our calling.

It has been truly said that agriculture is the basis of al
wealth, the foundation upon which is builded the prosperity of
the great nations of the earth, and without which no nation ecan
hope to perpetuate its existence.

Its origin and progress are nearly identical with civilization.
History tells us that the rude savage and barbariangathered wild
seeds and fruits of forest and pam to graufy his appetite, and
give him strength for the chase, but he neither plauted the seed
nor tilled the soil, as an 2ia te hissubsistence.

But with the increase of population and the concurrent ad-
vancement of civilization came the necessity for increased pro-
duction and improved methods of tillage, and this necessity has
grown with ages until the inventive genius of man has seemingly
been taxed to its utmost to cupply the ne:essary tood for the sus-
tenance of vhe countless millions of human beings that now in-
habit the earth.  When we 'ook back for a period of thirty or
forty years and see the immense strides that our country has
made in agriculture, and the invention of labor saving machinery,
and appliances to lighten our toilwnd increase production, we are
led to wonder how our predecessors were able to sustain, rear and
educate their families by agricultural pursuits. In all the pro-
gressive civilizatiors of the earth, brain is taking the place of
brawn and mind is superscding muscle by tha substitution of
machine for hand labor, thus increasing many fold the pro-
ducing dower of every person enguged in agricultural pursuits.

As old fashioned implements and machinss have becn dis-
carded for newer and more improved, and our ;roductions in-
creased, we may ask ourselves us agriculturists, Lave we kept
pace with other callings and professions in the great struggle of
life.

In this re.pect, if judged from a financial standpoint, I fear
that comparison is not favorable to us, The depression that has
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swept over the country for the last few years has borne hard up-
on the farmers, Th(‘il.‘ farms, in many cases, have been mortgg-
ed to meet runniug ex penses and engagements entered into when
times were more prosperous, and in too many cases it has left the
owner of a few years ago only a tenant at will of the mortgagee.

The abundant harvest of vhe pasi year is helping greatly the
overburdened farmer,but the high prices that was thought at one
time would be realized for the crop, have been delusive, with no
bright prospects for an advance in the immediate future.

The growing of the six-rowed variety of barley, which was
one of the great staple crops of our country, has been made un-
profitable by the prohibitive duty placed upon it by the United
Siates government, when entering that country. The two-rowed
viriety, which has been introduced and grown for the past two
years with a view to supply the British market, cannot be said to
have et with that success anticipated for it. The first shipment
of the season to Britain must have been of necessity largely ex-
perimental, and bright hopes v ere entertained for an advance in
the price afier a fair trial with the British maltster. But we find
that instead of an advance, a sharp decline h- 3 taken place with-
in Che last month in the price, until its market value is now only
about that for feeding purposes.

It behocves the agriculturist of this country to look carefu'ly
and ascertain what crops to grow and stock to raise, what is most
suitable to his farm and locality, aud will make him the most
profit when sold, without immpoverishing his land.

The thanks of th2 farmers are due to the Ontario Minister of
Agriculture, the Hon. John Dryden, for the effort put forth by
him during the past summer in sending an efticient staff of men,
with the most improved utensils, to iastruct in a practical way
the farmers and their families in the art of butter-making. If
our butter hal the same high standard of quality that our cheese
has in the foreign markets, millious would be added annually to
the wealth of our country.

Permit me to mention here the very valuable work carried on
at the Dominion Experimen! 1 Farms, under the able superin-
tendence of Prof. Saunders, in the introduction and testing of
new seeds, grains, roots, fruits, &e. We may expect much good
to result to the agriculturists of this country from the course pur.
sued.

The thanks of the farmers are due to the Dominion Govern-
ment for the reduction in the duty on salt and sugar, whereby
the purchasing power of a dollar he.~ been increased on-half more
in buying the latter commodity.

"
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Anything that will reduce the cost of production to the far-
mer, without injury to any considerable number of our fellow
subjects, or loss of revenue to our country, should be done. About
seven-tenths of our population are engaged in agricultural pur-
suits, therefore I would sub:mit to your consideration the advisa-
bility of asking the Government to reduce the duty on Binder
Twine and Coal Oil. At the present time the raw material for
the manufacture of Binder Twine is admitted free and upon the
manufactured article a duty of 25 per cent. is imposed,
which is equal to two to three cents per pound. If we
were permitted to buy our twine in the British or other markets,
where it is to be obtained cheaper, no harm would occur to the
country, as the revenue at the present time from that source is
almost nil. The only persons that could complain would be the
Canadian Twine Manufacturers ; but they, 'ike the sugar refiner:
and salt manufacturers of our country, would be willing to take
a smaller percentage of profit,rather than allow manufacturers of
another country to undersell them. The same argunment to a great
extent will apply to Coal Oil.

Permit me to congratulate you upon the success that we have
met with in the past in shaping legislation for the farmers, Near-
ly all the questions considered by you last year, and adopted in
your report upon legislation and submitted to the Ontario Gov-
ernment, have been made the aw of our land, and in enacting
such laws it has in no way injured any other class or business of
the country.

Through organized effort we have been able to crystalize our
ideas upon various matters of legislation affecting us as farmers,
and we have always found the Government willing to listen, and
upon all questions that are not too radical, or are not thoroughly
understood by the masses, they are ready to act upon your sug-
gestions.

SISTER ORGANIZATIONS,

Since we last et a wave has swept over the country and
many farmers have organized themselves under the banner of the
Patrons of Industry.

The Grange as the first and oldest society of the kind extends
to the Patrons the right hand of fellowship and good will. The
greatest harmony should exist between the two societies, as their
aims and objects run concurrently, working for the farmer’s
social, intellectual and financial advancement.

This session closes my term of office and in retiring, allow me
to express my high appreciation of the kindness and courtesy
shown me by the members of the Grange everywhere, and I trust
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that members will ever bear in mind that the prosperity of the
Order depends very much upen the wisdom and zeal that is prac-
ticed in our meetings of.Legislation,

MORNING SESSION.

The Grange opened at 9.30 a. m., the Worthy Master in the
chair.

The minutes of the previous day were read, and after correc-
tion of delegate’s address, upon wmotion were confirmed.

The Committee upon Agriculture submitted their report as
follows :
REPORT OF COMMITTRE ON AGRICULTURE.

Your Committee beg leave to report that they believe
that although the farmer is not #o prosperous as in the past they
have reasons to be grateful for she abundant harvest of last year,
for although there may have been a partial failure in some sec-
tions of some crops, upon the whole there has been an abundant
supply for both man and beast throughout the length and breadth
of the land. And comparing our ¢condition with that of the peo-
ple of some other nations, we well may say the lines have fallen
to us in pleasant places.
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At the same time there is plenty of room for improvement in
many departments, The practice ol constant cropping which
has hitherto prevailed, to use a common phrase,has “played out,”
and the farmer under changed conditions must necessarily adapt
himself to altered circumstances,

If one department of farming is overdone,to the neglect of an-
otLer, he must govern himself accordingly. No general rule can
be laid down that would suit all parts of the country alike. That
which would beapplicable to one part of the country would be un-
suitable in another, so no rule can be laid down that would do
justice to all the rest. The time was when wheat growing was
the most profitable part of farming. After that failed raising
cattle and horses took the place of wheat. Now we find that they
in turn have become a “drug.” Dairying is recommended as the
surest and most profitable industry for the farmers of Ontario,

Your Committee would therefore recommend a mixed system
of farming, leaving it to the good judgment of the farmers to
prosecute that particular industry which is bost adapted to their
own part of the country,

Peter Hepinstall, as follows :

REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF DOMIN.-
ION GRANGE.,

PATRONS,—Your Executive Committee would report that since
the last meeting of Dominion Grange they have held two meet-
ings, having done all business by correspondence that could be
done that way,to avoid eXpense. As soon as convenient after the
last meeting of Dominion Grange an interview was sought and
obtained with the Hon. the Attorney-General and Governmept
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of Ontario. We laid before them a memorial covering the Legis-
lation desired, viz : Regarding the reduction in the size of County
Councils ; changes in the school law ; our disapproval of tolls up-
on either roads and markets ; changes in the drainage laws ; and
suggesting the propriety of establishing several experimental sta-
tions to ascertain the most suitable grasses, grains and roots for
cultivation in different localities.

We were received very courteously by the Hon. Mr. Mowat,
and other Hon., Members of the Government, and assured that
our wishes should have due consideration, We have pleasure in
referring to the Farmer's Advocate, the official organ of our
Order, for having published the constitution and by-laws of the
Grange in full, and the different artic!~s sent them for publica-
tion during the year, and would strongly recommend the Patrons
everywhere to subscribe for it. recommend it to others and write
articles suitable for publication in its columnes, believing that it
cannot fail to be of great use in its general information as well as
furnishing Grange items of interest tous all.  Also the liberal
offer of five dollars as a prize for the best essay on each of the
subjects submitted hy the Executive Committee to he published
in the Advocate.,

The questions are as follows :

SUBJECTS FOR DISCUSSION.

JULY.—Are Farmer's Organizations necessary or desirable ?

SEPTEMBER.—W hat is the best way to raise the revenue for Do-
minion, Provincial, County and Township purposes, view-
ed from a farmer's standpoint ?

OcToBER.—Is the present Sectional system of raising taxes for
public school purposes, fair and equitable, and the division
of the legislative and county grants just to the rural muni-
cipalities ?

NOVEMBER.—~What is the best system of representation in
County Councils, looking to a reduction in the numbers of
members in populous sections of the province ?

DECEMBER.—Is the country. in favor of the proposal to increase
the indemnity to members of the Legislative Assembly to
eight hundred dollars per session ? And if so, why ?

JANUARY.—Would half the present number of members be suffi.
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cient to represent the people and enact our laws in either
Dominion or Provincial parliaments, or in both ?
FEBRUARY.—Would our system of government suffer by the abo-
lition of the Senate,or would it be better to retain a second
chamber and make it elective ?
MARCH.— Would it be advisableto abolish the Grand Jury System.
APRIL.—Would the farmers of Canada be benefitted by free
trade with the world ?
MAY.—Can any better method of inaking and maintaining county
roads be adopted than the Statute Labor system, as gener-
ally conducted, having regard to the cost ?
Ought houses of industry to be provided in each county
for the support of the indigent ?

JUNE.

Your Committee feel that they cannot close the report with
out calling the attention of the Grange to its financial standing,
The receiptsof thepast year have been three hundred and seventy-
three dollars and nineteen cents ; which according to Art. 1, Sec.
6, should be divided as follows :—Sessional indemnity fund,
$179.45; amount for running expenses and officer’s salaries,
$192.74. The officers’ salaries and allowances, which in all reason
are low enough, are $274, which leaves a deficit of over $100 te
pay that item alone.

This i1s a showing that will be apparent to every member of
the Order, in which they will recognize the fact that is is impos-
sible to run the institution on the basis of the present distribu-
tion, as provided by the constitution.

Doubtless the present session of the Grange will take this in-
to consideration and change the Constitution as the case de-
mands. A notice of motion to change the Constitution has been

Your Committee on Constitution and By-laws report as fol-
lows :

We recommend that in the Parliamentary Guide, page 70,
under the heading “Quorum,” the following words be added to
Section first : “But when a Grange is reduced below thirteen
members, a majority of the whole number shall form a quorum’
for the transaction of business.

We recommend that Art. 3, Sec. 2, page 42, first and second
lines the words ‘‘not less than” be struck out, and there be added
to the section these words : ““But by by-law Subordinate Granges
may reduce their dues at their own discretion,provided neverthe-
less that they shall pay the full amount of dues required to their
next Superior Grange.” g»

We would recommend that Article 3, Section 3, on page 21,

third line, the word ‘“Twenty” be struck out and the word
“Twelve” be inserted in its place.

THE COMMITTEE ON LEGISLATION.
Presented their report as follows :

To the Worthy Master and Members of Dominion Grange :

We, your Committee upon Legislation, beg leave to report
that we have considered the various suggestions referred to us,
and recommend that the following amendments be asked for in
tLe laws of our country:

FIrsT. That the Dominion Government be asked to reduce
the postage on letters from three to two cents per ounce. We be-
lieve that by such a reduction our revenue, from the sale of
stamps would not suffer to any material extent, as many more
letters would be written than now are, also that fewer postal cards
would be used. Much of the business is done through the mails
and every facility should be accorded the public for the transac-
tion of business in the cheapest and most efficient manner.

SECONDLY. That we memorialize the Dominion Government
to place binder twine upon the free list,as it has become an indis-
pensable article to the farmers of this country. The revenue de-
rived at present from twine is almost nil. And the raw material
from whieh it is made is admitted free; hence the increased price
paid in Canada for twine, over that of reasonable profit, goes to
enrich the manufacturers at the expense of the farmer.

THIRDLY. We would ask the Government to reduce the duty
on Coal Oil to three cents per imperial gallon.

FOURTHLY. We eXpress our most emphatic disapproval of
the action of the Dominion Parliament in appropriating to them-
selves five hundred dollars extra indemnity last session.

FirtaLy. We would ask the Government of Ontario to so
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amend the Municipal Act that the number of members in the
County Councils can be reduced in the following manner :

The ballots for the election of councillors to contain a blank for
the electors to vote yea or nay. That at any election where the
majority vote yea, the County Council shall consist of the Reeves
only, and that each Reeve shall be entitled to as many votes as
there had been Deputy-Reeves in addition to his own.

We also favor the abolition of tolls upon both roads and mar-
kets.

The Grange resumed business again at 1.30 p. m.

—That we reccnsider the vote abolishing the Trea.aurerﬂ salal‘y,
and that it be fixed at the former amount.
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Moved by Bro. Porter, seconded by Bro. Lethbridge,—That
the Treasurer’s salary be five dollars.
