The Bishop's Address.
His Lordship then delivered his snnual charge to the Synod, as 

follows r

Reverend Brethren and Brethren or the Laity:—
Since last we met in Synod, a year of anxious toil and trial, 

lightened, however, at every step by the sunshine of God’s mercies, 
has rolled away, leaving all its indelible impressions, and teaching us 
by its rich experience of the past, how much Divine Grace we need 
to meet the exigencies and difficulties of the future.

Having visited, with some few inconsiderable exceptions, all 
the various missions of our extensive Diocese, I am now able to 
speak, as I was not last year, concerning what may be called 
pressing, though not exceptional, wants. I say “ not exceptional,” 
because the greatest difficulties we have to encounter are not those 
which are in any way peculiar to ourselves, as arising from some 
social or political characteristic of our people, but only those which

England, grasping as we ought this truth ? Are we in this 
Diocese obeying the great la* of expansion and increase ? In 
cities, in our county towns and villages ; in our hamlets and rural 
districts are we reaching the masses, permeating society, growing with 
the nation's (growth, and expanding with its vigorous increase ? The 
answer to these questions may be threefold : First, that in some 
places we are advancing and doing a noble work ; secondly, that in 
others we are absolutely stationary, and thirdly, in others painfully 
retrograde. It is not of course possible to assign all the causes that 
may contribute to these latter results, but a few may now be given, 
in order that in future our mistakes may be promptly rectified, and 
our proper position fully assumed.
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Still, while I say this, I wish to utter the words of encourage­
ment and hope. Sursum Corda/ dear friends, with the blessing of 
God the success of our work is not problematical but assured. In­
finite is the wisdom and resistless the power that dwell in our risen 
Head, and just as we abide in Him. and He in us, will that wisdom 
illuminate and that power strengthen us for the effectual discharge 
of the whole counsel of His blessed will.

To reach the masses and save the souls of those about-to die, 
our people should be earnestly taught

First, The great privilege of being individual workers for the 
cause of Christ, and the welfare of His church.

Too many of our congregations, whether in the city or cour,tty, 
look upon their respective clergyman, much as the ancient Romans 
did on the gladiators in the circus. They sit on the benches, arid 
sometimes clap and cheer ; and sometimes shriek out their disap­
proval, while he fights the lions. If he do well, thumbs go up, but 
if the contrary, down they go, and the unfortunate minister, like the 
beaten gladiator, must then and there die. Now, what I propose 
is That the congregations should leave the benches and come 
down and themselves help to fight the lions.* In this age, as in 
every other that has preceded us, we need something more from our 
people than cheers and hisses, we need the co-operation of loyal hearts 
and true ; the spontaneous action of those who in the day of danger 
will stand shoulder to shoulder with their appointed leaden, and by 
every effort in their power help to push the battle to the gate. Our 
clergy were certainly intended to be spiritual captains to lead on 
their people in the tremendous contest against sin and Satan, but 
by no means can they occupy all the subordinate positions in the

Ask 
her assistance in ministering to the sick; in the care of the poor, 
and in the many offices in which with peculiar propriety her versatile 
gifts may be employed. Each year, as you do this, will you esteem 
more and more highly the position of sanctified women in the Church 
of Christ.

THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE SPIRITUAL LIFE IN INDIVIDUAL 
CONGREGATIONS.

, . Members of churches are too often valued according to their 
willingness to give : A criterion equally unjust and capricious. 
The only true estimate of a congregation must be based on the 
personal union of its members with the Lord Jesus Christ. Where 
this blessed union exists there will be the external evidence of a holy 
and consistent life. “ He that abideth in me, and I in him, the 

- brmgeth forth much fruit,” is the dictum of our Lord Himself, 
and therefore this intimate and spiritual union of the soul with its 
Saviour must be an absolute reality before those fruits by which the 
Fathtr is glorified can be manifested to the world. Once however 
this blessed abiding is an accomplished fact, and the branch is so 
united to the glorious Vine that the infini e fulness of the Saviour 
is flowing into it, who then can tell what is the capacity of that man 
for work ? St. Paul said “ I can do all things through Christ which 
strengthened me. And if such be the capacity of one man, what 
may not a number of such earnest Christians effect ? We cannot 
compare the results, because when the power of Christ is to be made 
perfect in their weakness the limit is the illimitable and the bout.dary 
the boundless. 7
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iuld \
view of the unity of the Catholic faith and then when quickened by 

\ the Holy Spirit, they will rejoice to spend and to be spent for the 
the Redeemer’s cause. I quite admit that after all you may still find 
many who while professing to be God’s dear children, will do nothing 
for His cause. The only question is :—Who these people are, and 
where they come from ? Certainly they do not belong to this Dis­
pensation, for the church was created in«Christ Jesus unto good works. 
They do not appear to belong to tiod the Father; for He is 
glorified by our bearing much fruit ; nor to God the Son ; for as we 
abide in Him and He in us, we bear much fruit. No, we do not 
know who they are : They can only be labelled as belonging to the 
same category as the other anomalous things in nature whose “whence" 
and “ whither" lie in the debatable land of doubt.

CHRISTIAN LIBERALITY.
I now come to the great question of Christian ' liberality, which 

is to-day so profoundly affecting the attention of the Church at large. 
So long as the Church was supine and indifferent as to her vast re­
sponsibilities, the call upon her people was of the most lenient and 
immaterial character, but now that she has, to some extent at least, 
shaken off the torpor and apathy of the past, and is awakening to 
new life, both at home and abroad, her requirements on her people 
are of necessity much greater, and the test of their devotion 
severe. I say, “ severe " because the appeal directly challenges, 
what is in many, one of the strongest instincts of fallen nature, 
namely, intense love of money. It is just here that thousands fail. 
Try them by the test of creed, and they shine out, like Sirius, stars 
of the first magnitude. Try them by the test of money, -fcnd they 
instantly disappear, and in their place stands some poor old name­
less woman, who casting in two mites into the treasury presents to 
the Lord all the living that she has. Men have a thousand ways of 
hiding their unwillingness to give : offering to contribute a million, 
if only six others in the room will do the same ; compelling unfor­
tunate collectors to hunt tor them while they hide ; affecting fierce 
indignation against a cause, just to escape supporting it ; posing as 
almshouse mendicants who ought to be generously helped rather 
than expected to give ; these are only some of the many ways by 
which multitudes of so called Christians seek to hide the ghastly 
skeleton of their own selfishness. e •

The question : “ what shall we do with money.” has been vari­
ously answered. The miser says, Hoard it, increase it, spend the very 
least you cm. The philosopher says, Snetr at it, despise it utterly ; 
spend as lavishly as you can. The Gospel comes directly between 
the two, and teaches us that we arc to do neither the one nor the 
other. We are neither to make it a god, nor squander it foolishly. 
We are to lay it down at the Redeemer’s feet, and at His command

I on,the subject ? If the Bereans were more noble than those in
1 hessalonica m that they searched the Scriptures in order to test the 
doctrine preached by Paul and Silas, then those Christians who to­
day search into this matter and honestly seek to be guided by the 
will of God, are more noble than those who through fear of a reve­
lation give only according to impulse and caprice. If God has 
made a law on the subject, we ought not only to know it but to 
eep it.

Secondly,—The law which Christ has enjoined is the Law of 
Love.

In the relations of life, we know exactly what the law of love 
means. Take for instance a fond mother, watching over a sick child. 
You see here at once what the law of love means. That mother thinks 
she can never do enough for her child. She will sit up all night and 
all day if necessary. She never tires. This is the law of love. Now 
is this the law that all Christians obey ? When a man obeys this law 
in the matter of giving he does all that can possibly be required. 
But this law is sometimes abused : it is quoted often as an excuse

men see the steward
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Saviour leads should we all gladly follow. There is not any section 
of the Church in any Lnd, or in any parallel of latitude that is not 
crying out for greater liberality on the part of its members. To meet 
this lack of service the most unrighteous and unhallowed means 
are oeing resorted to by those who should be guided by higher and 
more scriptural principles. What is needed is a deeper spirituality 
all along the line. Our people should more closely abide in Him 
who is our blessed Life, and then just as we dwell in Him, and He 
in us, shall we bring forth His much needed fruit, and be guided by 
true and scriptural principles in the matter of our giving to God.

Dr. Morgan, in his essay on this subject says : f‘ Some such 
change as was effected in Science by the discovery of gravitation, or 
m mechanics by that of steam, would be effected in the powers of 
the Church for good, by the general adoption of that for which we 
plead, namely, the consecration of our tenth to God. The ability of 
the Church to flood the earth with Christian agencies would be 
increased to the astonishment of mankind.” She would go forth 
with new and primitive power and as each year demanded fresh 
sacrifices from her people she would find that their willingness and 
capacity to give were increasing in direct ratio with her own expand­
ing need. r
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To meet the pressing difficulties of this fund, I would propose 
two modes of remedy. First, that the clergy seriously undertake the 
great work of educating their people in the true principles of Chris­
tian liberality. Many of our best and most thoughtful members have 
perhaps never had the matter of consecrating their tenth to God laid 
carefully and affectionately before them.

I would ask you now to speak publicly and privately <, 
subject, and as you do so in prayer and humble dependence 
God, you will meet at least with a certain measure of success. I am 
quite aware you will encounter in many instances utter indifference, 
if not actual opposition ; but cheer up, some of these will hereafter 
admit you were in the right, and then, all the more joyously, will 
consecrate their tenth to God, and others even while still opposing 
will perhaps half unconsciously increase their contributions for the 
blessed cause.

After visiting this noble Diocese, and seeing the splendid farms 
and commodious houses to be met with in every county, and after 
carefully visiting all the cities, county towns and thriving villages 
which stud the land, I am confident that weàlth, and to spare, exists 
among us for every possible want of the Church. The great desi­
deratum is, to reach and utilize this wealth for the glory of God and 
the advancement of His name, and this, I am persuaded, can only 
be effected by the infusion of a new and deeper life among us all

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Secondly,—Give them all if possible, some work to do in con­
nection with the church.

Seek to know them individ­
ually. Be their friend and servant.. , It is one of the alarming
reflections which may come into our minds, how many are confirmed 
and how few afterwards can be found. God might say to each of 
us : " Where is the flock that was given thee, thy beautiful flock ?” 
And we cotild only answer, Gone ! We know not where.

THE OFFICE OF EVANGELIST.

Since the last session of Synod, when I advocated the appoint­
ment of an Evangelist for the Diocese, the Rev. Pierre DeLom, late 
of the Parish of Mitchell, has offered himself for the work. On my 
acceptance of his services, he with great zeal and praise-worthy faith 
at once relinquished his parish, and has since thrown himself into 
the work without any salary or stipend being guaranteed him, relying 
simply on the good hand of God to meet all the daily wants both of 
himself and family. I now commend him to the Diocese at large 
as our regular and commissioned evangelist, and trust that many 
prayers will continually ascend on his behalf, that he may be strength­
ened with all grace for the effectual discharge of this important work 
to the glory of God and the honor of his Christ.

THE LITURGY.
I desire to say a few words concerning our loyalty to the Liturgy 

of the Church of England. We ought all to remember that the 
Prayer Book is the property, not of the clergy only, but of the laity 
as well, and that therefore we have no right to mutilate the services 
so as to deprive them of their indefeasible inheritance. Certainly 
we are now allowed great lit erty, but the liberty is not to omit 
appointed prayers, but to use, if we please, only one service at a time 
My languag : has of course reference to the services on the Lord’s 
Day, for throughout the week we may employ the shortened form of 
prayer, which is sufficiently abbreviated to meet the necessities of all

There are many, especially among the old, to whom our ancient 
Liturgy has been for years not only as so much sweetest music but 
as the very embodiment of all their spiritual «ants, and therefore to 
deprive them of its prayers is to inflict on them an amount of pain 
and disappointment of which no one would willingly be guilty.

Before concluding permit me to point out some of the changes 
that have taken place in our clerical staff. Some have fallen asleep 
in Jesus, and are now with Him. in whose presence there is fulness 
of joy, and at whose right hand there are pleasures for evermore 
Of these I shall first mention the late Ven.
