FIVE DAYS IN. A MINE.

THREE NANTICOKE MEN| SAVED
FROM DEATH.

In Darkness and Without Food—And on
Narrow Board all the Long Hours—
Dramatie Scenes Follow the Happy
Rescue—Brave Men Worked Night
and Day to Save Them.

Nanrtrooke, Pa., Feb. 9.—One of the
most dramatic events that has ever oc-
curred in the coal mining region about
bere in many years was the release this
morning of the three men, John River,
William Cragel, and Michael Shilling,
from the flooded mine in which they
had been imprisoned since Wednesday
last. The accident itself by which the
men were caught, in what at the time
was believed to be a death trap, was a

Daniels and Davis were swept
to the gangway. Here they got afooting.
They were saved, but their three com-
panions were left behind.

Rescurers set to work with all that
fury of energy with which miners go to
the relief of their comrades, not know-
ing how soon their own time may come
to need a like effort on their behalf.
Night and day the work has gone on.
Even if the men escaped drowning,
there was small chance of their escaping
saffocation from the foul air. Day after

the rescuners never flagged, their hope
was well nigh dead. At an'early hour
this- morning, however, their growing
despair'was turned to wild joy. From
far back in the mine there came & faint
cry. For a moment the men ceased
their work. They could hardly believe
their own ears. Then, again, as they
stood breathless, the weak, faint voice
was heard. The answer was a wild
cheer, and with a sort of blind fury the
men fell at their work again.

At"8 o’clock this morning the voice
could be distinctly heard ; a little later
words could be made out. The three
men were all alive and they were unhurt,
“but for God’s sake hurry.” No urging
was needed. In a few moments the
rescuers were almost within touch of
them. A raft was made, and on it a
party of men groped their way in the
darkness to the little cramped up space
in which the three poor fellows fhad
spent five terrible days. In a little?hole
in the ‘top of the cross hesding they
were found. In a jiffy they were pulled
down and onto the raft and in a few
minutes later they were out in the sun-
light with their comrades hugging them
and kissing them like mad men, and
welcoming them as the dead come to
ife again,

The experience of the men was most
thrilling in every detail. After they had
reached a point of comparative safety,
they found that only a slender piece of
wood served to keep back tons of loose
coal that had fallen into the mouth or
head of the t. They d
to press into service a piece of loose tim-
ber which they had picked up in their
hasty retreat, and this they placed across
the opening of the tunnel, and,after get-
ting it safely lodged, climbed upon it for
aseat. The men then found that their
feet rested in the water below them; but
soon after determined from its gurgling
sound that it had gained the highest
point it could.

There they were sitting on a slender
piece of timber three inches wide for
over four days, and in absolute darkness.
Behind this was the immense body of
coal held in place by a small piece of
“prop” and, fearing to dislodge it the
men dared not even rest against it.
John River, the most experienced of
the miners, was able to keep his head
in their long imprisonment, but both
Cragel and Shilling at times were crazed.
Cragel imagined he saw a mine car, and
jumped down into the waterto ride to
the slope upon it. He was rescued and
got back on the perch by River.
Wednesday night passed and Thurs-
day came, and then the men lost track
of the time. The first welcome sound
reaching their ears was the “plunk” of
the pump, and then they knew that ac-
tive work had commenced toward their
rescue. But while this welcome sound
reached their ears, the men were almost
overcome by the dreaded sound of the
working of the coal and loose particles
beld in check behind them. The creak-
ing sound showed that the coal was be-
coming loosened, and every moment
they expected a slide which would mean
death.

The resc worked c« tly, and
while the prisoners sat there in the cold,
they rubbed one another and adopted
every method they could conceive to
keep warm.

The first message between them and
their rescuers passed over the flooded
gangways shortly after 3 o'clock this
morning, the water then being down to
such a point that men on timber rafts
could float to the gangway on the other
side. The rescuers could not restrain
themselves, and many plunged into
the dark waters to swim across.

The work of reaching the imprisoned
miners was daringly accomplished by
George Bender, who, when he found his
progress stopped by low timbers, dipped
his raft under them and followed it by
diving. He lost his hat and miner’s
lamp, but William Bowen, who was
swimming the gangway, passed his lamp
through a break over the timbers, and
Bender went on with his search.

At 5:30 the water was down enough
to let the men be taken out. This was
done by floating them, one at a time, on
the raft across the flooded gangway.

The change wrought in them was re-
markable. Shllling and River haye
wives and three children each, while
Cragel is unmarried. A physician says
the men must live on beef tea for some
days, but thut they will be-all right in a
few days, except possibly River, who is
glifhtly poisoned in his feet from the
sulphur water of the mine.

The rescuers were Anthony Jones, J.
C. Hopkins, George Bender, and Wm.
Bowen, under the direction of Foreman
Reese, and Joel Farne.

properly:. Some of our merchants have in
times past complained that they found it
difficult to compete with Montreal which
having latger commercial houses with
more capital at their disposal obtains an
advantage over us. But what is the com-
petition of Montreal compared to that of
New York? In competition with New
York we could be literally no where. New
York in the year 1889 received more than
63 per cent of the total volume of the im-
ports of the United States while Boston
teceived less than 9 per cent. Even
Boston, wealthy as it is, could not hold
its own against ;New York, and was
barely able to hold the trade of New
England. Asto Portland, with all its
advantages of harbor and position, it
was out of the race. Its imports in
1889 only reached the insignificant value
of $906,201 or about one-fifth of the
value of the imports of St. John for the
same year. During thesame year there
were landed at Portland for transit to
Canada goods to the value of $4,972,252
and the handling of these goods was the
only thing that gave Portland any bus-
iness as a port. Ifit had to depend on
its-domestic trade it would be wholly
ruined, as 8t. John will be under unre-
stricted reciprocity. Now if Portland,
Me., the chief city and port of a state
with 660,000 inhabitants, only imports
$906,000 worth of goods for home con-
sumption in the course of a year, how
much would 8t. John the chief city of a
province with only 350,000 inhabitants
import under unrestricted reciprocity ?
It  would, we think, ~be a
large estimate to place the amount at

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NO FISH YET

The Herring and the Cod Liter in
Striking Into the Bay Than Ever Be-
fore, Brush Weir Fishing Desiroy-
ing;the Fisheries.

No herring have yet been caught in
the bay except a few in Dark harbor
that were seized for bait. The codfish
generally follow the herring in coming
in so that as a conséquence of there be-
ing no herring in the bay the codfish are
8lso very scarde:

Years ago herritig wete plentiful in
the bay at this season. They generally
struck in early in January and often
made their appearance before December
had closed. In recent years the opening
of the herring fishing season has been
growing later in the season every year.
Last year no herring were brought to St
John till the 5th of February and this
year the 11th of February is here before
a fresh herring is to be seen.

The situation is an alarming one to
the fishermen, and a very general opin-
ion prevails that unless some regulations
arelsoon made, and are strictly enforced,
for the protection of these fish the Bay
of Fundy herring fisheries will soon be
valueless. The extermination of the
herring means also a large falling off in
the catch of cod int the bay.

Various' causes are assigned for the
growing  scargity of herring in
the bay but the principal reason appears
to be the wholesale destruction of the
young fish by the brush weirs which
line the New Brunswick coast from Mus-
quash harbor to,§t. Andrews bay. There
are hundreds of gmae weirs and in them
immense quantities of the young fish
that strike clo#e intd..the shore are
captured. The -largest of these little
herring are senttothe sardine factories
at Eastport and elsewhere and great
quantities ‘which are too small to be of
use in any other way are either put into a
press and have ofl crushed out of them or
are hauled on the land for manure. In
past years the millions upon millions of
the young herring with which the Bay
of Fundyiswarmed have been destroyed
in this wholesalé manner, and a promin-
