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THE DIRIGO IN PORT'

She Lands a Crowd of Klondikers at
the Outer Wharf Shortly Be-
fore Daybreak.

This Seé.son Has Been a Successful
One for the Yukon River
Steamers.

Plenty of Food at Dawson—News from
the Mines of Southeastern
Alaska.

-

The big crowd of Klondikers brought
out by the fleet of uppér Yukon steam-
ers, and which has filled the Lyrn canal
cities for the past two weeks, has been
thinned out, and the last bunch, sav-
ing perhaps a few stragglers, will reach
here to-morrow by the steamers City of
Seattle and by the Danube, due on the
day following. The steamer Dirigo,
Capt. Roberts, which arrived early this
morning, brouzht over c¢ne hundred
Dawsonians, and seventy odd pilgrims
from the Southeastern Alaskan coast.
Among the Dawsonians were a number
of those who came up the river on the
steamer FKlora, the last vessel to leave
Dawson this season, which left on No-
vember 8th. Among these was Mr.
Fahontaine, agent of the ‘Hmpire iline
of river steamers, the ‘Moran fieet. He
brings news that no apprehension need
be felt for they of the mining district
this winter on the score of shortness of
food, for there is plenty of ‘“‘muck-a-
muck” at Dawson, and lots of beef was
met going in on scows. Then, too, the
population of the Klondike metropolis
is decreasing considerably, for besides
the throng who ‘rushed out for the win-
ter, band after band of miners are mi-
grating to the camps on the American
side, chiefly to Eagle and Nation ecities.
Then, too, there is no need to worry
over the small-pox scare, he says, for
after investigating matters he found
there was no ground for the statement
that there was any danger of a small-
pox cpidemic, 'The sanitation of Daw-
son is, however, none too good, and the
number of typhoid cases has not .de-
creased. There are large numbers suf-
fering from that disease, but, the agent
says, winter will in all probability
stamp out that sickress.

When Mr. Fahontaine left Dawson
two or three other steamers were ex-
pected from St. Michaels. The Victoria
arrived with a fair ‘targo og September

SMELTING LEAD ORE.

An Outline of Difficulties in the Way—
Suggested Solutions.

Mr. Hugh Sutherland, manager of
the Evening Star and Columbia mines
near Slocan City, is in the city, staying
at the Phair, says the Nelson Miner.
He reports that his properties. are look-
ing well. three shifts of men are work-
ing and the new. steam plant at the
Evening Star is giving every satisfac-
tion. As an owner of silver-lead pro-
perties, . Mr. Sutherland is,mtgrally very
much interested in the. question of the
establishment of local lead smelters, so
much so that he recently made a trip
to Ottawa to lay the matter before the
ministry, but as a private individual
and not, as reported at the time, as
the accredited representative. of British
Columbia mine owners.

Mr. Sutherland has made a careful
study .of the question and gave a re-
presentative of the Miner a sketch of
his® views on the subject and his rea-
sons therefor, : .

The lead industry of Canada is al-
most exclusively confined to British Col-
umbia. The lead output of this pro-
vince for the year ending December 31,
1897, as given in the report of the min-'
ister of mines, was 38,841,385 ppunds.
Report No. G40 of the gological stirvey
of Canada, covering the same period,
gives the total product of the Dominion
as 39,018,219 pounds. Owing to the ex-
isting conditions, the mine owners of
this province are forced to seek in the
United States a market . for .the lead™in
its raw state.

‘United - States congress regarding the

America came
to our aid to compel Spain to relinquish
her. spvereignty ‘over Cuba 'in order that
the Cubans might be placed themselves
as promptly as possible in possession -of
the island, might assume the adminis-
tration of its affairs and have a gov-
ernment of their own.

“Therefore the Cubans agreed to co-
operate. with the Americans, to obey
the orders issued by American .generals
and to help in all possible ways to es-
tablish a Cuban - government wherever
the Americans took possession. Though
the Americans ~did not recognize _the
government of the Cubans in terms, it
was well understood that the Cubans
would not on that account abandon
their organization, but that. on the cén-
trary, the time would come when such
recognition would be granted.' Indeed,
it was asserted to our Cuban. represen-
tatives by one )Hf the mcst distinguished
members of the United States senate,
that in order to do away with any ob-
stocles that might hinder the United
States in going into the’ fight in the
cavuse of Cuban independence, recogni-
tion of the Cuban ' government must
come later.:

“Nevertheless it has net been possible
to establish direct: relations between the
Cuban and American governments for
the tramsaction of public business, al-
though the general character of our re-
lations throughout the war was friend-
Iy. But we have now reached a time
when, even more than in the days of
fighting, it is incumbent upon all Cubans
to show true patriotism, and while mak-
ing “every expression of gratitude to
America for having given Cuba freedom
and independence, to make prompt ar-
rangements for paying off the Cubans
now in arms and for getting the country
[into working order.”

Havana, Oct. 31.—Advices received
from Santa Cruz del Sur say that a ma-
jority of the representatives of the Cu-
ban army at the meeting held there
were in favor of the dissolution of the
Cuban insurgent governnent and the
appointment of a commission to go to
Washington for the purpose of thanking
the American government for its inter-
vention in favor of the Cubans, and to
put themselves unconditionally at the
disposition of the Washington authori-
ties, so as to enable the latter to devel-
op their progrumme without any hin-
drance. The Cubans are also said to
be in favor of the disbandment of the
insurgent army. .

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Haste to Go to Sea—
Amphion Sails}

Other’ Vessels Being Put in Readiness
to Follow the Amphion to the
Society Islands.

The preparations:incident to the crisis
between. Great Britain and Krance over
the Fashoda guestion continde at Ksqui-
malt. All the men are aboard the ships,
and shore leave is but a memory. Wag-
on after wagon ‘is bringing load after
load of provisions and other supplies,
and as fast as they arrive the pinnaces
and launches hurry them out to the tlag-
ship. E. J. Saunders & Co. have re-
ceived a rush order for many tons of
provisions, and but little time has been
given for the fulfilment of the order.
‘They state that it is the largest order
vet given out from the station.
The flagship this morning lay out at her
buoy flying the three-cornered red flag
forward, a signal to all and sundry
that the scow was alongside and she
was loading powder and ammunition.
She has completed coaling; all her bunk-
ers being full, and will have completed
provisioning to-morrow, when she is ex-
pected to sail. It is generally thought
by the naval men that she will follow
the Amphion, which has started on her
long cruise to the Society islands, but
nothing is definitely known save by Ad-
miral Palliser, as she is to leave Ksqui-
malt harbor under sealed orders not to
be opened until the wvessel is out of
sight of land.

On the Amphion when she sailed was
one of the fastest torpedo boats on the
station. The Leander, which is still
in “the dry dock, has also . taken one
aboard. This is the first time within
three years that the little hornets of the
seas have been taken on board any of
the warships. Work is being rushed on
the Leander, and it is said in the naval
village that she, too, will also be des-
patched southward.

The torpedo boat déstroyer Virago,
which has long been out of com-
mission, is to be recommissioned at once.
A crew has been draftel for her from
ithe supernumeraries, on the fiagship.
Her sister destroyer, the Sparrowhawk,
was coaled and, provisioned this morning.
1t is thought that she is to accompany the
flagship. The sloop of war lcarus is
being. hurriedly refitted, and she will go
into commission about the close of this
week. Her new crew will arrive in a
few ‘days. She will be at once made
ready for sea. 7The Pheasant and Vir-
ago are to remain on the station,

While this move southward to the
French Pacific colonies is thought by
many to be a descent on those islands
which, should war be declared, will be
taken possession of at once, it is con-
ceded that it is also a defensive move,
there being several French warships in
the Southern Pacific, which, in the
event of war, would do considerable
damage to the British possessions in the
south.

THE BRITISH NAVY.

Some Information of Decided Interest
at This Time.

The British channel squadron is very
strong, and consists of eight battleships
and five cruisers. It is declared to be
the most powetful and the most modern
homogenevus fleet of warships atloat.
The battleships of this fleet are the Ma-
jestic, Magnificent, Mars, Hannibal,
Jupiter, Prince George, Repulse and
Resolution. The first six of these ships
are duplicates of each other and are the
largest and most powerful battleships
afloat. They have 14,900 tons displace-
ment, and their speed is 18 knots. They
have 14 inch steel armor, and they carry
four 12-inch breech-loading guns as their
main battery, and 12 6-inch quick fire
guns, 16 12-pounders, and 12 3-pounders,
all quick fire. The Repulse and Keso-
lation are sister ships and are of the
Royal, Sovereign type. ‘'I'hey are some-
what smaller than the Majestic, their
displacement being 14,15C tomns, but no
other nation has such powerful iron-
¢lads. They each carry 67 ton guns,
and also 10 6-inch, 16 6-pounders, and
12 3-pounders, all quick fire guns. ‘I'he
cruisers of this fleet are the Arrogant,
Blake, Diadem, Furious and . Pelorus.
The latter is a despatch boat, but the
four ,other cruisers are among the best
of their kind. The Blake until recently
was the largest cruiser affoat. She 1s
9,000 tons displacement, and has a speed
of 22 knots. She carries two Z2Z2Z-ton
guns for her main battery, and also 10
8-inch and 16 3-pounders, all ‘quick fire.
The Diadem is 2,000 tons larger than
the Blake, but she carries no heavy
guns. Fer armament consists of b0
quick fire guns, 16 6-inch, 14 12-pound-
ers and 20 smaller guns. There are now
eight ships of the Diadem class in the
British nayy and more are building, a
proof that the British' admiralty discov-
ered long ago, what was proved at San-
tiago, that quick fire guns of moderate
size are more effective in an action
than large guns. The Arrogant and
Furious are second-class cruisers of 20
knots speed, each armed with 27 quick
fire gunsy, four of them being 6-inch, and
six of tbem 4.7-inch. This fleet, from
the speed of its heavy ships, possesses
a mobility which has scarcely been at-
1ained in any other squadron. No tleet
that France could gather would be able
to stand before it for a moment, and it
is not likely that any such attempt would
be made. The French vessels would
hide themselves in Toulon and other
French ports, as they did for the most
part during the Napoleonic wars.

The British Mediterranean fleet at
present consists of thirty ships, nine ot
them ironeclads. ,One of these, the Ru-
pert, is stationed at Gibraltar to defend
that port. The other ironclads of the
fleet are the Caesar, Royal Sovereign,
Empress of India, Royal Oak, Ramilles,
Revenge, Anson and Camperdown. 'T'he
Caesar is an ironclad of the Majestic

A, GHASTLY DISCOVERY.

Dr. Kirker Finds the Remains of an
Unknown Man in the Woods Near
Esquimalt.

While hunting in the woods 'near
Esquimalt yesterday Dr. Kirker, of the
navy, came upon the body of man lying
on its back among. the bushes. The
mouth was wide open and the appear-
ance of the remains indicated he had
died in great agony.

Little "Leslie Dawson Clay was the
victim of a most awful death yesterday
afternoon and the sympathy of the com-
munity is being extended to the bereav-
ed parents to-day. The little fellow,
who was only two years old, had been
put to bed in his clothes for his after-
noon nap, and wher left was fast asleep.

THE SMELTING OF LEAD ORI,

In . yesterday's Miner Mr. Hugh
. Sutherland, in a comprehensive and
Linteresting interview, discussed in an
entertaining way the smelting of lead
! ores and the obstacles that present them-
selves to the successful establishment
. of the industry in this province. It is
quite evident that Mr. Sutherland has
given careful aitention to the subject,
i with which he is evidertly familiar. He
| points out that owing to the influence
of the lead trust duties have heen estab-
lished in the United States that are
practically prohibitive. At present lead
bearing ore entering the Unitéd States
is subject to a duty of one and nne-half
cents a pound, while -ltad bullion, pig
lead, or lead products mnot otherwise
specified, are taxed two and one-eighth
cents a pound. We have been told ad
nauseam that the United States is the
i natural market for British Columbian
ores, that if we attempted to smelt for
ourselves it would mean great loss, that
even if we were engaged in smelting we
would find it impossible to tind a market
for the produce. One of the reasons
why the United States is the market for
British Columbian ores is this discrim-
inating duty against lead -bullion, which
really forces the Canadian miner, desir-
ous of some return for his labor, to have
?is ore smelted“or the other side of the
ine, .

We agree wiin Mr. Sutherland that
this is a most important subject for
consideration .n this province. If we
are to pay tr.bnte always to our friends
the Americans in the shape of nearly all
the profit attending the treatment of
lead ores, ;then 'here would be little
‘gain in discassuig he question, but as
there is a growing tendency in Canada
to enjoy to the tull the benefits of our
resourses, how best to secure = these
benefits is a pertinent question ‘worthy
of all the light that can be thrown upon

it.

Mr. Sutherland hesitates, as all just
men_ do, against proposing any measure
having the appearance of retaliation,
though our American friends have never
regulated their conduct towards (anada
by that consideration. He has hopes
that the Quebec conference will decide
‘upon reciprocity ot trade in lead pro-
ducts. This seems wwier present condi-
tions to be faruous. ‘T'he Americans
have much the beiter ot arrangements
as they- exist and are not likely to relin-
quish anything that might profit their
neighbors. Reeciprocity would = confer
certain benefits upon Canada; it would
also assure certain advantages to the
United States, hut there are so many
different influences and conflicting inter-
ests operating in that country, that it
is useless‘to look for a reciprocal ar-
rangement or- modification of the tarift
such as would place on its feet ahy
Canadian industry, such as the lead in-
-dustry, for instance, now controlled
from the United States side of the line,

The fishermen of the eas‘ern states ob-
ject to reciprocity in fish because they
find present restrictions profitable. The
noiddle states object

considerations. The western states op-
pose reciprocity: in lead products, be-
cause their tariff gives them a hold on
the Canadian producer to which the lat-
ter is constrained to submit.

It behooves mine owners then to 1ook
around for some mode of protection that
will secure to them the fruits of their
work, Mr. Sutherland -suggests com-
binations of mine owners for smelting
purposes, the government to aid in es-
tablishing smelters and to find a market
for the product. Government has done
this as far as dairy products and fruit
are concerned, lending every aid towards
production and export, and this far
more important - industry, Mr, Suther-
Iand believes, ‘should be encouraged in
the same way.

. We think the best plan to adopt, fail-
Ing a reciprocity treaty, is for Canada
to enact the same tariff on ore and lead
bullion as the United States enforces,
under which smelters and
