Kenna, of course, escaped, zd{hongh
he should ntt have beénr: allowed to do
so. Sometimes an Indian or other unin-
formed person brings fish, taken illegal-
ly or in the close scason, to market.
There is some reason for such persons
being treated very leniently, but people
like this Kenna should be severely
punished. There arc, we presume, peo-
ple who think it is no harm to take
trout in any way and m any quantity,
but the experience of those who know
most about the matter tells what the
effect of wholesale capture is. It is
both the duty and interest of persons
who live in the locality of such trout
streams as those mentioned to give such
imformation to the authorities as will
lead to the detection of men who drag
the trout pools with nets, and we hope
that, before long, such a check will be
given to the human fish-hawks as will
teach them that their practices are too
expensive to be continued. '

Archbishop Oonnelly,
Telegrams announcing that the Arch-
bishop of Halifax had been seized with
sudden illness and was not expectel ta
recover were received in Chatham on
Thursday last by the Bishop of this
 diocese and the intelligence caused a
sensation of profound, regret as itspread
through the community—a feeling that
was deopened when it became knomm,
on Friday, that His Grace had passed
away at midnight of the day the sadin-
telligence of his illness was made known.
There is no man in the Maritime po-
vinces who was better known to all the
people, and whether their knowledge
him was gained by perzonal acquain-
tance and observation or through the
report of others, no man was more high-
ly esteemed than was the late Pre
late. Both as priest and citigen
he displayed those virtues which char-
acterizethe true Christian and, as a lead-
ing public'man, he commanded the res-
pect aud attention of those with whom
he esine in ‘tontract by his intellegtual
supertority and truly liberal and states-
manlike views. In the words of a
valued cortespondent ‘“he was a man
singularly well-suited to his high posi.
tion. His great talent, genial, kindly
disposition and social tact for a
combination rarely fonnd in the’ o A
individual. His libertd and conciliatety
manner was fuch as to ‘entitle him to
the good will nd respect even of those
Vho differed from him.” Refewing to
His Grace's illness and death the Hali-
fax Chronicle says:—
The friends of His Grace noticed that
after his visit to Bermuda and the West
Indies, from which he returned in
March, he was not as vigerous as he had
been before that event, but ‘there was
nothing in his condition that was con-
sidered at all alarming. The first symp-
toms of the fatal illness occurred on
Sunday evening, when he experienced
¢hills, which induced him to call in
medical aid. He remained in the Glebe
House on Monday and was again visited
by the doctor. On Tuesday he was bet-
‘ter and, in belief that his illness had
passed away, he left the house and drove
to his country residence at the Dutch
Village. That night he was restless and
had an attack of vomiting. At5 o'clock
on Wednesday morning he drove to town
aud sent for Drs. W. J. Almon and |

statesmen. No one thinks of Richilicu and
Mazarin as Cardinal, but as—each in his
time—the brain of France.—And many, to-
day, think of the late Dr. Connolly not as
the self-denying priest, or the Archbishop
abundant in labors, but as the man who
has long deserved well of this city and this
Dominion of ours. He was a wise man—
rich in saving, common sense. He was a
man of —ever seeking to build bridges
rather than to dig ditches between men of
differing creeds. He wasa great man with
an eye that descerned any spark of great-
ness in others, with a noble scorn of all
that is base, and with resolute strivings
after great things. e was a good man—
beloved by the poor, by all whom he ever
employed, and by all who really knew him.

The Halifax Reporter says :—

As a public man, Archbishop Connolly
stood high in the estimation of the people
generally, and his influence was felt in
other Provinces of the Dominion. Hewas
an ardent edncationist, and went as far as
the rules of his church would allow in the
way of co-operating with Protestants. It
is an open sécret that he did not like ex-
tremes even in his own church, —that he
opposed the Vatican Decrees- till opposi-
tion became hopeless,—that he earnestly
warned his brethren concerning perils to
