We do not think that we exaggerate
in sayiniy that in the days that followed a whole nation ccntered its interost
upon the fate of Willie ‘Whitla.

Business and politics weént on as usual
habits save in one respect—men did not open their newspapers first at the
market reports; women igrored thethings that ordinarily interest them
most in print, It was news of little Billy ‘Whatla that all men and women
wanted first.

It was a fulfilment of the prophecy that “a litile babe shall lead them.”
The lesson of “put yourself in his place” was taught as it seldom had been
before.

Millions of fathers and mothers were stirred as they could have been
by no other happening. From every quarter of the compass there swept a
wave of sympathy to the stricken home where there was no sleep; ‘where
the mother who could not weep nor speak, never during day or night let
her one remaining child be taken from the shelter of her arms; where ibe
father had only the one answor {o every question: *Don’t talx of the
price! Don’t talk of what I ought to do! Let, them have all 1've get, But
give me back my boy!”

Our whole world was kin during those days. Had it been a case in which
good could have been accomplished by call to arms, a million men would
have volunteered in a day. Flad money served it could have ocen hai in-
stantlv in any amount.

Legislative bodies, in session in a dozen states, began discussing the best
means of making laws against kid aping more drastic. 'The Pennsylvania
Legislature unanimously voted a reward of $15,000, without even asking ver-
missioa of Penrose!

When the child, uiterly unkncwn a few days before, was found not only
did the whole population of Sharon gather and sing in chorus the Doxology.
From millions of firesides went up pravers of thanksgiving for that the
missing babe had been returned to the-clasping and the hovering that every
good mother in America was piving with doubled tenderness to her little
ones.

The feeling concerning that kidnapped* child was matural, understand-
able, shared by parents and the childless, by every being who has an atom
of ‘humane fiber in his nature.

But there is the story of another child.
been of national import it has served to
love an@ sympathy and indignation in al
and a half inhabitants.

Harry Donovan, just a year older than Willie Whitla, has not been @ent-
ly nurtured in a good home. The only mothering he had was from a woman
who mated with a thug and a thief and shared the boy’s beatings in the
equalid surroundings of a city’s worst haunts of vice and crime.

It was the story of Bill Sykes and Nancy and Oliver Twist over again.
It was another case of kidnapping—as is the case of every child deprived of
its rightful heritage of care and love and leading.

Fortune favored the stunted, starved little chap, whose only teaching
was how to aid in theft, in just one way—in the superlative quality of tre
cruelty of the yeggman brute, his stepfather. This was the one day’'s work
wrought upon that 9-year-old boy by a big, mpowerfully built:—

Scalp wound, four inches long and an inch wide, requiring seven stitckes
to close it, made by a poker. o

Scalp wound, two inches long and one-half dinch
stitches to close it, made by an iron stovelifter.

Right eye ffightfully bruised and completely closed by blow from fist.

Left eye blackened and bruised by similar blow.

Cut on left cheek, four inches long, made with a Kknife,

End of nose almost severed by a bite, .

Left ear half torn from the head. .

Cut on palm of left hand three inches long, made with a knife.

Multiple bruises of every part of the body, inflicted with a stout stick.

It was even more than the sodden, calloused _ denizens of the Tenderloin
could stand.

. Tt §s announced that on Monday
evening mext, Coroner Berryman will
begin an enquiry into circumstances
surrounding the death of Mrs, W. W.

The unfortunate pub-
licity which must necessarily attach to
this inquest will create igeneral sym-
pathy toward the family of the de-
ceased lady, yet even at such a cost
$t will be well if the examination re-
wyeals undesirable features in the prac-
tice of healing in St. John, which, by
reason of this inquiry, can be over-
come. Dr. Berryman is not inclined to
hold Inquests- wunless he is very
gtrongly of the opinion that full infor-
mation as to the death under consid-
eration is desirable. On the contrary
the is frequently accused of passing
over incidents which to many seem
deserving of further investigation. And
even making all due allowances for
ghat hostility supposed to exist be-
tween regular practitioners and others,
it may be believed that in the present
‘case the facts, so far as how known,
@re such as necessitate rigid examina~
tion into all the circumstances.

Possibly the coming inquest is but
the first move in another attack on
one who is mot a registered physician;
maybe it is prompted by professional
jealousy; but on the other hand it is
unfair to suppose this to be the case,
for such a supposition would hmpute
to the medical society motives which
in such a body of men would be ut-
terly unworthy,

The question at fissue has been a
burning one for a number of years;
sympathies of St. John people are di-
widod, and it will be well if the com-
ing enquiry succeeds where previcus
ones have failed, in making perfectly
oclear to the people the true and re-
_Jative values or otherwise of various
forms of treatment.

¢ - AN FRANCISCO'S VICTORY.

e J i

‘ ‘A brief despatch in yesterday's pa-
pers noted the end of San Francisco’s
jong and arduous campaign against
the bubonic plague. Rarely has an un-
dertaking of such magnitude been
carried on with so little publicity, for
although there have been thousands
of men engaged and millions of dollars
spent, only an occasional paragraph
has kept alive the knowledge that the
war against disease has been in" pro-
gress. The wisdom of this course has
been made apparent by the fact that
in spite of the existence of the plague,
business has not suffered to the slight-
est extent, and certairly San Fran-
cisco, striving to rise from its ashes,
deserved all the advantages it could
gecure. When the bubonic plague
made its appearance three years ago,
the aid of the federal government was
sdught by California, and Dr. Rupter
Blue of the U. S. hospital service was
sent to take charge of the campaign.
Unlimited cash was at his disposal,
for the seriousness of the situation
was apparent, and it was realized that
false notions of economy should not be
permitted to interfere with effective
work. Systematically the campaign
was begun, and like a great machine
directed by one central lever, the
workers diligently carried on their
task under Dr. Blue's instructions.
Every death in the city was investi-
gated, and wherever the cause was
found to be plague, rigid and deter-
mined examination was made until the
source of the infection was located,
Houses and stores have been
apart, barns, yards and sewers have
been destroyed and dug up, and al-
most invariably it has been found
that the disease has been carried by
rats, through fleas with which their
bodies are infested. With a compre-
hensive, knowledge of rats, Dr. Blue
was able to direct his campaign
against those varieties which carry
{he particular fleas laden with disease.
The city was divided into smali dis-
tricts, and frequent rat hunts have
been arranged. More than one million
rodents have been killed, ten per cent.
of them being examined by the ex-
peris engaged, All householders joined
in the war on rats, but a more import-
ant result than the actual killing of
0 many of these creatures, has been
attained in the remodelling and build-
ipg, throughout the city, of rat-proof
structures. Along with the direct as-
gault on the rodents, a system of gar-
hage collection was introduced where-
by @ large proportion of the food sup-
ply of rats was destroyed, and the ver-
min thus forced into holder appear-
ance whereby they were more easily
destroved. Accurate records were kept
of all infected rats, and the districts
in which they were found were care-
fully watched for the development of
disease.

In conjunction with this, the usual
preventive measures were adopted;
vessels entering port were disinfected,
houses were fumigated and rigid quar-
antine established against those ports
grom which the disease appearcd to

torn

be carried. So successful was Dr.
Blue's campaign that in three years,
from what first looked like & danger-
ous epidemic, " only seventy-seven
deaths occurred, and not more than
one hundred and sixty cases, id’ all,
were reported, More than this, San
Francisco has lost practically nothing,
from a business standpoint, by the ex-
istence of the disease, but on the con-
trary has profited by greatly improved
hygienic conditions which will be an
invaluable aid should the bubonic
plague again make its appearance,

Just Putting fo Sea When Boller Exploded

NEW YORK, N. Y, ‘April 1.—The
French transatlantic liner La Tour-
anie was crippled today by the burst-
ing of the main steam pipe of her port
boiler and was compelled to abandon
her voyage to Havre. Two of her oil-
ors were frightfully scalded, but it
was said tonight that they would re-
cover.

The accident occurred just as the ves-
sel had cast off from her pier and
was veering around in mid-stream for
the run down the river to the open
sea, Friends of passengers who were
still waving farewells from the pier-
head saw the ship suddenly enveloped
in steam from waterline to deck. There
was an explosion, but teo faint to be
Theard on shore. Those on board, how-
ever, were seen to be scurrying about
the deck, and for a time the wildest
excitement prevailed both on board the
vessel and ashore,That sometmng ger!-
ous had happened was:realized when
the two black baflls which in sea par-
lance signify “ship not under control”
were run up.

" The general agent of the line at once
put out in a tug,( and upon reaching
the La Toumaine found that the explo-
sion had shatterpd the in-take pipe of
a piston of the port engine, and had
so crippled the mechanism as to pre-
clude all possibility i of the ship con-
tinuing on her way.

PITTSBURG, April 1—Beating the
United States Steel Corporation, which,
it is said, had been intending to secure
the property, a deal was closed today,
by the independent steel concerns for
100,000 acres of Pittsburg cooking coal,
lying in Green, Fayette and ‘Washing-
ton Countles, Pennsylvania, at a cost
price of $50,000,000.. The property pur-
chased and on which the first payment
was made today to representatives of
the owner, was held by J. V. Thomp-
son, of Uniontown, Pa., and his asso-
ciates.

The sale was made to a holding com-
pany, representing, it is said, every
important independent steel company
in the country except Jones and
Laughlin, of Pittsburg, who are said
not to be interested in the deal. Char-
les M. Scwab, of the Bethlehem Steel
Company, is said to be at the head of
the new concern, and it has been ru-
mored that John W. Gates was be-
hind the deal. It is stated that J. P.
Morgan was asked to undertake the
purchase of this property and the con-
solidation of independent steel inter-
ests, but refused on account of his age
to become interested in so large an
undertaking.

noon nor be opemed before ;seven -
o'clock ‘on the "Monday" morning
thereafter, nor shall said licensed
premises be open after the hour of
ten o'clock in the evening or be
opened before seven o’clock in the
morning on all other days’of the
week; provided that this section
shall not apply to the sale of tem-
perance drinks’to guests m'hotels; .
and provided also that nothing
herein shall prevent druggists from
keeping their premises open during
such prohibited hours for: the or-
dinary business or from deallnig in
spirituous liquors as fully as they
might have-done had -this chapter
not been passed, but they ghall not
during such prohibited hours sell
any of the beverages mentioned in
gections 119 and 120.”

The holders of beer licenses inform
The Sun that if legislation.is secured
| to pass this section it wihll‘sertously af-
fect a large number of persons. They
declare that beer is regarded by all
as a temperarceldrink, and they can
see no reason whatever why such ex=-
treme restrictions should be passed.

1t is further stated that the dealers

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NOUGHT” TYPE OF WARSHIP

What the Term “Dreadnought” in British Naval

Phraseology

Stands For,

In the naval discussion which has

been raging in England for some time, !

and has attracted world-wide atten-
tion, the term ‘‘Dreadnought” occupies
a conspicuous place. The question
has been asked, what does the term
signify? The answer is that it im-
plies a class of battleships of the lat-
est type which are considered to be the
best in the world, of which Great Bri-
tain has several now afloat and will
continue to build more.

The first “Dreadnought” of the pre-
sent type was launched in 1908, but
ike most warship names in the Brit-
ish navy the word has a naval his-
tory. It is over a hundred years old
at least. The first record of its use
was at the Battle of Trafalgar in 1805,
when Nelson used a ship called
“Dreadnought” as a hospital shin.

Remarkable indeed—to a Startling
extent in some particulars—are the
contracts that one is brought face to
face with, in attempting to institute
a comparison between the historic
first-rate man of war, that exactly a
hundred years ago had recently come
out of dock after repairing the dam-
age that the enemy had done to her
at Trafalzar, and the mighty leviathan
battleship - “Dreadnought’” of the pre-
sent hour. Before Trafalgar, Nelson
picked out the “Victory” for his flag-
ship—out of a number of bigger ships
offered him by the Admiralty—as be-
ing, so Nelson himself declared, in
all essentials the most efficient three-
decker in the Royal Navy, just as the
“Dreadnought” is the most efficient
existing ironclad.

It is evident that the British Navy
is being kept up to. the mark. (0]4
the latest type .of war-vessel there
are in commission Yix—the “Dread-
nought,” the “Bellerophon,” the “In-
domitable,” the “Inflexible,” the *‘Lord
Nelson,” and the Agamemnon;” com-
pleting for sea are six — the ‘Temer—
aire,” the “St. Vincent,” the ‘“Van-
guard,” the ‘Superb,” the “Colling-
wood,” and the ‘Invincible;” in the
first stages of construction are two —
the “Neptune” and the “Indefatiga-
ble.” With regard to the other pow-
ers, it may be notéd that Germany has
laurched four vessels of the mew type,
and has five others in hand; America
has launched four, has two a-building,
and two more planned, and France
bas six under construotion.

Great Britain has now decided to
lay dow four new battleships of the
“Dreadnoughit”’ class during the: pre-
sent year.

POWERFUL TYPH,

The “Dreadnought” #type,of course,
is far and away the most powerful
man-of-war that has ever sailed the
seas. She 1is the biggest and the
heaviest and the fastest and the hard-
est-hittinig vessel that any navy up to
now has seen. And more than that.
The ‘“Dreadnought” has been so bullt
as to be practically wunsinkable by
mine or torpedo, while at the same
time her tremendous battery of ten
12 in. guns—huge cannon, each forty-
five feet long—makes her absolutely
irresistible in battle against all com-
ers! a match for any two — probably
any three — of the biggest battleships
in foreign mavies afloat. These are
some of the “points” — some of the
leading feature—sobe of the masto-
donte de mer, His Majesty’'s battleship
“Dreadnought.” With her coal, am-
munition and sea stores on board the
“PDreadnought” weighs—or displaces in
equivalent bulk of sea-water, accord-
iniz to the present-da method of reck-

WONDERFUL GUNS.

Hitherto four 12-inch guns have
formed the standard main armament
for all battleships. The Dreadnought
carries ten 12-inch guns of a new and
more powerful type than any hereto-
fore in existence. They are mounted
in pairs in ‘“redoubts,”” armoured with
Krupp steel eleven inches ® thick, and
are so grouped on board that when
fighting broadside-on with an enemy.
eight of the ten guns will bear on the
enemy and be in action throughout.
In chase, or fighting end-on, six of the
guns are available at all times. The
firing charge per gun of “modified”
cordite, weighs by itself 2 cwt.—the
weight of a sack of coals on a street
coal-cart. In the hour of battle each
discharge from the Dreadnought’s
broadside will hurl inte the enemy
three tons of ‘“‘metal’”’—bursting shells,
each shell being from three to four
feet long, and weighing singly 7% cwt,
With each shot also, bang goes £80,
the cost of the cartridge and its pro-
jectile. Twelve thousand yards will be
‘the Dreadnought's chosen range for
engaging—six miles—about as far as
clear vision is possible about the hori-
Zon.

“Mark X is the official style for the
Dreadnought class of 12-inch gun. It
is the most powerful piece of ordnance
in the world. It weighs wupwards of
fifty-eight tons, about the weight of a
larger “tank’ railway engine of the
kind that brings the suburban bread-
winner up to the city every morning.
Its muzzle velocity—the-speed at which
the shot flashes forth from the gun—is
2,900 feet (966 2-3 yards, or well over
half a mile) in a second. THe force
with which the shot starts off is
enough to send it through a solid slab
of wrought iron:set close up in front
of the muzzle of the gun four and a
quarter feet thick. When fired with
full charges, each gun develops a force
able to lift the Dreadnought herself,
bodily, nearly a yard up, exerting a
force equivalent to 47,697 ‘‘foot-tons,”
in gunnery language. The - entire
broadside of eight 12-inch guns, fired
simultaneously. as at the recent gun
trial off the Isle of Wight, develops a,
force sufficient to heave the huge ves-
sel twenty-one feet up—nearly out of
the water, in fact, .

TREMENDOUS RANGE,

| ‘As an instance of the tremendous
jrange of the Dreadnought’'s guns,
! mounted on one of the Dover forts,
they could easily drop shells on the
deck of a Channel packet in the act
of leaving Calais harbor. ITmagine one
of them mounted in front of the Royal
Exchange to fire with full charges in
any direction. Its shells would burst
over Slough in one direction, and over
Gravesend in the other. Hertford, St.
Albans, Chertsey, Sevenoaks, would all
be witkin range. Twenty-five miles in
the extreme estimated range of a shot
fired with a full range charge, and
the trajectory of the projectile would,
at its culminating point, attain a
height in the air of nearly nine miles,
three times the height of Mount Blanc.

They are ‘“‘wire guns,” as the term
goes, constructed in each case by
winding coil on coil of steel ribbon or
“tape” (a quarter of an inch wide and
.06 of an inch thick) round and round
on an, inner steel tube, the barrel of
the piece; just as the string is wound
round the handle of a oricket bat. The
tape or {‘wire” is then eovered by out-
er ‘“jackets,” or tubes of steel. Up-
wards of 228,800 yards of wire — a
length of 130 miles — weighing some
15 tons, a required for pach of the
barrel coffgprises grooves, varying
inu depth from .08 of an inch at the
muzzle to 1 at the breech, Each of the
Dreadnought’s guns separately ein-
ploys in its manufacture from first to
last upwards of 500 men in wvarious
capacities, and costs as turned out
ready to send on board, but without
appurtenances, between £10,000 and
£11,000. :

The Dreadnought carries eleven in-
ches of Krupp steel armor on her sides,
redoubts, and conning tower: and
rather thinner armor at the bows and
stern. Her speed of twenty-one knots
makes her a full two knots faster
than any existing battleship, She is
the first battleship in any navy to be
propelled by the Parsons’ turbine, to
which ‘her speed is due. Lastly, the
cost of the Dreadnought is officially
stated =t £1,797,497.

STRICTLY IMPROVED,

Since the new era of the monster
{ war ship was announced in December,
1904, the Dreadnought idea has stead-
ily- improved its position both in this
country and with other powers, and
during the past few days it has been
very much in the public eye in the
matter of its parent fleei, one, the
Bellerophon, being commissioned, an-
other, the Vanguard, launched, while
the world’s record cruiser, the Inde-
fatigable, was laid down. From the
time that a new idea 1s conceived to
the expiration of the actual building
programme a haval type gradually
improves upon itself, and this is true
of the Dreadnoughts. The Dread~
nought disolaces 17900 tons, the Bu-
perb, the Temeraire, and the Bellero-
phon are 18,600 tons, while the 8St.
YVincent, Collingwood, and Vanguard
displace 19,366 tons.

VICTORIA, B. C.. April 1.—British
Columbia needs surveyors, and far-
mers and railways, and highways and
laborers and a few other things and
the only conditiion is that these be
supplied = equitably. The surveyors
are needed to mark out the lands in
the newer portions of the Province,
lands which should offer every in—
ducement to the settler, hut which are
now in a wild and uninviting state.
The farmers are needed to cultivate
. these--lands and bring -forth from

them the grain, the fruit and the

other produce which must satisfy the
of an ever-increasing popula-

- tion., . The railways are required for
purpose of “joining up” the habit-

able areas and.opening up the way by
means of which the settler can ship
his _produce , to the markets of the
“vorld. ‘The highways, or trails, or
roads, must be built—in some cases
they must be hewn out—in order that
opportunities may be given to the
settlers, present or prospective, to
reach the centres of population or to
ecome into touch with the railway
eystem of the Province. The laborers
will find their place in the great pro-
gramme of donstruction and develop-
ment, the ocarrying out of which has
only<been begun.

. UNEQUAL DISTRIBUTION OoF
) : MEN.

The difficulties in the way 'of pro-
moting settlement’ in the past have
arisen not only from the scarcity of
men at particular times, but also from
ihe impossibility of arranging the dis-
tribution so that the supply might be
absorbed © with the ' greatest benéfit.
‘While it i8 undoubtedly true that at
the present time ‘there is room for the
countless- thousands from the older
cpuntries of the world who are desir-
ous -of establishing themselves in new
homes. It would not be well for the
immigrants to come in ‘“bBunches.”
The broad prairiés of the middle west
can take in gettlers by the hundred
every day and the effects can scarcely
be noticed in a review of the gen-
eral situation. The land there  is
ready for cultivation, and it can give
its increase within 2 very short time
after settlement begins. The same
cannot be said of British Columbia: If
five hundred farmers from Ontario or
the western States were to arrive at
Vancouver tomorrow, with the ex-
pectation of taking up land, they!
would ecxperience: many disappoint-
ments. If they came over to Victoria
.and asked the Provincial Government
to supply them ‘with homesteads,
there would be a commotion in official
clreles, without any advantage to the

with the immigrant's desire to

.yet started.

homeseekers. The truth is that there
are millions of acres of arable land in
various parts of the province whien
would furnish excellent opportunitics
to farthers, but these areas are not
available for settlement as yet. There
are many obstacles which interfere
take
up land. The Provinclal government
controls large tracts which have not
bheen surveyed. The Dominion Govern-
ment - has the disposition of an im-
mense tract lying within the railway
bhelt, the greater portion of which . is
also upsurveyed. The Provincial land
lies chiefly in the northern part of the
Province, being contiguous to the line
of the Grand Trunk Pacific Raitway.
It is not open for settlement, and will
not ‘be opened until the surveyors:
have*done their work. They have not
The Dominion Govern-
ment land is not as attractive from
the  settler’s point of view, although
there are portions of it which would
make cxcellent farms. The failure on
the part of the surveyor to make his
appearance is felt in all the mew re-
gions, and until the sections are
staked out there wil be little eXcuse
for a discussion of the opportunities
for settlement. :

IMMIGRATION IS SMALL,
The Government officials here say

| that farmers are now coming into the

Province as fast as they can be ac-
commodated with homesteads,  but the
total immigration is insignificant in
comparison with that which is invad-
ing Alberta and Saskatchewan. The
fertile valleys of southern British
Columbia - are attracting settlement,
but cultivation there is on a special-
ized basis and “free farms for the
millions” are not to be had. Fruit-
raising -seems to be the only industry
which 4s practicable for the farmers
in that section of the Province, and
capital is required before such an un-
dertaking can ‘be seriously considered.
The man with capital can indeed find
good openings for investment in any
of the industries in British Columbia,
and. this applies 'with special force to
farming. The element. of risk is com-
paratively small when the advantages
of soil and climate are weighed with
it, and the certainty of a hungry mar-
ket makes it unnecessary for the tiller
of the soil to worry over the problem
of disposing of the output.

RAILWAYS PROJECTED.

The railway question is settling it-
self slowly, as the natural resources
of the Province reveal themselves.
The Canadian Pacific is still the do-

minant factor, as it is in other por-
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i tions of the west, and it has practi- ;

cally a monopoly of the traffic in the
older districts. *“Jim” Hill is a com-

it are increasing slowly a{ best. There
are so many districts which might of-
fer inducements to settlers,
distances separating these
established communitiés are so great,
that the task before the Government
fs enormous. The revenue of the Pro-
vince is chiefiy devoted to the exten-
sion of this work, and although the
amount of the expenditure increases
from year to year, the' needs seem to
grow at an equally rapid rate. -The
progress of thé work of development
and improvement demonstrates the
necessity for openlng up additional
districts every year. The clamor for
better transportation routes in the
rural communities is answered in some
measure by heavier legislative appro-
priations, and the total sum now e

pended annually on highways and sim-
jlar works is more than the entire

sum raised as revenue a few years:
ago. Meeting the public demands in !

this respect partakes of the character
of an endless chain. New hizhways
mean additions to the population, due

to the improvement in the facilities :
The !

for reaching the new areas.
growth of settlement in turn involves
the necessity of making. further pro-
vision for catering to the wants of the
people concerned. The Legislature
does what it considers to be its full
duty in arranging for the construction
of these public works, but the demand
widens. The pressure is withstood, for
the time being, by taking every advan-
tage of a buoyant rcvenue.

popwiation of British Columbia resides
in the cities and large towns. One
might also go so far as to say that
haif the people live in five cities. The
rural. communities, indeed. occupy an
insignificant + placez in the statistics
of pepulation. It is generally® found
that’ in the larger centres tlicre ic an
exceseive supply of labor of a certain
clasgs.  especially in the winter monihs,
while ‘in the small towns af country
districts there is sure to t,a short-
agerin the summer season. The cost
of living is another imortant facior
in the situation. The chmate is mild,
respects that of
many States in the American Union,
but- the prices which ‘the ordinary

" mortal pays for the necessaries of life

are ffar ahove $hose which prevail in
other warm countries, Sitreet car
tickets and 'postage stamps are cbtain-

able 'at the usual rates, and these are !

conspicuous exteptions to the general
rule;: : Wages are not projortionate
to the cost of living. and it is this
argimient which gives to the lubor
class its basis for agitation and dis-
content. The competition of the
Jananese and Chinese in some classes
of work aggravates the trouble which
has ‘always been associated with the
introduction of reeruits from Asia.
