the transactions of the past year, al-
lowing for the over expenditure of the
board of works and om account of
lunatic asylum, our revenue excaeded
our expenditure. (Applause).

That seemed to him to be a complete
answer to the charges of the members
of the opposition and of ths opposi-
iion press throughout the country,
that this province was not in a good
financial position and was rapidly go-
ing behind. When we find that with
the increased expenditure necessiry
by reason of c¢hanged conditions we are
able, without any extraordinary effort,
%o keep our expenditure within our re-
-venue, surely it is an indication that
the affairs of this province are being
carried on in an economiical manner,
and that the province is not going
down.

Even ‘when there was
a sufficlent number of members, post-
porements were ordered because cer-
tain ministers could not be there, and
or several occasions Mr. Borden and
Mr. Powell, with the other members: ¥
of the committee who were most ac-
tive in the enquiry, had to wealit until
half the time was over beficre they
were aflowed to take evidence.

Nevertheless scme important testi-
mony was secured. Among the facts
ascertained were these :

In ome poll the number of ballots
found mark for the ocomservative
candidate was ess than the number
of eleators who they voted for
bim. In other weordsy thiat mumber of
electors who marked their ballots for
McLean were reccrded as having voted
for the government candidate.

The ballots at this poll were found
to be of two distinct paticrns.: The
nvmber of one kind which was of a
cifferent color, a different quality and
thickness of paper, and containing dis-
tirct printers’ marks frcm the rest was
found to agrse Wwith the number of
lcet conservative ballots.

The ‘“bogus’” ballots were not only
different in thickness and character of
paper from the others received at the
same poll, but were of an entirely dif-
. ferent quality and thickness from the
sgtubs to which, if they had been genu-
ine ballots, they would have been at-
tecbed.

The cross on these so-called bogus
ballots was such as to indicate that
they had all been marked by the same
hand.

Such was ths evidence as to ome
poll, ITn regard to another, there had
been affidavits showing 1he same dis-
crepancy between votes cast for Mec-
Lean amd those counted for him. The
evidence teken by the coramitteec sup-
rorted these affidavits, so far as it
went, and proved a certain amount of
bogus vyotes. But for reasons to be
mentioned hereafter, the faects were
riot fully brought cut.

Omne returning officer who was sum-
moned did not appear.: Witnesses were
produced who swore that he had been
employed in a certain shop up to the
date when he was wanbed at Ottawa,
that he was seen by parties in sym-
pathy with the government, that he
went to his employers and explained
that hs had to .go away, and that the
reason given by him was that there
was trouble about the election. He
was traced to Toronto, and a fellow
lodger testified that he was visited
by ths assistant organizer of the lib-
eral party. This witness subsequently
went with returning officer Farr to the
orgamizer's house, and maited outside
during an interview which ocourred
after midnight. Witnesses were in-
formed by Mr. Fanr that he had re-
ceived a sum of money and a ticket,
.and was going away. It was learned
afterwards that he escaped to Whitby
and moved from place to place, spend-
ing some time across the border. The
officers of parliament did mot find him,
and his evidence was not taken.

But the evidence of others was that
Farr had told them of some of Hhis
achievements, and had explained how
many votss he had made for Mr.
Holmes and how he had been in-
structed 0 proce=d. After the elec-
tion enquiry was over, Mr. Farr re-
appeared at his hiome.

Among other incidents of this poll
was the discovery of @ torn ballot
marked for McLean, which was found
on the floor, and afterwards pieced
together and brought before the com-
mittee.

It was also learned that some of the
active participants "in this _ocampaign
were the same as those who operated
in Brockvi’lle and who had a hand in
the local election in West Plgin.

The rector preached from the text
2 Samuel, xix.,, 2: *“And’the victory
that day was turned into mourning.”
After dwelling upon the extreme dis-
similarity of circumstance, in the’'case
of Absalom’s death fighting against
his king and father, and the patermal
instinot overcomding patriotism for a
time, yet the central mote of the pass-
ege—victory and mourning—was one
thait pressed itself upcn them now.
Men could not grasp contradictory
emotions at Qne time, and yet extreme
joy and sorrow were far nearer to one
another than the superficial observer
conceived. And the service of  God
could combine and oconsecrate both
emotions. Thankful joy &8 a crown-
ing merecy of God, and the +wvoice of
sorrow is a bereavement that sought
its comsolation at the true source. The
viictories they rejoiced over were per-
haps not so brilliant or far-reaching es
some in the history of Englamd, but if
measured by the enormous difficulties
cvercome, the long suspense and fre-
quest disappointment, the jealousy of
other nations, it explained ‘how the
heart of the Empire hiad been more
stirred and its triumphal joy more en-
thusiastic than ewver befome..

But joy was ever purchased by sor-
row; the.cost of war’s triumphs meant
the blood of best and ' deanrest. It
meant in the present war the loss of
men of proved celebrity, like Symonds
and Wauchope; the loss of brilliant
promiise, as in young Roberts and Lord
Ava; it meant to Canada and to tham-
selves the loss of such admirable citi-
zens and soldiers as Frederick Wiilliam
‘Withers, whose hearoic death" in the
moment of victory they commemorated
that day. The city of St. John was
proud of Comporal Withers, for he was
211 her own: borm in the city, educated
there, trained there to skilled labor,
trained theres as a soldier, enlisting
there: for’ service abroad. His militia
iife had been oonsdmt.taus and exems-

plary; and he represented that higher
type of the intelligent soldier, which
surely’ now shall supersede the old

less fellow, dating from the time when

from the prisom gates, and unflortun-
ately perpstuated by the popular
strains of a modern poet.
