DEATH OF BISHOP BRADLEY,

.

First Bishop of the Catholic Diocese
: of Mﬂﬂchest‘f. N. “. : /

MANCHESTER, N. H.,, Dec. 18. —
The Rt. Rev. Denis M. Bradley, first
bishop of the Catholic diocese of Man-
chester, died this morning at 2.35
o’clock at the Episcopal residence on
Lowell street, at the age of 57 years.
The cause of death was chronic gas-
tritis, . -

The end came peacefully and the

bishop passed away surrounded by the
members of the clergy of the Cathe-
dral and other members of his house-
hold. The mother superior of the Sis-
ters of Mercy and two or three mem-
bers of the order who had Been in at-
tendance ‘during his illness, together
with Misses Margaret and Mary Brad-
ley, nieces of ‘Bishop Bradley and Sis-
fer Ursula, his cousin, were also in at-
tendance at the bedside. The prelate
remained conscious to the last and was
in full pc ion of his when
the final summons came,
' The news of the deathiof Bishop
Bradley was annournced at the various
masses in all of the Catholic churéhes
throughout the state and  the an-
nouncement was received with great
sorcow and emotion.

Bishop Bradley was born in' Castle
Island, County Kerryftelant, friifreb-
ruary, 1846, Soon abtér his féither's
‘death, when he was only ht yes
old, his mother, with five small chil@-
ren, came to the United States and set-
tled in Manchester.

In 1863 he entered Hojy Cross Col-
l¢ge in Worcester, Mass,, graguating
in June, 1867.. His theological studies
svere carried on at St. Joseph’s prov-
incial semipary in Troy, N. ¥., where
he was ordained to the priesthood .in4
1871. Soon after his ordination to th
priesthood, Fathey Bradley was uﬁ
ed to duties in ‘Portland, Me, und
Bishop Bagon, dnd afterwards unded
Bishop Healey,-by whom he WAs namsd
rector of the cathedral, chancelldr
the diocese, and bishop's anae] .
He remained in Portland several yeass,
then coming to the pastorate of St.

During fifty years of trade
numerous changes had taken place in
Great Britdin itself. How ' great, too,
had been the changes outside. Mr.
Foster pointed out that whije under
free trade it was the individudl against
the individual and corporation against
gorporation, behind the foreigner had
stood the government with his protec-
tion, while behind the Brﬂlgh individ-
ual and corporation there was mno
governmerit. That was a condition
and not a theory. Not a single for-
eign power 3ad been converted to free
trade, but the national idea had be-
come stronger year by year.

That was a fact that had been weigh-
ing on the minds as well as on the
trade and business of the people of
Great Britain and now that the'lid had
been lifted by a master mind, the
movement had assumed great propor-
tions. Mr. Foster said an8thetr under-
lying cause was_the belief ‘that the
days of little prineipalitiés and powers
had passed away and h_m't’(ithe future
would see great aggfegatifs of power-
ful states. Under such ditions was
the British empiré to kv,i itsiplace?
Could it do so unless'it dréw cloker its
different parts and made itself a
great consolidated empifé? These had
been the principal opérattve reasons
that had led up to the present power-
ful agitation.

Mr. Foster thep reyiewed the posi-
tion of the greatyparties in England
on the questidn, and theh proceeded to
review . the posftiongof t dolonies, He
drew attention tom aect that all the

colonies, led by C%, 1all adopted
the principle of a rencé and that
all, with the excepiionn of Australia,
which was_also pledged, had embodied
it in legislatton.; This action had ar-
isen out of successive cglonial confer-
ences. He also drew attention to the
fact that at the last colonial confer-
.ence, when the colonial premiers had
'met Mr. Chamberfain, who was then
colonial secretary, a series of resolu-
tions had been adopted, which urged
the promotion of trade between the
empire and the colonies and the
strengthening’ of the empire thereby.
There were the two great underlying
principles of the whole movement. The
colonies, too, had net only given a pre-
ference to Great Britain, but had ask-
ed Great Britain to give a preference
in return. Mr. Chamberlain was not
now a member of the government, be-
cause in these resolutions he had taken
up the cause of the colonies and the
empire, and had pregaed it to the full
extent of the meaning of the resolu-
tions. = He was told that the govern-
ment had no mandate. to: meet these
resolutions. It was then that Mr.
Chamberlain had decided. to go out of
the government and devote the rest of
his life to having these resolutions
canvassed, and if possible adopted by
the . British empire. (Tremendous ap-1

C. P. R. VICTORY.

ﬁONTREAL‘ Dec. 14.—The Canadian
Pacific RailWay gained a decisive vic-
tory this morning in the case of the
ten Chinamen who sought, after hav-
ing been fdfused admiSsion to enter
the United States, to remain in Can-
ada, and who took out writs of habeas
corpus to-compel the railway company
to release them. Judge Lavergne held
that as the Chinamen had not complied
with the provisions of the Canadian
law, and that as they had been trans-
- ported by the railway company on
their having represented themselves to
be citizens of the United States, which
claim they were not able to substan-
tiate, the company could not disem-
bark tkem here without seriously vio-
lating the law. Bo far as any con-
tract between the United States gov-
ernment and the railway company was
concernéd, it was perfectly legal, and
there was no ground for interference
by the Canadian courts, He accord-
ingly ordered the company to return
them to Hong Kong, from whence it
brought them.

WAGE SYSTEM TO PASSAWAY

And in Its Place Will Come Profit
Sharing and Co-operation
of ldeas.

me——

PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 18. — “The
wage system will “pass away. In itk
stead I believe there will come a sys-
tem which will be composed of profit
sharing and the co-operation of ideas.
This great labor 'question means the
struggle of humanity for a higher
standard of life. The employer must
consider his employe as well as the
stockholder, as an investor.”

These words were contained in an
address upon “The wage question,”
made by Carroll D. Wright, U. S. com-
missioner of labor, before the Society
of Ethical Culture of this city today.

Of scarcely less interest than his pre-
diction of a new labor system, was
Col. Wright’s approval of a plan to in-
sure labor against incapacity result-
ing . from accident, illness or advanc-
ed age. The German idea was quot-
ed, under which the employer pays
one-fourth the cost of a sick and
death benefit policy, the employe one-
fourth, and the government one-half.

“England,” sald Col. Wright, “has
takent up this system and we of the
United States are steadily approach-
ing it.”

The Coldest December Day Since I876
—An $85,000 Fire in

CHICAGO, Dec. 13~This was the
coldest day in Chicago for this season
of the year since . 1876. Early this|
morning the temperature began to go
down, until at 8 a. m. it had reached
13 below. During the day it began to
moderate, and tonight the mercury is
hovering around the zero mark, and
the indications for tomorrow are for
warmer weather with snow storms. ,

On account of the cold and heavy
condition of the streets owing to the
heavy fall of snow yesterday, the
three story department store of Bod-
zinski & Co. in West Twenty-second
street was destroyed by fire before the
engines could reagh the scene of the
fire. The building had been completely
destroyed, causing a loss of $85,000.

So far but one death has been re-
ported, that of a switchman, who was
found frozen to death in the Chicago
& Northwestern yards.

BANGOR, Me., Dec. 14—The deer
hunting season in Maine will close on
Tuesday night. Up to 7 p.'m. tonight
4,444 deer had been received at Bangor
from the hunting regions north and
east, and this number will probably be
increased to about 4,600 by later re-’
ceipts. ‘In 1902 the number of deer
brought to, Bangor was 5,124,

WON A THOUSAND PRIZES.

Famous Athlete, Once American and
Canadian Champion, Dies
in the Yukon,

SEATTLE, Wash.,, Dec. 14, — Hugh
McKinnon, once a famous athlete, is.
dead at Dawson. For the last two
years he had been chief officer in the
Yukon to prevent the establishment of
illieft distilleries and the smuggling of
liquors into the territory.

From 1874 to 1879 McKinnon held the
heavyweight - championship as an all
round athlete in the United States and
Canada. He was awarded more than
a thousand prizes in clubs, the Phila-
delphia. centennial and the European
sweepstakes. He retired in 1879 un-
defeated.

McKinnon was born in Ontario .in
1842, He was a giant in stature.

JAPAN’S TROOPS LAND IN COREA.

ZEOULE, Dec. 14.—The Japanese
landed marines at Mokphe yesterday to
suppress rioting during a strike among
the laborers. It is reported that they
fired upon the mob, killing 'several
people.

The strike was among Corean coolies
employed in the foreign concession
which precipitated clashes among the
Coreans and Japanese. The affair, it
is tiought, may cause local complica=
tions and it is possible Russia may
send a warship, should the Corean gov-
ernment resent the landing of marines
by Japan,

LONDON, Dec. 14.—The terms of
Russia’s reply to Japan have been com-
municated to the Japanese -minister
here, Baron Hayashi, by the govern-
ment at Tokio. The minister subse-
quently said the negotiations were stiil
incomplete,. but he significantly added
that he saw no reason to change his
previously expressed opinion that a
peaceful issuse would result therefrom.

BRITISH TOWN UNDERMINED.

L.ONDON, Dec. 14.—There is con=
sternation in the town of Hanley, in
Staffordshire. A man while walking
through the street yesterday, suddenly
sank through the footway into the
earth and was engulfed in a coal mine
long since disused.

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CANADA CAN FEED EMPIRE.

‘Will Supply All Great Britain’s Grain
For Five Years—Hon, Geo, E.
Foster Talks in New York
About Canada’s Future,

e
(U. 8. Ass. Press.)

NEW YORK, Dec. 1l—George 1. Fos-
ter, former finance minister of Canada,
who has just returned from BEngland,
Where he has been making speeches in
favor of preferential tariff and assisting
in the campaign of former Colonial Sec-
retary Jos. Chamberlain, declares that
within five years the Domjinion will be
able to supply Engl with the wheat
now sent from the Un States,

“Last year,” he says, “we raised sixty
million bushels of grain. We have now
under cultivation three million aeres of
wheat land, and still have one hun-
dred million acres just as good, which
will be grain producing land in the near
future. No country in the world will
take the place of Canada as a, food pro-
ducer. This is due to the richness of
her soil and the climate,

“We Canadians think the United
Btates in all its relations with us has
been a very insistent nation. Your
beople are the best in the world, but we
do not look upon your gQvernment as
the broadest minded in the world, We
import from the United States a large
number of agricultural products, but
from us the United States imports very
little. In manufactured goods, our tar-
iff runs about 28 per cent., while that
of the United States is about 49 per
cent. The disparity seems too great.
If you won't let us in on a fair tariff,
we’ll have to raise the tariff against
you.

“We think our country is Just as good
a8 the United States. - There was a feel-
ing of disappointment among - us con-
cerning the Alaskan award, but that is
bassing away. You see, the United
States stretches its carcass there across
our front door. We have got to step
over you people when we want to get
out to sea—that is, if you will let us.”

Apd Horse Racing at Midnight in
Dawson,

DAWSON, Y, T.—When you come.to
Dawson bring along Cy Warman’s
Jingle about Creede, . "Tig day all day
in the daytime, and there ig no night
in Creede,” applies to Dawson in truly
a literal sense, During the summef
months the sun sets as usual, but it
sets long after bedtime and leaves be-
hind it so much daylight that it is
simply boorish to call it night. The
fact that fresh eggs here in summer
hre almost as expensive as nuggets is
probably. due to the chickens becoming
dissipated with too much sitting up.
They nearly walk their legs off wait-
ing for the sun to set along towards
midnight and hardly get the pro-
verbial forty ‘winks before it pops
again a couple of hours later and they
have to hop down from the roost and
broceed ''on another day's seratching
for worms. No wonder the chickens
get rattled and quit their jobs,

There are' four baseball teams in
Dawgon and they struggle all summer
long for a pennant. Games are held
at 7 o’clock in the evening and never
have to be called on account of dark-
ness. On the fourth of July, which is
celebrated here by Canadian and Ame-
rican alike, they hold field sports in the
afiernoon, pull off a ball game or two
after supper, theh attend a theatrical
performance, and when the theatre is
out all hands go to the horse races.
The last race is usually finished about
breakfast time on the fifth.

On~the 21st day of June, the longest
day of the year, 1,000 people ascend the
‘mountain back of Dawson to see the
_nndnlght sun. They say it lacks about
ten minutes of being a midnight sun
at Dawson, for it is that many minutes
before midnight when it sets, but it
gbes for the real article, nevertheless,
and firnishes the people an excuse for
a lively climb and a social levee on
the top of the mountain during the two
hours of “gray dawn” light that inter-
venes before old Sol puts in another
appearance.

There are in the neighborhood of 20,~
000 people in the Klondike mining dis-
trict, and a conservative estimate puts
down over 60 per cent. of this number
as  Americans. Unlike the United
States, the dominion of Canada gives
the aliens an equal right to its mining
claims, with its own subjects. This
feature, together with the extension of
the police protection and the use of
roads and telegraphs, has produced a
brotherly feeling between Yankee and
Britisher which probably doesn’t exist
any place. else in the world where two
families of cousins meet. On every
gala’ occasion the Union Jack is lov-
ingly entwined with the stars and
stripes, “ The Americans whop it up in
the liveliest kind of fashion with the
Canadians on Dominion Day—July 1—
and on the 4th of July the Canadians

& bank. Miners can no longer gamble
in Dawson; the streets are full of busy
people, hut there is room.on the side-
walk for ~ everybody. Substantial
wooden houses have taken the place of
tents. A perfect condition of law -and
There are comfortable
‘hotels and clubs, large churches and
schools,

The ofity lies at the base of a huge
bluff. A great white soar on its steep
face is supposed to mark the spot
where a section of land once broke
loose and came down upon a little ‘In-
Qian village at the base of the moun-
tain, completely obliterpting it and its
inhabitants. This, however, is a legend-
ary tale.

A mass of white wooden "houses,
many with red iron roofs, a couple of
church spires and large wooden pub-

city.. In scattered buncheés on the
hﬂlsid‘e are hundreds of one story log
huts, which, from the river, look like
50 many child’s playhouses. Three
business streots run parallel to the
river.

Jack .from the cresks crosses over to
the docks to see a steamer depart for
Whitehorse. Back on the sidewsik®a
half hour later he - talks “pay dirt,”
“pannings” and “clean-ups” with com-
rades he meets, and buys them 25-cent
drinks of beer. When his poke is
emptied of its gold dust he goes forth
to fill it again, gratified over having
had a spending of th fruits of his toll.
The comforts of life are never lohg in
seeking the place where there is gold.
Only pay the price in Dawson and you
can obtain anything you seek. Leave
your. nickels and dimes behind you
when you come, for they are good for
nothing here unless you buy postage
stamps. The “two-bit” piece—25 cents
—is the lowest denomination of c¢oin
with which a Dawson merchant will
many copper-cent pieces in California.
It is turned over to the banker to be
shipped “outside.” A newspaper costs
25 cents and so does a shine or a shave.
Perchance your bill at the grocer's or
the laundry comes to an amount which
in other places would require the pay-
ment of currency in its settlement. In
these instances the merchant gets the
advantage if the amount is closer to
the 25-cent mark above than it is to
the 25-cent mark below, and you get
the advantage if it is the other way.
Thus it costs 10 cents for the washing
of a collar. If you have six washed
you pay b0 cents for the job. If it is
seven collars you pay 75 cents. The
average price of potatoes in Dawson
is ten cents a pound. The market res
port of an evening paper recently stat-
ed that hay had taken an awtul slump,
going clear down to 5 cents a pound.
Imagine the grief of an Iowa or Mis-~
souri farmer at having to give his
horses and cows hay that costs him 20
cents a pound, It often commands
that price in the Klondike in the win=
ter time. The freight, of course, is the
agent that controls prices. It -costs
the merchants $00 to bring a ton of
perishable goods from Seattle to Daw-
son in the summer time, and a lot
more in the winter, when {t has to be
brought from end of the White Pass
railroad on sleds, The price of labor,
however, is correspondingly high, so
unless you are a “‘éhee-chaco’”—a ten-,
derfoot—having earned your money
outside, you d6 not suffer much. No
laborer. earns less than $4 a day, and
most of them get $6.

The weather in the summer months
is about the same as in the northern
part of the United States. In the win-
'ter the thernmiometer goes down to 60
below zero.

“It is better to have it that cold,”
remarked the Inhabitant. “When it
gets as warm as 30 degrees below zero
the people commence to think it is
spring. They expose .themselves ac-
cordihgly, and catch cold. Yes, sir-ee,
gimme 60 below zero every time.” This
Is the kind of philosophizing the peo-
ble of Dawson do in the winter and it
works very well.

Dawson is somewhat Pprotected from
the snows. There is never more than
three feet on hand at a time,

About-the biggest ‘“claims” I can
find in the immediate vicinity of Daw-
son are the vegetable gardens. The
vegetables in the long-day summer
time get in a good bit of growing every
day and are therefore quite prolific. A
farmer on the bench of land across the
river last year raised 3,200 head of cab-
bages and sold them to Dawsonites and
miners up the creeks at the rate of 28
cents a pound. Each head  weighed
about two pounds, This year several
Other farmers—most of them busted
miners—have decided to get rich on
cabbages, and the result is the ploneer
cabbage man fears the price is going
to drop considerably, and no doubt it
will. §

Cutumbers raised in a hot house
bring-$1 a plece. A gardener on the
Klondike River is said to be lying low
with a fleld of celery. He has not as
yet fixed his price, but rumor has it
that there is going to be no loss to the
husbandman. The soil conststs of a
rich, black loam. Along the Klondike
River the gardeners irrigate their
craps. Oats, wheat and barley grow
and ripen this fay north, provided the
ground i which it is planted is not too
wat.

Now for a 1look at the real
wealth-producing part of this coun-
try—the Klondike, that has produced
$100,000,000 in shining specks of gold—
the real excuse, as it were, for there
being a Dawson City. Strange to say,
the river which gave the distriot its
name, the Klondike, has not produced
any gold. Tt is the little creeks that
are tributary to it that hAve trans-

ago. The waters brought down their
loose rock, dirt and gravel, contain-
Ing the free gold, and planted it layer
by layer for a depth of twenty feet
oF more. It is simple enough to get
the gold once you get your claim. Just
throw the dirt in a box containing
running water and the little specks
will free themselves and stack, up
against the nearest projection. Turn
off the water and scoop up the yellow
stuff by the handful and you are rich.

On Bonanza Creek, at a spot where
it flows in a shallow valley between
low bare hills sixteen miles up from
Dawson, Carmack and some Indians
made the first discovery. They panned
out nuggets as big as eggs and a quan-
tity of l'dust” that was burdensome
to. carry. * That claim ‘is called “Dis-
covery,” and it is still being worked
to a profit. True, the cream of the
good stuff is gone, but lessees are glad
of the chance to wash the dirt over
and over again. The same c¢an be
said of almost the whole Bonanza
Creek. The bed of the weak little
stream, from almost outside of Daw-
son up a distance of 25 miles, has been
turned inside out, scratched - gnd
pawed over until it looks as if every
stone has been scrubbed a thousand
times, and all its dirt has gone down
stream, Yet the fun still goes on.
Steam shovels are busily scooping up
the material and pouring it into sluices,
a great dredger is at work with its
buckets, and every concelvable kind of
a digging and  sluicing contrivance is
in operation. The claims do not have
names. They go by number. Thus
one man may own & mine which is de-
signated “21 Below,” and another one
which is called “40 Above.” Almost
every foot of Bonanza Creek has been
turned over, but it is still paying {ts
returns. High up on the surrounding
hillsides, veins of dirt, showing where
creeks ran in olden times, have been
discovered and their contents also is
being removed and washed over and
over again. The summer is the time
for slulcing. The waters of the oreek
have beén steered off thelr course hun-
dreds of times into sluice boxes,

hydraulic hoses, and even pumped up
on the hilisides to be made to serve
their purpose there in washing out the
yellow particles. Once its work {s done
it must be released and allowed to flow
down to the new diggings. The wash-
ing 18 practically all done by |alui;:!n1.rl
In the boxes the gold is saved by fall
ing of its own weight behind the: rifiles
or strips of wood nadiled crosswise in
the box. Lengthwise strips are placed
above the riffies to allow the pleces of
rock to be washed ouf of .the box
rapidly, 1 SN

In the winter time the miner makes
his “dump” by delving into the frozen
ground, thawing it out, bringing it up
and piling it away for the summar
slufeing. It s impossible te dig far
into the ground without some thawing
Drocess, even in the summer, for it is
frozen solid 18 inches below the sur-
face. In the winter the miner takes
& gteampipe under ground with hid
and thaws out shafts, drifts and tun-
nels, whither he will on his claim. The
ground, being solidly frozen, it is sel-
dom necessary to do any timbering,
although ‘there hawve besn several “fun-
erals caused by a neglect to take this
Drecaution. ;

Eldorado creek flows into Bonanza at
Grand Forks, 12 miles up from Daw-
8on, and there is located the miners’
town of Bonanza, with its stores, its
log cabins on the hillside, its news
bapers, its post office and saloons, the
Same as any other well-regulated min-
ing camp. The story of Eldorado
creek-is practically the same as Bo-
nanza, and there are tributary creeks
for miles around "where scores of men
are assiduously following the pay
streak. Probably 15,000. men are scat-
tered through the creek region. Claims
are bought and sold every day; leases
or “lays,” as they call them here, are
arranged, and everything is done that
will tend to drag the gold from its
hiding place. The Canadian govern-
ment has bulit a system of good roads
over which freighters bring in the sup-
plies and machinery. There is a con-
tinual influx of boilers and pumps and
every kind of labor-saving con-
trivance, One company is spend-
ing 81,000,000 on a water sys-
tem that will, they think, wash
enough gold out in a mdnth. to pay
them back. You can seé mining in
every stage of profit, from the rocker,
a2 machine that looks like a clothes
washer, and which vields its humble
operator merely his wages per day, to
the steam contrivance, where the
clean-up yields $5,000 or, more in a
daily clean-up.

Bvery well regulated store in Daw-
son and vicinity has its gold-weighing
scales., The miner makes his. pur-
chases and passes over his buckskin
poke, from which the storekeéper ex-
tracts enough of the yellow stuff to
pay him, allowing $16 to the ounce, and
throws it into a tin box in the cash
drawer. The banks melt the particles
into bricks and ship. them to the out-
side,

Bonanza Creek, Eldorado Creek and
other creeks will probably have yleld-
ed all their gold in eight or ten years,
but there are other creeks, scores of
them, to be made to divulge their
riches.. No one dreams of ever seeing
the end of the production of gold in
Yukon  territory and Alaska.

“How much of the gold of this coun-
try has beéen taken out?’ I asked an
expert.

“One per cent.,” he answered,

“Nothing In It This Morning”—The
Men in Shirt Sleeves Are Busy
Fellows—The Daily Paper and
the Religious Weekly.

>

On the train the ot}:er day I heard one
man say to another, as he finished
jooking through his morning paper,
that there was, “nothing in it this
morning.” s, X

And then I thought how often that
remark had been made about all the
papers that have ever been printed,

and that as long as papers will be
published the public will say there is
“nothing in them.”

The “sporting” man sees nothing in
the paper if there is little or no sport-
ing news. A paper with the story of
e prize fight of twenty rounds, when
the man he is betting against is beaten
into pulp, is a paper well filled and
worth reading.

The *“society” man or woman sees
nothing in the paper if there is not a
column or more of society news, and
the sensation lover and the supersti-
tious see nothing in the papers if there
are no tragedies or ghost stories in
them. %

Imagine how many sided and what
endless variety a paper must have to
give mental pabulum to the cosmo-
politan = public. "Put . into the paper
what you please, and there will al-
ways be a class who will throw it
away with the contemptuous remark
that there is “nothing in it.” It takes
brains to make papers, and it—it—takes
~brains to appreciate them,

Few people hdve any idea of the
work involved in making the news-
papers that you buy for a copper or
two, carelessly read, and thrown aside,
to be tossed by winds and beaten to
death by storms -and careless feet. If
there are ‘“‘sermons in stones and run-
ning brooks,” there are sermons in the
torn and unreadable newspaper’that
has beén thrown into the gutter.

Think of the evolution, of the long
years since its birth in some far away
forest or field, of its many transforma-
tions; of the thought put into the ma-
chinéry, and the various processes that
made the pulp, that made the paper,
that make the newspaper.

Go down  *“Newspaper Row” some
night when most people are going to
bed. Look at this large building, alight
from basement to top story; listen to
the clang of the machinery, go in, and
when you stand beside the linotype
take off your hat to it, for it repre-
sents more brains than are under most
hats, Watch for a few minutes these
men who are so quietly and yet swift-
1y and surely. putting into type the
thoughts that have been gathered by
hundreds of men scattered over the
world, These are the men who have
literally at their ' finger: tips more
knowledge than are in most men’s
heads. y

Go up to the night editor’s rooms.
Don’t knock at the half-opened door.
if you are a messenger boy with a
telegram, or a night reporter, just in
from & fight or a fire, you will be wel-
come; if you are only an emperor or
some other dignitary; and have no
news to give, you will be curtly told
to “come round in the morning”—when
I will be home in bed”—"I am busy
now.” ;

These men in shirt sleeves are ar-
ranging and compiling all the news
that has been gathered by busy re-
porters and correspondents through
the day and night. Editorial note and
comment on important questions have
to be written without going home and
*sleeping on it.” No general has to
think more quickly than an editor,
whose 4eaders,’ or criticisms,—if in-
accurate—may work incalculable harm
to paper, or party.

An editor has to be-an encyclopedia
Sor knowledge, and versality.  He must
not only know, but be sure that he
knows, for a hundred Argus eyes are
watching him, and if he is caught
rapping there are hundreds of pin-
pricks to goad him to wakefulness.

If you ever get a giimpse behind the
mcenes of a - newspaper publishing
house, and rub a.gainst_pr&nters, re-
porters, editors and business manager,
you will come to have a respect for
the “craft” that only those can have
who know what brains and capital go
to the making of a paper in which
there is “nothing.”

Aftér that you will give a friendly
nod to the newsboy, even though you
do not buy his wares, for his pennies
are needed at home, and his dream is
to some day make a paper and have
newsboys of his own. 3

If you are a gentieman, Yyou will
never snub a reporter, even though
you cannot give him the information
he @5 after. If you are mnot a gentle-
man I would not snub him if I were
you, for he knows too much, and some
day you will need him, for he will be
on the editorial staff in a month or a
year or two, and he will remember
you; and when you want to be con-
stable, or collector of customs, he will
smite you dead - with his pen, for
pnubbing him when he only wore a
pencil.

The business manager of a large
*Daily’ has to do more and.better finan-
cing that a bank president, for with
the coppers you give the newsboy, and
the advertising and job work, he has
to pay for paper and printer and edi-
torial staff, and linotype and light and
fuel and taxes, for this paper I ‘am
Writing about has no subsidy and
hhrdly any government printing, and
it is published in Toronto and Mont-
real and St. John and Fredericton and
Halifax, or any other; place you
choose. .

And the business manager has to
know how to get out of a copper all
there is in it and be able to go into
Wall street and bull and bear his way
out of it with his pocketbook safe, or
his paper will join the other papers

A

that have fallen like autumn leaves for
number. ¥
And this expenditure of labor, cap-
ital ang literary and financial ability
to get out a paper in which there' is

- ‘“‘nothing.”

To publish a religious weekly re-
quires that its editor shall comprise
the whole -staff, He is the city and
country editors, reporters and business
manager. He writes its editorials,
makes editorial notes, collects its news,
corrects the correspondence, and in
some cases has to re-write letters that
are sent with the request that “the
“printers follow copy.” Poor printer,
if he followed that copy he would g0
Into the waste basket on fire. The
editor has to rely on news from the
churches, ‘on the pastors, and some-
times they. arg ecareless, or think they
have nothing to write unless they have
a wedding or funeral to report. If
ministers and deacons, and those who
are neither, would write, even a few
lines, and the churches that are pas-
torless would write and tell how they
are getting alohg, the letters’ would
help the editor in his work and would
interest the general reader.

Don’t be influenced by those who say
there is “nothing in the Intelligencer
this week” because their marriage is
not in it, or somebody’'s death notice.
“Nothing in it” is sald of the London
Times, and the Encyclopedia Britannica

and the dictionary, and Shakespeare, I

have generally found that the vacancy
is in some other plaoce.

The reading of the religious paper is
a duty we owe to ourselves and others.
It will make us wiser and better Chris-
tions, for the writing and selections
are made with thought and prayer. I
have noticed, too, that the man who
readS his paper pays for it. The man
who does not read it is very sensitive
when he gets notice that he is in ar-
rears.

The business management of a re-
ligious weekly alone taxes the strength
of the strongest. Bills are not as
promptly paid as the bills of the secu-
lar paper, The best paying advertise-

ments are necessarily excluded from
it, and it gets no government patron-
age, and woe to it if it is suspected of
being for or “agin” the government.

METHODISM.

CGonditions Begoming Worse
«in the East, .

* > 2

Dr. Parkhurst Says Religious Papers
Have Hard_ nnies——fffect of
lmmlgrétlon on New Eng-

Ian;l People.

BOSTON, Dec. 10.—"Methodism in
the east is not advancing nor can it do
80,” was the statement made by Dr.
Charles Parkhurst, editor of the local
Methodist Episcopal newspaper in an
address before the Boston Wesleyan
Assoclation, at its annual meeting held
in Wesleyan hall yesterday afternoon.
This soclety includes the foremost Me-
thodist clergymen and laymen of New
England and owns and controls Zion’s
Herald and also much property be-
longing to the' denomination.

Dr. Parkhurst’s words were includ-
ed in his annual report on the condi-
tion of the Methodist publication. He
said: ‘“Methodism hgas not had the
chance in New England it has had in
the west. There are 10 states in this
country which have more Methodists
than are included in the six New Eng-
land states altogether. Conditions in
the denomination are becoming worse
and cannot be changed.

“A great reason for this is found in
the great tide of immigration which is
pouring into New England, settling
down and changing the character of
the population. Protestantism has
many -difficulties with which to con-
tend in this section. Methodism is not
advancing here, nor can it.

“The difficulty lies not with the
minister nor with the church. It is
found ' in the , environment against
which it is difficult to contend.

“There is a4 wider problem facing all
denominations — that of the religious
weekly. Is religious journalism ‘play-
ing out? A prominent magazine has
recently shown that the religious pap-
ers in the country are supported near-
ly altogether from the missionary
fund. One of the most prominent of
the religious papers has in a short
Hime sunk $46,000. Most of them would
have to suspend altogether if they
could not fall back upon the resources
of the society. The daily newspapers,
on the one hand, and the magazines
on the other, are grinding the relig-
ious publications to powder.

bmhe daily newspaper is improving

Frearkably throughout the country,

and is conveying nearly everything in
the religious line.” Thus they are in-
evitably crowding the religious week-
ly out of the field. They are in the
grip of stern local problems which
threatens their very existence.

“The -0ld-time religious paper is cer-
tainly played out and has no place to-
day. The only religious journal that
can live is the one which adjusts itself
to the changed conditions of the hour.
It must do some of the good work
accomplished by the daily press and
magazine. i

“Only the earnest co-operation of the
clergy in interesting their people in
the subject will save Methodist jour-
nalism. Within the last year the cir-
culation of the local Methodist paper
has fallen off more than 2,000. In the
last 16 years the paper has cleared $50,-
000, two-thirds of which has gone to
support worn-out Methodist preach-
ers.”

Charles R. Magee, treasurer of the
Boston Wesleyan Association, reported
on the flanances of the association,
showing them to be in excellent condi-
tion.

MADE A YEARLY FEATURE.

The convention of presiding elders of
the Methodist Episcopal church in the
eight New England conferences, whick
has been held in Boston the past two
days, was concluded last evening after
an interesting series of meetihgs. The
organization of elders, which was ef-
fected merely. for the purpose of hold-
ing the convention, was made a per-
manent one, and the convention made
an annual feature of the church work.

Another feature was the recommenda-

tion that women be admitted as mem-
bers of the quarterly conferences and
boards of trustees of ‘the various
churches, and it was strongly advised
by some members that a movement be
started to increase the salaries of pas-
tors, owing to the increased cost of
living. Two addresses followed, one on
The Methodist Seminaries, by Rev. J.
0. s'hcrbum, presiding elder of the St.
Johnsbury district of the Vermont con-
ference, and The Federation ‘of
Churches, by Rev. W. 1. Ward of ¥Fall
River, presiding elder of the New Bed-
ford district of the New England con-
ference.

Dr. Willard T, Perrin, presiding elder
of the Boston district, was re-elected
president, and Rev. T. F. Jones of the
Rockland district of the Bast Maine
conference to the secretaryship, The
executive committee includes Rev, J.
M. Leonard of the Lynn district, Rev.
J. M. Durrell of the Dover district,
Rev. A. J. Coultas of the Providence
district, and Rev, Willard T. Perrin
ex-officio. 2

In the evening the presiding elders
were the guests of the Boston Wesley-
an’ Association at their annual ban-
quet at Young’s hotel.

FELL THROUGH OPEN HATCH.

Night Watchman in Provneial Chemi-
cal Fertilizer Works Acoident-
ally KXilled.

Wm. D. Bowes, night watchman in
the Provineial Chemical Fertlizer Co.,
was accldentally killed Thursday ev-
ening. s

His dead body was found about 8.30
o’clock yesterday morning in the build-
ing at the bottom of the elevator shaft.
There were no bruises or marks on
the body, but the sole was nearly
wrenched off one boot and the surmise
is that he had been going through the
building and had tripped, falling
through the open hatch.

As soon as the body was discovered
word was telephoned Mr., Carritte and
Coroner Berryman was also notified.
He gave permission for the removal of
the body and Undertaker Chamber-
lain at once went out and brought it
to his rooms. F

Mr. Bowes was a man about 70
years-of age and had been employed
as watchman since 1891, He was a vet-
eran of the British army and saw c-
tive service in India. 'With his wife
he resided near the factory. A daugh-
ter lives at Westchester, Nova Scotia,
and there the remains will be taken for
interment.

Coroner Berryman after visiting the
scene of the accident and after mak-
ing careful enquiries decided that an
inquest is unnecessary. He ascertain-
ed that it had been ;the habit of Mr.
Bowes to do certain work about the
place during the night, and that he
had taken a barrel of material over
toward the elevator. It is thought that
he tripped, or that the barrel fell over
in some way, for it fell through the
hatchway also.

Mr. Bowes'is described by those who
knew him as a very trustworthy, re-
liable man and he enjoyed the confi-
dence of his employers and fellow-
workmen, who learned of his death
with sincere regret,

‘Among the citizens of St. John who
may properly be classed as veterans is
Samuel Gardner, formerly immigration
agent of the dominion government at
this  port.

Gardner is a cheerful old gentleman,
who is happily able to go about town,
even in disagreeable weather, seldom
missing the Sunday services at the
Centenary . churth, where he takes up
the collectién régularly, as he has done
for more years , many of the con-
gregation. .remember. But genial as
he is, Mr. Gardner draws the line at
talking for the press.

Mysterious Thibetan Llama Who Is
Now Being Lionized in Washing-
ton—What HeyClaims.

‘As the self-styled “General Inspector
of the Supreme Esoteric Council of
Thibet” and friend of the mysterious
Grand Llama of Lhassa, Dr, Albert
de Sarak, Count de Das, is well known
in Washington and has created con-
siderable -discussion by. some of his so-
ocalled wonderful feats.

Dr, de Sarak, who is about 50 years
of age, says his father was a Thibetan
and his mother a French marquise. As
a child he declares he was initiated
into the mysteries of his strange faith,
and now he claims to be in constant
communication with his superior, the
grand llama.

The theory of the reincarnation, one
of the main points in the religion—if
it can be so called—of which he is an
exponent, he believes, will soon be re-
cognized by all people. He claims to
be a sort of missionary, and as such
has visited XEuropean calitals and
many of the cities of South America.

SEPARATES SOUL AND BODY.

He lays claim to the power of dis-
patching his spirit to the astral plane,
thus allowing him to read the futpre.
This alleged separation of the soul
fromi the body is performed while in a
sort of trance, the air of the room be-

ing_made heavy with incense and filled
with straing of soft music. It is an
exemplification, he says, of the power
of mind over matter, concentration of
thought being the. motive power.

Every night, he says, his soul visits
the mysterious city of Lhassa, whose
sacred precincts no foreigner has ever
penetrated, it is said, and talks with
the masters of his faith.

For those who go to consult him De
Sarak goes into this trance-like state,
and while apparently unconscious tells
them of their future. At these times
his voice sems to come from a long
distance and his speech is slow and
distinct. He dis a master of 14 lan-
guages, but his English is so imperfect
that he prefers to use French or Span-
ish when giving these seances.

PUZZLED FRENCH SCIENTISTS.

At a demonstration in Paris several
years ago he says he baffled the French
scientists who came expecting to find
him either a clever hypnotist or a
charlatan. He explained to them, he
says, that “vital force” could bé& con-
sciously directed by one who under-
stood it. To prove his statement he
asked one of the most skeptical pro-
fessors to come forward and hold
above his head what was admitted to
be a perfect piece of plate glasg about
two feet square.

De Stark stood several feet away, he
says, and concentrated his mind up-
on the glass, which in a very few mo-
ments broke into a thousand pieces in
the professor’s hands.

At this same meeting he says he hyp-
notized and made rigid a huge cobra
that crawled out of the cage and came
toward him at a word of conmimand.

BEAUTIFUL SPANISH WIFE.

Those. who receive invitdtions to his

ouse for one of the occasional “even-
ings” are greeted by his beautiful
Spanish wife. ‘When her husband ap-
pears she introduces him and then de-
votes herself to the guests until he is
ready to talk to them of his belief.

At all these affairs de Sarak wears
a long robe of 'white satin, heavily
embroidered with gold, - and a white
satin turban, a costume which con-
trasts effectively with his black hair
and beard. After his talk he goeés in-
to the stafe in which he says he di-
vines the thoughts of those present
and reads the future. He sgays that
his inner vision knows no barriers, and
he usually asks to be blindfolded in
order to ‘“prove” to the wunbelievers
there is no trick.

PAINTS BLINDFOLDED.

He once played a game of dominoes
in which the usual rules of the game
were obgerved and had not the oculist
read aloud the numbers' of the dom-
inoes before touching them and turn-
ed them over there would have been
a strong suspicion:that he was play-
ing the game haphazard., At the end
of the game he turned to a guest to
whom he had previously given a fold-
ed a slip of paper. The guest passed the
paper about the room and every one
read the score of the game.

“I read the outcome in the astral
plane,” said de Sarak.

Later the same evening the doctor,
still blindfolded, painted a moonlit
gcene on canvas 18x36 inches. Flis hand
was steady and not once did the brush
he held slip off the edge.

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POSSIBILITIES OF THE CANADIAN
WEST.

A striking instance of the failure of
some of the brightest of W#ri
men to perceive even remotely the
possibilities of Wester Canada was
furnished the other Gay by Mr. As-
quith. His case is the more remark-
eble because while he is a liberal he
Is something of an imperialist. Mr.
Asquith state'd at the time that his
friend Lord Milner was banquetted on
the eve of his departure to Africa to
take that he was himself
first interested 4n imperial union by
George Parkin of Canada while they
were at Oxford Unijversity together.

For according to the despatches Mr.

“A preferentia]l duty
on Canadian wheat,” he added, “would
not increase Canada’s population four-
fold.”

20,000,000 is required, that there is no
truth at all in the statement made at
the Montreal Commercial Congress by
the delegate from Cawnpore as to the
future of wheat growing in India, and
that Africa and Australasia aré to be
left out of the account. Let us disre-
gard the fact that a protective tariff
may stimulate the growth of.wheat in
Great Britain, and even omit from
consideration the whele wheat bountry|
east of Lake Superior.

This year’s wheat crop in Manitoba
and the Northwest is 70,000,000 bushels,
or about the same as last year, the
crop being lighter and the area larger,
Can this yield be increased within ‘“a
measurable time” to say 200,000,000
bushels? How long will it require
under the conditions proposed by Mr.
Chamberlain to reach that state of
things? Allowing for a reduced yield,
for short crops, and for seed and local
food requirements, this surplus of
wheat might require 15,000,000 acres of
land. This is a mere fraction of the
arable lands in the wheat belt of the
Canadian West. .

There is no doubt that the land is
there, and much more than is requir-
ed. But Mr. Asquith does not appear
to think that the people can be_ found
to produce. the crops. This shows that
he does not begin to understand how
fast the settlers are pouring in even
without the inducement of the pre-

BRI LTI
AN EXPLORER IN FRUIT CUL-
TURE,

Mr. Francis B. Sharp of Woodstock,
whose death is announced, was a man
of strong individuality, whose unusua?
native gifts were improved by inde-
pendent study, observation and experi-
ment, Mr. Sharp was known to all
fruit growers, and fruit dealers in this
province, .He introduced many vari-
eties of apples and plums into New
‘Brunswick, and in order to satisfy him-
self which were best suited to ‘the
various soils, he carried “on g great
déal of costly experimental work. At

one time he had geven orchards of
some ten thousand trees scattered over

& range of ten or twelve miles. His
experiments in regulating the growth
and bearing of trees by Interfering
with the circulation of the sap were
interesting whether they proved ulti-
mately successful or not, Sharp's
plums were a few Years ago a feature
in the market during their season. The
work of Mr. Sharp was of .a class that-
was more likely ‘to benefit the public
than to be of material gain to himself.
The impression one gained from con-
versation with him: was that he was9
more interested in his work from a
scientific point of view, and from the
good that he expected to confer upon
the province, than from any financial
reward to himself. In such service the
experimentalist pays the penalty of his
own mistakes, while the country at
large gets the benefit of his success.
No doubt Mr, Sharp did a great deal
to promote and stimulate fruit grow-
ing in Carleton county and elsewhere
on the upper St. John., From him the
neighbors learned what to do and what
to avoid, and ‘his name ought to be
held in kindly remembrance.

There is some reason to hope that
arrangements may be made by which
three or four more berths will be pro-
vided at Sand Point withoug the impe-
sition of an additional burden on the
taxpayers.

terday a  fire once started goes
on until it comes to unoccupied
land or is stopped by fire apparatus
brought from oixtside. The distance
is usually ‘too great to the nearest
place. whence help can be obtained to
enable the smaller towns to rely on
the larger ones for prompt assistance.
It therefore becomes a-question of
counting the cost and comparing the
price of complete insurance, if that
can be obtained, with the cost of
an adequate water supply and efficient
fire apparatus. The people of Bathurst
who suffer by yesterday’s fire will have
the sympathy of the'province in their
disagreeable Christmas event.

GALLANT SOLDIERS.

Fierce Fighting in thé Aden Hinter-
land.

An exciting story of recent fighting
in the Aden Hinterland is told by Reu-
ter’'s Agency.

An expedition under Brevet Lieuten-
ant-Colonel English, consisting of 200
Royal Dublin Fusiliers and four guns
of No. 6 Moyntain Battery Royal Ar-
tillery, two cz\»(;el guns,- fifty Bombay
Grenadiers and twenty Mounted In-
fantry, left Dthala with orders to pro-
ceed to the Di}bari country, lying
about 40 miles goutheast of Dthala,
for the purpose,of destroying the chief
village ‘of the tribe, as a reprisal for
the shooting of goévernment camels
and the looting of His Majesty’s
mails.

As the force met with no opposition |’

for, some considerable time after en-
tering the mountains, it was thought
that no resistance would be encoun-
tered, when, suddenly, without warn-
ing of any sort, a ragged volley was
ocpened on' the advance guard, appar-

ently from some very broken groung, |

50 to 100 yards in front.

This seemed to be a pre-arranged
signal, for, frogn the hills on both
flanks, fhe firing was taken up, the

(&nemy constantly changing their posi-
 tions after firing. After the surround-

The force now changed-its formation,
and marched in Indian file up* the
middle of ‘the valley, the men loading
and firing as they went at the puffs
of smoke as they appeared on the hill
ides. .
When parties of men were told off
to keep down the enemy’s fire from
points of vantage, others proceeded to
blow up the houses of the village with
gun-cotton, the more inaccessible
houses being simply shelled till they
collapsed, The crops were then de-
stroyed by the men with their bayo-
nets and swords.

There ‘was a fierce fire while this was
proceeding, the enemy evidently not
having expected such a reprisal,

UTICA, N. Y., Dec. 12.—The question
whether ‘a father has a right to sell a
child without consulting its mother

will be determined in the city court
soon,

The complainant in the proceedings
is Mrs. Mary Gill, a pretty young wife,
who has been striving for two weeks
to regain possession of her three-year-
old daughter, Mary Agnes, whom the
father, Thomas B. Gill, had sold for a
“good and valuable consideration” to
Mrs. Emma Walker.

The Gills were married five years ago.
Three years ago, on Christmas day,
this child was born, The couple were
apparently happy together until last
fall, when Gfll left home and remained
away without, it is alleged, contribut-
ing to the support of his family, which
then eonsisted of a wife and three
children. Friday Mrs. Gill took steps
to force het husband to support her,
and the result was that he was com-

~mitted to jail.

Mrs. Walker had just lost a child and
was grieving over her bereavement,
when she read of the plight in which
Mrs. Gill had been left. She called on
Mrs, Gill, expressed . great sympathy
for her, and gave her some of her own
little girl’'s fine clothing for Mary
Agnes. Then she begged the mother
to let her take little Agnes home. Mrs,
Gill consented, but she now says that
she ‘intended to leave the baby with
Mrs. Walker for a few weeks only, un-
til she could find employment.

Mrs. Gill oceasionally called at the
Walker residence to see the child, and
expressed pleasure that it had been so
fortunate. .

MRS. WALKER SHOWED BILL OF
SALE.

Last Thanksgiving eve Mrs. Gill
went to the home of Mrs. Walker pre-
pared to take Agnes home to dinner
with her, but Mrs. Walker refused to
permit it to go.

Since then, Mrs. Gill says, she has
made several attempts to see “the
child, but the door has always been
barred against her. i

Mrs. Walker admits that she has
not permitted the mother to see her
child recently, but says it is because
Mrs. Gill used unladylike language
once while in her home.

Judge ‘Dunmore issued a writ of
habeas corpus directing Mrs. Walker
fo- produce the child in his court at 2
pP. m. yesterday. Under Sheriff Arthur
Brownell -spent the day looking for
the woman, but was unable to find her.

Lasgt evening Mrs. Gill caused a war-
rant to be issued for the arrest of
Mrs. Walker on a charge of kidnap-
ping. The police found her in a neigh-
bor's flat and she accompanied them
to the city court. There Mrs. Walker
said that she would fight to retain the
child, claiming that Agnes was hers
by right of purchase. She exhibited
the “bill of sale,” signed by Gill, in
jall, on Nov. 27, two days after Mrs.
Gill had failed to regain possession of
the child.

IN LEGAL FORM.

. The paper reads as follows:

For a good and valuable considera-
tion to me in hand paid, at and before
the ensuing and delivery of these pre-
sents by Emma May Walker, of the
City of Utica, N. Y. the receipt
whereof is hereby acknowledged and
confessed, I hereby grant remiss, quit-
claim, convey and confirm unto her,
said Emma May Walker, the custody
and tuition of my infant daughter,
Mary Agnes Gill, during her minority,
giving and granting unto her, said
Emma May Walker, the right to sup-
port, maintain and educate my said
infant daugher during her said min-
ority,
having promised and agfeed as a part
of the consideration above mentioned
to properly support, maintlin, clothe
and educate my said infant child and
furnish her a suitable and proper home
during such minority.

Witness my hand and seal, this 27th
day of November, 1903.

THOMAS B. GILL.

Mrs. Gill avers that she was not eon-
sulted regarding the sale of her child,
and claims that for that reason the
paper is void.

Mrs, Walker pleaded not guilty and
got an adjournment until Monday.

Gill, who is still in jail, says that the
conditions of the ‘“sale’” were not made
clear to him by Mrs. Walker and her
lawyer when they called at the jail for
his signature, .

Mrs. Walker still has possession of
the child.

MIDNIGHT FIRE.

Department (Salled Out to
Fight a Blaze .

On Germain Street Th&t at One Time
Promised to Make Considerable
Trouble—Some of the

Insurance,

The fire ‘department was called out
at 11.30 o'clock last Monday in conse-
quence of a fire in the big brick build-
ing on Germain street at the corner of
Church,

Box 23 was pulled, and in less than
no time the fire laddies were at work,

The fire was in the upper floor of
the brick building fronting Ma-
sonic Hall, and by the time the blaze
was discovered it had gained a good
foothold, one that the firemen found

considerable difficulty in extinguish-
ing. o

When the fire was discovered the
flames were raging on the top floor of
the building, and it looked like a bad
plece of business. There was an ele-
vater in the rear of the building, and
down this the flames swept, from each
floor smoke poured out in volumes.

The fire fighters at once attacked the
flames from the rear, and in a most
incredible “time had several good
streams at work. In the front
the department were making a fierce
fight, the big truck was located at the
most advantageous position while the
steamers were doing all that could be
done at the corners. Not an advantage-
ous point was left open, and despite
thé volumes of smoke, so dense that
tlxe fire fighters could not see, attacks
were made from all quarters.

‘Witly the big l1gdder truck placed in
position the team went back to the
station for the auxiliary truck, and
later it did good service.

Chief Kerr at once attacked the fire
in the rear and before many minutes
passed there were several streams
pouring gallons of water per minute
into the building. From the rear the
fight was carried to the front and ad-
ditional streams on the building. The
aerial truck carried streams to the
roof, while through the street floors
the elevator shaft was attacked.

On the other side of Church street
a stream was carried through the Mec-
Laughlin-Ring building and from the
roof a stream of water was poured into
the burning building.

Gradually the flames were subdued
till at last one steamer after another
could be shut off, all of ‘which had
been doing splendid work,

The building was owned by Mrs.
Alexander, representing the estate of
the late Hon. J. H.Peters, and was decu-
pied by James A. Tufts & Sons, fancy
goods, corner store with second floor;
‘Wm. Cameron, tailor; J. Lordly & Sons
and J. O. Dunham, furniture repairing
on top floor,

insured for’ between seven and eight
thousand dollars in the Norwich Union
and National of 1Ireland.

This is es-
pecially the case at Milltown, where
the officers on duty. g0 through the
electric cars which pass the custom
house every half hour and make a rigid
e;{aminaﬁon. compelling lady passen-
gers to stand in order to detect any
attempt at evasion of the laws, One
official in a moment of excessive zeal
is said to have seized a small frying
pan valued at 18 cents, which a lady
had purchased on the American side
of the line, and this action has deterred
many from making use of the electrics
when they desire to buy goods in
Calais.

Formerly little attention was paid to
passengérs from Calais who had small
parcéls in their Dpossession, but for some
reason or other the customs authorities
are beginning to display unwonted zeal
just at a time when such strict atten-
tion to duty is especially disagreeable
to their fellow countrymen and women.
Holiday goods of all kinds are cheaper
on the Calais side of the line, and the
temptation to make a little money go a
long way causes many Canadians to

Mr. Hammond excels in depicting the
glory, not of direct sunset, but of the
atfer-glow, and most of his pieces are
Borgeous in coloring.

Coastwise trade from. the port of
Calais shows a decided falling off,
usual at this season of the year, and
a number of vessels now in port will
go into winter quarters at once. Most
of these brought cargoes of coal to
either IDastport or Calais, and their
captains and crews are not particu-
larly displeased with the prospect of
remaining ashore during the cold win-
ter months, when the business of coast-
ing offers few inducements in the way
of profit or pleasure, Shipments of
lumber from now until spring will be
comparatively few, and the uncertainty
of securing freights at a paying figure,
considering the possible delays en
route, is causing many vessel owners
to haul out their craft for the winter,
during which time necessary repairs
will be made and the vessels made in
readiness for the spring, and summer
trade, which offers more inducements.

The wind up of the saw mill season
came somewhat early and unexpected-
ly, and many mill owners find them-
selves behind in their orders as a re-
sult of the early closing of the river by
ice, Altogether the season was an ur-
satisfactory one, shut downs being fre-
quent on account of low water, and,
while last year the booms were clear
of logs before the ice put an end to
manufacturing operations, thig year
there is a plentitude of logs, but they
cannot be brought into use without in-
curring enormous expense, compara-
tively. F. H, Todd & Sons are cutting
timber on the line of the Canadian
Pacific, and will haul their logs to the
Union mills by rail so that they  will
be available in February when the
firm expects to commence sawing
again. ' Other manufacturers are plan-
ning to start early in 1904, and with
the supply now on hand will doubtless
be able to continue operations until
the drives come i!:lxext spring.

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE, |
OTTAWA, Dec. 10.— The principle of i
co-operation among fruit growers,
which has been strongly advoeated
during the last two years by W, A.
MacKinnon of the fruit division, Ot-
tawa, received enthusiastic endorsation
at the recent annual meeting of the
Ontario Fruit Growers’ Association at
Leamington. The address of the pre-
sident, the report of the secretary and
all the most interesting and instructive
papers dealt with the question of co-
operation.

A typical example of their practical
working out of the co-operative plan
was described by W. H, Owen, Cataw-
ba Island, Ohio, who is one of the re-
cognized léaders in the movement
across the line: He is manager of a
co-operative fruit growers’ union which
does business in a very large way. The
Catawba association confines its at-
tention mostly to peaches, though
pears and grapes are also handled. The
membership is thirty-four, controlling
about one thousand acres, on which
there are about one hundred and fifty
thousand peach trees. The growers
all’ live within seven and a half miles
of the large central packing depot,
where the grading is done under the
manager’s supervision, The growers
do their own picking, and bring in from
three to five thousand bushels of
peaches daily. The fruit begins to ar-
rive at the central depot by 2 o’clock
p. m. and packing operations frequent-
ly continue all night. Each grower is
duly credited with the amount of fruit
of each grade which he contributes to
the total amount, and he is paid in ac-
cordance, as soon as sales are made.
Under the business-like system adopt-
ed it is possible to make most of the
sales direct from the warehouse. Free
use of the telegraph, telephone and
mail service is made in collecting and
disseminating information as to the
quantity of each variety and gade av-
aflable, In this way the fruit is dis-
posed of practically as soon as pro-
duced. There is no refrigerator service
at the packing house, but refrigerator
cars are supplied by the railways, and
the fruit is put into them as soon as
posible. The cost of carrying on the
business is about 17 to 19 cents per
bushel of peaches, including cost of
packages and transportation, as well
as administrative expenses of the as-
sociation,

Among the advantages of the plan
which have become apparent during
the twelve years that the association

-has been in existence are (1) It ensures

better prices for the fruit. (2) It leaves
the grower free to devote his undivided
gttention to t improvement of pro-
duction. (3) It enables buyers to pur-
chase at a central point large quanti-
ties of a uniform grade. Thus they
can select precisely the sort of fruit to
suit various markets. (4) It gives the |
members a much stronger position inj
dealing with commission men, merch- |

.ants and carrying companies than they

could possibly have as individual ship- |
pers. (5) It provides for the proper
distribution of fruit, so that one mar-
ket may not be glutted at the same !
time that another is left bare of sup-
plies.

This latter point WQ.s emphasized by
W. H. Dawscn, the Toronto commis- |
sion merchant, by a reference to the
co-operative system of handling the
Texas tomato crop. This is handled by
one man stationed at St. Louis, and
the system is so thorough that market
demoralization is absolutely avoided.
The grading is so perfect that a man
can order a car of Texas tomatoes by
grade and feel perfectly sure of get- |
ting' just what he ordered.

Something has already been done
along these lines in Ontario, and we
are still far behind California, Ohio, !
Michigan and other states. One of the |
most progressive co-operative &ssocla—,
tions in Canada has its headguarters |
at Walkerton, in the celebrated Huron |
apple district. A. E. Sherrington, the
manager, reported that last year the
assoclation made its first trial in the
co-operative work by forwarding to
Manchester, Eng., two cars of Duchess
apples, which arrived in good condi-
tion. In addition to these, three cars
of winter apples were packed and sold.
This year the association had . pros-

{

pered beyond all expectations,

the old system. Even the early varies
ties of apples were put upon the mare
ket in gcod condition. Just as soon
as the Duchess, for instance, wers
ripe, all co-operators were notified to
begin (picking at the same tmme. In
this way a‘car would be started with
the fruit within two days of the time
the apples were taken frofh the trees.
If we can, said. Mr. Sherrington, by
this system increase the general re«
turns received from our fruit crop, the
producer of poor fruit will almost cer-
tainly be led to improve the quality of
his output, If he will not do this, he
will have to get out of the association.

An Abbe’s Book Condemned by the
Church—St. Francis’ Vision
Comes True,

ROME, Dec: 12.—It has been propos-
ed not only to6 put the last book of the
Abbe Loigny on the index expurgator-
ius, but to-have it condemned by the
holy office. The Most Rev. E. J. E.
Migrot, archbishop of Albi, France,
who is now in Rome, is favorable to
the Abbe Loigny. He 'considers him
to be the greatest Catholic thinker of
France, believes the abbe  writes in
good faith and claims he should be
heard before he is condemned.

The pope today, in recelving» Mon-
signor Lecamus, bishop of La Rochelle,
said: “I appreciate very much your
book, ‘The Life of Christ.”’” The bis-
hop was surprised at his work being
known to the pope, and the latter add-
ed: “I keep it constantly next to my
bed and I read some of it every night;
it helps me,”  the pontiff concluded,
smiling, “with my French.”

ROME, Dec. 12.—The pope has ex-
pressed his satisfaction to Cardinal Sa-
toli (arch priest of the Lateran arch-
basilica) at the work now in progress,
of restoring the Basilica of St. John
Lateran, especially the roof, which
threhtened to fall in. The late Pope
Leo XIII. had already given a sum of
money for the church’s restoration, but
it being insufficient he interested the
Franciscans in the matfér and they
made a quest throughout the world.
Pope Leo requested the Franciscans to
engage in this work because of the le-
gend, painted by Giotto, according to
which St. Francis of Assisi in one of
his visions, saw the Lateran church
falling, and the saint, by order of
Christ, hastening to uphold the walls.

Starving Camp Followers of Mad Mul-
lah Live on Flesh of Captives.

Into the Gircumstances Sur-
rounding the Death

0f the Late Robert Purvis Held Last
Friday and a Verdict of Acch
dental Death Returned.

*®

The inquiry into the death of the
late Robert L. Purvis, which took
place last Tuesday, was begun and
goncluded last Friday. Coroner D. E.
Berryman presiding. The jury brought
in a verdict of aceidental death, and
attached -no blame to anyone.

The jurors were: John McB. Morris
(foreman), John Seaton, Geo. F.
Thompson, Arthur McHugh, Jas. w.
Lee, 8. T. Golding, V. English.

John. ¥, Cheyne, master of the gov-
ernment dredge Dominion,- gave evi-
dence that- the deceased, Robert L.
Purvis, had- been a ‘member of the
dredge créw for some years. He was
e sober and industrious man. The
dredge was at present lying at the
Dunn mill property. The deceased
was a fireman on the dredge, and was
one of flve®hands employed on it at
the time. They were repairing the
dredge scow on Tuesday, making gen-
eral repairs. The deceased, Purvis,
was called out to:give assistance at
the time of the accident. The scow
wag used for dredging, having doors in
the bottom of its pockets. ~ The crew
that day-consisted mostly of carpen-
ters. Witness was not about at the
time of the aceldent. Thé carpenters
were engaged In putting a plece of
birch plank on one of the doors.

Mr. McCordock showed a plan of the
Bcow to the coroner and jury.

The witness, continuing, said that
the doors had to be down in order to
make the repairs. It was usual to
knock the pawls out to let the doors
down. The pawls were piecés of iron
about 18 inches long and 11-2 inches
square. = 'Witness understood sthat the
pawls were knocked out on the day
of the accident.

CBrooklyn Hagle.)
- Has England decided to annex Thi-
bet to prevent it falling into the hands

of Russia, and thus opening the way |

to the much talked about descent up-
on India from the north ? The news
that a strong British force, under Col-'
onel Younghusband had fortified a
camp just over the borders would seem
to indicate pretty strongly the
door to the ‘“forbidden land” w to
Be opened with a bayonet. One report,
which comes by way of Tientsin, has it
that England and China are to act
jointly to hold Thibet against Russia,
if occasioh arises. _There is not likely
to be lack of excuses for the selzure
of Thibet since the government' is cre-
dited with a desire for war, the lamas
professing to have discovered that the
present year is a -favorable one in
which to offer baittle,

The news of the invasion gives the
idea that the British forces under Col
Younghusband have penetrated well
within the barrier of mountains that
protect the “forbidden land” from the
outside world. As a matter of fact
the invading forces of the British have
merely crossed the frontier, *

The invasion of Thibet, up to date
might be likened to the invasion of
New Jersey, were Néw York forces to
establish an armed camp at Hoboken,
for Khambajong, where Col. Young-
husband has ereéted a fortified camp,
is within hailing distance of Nepal and
Bhotan, native Indian states that are
very friendly with Great Britain. In-
deed, many maps place Khambajong in
the native state of Sikhim, but in any
event, Col. Younghusband and his
troops are in a convenient locality to
make a quick retreat into India'and
escape battle with the forces of the
Dalai Lama.

What trade there {8 with Thibet is
amply protected by treaties, and both
Nepal and Bhotan thrive upon it, Gold
and a few precious stones, some wool
and other native produicts pour down
from the lofty plateau and in return
the rupéés pass north and eastward to
China, where they are transmitted into
brick tea for the favorite native bever-

The colonial office and the Indian
ffice of Great Britain are not wor-
ried over the state of trade with Thi-
bet. e is merely the pretext for
sending an armed force into the land.

The whole trouble is that since the
influence of na has waned the Dalal
Lama has been flirting with the Slav,
sending missions to S§t. Petersburg and
recelving qneasengers in the sacred city
who bear papers from the Czar. g~
land is detérmined that before the Bear
has a right to interfere that she her-
self will secure control of the destinies
of the land sacred to Buddhism and
unspeakable vice. Should Russia se-
cure a foothold there, it would give her
an easy base from which to pour her
troops into India at the proper time,
for Khelat and the Hindoo Kush are
not the only gateways to the fertile
plains of the Indian empire.

As matters stand now the Czar has
no right to interfere with the British
expedition, and the sharp and exas-
pérated editorials in the St. Petersburg
papers indicate that Russia fully un-
derstands what €reat Britain is after,
and is wild with rage at her inability
to prevent it.

The most interesting point in the ex-
pedition for the world, however, will
be the fact that it will almost surely
open up the sacred city of Lhassa to
the travéller. This city, which lies
but a hundred and fifty miles from the
frontiér of India, has been the objec~
tivte point of more daring explorers
that any other spot on earth, except
the North Pole. Hedged round by the
triple defense of brigandage, a shrewd-
ly posted army and superstition it has
rarely been visited by Europeans,
though the Chinese mandarins and the
Hindoo pundits have easy access to it.

The first European to visit the King
of Thibet was the famous traveller,
Marco Polo, and after him came a few
Jesuit missionaries who managed to
pass the guards, penetrate the fast-
nesses of the land and obtain an aud-
ience with the king and the grand
lama. Much good it did them, too,
for they were refused permission to
practise their religion in the land, and
after being tortured they were con-

ducted to the frontler and . turned |
“loose. 5

In our own day A. Henry Savage
Landor has entered Thibet, and a
warm reception of fire and spiked sad-
dles he received. Other travellers
have also penetrated the plateaus, but
few save an Indian pundit or two
have ever potten as far as Lhassa.
‘Why they want to go there is some-
thing of a mystery, for all tales of the
travellers agree that it is a flat, unin-
teresting city, where only the crudest
arts exist, where guperstition of the
grossest kind flourishes, and where
there is little trade to be done.

The last man to attempt to reach
the sacred city was Dr. Sven Hedin,
the famous Swedish explorer, who has
been for several years past making so
many important discoveries in un-
known Asia. Dr. Hedin was as unsuc-
cessful as his predecessors.

COUNTY COURT 50 YEARS AGO.

A correspondent to the Illustrated
London News of 1855 gives an account
of primitive court life half a century
ago as follows :

“The division or county courts in

.| Upper Canada were established a few

years ago for the trial of civil causes
in which the amounts at issue do not
exceed the sum of twenty-five hundred
pounds. They are presided over by a
barrister, who i8 also;chairman of the
quarter sessions, and is ' generally
termed judge. These courts have been
found very successful in preventing the
ill effects of litigation among the
poorer settlers as the cases are decid-
ed in a manner truly patriarchal, the
judge being guided more by justice
than the strict letter of the law.

A short time ago I accompanied a
young barrister, who was to plead a
case before one of these courts in the
remotest part of the county of Simcoe.
The court was held in-the only room
of an old log shanty, which was divid-
ed down one side by a strong wooden
bar to keep'!the crowd‘at a respectful
distance from the judge. :

After several small cases had been
satisfactorily disposed of, the one in
which my friend had been retained
came on and, as the‘amount at stake
was considerable, the judge availed

‘himself of a power which he possesses

his shoulders,

The plaintiff, an artful fellow, com-
menced pleading his own cause and
after ¢ross-examination of witnesses
and a {ittle perjury, my friend replied
in & powerful speech, demolishing his
adversary in a manner that establish-
‘ed his fame in that region as a lawyer
and orator for ages to come,

‘When the case was¢losed a difficulty
‘presented itself in the fact-that there
iwas no room for the jury to retire into.
‘The judge soon arranged this by tell-
ing the jury to betake. them#élves to
Ssome quiet spot out of  doors and
charging them on their honor not to
speak to anyone: till their return. The
Jury accordingly went out and with
one consent and with wonderful fore-
sight and sagacity. betook themselvés
to the orchard and squatting down un-
der an apple tree, combined mastica-
tion with argument. In about the

SARDINE: INDUSTRY.

>

Eastport Expert Thinks St
John a Good Places -

For a Factory—Is of the ‘Opinion
That the Business Gould Be
Made-a Paying One Here.

>

E. R. Henderson of Eastport, an ex-
pert in the sardine business, is author-
ity for the statement that there.is no
better location for a sardine factory
in eastern waters than in this city.

Mr. Henderson basis his opinion to
a great extent on the fact that for
years past the Bastport factories have
been -sending to Musquash and all
along the New Brunswick coast for
fish, and that this year thousands of
fish were taken in St. John harbor.
He is confident that a sufficient supply
could be secured in and about this
port to keep a first-class factory run-
ning full time. During the present
season, Mr. Henderson says, the Hast-
port people had to send as far as 216
miles the other side of Portland for
their fish.

He also states that the fish taken in
these waters are superior to the fish
secured in the vicinity of Eastport and
along the Maine coast. The Maine fish
and many taken in Charlotte Co.
waters are what is known as ‘“Red
Feed” fish, and are not .as hard or
well conditioned as the fish that are
taken between Musquash and St. John.
The St. John fish are round and hard,
and when the entrails are removed
there is a good healthy body of flesh
left. The “Red Feed” fish collapse
after being cleaned, and 4re flat as
pancakes. In addition, they are not as
salt as the St. John Co. fish, and con-
sequently not as palatable when pre-
paréd.

Mr. Henderson  {s confident that
there will be even a greater run of fish
here next year than there was this
season.

He also stated that it would not be
necessary to send out of St. John for
help, a8 many of the skilled workers
in all branches of the business who
were efmployed during the seagon in
the Charlotte Co. factories, including
those on Grand Manan, had their
homes in this city.

“Get a market, which you can do If
you put up the goods, and go ahead
with a factory,” remarked Mr. Hen-
dersop, .“and I will gamble salmon to
sardines it will pay, and pay big.”

A HIGH TRIBUTH. ;

Lord Wolseley’s Eulogy of Canadian
Officers,

In Lord Wolseley’'s new book, the
former commander-in-chief of the Brit-
ish army, pays a warm tribute to the
Canadian militia, and to his old friend,
Lijeut.-Col. G, T. Denison. Speaking of
the Feniaq invasion along the Niagara
frontier in 1866 and the presence there
on that occasion of the Canadian mil-
itia, Lord Wolseley writes:

“I found they made excellent officers;
they were thinking and yet practical
men, without any of the pedantry
which too often clings to the young of-.
ficers of all regular armies. My own
experienc of Canada, and of its fine,
loyal, manly people, has taught me that
England can always depend upon the
Canadian ‘militia to supply her with a
first-rate division under Canadian of-
ficers, who are not to be surpassed in
military characteristiés of a high order
by any other troops. It is much to be
regretted that the supply of officers re-
quired for our Royal Canadian Regi-
ment is not left to the Governor-Gen-
eral of Canada, as none but Canadian
gentlemen should, I think, be appoint-
ed to it. But military or colonial sen-
timent is not usually understood or ap-
preciated by our civilian war minis-
ters,

“One of the ablest and professionally
one of the best read officers I ever
‘knew, is Colonel George Denison of To-
ronto, who for many years commanded
the Governor-General of Canada’s body
guard. The descendant of many gen-
erations of gallant soldiers, who have
during the eighteenth and nineteenth
centuries fought for the British Crown
in Canada, he would have been a mil-
itary leader of note in any army he
Joined. It is much to be regretted that
he did not adopt the army as a profes-
sion. Had he done so, he must have
risen to eminence. He gained the prize
offered by the Emperor of Russia for
the best essay on cavalry, which was a
great distinction, as it was open to the
officeds of all nations. During the an-
noyance caused to Canada by the Fen-
ians, I came to know him well,  ‘With
the Body Guard he patrolled the left
bank of the Niagara River above the
falls, whilst the excitement lasted. They
were just the corps for that work, and
he was just the man to command them
effectively. I realized at the time that
no similar number of regular cavalry
could have done that duty as effectively.
But he was a man in a thousand and
a born cavalry leader.”

Lord Wolseley’'s book is dedicated to
Lord Mount-Stepheh, another old Can-
adian friend of his. The words of the
dedication are:

“To the Rt. Honorable Lord Mount-
Stephen I dedicate these volumes of
varied experiences to you who for forty
years have given me your unvarying
friendship.”

LONDON, Dec. 6.—A remarkable re-
ligious disturbance occurred last night
at Birkenhead. The Bishop of Chester
in a recent speech referred to the local
Protestant party as a “reforming
mob.”

GRAND MANAN.

Fishery Gomission Pushed
Its Investigation in
Good Way.

o >

The Testimony of the Various Wit-
nesses Showed a Great Divergence
of Opinion in Various Parts
of the Island.

L g -

GRAND MANAN, Dec. 12.— The
cruiser Curlew, with the members of
the sardine commission, arrived at
North Head on the Sth inst, The com-
missioners were Lt. Col Tucker, chair-
man; R. N. Venning, the government’s
expert assistant commissioner of fish-
eries, with his stenographer; A. J. S.

Copp, M. P., and E. C. Bowers of Dig-
by Co., N. S R. E. Armstrong, edi-
tor of the Bea.con and John J, Cowie,
a Scotch fisherman and fish dealer,who
is investigating Canada’s fisheries and
modes of fishing in comparison with
the Scotch methods. Geo. J. Clarke,
‘M. P. P, also came over on the Cur-
lew, The commission’s first meeting
was held that night at North Head
and was largely attended by fisher-
men. The grievances of the net and
Wveir fishermen were brought before the
commission and the netters” side of the
question ‘was laid before the commis-
sion by witnesses. The following re-
solutions were handed the commission
re spawning grounds at South Head
and the weirs claimed to be situated
on them, viz.:

1st, That the spawning ground, as
now laid out be abolished and thrown
open to net and all fishermen alike,
with no closed season,

2nd. That the limits of the spawning
grounds be shifted to a point known
as Parker’s Point, & mile and a half
below Seal Cove, running from thence
on an angle to Shag Rock on the Two
Islands shore, thus throwing: out of
the limits all the weirs claimed to be
within the limits of the spawning
grounds and giving net fishermen and
weir fishermen equal privileges to fish
.What are now forbidden waters to net
fishermen and weir fishermen.

8rd. That the weirs at Seal Cove
{and Two Islands claimed by the net
"fishermen to be 6n the spawning
grounds as now laid out be prohibited
from' taking herrings during the closed
season, as the net fishermen are, and

4th. That the regulation now for-
bidding any nets to be set closer to
any weirs than 1,000 feet, be amended
to read not nearer than 600 feet from
any weir.

The weir fishermen were to be given
their choice of any one of the above
resolutions affecting the weirs, which
jare the spirit of those presented to the
commission by the net fishermen of
North Head, if not the very letter of
the resolutions.

The lobster question was next dis-
cussed, and 10 1-2 inches was urged as
the legal limit,

The dogfish came in for discussion.
Though no one could devise a scheme
to annihilate him in short order, all
urged that the government put on a
bounty sufficient to make it a paying
business to fish for and destroy him.

The next day, Wednesday, the 9th,
the commission met at Grand Harbor
at 1.30 p. m., when a most representa-
tive gathering of fishermen was pre-
sent. The majority favored the pre-
sent closed season and limits to the
spawning - grounds, but the net fish-
ermen present favored the resolution
of the North Head fishermen re shifting
the limits of the spawning grounds.
They went even farther, proposing that
the line defining the eastern limit of
the grounds be drawn from a point
known as John’s Point, two miles be-
low Seal Cove, straight across to
Green Island and throwing out of the
limits the two Wood Islands and
running out towards Gannet Rock,
three miles and then sweeping around
Southern Head and up to Bradford's
Cove (on the west side of tHe island).
This question created considerable dis-
cussion and comment,

The lobster bait question, or the
taking of very small herrings for that
purpose, was brought up. A large
number of witnesses were unanimous
in saying that some regulation should
be passed forbidding the taking of any
herrings under six inches in length at
the least, some advocating seven inches
as the legal length, thinking that this
would be adequate protection to the
fisheries and would not interfere with
the sardine business, which (with the
exception of one or two witnesses),
they did not think a great injury to
the fisheries. Somie thought there were:
just as many fish as ever, but for some
unknown reason they did not come in
shore in the unlimited quantities as
they used to do. The lobster regula-
tions were then under consideration
and some favored the present regula-
tions of time limit and length of lob-
ster taken, 10 1-2 inches, The major-
ity favored g length of 9 inches and twaq
months to fish in; others favored only
two months’ fishing allowed and then
take all kinds, great and small, with
the exception of the mother lobster,
which should not be taken at all, and

—

Fishery Association. The oomm!ulonl’
met again on Thursday and a large
number of witnesses were called, and
the same ground gone over as on the
previous day with the same unanimity
of opinion amohg the majority of the
witnesses questioned. The evidence
brought out at the sitting of the com-
mission showed that there s a wvast
falling off or depletion of our herring,
line and lobster - fisheries in the last
twenty years. The net fishermen lay
it to the weirs, the weir men to the
netters; but the truth of the matter
is as one witness, Willard .Ingalls, said,
they were all implicated in the de-
struction of the fish.

It was interesting™ and at times
amusing to listen to the va.riogs wit-
nesses as they gave théir avidence.
Some were rather caustic In their re-
marks and their words filled with
biting sarcasm, amd at other  times
were humorous, but a more intelli-
gent and clearly defined concensus of
the opinion and wishes of the flsher-
men could not have been obtained
than were the answers to the questions
propounded by the inquisitors of the
commission. H. C. Bowers of Brier
Island did not come to the meeting at
Grand Harbor on Thursday. N. H.
Cole, representing the Portiand Pack-
ing Co., and B. A. Holmes, pecker of
sardinea and lobsters, with his man-
ager, John F. Calder of Eastport, Me.,
and Capt. John A. Ingersoll of the
Aurora had a long interview with the
members of the commission on Wed-
nesday evening after their arsival at
North Head from the meeting at
Grand Harbor. All these gentlemen
are engaged in packing lopstm. As
the outcome of the ‘commission’s visit
to this island we may expect to see
the limits of the herring spawning
grounds shifted to John’s Point, two,
miles southwest of Seal Cove and
Island, and no change made in the
distance limit from the weirs where
nets can be set. No weirs or nets
fished from six o’clock Saturday night
till six o’clock Monday morning The
lobster regulations as applied to Grand
Manan  to follow the old regulations
in regard to length of lobster to be
taken, 91-2 inches, so that canneries
can be operated.
