The Danger of Riches, to be Met only by
Systematic Giving. °

BY REV. JAMES H. HOADLEY.

The great danger to the church in our
day, is that it is growing rich as never
before. The wealth of the world is fast
coming into Christian hands. Eleven
years ago, one-fifth of the wealth of the
United States belonged to professed
Christians, and as much more probably
was under their control. This weaith
amounts to thousands of millions of
dollars !

We all know that the tendencyof
great wealth is to make those who
possess it proud, self indulgent, and
worldly minded. > Hence a church some
times becomes poor, in proportion as it
becomes rich.

This tendency can be countersoted

They will believe if they see signs and
wonders, but not els>. Their peace |
must come in the way they have se |
lected, and in no other; their mind is |
made up as to bow it ought to be. Lots |
of you here are waiting till you feel some
singular- feelings, or see some strange |
vision, or undergo & special experience ; |
you cannot believe Christ's bare word ; |
you are too proud to be saved by that |
only.

(iood people bave a right to cast their
burdens on the Lord ; but nobody bas a
right to attempt to impose upon the
rd by the presentation of fictitious
ens, or to come into the divine
presence whining and finding fault with
the allctments of Providence. Some
people get into the habit of whining.
I'hey might bave gotten into the way of
it soms time when they were really in
trouble, and have forgotten to change
their tone with their changed circum-
stances. [ have known some persons to
get so addicted to this thing that they
would use the same whining tone in or
dinary conversation even when speaking
upm the most joyous and cheerful
topics. Sometimes I imagine they think
it pious, a sort of holy tone.

only by opening channels for the over
flow of that which comes pourng in
Christians must learn to give as they re
ceive: and not to give now snd thev, on
sudden impules, but to give regularly
and by system. Upon' this depends the
sucoess of almost every great. enterprise
which the Church has undertaken, such
as foreign missions, home missions, work
aniong the poor in our cities, and Chris
tian ecducation. When the relation of
wealth to all this is rightly understood
and practised by professed Christians,
when the money power of the Church
becomes Christignized, then, as Dr.
Bushnell says, “ the morning of a pew
creation will dawn.”

But pot one Christian in a thousand
has any true conception of his duty in
this use of his wealth. Americs is
claimed to be the most liberal country in
“the world, snd yet the members of our
churches, secording to Dr. Strong, give
only one-sizleenth of ome per cent. of their
estimated wealth 1o the cause of Foreign
Missions. Ifevery one of them gave
one cent a day, it would amount in a year
to $36,500,0001 But the great msjority
of Christians are not aware that they are
not absolute propridtors, but simply
stewards and trustees of what God
put into their hands.

The Old Testament doctrine of tithes,
often misioterpreted, has led many to a
limited view of what. Christian benevo
lence requires. To this dootrine of
tithes can be traced the mine and fhine
theory, sccording to which a man rea-
sons that when he has given a tenth to
the Lord, the other nine-tenths are his
own absolutely, to do with according to
his own sellinterest or pleasure.

But the tenth of the old economy was
by no means all that was required by the
Mosaic law. There were other gifts and
offerings prescribed that doubled or
trebled the amount that was to be devot-
od tosacred purposes.

When God commanded His people to
psy tithes of all that they possessed, He
4id not thereby relinquish His right go
that which was left. God’s ownership iy
s is no joint affair. By creation, provi.
dence, and redemption, we belong to
Him. It is not only a partof what we
possess, but all belongs to God, and is to
be used in advancing His kingdom.

80 regarding whatever may be in our
bands, the practical queation is, How
shall it be applied? Occasional and spas
modic efforts will not do. There is but
one method which is both Scriptural and
reasonable, and that is to give according
to rule, fixing the amounts that we can
afford to give, and giving it regularly and
sy ically, thus ling to the
Lord's business as strictly as we would
attend to our own. The advantages of
this method are these

i. It enlists tbe services of every in-
dividual, rich and poor. The poor man
is a steward as much as the rich man,
though he has control of but few things,
while the other has of many things.
There are thousands of people in the
church to-day who give nothing, sumply
because they cannot give in large sums.
The rich are constantly appealed to, and
the poor are too often passed by. But
the man with an income of hundreds
is as much a trustee and steward of God's
bounty, as the man with ‘an income of
thousands, and the one is under the
same obligation to give as the other.
Today only a few give. Our collections
in the churches are the gifts of a small
number in proportion to the whole.

2, Bystematic giving educates the con.
science, o that every oume gives from
principle. It makes giving an act of
worship, as much as prayer or praise.
The old method appealed to the emo-
tions, and often to the pride. It is not
how much, but how men give, which is to

phasi The ientious gift,
be it ever so small, is more in God's
sight, than the larger giits of thoss who
are actuated by a lower motive. Con-
science is unswerving. Impulse has its
reaction ; but conscience never reacts.
A mian never regrets what he gives from
a senee of duty. A conscientious gift is
an honest gift. There can be no true
giving that isnot prompted by conscience.
Systematic giving fixes a rule of
giving, that it shall be according to our
“eeveral ability,” or “as God hath pros
pered us.” What is given i not limited
to a tenth, or any other definite amount.
It may be on a sliding scale, being de-
termined by the ability of the giver at
the time. Everything is relative: a poor
man may find a tenth too much, while
to a rich man a tenth may not be the
half or the quarter of what he ought to
give, if he would do his duty to God and
his fellow-men. To a man with an in
come of $500 a year, a tenth is a large
proportion ; while to a man with an in-
come of half & million a year, a tenth is
shamefually small.

The Christian benevolence of to-day
should not be meagured by the Mosaic
standard, but rather by the broader
standard and principles of the New
Testament. There caa be no fixed rule
to regulate the amount each one should
give; neither can there be any rigid rule
88 1o the frequency of one’s gifts. The
only essential is that it shall be systema-
tic and punct

Such regular giving reacts upon the
individual himself, in promoting his ow,
spiritual grow! t developes Chris]
tian charact the soul from
the material and the tem , and
allies it to the spiritual. It tends to
consecrate the whole life to God and His

Bat greater even than this is the im-
mense benefit of such ’giving to the
Chureh, where it would hift all burdens
and quicken all enterprices. Such a
thing as financial embarrassment would
be unknown. Every treasury would be
full, and po debts need be incurred. It
would do away with the necessity of all
special ‘appeals. It would give the
Church unhmited facilities for aggressive
work. It would supply the means for
all the great undertakings which look to
the Christianising of thie whole world.

But the king was a
failure; and he gained only a few vic
tories, and recovered the cities of Israel,
but nothing more.

12: 40); but the
word used by him to denote Jonah's fish
is taken from the Greek translation of
the Book of Jonah, with which he and
his hearers were familiar, and cannot be
restricted to a whale, or to any of the so
oalled Letaceans. It means any sea
monster, or huge fish, and is used of a
soal, or sea-calf, and later especially of
whales, sharks, and large tunnies. Now
it bas been satistactorily proved that the
common or white shark is found in the
Mediterranean, and well-authenticated
instances have been given of its having
swallowed men and other large animals
entire.

A farmer has recently planned s gar-
den which others might copy with advan-
“f° to health, pleasure and profit. He
selected an acre of land as near the
residence as circumstances would nllow.
The plot is 8x20 rods. A driveway ex.
tends through the centre the long way.
One side will be devoted to vegetables ;
the ‘o‘lhu. to -tn‘bmial, raspberries,

ries, g Ties an

There will be selected of the berries for
planting such best varieties as ripen
earliost, latest and between, 8o that after
the strawberry season begins, the first of
June, there be berries or small fruits
continuously until October. This will
furnish & supply all through the hot
months, when our diet, for best results
to health, should consist more of these
than it usually does. Neither vegetables
nor treea will be grown on this half of
the garden plot. A driveway is left
through the centre of this also, for con-
venience of manuring, mulching and
removing the old canes and brush.

The vegetable side is to be planted in
long rows, that cultivation may bé done
by horse. The lot will be surrounded
by woven wire fence, with a barbed wire
wve it, This will restrain farm animals
fowls.and thievish boys, both small and
Iarge. Before anything is planted the
plot is to beheavily manured with com
post, then ploughed and manured
again, and all made fine by thorough bar-
rowing. When the berriea become well
established this will be the most profit-
able acre of the farm. Its good influence
on health and pocket will be sensibly
felt. All through the sesson the team
peed not go Lo town without taking from
this plot something to sell for, cash or to
barter for needed articles, thus saving
some wear of purse strings. This person
sold a $50 cow to get the means to
estalilish this garden. When well under
way, if wisely managed, the net profit
from the venture will be sufficient to
purchase two or three cows annually.—
Galen Wilson.

Tur farmers are on the wrong track in
depending for reliel wholly upon legisla-
tion. Whatever can be done in that way
of general benefit should te done, but
their attention should not be drawn away
from the only practical and certain meth
ods of selfhelp.
