At the beginning of the fight, the
speaker made an unfortunate reference to
the *‘mining camp states,” which infuri-
ated the representatives and senators from
that part of the country. Mr. Cannon’s
argument was to the effect that no mcre
sagebrush states were wanted in the senate

- to outweigh the influence of the more im-
portaut etates, such as Illinois and New
York. Whatever hope there might have
heen of capturing the insurgents from the
states thus described was- disappointed,
an§ bis probably accounts, in part, for
the tartness of the language employed to
thg speaker’'s face by Mr. Mondell, of
W roming.

Oalls Roosevelt's Ald.

. The speaker declared at the beginning
of last week that he would not call on
the White House for help, because he
could handle® the situation himself. He
was obliged to do so, however, and Sat-
urday the president entered the lists and
began to talk of personally interviewing
congyessmen. His labors have been as
fruitless as the speaker’s, and in addition
they have exasperated the persons inter-
viewed more than have Mr. Cannon's.
The outlook is that the rule on the state-
hood bill will be beaten by a comfortable
majority whenever it is brought in, and
that the P’hilippine bill will be amended
in some form.

The next fight will come over the rail-
road rate bill, and there are indications
of dissatisfaction in the camp of some of
the president’s strongest supporters. Yes-
terday he gave his approval to Colonel
Hepburn’s bill, and this has been a severe
sheek to the men who fought and won his
battle against Hepburn on the railroad
rate proposition in the last congress. |

TO GET OUT OF A LOG

More Cushing Appeals.

In the Cushing equity suit, that is the
suit against Geo.

THE TEMISCOUATA
LUMBER CAMPS

Logger Froze His Ear Trying to Hear
Lost Watch Tick in the Snow.

To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir,—Believing that your readers would
be interssted in knowing something about
the work that is bemng done, and the life
of the lumberman in the camps here, I
chall try to give you a brief sketch of our
camp and crew on the Cabano river, ten
or twelve miles from Temiscouata Lake,
The operations here are being carried on
by the Temiscouata Lumber Company.
They have.two camps—the one just men-
ticned, and another about two miles fur-
ther down the river,

Both camps are under the control of
James MecAllister, who is the walking bosa
of the concern. Everett Barton, of Cox’s
Point, Queens county,! is boss of the camp
and crew, while a Frenchman, Joe Bussy
by name, is boes of the one lower down.
The weather here has been excellent all
fall and winter. There were no heavy
rainfalls and eince winter set in no heavy
enow storms. There has been scarcely
any frost, indeed the complaint of the
men has been that it was too warm .to
work. At the time of writing it is snow-

iing heavily, but until now not over two

‘to make good hauling on two sleds.

Now just a word or two concerning the
crew., It is a mixed one, French and Eng-
lish being pretty well represented. At
one time the numbers were equal, but at
present the English are in the majority,
They are all good fellows and our camp
is noted for its quiet orderliness.
Like all other crews a few individuals
stand out in greater” prominence than the
rest. For instance we have: “The Col-
onel,” “the fat fellow,” “the big fellow,”
“Pig,”  “Spot,” *“Curlyhead,” “Gump”
and “Sam.”  The two ‘last nmamed are
teamsters. The first is noted for his abil-
ity for asking questions. The second is
horse doctor, horse shoer and teamster
combined.

A noted character in the crew is
Green, the pie eater, who will not leave
the table as long as there is a pie on it.
Ruff can handle pie pretty well also. Our
big fellow met with the loss of a valuable
watch the other day. He had it attach-
ed to his brace by the ring and he is per-
suaded that the ring broke. He did not
miss it for some time after it was gone.
He tried to locate it by placing his.ear to
the enow in different places thinking he
could hear it tick, but after freezing his
ear he had to give it up. Another and
not the least important member of the
ctew by any means is Uncle Wilham. He
is the oldest man in the camp, but when
he lights out on the cellar door he can
make many of the younger members take
a back seat. Many of our evenings, es-
pecially Saturdays, are spent in singing
songs, telling yarns or listening to eome
one reading. Principal among the enter-
tainers is our cook, who can sing a good
song or give a select reading as well as he
can gerve a meal. Qur cook is a Queens
county man, and a good-natured fellow
who will even ¢ I us up in the night to
feed us. There has been a lot of sickness
in the camp this winter, and hardly a
day passes but some one is laid up. We
have bad some severe cases of quinsy,
while a distemper eimilar to la grippe
seems to be prevalent here. It was in
this camp that the young man, A. Corey.
was working when he met with the acci-
dent that has since confined him to the
Fredericton hospital.

Although we are in the heart of the
forest here, (bfistmas found us out and
many of the boys were the recipients of
gifts which awakened memories of former
years and perhaps merrier times. Thank-

All the evidence on behalf of the com-
plainants was finished, and W, A. Mott
opened the case for the defence. He setb
out that po eertous breach of duty had
been ehown, and that if it were a case
before an ordinary tribunal he would move
for a dismissal, but as it was this kind
of an investigation, he proposed to pro-
duce witnesses. He then called a number
of witnesses from varvious parts of the
county, of which number several were
county councillors, who gave evidence of
good character and reputation of the coms
missioners and the inspector.

QOross-examined by Mr. Gillet, some of
them eaid that their knowledge of the
commissioners and inspector was very
limited. :

Mr. Mott requested that the defence be
allowed further time to present their
case, and asked for an adjournment, which
was granted until Jan. 30, at 10 o’clock a.

In the meantime it is thought the coun-
cil may agree to the admission of certain
evidence which will ehorten the investiga-
tion. :

Mr. Jones remained here to interview
the county council on a matter in which
the ggvernment is interested. He will re-
turn home today. Mr. Ketchum, clerk
to the commission, left for Woodstock.

FORESTRY AND THE FARMS

ject, Read Before the Forestry Convention--Valuable
to All Maritime Province Farmers.

The greater part of a paper read at the
Forestry Convention, Ottawa, by Rev. A.
E. Burke, of P. E. Island, is reproduced
here. It is most instructive and valuable,
especially for maritime provinte farmers.

o,

There can be mno phase of forestry,
which forfunately is beginning to recéive
somewhat of the great attengion which it
deserves from the central authority, as
essential to the general prosperity of the
country as well as productive of direct
influence on the conservation of its great
water sources, the health of its people,
and the beauty and charm of life amongst
us—nothing so eminently practical in its

jation as farm forestry. The farmer in
the more fortunate wood-growing divis-
ions “of Candda has only within a com-
paratively shorty time awakened to the
value of trees not only as a source of fuel
supply—and fuel supply will always be a
heavy charge against farm revenue—and
the Jumber which is always a requisite
about the place, but as a temperer of the
adverse winds, -a protector of the fruit
plantation, the pasturing cattle, the dwell-
ers on the steading themselves, and as a
source of beauty and comfort beyond any-
thing else we can name. A ;
Having to contend with the great for-
est at settlement, it is mot wonderful
that it was considered by the average
pioneer an.enemy and, therefore, to be
removed at the earliest possible moment.

Even where wood and wood products
were little sought, the torch and: axe were|

long ago. The farmerst themselves are in
the great majority of cases obliged to
purchase coal for fuel from the mines of
the neighboring province of Nova Scotia,
and building material from the New
Brunswick mills. The farms thus bared
are not at all being cultivated to their
utmost extent; the island is susceptible
of maintaining under right conditions a
system of the most intensive agriculture,
and one which would sustain in comfort
a population five times greater than its
present onc. 'The portions cultivated—
and they are much greater than those of
the other maritime provinces comparative-
ly, greater than any other portion of Can-
ada comparatively—fruitful as they are,
would be doubly so if the requisite forest
influences were in full play. There are
numerous places  completely denuded
which nature enly intended for tree pro
duction and the safe-guarding. of the
splendid water sources with which the
province was originally endowed. One
thought given to the insular nature of
the country, its situation'in the midst of
a great wind-swept gulf and its smallness
will convince anyone that the losses in-
curred to its husbandry, where unpro-
tected from the blizzards of winter and
the drying-out winds of summer, as well
as the erosion which spring freshets and
fall rains occasion, must be very serious
indeed.

Little more than one hundred years
have sufficed to transform this province
from a complete forest to ite present bare
and exposed condition. Then its flora was
of the most engaging to be met with in

waters and these are finally m< e avail-
able to the growing crops ir timen Tf €x-

The forest as well as watering, temper-
ing and protecting the farm supplies it
' with much useful and valuable material.

In the large provinces even, acres
which would constitute states in smaller
and less favored countries were thus
stripped; in the smaller provinces the dire
results of such a short-sighted policy be-
came more and more of an affliction. The
new additions te the older provinces
formed a magnifiéent reserve and afforded
all the timber supply necessary for local
requirements; the older sections began to
find out the error of complete denuda-
tion; the public mind became awakened
and informed to sane principles and carly
an.attempt to retrieve lost ground was
discernable.. That disposition to help
themselves,on the part of the people has
actuated the government cf Ontario in
the generous and organized system of re-
afforbstation, educational and practical,
which it is now pursuing. Quebec still has
its great forests, but the settled portions
are, in many. cases, bare of trees. It has
no such systematic policy. as to forestry
as its great sister province; but the farm-
er there, too, is alive at Jast to the ad-
vantages of the wood-lot, and will hence-

only with regard to the maintenance: of
the proper proportion of field and forest
of his own locality, but also since it affects
him and the people genérally, a conserva-
tive administration of the great forests
of the province.

Tn Maritime Canada there is still much
to be done. The three Atlantic prov-
inces, smaller’ than the others as they are-
and, therefore, divided and weakened in
the effort which the times so imperatively
demand in the way of forestry, cdn scarce-
Iy be said to have given this question the
consideration it deserves. Apart from
Prince Edward Island, agriculture has not
been the exclusive occupation of their
people. Nova Scotia is a large mineral*
province and the development of these
riches has occupied her attention almost
entirely. Out of 13,000,000 of acres, scarce-
ly 1,000,000 is given up exclusively to
agriculture, and except in the alluvial
stretches which form Ther rich fodder
fields, the land has not been in any local-
ity so completely.denuded as to threaten
the failure or adversely affect either, the
growing capacity- of her cultivated fields.
‘An economic timber policy is greatly to
be desired, however, and this will very
beneficially affect not only the cultivated
aveas of today, but those which tomorrow
may, in the needs of greater production,
be subjected to the plough.

New Brunswick is a well wooded prov-
ince of 17,000,000 acres, only a very small
portion of which is given over to agricul-
ture. The growing of timber for the
money that is in it has been always a
commercial pursuit of the people, although
no systematic forestry has ever been in-
augurated. A great portion of the lands
still remain under the crown. Some 10,-

Within recent years we have come to
recognize our sorry plight; we have arous-
ed the public conscience; we have at-
tempted to quicken the provincial author-
ities -to some action which may save us
from further loss, and etart us out oun the
way of retrieval. A commission wus ap-
pointed to examine into the case a few
years ago and, whilst their report may
have little technical wvalue, it has, by
sounding the alarm, at least manifested to
the apathetic farmer a condition of things
he otherwise might never have realized,
to wit: That forest growth is essential
in most situations, at all events as a pro-
tection to the farm from the chilling winds
which sweep over the Gulf and adversely
effect all life upon the Island in winter,

resulting often in many of the dread dis- |

eases which come from exposure to such
temperature, and increasing to an extent
unknown in the old days, when the coun-
try was treeclad—the scourge of con-
sumption, the great White Plague, now a
national menace. :
Forest protection is necessary to the
farm lands so that water can penetrate
the eoil and be available for crop pro-
duction. If the whole farm area is de-
prived of the advantages which the forest
floor affords for the conservation of the
water precipitated, the exposed soil hard-
ened by.the tramping of cattle and the
patter of raindrops must shed it superfi-
cally if it is anywise compact. As a
consequence these waters are mot only

lost to crop production, but, gathering in-|

to rivulets, carry great quantities of the
rich soil with them, as well as furrowing
the fields with gullies and runs, This car-
ries, away valuable plant food, covers the
Jowlands with silt, damages the roads and
swelling the water courses causes them to
break their bounds and dissipate the
water which, by subterranean channels
chould feed them later. In Canada today
it is estimated that not less than 200
miles of fertile soil are washed into rivers
and brooks annually, and those who ex-
amine the public accounts will be surpris-
ed at the immense sums of money ex-
pended each season in digging out those
lost farms from the harbors and rivers
of the dominion. Many thousands of dol-
lars worth of crops and other property
are destroyed by overflows and floods and
many more by the droughts which one
province or another suffers yearly—all or
nearly all of which would be avoided if
the water supply of the country were
properly regulated; and the conservation
and management of the forest is the only

These forest reserves |
are to continue mot only through the
years, but through the centuries, now the
United States considered forestry a pro-
fession, just as engineering, etc., arnd for-
estry there is a business proposition.

Dominion Has Enormous Area.

The first address of the afternoon ses-
sion was delivered by E. Stewart, domin- |
ion superintendent of forestry. He quoted |
statistics to show that the total wooded |
land area controlled by the federal gov-|
ernment is 1,406,200 square miles, as com-
pared with 963,618 square miles controlled
by the provinces. On a very large pro-
portion of this the forest growth is of
jlittle value for commercial purpeses.
Probably only one-fifth of the land con- |
tains tmaber fit for such purposes. On
this land there probably remains ap-
proximately 350,000,000 feet of matured
timber.

The most important of all reasons for
immediate attention to our forest prob-
lem is the mnecessity that the country
at the sources of our water supply should
be kept in forest. Denude the eastern
slope of the Rocky Mountains of its for-
est growth and you will destroy the great
rivers that have their sources there. Youn
will create a raging torrent for a few !
weeks in the spring and after that a water
famine. The irrigation canals of Alberta
would be raging torrents for a short time
and devoid of water when it was most
required. Similar results will follow in
eastern Canada if proper precautions to
preserve the forests at the headwaters of
our great rivers are not taken,

Mr. Stewart then reviewed what had
been accomplished in the way of the
preservation of the forests. In 1901 a
system of forest control and guardianship
had been started and had since been de-
veloped to a considerab'e extent. Each
ranger is assigned a certain territory and
in the event of a dangerous fire stax'ting|
which requires more men to control it the
ranger has authority to engage help. The |
results so far accomplished had been good, !

“Forestry in Canada belongs more ex-
clusively to the state than perhaps in any
other country, owing to the fact that the
most of the land on which valuable tim-
ber grows is still held by the crown, and
considering that the nation is owner of it,
it is appropriate that a mecting should
have been called that the government may
have the views of those competent to
give advice. There is no reason why
Canada with the timber wealth it pos-
sesses and with the advantage of govern-
ment ownership should not take a lead-
ing place in the world in the matter of
forest preservation.”

Mr. Stewart advised that in all future

In the United States the effect of forest |
protection of water supplies was {fully!

Something had
already been done in the establishment of
national parks and by assisting in refores-
tation, obtaining records of stream flow,
establishing park 7reserves at. head of
rivers. The government is doing an ex-|
cellent work.

Dr. Bell, assistant director of the geolo-
gical survey, gave a very interesting ad-
dress on the alarming extent of forest
fires, He spoke of his own experience in/|
the northern forest during some thirty
yeams. Forest fires spread with alarming
speed, covering tens of millions of acres
in one day. It was easy lighting these
fires. In the month of July the lighting
of @ match would cause a fire. The air
was on fire. A great many of the fires
were caused by lightning. He had seen
fires where there was not an Indian with-
in 100 miles of them. Anything that
could be doné to lessen these fires, as it
was not possible to stop them altogether,
would be of great' edvantage to the do-
minion. White men were responsible fof|
a considerable number of the fires. Theeei
fires were going on for hundreds of years,
and very little of what wase original re-
mains. 1

Thomas Southworth, director of foree-
try for Ontario, in a paper on fores{ pre-
serves and their management, said that
while legislative action in the direction of
creating permanent forest reserves is of
comparatively recent date in Canada, the
idea of reserving certain timber lands
from settlement as a permanent forest
estate for the crown dates back to the
earliest occupation of the country. The
government of France never made any re-
serves of territory merely of timber. The
authorities of the French government ap-
parently, were willing to give the land to
any of the French gentlemen who would
undertake to colonize it, but with the
condition that any oak timber found on
the Jand should be reserved to the kihg
for the purpose of the royal navy. The
French administration in Canada did not
look to securing revenues from the forest.

Very different instructions followed
when the British took occupation of the
colonies. The first acdon towards the es-
tablishment of forest reserves in Ontario
was in 1895. There was now under Te-
serve, apart altogether from Algonquin
Park, 16,395 square miles, 10,493,000 acres
with about $75,000,000 worth of timber
standing in those reserves.

In the discussion which followed M. J.
Butler, deputy minister of railways and
canals, dealt with the starting of fires
from engine sparks. He referred to the
care now exercieed by railway companies to
prevent fires. When they did occur it was
due to some negligence on the part of the
officials.

Aubrey White, deputy commissioner of
crown lands in Ontario, pointed to the
appointment of fire guardians in the prov-
inces to prevent fires. The leasees paid
half the cost and the Ontario government
the other half. If he were asked to do
so he could lay his hand on 10,000,000,000
feet of white pine in Ontario.

Dr. Fernow, of Cornell University, said
that he only represented himself, unless
he was to include those who, with him,
laid the corner stone of that edifice which
they were now going to build.

The evening session was held in the haltl
of the Normal school.

In Canada we ex-
pect to derive large profit from the de-
velopment of our abundant water powers.
But this in turn depends entirely upon
the comservation of our forests, He was
glad that nothing had as yet been done
to destroy the forest growth in the east-
ern slope of the Rocky Mountains in Al-
berta because upon its maintenance de-
pends the future development of our prair-
ies. When one seps what has already heen
accomplished by irrigation in Southern
Alberta the supreme importance is realiz-
ed of keeping up the water supply in the
streams of that district A few years ago|
he hdd visited the MacLepd district of|
Alberta, then devoted in the main to
ranching, and found that it took about
twenty acres to carry a steer. Last fall|
he was in the same region and found that|
as a result of irrigation works that had|
been carried out in the meantime the l.mdi
was producing from thirty to fifty bushels,
of good wheat to the acre.

He
said in part: “When we bury our dead
we are not able to bury our hearts, and
I doubt not but the simple recital of this
list of names has aroused in some of you
many sorrc wful memozies. Let me frankly
coniess that these names suggest questions
difficult to answer. Why should strong
men be taken away and weak women lett
to carry the heavy burdeuns of life alone?
Why should little children, whose baby
fingers have entwincd themselves about
your  heart strings, be suddenly removed
and the house no longer echo to their
merry prattle and the patter of their lit-
tle feet?

“Why should young men and women,
with life opening up before them bright
with promise, fuil of possibilities, be cut
down like flowers? X

“These are not new questions. They
come to us hoary with age. I am not
able to fully answer them, but perhaps I
may say something that will help to ease
the burden, that will render the problem
a little less dark. Sorrow teaches the
paltriness of material things. In the day
of prosperity a man is tempted to look
upon houses and lands and food and
raiment as the only real goods in life, He
is apt to judge success by dollars, and
character by bank accounts; but in the
day of death it is seen that a man’s life
does not consist 1n the abundance of the
things which he possesses. The- only
thing that counts that is of any import-
ance is character. 3

“Sorrow is a minister to the. develop-
ment of character. It is the ted imony of
thousands of years of history that nobil-
ity is born in the throes of mighty birth
pangs, that it ig the child of sorrow, pain,
conflict, bereavement. :

“I believe in baptismal registration if
the baptism be a baptism of fire. I have
seen people gommonplace in their thinking
and in their living immersed in such a
baptism, and they come out of it purified,
cleansed, with a new light in their eyes
and a new nobility stamped upon their
faces.

IHon. W. P. Jones, solicitor-general, i
at the Royal on his way home from
Bathurst, where he has been conducting
the liquor investigation. Mr. Jones also
interviewed the county council, which was
in session at Bathurst, concerning claims
which the Provincial Hospital for Nerv-
ous Diseases has against the municipality
of Gloucester. ' The claims extend over
several years, and are for the support of
pauper imbeciles.

The claim, he says, was well received
by the council, although in some cases
they thought they should not pay, as the
imbeciles were dangerous and should be
supported by the province; on the whole,
the claims were well raceived and a com-
mittee consisting of the warden and two
councillors was appointed with power to
act with Mr. Jones in regard to effecting
a settlement. In the meantime, Mr. Jones
will, if necessary, make an investigation
of the cases under oath.

As a result of these claims the munici-
pality will at once remove three paupers
from the hospital if they can obtain a
certificate from the superintendent that
they are not dangerous.

Similar claims have bheen made against
the county of Restigouche and the towns
of Campbellton and Milltown, but in each
of these cases they have been disputed.
If necessary, evidence will be taken and
it will then be for the government to de-
cide whether or not they shall require
these places to pay the full amount or
not.

A WORD OR TWO FROM JOSH

To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir,—There seems to be a growing convic-
tion that our modern educational system fis|
creating in the minds of the boys and girls!
a most profound contempt for all forms of
manual labor. Farmers are finding it more
and more difficult to obtain competent help,
while in the cities young men and women
rample on one another in the mad rush to
secure bookkeepers’, stenographers’ and
typewriters’ positions.

The beneficiaries gf our school system are
striving all the while to make it increasingly
hard for a person who is illiterate to get a
living, and they never tire of telling that
the greatest danger to society lies in this
direction, oblivious of the fact., apparently,
that Herbert Spencer, whom many pro-
nounce the greatestyeducator of our day and
generation, has denounced our schoels as
being destructive of the highest standards of
morality.

This town furnishes a splendid object les-
son to refute the claim of the educators that !
the illiterates (those unable to read and|
write) stand no chance in the race of life.|
Many of our fishermen vessels carrying from
twenty to thirty men—have for captains men
who can’t write their own- names, but can
talk in two languages, and these skippers
stand at the head of their business. Their
season’s earnings range alongside of those
of many college professors, one of them
making about $5,000 tho past year.

In most of the states of the Unmion it is
made a crime for parents to keep their chil-
dren away from schbol and practically the
whole teaching fraternity, whose salaries are
paid from the public treasuries, can see no
violation of the principle of justice in such
legislation.

TREE PLANTING

To the Editor of The Telegraph: *

Sir,—Some ten years ago this matter was
taken up on a large scale in Norway by a
private association which collected money
from' the interested public and as I think
this assoctation started the thing in the right
way, I beg to give you an outline how it
was done.

First, there was started, at some conven-
fjent places, big nurseries for growing the
pine and fir plants from. seed, collected by
children in “the woods; the children were
paid a trifle per bag or basket of cones.

Second, all the teachers of country amnd vil-
lagde schools got a free course in planting;
an

Thirdly, every child and every school got
about one week In the spring or autumn (I
do not remember which) to plant the trees
in tracts which are not cultivated.

I think the best way to preserve the for-
est is to teach the children how to build it
up. They will love the work, and they will
follow the plantations with interest as long
as they live.

TRhere is another point which I may point
out strong,y to tract-owners—leave a tree
here and ere for seed-trees—do not let
your woods grow too old. A tree grows the
fastest until it reaches about eight inches
twenty feet from the ground. In windy
places on the coast of Norway they used to
plant first :a dozen rows of hardy mountain
firs. These will take the edge of the wind
and what you plant behind these fir barriers
will come up in good condition unti] the
trees are strong enough to face the storms.

The government of Norway and many
communities are at present assistiag the en-
deavors of the tree-planting association with |
yearly grants of money and scedlings from |
the agricultural schools of the state.

. LIGHT CONNECTION

Wires- Into Chestnut & Sons’ Store
‘Cut Because They Were Attached
" to Another’s Roof

Afraid of Fire Reason Given for
the Act--Slight Fire in Resi-
dence About Midnight -- Com-
mercial Traveler Taken Ill--
Other News of the Oapital.

Fredericton, Jan. 15—(Special)—The well
known hardware firm of R. Chestnut &
Sons and Frank I. Morrison, insurance

;agent, have gone into an altercation over

electric light wires which is likely to end
in an expensive law suit.

Morrison, as agent for the estate of the
late Julius Inches, has control of a large
wooden building on Queen street adjoin-
ing Chestnut & Sons’ store. Messrs. Chest-
nut use incandescent electric light wires,
which, to reach their premises, cross the
roof of the Inches building. Morrison
claims that these wires are a menace to
the safety of the property and some time
ago gave the firm orders to have them re-
moved. Messrs. Chestnut delayed having
a chgnge made with the result that this
evening their store was in darkness, the
wires having been cut during the after-
noon by workmen acting under Mr. Mor-
nison's instructions. t :
. A rather peculiar feature of the affair
is that Mr. Morrison is secretary and man-
ager of the Fredericton Gas Light Com-
pany and, Messrs. Chestnut claim, gave
them permission to put the wires on the
Inches’ building in the first place. They
also claim they spoke to an official of the
gas company several days ago in reference
to having the wires removed and he prom-
ised to attend to the matter but failed to
keep his promise. Pending a settlement
of the difficulty Messrs. Ghestnut will be
obliged to use kerosene lamps to illuminate
their place of business. The gituation is
certainly unique and the outcome will be
awaited with interest.

b‘epator Thompson, president of the gas
company, in an interview with The Tele-
graph correspondent this evening, express-
ed regret that a misunderstanding with
Messrs. Chestnut had arisen.

He said the gas company had no right
to string wires over private property with-
out the consent of the owners and if Mr.

Charlottetown, P. E. I, Jan. 10.—
(Special)—The tariff commission opened
in Charlottetawn this morning. Premier
Peters extended a welcome on behalf of
| the people. Hon. 8. E. Reid, commission-
er of agriculture, read a resolution passed

| by the farmers’ convention last night, de-
manding a reduction by one half of the
duties on farming implements, jrotesting
against the increase of duties on manu-
factures and endorsing the preferential
tariff,
& The session was taken up by general dis-
cussion of the tariff from the farmens’
standpoint. The epeakers included Hon.
Benj. Rogers, ex-commissiomer of agricul-
ture, Hon. George Simpson, Fred R. Mel-
lish, Capt. Joseph Read, M. P. P., Geo.
Saville and others.

Benjamin Rogers, of Alberton, ex-com-
missioner of agriculture, was the first
speaker to a resolution passed by the
delegates representing all the farmers’ in-
stitutes of the province protesting against
an increase of duties on manufactured
goods and demanding the cutting in two
of the duties on agricultural implements,
farm wagons, etc., the retention of ar-
ticles now on the free list used by the
farmer and the endorsation of the pres-
ent preferential tariff.

Hon. Geo. Simpson, M. P. P., said the
farmers are not in a position fo bear
heavy duties; their average capital is
$2,300 and\ the average product of a farm
of 98 acres is only $500. Deducting
wages, etc., the net value of the products
is a little more than $300, leaving for
wages about 77 cents a day for a man if he
boards himself, hence the farmers ask for
a reduction of taxation in the goods they
have to buy.

Mr. Simpson would like to see all ves-
tige of protection removed, but if the
manufacturer receives the advantage of a
duty the farmer should not be neglected.

Says Sydney Is a Poor Market.

A discussion took place between the
} commissioners and Capt. Read respecting
| potatoes and oats. The captain said that
the cats had to be sold in the local mar-
ket below the price that could be ob-
tained in England. He said that the Syd-
ney market was a poor market for P. E.
Island poultry was sold cheaper in Syd-
ney than in Charlottetown.

Mr. Fielding—"“Did not Sydney increase
the price of produce in Prince Edward
Island?” ;

Peter Brodie, a farmer, asked that the
duty be increased on potato starch, and
for a reduction in kerosene oil duties,

A. B. Warburton said that with a very
few exceptions there are no manufactures
on the Island other than those connected
with or dependent on agriculture and the
fisheries.
