Long, Donovan,
Adams, Shillington, Cochran, Black, Con-
ne}y, Dean and Corscadden, with Secretary
Vincent, ‘Auditor Thomas and Marshall
Coughlan.

While waiting for the chairman of the
finance and accounts committee to arrive,
Coun. McGoldrick called attention to the
sidewalk from Fairville to W, A. Quin-
ton’s, on the Manawagonish Road, being
in a very bad state. He asked the coun-
cillors from Lancaster what was being
done in the matter and if any money had
been appropriated for -this work.

Councx]lor_ Hooley said that there was
no appropriation for repairing the side-
wglks in that vicinity.

He was in favor of the
morgue being removed and the repairs
made. He had intended to have a meet-
ing of the buildings committee yesterday
but could not get a quorum. At any rate,
he proposed to have the roof of the court
house repaired and some painting done.
Any repair work ‘' that was absolutely
necessary would be done.

Coun. Connely thought this kind of
work should not be left so late in the
season.

Coun. McGoldrick referred to the recent
instance when the door of the morgue was
left open. The newspapers made a bur-
lesque of the place. This condition of af-
fairs should not be. The morgue should
be moved elsewhere. He moved that ten-
ders be called for in accordance with the
plans of Architect Brodie. i

It was pointed out that tenders were
asked for some time ago and set aside.

Ooun. McGoldrick then moved that the
lowest tender, then submitted, be ac-
cepted.

Coun. Bullock was opposed to the mo-
tion as it would mean an expenditure of
$6,000 and there was no provision for the
building of a new morgue. Some minor
repairs, he thought, should be made.

Coup:. McGoldrick thought the work was
urgently needed and the present quarters
for the turnkeys were a disgrace.

Coun. Baxter asked where bodies were
to be put if the morgue was done away
with. Would they put bodies in the foun-
tain in the square or the market? Where
would they put them?

Warden Hamm said one way would be
to hand the bodies over to an undertaker.

Coun. Baxter contended that this plan
was not feasible. No one would want the
morgue on his property. They had an in-
stance of this when they moved the as-
phalt plant. Petitions against it were sent
in from all 6ver the city. If an asphalt
plant wasn’t wanted certainly a morgue
would be more objectionable. He thought
the stir now to have the work done was
more to give work to some contractor than
it was in the public interests. He said that
on a recent visit to the jail the wing
which had been built at great expense a
few years ago was found to be hardly used’
at all, while the cells in the old building
were overcrowded.

Coun. Bullock—“It’s a disgrace.”

Coun. Baxter thought that whatever re-
pairs were needed to keep the buildings
in proper shape should be made but that
a large amount of money should not be
expended. He moved that the matter of
making changes in the jail be left over
until the January meeting.

This was seconded by Coun. Frink.

Coun. Kelley referred to needed changes
in the registry offices to enable lawyers
to do business as cheaply as in other coun-
ties. The vault was also very unsanitary.

‘Coun. McGoldrick asked that the fig-
ures of the tenderers for the work be
made known. On receiving the papers he
read the figures, which showed the work
would cost about $800 instead of 86,000, as
stated by Coun. Bullotk.

After some further discussion the
amendment of Coun. Baxter that the mat-
ter be left until the January meeting was
carried by a vote of 12 to 11.

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. CHURCH OF ENGLAND
SYNOD HEARS STRONG
CHARGE FRCM BISHOP

Rt. Rev. J. A. Richardson Delivers Forceful Address Urg-
ing to Greater Activity and Calling for Sturdier Financial
Support—Sees Much to Be Done and Suggests Ways to
Do It—The Anglican Position in Church Union— Pro-

ceedings of the Synod.

The Church of England Synod of New
Brunswick began its annual business ses-
sion here Tuesday morning  in Trinity
church with Rt. Rev. J. A. Richardson,

coadjutor bishop presiding, and a large at-
tendance of clergy and lay delegates. The
bishop ceadjutor’s appointments to the
nominating committee, read, are as fol-
lows, Archdeacon Foreyth to act as chair-
man:

The Bishop's Address.

The main business of the morning was
the delivery of the bishop coadjutor’s
charge to the synod. He regretted that
Bishop Kingdon’s health did not permit
of his presiding at the meeting. He told
of visits made to the deanerys and con-
firmation in nearly all the parishes. As
dean he had also to give more time to the
cathedral and had preached there twenty-
four Sundays. He had held 103 confir-
mation services and confirmed 1,300 per-
sons of whom many had been brought up
in’ the communion of other religious
bodies.

Speaking of the condition of the diocese,
His Lordship said the prospects as a
whole are bright and hopefulness was ap-
parent everywhere and a growing tendency
to assume more readily missionary obli-
gations. The clergy are meeting the very
real difficulties of their work in a fine
spirit of self-sacrifice.

“T seem to see here and there a tend-
ency to opposite extremes of thought and
practice in relationship to other Christian
bodies, and in religious life extremes are
almost always a mistake. There are, on
the one hand, those who, in their honest
zeal for the church, take up a position
that inevitably provokes antagonism; and,
on the other hand, there is a tendency,
in ‘some directions, to so minimize and
explain away the differences between us
and our separated brethren, that the
church is in some danger of losing her
distinctive character. Both of these at-
titudes are wrong. Neither the cold ex-
clusiveness which warns people off our
premises, nor that too great liberality
which breaks down and treats as non-
existent the barriers that do of mnecessity
exist, rightly represents the church. We
cannot afford to sacrifice a single prin-
ciple, but neither can we afford to alien-
ate the eympathy and friendship of those
who are working at our side: To do the
one is to be false to our heritage of faith;
to do the 'other is to contradict the
church’s Christian character.”

The Problems.

Problems to be solved were largely of
1 missionary character. ‘So far as this
diocese is concerned, they are briefly more
men and more money.

The following parishes are, or will be

A.

vacant: St. Martine, Grand Manan,
Queensbury and Southampton, Douglas
and Bright, Weldford and Harcourt,

McAdam Junction, Bathurst, New Ban-
don, Richibucto and Burton. During the

past two years losses both by death and '

by removal have been very heavy, num-
bering 19 clergymen since 1905, and only
nine names added to the list.

There are also places where missionaries
pught to be working without delay. Some
have been occupied by students, and in
this connection valuable financial aid from
the Colonial and Continental Church
Bociety Committee was acknowledged.
There is an excellent opening in Chipman
and Canning, and he urged the formation
of a separate mission there. Derby, Black-
ville and Gray Rapids should be placed
upon their old footing, and served as a
single mission., Another missionary ought
to be sent into the parish of Aberdeen.
Edmundston and Grand Falls ought to
be made a centre of separate work. There
must be help for the missionary in Albert
county. Assistance is urgently meeded in
the parish of Addington. Altogether, at
least fifteen more missionaries are need-
ed. Queensbury and Southhampton has
been vacant for years, yet the people
there are still clinging to the church. New
Doug-

and Bright ministrations have been
ittle more than intermittent,

He said he did not know how to meet
the difficulty, but ‘if we can afford to oc-
cupy a field, then I think that, in the
future, we must not wait for men to
come to us; we must go and look for
them. Then, as there will almost always
be some vacant fields, I think that it
would be well for us to have one or two
unattached clergy at the disposal of the
bishop. These he could send here and
there to keep open missions, in which,
for the time being, there are no regular
ministrations of the church. An occasion-
al service would at least .prevent people
from losing touch entirely with the church.
The children would not grow up unbap-
tized, as in some parts of the diocese they
are in danger of doing now; and the
church could not be charged with being
heedless of her responsibilities.”

Some of the missions should be divid-
ed, for there was too much tax on some
of the clergy. “It is sometimes said that
even larger missions may be found in the
West. I do think that is generally true,
but, even if it is true, there is this to
be remembered—with an incoming popula-
tion, there is always before a Western
missionary the prospect of improved con-
ditions in the near future. In New
Brunswick there is not much relief to be
Jooked for in that direction. Indeed, in
some parts of the province, there would
seem to be a steady shrinkage in the popu-
Jation, but, as I have not any very late
official figures, I cannot speak positively
upon this point.”

A Poliocy of Limitation.

e thought it a grave question whether
%hv church ought not to adopt a policy
of limitation, and occupy only such fields
as can properly be worked. More money
was also needed. The stipends were too
small and living expenses were increasing.
In almost every direction there is some
sort of correspondence between the rate

of wages and the cost of living. But the
missionary is living today upon the sti-
pend that was too small ten years ago.

“My dear brothers of the laity, to you
especially I am speaking thus. You are
the chosen representatives of all the lay-
men in the dioeese, and to you I affirm
solemnly my deep conviction that the
church is unjust to her missionaries—yes,
and most unjust to her missionaries’
wives and families—in this matter of their
stipends. I am not unmindful that many
of you are already doing your utmost, so
far as your own giving is concerned,"but
I address you in your reprdsentative cap-
acity, as I urge you to use all your active
influence to roll from off the church this
stone of her disgrace. This is a layman’s
business, and, therefore, it is to the lay-
men I must come. I cannot believe that
the church is too poor to put this matter
right. It only needs an honest effort.”

He urged larger and more general sub-
scriptions throughout the diocese. As
far as he could judge the level of giving
was below that of the Presbyterians in
the province. “All through the diocese
there are men, living on comfortable in-
comes, who think that they are doing
their duty to the church if they subscribe
a few dollars every year. These are the
men whom we must try to reach. We
have been talking of it long enough. It
is time we did something.”

The Matter of Pionics.

Self-supporting parishes had not fallen
away from the standard of the past, but
much more could be done by sustained and
systematic effort. There should be a sys-
tematic canvass in each for the weaker
missions. He also urged effort on the
part of the aided missions. He advised
his hearers to “think carefully before you
teach your people to depend upon picnics
as a means for the church’s mainten-
ance. There can be no doubt that in-
calculable harm has been done in certain
parishes by this' very questionable method
of finance. I can understand that there
are certain conditions under which money
might be raised in this way—for the meet-
ing, that is, of extraordinary expenses—
but to depend upon such resources for the
church’s maintenance, 'and for the pay-
ment of the missionary’s stipend, is not
only unworthy of the church, but it is
simply suicidal. In the long run there
can only be one result, the slow but sure
drying up of the springs of generosity.”
, No addition to the treasury could ever
compensate a parish for the immense
harm done by the name of the church
being associated with drunkenness and
gambling.

As remedies he suggested the use of

the envelope system in every parish.
More of the parishes must learn to/stand
upon their own feet. There was;: little
doubt some being aided now were well
able to support themselves. In such cases
a policy of gradual withdrawal should be
enforced by the synod. .
. The bishop suggested need of a travel-
ing secretary to give his time to this
special work. He said that so long as a
mission is dependent upon the board the
appointment of the missionary to them
should not rest in the hands of the
people of the mission, and at pres
ent it might be a move in the right
direction, if a missionary should not be
instituted as rector until his mission has
relinquished all aid from the board. The
application, to aid missions, of a system
of graded stipends would bring some meas-
ure of relief.

The bishop also suggested the advisa-'
bility of devoting the Christmas or East- |
er offerings for the incumbent.

Sunday Schools.

In reference to Sunday schools Bishop
Richardson said it was proposed to enact
legislation to make it lawful for the
standing committee on Sunday schools to
add to their numbers persons of either
sex, who are engaged in, or interested in,
the practical work of Sunday schools.
This ought greatly to strengthen the work
of the committee and it needed strength-
ening. From certain standpoints the Sun-
day schools of some other churches were
in advanca of theirs. A great weakness
was Jack of unity in the work. There
should be organization so that each school |
shall be an integral part of a whole and |
there should be secretaries of the mission- |
ary department, primary department, kin-;
dargarten work and Bible class work. He |
rather favored, also, a general secretary |
for Sunday echools and the Diocese 61‘1

The bishop urged careful compliance
with the canon on registers and spoke es-
pecially about keeping a racord of thc{
church services held and said also that
every parish priest. ought to keep |
careful records of all families and com-|
municants under his care.

It conceded too much, because it pro-
posed to compromise a principle by sug-
gesting that the requirements of the
Fourth Article of the Lambeth Quadrila-
teral would be met by the acceptance of

In the matter of the treatment of some
of the reports, a eplit took place. Depart-
ing from the regular custom, the. reports
have all been embodied in print. A. mo-
tion was made that these be  received
without reading. This passed, and several
of the reports had been treated according-
ly, when Mr. Justice Hanington took
strong exception, saying that the reports
did not receive due consideration. With
this the bishop coadjutor and others
'agreed. F. J. G. Knowlton, A. H. Han-
ington and others spoke in favor of the
reports not being gone into in detail. The
members would be able to read their
booklets, and if they encountered any-

the condition that all future ministers of
the proposed United Church should re-
ceive Episcopal ordination.

The answer to this proposal was obvious
enough. It not only directly departed
from the preface to the Church’s ordinal
by saying that, for a certain period, at
least, a man shall be accounted a lawful
priest, who has not had Episcopal ordina-
tion; but it is inconsistent with itself, for
it begins by abandoning the plea of prin-
ciple by reducing Episcopal orders to the
low level of a denominational preference;
and then it goes on to re-assert the prin-
ciple by insisting that all future orders
shall be only of that character. If Epis-
copal orders belong to the esse of the
church, then they have no right to surren-
der them if only for a time. If they were
not essential, then why should they. in-
sist upon their future acceptance as a con-
dition of reunion?

He could see no objection to a confer-
ence between the Church of England and
the official representatives of other
churches. * Anything that tends to em-
phasize the great essentials upon which
they were agreed was to be desired. Any-
thing that enforced the fact that all are
brothers in the earth, and fellow workers
in the same great field, ought to meet with
approval. “But, in coming thus together,
let us at least be fair and honest. Let it

.at least be understood that, as an integ-

ral part of one great communion, there is
not the remotest possibility of the church
in Canada making any real movement to-
wards re-union without the co-operation
and consent. of that communion all
through the world. I do not think that
has been fully realized. We may take it
for granted, I suppose, that the Presby-
terians, Methodists and Congregatiomalists
in Canada are willing to accept the out-
come of their negotiations, if favorable to
union. But that is not true of the Church
of England. We cannot take action of
ourselves, and we ought, therefore, to
make our purpose very plain before even
entering upon a discussion of the question.
Courtesy and common fairness to the rep-
resentatives of the great Christian bodies
immediately concerned demand at 'least
that much.” i
He did not think, though, that the
thought of union was an empty dream. *1
believe that the time will come when the
causes that divide us will be removed, but
that time is not yet. The tide of thought
has set in that direction, but it has not
yet reached the flood.” '

Other Matters.

The bishop supported action in the great
thank-offering to be presented to God in
St. Paul's cathedral at the Pan-Anglican
congress next June.

He spoke in favor of the synod purchas-
ing the Rothesay School for Boys. “The
school is the property of James F. Rob-
ertson, and has been doing admirable work
under his efficient care, and I should like,
in the name of the church, to take this
opportunity of tendering him our warmest
thanks.”

On Sunday observance, he said the day
was fairly well kept in the province and
he commended the Lord’s Day Alliance
for its work. He regretted that some
country rectors reported ‘“that the great-
est hindrance to the observance of a quiet
Sunday in the country districts is often
the godlessness of summer visitors.”

As to glebe lands, he advised that there
should be kept by the registrar and pub-
lished from year to year in the Synod
Journal a complete list of all these lands.
In addition to this there might well be
appointed a standing committee on “Glebe
Tands,” whose duty it would be to keep
the synod informed as far as possible of all
transactions affecting them; and also to
see that the church suffers no loss in va-
cant parishes.

The bishop entered a.protest against
what” is known as “preaching for a call”
or preaching of trial sermons, which he
declared unchurchly and undignified.

A welcome was extended to the Bishop
of Nova Scotia and in closing, Bishop
Richardson spoke of Rev. Thos. Neales,
who had died sinee the last synod.

The bishop’s charge was referred to the
standing committee for consideration and
Rev. Dr. Campbell spoke of the charge
as of wonderful practical import, such a
one as he had never before listened to in
the synod.

rents, $5,983.81; the money raised from all
other sources, $15,696.97; for diocesan
missions, « $15,637.89; unspecified sums,
$356.60; for work outside the diocese, $5,-
794.93. The total was $74,374.40. "

A former canon, No., 9, entitled Cor-
responding Committee in Connection with
the Board of Management of the Domes-
tic and Foreign Missionary Society was
struck out as unnecessary on account of
the general synod having taken over the
mission work of the provincial synod.

Canon 12, dealing with the standing
committee on Sunday schools, provided

Other changes in the canons dealt with
were for the most part of a verbal nature
merely changing the phraseology.

Wednesday’s Session.

The consideration of the amendment of
canons and constitution was resumed in
the morning and a number of alterations
made.

In one of the canons it was provided
that should a clergyman, whose wife had
died, remove to another parish and marry
a second time, the wife and children of
this marriage should not come in for the
clergy benefit fund. - After considerable
discussion, in which Mr. Justice Haning-
ton figured prominently, this section was
withdrawn as unjust.

Mr. Thomas, general secretary of the
Brotherhood of St. Andrew, then address-
ed the synod on the aims, object and work
of the brotherhood, members of which
can be found in almost every city, town
and village in the world. He told of the
work which was being accomplished by
the brotherhood, and ended with a strong
appeal for added interest in the cause,
namely, that of extending Christ’s king-
dom among men, and especially =young
men.

When it was remembered that
the race of mankind spoke 2,000 languages,
it was apparent that not all had been yet
reduced to writing, and that consequently
there was a great work before them.

The Bible was the most popular book on
the tables of the world today. By spend-
ing thousands of dollars last year the book
trade were enabled to sell 200,000 copies of
the Standard Cook Book, and 3,000,000
copies of Shakespeare. The Bible socie-
ties, without resorting to such methods,
disposed of 15,000,000 copies of the Bible,
in 500 languages.

Boston, Oct. 1—Harry Vail, the well-
known professional sculler and for' many
years coach of the Weld (Harvard) boat
club, has resigned, and E. J. Brown, con-
nected with the Jeffries Point rowing
association of KEast Boston, has been
appointed to succeed him at the Weld
club,

This change came without warning yes-
terday, when Vail returned from hisg
vacation, which he spent at his old home
in Gagetown, (N. B.) Vail’s determination
to quit was hastened as a résult of an
exchange of views with two wunder-
graduates, a class crew captain and a
varsity crew candidate who had been
dropped during the eliminating process
last spring.

It appears that Vail found the under
graduates interfering with his business,
and plainly told them then and there
that they were totally ignorant of the
subject matter, and that it would be
far better for Harvard rowing if under-
graduates attended more strictly to their
own business.

During the summer vacation the stu-
dents, it is said, continued the fight they
were making against Vail, and another
professional at Harvard was trying to
secure Vail’s place for a relative. William
8. Youngman stepped in, and after finding
that the breach betwen Vail and the
college rowing authorities was beyond
healing he named E. J. Brown, with whom
he had been associated in amateur rowing
many years. .

Vail has no definite plans, but can have
his choice of several clubs, who are eager
to secure his services. He has an excellent
reputation throughout the country, and
was regarded as a fixture at Cambridge,
where he was to have charge of the new
palatial Weld boathouse, which is the
finest in the world.

AS OTHERS SEE US

. The Americans as a nation are said to

: be fond of reading what foreigners think

of them. The American newspapers at all

events print a great deal of European
comment on American news and manners,
and while much of it is by no means flat-
tering the result is doubtless healthful.
The fuss made over titled visitors to the
democratic United States is a cause for
much caustic comment in Europe, possibly
because Americans, in theory, despise the
persons who boast of h.lgb‘ rank, though
in practice they treat them with consider-
able deference. A recent Berlin despatch
printed in New York is calculated to dis-
turb sensitive Americans, the more so be-
cause of the truth it contains. A portion
of it follows here:

“The German press and public are im-
mensely amused over the American recep-
tion of Prince Wilhelm, of Sweden.

“¢Americans may laugh at us for our
antiquated ways, but, thank God, we do
not make such exhibition of ourselves
about a prince in Berlin,’ exclaims one
writer, echoing public opinion.

“ ‘Royal princes are seen on the streets
daily. No one bothers about them. But
when a prince crosses the Atlantic to the
land of democracy and freedom to all men,
his steps are dogged by enthusiastic re-
publican royalists waiting for his smile.
They follow him with kodaks and/publish
photographs of his most intimate actions.
Society leaders battle like cats for the
honor of dining him and showing him to
rival cats as- they drive him in their car
riage.

“ ¢If this be democracy, then give me

monarchism instead. On this side of the
Atlantic we frankly and simply bow our

necks to the royal yoke. American peo-
ple, get rid of cant and pharisaism! Hon-
estly say that you admire Prince Wilhelm
of Sweden more than we do in Europe.””

Some Americans reply to this sort of
thing that it is unfair to judge a whole
nation by the light-headed portion of the
population, and so it is, though when that
portion is noticeably large and active the
fact is bound to give rise to comment like
that cabled from Berlin. And the United
States, after all, contains a remarkable
percentage of  tuft-Hunters. ;

Once the operation of transferring our
ships to Pacific waters has heen accom-
plished war is inevitable. :

“It is an insane project.”

That is to say, while Mr. Roosevelt says
the cruise.is of domestic interest purely,
and while Mr. Taft, who is now in Tokio,
assures the Japanese of the sincere friend-
ship of the United States, the Sun says
‘both the United States and Japan are
preparing for war, and that once the Am-
erican battleship fleet enters Pacific waters
war will become inevitable. The New
York Commercial, like the Sun, does not
support all of the Roosevelt policies, but it
dissents from the Sun in this matter. “If,”
it says, “the Mikado, his government and
his people are extending welcomes to our
American war minister and showering him
with official attentions, while actually be-
lieving this his government is fitting out
a fleet to attack Japan and while Japan
is herself ‘energetically preparing’ for war,
they are the most artful and treacherous
hypocrites that ever drew the breath of
life! We are not as yet prepared to be-
lieve that they are, however—and the
vast majority of sane Americans must be
credited with the holding of like opinions
and beliefs.”

Very likely the transfer of the fleet from
the Atlantic to the Pacific increases the
chance of war, in that it will irritate
Japan and render more likely some eol
lision which might have been avoided if
the ships had remained in the Atlantic.
If they were out of striking distance heads
might cool before they could be moved
into the fighting zone. But if the United
States really has reason’ to believe that
war may come, the Pacific, unquestionably
is the place for its heavy ships. There is
much reason to believe that the Sun’s pre-
diction of war is really due to a desire to
injure President Roosevelt in the eyes of
the country. The Sun speaks for Wall
Street, and Wall Street would like to have
the Republican party scared away from a
continuation of the Roosevelt anti-trust
policies. This more than anything else
causes the Sun to see red .when it looks
toward Japan—or toward Roosevelt. Mak-
ing due allowance for the Sun’s bias the
fact remains that the transfer of the fleet
at this time is by no means without risk.
San Francisco might mob or murder some
of its Japanese residents just as the fleet
reaches the Golden Gate, and its presence
there would not, perhaps, soften the tone
of the demands for redress that would
come from Tokio. Again, there is the
mystery of Japan’s great military and
naval preparations. A nation so hard-
headed does not make such tremendous ex-
penditures for fun.

THE MAN FOR TOKIO

It is announced that a member of the
Laurier cabinet is to leave Canada for
Tokio on October 20 for the purpose of
securing a reasonable understanding with
the Japanese government with respect to
immigration. Sir Wilfrid apparently has
not as yet decided which of his ministers
has the requisite finesse and diplomacy to
discharge successfully this delicate duty.
Mr. Fielding, it will be assumed, will have
to remain at home, since the session is to
begin in November. Sir Richard Cart-
wright and Hon. Mr. Scott are scarcely
equal to the demands of Jaganese hospi-
tality.

CANADA’S PROSPECTS

Dr. Theodor Barth, a celebrated German
who recently spent some months in Can-
ada and the United States, has been mak-
ing public in a series of letters the im-
pressions he formed during his tour. Can-
.ada, he is convinced, is the country of the
future. The New York Sun endorses Dr.
Barth’s statement that our progress will
be much more rapid that was that of the
United States when it had a population
equal to that of the Dominion of today.
While this should be self-evident the com-
parisons instituted by the Sun in review-
ing the Barth letters are of more than
passing interest.

In Dr. Barth’s latest letters, says the
Sun, “he deals with the prospects of the
Canadian Northwest and reminds the
reader of what is sometimes overlooked,
the fact, namely, that the Dominion of
Canada has crossed the. threshold of the
twentieth century under conditions incom-
parably more favorable to rapid expansion
than obtained'in theé United States at the
beginning of the nineteenth. On geogra-
phical, numerical and economical grounds
the Canadians have far more reason to
look forward with ‘iconfidence than had
Americans in the year 1800. At that time
our country did not claim to own a square
inch of territory west of the Mississippi
or south of the northern border of the
Floridas, which belonged to Spain. Our
title to the territory lying between that
porder and the Ohio and between the
Mississippi and the Alleghanies was dis-
puted. The area of the United States
(827,944 square miles) was at that time
very much smaller than that which is
comprehended within the bounds of' the
Canadian Dominion, for the latter aggre-
gates (exclusively of the Hudson Bay, the
Gulf of St. Lawrence and all tidal waters)
3,729,665 square miles. In other words,
the Dominion comprises one-sixteenth of
the land surface of the globe.

“The population of the United States in
1800 was 5,308,000; that of the Dominion in
1901 (exclusive of Newfoundland) was b5,
571,000. The total imports and exports of
the United States in 1800 were valued at
less than $163,000,000; the total imports
and exports of the Dominion of Canada
in 1901 exceeded $540,000,000. The receipts
of the United States Treasury in 1800 were
from customs $9,080,000 and from internal
revenue $809,0004 the total revenue of the
Dominion in 1906 was $80,000,000, to which
$60,000,000 was contributed from customs
and excise. In 1800 the United States did
not have a steamboat or a mile of rail-
ways. Canada on the other hand, at the
end of June, 1905, had a network of steam
| railways with a trackage of 20,000 miles.
}Finally, the inhabitants of all the chief
cities of the United States in 1800 did not
constitute more than a fraction of the
present population of Montreal.

“In view of these facts Dr. Barth is
amply justified in his_assertion that the
Canadian Dominion entered the twentieth
century under auspices far more encourag-
ing than those with which the United

SESSION AT HALIFAX

Lively Discussion About Pine

Hiil College Affairs--Appoint-

ment of Rev. Donald McGill tleld Up---Next Year’s Meet-

ing at Truro.

Halifax, N. S., Oct. 2—The first busi-
nees at the Presbyterian Synod this
morning was she presentation of the

alaims of the Presbyterian Witness. Rev.
S. S. Carson, the manager, reported that
in respect to his appeal at the last meet-
ing of the synod there has been a very
« material addition to the number of sub-
scribers, which is at this time the largest
in the history of the paper.

Dr. MacMillan moved the following
resolution, which he supported in an earn-
est speech, and which was seconded by
Mr. McGillivray, and passed,not howevet,
until after an interesting and vigorous
discussion:

“Recognizing the very great service of
the Presbyterian Witness in the past, in
acquainting our people with the work of
our own church and the churches at home
and in foreign lands, and rejoicing in its
increasing circulation and consequent use-
fulness, the eynod cordially commends it
anew to all of our congregations in the
maritime provinces, and urges all our
members and sessions to endeavor to In-
troduce it into every family.”

Several members of the synod spoke
briefly in favor of the resolution, Judge

Forbes, while appreciating the paper, ex-!
pressed the opinion that the office of the!
publication should be in some larger and

more centrally located place than Pictou.
Dr. Sedgewick stated that he must say
that he agreed with Judge Forbes in the

opinion which he had expressed as to the !

removal of the office of publication from
Halifax to Pictou. He would earnestly
urge the wisdom of a reversal to the
former arrangement.

Dr. Pidgeon, convener of the General
Assembly’s committee on temperance and
moral reform, was then introduced to the
synod, and with admirable force and point
reviewed the action of the General As-
sembly in the important matters dealt
with by his committee.

A motion to refer the matter to the
commiftee on temperance was vigorously
and succassfully opposed by Rev. Prin-

/™ cipal McGill and resulted in a decision

to appoint a committee to be known as
the committee on temperance, social and
moral reform. In pressing for this Dr.
McGill made a spirited and beautiful plea

» in support of the General Assembly’s
effort in the direction of reform, showing
how wide and noble its purpose.

Pine Hi.l College.

Pine Hill College matters, notably the
appointment of Dr. Donald McGill, of
Glasgow, to the chair of church history
in ihe Presbyterian College was next dis-
cussed, following a report read by Dr.
McMillan on behalf of the board of gov-
ernors. Dr. McMillan and the Rev. Thos.
Fowler both addressed the synod in ex-
cellent addresses, setting forth the wis-
dom of the choice of an old countryman,
managing to get in some amusing hits at
a certain gifted Irishman brought out to
the college and now its prinicpal. “I ap-
prove of getting the best man we can
even if he comes from heaven or Ire-
lard,” said Dr. McMillan.” (Applause.)

The fixing of a time and place for the
next meeting -of the synod was the first
item of business, Dr. Smith, of the Truro
Presbytery, moving that the meeting be
held in Truro, and the motion was
passed.

A communication from the Nova Scotia
conference of the Methodist church was
read, passed at its meeting, looking to a
consolidation of church work.

Dr. Sedgewick moved a resolution re-
ciprocating the sentiments expressed in
the communication, and the appointing of

Discussion of the Pine Hill College busi-

delay” with regard to Dr. Donald Mec-
Millan, of Glasgow, Scotland. If the ap-
pointment of a professor was to only be-
come effective a year hence, the speaker
thought that the right of the Presbytery
should not be interfered with—there was
ample time in which to allow the matter
on appointment to take its usual course.
With Dr. Jack's address the synod ap-
peared to be in sympathy, for he was
vigorously applauded. and his view was
fully endorsed by the speakers who su¢-
ceeded him.

Rev. D. Styles Fraser thought that be-
fore making this appointment, without the
usual procedure, there should be a unani-
. mous nomination from the board. When
the board was eo seriously and strongly
divided, he thought the course advocated
by Dr. Jack should certainly be followed.
It had been intimated that, at the earl-
iest, Dr. McMillan could not take up his
duties before the Christmas holiday—pos-
eibly not this session at all. In view of
all these circumstances the speaker thought
Dr. Jack’s suggestion should be followed.

The Rev. Dr. Pollock, formerly a prin-
cipal of the Presbyterian College, then ad-
dressed the synod, being received with ap-
plause. He referred to the eminent mep
consulted with regard to Dr. McMillar
qualifications—names furnished by the
nominee, and also others of men consult-
ed quite independently, by the board. As
a matter of fact, the board had never
had such testimonials as those in Dr. Mc-
Millan’s case. Dr. Pollock warmed as he
proceeded to defend the nominee’s gifts
and to sharply criticize a class of detec-
tive work done in some quarters and un-
worthy, in his opinion, of members of this
synod. .

Dr. Sedgewick referred to the position
taken by Dr. Jack that “we have not
enough information.” What information
was wanted ? There were testimonials from
some of the most eminent men in Great
| Britain. He believed they would never
again get a man with the same consensus
of testimony. What was wanted further
in the way of information? It had sur-
prised him to hear that Dr. Jack affirm-
ed that thc board had not sufficient in-
formation. During this speech interest on
the floor of the synod reached its height
and cries of “order,” “hear, hear” and
applause were frequent. -The college, said
Dr. Sedgwick, was in a most difficult posi-
tion. It appeared to the speaker that
they might be sure the appointment of Dr.
MecMillan would rescue it from that posi-
tion. He yielded to no man—not even to
President Forrest—in his interest in the
welfare of the college. He considered that
it would be wisdom of the highest kind to
endorse the action of the board. Ulti-
mately, Dr. Jack’s amendment carried,
and as the matter now stands the chair
will be temporarily filled and the Pres-
bytery will be asked to make nominations.

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CHATHAM TO GET
GRANT FOR EXHIBITION

R A Lawlor Here After Meeting
With Government— Date Fixed for
September 16.

Chatham will get a $4,000 grant and $1,-
000 guarantee from the provincial govern-
ment and will hold an exhibition next fall
during the week commencing Sept. 16.
This was given -out Wednesday by R. A.
Lawlor, K. C., of Chatham, who is in St.
John on his return from Fredericton,
where he was one of a committee who
asked the government for the grant.

Mr. Lawlor said that the government
had intimated that St. John and Chatham
would be favored with grants next year,
and that it was understood that the shows
in the two centres would not conflict.

Speaking of the claims of Chatham, Mr.
Lawlor said: “We have the only exhibi-
tion buildings and grounds north of Sus-
sex, and one of the finest race tracks in
the maritime provinces. In fairness to the
counties of Restigouche, Gloucester, Kent
and Westmorland, a grant should come
to us at least biennially. We are in close
touch with P. E. Island, and this year will
be able to offer such large prizes as to at-
tract exhibitors from across the straits,
and in this way our show will benefit St.
John. It is not considered that the two
shows will conflict, as the towns are so far
apart.

“Our dates will be from Sept. 16 to the
19th or 20th. We will have stake races
and will begin to advertise our show at
once. Though we do not own the horses,
we have a fine sporting fraternity, and
are really teaching the maritimeé provinces
how to coriduct races. We hope to break
the maritime records again.

“It will be necessary to spend about $4,-
000 on the buildings and improvement of
the grounds, which are ideally situated.
As regards the grant, I will. not say the
matter is fixed. We are to receive $4,000
of a grant, and a guarantee of an addi-
tional $1,000.”

SUITS OVER THE
CORKERY ESTATE

Mrs. Annie Mullin Asks to
Establish That Mother
Left a Will

BROTHER OPPOSES
THE APPLICATION

Another Action for Accounting is
Brought by Mrs. Mullin Against
David Corkery; The Latter Brought
to the Stand in Probate Case,
Monday.

-

Hearing was begun in the probate court
before Judge Trueman Monday in the
matter of the application of Mrs. Annie
Mullin, of Paradise Row, to establish that
the late Johanna Corkery,widow of Joshua
Corkery, left a will, and further to h_a\’e
Mrs. Mullin appointed administratrix. The
application is opposed by David Corkery,
a son of the late Johanna Corkery, and
a brother of Mrs. ‘Mullin. Mr. Corkery
does not oppose the granting of letters of
administration to some independent p_arty,
but contends that since Mrs. Mullin 18
a litigant she should not be chosen as ad-
ministratrix. i

Mrs. Mullin has started another suit for
an accounting, distinct from this matter,
against Mr. Corkery, and it is undergtoqd
that several suits will have been insti-

tuted before the matter is finally wound !

up. D. Mullin, K. C., represents Mrs.
Mullin; Geo. V. Mclnerney, K. C., and A.
A. Wilson, K. C., represent David Cork-
ery, and- M. G. Teed, K. C., represents
Joshua Corkery, another brother of Mrs.
Mullin.

The Original Estate.

The late Joshua Corkery left an estate
which was entered by his executors at

$50,000 real and $30,000 personal. The real |

estate was chiefly in the city and county
of St. John and Woodstock. By his will
he gave his daughter, Annie, a legacy of
$4,000 and a freehold lot, known as

“Scoles” property, Main street. In the
remainder of his real estate in St. John
he gave a life interest to his widow, Jo-
hanna, the property to go after her -death
absolutely to David and Michael Corkery.
They were appointed executors under the
will.

The Woodstock property was left to
Joshua Corkery for his life, and at his
death to his sons, Michael and David
Corkery, subject to $3,000 to be paid' to
Joshua’s children or grandchildren; and
in addition to the Woodstock property a
legacy of $1,000 was left to Joshua Cork-
ery.

On June 29, 1903, Mrs. Johanna Cork-
ery died. It s claimed by Mrs. Mullin she
made a will after her husband’s death, by
which she gave Joshua’s children a legacy
of $600 and all the rest of her estate to
her daughter, Mrs. Mullin.

The petitioner, moreover, contends that
one clause in the will of the late Joshua
Corkery, father of Mrs. Mullin and David
Corkery, is repugnant and void, on the
ground that it is an attempt on the part
of the testator to limit the life estate
which he gave to his wife. The clause in
question gives the management and con-
trol of the testator’s real estate in St.
John to his executors, David and Michael,
during their mother, Johanna Corkery’s,
lifetime, and directs that “all moneys in
the hands of the executors derivable
through the management and control of
the said property, as well as all moneys
paid to the widow from the proceeds “of
rents, and the management and control of
the property and unused by her at the
time of her death or invested by her in
any manner, should become the absolute
property of the sons, David and Michael.”

As a result of this, it is claimed that
the executors of Joshua Corkery are liable
to account to their mother’s estate for the
rents and. profits of these propertics, in
addition to this c¢laim, and also a claim
put forward in the petition that Johanna
Corkery 1s entitled to the real estate of
the deceased son, Michael, she having sur-
vived him and he not having made a valid
will, as it is alleged his personal property
is sworn at the sum of $900.

David Oorkery’s Oonteation.

It is contended on behalf of David
Corkery first that his mother had noth-
ing to will, she having had only a life in-
terest in the estate of her deceased hus-
band; that under his will she was entitled
to only the income of certain properties
while she lived, the balance to go to David
Corkery and his brother, Michael, who is
now dead and who left a will giving all
his interest to David. 1t is further claim-
ed, on behalf of David Corkery, that his
mother left no will, she having had noth-
ing to leave.

David Corkery was called to the stand
yesterday by the petitioner. He swore
that he had no knowledge of a will ever
having been made by his mother, that he
had never seen any such will and had no
reason to think that there was one.

In answer to Mr. Mullin, he admitted
that he knew that his brother had sent
for him (Mr. Mullin) to go to his mother’s
home for the purpose of drawing a will,

1

| but on cross-examination said to Mr. Wil-

son that Mr. Mullin had afterwards told
him (Corkery) his mother could not make
a will because she had nothing to will.
He also said that E. R. Grégory, a lawyer
practising in the North End in 1889, and
James Dunlop had come to the house on
one occasion and gone to his mother’s
romo, presumably for the purpose of draw-
ing a will but he had never heard that
they did draw a will for her.

On cross-examination, Mr. Corkery said
that Mrs. Mullin is now living with her
family in a house which belongs to him
and in which she has no interest, he hav-
ing bought the property some sixteen
years ago along with his brother, Michael,
under whose will he (David) became the
sole owner. Ile further said that he had
put about $2,000 on the house since the
purchase.

His cross-examination had not been con-
cluded when adjournment was taken un-
til Friday morning.

MATTER OF EXHIBITION BUILDINGS
STANDS AS IT DID LAST YEAR

Sir Frederick Borden Unable

to Say Whether They Will Be

Available or Not for Proposed 1908 Fair—Minister Gives
New Features of School Drill Plan.

The question of whether or not the ex-
hibition buildings will be available for a
fair next year was asked Sir Frederick
Borden, minister of militia, who came to
i the city Wednesday, and his reply was that
nothing had been done in the matter of
determining what use should be made
of the buildings or whether the proposed
new drill hall would be built.

Sir Frederick said that since the talk
a year ago regarding the city taking over
the buildings and furnishing a site near
the rifle range for a drill hall, and which
had amounted to nothing, the matter had
not been considered. He was not pre-
pared to say whether the buildings could
be used next year or not, and the ques-
tion of a drill hall hinged on an agree-
ment of some kind being reached whereby
the city should purchase the lands now
used for military purposes and furnish
the military department with a site else-
where.

Driil in the Schools.

Sir Frederick also talked of his scheme
i for instituting a system of drill in the
public schools of the dominion, and fur-
nished some additional details to the plan
as published in The Telegraph recently.
The idea, he said, was to introduce in all
the qchools of the dominion, through the
provincial educational authorities, a wuni-
form system of physical drill, or something
close to it, because, under that system,
no apparatus of any kind was required.

The whole idea was to develop the
muscles of scholars on the lines nature in-
tended, along the lines of anatomy. In
order to bring that about, he was asking
the province to enforce a uniform system
in all the schools. The proposition was
really in three parts: First, an elementary
physical training heginning with the
youngest child, both boys and girls, at-
tending school and including those up to
the ages of twelve or thirteen years; eec-
ond, for boys only, above that age, a sys-
!tem of elementary military drill and rifle
shooting; and thirdly, a system in the
i colleges by which professors would be sup-
plied by the military department to give
lectures in the higher branches of milit-
ary training, along the same lines as is
done in the Massachusetts School of
Technology, Cornell University, and in all
the state agricultural colleges of the Unit-
ed States. ’

The military department would supply

all the teachers required to instruct the
teachers in the Normal schools or acade-
mies of each province where teachers’ lic-
enses are provided. These instructors
would be provided from the permanent
force of officers and would not cost the
dominion anything to speak of. There
would be no increase, the minister claim-
ed, in the total annual expenditures of
the military department.

It is proposed to make it obligatory for
all teachers to qualify in the art of teach-
ing gymnastics, the same as in other stud-
ies, and make it a part of the curriculum.
All the male teachers, in addition, would
be required to qualify in elementary drill
and rifle shooting.

So far as the gymnastics were concerned,
the dominion government would have
nothing to do with it except to provide
instructors for the teachers in each pro-
vince. Commissions would be offered in
the active militia on the reserve of offi-
cers to the teachers in drill and rifle shoot-
ing, and they would thus be given author-
ity and standing. They would probably
also receive bonuses for the work done in
military work according to. the number
taught and their efficiency as determined
by reports of inspzctors.

A corps of tetachers would, in all prob-
ability, be created and they would receive
special remuneration for their work. It
would give him something to work for
and would also put the permanent force
on a higher plane. It would give the
militia officers work of a high character to
do in instructing the teachers. One result
would .be a better class of men in the
militia and the defensive force of the do-
minion would be enormously . increased.
The time to teach drill was in boyhood,
said Sir Frederick, as he would never for-
get his early training in that way. He
thought the system as proposed would re-
sult in building up a sturdier and strong-
er race of men and women.

Local Governments in Favor.

The minister said he had been in com-
munication with the local governments
and all indicated in a general way their
sympathy with the movement. He did
not look for any serious difficulty in get-
ting the matter under way.

He hoped while he was here to get the
maritime provinces to agree on some com-
mon basis of physical instruction, as all
schools should have the same system.

BISHOP OF NOVA SCOTIA
SPEAKS ON MISSIONS

Rev. Dr. Worrell Heard in Trinity
School Room—Archdeacon Newn-
ham Also a Speaker.

A missionary meeting was held Tuesday
evening in Trinity church school house in
connection with the synod meetings here
and was largely attended and able and
eloquent addresses were delivered by Rft.
Rev. Dr. Worrell, Bishop of Nova Scotia,
and Ven. Archdeacon Newnham. The
bishop coadjutor presided. After a short
opening service Bishop Richardson, in in-
troducing the Bishop of Nova Scotia,spoke
of the pleasure it gave him to once more
have the opportunity of attending a meet-
ing in Trinity echool house and especially
when the subject to be discussed was mis-
sions. It also gave him a great deal of
pleasure to introduce the Bishop of Nova
Scotia.

Dr. Worrell, on rising to deliver his ad-
dress, said in addition to the pleasure of
meeting them he had anticipated that
when he left a foggy atmosphere mnot
many hundred miles away, he would en-
joy the bright blue sky in St. John, but
alas he had found that Halifax and St.
John were much alike as to weather.
(Laughter.) He must congratulate them,
however, on the excellent address of their
bishop at the synod meeting, on the busi-
ness like methods in which their synod
was conducted, on the condition of their
finances, but most of all on their coadju-
tor bishop. (Applause.) :

After referring to the similarity of the
work in the dioceses of Nova Scotia and
Fredericton his lordship went on to speak
of the great missionary enterprise through-
out the world today being regarded by a
few people as on a par with modern rest-
lessness. But by means of that very
restlessness he considered they were only
now moving out to grasp the full mission
of Christianity, which was the great pur-
pose of man on earth. They should not
nurse their knowledge but give the whole
world the truth.

Uganda and the strides
made there, not only in religion but in
civilization,were referred to,and the change
brought about by the teaching of mission-
aries of the Church of England in Japan
was touched upon.

In Canada.

In Canada, their common heritage, his
lordship said they had a great responsi-
bility. It was often asserted that the
west was growing up at the expense of
the east, but was that so? If their young
people remained at home it would be their
duty to provide religious advantages and
why not when their sons and daughters
went to the prairie lands or the far
Yukon? The responsibility remained the
same.

He did not consider the building up of
the west was spoiling the east. They had
broad acres in the west but they could
never take from them their magnificent
sea board which made them the great
basis.on the Atlantic for trade with the
nations on the other side. The maritime
provinces were the great elevators of the
west. They had the wharves to which
the nations of the world must come,which
would tend more and more to lead to
their prosperity. The maritime provinces
commanded the transportation situation
of the country and the time was coming
when the east would be as busy as any
part could be. They must strengthen
themsclves and make the church strong
until the day of prosperity came.

SAY THE COMPANY WAS  ROBBEL

TENS OF MILLIONS OF DOLLARS

(New York Evening Post).

Outside of New York city, people in
touch with finaneial affairs have expressed
some surprise, at the exceptional interest
taken by the public at large in this week’s
developments of the street . railway fin-
ances. Those events comprised only con-
fession of bankruptey by the New York
City Railway—a company which in itself
nobody ever took very seriously—and the
appointment of two receivers by the
United States judge who named Hugh J.
Grant as receiver for the wrecked Third
avenue road in 1900. In other cities, pop-
ular feeling has on occasion grown violent
when the question at issue was that of
compelling reduction in street car fares.
or of appropriating the franchises to the
municipality itself, or of punishing a cor-
rupt and secret ‘‘deal” between the city
government and the street railway com-
panies.

In the New York case, no one is propos-
ing reduction of fares; municipal owner-
ghip is not under debate, and public revolt
against corrupt awarding of franchises had
its day in 1886, when the promoter of the
Broadway street railway line went to Sing
Sing and half of the hoard of aldermen
either followed him or adjourned perma-
nently to Canada. Nevertheless, it is quite
within the facts to say that no other topic
broached at the clubs, in the business of-
fices, on the trains, ot in accidental gath-
erings, has compelled such instantaneous
and cager interest as the New York City
Railway receivership.

But the cause of this eager interest is
easy to explain. Concisely stated, the be-
lief of the average man is that somehow,
this enormously valuable property has been
robbed of money reaching well into the
tens of millions; that its directors have

deceived, brow-beaten, and trapped their

own shareholders; that in some way,every
attempt ‘ to block -such designs, and de-
fend the interests of the shareholders,
whether directly through application to the
courts or indirectly through the district-
attorney’s office, have been blocked. Bear-
ing more particularly on the events of the
present week, it has similarly entered into
the brain of this average citizen that the
lease of the whole New York street rail-
way property, in 1902, to a one-horse
Bronx copcern owned by a “holding com-
pany,” was a move designed to get pos-
session of the books, assets, and plant of
the Metropolitan without paying for them.

That the shareholders fought against
that lease; that they were gagged and
suppressed at the shareholders’ meeting;
that they were told to be content with a
7 per cent dividend guaranteed for 999
years, and that the courts refused their
appeal for protection on the ground that
such a dividend was distinctly an advan-
tage to them—these are additional facts
which quite unavoidably add interest to
the news, this week, that the company
guaranteeing that advantageous dividend
has been declared insolvent at the behest
of the very counsel who defended the lease
in 1902. The average citizen's beliefs on
the question of criminality may be right

or wrong; but his present feelings ought
to be easy to understand. Any one con-
fronted, in his private business affairs,
with a situation which thus appealed to
him, would feel the same. He would prob-
ably ask where were the police and the
criminal judges, and would in any event,
take counsel with his neighbors as to how
to defend themselves against such depre-
dations on their other property.

But is this idea of the case correct? The
guestion is a fair one. ¥irst, it has to be
admitted that the gravest possible accusa-
tions have been made hy name against the
men in control of the Metropolitan Street
Railway during these snccessive chapters
of its history, and that no answer has
been made by them. Accu=ations of vir
tual theft of $80,000,000 have Leen made in
open court, and have called forth no re-
ply. Figures have been published which,
on their face, show criminally false finan-
cial statements to the railway commis-
sion, and inferential misappropriation of
funds: there might have neen some simple
explanation, but none has been offered.
Finally—and this to the Wall Street mind
is most extraordinary—the bankruptey of
the guarantor company, on whose fate the
fortunes of the entire street railway sys-
tem hung, is decided on without a word
of public explanation.

To the court, the applicants for receivers
state that the leased property has not
carned the dividend, and that thercfore
they cannot pay it. But precisely the
same counsel, representing precisely the
same inside capitalists, stated in 1902 that
the dividend was not being earned, and
that the fact that their company guaran-
teed an unearned dividend was the reason
why the court should refuse to obstruct
the operation.

This is the situation which attracts the
peculiar present interest of the average
man. It should naturally attract his at-
tention, whether he lives in New York or
a thousand miles away. If it were true
that a $52,000,000 street railway had been
robbed and plundered under the shelter of
the courts, and if the courts, in the face
of the facts, were to allow the property
to be dismantled, the pledges to be re-
pudiated, and the guilty parties to retain
control without question or investigation,
then the same thing must be possible in
any corporation of.the country. It is un-
doubtedly this consideration which has
awakened among all investors such. inter-
est in the Metropolitan affair. Perhaps
the long silence will presently be broken,
and proof of the honesty and disinterest-
edness of the “inside parties” be submit-
ted. Yet, somehow, no one appears to
have the least idea that the men in ques-
tion propose thus to defend their own
good name; it is growing late in the day
for even such action to be effective; there
is a rapidly increasing part of the com-
munity which infers. after its own habit
of reasoning, that silence is confession of
guilt. Naturally, it is but one step from
that position to an overwhelming demand
that the courts and the legislature force
them to tell the truth, whatever the truth
may be.

NEW YORK POLICE DUMP
5000 PISTOLS INTO SEA

Two Years' Collection, Valued at
About $15,000, Destroyed So
They Cannot Be Resold

EACH HAD A HISTORY

Were Taken from Italians--Ma-
jority of Weapons Were Found
in Raids in Foreign Quarters--
Some Had Been Used to End
Owners’ Lives.

New York, Sept. 29—Five thousand re-
volverg, confiscated hy the police depart-
ment in the last two years, were yester-
day carted away from headquarters and
dumped into the ocean at a point off Fire
Island. The disposition of the weapons

was in accordance with C'ommiesioner Bing- |
ham's new policy that they should not he|

auctioned off indiscriminately and at a
low price, as has been the custom hereto-
fore. The commissioner himself made the
trip down the bay to make sure that, the
weapous were cast into the sea without
hitch.

In consigning the guns to the depths of
the ocean the police department deliber-
ately threw away between 215,000 and
$20,000. Revolvers of all types were rep-
resented in the collection, some having a
value at public sale of not more than 31
and others of, perhaps, $10, $12 or even
more. Had they been sold at auction, ‘a
conservative estimate of the amount they
would have brought puts the sum at the
fignres mentioned.

For two vears the pistols have been ac-

cumulating at police headquarters, having

been stored away in the property clerk’s
office as fast as they were received. A
large portion of them were taken recently
when Commissioner Bingham ordered a
general round-up of carriers of concealed
weapons. Hundreds of men, principally

Ttalians, were arrested, each with one or
more weapons in his possession. This seiz-

ure greatly swelled the police collection.

NO LIKELIHOOD OF
LOCAL ELECTIONS

T. C. Allen Early Named, Hon.
H. A. McKeown Later as
Probable Attorney-General

BUSY DAY IN
POLITICS HERE

Local Government in Session—Pre-
mier Has Long Consultation With
Minister of Public Works—Belief
That There Will Be an Early and
Brief Session Before Appeal to
People.

The politicians were astir Thursday and
the general belief among men who are
close to those having the decision in such
matters was that something decisive re-
sulted from meetings held here. In brief
it was believed last night that it had been
decided there would be no appeal to the
New Brunswick electors by the local gov-
ernment at present, but that the proba-
bility was that there would be an early
and brief -session of the provincial legisla-
ture before the general elections.

In
the afternoon T. Carleton Allen, of Fred-
ericton, clerk of the supreme court, was
most prominently named and many be-
lieved he had been offered and might ac-
cept. Later the name of Hon. Ww.
Jones,the present solicitor-general,came up
prominently,but Thursday evening,after a
session of the government and after the
premier and minister of public works had
held a long conference in the Royal hotel,
the report was equally strong to the effect
that Hon. H. A. McKeown would re-enter
the government as the new attorney-
general..

Premier Robinson, Hon. Messrs. LaBill-
ois,. Ferris, Sweeney, Jones and Barnes
were all here for the meetings: There was
an afternoon meeting and the session at
night lasted till nearly midnight. It was
announced that at the evening session the
vote for the New Brunswick Tourist As-
sociation was pussed and the time was
taken up with matters relative to crown
lands.

Premier Robinson, when asked if it had
been decided to call on the electors or
have another session, replied that he had
nothing to say.

When asked in the early evening if it
were true Mr. Allen was to be attorney-
general, he also said he had nothing to
say. Later he was asked if it had not
been decided to call Hon. Mr. McKeown
to be.attorney-general. To this the prem-
ier replied that it had not been so de-
cided. There were, he said, several names
mentioned—Judge J. H. Barry, of Fred-
ericton; T. C. Allen, of Fredericton; R.
A. Lawlor, of Chatham; Hon. H. A. Mc-

Board of Trade Committee Go
Over Improvements With
Mr. Pottinger

TO DREDGE BERTH
AT FLOUR SHED

Facilities for Small Steamers to Load
There--Double Main Track From
Depot to Jardine’s Bridge--Domin-
ion Coal Company's Application for
Smythe Street Track.

That the work of improving the  ter-
minal railway facilities at this port is pro-
ceeding as rapidly as possible was the
opinion expressed Thureday by David Pot-
tinger, general manager of the Intercolon-
ial, who, acting on the request of the min-
ister of public works, inspected the work
in company with a committee appointed
by the local board of trade. Each detail
of the improvements was looked into and

members of the committee said last even-
ing that everything that was required was.
being done and that without doubt the
congestion would be relieved this winter.

Mr. Pottinger and his' assistant, Robert
Simpson, arrived in the city at 1 o’clock
and were met by the committee, com-
posed of Allan Schofield, G. E. Barbour,
J. F. Tilton and ‘W. E. Foster, and the
plans were talked over. About 4 o’clock
Mr. Pottinger was joined by Messrs. Bar-
bour, Foster and Schofield, of the com-
mittee, and L. R. Roses, terminal superin-
tendent of the I. C. R. The party first
visited the flour shed at York Point,where !
good progress is being made, the founda-
tion being well laid. It was decided to
dredge one face of the York Point wharf
to a depth of twelve or fourteen feet in
order that small coasting’ steamers might
dock there at any time irrespective of
tide and load flour. This decision was
made at the request of captains and own-
ers of the steamers and members of par-
liament. This dredging will be done as
soon as can be. As before announced, the
western side of the Long wharf will be
dredged to a depth of thirty feet.

The inspection party also watched the
rebuilding of shed No. 3 in Pond street,
which will be coniplete in three or four
weeks.

“Taking a waiting engine, the party then
went out as far as Forest street, where
a loading platform is being built. Here
there will he accommodation for twenty
cars and an unloading track accommo-
dating the same number will be con-
structed. :

The steam heating plant is being re-
moved from its present place to the old
stores department and some forty or fifty
passenger cars can'be Kept there always
heated.

Another importanf addition is the lay-|
ing of another main lihe from the depot
to Jardine’s bridge.” This will allow in-
coming and outgoing ‘trains to proceed
without the delays which have occurred.
The corner of Gilbert’s Island is being|
blasted off and four or five new sidings
will be placed there. ' The C. P. R. wash
plant has been removed to the new round-
house.

Two ballasting trains are at work con-
tinually and about 100 men are employed
on the improvement of the facilities.

Mr. Pottinger said he was perfectly sat-|
isfied with the progress of the work. The
scarcity of labor had proved a handicap
at first but this was being overcome. A
tremendous amount of work was under
way, but he hoped to see all finished in
time for the winter’s rush. Mr. Pottin-
ger was asked regarding the request of
Alexander Dick,  of the Dominion Coal|
Company, that a spur be run into Smyt.hei
street to accommodate the company, -and |
to this he said: ‘“There is nothing new |
to that.”

Mr. Pottinger returned to Moncton on
the 7 o’clock train.

W. E. Foster, speakirig for the commit-
tee last evening, said: “We feel convinced |
that the work being accomphished will|
prevent any such congestion and incor- |
venience as was experienced last year.’
The improvements are costing $50,000 and
will mean a lot 1o St. John. We feel very
grateful to Hon. Mr. Pugsley, as it is
largely through his efforts that the work
is being pushed, and we have to thank
him altogether for Mr. Pottinger’s visit.
