NOVA SCOTIA.

Halifax is moving for anew assessment
law. - It is claimed that the present law
bears too heavily on the manufacturer
and passes easily the baker and capital-
ist.

About half-past twelve o’clock Sunday,
while some boys were walking along the
gshore of the harbor at Freshwater, be-
hindthe Fire Engine House, they observed
something rolled up. in old rags lying at
the water's edge, and on examining it
found the dead bodies of two new born
male infants. At the inquest it was
proved they were still-born.— Hal. Rep.

It is understood that boating men in
Halifax have received a communication
from the Secretary of the Lachine Boat-
ing Club, making enquiries about the con-
templated race between Brown and Sad-
ler, and asking if it wonld be possible, in
the event of the first mentioned race
taking place, to arrange for a contest be
tween four oared (amateur) crews at the
same time. The matter is under consid-
eration.

Mr. Innes, Manager of the ‘Windsor
and Annapolis Railway, has issued post-
ers calling for the deposit of tenders, up
to the 20th inst., for furnishing a large
quantity of timber and lumber suit-
able for the manufacture of rolling stock.
He has also ordered hard pine to be
brought from Savannah. Tenders are
also invited for filling several of the
creeks and ravines where bridges are lo-
cated.

Similar to Mr. McPhee’s sheep at
Rarney’s River, were some sheep at Glen
Uig in this County. Owing to the same
storm seven of the fleecy animals were
covered by the snow; and after five
weeks five of them were dug out alive.
Two, however, of these subsequently
died, but the remaining three have grown
as strong as ever. The animals had
strayed away and lain down beside a
fence when the storm overtook them.—
Antigonish Casket.

NEWFOUNDLAND.
The dwelling house of Mr. Jas. Han-
cock, a most respectable planter of Little

Harbor, near Salvage, was destroyed by
fire Jan. 8, together with all its contents.

Mr. Archibald Munn has purchased the
Harbor Grace Standard for $650. As a
business speculation the News thinks that
gentleman might as well have purchased
a white elephant. The plant cannot be
worth £100, and the concern must sink
£150 a year for its proprietor.

A few bedlamer seals had beenkilled in
the neighborhood of Greenspond. Turs
very plenty, as many as 2500 having been
brought in by the Greenspond boats in
one day. These birds are of great assist-
ance to the poor, and of benefit to the in-
habitants generally. The weather was
fair but very frosty—thermometer down
to twenty below zero morning of 3rd inst.

On the 2nd instant, two sons of Mr.
John Spurrel, on Pond’s Island. were
crossing the ice, carrying some dinner to
a sick person on another island, when
they fell through and were drowned. One
was seven and the other nine years of
age. A third boy was with them, who
managed to scramble out and ran to the
nearest house for help, but before assist-
ance reached the two Spurrels were
dead.

UNITED STATES.

The ceremonies of the Presidential in-
auguration were as brilliant as a fate at
Fontainebleau in the days of the Grand
Monarque.

The wild resort of New Hampshire’s
bit of seashore, known as the Isle of
Shoals, has a new association connected
with its desolate rocks and tumultuous
waters, one of the islands having been
the scene of a most brutal murder.

In the Court of Oyer and Terminer,
New York, there is presented the re-
markable case of a man charged with
murder who resolutely repudiates the de-
fense set up for him by his lawyer.

Bleakley is indicted for the murder of
Maud Merrill, and is declared by his
counsel to be crazy, while he insists that
he is perfectly sane, This presents the
rather odd question whether alawyer has
a right to set up a line of defence which
his client utterly repudiates. However,
it! must be allowed that lunatics are not
in the habit of admitting their lunacy.
Perhaps Bleakley is a little proud, thinks
that insanity is becoming common and
disreputable among murderers.

Another ghost! We cannot help it;

will come—a fresh one every day. Bland
Bullard, a young man of Lebanon County,

! Ky., committed suicide three months ago,

and three days before that upon which he
was to have been married. He now
makes frequent visits to the paternal
mansion, apparently for the purpose of
annoying his father, who had opposedhis
marriage, He comes at night, and brings
with him a light, by which he is dis-
tinguished and recognized, He familiar-

ly opens the door, proceeds to his old
room, and while there employs himself in
examining his trunk. Being spoken to,
he answers not, but he attempts to molest
no one.  Some think he is an impostor
trying to drive the unhappy father to dis-
pose of his farm at 8 sacrifice ; others
persist that he is a true specter.

FREDERICTON, March 12th, 1873.
THE SURFACE RUFFLED.

The monotony that has prevailed during
the present session and characteristic of
the first part of every session was sud-
denly changed yesterday. The halls and
galleries were made to resound with that
enthusiasm so characteristic ‘of a desper-

1 ate struggle.

The apple of discord was thrown dewn
by Mr. Beckwith in reference to the man-
ner in which the petitions to oppose
Fredericton assessment were got ap.
The remarks were quite uncalled for and
left an impression that the question was
to be decided not upon the merits of the
case but by dragging in an influence
which was sure to give a majority. Mr.
Adams followed defending the Irish and
Catholics in an able speech, which, al-
though foreign to the question at issue,
must have been admired by all. It is to
be regretted that such matters as involve
the interest of a community could not be
argued and determined upon their own
merits apart from the School Law and
party feeling. The Sehool question _w'ul
be before the House during the session.
Already numerously signed petitions have
been presented praying for amendments.
But we have heard this blustering before
and know how it ended. It is the blas-
terinig of a few, whose lot has fallen on a
great crisis. Canute commanding the
waves to recede from his footstool, was
but a type of the folly. To every obser-
vant and unprejudiced man the result is
even now well known if the Free School
men be firm and defy intimidation. The
Government have distinctly said that if
any change be made it will affect enly de-
tail and not principle ef Schools Act.
And having said, with a good majority,
will they not do?

She lies head in
shore in an easy position. A tug was at
once sent to her assistance and pulled for
half an hour, but was unable to move her.
The I. E.is from Cardenas with sugar;
she is owned by Messrs. O. Emery & Co.
of this city.

The brig Oromocto, McAllister, master,
at Vineyard Haven on the 11th inst.,from
Paraiba for Portland, reports having been
14 days north of Hatteras with heavy N.
W. gales, and carried away her foretop-
gallantmast.

The brig James Fraser, Burke, master,
from Cape Breton via Halifax, with coal
for New York, put into St. Thomas on the
20th ult., leaky.

Abandoned.—A three-masted schooner
with foretopmast and flying jibbom car-
ried away, was seen on the 10th inst. off
Reedy Island, Delaware Bay.

The ship Crown Prince, of this port,
Mitchell, master, from Philadelphia for
Bremerhaven, picked up the captain and
crew of the Cesarea, from Bull River for
Belfast, having abandoned their vessel in
a sinking condition, on the 4th ult., and
transferred them to No. 7 pilot cutter,
which landed them at Falmouth on the
23rd. The: C. P. arrived at Deal on the
26th.

Wreck Removed.—The Board of Com-
missioners of Pilots have been notified
that the wreck™off Sandy Hook, which
for some time has been a serious impedi-
ment to navigation, has been removed to
a depth of twenty-five and a half feet at
mean low water.

The bark Fredonia, Burke, Master, at
Boston 11th inst., 83 days from Fayal,
reports : left that port on the 6th ult.,
bark N. K. Clements, Kelly master, from
London for Boston with general cargo,
(before reported in distress) would be re-
paired and ready to proceed about the
latter end of February: the F. also re-
ports, on the 18th ult, was within 4 days
sail of Boston. Then took heavy west-
erly gales, with terrific squalls of hail and
rain. Was 17 days between lon. 26.30
and 66, during which time it blew away
three lower topsails and foresails, and

split other sails.

Ship Dauntless, Wilbur, master, at
New York from Liverpool, reports, had
fine N. and N. W. winds until 13th, lat.
48.46 lon 17.01, from thence to the east-
ern edge of the Banks, and W. and S. S.
W. winds, with a low barometer; 18th,
lat 50.30, lon. 81.40 had an S.W. gale,and
was boarded by a heavy sea, which car-
ried away two quarter boats and a por-

tion of the guard rail around the cabin;
4th, lat 40.20, lon, 65, had & gale from S.
W. and W.; barometer went down to 28,
the lowest I ever saw ; must have been a
hurricane south of us.

The. ship Algoma.—Captain Curry, of
the ship Algoma, of Halifax, from Ant-
werp, for New York, has been accused of
carrying away by force from the former
port, several seamen belonging to the
French schooner L’Africaine. An inves-
tigation into the affair has been set on
foot, and the Consul-General of France
at New York advised ofthe circumstances
and instructed to watch for the arrival of
the Algoma.

The Schooner Annie E., Pye master,
from New York for this port, with a
general cargo, put into Head Harbor dur-
ing the gale of Monday last. The follow-
ing morning she proceeded, and on the
same evening anchored off Musquash
Harbor. That night it blew a hurricane,
the wind shifting from E. S. E. to South,
a high sea running. = About 1 o’clock one
of her cables parted, the other while be-
ing shortened, previous to shipping,part-
ed, when the vessel drifted rapidly in to-
ward the shore; an effort was made to
run her inside of the Island, but the tide
being low she groundad, and was driven
about half a mile over the flats, where she
thumped heavily, tearing away her cut-
water, bobstay and plate; her forefoot is
gone and keel considerably chafed. At
the time of her striking she made much
water, but is now perfectly free, the mud
having tightened her. Captain Pye hav-
ing succeeded in bringing her up with the
kedge, came to this port, and having
secured the assistance of the tugboat
Dirigo, succeeded in getting her off, when
she was towed to this port, arriving at 3
o’clock yesterday afternoon. She now
lays at the North Wharf, where she will

discharge cargo. The A. E. is owned by
Captain Pye, Messrs. Steeves Bros. and
others. She is consigned to Messrs. J. &
S. Leonard.

Runaway.

A pair of spirited horses, anxious for a
gambol, belonging to Mr. Wilson, team-
ster, ran up King street in fine style this
forenoon. After turning into Charlotte
street they collided with a country team,
‘whose driver was suddenly placed hors de
combat, and were stopped in their mad
career just in time to save more damage.

A New Enterprise.

John Parks, Esq., will have in working
operation at his Cotton Mills, in the
course of a month or more, a large num-
ber of Looms, which he is importing.
The enterprising proprietor expects to
carry on a brisk business in weaviug,
this being the first introduction of that
branch of business into this country.

Auction Sales.

Messrs. Lockhart & Chipman were the
only firm who had any business before
them to-day. Their salesroom was
crowded by buyers anxious for bargains
in groceries, of which alarge variety was
offered. The sales were large and the
bidding lively.

Producing a Pistol.
A dispute occurred in a liquor saloon

: in this city a few evenings since, about

paying for the drinks. One of the men
threaiened to put a “wooden ear” on his
companion, and the other said he would
put a bullet through him in less than no
time, and produced the weapon to do it
with. The proprietor of the place had
considerable difficulty in quieting the
combatants. Firearms, notwithstanding
the law, are carried to a great extent in
St. John, and is a custom ‘“more honored
in the breach than the observanbe.”

PARLIAMENT OF CANADA.

Special to the Tribune.

The Illegal Petition Presented by the
«Legal Leader of the Opposition?’
is ruled Out—Our Better Terms
Claims to be Settled in Connexion
‘with Ontario and Quebec’s Arbi=
tration Difficulties—Mayor Reed
Coming Back to look after his Re-
election—Reading Up the Paeific
Railway Debate — Manitoba 18
Quaet,

OTTAWA, March 14.

Mr. Langevin’s Report on the Public
Works, Dr. Tupper’s Report on Trade
and Navigation, Mr. Tilley’s Report on
the Public Accounts, and the Pacific Rail-
way charter and correspondence, were
laid on the table yesterday afternoon.
Mr. Mackenzie wanted to know if all the
correspondence had been submitted, and
was informed by the Premier that he had
a few private letters that werenot among
the papers, but Mr. Mackenzie could have
them if he wished. Sir John then moved
that the documents be printed for the use
of the House.

The South Renfrew election case was
brought up by Mr. Blake, who recounted
in detail the allegations telegraphed you
yesterday, and instead of standing on his
former ground of summary action, moved
that the petition be referred to the Election
committee. If he had moved, as was ex-
pected, that the returns be amended and Mr
McDougall admitted, he would have been
much more badly beaten than he was on
the Peterborough case. Mr. Hilyard
Cameron argued that the motion to refer
the petition was out of order, inasmuch
as the law required that recognizances to
prosecute must be attached to petitions
against a member’s return, and the law
had not been complied with in this in-
stance. Mr. Blake claimed that the ob-
jection was of no weight now that the
petition had been received. The Pre-
mier made a speech on the law points in-
volved, pointing out the gross
violation of constitutional law and Par-
liamentary practice attempted by Mr.
Blake, and said he wanted these cases
promptly settled but that they must be
dealt with in a legal and proper way. The
Speaker decided the statute had not been
complied with, that the petition had
been illegally brought hefore the House,
and that no action whatever could be
taken on it. The humiliated ‘Leader of
the Opposition on legal questions” then
moved, and Sir John assented, that the
poll books be referred to the Election
Committee and the Returning Officer
summoned to answer charges of fraud.

In the Senate there has been much
grumbling at the loss of the gay and gra-
cious Minister of Marine, several mem-
bers declaring that his transfer to the
Commons had lowered the dignity of the
Senate. The Postmaster General an-
nounced that a measure for equalizing
the salaries of Supreme Court Judges
was under consideration. Senator Bots-
ford carried a motion for an investigatiol,
into the E. & N, A. and Intercolonial rail.
ways.

This is all the business that was done
yesterday.

The New Brunswick members had an
enthusiastic Better Terms conference
yesterday, Mr. Tilley and Mr. Mitchell
attending and promising their active
cooperation. Even Mr. Domville
who sneered at Better Terms at
Judge Pugsley’s Hampton dinner and at
Gen. Warner’s Washington dinner, has
fallen into line with the others. This is
accepted as a guarantee that the Govern-
ment are now really sincere in their pro-
fession of an intention to do us justice.
They could not oppose our claims after
the position Mr. Palmer’s politic speech
in seconding the address placed them in,
and there is now no doubt of agreeing on
and carrying through a fair measure of
financial relief for New Brunswick, Mr.
Palmer has been working among the
Ontario and Quebec members for the
purpose of connecting our claims with
their arbitration difficulties, and the
result  will probably be that
one scheme for settling both qu§l-
questions maybe devised. Suchascheme
would be carried almost unanimously
through the House. One of its provi-
sions would be the 'assumption by the
Dominion of the surplus debt of Ontario
and Quebec, and the increase of the New
Brunswick debt to be borne by Canada
to a proportionate amount. Other pro-
visions would give NewBrunswick alibera
allowance on account of the export duty,
ete.

Senator McLellan and wife arrived
yesterday. Mayor Reed and wife leave
for St. John to-day.

Opposition are making great prepara-
tions for the Pacific Railway debate,read-
ing everything from the Z7rue Humorist
to the London Zimes. Mackenzie is

making a new scrap book for extracts on
the subject.

A Naughty Girl in a Perilous Plight.
[From the Halifax Express.] ;

«J have supped full with horrors,’
said a policeman to-day, when telling of
what happened last night. He was on
his beat on Albermarle street when he
met an elderly man who asked him to go
in search of his daughter, a little girl
aged about 13, who had that day stolen
some $20, and who was, her father had
reason to believe, then secreted in a
house on Blower’s street, facing the Wes-
1eyan church. The policeman went with

the anxious parent to the house indi-
cated, and gained admission. In re-
sponse to his enquiry he was told the
girl was there—that she was up in the
garret. The garret was ascenced to, but

no trace of the child could be found.— 10

The room was thoroughly searched, and
they were about giving up when it was
noticed that a small window in the gable
end of the house was partly
open; and grasping the sill of that
window could be seen the small
weak hand of that young child. She
had got out of the window on hearing
her father’s voice, and hung there,—with
her feet dangling and nothing to support
her but her own puny strength,—some
forty feet from the ground. She was quick-
ly seized by the iron nerved officer,and res-
cued from her perilons condition ; but the
father was too grateful at having his child
restored to him alive to do more than mild-
ly reprove her. She spent a portion of the
money along with some companions of
her own age, but about $16 were found
on her person. The father says he has
endeavored to do his duty fairly by the
child, but she has lately fallen into very
bad habits.

A Jealous Boy Shoots his Sweetheart
and the Commits Suicide.

At Salisbury, Maryland, last week,
George W. Hall, aged 18, shot dead Am-
elia Spockley, aged 14, while on her way
home from school, in company with other
children. Hall was courting Amelia, and
had written her & letter, which she had
failed to answer, saying she had not had

time.

The evidence shows that Miss Shockley
lefs school accompanied by four small
children. About a hundred yards from
the school Hall met her, and after some
conversation about a letter, he asked one
of the children if Miss Shockley’s brother
Elijah, a youth of 16 years, was at school.
Receiving a negative regly he turned to
Miss Shockley and said he was going to
shoot her. She replied, ¢ ’Pshaw, George
Hall, you can’t frighten me.” Hall then
directed a little girl standing beside Miss
Shockley to get out of the way, and
deliberately raised his_gud and fired.
The load took effect just under the shoul-
der blade and entered the heart. The
girl exclaimed, “Oh Lord!” and fell,

Isaac S. Adams, the schoalmaster, on
being notified of the murder, hastened to
the scene and found the gi1l lying in the
middle of the road, in the agony of death,
unable to speak, and where she died in a
few moments.

The murderer fled, and the next day
rushed from the woods in front of a
freight train, threw himself on the track,
and was instantly killed.
