nection, ‘who openly -preach independ-
ence, and secretly talk treason; and who,

out the plough, he shot the poor victiin
in the back, inflicting fatal injurics.

officer named Stovache soon tracked him
to the neighborhood of Saint Clair, where
they overtook him. Notwithstanding the
manaces of Marcean, who took aimn at
Stovache, and cried, “You will make the
fourth,” that officer did not hesitatc for a
moment, but throwing himself upon

The bridge across the Niagara River
trom Buffalo to Fort Esie is finished, the
last of the immense trusses being placed
in position only a few days ago. These
spans or trusses are from 197 to 240 feet
in length, are made of iron, and of the
pattern known as Pratt’s truss; these
rest on eight piers and two abutments,
all built of solid masonry, the peirs being
incased in an armour of half inch iron
plate, to protect them from the ice,which
forms in great quantities in the river,and
with reenforcements from the lake makes
a very formidable destructive ageucy.
The bridge has two draws, one ot which
is said to be the largest in this country,
it having an opening of 160 feet. The
fands for the building of the bridge are
furnished by a stock company of Cana-
dian and American - capitalists, and is
leased to the Grand Trunk, Great Western
Air Line, the Canada Southern, and the
New York, West Shore, and Chicago
Railroads. There is ouly one track on
the bridge, as when the contract was
made three of the roads now using it
were not thought of in time to alter the
plans. s

A PLOT TO BURN A VILLAGE,

pus——

The Incendiaries Arrested=-=Tne Ene
tire Town Turning Out to Lynch
Them-=«A Gallows Erected in
Front of the Jail. -

Correspondence of the Sun.
CaNosTOTA, N. Y, Nov. 8.

For more than a year the inhabitants
of this village have heen excited over a
series of incendiary fires. They have
been frequent, and it was evident that a
systematic plot had been formed to de-
stroy the place. - Since the large fire of
a few weeks ago several fires have been
discovered, and the people have organiz-
ed vigilance committees. b

Last night William A. Stone, a lawyer,

formerly of Syracuse, later of Oneids,
but for some timé a resident here, told &
member of the Committee that he had
feason to think that Melvin Woodford,
also well known, intended to set fire to a
vacant-hotel onthé d¥iving park at nine
o'clock. E. H. Odell and R. Ingram
watched Woodford, followed him to the
old hotel, and caught him in the act of
setting it on fire. "Woodford ran as he
sit the men, andthey fired and shot him,
He was taken to the lock-ug. The offi-
cers intimated to him that Stone had put
them on the scent, and Woodford dis-
closed the plot, sayingthat it was the in-
tention to attract attentiont by burning
the old building and then fire the town in
several places. . He said that Stone was
the originator of the plot, and that they
had burned many buildings within & year
and a half. . Stone was_arrested. . He
confessed -and implicated one Garduer,
who thus far has kept otit of the way.
. The news of the arrest was soon noised
about town, ahdan angry crowd collected
ground the lo¢k-up. ' Indeed, Woodford
narrowly eseapeil lynching before he was
imgrisoned, and at one time the crowd
had & rope abotit his neck.  The officers
cracked several skulls before they reseued
him. Prominent and influential inhabi-
tants hurried with ropes in their hands
ready to hang both men, but the officers
secreted the prisoners. It-waslong after
midhight béfore the throng dispersed.

This morni there was, tremendous
excitement, which has increased all day.
The prisoners had‘beer returned to’'the
lock-up, #nd in front of it wcre more
than a thousaud men.
