BIG STRIKE IN ENGLAND.
LONDON, March 16.—The strike of
boot makers has been extending
throughout the week, until today there
are 200,000 idle operatives in that branch
off industry. The strike affects all the
fattories in England except those in
ifford, Norwich and Bristol. Some
he London trades unions are graut-

ing 10 shillings a week to the strikers.
The employers are not in the least
anxious, declaring they have enormous
Stocks yet unsold. Nevertheless, they
are preparing to protect themgselves by
the emplecyment of labor-saving ma~
chinery.

A VICTORY FOR SILVER.

BERLIN, March 16.—The Council of
State today adopted the resolution of
the silver advocates indorsing Chancel-
lor Hohenlohe’s monetary statement in
the Reichstag, and immediately after-
wards rejected the proposal of the gold
advocates that a guarantee of the pres-
ent currency continue unaltered. It is
learned that France has informed Ger-
many of her willingness to co-operate
in settling the currency question.

THE G. O. M. ON SUNDAY OB-
SERVANCE.

LONDON, March 17.—Mr. Gladstone
has issued a second article on the ob-
servance of Sunday, in which he argues
that with a true Christian it is not how
much of the Lord’s Day shall we give
to his service, but rather of how little
shall we withhold. Mr. Gladstone, who
is personally a strict observer of Sun-
day, recently attributed his long life to
the fact that he invariably kept Sun-
day apart from his ordinary life, and
especially from his political life.

FIFTY PERSONS PERISH.

TROPPAU, Austrian Silesia, March
17.—An explosion of fire damp took
place yesterday in the Hohengie mine,
belonging to the estate of the late Arch-
duke Albrecht of Austria. At the time
of the explosion there were 280 miners
below. Of this number 80 were rescued,
slightly injured.

Later in the day 80 more of the miners
were rescued, but the remaining 120 are
imprisoned in the galleries, which are
blocked with debris. The bodies of sev-
eral of the imprisoned miners have al-
ready been extricated from the ruins.

During the day twelve dead bodies
Were recovered, and a number of min-
ers, fifteen of whom were injured, were
rescued, and it is now believed that not
more than 50 perished.

MORE BLACK-BALLING.

LONDON, March 17.—It would seem

that there is to be a continuation of
club sensations. About a couple of
weeks ago we had the refusal of the
Marlborough Club, the favorite club of
the Prince of Wales, to elect to mem-
bership Mr. Belt, the South African mil-
lionaire. Last week clubdom was star-
tled by the black-balling of the Hon.
Cecil Rhodes at the Travelers’ Club,
which was followed by the resignation
of the Prince of Wales, the Duke of Fife
and Earl Grey. Now, London has an-
other club sensation. The famous Carl-
y ton Club has refused to elect Mr. Bar-
ney Barnato,the Johannesburg diamond
King, and on the other hand, the Carlton
Club elected Mr. Robinson, of Robin-
S0on’s mine, a rival millionaire,
INFLUENZA LINGERS.
LONDON, March 17.—Influenza still
lingers here, and the death rate has
touched 41.2 per 1,000, one of the highest
percentages ever known in this city,
where the average death rate is only 21
per 1,000. ZILord Rosebery has entirely
recovered from his sickness, and is
Spending a few days at the Durdans,
his seat near Epsom. From that place
the Premier will 80 to Deal, the well-
known sea resort on the coast of Kent.
Baroness Burdett-Coutts, Mr. Henry
Fowler, the Secretary of State for India,
and Rustem Pasha, the Turkish ambas-
sador to Great Britain, who have been
suffering from influenza, are improving
in health. Among the latest additions
to the list of distinguished sufferers
from the epidemic are the Earl of Pem-
broke and Montgomery and Sir Douglas
Galton, the distinguished engineer, for-
merly inspector of railways and assist-
ant inspector-general of fortifications.

IMPERIAL PENNY POSTAGE.

LONDON, March 15.—In the House
of Commons today Right Hon. Arnold
Morley, the Postmaster-General, in-
formed Mr. Henniker Heaton, M.P.,
that the Government haa taken no
Steps to obtain the assent of the Cana-
dian and the Australian Governments
to the imperial penny postage scheme.
The Government, Mr. Arnold continued,
was well aware that some of the im-
portant couonies were opposed to the
scheme.

Mr. Henniker Heaton denies this
statement, and says tnart Canaaa and
the Australian colonies would welcome
the immediate institutuion of a penny
rate from England as a first step, if
only properly approached. The Prince
of Wales and Lord Rosebery warmly
support Mr. Heaton’s plans.

Sir George Baden-Powell had a ques-
tion in the House of Commons today
urging the British Government to make
the present negotiations between Can-
ada and Newfoundland the occasion for
a fresh attempt to settle the French
shore dispute.

Mr. Sydney Buxton, the Secretary
for the Colonial Office, said he was not
prepared to answer that question at
the present juncture.

STEVENSON’'S LAST PRAYER.

LONDON, March 17.—The British
‘Weekly publishes the text of a prayer
composed by the late Robert Louis
Stevenson, which it appears was read
aloud to Mr. Stevenson’s family on the
night before his death, which occurred
in December. It is as follows:

“We beseech Thee, O Lord, to behold
us with favor. Folk of many families
and nations are gathered together in
the peace of this roof. Weak men and
women subsisting under the cover of
thy patience. 3e patient still. Suffer
us yet a while longer, with our broken
purposes of good, with our idle endeav-
ors against evil—suffer us a while longer
to endure, and if it may be, to help us,
do better. Bless us to our extra mercies,
and if the day comes when these must
be taken, have us play the man under
affliction. Be with our friends. Be with
ourselves. Go with each of us to rest,
and if any awake temper to them the
dark hours of watching, and when the
lay returns to us our sun and comforter
call us with morning faces and morning
dcarts, eager to labor, eager to be hap-
py, if happiness shall be our portion,
and, if the day be marked to SOrrow,
strong to endure it.

“We thank Thee, and praise Thee,
and in the words of Him to whom this
day is sacred, ciose our oblat an.”

A NOBLEMAN AS A SK. TER.

LONDON, March 17.—Though some-
what stiff with age the Marquis of Clan-
ricarde enjoyed himself to his heart’s
content during the recent cold spell. He
is an expert skater, and he was a daily
performer on the free space on the ice
at the Serpentine. His costume attract-
ed as much attention as his tricks with
the skates. He wore dark blue cloth
trousers, with a broad stripe of black
braid up the sides, three or four Cardi-
gan waistcoats of doubtful color and
great age, a loose tweed jacket, and a
stove pipe hat flat on the rim and
straight up and down in the crown. The
marquis never went near the charmed
circle of society on the ice. He devoted

himself to the free space where his won-

derful ability in figure skating won him
frequent applause. He ocecasionally
took a rest on the ice sweeper’s chair,
for which no charge was made. Next
to his love for skating the marquis dear-
ly loves to save a penny ‘whenever he
can.

TO PROTECT BRITISHERS.

LONDON, March 17.—Lord Kimber-
ley, Secretary- of the Forzign Office,
answered yesterday the request of the
Liverpool Chamber of Commerce that
Sir Julian Pouncefoote be instructed by
cable to secure the protection of British
subjects in New Orleans. The shooting
of the steamship Engineer’s purser dur-
ing the recent riot gave rise to the re
quest. Lord Kimberley said that he
had comunicated with Mr. Gresham,
Secretary of State, who on the 15th had
received assurances from the governor
of Louisiana that the lives and property
of foreigners would be protected and
that the crews of foreign vessel were in
no danger. The governor, remarked
Lord Kimberley, added that the identity
of the Engineer’s purser was in doubt
Wwhen he was shot.

THE ARMENIAN INQUIRY.

LONDON, March 17.—Mr. Hugh Ever-
ard Hoare, Radical member of Parlia-
ment for Cambridgeshire West, and
other anti-Turkish members in the Rad-
ical section have recently been trying
to obtain the publication of a collection
of dispatches from Mr, Hallward, Brit-
tish vice-counsel at Van, in regard to
the Armenian atrocities, The Armen-
ian Association professes to have learn-
ed that Mr. Hallward dilates upon the
Armenian horrors, not as incidents, but
as evidence of the increase of their bru-
talizing influences upon the Armenians
themselves. The Foreign Office has re-
fused to cause the bublication of the
dispatches on the ground that their
publicity would prejudge the case al-
ready under investigation by the Ar-
menian Commission of Inquiry. Mr.
Hallward seems to have lent an ear to
the Armenians who the correspondent
of the Telegraph at Kars says are
“gifted with a faculty of exuberant
lying beyond any other people, and are
ready to invent sanguinary battles and
blood curdling massacres to a degree of
coherence and plausibility that would
but Falstaff to blush.

AN OPPOSITION SPLIT.

LONDON, March 17.—The Conserva-
tives and Liberal-Unionists are wrang-
ling over the representation in the seat
about to be made vacant by Speaker
Peel’s retirement, with the result that
despite the public appeals of the lead-
ers to the rank for unity, there are at
present a Conservative and also a Uni-
onist candidate with the secret approv-
al of these same leaders. The shab-
by treatment accorded Mr. Courtney
by his allies will probably induce him
to give more frequent and stronger
support to the Liberal Government, but
a still more interesting case will re-
sult when Mr. Peel receives the peer-
age, which, in acordance with prece-
dents, he is sure to do. Then the home
rule party in the House of Lords will
receive a powerful reinforcement, for it
has long been an open secret that he
has largly modified his views respect-
ing the government of Ireland. In fact,
his support by the Liberal Home Rule
Association in the Warwick and Lea-
mington constituency, which he repre-
sents in the Commons as an anti-Home
Ruler, is one of the reasons why the
local Conservatives insist upon run-
ning a candidate for the coming vac-
ancy. There are some indications that
the Conservative-Liberal-Unionist com-
bination will be changed into complete
organization, but it is by no means cer-
tain which way the crisis will turm.

MAUD’S POSSIBLE MARRIAGE.

LONDON, March 17.—Whether the
Princess Maud of Wales is or is not to
marry the Prince of Naples is a ques-
tion that continues to agitate English
Soclety. There have been semi-official
denials that any such match is contem-
plated, but the gossips persist in assert-
ing that nuptial negotiations are al-
ready in progress and that the visit of
the Prince of Wales to Italy in the
spring has something to do with the af-
fair. In some quarters the political ad-
vantages of such a match are openly
discussed. It is suggested that a matri-
monial alliance with the future King of
Italy would be a splendid coup for Eng-
land. It would in some respects lead
to a readjustment of political relations
which would give Great Britain more in-
fluence on the European continent, For
some time there has been a disposition
in Downing street to smile on Italy’s
aims in Africa. Lord Kimberly has
been credited with a desire to assist
*»Humbert in crushing the native foes
that have worried the Italian armies of
late. The Italian monarch has fully ap-
preciated this kindness, and on more
than one occasion hints have been given
that he might forsake the triple alliance
and clasp hands with England. As all
royal matches have a view to political
contingencies, either near or remote,
society persists in thinking that the
Princess Maud is designed by her aug-
ust relatives to strengthen the position
of England in Europe. There is religious
difficulty in the way. The prince is a
devout Roman Catholic, and his spouse,
according to custom, should belong to
the same faith. But princes and prin-
cesses have displayed great facility in
accomodating their religious sentiments
to the needs of the hour,and it is not be-
lieved that divergent faiths would keep
either loving or diplomatic hearts apart
in this case. However, society will not
have to speculate long. The Prince of
Wales will be in Italy a few weeks
hence, and it will soon be known
whether the match is seriously contem-
plated or not.
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THE LATE DR. SUTHERLAND.

MUCH MARRIED.

Some Sarnia and Port Huron FPeople
Badly Mixed Up.

PORT HURON, Mich.,, March 17.—A
very much complicated case, in which
charges of bigamy are made on bt_)@h
sides by an alleged husband and wife,
has developed here. About eighteen
months ago George Mempstead, of this
city, was married to Eliza Mason, of
Sarnia, both being members of the Sal-
vation Army. Two weeks of a honey-
moon, however, was sufficient for the
couple, and then they decided to separ-
ate.

She was arrested and ar-
raigned before Judge Wagner, who re-
leased her upon $100 balil to appear for
examination. The woman claims that
her marriage to Mempstead was illegal,
as she was less than 16 years of age at
the time, and consequently she cannot
be guilty of bigamy, She also charges
that Mempstead is a bigamist in that
he has another wife living from whom
he has never been divorced. To this
Mempstead replies that his first mar-
riage was void in that the woman had
had two former husbands, who are still
living. How the affair will be straight-
ened out is an unsolved problem.

The New Hymnal,

ToroxTO, March 16.—The Presbyterian
Church in Canada will scon have a new
Book cf Praise for use in the services of the
church. The work of compilation has been
going on for the past three years, and the
new book, it is expected, will be placed be-
fore the General Assembly and issued this
year. At St. Andrew’s Church during the
past week the hymnal committee has held
sessions daily, the members present being:
Revs. Dr. Grace (convener), Dr, McLaren,
Prof. Scrimger, Dr. D. J. Macdonnell, Dr.
Somerville, Dr, Armstrong, Dr. Fraser, Dr.
McCrae, R. S. G. Anderson, W. P. Ander-
son, Alex. McMillan, Alex. Henderson,
Alex. McGillivray, —, Stuart, C. Heine, J.
Thomson, Messrs, W. B. McMurrich, Q.C.,
J. H. Thom, Toronto; R. Murray, Halifax;
R. A. Becket, Montreal, and James Gibson,
Ottawa. Presbyteries reported as to what
hymns should be omitted and what added
to the collection, and the result of the
recommendations was the omission of twenty
hymns from the draft and the addition of
30 to it. The General Assembly will be
agked to approve of selections from the
Psalms in metre, and urge congregations to
make the larger use of the Psalter in
church services. The tunes o he incorpor-
ated in the new bymnal have cen selected
by a sub-committee, and the changes made
have been carefully considered. The com-
mittee is still engaged in the selection of
tunes for hymns to be added. It was hoped
at one iime that by correspondence with
the joint committes of the Established, Free
and United Presbyterian Churches in Scot-
land on hymnal compilations a book could
be published for use in the British and Can-
adian churches., There seems, however, to
be little prospect of securing united action,
and the Canadian committee will present
the Book of Praise as compiled by them to
the General Assembly for indorsation and
publicatio ?

Opening Services of the Talbot Street
Church Jubilee.

St. Patrick’s Day Sermons at St.
Peter’s Cathedral.

Rev. T. W. Glover, of Toronto, at King
Street Methodist Church-Notes.

THE BAPTIST JUBILEE.

The Baptists of the Talbot Street
Church will mark their jubilee by spe-
cial services every night this week—
Saturday excepted. The first of these
was held yesterday,when both morning
and evening Rev. W. H. Porter, of
Brantford, a former pastor of Talbot
Street, occupied the pulpit. The church
was not extensively decorated, but
some lilies and palins placed about the
pulpit platform looked very pretty.
Suspended above the pulpit was the
word “Jubilee” in large letters of cedar,
and down one side of the Baptistry
was “1845,” and on the other “1895,”
signifying the length of time the church
had been in existence. The congrega-
tlons at both services comuvletely filled
the body of the edifice, listened to
suitable sermons from the ex-pastor.
In announcing the reception of both of-
fertories Rev. Ira Smith stated that
the special services were not held with
the object of raising a certain sum_of
money. The jubilee year was consid-
ered worthy of remembrance, and was
to be fittingly celebrated. If, however,
any of his hearers had twenty-five,
fifty or a thousand dollars to spare the
church would gladly accept it. One
thing the church management had de-
cided to try and accompusn this year,
and that was the complete extermina-
tion of the debt on the edifice. It am-
ounted to about $5,000, and already
about $3,000 had been subscribed. “We
are here,” said the pastor, ‘“to give
thanksgiving to God for all his kind-
ness to us in these 50 years. The an-
nouncements for the week, as pub-
lished, were made. ‘“And while there
is gladness among our members this
morning,” continued the pastor, “Yet
there is sorrow, for there passed away
yesterday morning one who was once
a member here—Mrs. Arthur Peters.”

Rev. Mr. Porter on rising to deliver
his morning discourse expressed his
pleasure at being once more with his
former congregation. “As I look over
the church,” said he, “and see many
familiar faces, it recalls to me many
pleasing memories. DBut there are some
who have crossed the flood since I left,
and are now with their Saviour. Still
it looks as though God was blessing
you under your new pastorate.” Mr.
Porter took for his text I. Samuel, vii.,
12 : “When the children of Isreal cross-
ed the Jordan, he said, the priests were
commanded to take twelve stones out
of the river and to set them up so that
their children in yeass to come could
say, ‘““This is where God divided the
Jordan.” hey were memorial stones
and were to bring to the people’s minds
what God had wrought. It recalled
God’s delivering mercy, and suggested
one thing—that the Lord’s people and
other people have always been the same
in one respect, and that was, they were
all sinners. So it was with the jubilee
services of the church—they were hld
to mark a great event in its history to
which the children could look back with
pleasure. The occasion of the gather-
ing together of the children of Israel
to seek God’s blessing was spoken of
by Mr. Porter, and the attack of the
Philistines was noted. It brought to
the preacher’s notice another thing
concerning the people of God—that they
have always been and ever will be a
warring people, a fighting people. He
called particular attention to the help
the church had received during its 50
years’ existence. Jesus was ever with
his people, a great deliverer and helper.
He was with Moses in the wilderness;
he was the leader. He had done all
for the Talbot Street Church. Mr. Por-
ter referred to the 37th chapter of Ezek-
iel, which speaks of the Lord putting
life into the dry bones found in the
valley. “This,” said the speaker, ‘“was
the condition of this church in its ear-
lier days, but it is different now. I
thought of a great many texts for this
service, but one in particular struck
my mind, ‘The Lord hath done great
things for us,” and I began to think
what great things the Lord had done
for Talbot Street Church? And I thought
that during the.50 years of the church
that scores, hundreds, perhaps thous-
ands, have been brought to Jesus, and
their voices have gone to heaven, and
their throats have swelled with heav-
enly joy, Has it taken any power to
keep this church in its 50 years’ his-
tory? God only knows. ie has done
great things in saving and keeping,
and then what great things he has done
by inspiring us to effort. Some have
gone out from his church here and
there and everywhere. One after an-
other in the history of this church has
been lifted up and done work for the
Master. We can refer to Rev. Mr. In-
gles (the first pastor of the church), Dr.
Boyd, Dr. Cooper, Rev. Mr. Grant, and
forgive me if I speak of myself, who, by
the Spirit, were able to have aided in
the work of extending the church. And
so in all things, the Holy Spirit, which
has to furnish inspired Ileaders, the

The learned preacher’s re-
marks were deeply interesting, his il-
lustraticns being exceptionaliy good.

Glover spoke very highly of the pulpit
gifts of his old friend, Rev. C. Smith,
when he was a young man itwenty years
ago, also stating that he was sure his
friend Mr. Smith is now ga very able
and eloquent expositor of the Word of
God, which Mr. Smith’s congregations,
past and present, in this city can in.

ST. PATRICK'S DAY SERVICE.,

The feast of St. Patrick was cale-
brated yesterday at St. Peter’s Cathed-
ral. St. Clair's mass was sung at 10:30
a.m., the solo parts being admirably
taken by Miss Mary Mulligan and
Julia Dibbs, J. C. Lockhart and Pp. “ g
‘Watt. A pleasing feature of the matins
was the singing of a new “Ave Maria,”
composed by Santley, the celebrateq
English baritone. The singer was Mr.
J. T. Dalton, an old-time favorite of
many Londoners, and who was formerly

onnected with the Hoiman Opera Com-

pany. Mr., Dalten’s magnificent voice
appears to have lost none of its old-
time purity of tone and resonance. _It
in six years since he last appeared in
London, and has lately sung at St.
James’ Cathedral, Twenty-ninth street
and Wabash avenue, Chicago. Bishop
O’Connor preached in the morning and
€xpressed himself as somewhat disap-
pointed to find so very few people at
Holy Communion. “The right way t
celebrate the feast ¢f any saint,” said
he, “particularly of such a saint as St.
Patrick, the one to whom we owe the
true faith, is surely to approach the
sacraments which he recommended so
much. I fear it—and I regret, it as much
as I fear it—that St Patrick’s Day
year by year is becoming more and
more of a holiday and less of a holy
day. This is not right.”

The St. Patrick sermon was preached
at vespers by the gifted Monseignor
F. P. McEvay, Hamilton. The large
cathedral was completely filled, the
crowd overflowing into the choir gal-
lery and lobbies. As at the morning ser-
vice, the musical parts were Vvery
grand. The singers appear to be al-
most faultlessly trained under the di-
rection of Mr. T. F. Walsh, with Mrs.
Cruickshank presiding at the organ.
Incidental to this portion of the pro-
gramme was the rendition of Holland-
er’'s “Kcce Panis,” by Messrs. J. T.
Dalton and P. J. Watt. Both men sang
in splendid voice, 3

In commencing to speak of the saint
whose feast ‘they were celebrating the
eloquent monseignor mentioned the
dispute between France, Scotland and
Ireland as to the honor of having given
birth to St. Patrick, and went on to
state that it mattered very little where
he was born. One thing they were cer-
tain of—that he was a good Roman
Catholic. Anyway, he went to Rome
and knelt at the foot of the Pope, and
was selected by him to be a bishop of
the Church of God, commissioned to
preach the Gospel in Ireland. With the
Pope’s blessing he set out for the green
shores of Erin to spread the merits of
Jesus and of Mary. This was 400 years
after the Lord had left the earth, and
had returned to the right hand of his
Eternal Father. At that ume there
were no superstitions m tne church.
These were intrcduced in the so-called
dark ages later on. In glancing, as it
were, at the real doctrine of St. Pat-
rick, the preacher mentioned that he
believed in the Holy Trinity. He also
mentioned the incident wnich occurred
at Tara, where St. Patrick was preach-
ing, when he stooped down and picked
up a green shamrock to illustrate the
Holy Trinity—the Three in One. And
from that day to this the shamrock
has been taken as the emblem of St.
Patrick. How often had they heard
it:

“The dear little, sweet little, sham-

rock of Ireland.”

B8t. Patrick preached the redemption
and the mission of the Holy Ghost. He
honored the Blessed Virgin; he invoked
the saints; he carried the crucifix; he
frequently made the gign of the cross
on his forehead, and explained that
sacred emblem in many places through-
out Ireland. He believed in miracles,
and performed many of them. He heard
confession and forgave sins. He ordain-
ed priests and bishops, and as he told
people to pray for the repose of souls
he evidently believed in purgatory. He
told both the priest and people that the
bishop must be the hand that supports,
the pilot that guides, the hammer that
strikes, the sun that enlightens, and
the dew that moistens. St. Patrick also
established many convents and mon-
asteries,

He preached obedience to the laws of
the church, and more especially warned
children to obey their parents.

“Many children nowadays,” said Mon-
seignor McEvay, ‘“hardly know any-
thing about that doctrine of St. Pat-
rick. We are told that to this day in
Ireland young people never think of
getting married without the consent of
their parents. Indeed, it is said that
the priests make the matches, and to
their credit we may say that they do it
far better than a great many young
people of this country, who consult
neither God nor their parents, but their
own whims and passions.”

God had blessed Irish marriages, he
said. He went on to speak ot the Irish
people’s horror of divorce, and in a
masterful manner he depicted the revo-
lutions and persecutions of thirteen cen-
turies of trial, and yet the faith of
Ireland was unshaken! He made a pa-
thetic reference to Daniel O’Connell,
who, when taken sick at Genoa, died,
and willed his heart to Rome, his body
to Ireland and his soul to God. But
the speaker did not dwell for long on
these dark scenes, and a little later
a ripple of enjoyment swept over the
vast audience, as with the true Irish
power of turning ranidly from the pa-
thetic to the opposite extreme, he re-
lated the answer of an Irishman to an
American who asked, “Well, what is
Ireland, anyhow?”’

“Ireland,” said he, “is a place of pun-
ishment, where Irishmen stay for a
time and suffer before they go to Am-
erica.”

Briefly, the speaker compared the sta-
bility of the teachings inculeated by
St. Patrick in Ireland with those
preached in England by St. Augustine,
and in Scotland by St. Colomkill. Those
of St. Patrick, he pointed out, were
lasting, and were carried by Irishmen
all over the world, while the other coun-
tries were largely given up to here-
sies and schisms. The secret of Ire-
land’s success, he said, was her devo-
tion to the See of Rome.

Munificent collections were taken up
in aid of the orphans.

The bishop in the morning specially
mentioned St. Patrick’s concert on
Tuesday as a worthy event.

THE EVANGELISTS CLOSE,

The evangelists, Messrs. Appel and
Anderson, closed a week of most suc-
cessful meetings at the Grosvenor Street
Baptist Church on Sunday evening,
when the seating capacity of the
church was taxed to its utmost capa-
city, and the meeting throughout prov-
ed in every way the crowning blessing
of the series. Never in the history of
the church have such crowds gathered
night after night to listen to the simple
proclamation of divine truth. The
meetings have ‘increased in interest and
power from the first. Every night num-
bers have expressed a desire for prayer,
and definite conversions have also
taken place at each meeting, some of
which were direct answers to prayer,
and many of them most striking in char-
acter. The church has been greatly
blessed by the services, many of the
members being stirred up to g more
spiritual life, and a number of regular
attendants in the congregation have
decided for Christ.

It is now apparent that if the men in
power at Ottawa could pass the sum-
mer in enjoyment of their emoluments,
and were not compelled by law either
to call Parliament together or to ask
the Governor-General

to dissolve it,
they would neither have a session nor
& dissolution.

shortcomings—of their attempt to evade
the responsibilities for a settlement of
the pressing questions now before the
country.

But the shivering and shaking Minis-
ters must act soon, or be face to face
with an empty treasury. Parliament,
whether old or new, must meet and pro-
vide supplies, or on the 1st of July there
will be no warrant for the payment of
any of the thousands of public officers
in the country. The Governor-General
will no doubt see that the constitution
in this respect is not violated.

It was open to the men in power to
call Parliament together this winter
within a reasonable time—say, by the

first week in February, as promised by |

Sir John Thompson during last session.
The elections might have been held,
after the proper and deliberate pre-
paration of the lists, in June. Indeed,
the first week of that month is the
earliest time in which the condition of
the roads and the circumstances of the
population permit a full vote. If it had
been possible for the Government to
bring onr the elections in the winter,
say in February, no one would have
objected to that being done, apart from
the unconstitutional character of such
a proceeding. It is admitted that the
men in power have at present a major-
ity in Parliament, and there is a very
large deficit. These men ought not to
shirk the responsibilities of dealing
with that subject before undertaking to
£0 to the country.

We believe that the Government will
be beaten in the contest, no matter when
it i8 brought on, and that by a large
majority; and to require a new Admin-
istration, without any time for prepar-
ation, to call Parliament together to
vote the necessary supplies, and to
deal with the large deficit on hand, is
little short of a crime against the com-
monwealth,

If a session had preceded dissolution,
and the Ministers have been defeated in

the elections, the new Administration |

would have had time to make its
first session an effective one. A dis-
solution at this moment, when the finan-
cial year has about expired, is indeed
a very serious matter, and which will
doubtless receive the careful consider-
ation of the Governor-General,

—Hon. Wilfrid Laurier is confined to
his residence at Arthabaskaville, Que.,
by illness, and cannot appear at the
meetings announced in Eastern Ontario
this week. It is fully expected that the
Liberal leader will be able to speak at
London and other western points next
vpeek.

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late Mr. James Darmesteter, whose in-
vestigations stripped the Avesta of its
supposed antiquity, bringing dovyn its
date from 1500 B.C. to the beginning of
the Christian era. Prof. Muller says:

“Both the defenders and opponents of
the antiquity of the Avesta and other
sacred books of the East ought to dis-
tinguish carefully between the date of
a book in the form which we possess it
and the date of the original composi-
tion of its component parts. I shall
hold, in spite of all assertions to the
contrary, that the existence of books in
our sense of the word can nowhere be
traced beyond 600 to 700 B.C. A book,
as we understand the term, presupposes
the existence of an alphabet, abundance
of writing materials, and, most of all,
the presence of a reading public. 1-
phabets consisting of consonants and
vowels existed, as is well known, at a
much earlier time, but it is a long era
from alphabets used in inscriptions, and
even In treaties and other official docu-
ments, to books in alphabetic writing
intended to be read by an educated pub-
lic. If we call the Babylontan cylinder
or hieratic papyri books, and there is
no harm in doing this, the age of books
would have to be put back considerably,
possifgly to the reign of Yao in the 24th
century B.C. But if we retain:.its des-
tination for the reading public as an es-
sential feature of a book, I doubt
whether we can prove the existence of
such a thing in any part of the world
previous to 600 or 700 B.C.

“If that is so, it by no means follows
that the earlier centuries were entirely
illiteratg. On the contrary, the more
we become acquainted with ancient
literature, the clearer becomes the fact
that there was everywhere a period of
oral literature composed and handed
down by memory only. It is difficut to
realize this, because our memory has
become something totally different from
what it was in ancient times, when writ-
ing and reading were unknown; nay,
from what it still is in countries like
India, where, though there exist manu-
scripts, the Veda can properly be learn-
ed from the mouth of the teacher only.
That people may know the whole Veda
by heart is a simple fact, easily verified
by anybody inclined to doubt it.

‘“While the accuracy of oral tradition

is equally attested in India at the pres-
ent day, the possibility of composing
long poems without paper, pen or ink,
forms generally the greatest difficulty.
It is absurd, we have been told over
and over again, to suppose that Homer
could have composed the Iliad and
Odyssey without paper, pen and ink;

but on this point also we have now in- |

disputable evidence to the contrary. The
Kalevala may not be as great a poem

as the Iliad, but it is certainly a large !

of man that Lonnrot and others wrote
it down for the first time from the
mouths of the people, many of whom
could neither read nor write, whether
in Finnish or Swedish.”

The professor asserts that Mr. Dar-
mesteter’s arguments against the early
date of a written Avesta are o strong
that it is difficult to upset them. But
he has not proved that it did not exist
as oral literature long before it was
written down.

PROF. DEWAR’S DISCOVERIES.

The enemies of Prof. Dewar, who ac-
cuse him of being a mere scientific
plagiarist, are pursuing him with vin-
dictive ardor. The principal animus
against him, it appears, grew out of his
skepticism regarding the discovery of
argon by Lord Rayleigh last summer.
His critics demand that he subject his
claims to original research into the
methods of liquifylng permanent gases,
etc.,, to a committee of experts. They
allege that he merely copied Prof. Ols-

zewskli in all respects. Prof. Dewar has |

not accepted the suggestion.

A BEAUTIFUL GIRL DEAD.

Lady Mary Alva Montague, one of the
beautiful twin daughters of the Duchess
of Manchester, died at Rome of double
pneumonia, resulting from a severe
chill. She was named for Mrs. W. K.
Vanderbilt, as Consuelo, the daughter
of the latter, was named for the Duch-
ess. As is usually the case with twins,
the two daughters were deeply attached
to each other. The surviving girl has
been completely prostrated by the shock
of her sister’s death. Lady Mary always
looked somewhat delicate, and it was
largely for her benefit that the yachting
trip on the Mediterranean was under-
taken.

RESERVED SEATS IN CARS.

Custom but not law in France recog-
nizes the right of a traveler to reserve
a seat in a railway earriage by deposit-
ing some article thereon. The Minister
of Public Works has approved a plan
which authorizes a guard or some other
employe to furnish the traveler with a
large card, showing the same destina-
tion as his ticket, which will hold the
seat whenever he wishes to leave it.
The plan has the great advantage of
making it impossible to reserve more
seats than tickets call for.

HATR DRESSERS LAMENT.

Hair dressers, both in France and
England, are raising a lament over the
fact that the new style of coiffure which
fashion is beginning to prescribe leaves
them almost without employment. No-
body else, however, will tail to rejoice
over the disappearance of the hideous
English chignon. This season the hair
Is to be worn much after the fashion
of our grandmothers, rather flat and
hiding the ears. Instead of the old-
time ringlets at the sides, the hair will
be carefully undulated.

A PESTILENCE.

Physicians throughout urope are
somewhat apprehensive of the spread
of what is described as the human form
of the foot and mouth disease, which
has been for a considerable time pre-
valent in Berlin. Specialists who have
investigated declare that the bacteria
are identical with those of cattle suffer-
ing from the complaint. They report
.the pestilence as dangerous, and say it
is causing frequent deaths among hu-
man victims. Prof. Virchow and a com-
mittee of the Berlin Medical Society
are making an investigation of the milk
which is said to be the usual vehicle of
the contagion.

NEW QUALIFICATIONS FOR
HOLINESS.

Public attention has been attracted
this week to two ecclesiatical precepts
from high authorities, Archbishop
Walsh has established a new qualifica-
tion for holiness. He has issued a re-
gulation in his diocese, 1n which he di-
rects that ‘““no one, child or adult, shall
be admitted to confirmation or instruc-
tions in preparation for it who has not
been vaccinated, or who, having reach-
ed the age of 7 years, has not recently
been vaccinated.”

The Archbishop of York sent a letter
enjoining on the clergy “the greatly di-
minished use of tobacco,” and other
acts of self-denial during Lent. At the
same time the announcement was made
that his Grace will go abroad “for a
somewhat longer period than usual.”

Ald. Frank B. Hewson, of Windsor,
brother of Robt.

A WORD TO PLAYERS.

Mr. J. D. Flavelle, of Lindsay, Ont.,
one of the best known curlers in Canada,
contributes a valuable little paper to
the Annual of the Ontario Association,
in which he gives the following hints to
players: Obey your skip implicitly,
even though it may seem to you that he
is directing wrong. No success can be
obtained unless, for the time being,
Strict loyalty is maintained to your skip.
If you think he is not sklpping you prop-
erly, speak to him quietly between the
heads, suggesting where you think he
is in error; if you fail to convince him,
waive your judgment and carry out-his
instructiond to the best of your ability.
United action on the part of the rink is
the only possible way of insuring suc-
cess; individual brilliancy will never
succeed if coupled with insubordina-
tion. If your skip proves a failure de-
pose him when the proper time comes,
but while he occupies that position give
him your unqualified and cheerful sup-
port. When not playing yourself keep
in your proper position along the rink,
ready to sweep when called upon, and,
above all things, do not loaf around the
tee. It is contrary to the rules of the
game, annoying to your skip, demoraliz-
ing to discipline, and may be the means
of losing a match, through not being in
your place sweeping an important stone
when called upon. Never call out to your
g8kip challenging the shot he is giving
Yyou, or argue with him so that the same
is audible to onlookers. If he is not self-
confident it tends to rattle him. and in
any case must necessarily ruffie him;
and no curler, be he skip, or occupying
any of the other positions, can do him-
self justice in playing if he loses his
temper.

Windsor's [Misfortune.

Destruction of St. Andrew’s
Church by Fire.

Loss on Building and Organ Placed
at $20,000.

Destructive: and Fatal Fire in Toledo,
Ohio.

WINDSOR, March 17.—St. Andrew’s
Presbyterian Church, in this city, was
totally destroyed by fire yesterday af-
ternoon. About 2:30 smoke was noticed
issuing from the windows at the top of
the building. An alarm was turned in,
and although the department made a
quick response, by the time they ar-
rived the smoke was belching out of the
upper windows and coming through the
roof. In a few minutes the flames burst
from all parts of the building, and it was
Seen that the church was doomed. Ad-
joining the building on the west was
the Sunday school room, and on the
south the manse occupied by Rev. Mr.
Tolmie. The firemen directed their at-
tention to saving these buildings, and
for a time it seemed as if they would
80, as the water furnished in two of the
branches was not strong enough to
raise the stream to their roofs. The
crowd soon cleaned the manse out of all
household goods, and one of the heavy
Streams was turned on the house. The

] firemen by means of ladders managed to

get the water on top of the school room,

and both buildings were saved. The

fire, though lasting only about an hour,
was a very hot one, as the interior of
the building was finished throughout
with pine, and only the heavy brick
walls kept the flames from spreading.
The firemen kept playing on the

| flames until late, and what was 24 hours
{ 280 a beautiful church is now four
i broken walls.

The fire started from the
furnaces under the organ. The janitor
left the church shortly before 12 o’clock,
and said that the fires in the furnaces
were lower than usual.

The loss of the magnificent organ,
placed in the church last year, is par-
ticularly deplored, and in a few weeks
the congregation had hoped by sub-
scription to pay off the remaining debt
on the building.

The church was erected in 1884, but
since the arrival of the present pastor
it has been unable to accommodate the
attendance, and it was proposed to ex-
tend it where the manse stood. The loss
on the building is estimated at $17,000;

; organ, $3,000, and the insurance is cov-

ered as follows: London Assurance, $4,-
000; L.ondon and Lancashire, $5,200:
Western, $2,000. Besides this the Lon-
don and Lancashire has an insurance of
$2,000 on the organ. The loss to Rev.

THREE LIVES LOST.

TOLEDO, Ohio, March 17.—A fire at-
tended by loss of life occurred in this
city this morning at the round house of
the Wabash Railway. Three men lost
their lives, two being instantly killed.
Nine others were more or less injured,
one of them, it is thought, fatally. Fol-
lowing is a list of the victims:

Dead—R. H. Bohlman, 5, painter,
married, seven children; J. J. Preston,
35, car inspector, married 8iz children;
John Bowen 18, spectator,

Injured—H. F. Howard, general fore-
man eastern division; John O’Leary,
machinist, may die; Patrick McDonogh,
fireman; Martin Greenburg, car repair-
ér; Harry Zimmerman, painter; Henry
Gerding, car repairer; Louis Decker,
painter; Casper Becker, painter; T, C.
Lauer, truck foreman.

All of the dead except John Bowen
were employes of the Wabash Railway.
They constituted the company’s fire de-
partment for the protection of the shops
and were engaged in fighting the flames
when the accident occurred, which was
caused by a wall unexpectedly falling
outward. The round house was com-
pletely wrecked, and the six engines
stored there were rendered useless.

The loss is estimated at from $75,000
to $100,000 and is said to be fully insured.

HOW A PIANO:IS TUNED.
It Is a Simple Thing After You Have
. Learned.

“Plunk — plunk — kerchug — twang—
bang!”’

You have heard these sounds before,
though they look a little unfamiliar when
reproduced on paper. They represent the
performance of a piano tuner from an out-
side and tympanic standpoint. They are
the tangible and disagreeable part of the
Decessary business of putting in tune an
instrument, which, alas! too many peopl.e
spend a deplorably large portion of their
lives putting out of tune.

This business of tuning pianocs, which |

certainly looks rather mysterious as you
watch the manner in which the operator
pries up first one string and then an-
other, sounding meanwhile a confused
jargon of notes, until the puzzled listener
does not know an octave from a fifth, is
not, however, as difficult and as mysteri-
ous as at fisrt it appears.

All that is required is an exact ear and
a few simple tools, viz., a tuning-fork
(usually a C fork), a long, hammer-like
key, and a wedge or mute. The accuracy
of the tuner’s ear is partly a natural gift,
partly the result of long practice.

Even the most unpracticed ear can read-

ily distinguish sound from noise; sound |
is produced by regular vibrations, while |

noise is a mixture of sounds thrown to-
gether without reference to any law. High
notes have a large number of vibrations
per second, while low notes have a small
number. The highest A is calculated to
have 8,430 vibrations per second, while
the lowest A has only 27%.

The majority of tuners have adopted
a method of tuning which
but two intervals, the octave
the fifth.

This in face of the fact that
he has already taken 2,675,000 boxes from us
during the present season, or 173,0(0 boxes
more than during the same time the year
previous, shows he wants a2il our make. The
range of values during the past week has been
from 9ic to luc, and a fraction over the latter
fizure; snd if the demand continues at the
present ratio, stecks will very soon disappear.

Boom in Pork.

May pork in Chicago sold up 25 cents per
barrel today (Thursday). meking & rise of
2225 per barrel during the past six weeks,
Unfortunately for Montrealers, however,
there seem io be very few, if any, who have
profited by the rise, as they were inclined to
regard pork a good sale. Here the market is
also firmer and higher, with sales of choice
heavy Canada short cut at 3 5 59 in good-sized
lots, and we quote $15 50 to $16. A dealer
from the west states that he does not believe
there are half a dozen carlots of dressed hogs
to be had in Ontario, and until the summer
run of live hogs commences the hog supply he
thinks will bescarce. As regards mess pork,
he says one of the largest packers in Torcnto
who packed thousand= of barrels during the
past, season is now without any stock.—[Trade
Builetin.

A FAMOUS APPEAL.

On April 25 a session of the Court of Ap-
peal of the Metropolitan of the Arglican
Church in Eastern Canada will be held at
Kingston for the purpose of hearing the ap-
peal of the late incumbent of Christ Church,
Amberstburg, from a Diocesan Court of
Huron and a sentence pronounced by the
bishop of that diocese, This event will be
interesting, inasmuch as it will be the first
session of  theCourt of Appeal since its es-
tablishment in 1842, The Archbishop of
Ontario as Metropolitan will be the presi-
dent of the court, and the other members
will be the bishops of Montreal, Toronto,
Algoma, Niagara, Quebec, Nova Scotia and
Fredericton. The Bishop of Huron being
the bishcp whose sentence is appealed
against will not sit as a member of the
court. The court is advised by assessors.
A LETTER FROM THE “ELBE.”

This morning the postman handed to Mr.
Chas. G. Beling, of this city, a letter which
looked as if it had seen many miles of
travel. It certainly had an experience that
few letters are subjected to. The address
was written in ink and plainly discernible,
Chas. G. Beling, London, Ontario, Canada.
It was in a larger envelope than is comnion-
ly used. On the face of the letter isstamped
in German the following: ¢Geborgen aus
der Postladung des untergegangenen
dampfers Elbe, Postamt, Bremen.” Trans-
lated it is as follows: “Saved from the
postal cargo of the sunken steamer Elbe,
postoffice, Bremen.” The ink from the
letter has soaked through the envelope.
Mr. Beling considers the letter of such
value as a memento that he has decided not
to open it. It was from his wife’s parents
who immediately wrote another epistle after
the sinking of the steamer, informing them
here that a letter had been seut by the Elbe.
This letterwas probably in one of the mail
sacks picked up by fishing vessels.

BAKER ARRESTED AGAIN.

Charles Baker appears once more before
the public. Only last fall he shot himself
in a fit of despondency because of unre-
quited love. The bullet entered the side of
the head and took a downward course,
lodging behind the nose. The bullet is
still in hiding and while Baker was in the
City Hospital it successfully eluded all and
sundry of the probes that the doctors sent
after it. Before this crisis appeared in
Baker’s life he had distinguished himself on
different occasions in police circles,
and two years ago he was brought
back from Buffalo and given a long term in
the Central for theft. This morning he was
arrested again, bullet and all, and another
charge of stealing entered against his name.
A week or so ago Mr. C. B. Hunt reported
the loss of a saddle from his stable in South
London. Having reasoa to suspect Baker
Detectives Rider and Nickle arrested him
this morning while gathering rags in the
southern part of the city, and drove with
him to his employer’s place—a rag dealer
named Harris, on Horton strect. Young
Baker boarded there, and there the police
found not only the missing saddle but a
number of other stable articles, at present
unclaimed and supposed to have been stolen.
The articles comprise a new bristle brush, a
pair of standing martingales, a pair of
quarter boots, marked with the maker’s
name—A. V. Smith, Rochester—a heavy
collar and an open bridle. From
similarity in the make the martingales and
the bridle evidently belong to the same
set of harness.

CRUELTY TO ANIMALS AGAIN.

Another case of alleged cruelty to astreet
car horse was heard by Police Magistrate
Parke this morning. The charge was laid
against Driver Wm. Kerr by Sergt. Me-
Guire, at the instigation of Chief Williams.
The prosecution tried to show that the
horse complained of was lame in the legs
and unfit for work. The witnesses for the
prosecution were Chief Williams, L. V.
Ludwig. George Harding, R. W. TFfolkes,
and J. H. Tennant, V.S. The evidence all
tended to show that the animal was unfit
for work and Mr. J. H. Tennant, V.S., said
that the horse was suffering from navicular
disease. On the other hand Wm. Kerr,
the driver, Assistant Superintendent Rey-
raft and Superintendent Dehart gave evi-
dence to show that the horse was not lame,
or if it was the lameness was not discern-
ible. The magistrate finally adjourned the
case until Wednesday to admit of further
witnesses being called. A street car driver
named James Armstrong was charged by
his wife with non-support. Mr. Frank Love
appeared for the defendant and stated that
Mrs. Armstrong did not wish to prosecute
and desired the case to be withdrawn, The
magistrate agreed to this.

George DeEllion, superintendent of the
Newshoys’ Home, was charged by Hamilton
Lally, a newsboy, with assault. The charge
arose over a chastisement inflicted by e~
Ellion on the boy. He slapped him becanse
the boy smoked cigarettes and swore. The
magistrate found the charge proven, buf
suspended sentence. Two drunks were dis-
charged.

THE NEW TlILLINERY.

Hats to Transcend All Their Predecessors
for Ecreen Purposes This Season.

Straw hats which will not be needed
for weeks to come have already appear-
ed in the shops in all sorts of fantastic
shapes, large and small, high and low
crowns, and mostly made up with a rim
of one color and a crown of another.
There is a new straw called satin, which
is very glossy and pliable, ilke baby
ribbon, and is used fur rosettes as well
as plaits, Some of the siraws are shot
with different colors, like the ribbons
and silks which trim them, and the Leg-
horn hats trimmed with ostrich feath-
ers and lace are to be worn again.

Many of the hats are immense in size,
and assume a sort of square shape, and
flowers, feathers, lace, velvet and glis-
tening ornaments are used in their
trimming. Roses are the favorite flow-
er in Pars, and more foliage is to be
used this season than ever. Se_veral
close rosebuds, massed together in an
upstanding bunch, rising from a _bum:n
of bright green leaves, is a favorite ar-
rangement. Rims of hats are covered
with frillings of silk, chiffon and braid,
and crowns  are made of tiny straw
wings.

Great width is given to hats and bon-
nets by wide-spreading bows du'ectly in
front, and wings of chiffon wired into
shape and covered with sequins are to
be used more than ever.

Large airy black lace hats are a fea-
ture of the new millinery. One startling
combination has a black lace rim and 2
crown of gold and black, from which
roses in varying dahlia tints spread out
among hoops of wide dahlia satin rlp—
bon which extend out on either side in
front, and are further softened by black
lace edging. The backs of the hats are
trimmed broad, like the front, and large
rosettes of lace and velvet are seen on
one hat, with a cascade of roses falling
&t the back.

Boat-shaped hats are here again, but
they are transformed by a frill of lace,
which is wired and made to extend over
the brim, and masses of flowers are ar-
ranged just above the ears.

A lace in white and cream which re-
sembles Brussels applique, is a speci-
alty in millinery, and every shade of
red, from the palest to the aarkest ruby,
is to be worn, while violets will continue
in favor. Bonnets are made entirely of
loops of jet prettily mingled and bright-
ened by flowers placed directly in front.

With broad bows at the back of our
hats, broad bows in front, each up-
standing aigrettes on the crown, the
new hat will transcend any of its pre-
decessors for all screen purposes. :

FORESTERS’ TRIP TO ENGLAND.

KILLED MEN IN GOOD CAUSES,

Capt. F. S. Dugmore, who joined the
Royal Canadian Rifles in 1860, and after
serving in several regiments retired, super-
annuated in 1881, is the subject of a sketch
in the London Graphic. Capt. Dugmore,
with two other gentlemen, was shooting big
game at Merefano in British East Africa in
October last, when a mission station in the
district was attacked by the Somalis, a
hostile and powerful tribe. Two hundred
warriors had attacked the missionaries
and the peaceful tribe with whom they
lived. Capt. Dugmore marshaled a host
numbering 5 Europeans and 24 natives and
routed the enemy in a night attack, killing
50 of them. Later on he and his party suc-
cessfully resisted an attack upon another
mission station by the entire Somali force,
and by killing their leader put an end to
the war for the present. Great credit is
given to the new Mannlicher rifles, of
which the party had two. Capt. Dugmore
killed 2 man with this weapon at a dis-
tance of 2,200 yards. The captain was
stationed in London, Ont., with the Royal
Canadian Regiment in 1861, and is remem-
bered by old-timers here.
