BETTER PENSION

Britain To Give Some In-
crease in Help To
Widows, Too.

London. Nov. 9.—The Daily News says
that a white paper will be issued today
announcing a substantial increase in the
pensions for disabled soldiers, but it wil!
not concede a pound weekly, which has
been askecd.

The childlesg widow will receive seven
shillings and sixpence weekly, and may
qualify for an old-age pension. The ad-
ditional pension for a first child is five
shillings weekly and a half-crown each
weekly for the next three. For the fifth
child and onward, two shillings each is
allowed a week. Thus a widow with five
children would get 22 shillings a week.
The children’s allowance stops when
they leave school.
