The standard of
a cadet, mentally and physically, must
be very high and the grade of men who
receive recommendations from the com.
mittee is consequently of the best.

No doubt the recruiting committee
would be gwamped with applications for
admigsion into the flying service but
for the provision made that all appii-
cants must have manifested a desira
to sign up with any braneh of the ser-
vice before being accepted as a pilot.
These who have made application for
exemption from military service will |
not be accepted by the district recruit-
ing committees of the R. F. AS
soon a8 a man is placed upon the re-
serve list of cadets his obligations in
regard to applying for exemption or
reporting for service are eliminated.
Not only the fpay. but the quarters and
the general freedom of birdmen are
much superior than of any other branch
of the service.

Last week the majority
training at Toronto s
were sent to Texas to complete their
training.

| grain is preserved in the pracess of
brewing, while it is practically wasted in
liquor distillation. -

““As I read the regulation, it applies
only to distillers,”” Mr. Raymond in-
formed The Advertiser. *“The food value !
of grain is wasted in distillation, while !
nutritious matter is preserved in the
breweries.”"

J. Footitt of thé Carling brewery en-
tertained views practically similar to
those of Mr. Raymond. He could not
say with certainty how the regulation
would affect manufacturers of highly
alcoholec beers and porter, but, he
thought the temperance beverage manu-
facturers could not be included in the
application of the regulation. Up to date,
the local breweries have received no
word pertaining to the regulation, and
because of this they do not think they
will be affected by it.

Rear-Guard Actions.

The Germans and Austro-Hungarians
everywhere are following up the Ital-
fans in their retreat, but with the Ital-
ians offering resistance in rear-guard

actions along the entire front.
The decision of the Ttalians to
evacuate the Tagliamento line was

taken after the enemy had intensified
his Eressure along the upper reaches
of the river in the highlands, and
pushed forces across the stream in the
centre and to the south. This move-
ment compelled a simultaneous with-
drawal along the northern front from
the Fella valley to Colbrichon.

No Prisoners Reported,

Apparently the main Austro-German
forces are not in close contact with
the retreating Tagllamento army, for
the German official statement says the
retreat is indicated by conflagrations
over the route of retirement. No claim
is made by the Germans of Italiansg hav.

On the plains the Itallan cavalry ls
doing the same effective work it did
in retarding the enemy during the first
eight days of the retreat rom the
Isonzo, when it held the Teutonic ad-
vance guards and permitted Gen, Ca-
dorna to bring his forces to the west
bank -of the stream virtually Intact,
except for his losses in men and guns
during the first mad rush.

When theé grand duke had been “p-
pointed viceroy of the Caucasus, and had
left for his new. residence, Rasputin
breathed freely once more. For one
thing, this incident had given him a
greater confidence in his own strength
than he had ever possessed before. Now
that he had been able to remove the
commander-in-chief of the Russian
armies from his post, it seemed to him
that it would be a relatively easy thing
to push forward, and to appoint to the
most important functions in the state
people indoctrinated with his view and
ready to help him in keeping undis-
turbed and unchallenged the position
into which he hadeghded so naturally,
and as now appeared to him, so simply
-—a position which he was absolutely de~
termined nog to lose. With a prime
minister at his command, he would be-
come the real master of Russia, and the
Czar himself would be compelled to take
him into account, a thing which up to
then he'had refused to do, much to the
distress ‘of the ‘‘Prophet.” Though he
ropeated everywhere, and to whoever
wished to listen to him, that he could
do all he liked  at Tzarskoie Selo, he
knew very well in his inmost heart that
such was not the case, and that in the
imperial palace Rasputin was nothing
but Rasputin, an ignorant peasant, en-
dowed sometimes with gifts of second
sight and always with religious fervor,
but a peasant all the same, with whom
one might pray, .but whom one would
never dream of appointing to any re-
sponsible position.

Rasputin Harbors Ambitions,

The knowledge that such was the case,
and that his so-called influence existed
mostly in the imagination of the people
who spoke about it worried Rasputin.
Though he dictated to ministers his wiil,
though he decided togather with them
more than one important matter, yet he
felt that there was a flaw in the edifice
of his fortune, and that this flaw con-
sisted in the fact that the sovereign did
not share the feeling of reverence which
| the Russian nation, as the ‘Prophet™

'flattered himself was the case, experi-

enced for his person and for his teach-
ings. This was what tormented himn,
and he spent the whole time thinking
how it might become possible to put in
the place of Mr. Goremykine another
prime minister more ready to enter into
his views, and to follow his advice in re-
gard to matters of state. This the then
president of council, in spite of his de-
ference for Rasputin, had refused to‘do,
. preferring to discuss the affairs of the
. Government alone with the emperor,
without any interference of the for-
mer,

Rasputin spoke of his wishes to some
of his confidants, and even mentioned
the subject to several of the high-born
ladies who formed the best bulk of his
“clientele.”” These entered into his
views with alacrity, the more so as he
developed them in a pathetic tone,
which appealed to their feelings of ‘‘pa-
triotism.”” They would have given much
to be able to help him, but they did not
very well know how this was to be donc.
This was due to the sad fact that they
had no one under their hand. The un-
expected and sudden death of Count
Witte, which had occurred in the mean-
while, removed the only person 'whom
they could suggest as a candidate for
the functions of prime minister.

of Rasputin into the conduct of the Gov-
ernment. Their perplexity might have
lasted a long time if Providence, in the
shape of Mr. Manussewitsch Maniuloff,
had not interfered in their favor, and
had the latter not suggested the advisa-
bility of entering into negotlations with
Mr, Sturmer.

CHAPTER VII,

Mr. Sturmer was not a novice in poli-
tics and he was known to be a reaction-
ary of the blackest water. It is likely
that even Rasputin’s friends would
never have given a thought to the pos-
eibility of his becoming prime minister
if Count Witte had still been in the land
of the living.

Cologne
and Dusseldorf organized their local universities
in 1911:1912, similarly around nuclei of older
commercial and technical institutions, It is clear
that the modern city is the only plaee in which
the medical, industrial, technical, economic and
administrative studies, sq essential to progressive
and dynamic modern life and inereasingly import-
ant in the university éurriculum, can be properly
prosecuted. And a civic university, one compara-
tively independent of millionaires and their en-
dowments and servile: functionaries, free from
party polities or from governmental dictation, and
responsive to immediate civic needs, is, as Mr.
Holliday says, ‘‘the most truly democratic form
of advanced education known to man.” It will
likely be also the system of greatest utility.
England has, in this municipal movement for
educational opportunity, not been behind, but
ahead of Germany. In the last fifteen years seven
new civic universities have been created in our
motherland. They are gnergetic, up-to-date, prac-

I T HAS been announced that all men in Class 1§

exemption by November 10 will be considered
as deserters. But what then?

A serious situation is facing the military
authorities of Canada, if rumors appearing in the
press and ecommonly discussed on the street are

tfounded on fact, that there are thousands of|

yvoung men who are calmly ignoring the call to
service, and intend to ignore it. From Montreal
comes a dispatch which says that only 9,000 men
have gone before examining boards there and that
70,000 have failed to report or ask exemption. In
this district there remain about 40,000 Class I men
who have not signed the necessary papers. Some
of these are open in their expressed intention to
ignore the terms of the military service act and
lie low until they are taken by force. There only
remain three days for reporting, and unless there
is a great rush at the last,
some- thousands, even in this one district, will
have to be listed as deserters.

What is to happen to the passive resisiers?
They are breakers of the law and, as such, should
be punished. But the prisons of the country weuld
not hold them all, and enforcement of fines would
be difficult in the majority of cases.

From Conservative sources we have heard
repeatedly that all the opposition to the selective
draft came from Quebee, but the figures tell a dif-
ferent tale. Quebec does not appear to be much

~worse than Ontario when action is judged instead
of words. The militery authorities in this dis-
triet are worried and make no secret of the fact.

: The compulsory service act has been passed
into the statute bo.ks of Canada, and it is the
duty of everyone to obey it. There is no excuse
for the roung men's failure, and there can be no
admiration for their stand. Possibly they ‘have
overlooked one provision of the act which affects
them vitally, abd that is that thereisa preseribed
heavy punishmentfor any man or firm which em-
ploys one or more of, those who have not obeyed
the call. Eniployers ‘Will not run this risk, and
those who are ‘‘desertets’’ will find it bard to
earn a living during the winter even if they are
not put in prison.

In the United States the municipal idea in
higher education is older than in Europe. As early
as 1837 the city of Louisville, then small enough,

with 100 instructors and 1,000 students. Charles-
ton, S. C., has also a munieipal college founded or
reorganized in 1837. It is a city very like Lon-
don in size and gradual growth. Ohio has three
municipal universities, Cincinnati (1871), Toledo
(1884) and Akron (1913).

Mr. Holliddy points out that ‘‘the idea is con-
tagious, for within the last five years a number of
the larger universities of America have assumed
4 semi-municipal character that bids fair ultimate-
1y to transform them into municipally-owned in-
| stitutions.’’ Classes are held for municipal em-
ployees in such courses as accounting, business
English and city government. Graduate students
conduct investigations in city affairs and students
take charge of club meetings, directing discussions
among young voters and prospective citizens,

. The municipal universities give courses in
| business law, insurance, real estate and industrial
research, fellowships being .sometimes provided
by big concerns for the promotion of industrial
and civic studies. No better machinery ecan be
devised than a live municipal university for the
promotion of social, ‘scientific and commercial ad-
vance, of construction and reconstruction as
needed in growing cities, and of intelligent, re-

“THE SMALLER HELPING" |

It seems that in these times of food

conservation that there is a great op-
portunity for saving on meat in the
restaurants. All restaurants serve very
large helpings of meat, much too large
for me, and yet if I ordered meat I am
bmufhlt such a helping and must either
eat it against my better judgment or
leave {t. Surely such an unnecessary
waste might be prevented. The Gov-
ernment might legislate in such a way
that small or single helping . be served,
as well as the larger one, so that I, or
the man who eats little meat, woold
be sufficiently supplied, and he who
wished more could order a double or
triple or quadruple, accordm’g to the
capacity of his appetite and his purse
Naturailly, there are many men who
require and demand the larger quanti-
tles of meat, but then on the other
hand, there are many women who do
not require and who do not wish such
large helpings, and a restaurant which
studies the will of its patrons should
cater to the latter, as well as to the
former.

if some such change were made .in
the serving of their food, restaurant
buyers would soon find that their meat
biis would become much smaller, and
therefore greater quantities of meat
would be released for consumption else-
where in the country, or for overseas

transportation.: The food controller has
said that it is of supreme importance
for householders and restaurants to
conserve beef and bacon to the utmost,
and surely this great waste, owing
merely to restaurant habits, could be
stopped. .

Neat only would this, if adopted, be a
means of conserving wheat, but it would
also help the restaurant business. Meat
is perhaps one of the largest items of
expense among the foods, and if the
quantities could be lessened the profits
to the restaurant would  be greater.
Then again, the adoption of smaller
helpings would increase business in the
restaurant. For many people in these
war times object to wasting food where
it can be avoided, and whereas they
now patronize -tea rooms, where food
is served In smaller quantities, they
would be more frequent visitors at the
restaurants.

The slogan of every patriotic res-
taurant owner and habitue should he
*““The smaller helping.” If restaurants
will not adopt it, they should be forced
to do so by their patrons, who will ‘in-
cessantly demand it. This is but &
small thing for the men and myself to
do for the nation, and yet it would be
a mighty big thing if the whole Ameri-
can continent should unite in carrying it
out., EVERYWOMAN.

1T have my
only two brothers in it. and the
younger one is only 23 years of 2age,
and has been g prisoner of war since
June 2, 1916, at Stendal, Germany. My
elder brother ig discharged from ger-
vice. We are surely glad. The one
who is a prisoner at Stendal, Germany,
had 42 pieces of shrapnel taken out of
his body, besides other wounds, and
still has a bullet in his' shoulder. He
took his share from the Huns; do you
not think so, Miss Grey? The patri-
otic society here, of which I am a mem-
ber, pays $5 a month to Miss D. Gunn,
London, for prisoners of war fund
purposes, and, I am pleased to say, we
send much direct to the soldiers. As
we had a large supply of socks on
hand, I decided to write and ask you
for about six full addresses of soldiers
in France or England—the lonely ones,
Miss Grey, those who have no relatives
to send them parcels. I wish to pack
them boxes and put about two pairs of
socks in each box, but I would rather
have the names of those who have no
one. to send parcels to them. Those are
the ones we must look after more than
the others, and since the Government
has stopped us sending parcels to my
brother in Germany, I have more now
to spend on those in France. May
God hasten the end of this terrible
conflict and bring our loved ones back
to us again, and comfort the hearts of
those whose loved ones c¢an never
come back.

The rain, which fell at inter-
vals, improved the visibility, however,
and assisted the work of our artillery
and aircraft, and, combined with valu-
able observation gailned by our ad-
vance, has enabled our guns to deal
cffectively with the enemy’s batteries
and with concentrations of hostile in-
fantry.”

Passchendaele lies about five miles
west of Roulers. The new advance of
the British throws the apex of their
aalient In d*l;ngemus proximity to Roul-
ers, the fall of which would cut Ger-
many’s communication with her sub-
marine bases at Ostend and Zeebrugge
from the south. The indications from
the meagre advices thus far to hand
are that the Canadians, who bore the
brunt of the operation, extended thelr
line 800 yards beyond Passchendaele.
Numerous German prisoners were
taken.

The
fire from the church was especially
heavy as the Canadians entered the
town from south and west.

But the Germans apparently had no

irit for hand-to-hand conflict with the

enadiang, and fled or surrendered as
the advancing troops swept up to their
covers. Passchendaele was quickly
crossed, and the <Canadians pushed

northward along the crest of the ridge.!

The conquest of Meetcheele Bpur was
carried out with equal speed. Mossel-
markt was strongly held by the Ger-
mans, and just back of it, on the cross
roads, was a large concrete fort heavily
armed with machine guns. The high-
way rupning along the spur to Mossel-
markt also was lined with cellar de-
fences, which dominated the approach.
Surrendered or Fled.

As the Canadians pushed along the
spur and! encountered these concrete
strorigholds the Germans surrendered
or fled. They did not want any close
fighting with the men who recently at
Lens had battled with cold steel through
the German ranks in some of the fiercest
and most sanguinary fighting the war
has seen.

The fort at the cross roads was reach-
ed and surrounded. For a few moments
the Germans held out. Then they flew
the white flag. -

It is reported that the (‘anadians then
continued their triumphal march until
they reached the Passchendaele Ridge,
through which zhg Meetchele spur runs.
There they joined' their line to that of
their comrades.

Despite Hindenburg's Orders.

Knowing too well the vital necessity
of maintaining the Passchendaele posi-
tion secure, von Hindenburg, after the
suceessful Canadian advances on Belle-
vue spur and the capture of Crest farm
and Meeticheele, issued a special army
order, commanding t Passchendaele
should be. held at all costs, and if lost,
must be retaken. For days the enemy
had been rushing u{p uns and new
formations of troops to Insure his hold
on the position. His efforts proved un-
availing. The best troops of the enemy
has given ground before our forces,
who have moved steadily towards their
objective since the beginning of the
Passchendaele operations, October 23.

Many airplanes were over the German
front. Notwithstanding the poor visi-
bility the observers reported a large
concentration of German infantry in
shelli-hole defences between Passchen-
daele and Mboorslede. The Germans
also had pulled out their old troops and
put in fresh divisions all along the line.

Western Ontario in It.

At ¢ o'clock this morning, our guns
opened a tremendous barrage fire, and’
two minutes later men from Manjtoba,
Saskatchewan, Alberta and Western
and Eastern Ontario were out of their
shell holes and temporary mud-wall
trenches in an advance, which by 7:30
had carried them beyond théir objec-
tives, It was an artillery and machine
gun battle. For an hour and a half
our guns were never silent. Protected
by a splendid barrage, our- Infantry
moved slowly forward, while our coun-
ter-batteries dominated the enemy’s
guns and swept his assembled artillery
positions with their fire.

Well Beyond Passchendaele.

Details of the fighting are not yet to
hand, but our forces on the right,
plunging towards Passchendaele, have
advanced well beyond the ruined village,
overcoming the fortified enemy shell
holes and concrete strong points in ad-
vance, and capturing numerous machine
gun positions which threatened our at-
tack from the Passchendaele-Zonnebeke
road to the village itself, where the
enemy, from cellars and machine gun
positions in the ruins, fought to break
down our attack. .

To the left our Infantry met with
desperate resistance 75 yards in front
of Meetcheele, where the enemy strong-
hold formed the key to their whole left
position, as Meetcheele did to ours.

— An early
agreement between the United States
and Holland on the disposal of Dutch
tonnage in. American ports was seen
here today in the release by the war
trade board of the Dutch steamer
Nieuw Amsterdam for a return trip
across the Atlantic. The vessel will
leave an American port shortly, car-
rying & cargo of package freight for
Holland, 10,000 tons of corn for Bel-
gian relief, and several hundred Dutch
refugees -as passengers.

Licenses for the Nieuw Amsterdam’s
cargo were held up by the American au-
thorities when the Dutch Government
refused to give assurances that she
would not be interrréd for safety as
soon as she reached the other side. In
the negotiations that followed the
American Government refused to re-
cede from its position, and finally the
Dutch yielded.

THROUGHOUT ONTARIO

Will Superintend Production

and Distribution of Power.

TO CONFER WITH STATES

No Prohibition of Export, as
Munitions Plants Across
Line Would Be Affected.

Ottawa, Nov. 6.—Sir Henry Drayton,
chairman of the board of railway com-
missioners, has been appointed control-
ler of the production and distribution
of electrical energy by conm:panles gen
erating or distributing electrical. en-
ergy in the proyince of Ontario. The
order-in-council, making the appoint-
ment, stateg that it will be the duty
of the controller to determine 'prefer-
ence and priorities in the supply of
such electrical energy to the e¢nd that
a sufficlent supply shall be furnished to

factories and users engaged, directly
or indlrectly, in munitions work or
work for any of the allied ~overnments,
and also for municipal and public utility
requirements.

Can Fix Prices.

It is provided that in the cvent of
a dispute between any user of electrical
energy and any company the price at
which energy shall bhe supplied to the
user shall be fixed by the cont o'ler,
It I8 also proviced that as a great deal
of energy is exported. to the United
States and used in connection with the

war requirements of both governments |

that a conference bw arranged between
the United Stutes and Canadiaun auth-
orities with a view to insuring the
closest co-operation between Cannda
andg the United States in the genera-
tion and utilization of energy on both
sides of the boundary.
\ Heavy Penalties.

Companieg refusing or neglecting to
comply with tha terms of the order-in-
council or regulations made by the con-
traoller shall bhe liable. to a penalty not
exceeding 35,000. A manager who vio-
lates such orders or regulations shail
be llable to a like penalty or imprison-
ment for any term not exceeding five
yvears, or to both fine and Imprison-
ment.

Sir Henry Drayton recently conclud-
ed an investigation into ‘the exporta-
tion of power. In his report to the
Government, he says:

“If the export of power were pro-
hivited, undoubtedly more power would
hecome available for munition plants
in Canada; but, on the other hand, im-
portant manufactories carried on-in the
United States >n which the allies are

dependent would directly suffer. Their |

outnput would be still further decreased
and in some instances probahly ‘stoppad
The overlying Carnédian interest, as I
sed, it, is best served by insuring the
continued operation of munition plants
hoth in Canada and the United States.”

is to say, they may join any fighting
unit which they desire, provided that
unit is not up to its establishment and
is still authorized to recruit.

“The foregoing does not affect pre-
jous instructions concerning men espe-
clally accepted in the United States for
forestry units. These men are to be
treated in the future as heretofore.

“Headquarters states that instructions
have been issued to the  British-Cana-
dian recruiting mission in New York, in
accordance with which every recruit
sent to Canada henceforth, will have at-
tached to his documentg a certificate
certifying that he agrees, in the evant
of his being found unsuitable, or if the
unit he has chosen be not in need of
recruits, to be taken on the strength of
any other unit.”

Rigid Enforcenient of Military
Service Act Will Be
Made in City.

Only the claims of those men who are
absolutely indispensable to the industry
or to the business with which they are
connected, and who cannot be replaced
by men unfit or otherwise not liable for
service, or by ‘women, will go unopposed
by the military representatives who are
to attend the sittings of the local tri-
‘bunals when the applications for exemp-
tion are considered.

Simplify Matters.
It would simplify matters to have all
employees go before a medical board, as
it would then be possible for the em-
p.loyer to ascertain how many men were
liable for immediate service.
The wholesale supporting of claims for
exemption of employvees wouid only
mean a long continuous fight, which
could be avoided if the employer met
the military representatives half-way,
he stated.
‘“We go over the claims, and the mo-
ment we are satisfied that a claim is a
bona fide and just one, we instruct our
representative to that effect. and it is
not contested,” said the speaker,
With regard to claims on domestic
grounds, it must be remembered that
suffering and sorrow are inseparuwble
from any war, and possibly the unly
ones who would not be contested wouid
be those that were the sole support of
a widowed mother, who eould not get
along without them, or who possibly are |
not in the best of health.
