Grey County Youth Sticks To Startling Admission, But the 
Attorney-General’s Investigation Shows Prisoner an 
Epileptic—Medical Specialists Think He Has Imagined 
Himself a Murderer.

WINDSOR, July 25. —In spite of the 
vigorous measures being taken here to 
curb rum running and illicit traffic in 
liquor, the situation along the border 
within the past few days has taken 
a startling new turn of violence. For 
the second time within 24 hours, 
bandits in high-powered automobiles, 
raided the home of a Sandwich West 
Township farmer early Saturday morn­
ing. and after beating him severely 
and threatening his life, together with 
that of his son and two women occu­
pants of the house, left with a stock 
of liquor.

The first raid, made at dawn Fri- 
day morning, was at the home of 
Albemy Meloche, where five men, 
thought to be from Detroit, drove up 
in an automobile, and opened a fusil­
lade of bullets at the house, shattering 
the windows. Meloche and his son put 
up a spirited defence, however, and 
succeeded in driving the invaders away 
before provincial police officers sum­
moned by telephone. reached the 
scene.

Just as Eli Gerard, a farmer resid­
ing on the Huron Line was loading up 
his truck at the rear of his home, 
previous to coming to the Windsor 
market with a load of garden produce, 
seven thugs drove into the yard in a 
big car. held him and his two hired 
men up at the points of revolvers, and 
left shortly after with a barrel of 
whiskey and a case of gin.

PREFER WHEAT BOARD

If the Government Will Not 
Market Grain, Farmers 

Will Try To Do So.

TORONTO, July 25.—Arnold Love’s startling confession that it was he, not 
his father. Henry Love, who killed Mrs. Henry Love in Grey County, and for 
which murder his father was hanged seven years ago. has been investigated by 
the attorney-general's department. As a result of the investigation it is thought 
nothing further will be done in the matter.

Arnold, who was about fourteen years of age at the time of the murder, is 
an epileptic and in the opinion of specialists in mental disease he has imag­
ined himself the murderer. The circumstances do not bear him out in his re­
markable story. Love was in Toronto today and stuck to his “confession" and 
Rev. G. N. Sharpe, the evangelist, to whom Arnold Love unburdened himself 
at a revival meeting on Saturday, stated that he believed the confession genuine.

Arnold Love, even in maturity, is small of stature and slight build, and the 
authorities find it difficult to credit his story that as a boy of fourteen years of 
age he dragged his mother's body into an excavation used as a cellar and lifted 
it over some scantlings five feet in height and deposited it in the hole in which 
It was found. His mother was of large build. Other details of the murder do 
not seem to fit in with Arnold’s story.

Mr. Wood stated that the executive 
of the. United Farmers of Alberta had I 
merely suggested the organization of 
a pool. "We still want the board." he 
emphasized. ‘There is no question 
about the board being the best way to 
market this year's crop; but if the 
Government will not give us the best 
thing, then we want to try to do some­
thing ourselves.”

The boy an­
swered that it was his father who did f 
it. knowing that it was untrue, but 
never thinking that his father would 
hang for it. Then when the trial came 
he thought he must say the same.

Enough To Convict.
“At the trial, so he said, the judge 

decided that there was enough evidence 
to convict the father without using the 
evidence of the son. And so he consoled 
himself with the thought that his evi­
dence at least was not responsible for 
his father's death.”

Mr. Sharpe states that the boy’s 
character in the neighborhood where 
he lives is very good. He has worked 
for a farmer named Currie for the past 
five years, and has been a good worker 
and steady. Mr. Sharpe believes that 
the confession is absolutely genuine.

"What the result of this confession 
will be is a mystery to me.” stated Mr. 
Sharpe. "I do not see how they can 
punish the boy similarly to his father.

BELFAST. July 25.—(By the Asso­

ciated Press.) —The military, which is 
being steadily reinforced, not only by 
men. but by armored cars, the latter 
for the present being kept in barracks, 
was the busiest body in Belfast today 
for, although a steady downpour of 
rain gave hope that the enthusiasm of 
the rioters would dampen, the authori­
ties were taking no chances.

Barricades in all of the disturbed 
sections were strengthened with far­
ther sandbags, more wine was erected 
and more men were added to the1 
pickets, including more seasoned soi-i 
diers.

The precautions were not ill-timed, 
for early this afternoon another saloon 
in the Falls road district was wrecked 
and the premises of certain hardware 
merchants met a similar fate.

SOME WINDOW SMASHING.
BELFAST, July 25. —There was no 

firing here last night or this morning 
and the worst disturbance was some 
window smashing. The death list as a 
result of the recent fighting between 
the Unionists and Sinn Fein factions 
reached seventeen today, when two 
women, who were injured Friday "in 
the attack on St. Matthew's Convent, 
and a man who was shot Thursday, 
died.

The looting of two residences and a 
spirits shop in Ballymaccarret, a 
suburb of Belfast, Saturday night was 
done by a crowd of youths, encouraged 
by women and girls, who were being 
driven about the district by the police 
and military in an effort to disperse 
them After the furniture of the resi­
dences and the stock of the spirits 
store had been thrown into the street 
a baton charge served to drive the 
looters home. The soldiers, refrained 
from using their firearms, although 
they were attacked with stones and 
bottles and an occasional revolver shot.

There was also a local fight between 
the two factions in the Falls road dis­
trict, the only sufferers being police 
who acted as peacemakers. Two of 
their number were wounded.

With 
Patrons. McCarthyites and other scattered in­
dependents in the field there were thirty rid­
ings in which more than two candidates ran. 
The McCarthyites elected two candidates, 
these and the three Patrons and the forty- 
three Liberals elected gave the Opposition 
forty-eight Ontario seats, being a majority of 
four from Ontario in 1896. There were then 
ninety-two Federal seats in Ontario.

In the Provincial General Elections 
of Ontario, the Liberals won. but the Patrone 
did not carry a seat: and in the Federal 
General Elections of 1900 the Liberals won, 
but the Patrons did not have a candidate in
the field. Four ran. one as an Independent
and he was defeated: another as a Liberal, 
and he. as well as a third, a new man who
ran as a Conservative, was elected. The
fourth ran as an Independent Liberal, but was 
defeated.

Great Conservatives.
In 1896 the excellent platform work of D’Al­

ton McCarthy. M.P., for many years the head 
and front of the Conservative party and Equal 
Rights Movement, which had arisen in On­
tario because the Federal Conservative Gov- 
eminent had not disallowed the Act of the 
Province of Quebec settling the disputes with 
the Jesuits over estates in that province, had 
a powerful influence throughout the vast Do­
minion in weakening the force of the then 
Conservative Government.

, Scots the world over will be interested in a 
: bistory of the far-famed King’s Own Scottish 

Borderers, which has just been published by 
the battalion's officers. In the introduction it
states: When the Great War has long passed 
into history, perhaps some ancient Borderer, 
sitting by the fireside in his big armchair, sur- 
rounded by his grandchildren—and many may 
they be—will pause in the midst of his tale, 
and say to one of his grandchildren, in whom 
the old Border spirit shall have been reborn: 
"Hand me from the shelf there that, book about 
the 78th K. O. S. B., and I will tell you exactly 
when and where it happened."

In the "Foreword" we read:
The King’s Own Scottish Borderers was 

raised in Edinburgh on the 19th of March, 1689, 
by the adherents of King .William the Third, 
under the title of the Edinburgh Regiment, and 
within four hours was recruited up to a strength 
of one thousand men. Within four months of 
Its formation it was called upon to face a 
formidable opponent, in the person of “Bonnie 
Dundee." who at the head of the Highland clans 
was in arms for King James II. The opposing 
forces met at the pass of Killiecrankie. Of the 
troops under General MacKay, only two regi- 
ments bore themselves with any degree of 
resolution. One of these was the King's Own 
Scottish Borderers, which thus early showed 
a courage and efficiency which it has steadily 
maintained for over two hundred years.

The history of the battalion is the history 
of the wars of the British Empire:

Mix 
dry ingredients, sift twice, work in 
shortening as for pastry, add milk 
gradually, and divide into two portions. 
Roll out each portion, and bake twelve 
minutes in a round, shallow cake tin. 
Split each cake and spread with butter. 
Sweeten to taste, two boxes of berries, 
washed and hulled, heat and crush 
slightly, and spread between and on top 
of the cakes. Cover them with a cream 
sauce made as follows: Take three- 
quarters of a cupful of thick cream, 
one-quarter cupful of milk, one- bird 
cupful of powdered sugar, and half tea­
spoonful of vanilla. Mix cream and 
milk, beat with Dover eggbeater until 
stiff, add sugar and vanilla.. A gelatine 
preparation now on the market, may be 
used, with thin cream, instead of thick 
cream. This short cake may be made 
shorter, that is richer, by using a table- 
spoonful of pure lard in addition to the 
shortening given above. If cream is not 
to be had, a very good milk sauce may 
be made by boiling half a cupful of 
milk with one cupful of sugar for five 
minutes, then mixing one tablespoonful 
of cornstarch with two tablespoonfuls of 
cold milk, thoroughly, and stirring this 
into the milk and sugar, until it just 
thickens, but removing from the fire be­
fore it is boiled enough to sugar. Flavor 
with vanilla. Put the berries and the 
sauce upon the cakes only just before 
serving, so that they wilt not get mushy. 
Half the beauty of strawberry short 
cake lies in the care of this detail. And 
don't cook the berries into a squashy 
mess; just heat and sweeten and crush 
them slightly. not to spoil their fresh- 
ness. Otherwise you might as well use 
canned strawberries. Canned strawber- 
ry short cake is better than none, but 
it is not nearly as good as fresh.

The women were needed 
so badly as nurses and relief work- 
ers that the Government had to avail 
itself of their services. And now it is 
regarded as quite proper for men and 
women to be associated in all sorts of; 
charitable and educational works. Con- 
sequently many women who were for­
merly forced to content themselves with 
seclusion in a home where fancy work 
and French novels were the only diver- 
sions, are devoting their time to hos-] 
pitals, orphanages and other philan- 
thropic institutions.

Women who have been educated) 
abroad or in the foreign schools in 
Turkey are the leaders in this move­
ment for greater freedom for their sex. 
Their broad experience in war work 

I has interested many women in politics. 
I and they have openly played a great 

part in the nationalist movement. In 
the Constantinople American Woman's 
College the Turkish girls take great in- 

Iterest in basketball and other athletic 
I games, and the effect upon women who 

have come under foreign influence is 
making the old life of seclusion and in­
activity unattractive to younger Turk­
ish women.

The average indi­
vidual who imagines himself quite 
well, thank you, checks up about 70 
per cent when compared with the nor­
mal 100 per cent functional efficiency 
of real health by an expert. These sev­
enty percenters. many millions of 
them, of course, do not enjoy good 
health; they enjoy rather a mild state 
of chronic morbidity. It is difficult 
to Interest them in the rudiments of 
health and hygiene, but they are al­
ways morbidly interested in the symp- 
toms and treatment of the ailments 
which charlatans wish on them. No 
one can really enjoy good health un­
less he has it—health plus, the hun­
dred per cent article. He who has 
health plus certainty gets a lot of 
fun out of it that the seventy per­
center misses.

Every little bit added to the seventy 
per cent you already have fortifies you 
to withstand the exigencies of life 
and helps you to come up smiling. 
Your seventy per cent health comes 
to you by inheritance, by luck or by 
legislation. It is the amount of health 
vouchsafed to citizens by the state, if 
the state really believes public health 
is purchaseable and appropriates the 
necessary funds to effect the purchase.
