The firm also requested of the Post Office Department of the Empire permission
to introduce stamps, but the request wvas refused.

Consequently, according to the information which I now give-you, the stamps
which accompany your letter, and others similar to them, wvere neyer ini use.

HELIGOLAND REPRINTS.

It is flot generaiiy knowvn that there wvere three different printings of the re-
prints of Heligoland.

The first reprintingl wvas done at Berlin, wvhere the stamps wvere printed, and
it is difficuit to distinguishi these the rnost dangerous reprints from the originals:
the paper is slightly thinner, and the tone of the colours; slighitly different.

The second set of reprints ivere done at Lubeck. the paper in this case being
appreciably thinner, and the gurn whiter. If these reprints are piaced face down-
wvards ail the lettering can be read froni the back of tlue canmps.

The third reprints w.Ž,re manufactured at I-amburg on stili thinner paper, very
different indced frorn the originals. The gum is thin and pure wvhite, wvhile the
embossing is flot nearly so grood. These last reprints are the comrnon sones, and
not at ail dangerous.

he perforation of ail the three reprints and the originais are identical. 0f
course it is estabiied that the 2s. and 6s. do ilot exist perforated as originais.
The rouietting of the originais and the reprints is likevise no guide.

It can be restored to its
pristine beauty by a chemical process ; at present the new process is a secret, but
it is known to one or two leading collectors, Mr. Bacon amongst the number.
It lias been tried and found to be absolutely safe and unquestionably suc-
cessful. Mr. Bacon lias tried it upon the Newfoundlands; in the Tapli:sig
collection and it lias turned badly oxidised stamps into brilliant copies.
The discoverer of the new process is I believe, a philatelist. It is to be hoped
that hie will as soon as possible, place his discovery at the service of Pbilatelists
generally. 0f course we have heard from time to time of cures for this insiduous
stamp disease, but there seems to be no doubt of the latest medicine being really
effective.-(Edwvard J. Nankiveli, in American journal of Philately.>

WE are in receipt of a lengthy communication from that well known phul-
atelist of San Fra.ncisco, ivho signs himself "'Lewis the Light " from which we
take the following wvords of warning. IlThe way of the transgrressor is bard;
Phulatelist, beware! The punisbment or trial of J. R. H. wvas caused, mark you,
for monkeying with bis majesty, Lewis the Lighit, dominator of the world. Boys
it won't pay you to ignore or lie about Lewis, there is no fun or life in it for you.
Pbilatelically I amuse myseif, and the very best thing you can do is to centralize
on me, for I'm the liglit of, this world."

THE Marquis of Ripon, who is Colonial Secretary, bas administered a well-
merited rebuke to the Government of the Straits Settlements for unnecessarily
surcharging their stamps. This colony (or rather' group of colonies> is bowever
far from being the only offender in this matter, as collectors, to, their cost and
distraction, are well aware. Those colonies wvbich have had the good fortune to
escape this time would be well advised to take Warning and mend their wvays in
due time, less cliastisenient rather than remonstrance should be their lot.-

to drown bis wife.
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WI-EN the P>ostal authorities of Prussia determined to issue stamps the king
drewv a design for the starnps, wvhicli consisted principaliy of the Arms of Prussia.
The authorities did noi consider the design satisfactory and prevailed upon the
kzing to allow his portrait to appear upon the stamps On the succession of King
Willianti I. the design wvas altered to the Eagle of Prussia, which remained on the
design until the foundation of the Gerinan Empire.

THE registration stamps of Queensland and Newv South Wales have no value
expressed, but it wvas six pence. Some of tue latter came watermarked, wvith a
large numeral " 6." Many other starnps have no value stated, such as the eariy
Barbados, Trinidad, Mauritius, Ionian Islands, Austrian newspaper, etc., the
deriominatiox on the Spanisli officiai stamps indicate tue weight they carry, but
no nxoney value.- Philatelic Mentlyb.

THE envelopes of Prussia wvhen cut for adhesive purposes were not sold to
the public but liad to be placed on the envelopes by tIe officiais of the Post Office
by whonmi alone, according to the decree authorizing them, they were allowed-to be
used as adhesives. They were used principally for registered letters.

AT a recent meeting of the Philateiic Society, London, Eng., a numnber of
the 4d Engiish stamp, wvatermarked large garter apparently on the safety paper
ivere exhibited and found to be the ordinary stàmp, on white paper, changed to
blue by some chemnicai process. They carne from Switzerland.

QUEENSLAND NOTES.

Front the A.ustralian Stanîp News.

What becomies of ail tise used Australian stamps that are sent away to dealers in
Europe and other countries ? It seems incredible that they cati ail be used up by collec-
tors. One dealer, a short time ago, sent to England in a few weekS, 250,000 id. and 2d.
Australians, to fill one order. Now this is an enormous number, and it is alnîost impos-
sible for anyone unacquainted îvith the stamp trade, to thoroughly grasp this quantity, but
to formi an idea of the number, 1 may state that it would takze a person who could counit
4,000 per hour, over six days of ten hours eachi, or practically one week.

Enormous however, as this quantity is, it ivas only sent froin one individual dealer to
another, but as thiere are other dealers iii each colony îvho handie these common stamps,
the total number exported every year from Australia must be millions.

A curious provisional came under the notice of the writer a short time ago, this w'as
used by some postman iii N. S. W. He had mun out of stamps, and hiad used postage due
stamps, lie had ilhen ivritten over the top of themn "No other stanips on band.

A. C. F. Henty P. O2"
And then postmarked thern over the wvriting with the obliterating stamp No. 13î71.

Speaking of this to one of the officiais of the G. P. O. he told me that lie had seen the
sanie thing done before.

Any variety like this should have the envelope entire to be satisfactory. This plan
however is flot always adopted, as a short time ago the P ostniaster of Norfolk Islanîd ran
out of ctamps, and tihe letters for Sidney ivere ail sent unstamped, and the money sent
with them, the letters were then stamped at the G. P. O. and sent on to their destinations.

Misprints are being collected very carefully in some places particuiarly in Amnerica.
IVe have a very fine example of this sort of stamp in the ic. provisiolial Tasmanians,
printed in Hobart; by some nseans the plate got danîaged and the riglit hand bottom corner
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stanip of tlie sheet shows a white place about 356ths of an inch long by jith ivide, running
up to a point fromn the bottorn of the stàrnp.

A misprint riay also occasionaly be found amongst the registered envelopes of N. S.
WV. and 1 have a very fine example of the 3d. registration whichi is prirnted about hall on
the body of tlic envelope. This, howvever, is easily accounted for, as each stamp is print-
ed separately, and of' course is entirely dependent on the skill of the mnachinist in placing it
correctly in position under the die, wbich in somne cases is flot done as carefully as it might be-

Ore of our Sydney dealers had lately a fine block Of 2d. Queensland 186 1 issue, water
markecd large 'star ; they were perforated horizontally, but iniperforated vertically, and are
certaînly very rare, and 1 should say unique~, but alas! like nearly ail the good things that
are found in the Colonies they have gone to Europe, buyers in the colonies in these hard
times have cither too little nioney, or not suficient pluck to irlvest in high priced stamps.
Collectors niay be quite certain that stamaps like these are a good investment, besides
having the pleasure of possessing something no one eIse has got, if they are kept for a few
years and then misfortune or other cause brings themn into the market, one is pretty sure
to, double their money, whereas stamps of a common grade will neyer realize what they
cost.
