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THE LAND OF 'l‘HE MUSKEG.

[CoNTINUED. ]
It is easy to travel as far as Edmon-

ton, in the north of Alherta. The train

takes you there from Calgary. After

that good bye tothe iron horse. Messrs.

Somerset and Pollen therefore make

their journey begin at Edmonton. They

~ left it, accompanied by many good
wishes, on June 14,1893, and pushed on
to Athabaska Landing, 100 miles to the
north, but still in Alberta  Athabaska
Landing (“a square mile of territory dnd
half a dozen log houses and stores”) is
the gate of the North. From here, says
Mr. Pollen in the preface, all the stores
go out that supply the Hudson's Bay
Company's forts from Hudson’s Hope to
the month of tlie Mackenzie. A steam-
er plies up the river to the mouth of the
Slave River, and dJown to where the
tbe rapids make tlhe Athabaska no
longer navigable.

“Athabasca’” is mapped out as a Prov-
isional District of the Northwest Terri-
tories. Nevertbeless, according to Mr.
Pollen, the authority of the Government
hardly extends so far north. Athabaska
Landing, he says, i3 the last outpost of
the Canadian police. On the north
bank of the River Athabaska, and over
far the greater part of the Northwest, all
the control the Indians know “is repre-
sented by the Hudson’s Bay Company
and missionaries of St. Mury Immacu-
late.”

“These last fill a picturesque place in
the history of thie country. At almost
every fort you will find the neat log-
house and cburch of the Roman Catho-
lic Mission ; and the priests themselves
are ajl highly educated men, whilst the
most of them are of good French or
French-Capadian families. 7Their in-
fluence with the Indians is immense,
During the last rebellion the Canadian
Government owed much to the mission-
aries’ power of restraining incipignt re-
volt, and every Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany’s officer we met was loud and un-
qualified in their praise, though these
officers were to a man alien to their
race and their creed. For ourselves we
have a score of services to thank them
for, and the Fathers at the Little Slave
Lake, Smoky River, Dunvegan and Tort
McLeod each put themselves and all
they possessed at our disposal in the
friendliest way. 1t was through Pere
Husson, at Dunvegai, that we were able
to make the arrangeuents that enabled
Daukhan Tustowitz and John Kuot—
these invaluable men—to leave iheir
families for thie summer, secure in the
consciousness that they were in good
hands ; to Pere Morice we owe a debt of
thanks for much of the information that
we obtained,—and to all a recollection
of personal kindness and cousideration
that it will be a lasting pleasure to re-
member.

The Hudson’s Bay Company itself,
however, Loids the pride of place in the
north.”—Preface.

The travellers speak a8 highly of the
company’s officers as our missionaries
have always spoken.

The eleven chapters of the Look de-
8cribe tiie journey from Athubaska
Landing, by Little 8lave ILake to Duu-
vegan, on the DPeace River; thence,
through the Rocky Mountains, to Fort
McLeod in British Colambia (not to be
confounded with Yort McLeod in Al-
berta, to the south of Calgary); and so
8tuart’s Lake, and further south, as far
a8 Quesnelle on the Fraser River, and
finally (by stage coach, 250 wmiles) to
Asheroft (still in British Colambi») on
the Canadian Pacific Railway.

At the outest, at the Smcky River
Mission, on. the far side of the Peace
River, a wagon and the assistance of a
Lay Brother were secured for the jour-
ney to Dvnvegan. “The Brother (says
Sumerset in chapter 1) bad promised to
call for us at the house of a half-breed
hamed Pat” “After a fearful struggle
we landed opposite Pat’s cabin in a very
exhausted coudition.” The Peace coun-
try is described 48 glorious, but intense-

.1y cold in winter. “The priests and one
Mackenzie bave cultivated a consider-
able portion of the valley.” At the
Misgion House by ths banks of tho
Peace, “the missionaries, Pere Xerc
(probably Le Serrec), Husson and Le
Treste, were kindness itself, making us
Presents of milk and butter, and allow-
ing us to camp before their door. It
was here the travellers met Dukhan, a
famous Indian hunter with some white

blood, a man of perfect manners, and
speaking “the soft and beautiful Cree
langunage.” Three or four miles away
was an American Mission in charge of
Mr. John Gough Brick, rather a farmer
than a missionary, the same man who is
spoken of severely in the Daily Chronicle
Review. Quite another sort of man
however was Mr. Holmes, an American
Missionary, met previcusly at the west
of Little Slave Lake. And yet Mr.
Somerset thinks all Anglican mis.
sionaries in that country “to a certain
extent poachers.,” “In many places the
Indians are Prectestants in the winter,
when the times are hard, and Catholies
when there is nothing to be gained.”

“Fort Dunvegan is a cbarming little
place, lying ciose to the river between
high bluffe,” The Beaver or Tsuten In-
dians inkabit the district between Dan-
vegan and the Rocky Mountains. They
are a racein every way inferior to the
Crees, From Fort Dunvegan, on their
wav to Fort Macleod, the travellers
passed through what may safely be call-
ed a dawcp country.

“Unless an actual day-to-day diary
were given, it is almost impossible to
show the extraordirary amount of damp
to which we were subject., To begin
with, it rained alucst every day, and
when the sky was unclonied the bush
was nearly always wet, 80 that one be-
came thoroughly soaked fron top to toe
before the morning’s vork was over.
Yor many days together one walked
contiuually in swamp or muskeg to the
ankle, and often for hours in water
reaching well above the knee. But all
this was of small consequence. "A warm
fire would always dry out one’s clotlies
as one stood, so that one went to bed
moderately dry. But it was during the
night that the damp worked its worst
upon us. We had small waterproof
sheets under our blankets, and these
were of great service to us, but one piece
will do little againgt an acre of water. It
must be understood that on many oc-
casions one could plunge one’s hiand out
of bed tothe wrist or even to the elhow,
if one had a mind to, in slushy water or
sodden moss aud mud. Uf course now
and again we found bhard pieces of
ground, and sen:edmes made dry camoy ;
but the conulry,. as a whole, was nothing
but a vast morass, and in this sodden
condition we marciied and worked and
slept. 1 have heard people who oughi
to know say that England is s damp
climate to camp in, but England at its
wetiest would be mere child’s play to
t his rain-haunvted land.  Looking back
on the expedition now I do not wonder
that we were delayed a little by sick.
ness, but 1 alnays marvel that we got
out of that country alive, or at jeast
wit hout some serious iliness. And the
most amusivg part of the whole thing
was, that one of the party had gone
there under the doctor’s orders. Bat, of
course, neither this medical adviser, nor
any ore else for that mutter, had any
idea of tire nature of the country.”

Now perhaps we know enough of the
muskey, 80 we may start once more,with
our travellers, as if leaving Fort Dun-
vegii.

“Daukhan bronght us from Dunvegan
to the Pine thiver—150 miles—withont
the aid ofatrail for more than half the
way. And now be brought us in =2

straight line to & place where | ad SN 5
& b e had: from a lantern fixed inthe choir Joft,and

only camped for a few days five years
before.”

Mr, Polien with two men went from
the Pine River northward to Moberley’s
l:ke and came upon a series of lakes
whicli he believes he was the first
European to visit. Passiug from platean
to platean, he says, “As we topped ihe
second rise we saw a tull wooden cross
rising awmong the trees. Nothing conld
be more sloguent of the faith aud nation-
ality of the missionaries and for a mom-
et one could imagine oneself on the
outskirts of a Yrench village in tle
mountain foot-hills of thie Jura.”

The travellers eventnally passed

through the Rockies, and after dread-
ful hardships reached Fort Mcl.eod at
the northern extremity of McLeod’s
Lake. Their next move was to Stewart’s
Lake 100 miles away. The Indians
there, who live principally by fishing,
bunild houses, 80 that there is quite a
hamlet at Stewart's Lake, wheret

Hudsons Bay Company have a large
fort with outbuildings. The naméof
the priest at Stewart’s Lake is familiar to
our readers, and Mr. Somerset says his
inflaence with the Indians is prodigi-

ouy. “Father Morice (he addsj is the
Catholic missionary, and we made lLis
acquaintance almost as soon as we ar-
rived, and thus came in contact with
one of the most remarkable men in
North-western America, Pere Morice
himself is the greatest authority
upon Carrier history and customs, and
has written much concerning them, All
that 1 shall say about these people 1
learned from him, and much that is
written here is quoted from his writ-
ings.”

After some days at Stewart’s Lake
Messrs. Somerset and Pollen set their
faces to the Southeast, In twodug-out
canoes they and their men went “down
the rapids and away,” first as fur as Fort
George, aud then, on the Fraser River,
very far south to the village of Ques-
nelle, “the wreck of a once prosperous
mining camp.” Their jouruey of many
months was nearly over,

At Quesnelle they got a waggon to
drive over the old Cariboo road as far 88
Asheroft, 250 miles to the sonth, Com-
ing into the little town of Ashcroft they
met many Chilkotin Indians dressed in
brightly colored clothes, who smtiled np-
cn us and said “Cleliya” in a very
friendly way.” It is said that there w .8
once a Hudron's Bay Compauy’s officer
called Clark, and men would come to his
place and say “Clark, lLow are you. 7’
The Indians made it “Clehya,” and to
them it answers to “(Giood morning.”
The Chilkotins were going to the town
to a fair.

On the hills above Aslicroft Messrs.
Somnerset and Pollen gaw the faint white
smoke of a train, and so thev really
knew that their expedition was over.
At Ashcroft station they were on the
great Canadian Pacific railway and 8o in
tonch onee more with civilization.

“THE PASSICN PLAY.”

Father Kavanagh's Lecture at St. Mary’s

Church—A ddresses by Father Cherrfer

and Father DIrummond, 8. J,

As we predicted wounld be tlie case the
lecture by Rev. Father Kavanagh, 8. J,,
on “The Passion Play at Oberam-
mergau’” in aid of thie funds of the Cath-
olic Truth society, attracted an immense
audience to St. Mary’s Chareh on ‘Ihurs-
day evening last, in  facr, the
number of those present was 80
great that the large staff of ushers
found it no eagy matier to accom-
modate their patrons. And we may
certainly say that not one of the vast
throng at the close regrelted having
been present, for the entertainment was
in all respects one of the most enjoyable
and at the same time instructive ever
given in the city. The arrangements
were so perfect that it passed off with-
out the slightest hitch, and we sincerely
trust that this lecture may prove to be
ovly the first of a series. The programme
was opeued With au ariistically play-
ed violin and organ duet by Miss Den-
holme and Mr. Evans at the ¢lose of
whici

REV, FATHER KAVANAGH
commenced his lecture and for upwards
of an Lour and a Lalf Le held the at-
tention of tiie large aundience whilst he
desvribed in a most entertaining manner
the various scenes which were thrown

operated by Mr. Cheshire, onto a sheet
streiched across the sanctuary. The
first svene was a bird’s-eve view of the
little viliage of Oberammergan, showing
the cluster of houses, with the church
prominent in the centre, nestling in the
village, with tall mountains looking
down upon it from all sides. A map of
Europe was uext thrown on the gecene by
means of which the lecturer was able to
point out to the audievce the exact loca-
tion of the village. Before proceeding
further Father Kavanagh gave an ac-
count of the origin of the Passion Play
at Oberammergau, He referred to the
fact that in early dayg this method of
interesiing the common people in the
teachings of religion was very frequent-
ly employed and existed in many places
in Europe, but these “inystery plays”
as they were called, have gradually
been suppressed or died out except in
two plaves, of which Oberammergau is
the most famous, He related the cir-
cumstances of the origin of the play
there, shewing how at the end of a long
war a terrible pestilence spread over the

land and despite the precautions of the

aunthorities was eventually mtrmlnced
into the village,where it raged with such |
violence that the people with one
accord made a vow ‘o the Alighty that
if He would stop the plague they would
once every ten years give a representa-
tion of thie Pagsion in memory of }Iis{
goodness and for His greater glory. God |
listened to the prayers, accepted the
vow and the plague immediately ceased
its ravages, and ever since thep the Pas-
sion] Play Lias been enacted every tenth
year in the little Bavarian village.
Father Kavanagl then described the
villugers wlo take the various parts, all
of whom are very simple, humble folk,
most of them wood-carvers, but each
of whom enter into the play with the
same spirit which animated their pious
ancestors who originated it, desiring
only the greaterglory of God. A scene
was then thrown on the sheet represent-
ing the stage on which the play 18 pre-
sented, and this called forth a descrip-
tion of the great open-air theatre in
w hiieh thousands fromn all parts of the
world assemble to withess the proceed-
iags. Next came an outline of the
methods of the performers, showing how
first a tableau woull be presented of a
scene from the old testament which was
a type of something to come, followed by
another tableau illustrating the part of
our Lord’s passion thuos typitied. Several
very reliable views having been thrown
on thesheet and each one appropriately
described, a series of pliotographs of the
most prominent characters was given
and excited general admiration, notably
those of Joseph Meyer and Rosa Lang
w ho played the parts of Christ and the
Blesseu Virgin. Then the various steps
in the Passion were put before the audi-
ence in a most vivid manner—the bet-
rayal in the garden ; Christ before Pilate
and Herod ; the scourging atthe pillar;
the crowning with thorus; the way of the
cross ; the crucitixion ; the burial in the
gsepulchre—the whole concluding with
the resurrection aud asceunsion. The
eloquent, descriptive lecturs of the rev-
ereud father was rendered even more
impressive by admirably chosen voeal
selections at appropriate stages, as fol-
lows : “Tue Palms”and *“Hear us,0 Savi-
our’ by Rev. Father LuRue, 8. J., whose
high tenor voice was singularly touching,

and Rolney’s “Calvary” by that ac-
complished singer, oMrs. Meclvor.
Father  Kavanagh closed with a

most eloguent peroration and in resum-
g his seat mentioned that there was
oue amongst them who bal seen the
play itself and they would, he had no
doubt, be pleased to hear frem hiwm. In
response to this

rose and stated the circumstances under
wiich he went to see the play in 1890 at
the sugeestion of Father Langevin, now
their beloved archbishop. Headmitted
that before going he had not been at alil
favorably impressed as to the desirabil~
ity of plays of this kind, but like every-
one else he found it « wonderful revela-
tion, which moved all the beholders to
tears and could not fail to have a henefi.
cial effect to the end of their Lives upon
all who witnessed it.  Altbough speak-
ing entirely without preparation, Fatner
Cherrier, as the daily press put it, fairly
electrified his audisnce with the dramatic

and emotionul description he gave of the
noble and patbetic scenes represented ¢
by the bumble villagers of Oberammer-
gau. He concluded by oving a vote of‘
thanks to Father Kavanagn,

Rev. Father Drummond seconded it
and in Joing sosaid he did not intend to
keep the audieuce long, but there were a
few thoughts that suguested themselves
to bim while perusing beforehand the
structore of this wonderful play, und he
would briefly subit them to the awdi-
ence. First he. would ask them had
they realized how long agoithat vow
was wade which was now being fulfilled
every tenth year ? It was in the year
1633—twenty-five vears only after the
founding of Quebec ; when the first boy
that was born in America from the Pil-
grim fathers was only twelve years old ;
when Lewis XIII reigned in TFrance
and Charles I was stili king of England.
They saw Liow far that brought them
back in the past ages, and yet the vow
made on that day in 1633, which so ef-
fectually stayed the plague, had bheen
kept until this day, and tuey trustsd it
might be kept for many a decade yet.
This meant that twenty-seven times
during two hundred and seventy years

that great performance had been carried
"ont in every detail by the inhabitants of
this simple hamlet in the mountaine of
Bavaria., He considered this something
very peculiar in the history of the
world, something that was absolutely
impossible ontside of that religion which
claimed from its chief—"Eternal Peter
of the Changeless Chair.” This could
not be done where there was any
change in religious sentiment—or else
the people would have gradually lost
the seriousness with which they regard-
ed the whole proceeding ; it could not be
done where tl.ere was any div ersity in
belief or else their lLearts would not
beat 48 one in yoing through the great
tragedy ; it conld only be done, there-
fore, where there wus that which re-
presents go perfectly the majesty of God
~the Eternity of Truth—where that was
—oh ! then the soul realized all that had
taken place in the greatest of all trag-
edies—it understood that that tragedy
was the one act towards which all that
went before led wp, and all that came
after is but the implication and the de-
velopment. Chrisi is the same yester-
day, to-day and for ever, and the history
of bis work was the history of mankind,
but the central point of bis work was
Lis death on the eross. No tragedy was

ever like unto this. The bhooks tell us
that the elements of iragedy were terror
and pity, and where was there terror
such as this—terror for the mother’s
heart ; terrorior the disciples that loved
him j terror at the thought that all was
coming to an end. How the weak in
faith must have felt as they stood at the
tfoot of the cross, and asked themselves
“Has His iife then been a failure, is
everything going to fall away, is all this
a gigantic fraud ?”  And oh ! the pity of
it—the mogt lovable of the children of
men 1o be fcrsaken by His friends
“Greater love hath no man than this
that he gives hig life for Lis friends.”
He gave His life not for friends, but for
His enemies, for Ilis murderers, and it
was said by those who bad heard the
play that one of the most touching

things was to Dlear Joseph Myer,
stretchhed upon the cross, exclaim

“Father, forgive them for they know not
what they do!”  What prayer like that
had ever been heard before ? 'l‘ms
then was the tragedy of iragedies, It

was tiie one that linked togethier every-
thing that made dramatic power most
effective. The three passions which
went to constitute the strength of all
dramatic work were ambition, love and
hatred au.d in this tragedy they had the
ambition of the Highh Pries:, the love of
the mother, of the digeipivs and the
surpassing love of Jesus iur mankind ;
finally ti.ey hud the hatred ofthe scribes
and the piarisees for One who threaten-
ed to overthrow their power. What
wonder then that this jragedy should
have taken hold of Europe as no mod-
ern play had ever done

Father Kavanagh berefly responded
and in doing so thanked Mr. Cheshire
who had operated the lantern and the
musicians wlho had assisted.

This unique aud enjoyable entertain-
ment was then brought to a close and
the audience dispersed, as we have said
well satistied.  The members of the
Cuiliolic Truth Society are to be congra~
tulated on receiving as a result of the
lecture a substaniial addition to their
funds. We trust ti:at this will encourage
thew to further efforts in the samedirec-
jtion and that they will induce Father
Kavanagh togive a siwmilar lecture dor-
ing the coming winter. We would add,
in conelusion, that not a little of the sue-
cess of the entertainment was dueto tie
excellence of the wmusical items. Miss
Dentiolme has before this proved that
slie i8 an artiste and her selections on
Thursday evening were given in a man-
ner that more than sustained her al-
ready bigh reputation. It wasthe firat
time we had had the pleasure of Lear-
ing the Rev. Father LaRue, but we
sincerely trust it may not be the last.
He possesses a most sweet and pure
tenor voice which he knows Low to use
to the best advantage, and without ef-
fort. Mrs. Mclvor was in good voice,
and the accompanists being in the cap-
able Lands of Mr. Evans, were of course,
all that could be desired.

graphy properly so called, witliout wast-
ing time and murdering logic anent un-
certainties ?

On the other hand, when Mr. Chase
chooses to be categorical and dogmatic,
he rides rough-shod over the most palp-
able uncertainties. For instance, on page
4, section 11 of his Geography, he says
that the finding of human bones in the
klacial drift is “a fact which shows that
the existence of man on the earth dates
from a period indefinitely remote.” Now
the best and most honest geelogists ad-
mit that the epoch of the glacial dnift is
extremely uncertain, and that, however
much we may know about the order in
which stratified rocks ocecur, their age
cannot be even approximately guessed.
Mr. Chase himself says almost as much
in the very next lines: “Only by observ-
ing in modern waters the rapidity of de-
position of spdiment can we form any
estimate of the lapse of time in geologic-
alages: even the estimate can ar BesT be
only ROUGHLY APPROXIMATE.” And yet he
aflirms unhesitatingly that the “exist-
ence of man on earth dates from a period
indefinitely remote,” words which have
a strong anti-Biblical flavor. S8ir William
Dawson, who is assuredly ons of the great-
est living geologists, has repeatedly said
that the oldest human remains are well
within the limits of Biblical chronology,
and these limits certainly do not em-
brace a period that could be styled “in-
definitelv remote.” We are, therefore,
justified in stating that this High School
Geography-, besides being unpatriotic, as
Mr. Watson Griflin shows, is 1llogical and
anti-Christian,

THE MANITOBA SCHOOL QUESTION.
The Manitoba School diffienlty, with
many of our contemporaries, seems to be
the one absorbing question discussed in
their editorial columns. 1t is painful to
notice the dishonest manner in which
many of them approach it. The Regina
Leader, we ave sorry to say, is among
this latter class. In a long and labored
article, it takes the Montreal Star to task
for its recent able and moderate article
on this question. The whole burden of
its reply may be summed up in this one
sentence: Although the Imperial Privy
Council has declared that the school acts
of 1890 have placed beyond question the
fact that the Catholic minority has a
grievance, and that the Governor-Gen-
vral in Council was bound to hear its
appeal, yet the Dominion Government ig
not bound to remedy the grievance by
removing it. Can anything be more
preposterous, more dishonest, than this
line of argument ? The Regina Leader

GALA DAY -A_'-[‘.—PRINCE AL«
BERT.

Celebration of the Patronal Feast of His
Lordship Bishop Pascal and
Father Lacombe.

Some forty years ago, Monseigneur
Tache, who was then the only bishop in
this country, was visiting at Lake St

énn, fifty miles north of Edmonton,

here Father Lacombe was doing mis-
glonary work. His Lordship after con-
sulting with the good Father as to the
establishment of a new mission nearer
to SaskatcLewan and better adapted to

agriculture, went with him on a dog

train southward, towards the end of

March, to choose the desired location.

They stopped near Edmonton on a high

bank everlooking Sturgeon Creek, and

there the Apostolic bishop and his faith-
ful missionary ate a hearty luncheon of
pemmican, Then Mgr, Tache com-
manding a view of the beautiful valley
at their feet, said to Father Lacombe -

“This is a fine place for the new mis-

sion,” and, plapting in the snow the

stick be held in his hand, he added,

“Here you ghall build the church, pro-

vided you call the mission by the name

of your patron saint, St. Albert.” On
the very spot where the far-gseeing pre-
late planted his staff now stands the
altar of St. Albert’s cathedral, which is
thus a lasting memorial of Albert La-

Lacombe.
When, some years later, Father Gran-

din having heen consecrated bishop,

there was qnestion of dividing the dio-
cese of St. Boniface, Monseigneur Bour-
get, the then Bishop of Montreal, whose
portege and spiritual child Father La-
combe had been, insisted that the dio-
cese should take the name of &t, Albert,
which it now bears. By a happy coin-
cidence, when the central government
divided the Northwest Territories, the
region under consideration was called

Alberta. Later, when from the diocese

of Bt. Albert was taken the new vicari-

ate apostolic of Saskatchewan, it was
also found that the new bishop’s name
was Albert—Mgr. Albert Pageal,

Last year,when te feast of St. Albert,
which oceurred on November 22nd,came
round, Bishop Pascal went to St. Albert
1o celebrate the day. On separating, it
was agreed that Father Lacombe should
go the next vear to Prince Albert to
greet his episcopai name sake. Hence
their meeting again on the 22ud of last
month. The celebration was enhanced
this time by the presence of Bishop
Grouard, who, having, missed the last
boat at Athabasea Landing, could not
return to his northern mission.

On Triday the 22nd ult., there was a
great foregathering of the priestly cians
in the episcopal residence of Prince Al-
bert. Addresses were presented by the
CathLolics of the city to His Lordship the
Right Reverend Albert Pascal, in which
of course, Father Albert Lacombe was
not forgotten. We give below the splen-
did address which the Hon. Judge Me-
Guire read in the name of his Catholic
brethren. The good Sisters gave a nice
entertainment,

On the following Sunday there was
high festival at the Cathedral. Bishop
Pascal officiated pontifically at High
Mass, while Bishop Grouard preached
in French. In the afternoon the latter
sang the Vespers and Father Lacombe
preached in English and Cree.
