The Fulfilment of a Prophecy Made 

Thirty Years Ago

In the year L877, M. Baudoti, of 
Paris, President General of all the 
Conferences of St. Vincent de Paul, 
wrote a letter to the Very Rev. Can­
non Chordert, of Switzerland, con­
taining a prophecy of which we can 
say that it has literally been fulfilled 
in our own time in France, and which 
should serve as a deep warning to 
Catholics of our own country.

The letter is as follows *
"In my judgment, the taithful do 

not recognize how important the 
press is. We labor hard in building 
churches, and establishing monasteries 
and convents and encouraging orphan­
ages and institutions for the poor,— 
all of which are necessary wants, 
there is another which is far more 
necessary than all of them, namely 
the propagation of the Catholic press, 
at least in certain countries, amongst 
which I number France.

A National Committee to be Formed - A Copy of the Resolutions Sent to the 

Aid Offered to the Movement—The Catholics of France by the Ameri-
Idea of the Paulist Fathers can Federation of Catholic Societies

Word comes from New York of a 
plan to establish in America a na­
tional association for Catholic young 
men on the lines of the Young Men's 
Christian Association whnh has 
already taken definite shape and 
has the approval of Cardinal 
Gibbons, Archbishops Ireland, 
Farley and Ryan, and the 
leading Catholic laymen of the coun­
try. John D. Crimmins, Mayor 
Dunne of Chicago; W. Bourke Cock­
tail, Justice McKenna, of the United 
States supreme court, the Countess 
Leary, and other wealthy Catholics, 
have offered their aid in the move­
ment. A million dollar trust fund 
has been suggested as a foundation 
for the plan. The plans will be thor­
oughly discussed at Baltimore next 
month, on the occasion of the centen­
nial celebration of the Baltimore 
cathedral. It is expected that a na­
tional committee will be formed at 
that time,'to further discuss the mat­
ter and take the necessary steps for 
carrying out the plan.

The movement, which has been agi­
tated for some time and has been 
growing slowly in importance, took 
definite shape, when the Paulist Fa­
thers in West Fifty-ninth street came 
out publicly in favor of such an as­
sociation. The Paulists have con­
tended that wealthy American Ca­
tholics would support liberally a na­
tional movement for young men, just 
as others support the Young Men's 
Christian Association.

The Paulist idea is to build one or 
more association buildings in each 
town, with the accessories and in­
ducements of club life—library, read­
ing room, baths, study room and a 
department of higher study, with 
competent professors, etc. There 
would according to the present pleas, 
he a national body, with nain nal 
headquarters, having jurisdiction over 
all the blanches throughout the coun­
try Present clubs or societies would 
be done away with or absorbed.

In many of the larger cities there 
are costly and well equipped dubs 
and lyceums under Catholic auspices, 
which, it is felt, are not built on 
lines broad enough to reach all Ca­
tholic young men There is also a 
feeling that thousands of Catholic 
young men frequent the Young Men’s 
Christian Association and are affiliat­
ed with it, because they have no­
where else to go. There is the same 
feeling about young women.

The splendid ruby which form­
erly adorned the central flower and 
the other precious stones with which 
it was studded, have been dispensed 
with. The first queen to receive the 
Golden Rose was Joanna of Sicily, 
who received it from Urban VI. Oth­
er royal ladies thus honored were 
Empress Josephine and Queen Isabel­
la of Spain, Queen Sophie of Naples, 
Donna Isabella, the wife of Emperor 
Pedro of Brazil, Empress Elizabeth 
of Austria, the late Queen of the Bel­
gians, Empress Eugenie and the Prin­
cess of Bulgaria.

a Scotch doctor, neither of whom is 
much of a credit to the profession of 
their time. One humbly admits ♦he 
superiority of the king’s miraculous 
touch to all the resources of his art 
for the cure of scrofula, a remedy- 
practised for the king’s evil in Eng­
land as late as in the reign of Queen 
Anne. The other is worse than con­
founded by the somnambulism of Lady 
Macbeth in the sleep-walking scene, 
and admits that “this disease is be­
yond my practice." ' When appealed 
to for aid by Macbeth in the sonor­
ous period beginning “Canst thou not 
minister to a mind diseased?" the doc­
tor lamely and impotently replies, 
“Therein must the patient minister 
to himself.”

This is an unusually frank acknow­
ledgment of incompetency, and shows 
an inexcusable lack of familiarity 
with the ordinary sedatives and hyp­
notic drugs which would have given 
lady Macbeth at least temporary re­
lief in her disturbed sleep and dis­
tressed nervous state. Such drugs 
were numerous even in Shakespeare’s 
day, as is shown by the powerful 
kncvkout drops of Friar Laurence in 
“Romeo and Juliet,” which were 
administeied to the youthful heroine 
with such fine effect. Henbane, ther- 
iac, opium, and probably also valerian 
were well known, and it seems a pity 
that Macbeth could not have fad in 
consultation the physician of King 
Lear, who was far more resourceful, 
and would have been quick to pre­
scribe for the unfortunate lady one 
of the many simples which he knew 
“whose power will close the eye of 
anguish."

Dr. Caius, the irascible French phy­
sician in the “Merry Wives of Wind­
sor," and one of the aspirants for the 
hand of sweet Anne Rage, is a good 
deal of a buffoon, and is made the vic­
tim of much of the horseplay of the 
comedy. Mistress Quickly, in urging 
Fenton’s suit, asks Anne’s mother, 
“Nay, will you cast away your child 
on a fool and a physician?” an argu­
ment which would imply that doctors 
were not then regarded with much 
fa'Af by ambitious mothers with mar­
riageable daughters, a social esti­
mate which has perhaps not entirely 
disappeared at the present day.

Dr. Cornelius in “Cymbeline" was 
associated with the plotting queen in 
maby curious experiments on animals. 
He has suspicions that her interest 
may not be solely that of a love for 
pure science, and declares that he will 
not trust “one of her malice with a 
drug of such damn’d nature which 
first, perchance, she’ll prove on cats 
and dogs, 'hen afterward up higher." 
It is interesting to note that a simil­
ar objection to animal experimenta­
tion has been raised by the letter day 
antivivisectioaist. By substituting a 
harmless powder for the lethal 
draught the murderous stepmother 
had prepared, the doctor saves the 
life of fair Imogen. Dr. Butts, the 
royal physician in “Henry VIII,” is 
but lightly sketched, and seems to 
have been little more than a boot­
licking parasite at the court of the 
polygamous prince.

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ENGLISH EDI CATION BILL.
The cable news of the past week 

completely warrants the anticipation 
which the Register had expressed 
that the Catholic Heirarchy of Great 
Britain and the Irish Parliamentary 
Party would he found upon common 
ground in opposition to the English 
Education BUI. It is the principle of 
the Bill relegating to the local 
authorities the right to control re­
ligious teaching that is absolutely 
objectionable. The Archbishop and 
Bishops of the Province of Westmins­
ter, after full and careful consider­
ation, have come to the conclusion 
that this principle means the power 
of placing children under the continu­
ous educational influence of those who 
may be indifferent or even hostile to 
the conscientious religious con­
victions of the parents of those chil­
dren.

The more the principle and its inevi­
table consequences in practical opera­
tion are taken thought of, the more 
essential it appears to give it combat 
from first to last. And when this 
power to local authority is combined 
with the provision made for what is 
called “simple Bible teaching," the 
menace Vo the Catholic principle of 
education cannot be explained away. 
As the Bishops in their declaration 
put it, the provision made for the 
children of those who conscientious­
ly regard “simple Bible teaching" as 
not only inadequate but absolutely 
inacceptable, inflicts upon the parents 
of those children a grievous civic dis­
ability, solely on the ground of their 
conscientious religious convictions. 
We quote further from the Bishop's 
declaration :

“The clause relating to endowments 
renders it possible to confiscate and 
divert for uses to which they were 
never intended buildings and funds 
which owe their origin mainly to the 
desire of Cgtholies to provide for the 
leaching and maintenance of the 
Catholic faith;"

The Catholic Educational Council of 
Great Bsltaitt, a body composed of 
clergy and laity, representative of 
the educational interests of the 
country, met at the same time as 
the Bishops and passed resolutions in 
opposition to the Bill equally em­
phatic, and Archbishop Bourne has 
published in the Nineteenth Century 
a review of the Catholic position 
which is powerfully convincing. The 
members of the Irish Parliamentary 
Party were specially invited tu attend 
a monster meeting of Catholics on 
Saturday last in the Albert Hall, 
London. Mr. John Redmond had 
announced his intention of being pre­
sent. The combination between Eng­
lish Catholic opinion, both clerical 
and lay, and the Irish Parliamentary 
representation rests upon definite and 
unassailable principles from the com­
mon standpoint of Catholics. The 
Liberal Cabinet cannot ignore such 
opposition, and there is little doubt 
that men like Hon. John Morley, 
wedded though they are to the 
public control oi public taxes, can­
not meet the Irish party on the floor 
of the House of Commons and logic­
ally defend the Bill shaped by Mr. 
Birrell.

THE 'UNIVERSITY BILL 
This bill, based upon the report of 

the Commission, was introduced last 
week by the Premier. It gives le­
gitimate power to the recommenda­
tions of the Commission and an en­
couragement to ambitious education­
ists which may bring about serious 
changes. The most important fea­
tures are : (1) The provision for an
annual income of $250,000 ; (2) the 
withdrawal of Government1 control 
Iront its management ; and thirdly, 
the appointment of a president. Here 
is the difficulty. Not only is it hard 
to find a man who will be an ideal 
president, a man of character, of cul­
ture and of business ability—but it 
is more than hard to solidify the 
discoloring elements of a compli 
cated educational institution. Wc have 
no wish to be distinctive in our 
criticism. The trust—University edu-

other plan. All our objection as the 
proposal now stands, is that the plan 
does not separate the two, teaching 
and research. To confuse them is 
to weaken both, to waste money and 
energy and to detract from the ef­
ficiency of a university course. But, 
as was pointed out bv the Hon. Mr. 
Harcourt during (he debate, endow­
ments do not form the greatness, the 
life or the virtue of universities. No 
amount of money can summonian idea 
from the vasty deep or help a single 
step in the great march ol mind. 
The universities which have served 
learning’s cause the best have not 
been the richest. Science rather than 
wisdom is grasping. Whilst wisdom 
scorns not a stable for a birthplace, 
science seeks the palace. But these 
are days of money, wealth, sensual 
standards and-enjoyments, literature, 
art or philosophy must be silent un­
selfish, satisfied with narrow cells. 
Their noisy sister, coarse and selfish 
physical science, entertains the world 
in garnished halls of unspared 
expenditure. With an annual income 
of $25(1,(mhi, which is equivalent to an 
endowment of over eight millions of 
dollars, the University has a fair 
start. Since a good deal of this 
money is made up from succession 
duties,we do not see why the weaker 
sister institutions are not encouraged.
If such an amount can be given to 
the central corporation we think it 
fair to help ’fit- struggling colleges in 
close connection with the university. 
Wild! an ailvBhfagr ami help it would 
be if St, Michael's received the 
twenty-filth of that amount ? Nor 
let1 it he said that provincial money 
cannot be given to denominational 
education. False premises, false 
reasoning, false conclusions. Educa­
tion terminates in the person ; so 
that no education can absolutely he 
called denominational. Least of all 
can college or university education he 
so technical as not to deserve ma­
terial help from the Province. From 
a practical point of view it may be 
useless to plead. Secularization goes 
on in spite 0f its evil tendencies. But 
neither fair play nor good govern­
ment can justify this modern atheistic j 
disregard for religious education. The 
powers are prepared to take all our 
succession duties. They have nothing 
to help us in the struggle and work 
of secondary education. .So far as 
withdrawal from university manage­
ment is concerned the government’s 
policy is easy. It is easy to shake 
of! a load by an act of parliament. 
That will hardly do. The responsi­
bility will remain long after the man­
agement is changed. If this be the 
correct policy in regard to the uni­
versity the same policy ought to bo 
good for all the other branches oi 
public education. To allow educa­
tional institutions to develop them­
selves, to free them from the ready 
interference by ministers or other 
political influences is certainly bene­
ficial, but this does not secure ef­
ficiency. It merely removes rosponsi- 
bilrty and places it where it is harder 
tb get at. Thus the Commission and 
the bill leave the university nearly 
the same. Its thorough improvement 
must come from within. Neither, a 
legislature nor it* Commission ran 
do more than advise and encourage. 
The efficiency depends upon the insti­
tution itself. In the present rase, it 
centres largely in the president. To 
find this ideal is now the last and 
most important step before the 
Government in regard to the uni­
versity. Not only is it the critical 
point in the question, it is the most 
delicatb. It necessitates personal dis­
cussions. It concerns merits of in­
dividual», whose past services and

Rejoice ! " and then fell 
dead. It ‘is in commemoration of 
this patriotic race that the contest 
even to-day is an event of the Olym- I 
pic games. Open to all nations, it 
brings competitors from every quarter 
of the civilized world. But, as might 
be expected, it is particularly a 
tempting object for the Greeks them­
selves. They were quite disappointed 
therefore, when they found that ot.c 
whom they would call in classic days 
a barbarian had won the covitid 
trophy.

The man whose 
position was the most trying was 
McGinnis. Although his work was 
in one of the capitals of the Con­
federacy, he maintained the Union 
cause unflinchingly. On one occasion 
when his office was threatened with 
attack by a Confederate mob, he 
armed his printers and prepared for 
a vigorous defence. “I came here," 
said he, “from Ireland to seek refuge 
from tyranny and oppression and 
found it under the Stars and Stripe--, 
and it is my duty to stand by them 
when assailed, as they are now, by 
domestic traitors." The man who 
was then the foreman of his printers 
and led in the defence, was John 
Hand, an old Hamilton printer of 
Irish parents, and reputed to be the 
fastest type-setter in America. And 
if I don't forget, our own “Pat" 
Hoyle was there then, too, for about 
that time he was at New Orleans, 
working on *he “True Delta" for 
McGinnis. McCullough, before he 
got charge of the St. Louis “Demi- 
crat,” did editorial work on one of 
the Chicago papers, and was dis-
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SCHOLARLY EXPOSITION
Father A. F. icily of Trout Creek 

Speaks on Easter Coefessioa at 
Graveaharst.

On Wednesday last, Father Kelly of 
Trout Creek visited Gravenhurst, and 
after the prayers in the evening, he 
pleased the congregation very much 
by delivering in his usual impressive 
manner, one of his eloquent and most 
instructive discourses. He took lor 
his text the following “Now the 
Pasch, the festival day of the Jews, 
was near at hand," St. John, 6th 
chapter, 4th verse, and continued, 
saying, “Dearly beloved brethren : 
During these precious days of Easter- 
tide, many Catholics renounce sin and 
Satan, and return to God. Would 
that we were counted among the 
early Christians, who looked forward 
to the Paschal feast with holy joy. 
This time of grace may harbor for 
us either salvation or spiritual ruin 
It leads to our salvation, if we co­
operate with the graces, which are 
offered us in this most sacred time, 
and it will cause our destruction, if 
we do not partake of these graces, or 
even despise them.

We are now- in the Pashal time, also 
calletl the Passover, which signifies 
the transition from the death of sin 
to the life of grace. By this explana­
tion of the word Pasch, you will be 
able to judge for yourselves whether 
you have a right to feel satisfied— 
you who (in sullen obedience to the 
wording of the precept of the Church) 
ar&cnntentcd with a single confession 
every year, and a Paschal communion.

Why, my brethren, has the Church 
instituted the holy season of Pen- 
nance or Lent ? You will answer 
that the time of Lent has been insti­
tuted for the purpose of giving us an 
opportunity to prepare ourselves 
worthily for the celebration of Faster 
—a time in which the heavens open 
and our dear Savious seems to dis­
pense his graces in a greater measure 
than at any other time, and during 
which we go oftcner to Church to 
assist at the services, and are con­
stantly urged to examine our con­
sciences and frt*e ourselves from sin. 
Especially during Holy Week, we are 
reminded of the great sufferings of 
Jesus Christ, in order that He might 
save us from hell.

Yet, my friends, there are some, 
who call themselves Catholic, and do 
not profit at the holy time of Lent. 
They allow that season of grace to 
pass away, and even so forgetful are 
they, of their immortal souls, that 
they refuse to preseat themselves in 
the Confessional at Easter time. I 
ask you, my dear brethren, what kind 
of a sin is committed by thqse, who 
neglect to fulfill their Paschal duty. 
You will answer, “A mortal sin," 
and upon a further question, “ How 
many mortal sins are required to 
cast a person into the place of eternal 
misery ?” You know-,—one single 
mortal sin, for which we have not 
obtained forgiveness. Well, then are 
you going to fulfill your Easter duty? 
If not, you may rest assured that 
your poor soul will have upon it 
(when the time expires in which you 
should hr,ve gone to your annual Con­
fession) a mortal sin. We hear care­
less people assert, if we are sent to 
hell we shall not he alone at all 
events. If it is all the same to these 
people whether they are saved or 
damned, let them find consolation in 
that. If they have the idea that 
they will have plenty of company in 
their misfortune, why should they 
trouble themselves about anything of 
the hereafter ? Hut, poor souls, 
what do you say to such impious 
thoughts of the sinful bodies in 
which you are imprisoned ? How 
many tears of bitterness and remorse 
will you have to shed in eternity ? 
Jesus Christ has done so much for 
you, and you have made void all of 
ilis sufferings, and merits in your be­
half, you will be separated from Him 
forever. Now, let us examine and see 
how it stands with the Confessions 
and Communions of those Catholics 
who are satisfied with one Confession 
each year, so that we may learn 
whether they live with a dear con­
science or not 1 If. for a valid con­
fession, nothing would he necessary- 
hut to enter the confessional and 
enumerate the sins, ask God for 
forgiveness, and recite a few prayers 
for pennanee, then sin, which is iic- 
tured to us in our Catechism as such 
a monster, would not be anything 
very awful. Nothing would be easier 
than tk) regain the lost friendship 
with God and to follow- the path 
which leads to heaven, and of which 
Jesus Christ says, “that it is dif­
ficult to follow."

I.isten, then, beloved brethren, to 
the words which Christ addressed to 
the young man who asked Him what 
good he should do to have life ever­
lasting, and whether the wav that
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leads to heaven was hard ? What did 
the Master answer ? "The path," be 
said, “is narrow and very few per­
sons tread it, and even those who fol­
low it, very few reach the happy end 
of this path." Yes, truly, my1 
brethren, some of you most likely, 
after having passed the entire year, 
without fear, occupied only with your 
temporal cares and worldly amuse­
ments, without having done anything 
towards your spiritual improvement 
and acquired no virtue, will come 
at Easter time, very reluctantly, to 
Confession, relate your sins as if you 
were reading from a story book, and 
say some prayers. And that is all 
After it is over, you go your old way 
and do exactly whatever you have 
done before. When Easter Precept 
comes aiouml to be fulfilled again, 
you act in the same way and coo- 

jtinue until death summons you into 
eternity, and then volt expect God to 

, set aside justice and give you special 
'grace to die well You may rest as­
sured that- such confessions are fruit­
less, if not sacrilegious. To convince 

j you more fully, let us now descend 
I deeper into this matter. If our con­
cession is to reconcile us with God, 
jwe must detest our sins sincerely; 
we must be repentant, not because we 
have to disclose our faults, evil 
doings and most secret crimes to the 
priest (these tilings we would rather 
keep concealed in uur breasts), but 
because we have oHeridcd God ; be­
cause we have estranged ourselves 
from the greatest Friend—and have 
despised th ■ many graces by which 
God tried to draw us away fnm our 
sins. "Ibis, it js, which should soften 
the icy crust around our hearts, anil 
make tears flow from our eyes. Then, 
if we are really repentant, we will 
hasten to repair the damage done 
ami return quickly to our Saviour. 
In your dealings with your fellow- 
creatures, when a misunderstanding 
arises and a quarrel ensues by which 
friendship is dissolved among dear 
friends, would you not go to your 
friend after finding out that you were 
to blame and try everything to he 
reconciled as soon as possible to your 
friend or friends ? Now, is it pos­
sible for you who have committed a 
sin through weakness or wickedness 
to remain long in that state of sin 
if you felt true repentance ? Would 
you not immediately seek the first 
opportunity presented to make a 
good confession and he reconciled 
again to God ? If, instead of doing 
this, you remain for a whole year in 
the state of sin, and even find the 
blessed time of la-nt very inconven­
ient to free yourself from sin, and if 
when Easter comes around you still 
persist in waiting until Trinity 
Saturday to satisfy the precept of the 
Church ; or if the Church would say 
that we must go only every seven 
years at least, many of the yearly 
communicants would delay their con­
fession seven years ; or if the 
Church had no precept, they would 
wait- until their sickness was declared 
fattal—it is because these kind of 
Catholics have neither repentance for 
the offences offered to God, nor the 
love they ought to have for their 
Creator. The comply with the regu­
lations of the Church, that they may­
be able to tell their friends, “I have 
made my Easter Duty." The fact of 
the matter is that they have merely- 
added another sin to their guilty 
consciences. If you, my beloved 
brethren, have real sorrow in your 
heart, would you keep those sins for 
a whole year upon your conscience ? 
If you had truly tlie intention of 
leading a better life, most certainly 
you would show by your exterior 
conduct t hat you were desirous of 
progressing in virtue.

I will not speak of these creatures, 
wlm, for fear they will he refused 
absolution, confess only part of their 
sins, or who cover a shameless life 
with the mantle of virtue, and ap­
proach tlie Iioly Talile of tlie Lord, 
to eat and drink damnation to them­
selves, and deliver themselves over 
to the devil, I hope that all this 
does not apply to any of you here 
present, hut I must repeatedly draw 
your attention to the fact that tlie 
annual confession cannot be satisfying 
to the soul.

Let me tell .you what is necessary 
for a good confession, and you will 
clearly see that a confession once a 
year cannot he satisfactory. To ob­
tain forgiveness, your confession 
should he sincere and humble, ac­
companied by a real sorrow for the 
offense given to God, and the firm 
resolution not to sin any more. I 
consider it very difficult, even almost 
impossible to bring all these condi­
tions to confession, if you go only 
once a year.

What is a Catholic who makes a 
confession of his sins at the feel of 
the Priest 1 He is a sinner who 
throws himself before God with re­
pentance in his heart, like one ac­
cused before his judge, and who cries 
out, “O my God, I am a miserable 
sinner, unworthy to he called Thy 
child ; I have imitated the wicked by 
living a life contrary to God's Holy 
Law : I have had nothing hut aver­
sion for everything pertaining to re­
ligious duty : Sundays and holy days 
of obligation were for me only days 
of pleasure and dissipation : instead 
of being present at the Holy Mass, I 
went to dangerous places and satis­
fied my vicious passions, and not be­
ing content to live a vicious life my­
self, I enticed others to desecrate 
those days of prayer. I now fully 
realise the terrible state of my soul. 
I shall be damned if God has- no 
mercy 0n me." This, my brethren, is 
the feeling of a Catholic, who hates 
his past sins and is sincere in the 
amendment of his life.

Now, tell me, do those who are 
satisfied to remain in sin for twelve 
months, and to whom Easter comes 
around only too soon, do those people 
confess like that ? Our Divine Sav­
ious knows the yearly confession of 
tkose unfortunate ones, who attend 
to their duly with great reluctance. 
Do they act like a sinner covered with 
sin and filled w ith renior -c and re­
pentance for their ofJfLces offered to 
God ? Do they accuse thems°lves 
and deem themselves unworthy of the
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it is the first thing that is missed.
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pardon for which they ask ? No, 
tIk*\ conic to tell a story ami they 
tell it badly, because they dissemble 
and try to ap|k‘ar as innocent as 
possible. Such a person will accuse 
h.s companions for having led him 
into sin. He lias missed Mass on 
Sunday, but excuses himself under 
pretext of hard labor during week, 
or that liis garments showed signs of 
weal : he ale meat on forbidden davs 
as he did not wish to offend his 
friends who were not of his failli at 
his boarding house, and lie tries to 
excuse himself and blame others for 
his sins. The husband accuses the 
wife, and the wile, her husband ; 
brothers accuse their sisters, and 
sisters their brothers. At the C’on- 
fiteor they say, “Through my fault, 
“Through mv most grevious fault," 
and a few minutes later they excuse 
themselves and accuse others. There 
is no humility, no sincerity, no re­
pentance,—such is the manner ol 
those who go to confession but once 
a year.

The Priest can tell perfectly well 
from the wav such penitents act, 
that they should he denied absolution, 
and endeavors to dismiss them with 
fatherly advice—telling them to come 
again in a week’s time, after having 

|made proper examination of their 
j consciences, so that they may be 
j protected from the danger of com­
mitting a sacrilege. They claim they 

I have no l4me to prepare themselves, 
and if this Priest cannot give them 

'absolution, they will go to some 
other Priest who is not so particular.

There are some, who at least try to 
examine their conscience hut come to 
confession with so much coldness that 

jthe poor priest is annoyed, and fears 
that they do not experience any re- 
giet for their sins. They really show 

|no sorrow or pain for offending God. 
They come to confession and seem not 
to realize what they are doing.

There are Catholics, who after 
having apparently satisfied their 
Easter Duty, lead no better lives 
than they did previously, and are not 
any more careful to avoid sin.

What is the mark of a good contes, 
sion ? The amendment of our lives. 
We have reasons to lie alarmed at our 

; confessions, when we lack tlie amend­
ment.

How can your determination not to 
offend God any more be considered 
sincere if after your confess» n you 
return to your old sinful habits ? You 
have accused youreelf of breaking 

.His Holy Law, and you go in the 
| same way after you return from con­
fession. Were not these tlie same 
sins you have been confessing your­
self guilty of during tlie past years— 
once a year ? And most likely you 
will accuse yourself of the same next 
year, if you are alive. All this hap­
pens because you have no sincere de­
sire of serving God as good practical 

ICatholics. You have gone to Con­
fession because your membership in 

; some Catholic society requires you to 
I do so, or you forfeit all claim on 
that society as a member—or you 

,have complied exteriorly with tlie 
wording of the Precept to avoid 
having your remains at your death 
placed in a rion-consccraled cemetery.

I You have gone to confession every 
jvear only to add more sin to your 
old ones. You are not aware of how 

; the devil deceives you. If he would 
advise you not to go to confession,

I he would frighten >ou and you would 
believe not. But, he is contented to 

-permit you to remain in your had 
habits, and to rule over you in that 
way. Do you doubt this assertion ? 
Then, examine your life and see 
whether you have improved or not.

My brethren, be not satisfied with a 
single confession each year. You run 
every risk of being overtaken in sin. 
and cast into hell after death. The 
same unhappy fate will meet you if 
from fear or shame you have con­
cealed any mortal sin, of if you have 
made your confession without true 
repentance, and the firm resolution to 
do better for the rest of your days 
in this worth. To those who do not 
confess, even at Easter tide, I only 
say that they will find the evmingof 
life coming to a close, sooner than, 
they expect ; they will not listen to 
the voice of the Pastor of their souls, 
or the admonition of their friends, 
and it will happen to them as it has 
to many—they will be cut down in 
their sins, verifying the words oi 
Holy Writ, “You shall seek me and 
vou shall not find me, and you shell 
die in your sins."

You, my brethren, pray our Rism

THE NORTH OP NARY
Why is May chosen as the month in

which we exercise a special devotion 
to the Blessed Virgin ?

The first reason is because it is the 
time when the earth bursts forth into 
its fresh foliage and its gieen grass 
after the stern frost and snow of 
winter and the raw atmosphere and 
the wild wind and rain of the eaily 
spring. It is because the blossoms 
are upon the trees and the flowers are 
in the gardens ; it is because the 
days have got long and the sun rises 
early and sets late, lor such gladness 
and joxousness ol external nature are 
fit attendants on our devotion to hr: 
who is the Mystical Rose and the 
House of Gold.

A man may say “True, hut in this 
climate we have sometimes a bleak, 
inclement May." This cannot be de­
nied, hut still so much is true tliat 
at least it is the mouth ol promise 
and of hope. Even though the 
weather happen to be had, it is the 
month Iliât begins and heralds in the 
summer. We know, for all 1 hat may 
be unpleasant in it, that the fine 
weather is coming sooner or later. 
“Bnglitness and Beautifulness shall," 
in the prcpheti's words, “appear at 
the end and shall not lie. If it make 
delay, wait for it, it shall surely 
con»* and shall not be slack."

May, then, is the month, if not ol 
fulfillment, at least of promise, and 
is not this the very aspect in which 
we most suitably regard the Blessed 
Virgin, Holy Mary, to whom this 
montli is dedicated ?

Tin* prophet says, “There shall 
come forth a rod out of the root of 
Jesse, and a flower shall rise out of 
his root." Who is the flower hut our 
Blessed Lord ? Who is the rod or 
beautiful slock or stem or plant out 
of which tlie flower grows hut Mary, 
Mother of our Lord , Mary, Mother 
of God ?

It was prophesied that God should 
come upon earth. When the time was 
now full, how was it announced ? It 
was announced by the angel coming 
to Mary. “Hail, lull of grace,’’ said 
Gabriel, “the Lord is with thee. 
Blessed art thou among women." She 
was then the sure promise of the 
coming Saviour, and therefore May is 
by a special title her month.

Why is May called the month ol 
Mary and especially dedicated to her ? 
Among other reasons there is this— 
that of tlie Church’s year, the ecclesi­
astical year, it is at once the most 
sacred and the festive and joyous por­
tion. Who would wish February, 
March or April to be the month of 
Mary, considering that it is the time 
of fasting, too ? Christmas itself 
does not last for a month, and Jan­
uary lias indeed the joyous Epiphany, 
with its Sundays in succession, but 
these in most years are cut short by 
the urgent coming of Septuagesima.

May, on the contrary, belongs to 
the Easter season, which lasts fifty 
days, and in that season the whole of 
May commonly falls and the first half 
always. The great feast of the as­
cension of our Lord into heaven is 
always in May, except once or twice 
in forty years. Pentecost, called Whit 
Sunday, the Feast of the Holy 
Ghost, is commonly^n May, and the 
feasts of the Holy Trinity and Corpus 
Christi are in may not unfrequently. | 
May, therefore, is the time in which 
there are frequent hallcluias because 
Christ has risen from the grave. 
Christ lias ascended on high and God 
the Holy Ghost has come down to 
take His place.

Here, then, we have a reason why 
May is dedicated to the Blessed Mary. 
She is the first of creatures, the most 
acceptable child of God, the dearest 
and nearest to Him. It is fitting, 
then, that this month shall be hers, 
m which we especially glory and re­
joice in His great providence to us, 
in our redemption ami sanctification 
in God the Father, God the Son and 
God the Holy Ghost.

But Mary is not only the acceptable 
handmaid of the Lord. She is also 
Mother of liis Son and the Queen of 
Vil Saints, and in this month the 
Church has placed tlie feasts of some 
"f the greatest of them, as if to bear 
lier company. First, however, there 
is the Feast of the Holy Cross, on 
the 3rd of May, when we venerate 
that precious blood in which the cross 
was bedewed at the time of our 
Loid’s passion. The archangel St. 
Michael and the apostles have feast 
(lays in this month; St. John, the 
beloved disciple, St. Philip anil St. j 
James. Seven popes, two of them 
especially famous, St. Gregory VII. 
anil St. Pius V.; also two of 1 he | 
greatest doctors, St. Athanasius and 
St. Gregory Nazianzen ; two holy 
virgins especially favored by God, St. 
Catherine of Sienna (as lier feast is 
kept in England) and St. "ary Mag­
dalene of Paz.zi, and oiy oly woman 
most memorable in the annals of the 
Church, St. Monica, the mother of 
St. Augustine. These are some of 
the choicest fruits of God’s manifold 
grace, and they form the court of 
their glorious queen—Cardinal New­
man.
