Testament, the Hebrew word yazzeh, Sprin­
kle, is rendered thaumasontas, from the verb 
thnumazo, which signifies to “ wonder,” to 
‘•admire,” and, therefore,, according to our 
learned critic, the above text should read : 
“ So he will cause many nations to rejoice in 
himself." —

The above remarks are anything but re­
spectful to l*edo-Baptists ; while the criti­
cism is evidently a bold attack upon the in­
tegrity of our venerable English translators. 
Nome notice of this seemed necessary, and, 
therefore, an article bearing the signature of 
“Philologos” appeared in the Wesleyan ol 
May 22nd, exposing the fallacy of Mr. Mar- 
tell's reasoning, and vindicating the reading 
of our common English text.

“Philologos" shews that Mr. Martcll is 
mistaken in saying that the Hebrew words 
for “ sparkle " and “ sprinkle” are from the 
same root ; or that the primary idea is 
that of “ sparkling he proves that they 
are “different words, being differently spelt, 
and having different primary ideas ; the 
word for “ sprinkle" being nazzeh ; and the 
word for “sparkle” natztzku; the one 
spelt with zaYIN, z ; and the other with 
tzadf.i, tz ; two very different letters in (he 
Hebrew alphabet.

Philologos also shews, that whatever be 
the sense of the Septuagint, yet the original 
was Hebrew ; and the sentence—“ So sliall 
he sprinkle many nations,” is a correct trans­
lation of the inspired original.

With this article, the Rev. Mr. Martel I 
seems indignant, and is mightily offended ; 
lie vituperates the “ style," the “ spirit," and 
the production itself, because it is anony­
mous.

Mr. Editor, I am not aware but questions 
of theology, and abstract criticism, can as 
honourably be discussed without the parties 
being known to the public as with ; unless a 
]>erson wishes to prove his argument by the 
supposed magical influence of his own name. 
As to the “spirit” of the article, surely there
