He was riding along a Kafir path
about an hour after sunset. It bhad
been a long march, and he had pushed
dn ahead of his companions.{ His dog
barked at something, and a 'moment
later Wolhuter saw a lion crouching
close to him on the right hand side,
The ranger turned his borse sharply,
a circumstance that no doubt caused
the lion to miss the spring.

Wolhuter was unseated. At the same
moment he saw another lion coming
Jfrom the opposite direction. The
horse rushed off, with the first lion
in pursuit, and the second lion picked
Wolbuter up almost before he touched
the ground and gripped him by the
right shoulder in such a position that
he was face up, with his legs and body
| dragging underneath the beast. The
i lion trotted down the path, uttering a
| loud, growling, purring noise.

Wolliuter's sensations were not those
| of Livingstone, who sald he was in o
state of apathy, with entire absence of
pain during the time the lion bad him,
The game ranger suffered terribly,
both mentally and pbysically, and saw
no possible way of escape.

Peculiarities of Lichens.

The lichen is remarkable for the
great age to which it lives, there being
good grounds for believing that the
plants endure for 100 years.

adﬁqire the - English-speaking races,
and turn theis thumbs up as a sign
of gratification whenever they see one
of our fellow-countrymen. "

In spite of the fact that the Im-
perial Government is giving the Chi-
nesg, every possible concession in the
way of education, there is -consider?
able dissatisfaction at being governed
under a regency, China’s last three
monarchs have been babies when they
first came to the throne.- The Chinéso
feel that they are passing through
critical period of their histery, an
that they need especially now a full-
grown man to govern them. For thia
reason, what might be called China’s
“anti-baby”’ feeling is very strong.

Unfair Assessment.

The assessment plan and method of
taxation in the city of Edmonton ap-
pears to attract much attention. Itis
generally Awown as the single tax sys-
tem. Under this plan, land values are
taxed for the full value of the land and
no tax is levied for any improvement in
the way of buildings. The assessment
in Edmonton amounts under this
scheme;, to approximately $30,000,000
with a rate of 17 mills on the dollar.
The owner of a vacant lot is taxed the
same amount as'the. owner of a lot next
to it with a fine house,on it, thus giving
encouragement for tRe building up of
the city, and discouraging the buying of
tand for purely speculatjve purposes.
The system has been foundito work very
well in Edmonton. In Ontario towns,
land held for speculation is not so much
in evidence, but if a farmer erects more
buildings, or a citize improves his
property, up goes his Qgsessment.

J. F. 8., Brunner.—Qu.--A son, after
he was 21, continiued to work for his
father for a number of years without any
definite agreement. The son had the
use of the horse and buggy, together
with board, clothing, and spending mon-
ey; and also whatever money he earned
by working occasionally for others. The
son got married and he and his wife are
living at his father's home. The son
now demands settlement, claims seven
years wages workingas a blacksmith
with his father., Can he legally make
that claim ?

Ans.—In one case a father wrote to|
his son, who had left home, telling him
If he would return and work at home he
would give him fifty acres-of his farm if |

_he got married. The son returped and

remained on the farm, working- Tor his|
father except occassonally.awben he
worked for othér people for wages for

‘himself.” The son, after working for his

father for ‘several years, got married,
and he then brought action” against his
father on the contract for the land, and

the Court. directéd that the father

must makeadced of 50 acres to the
son. 3

his child that if the child will remain and
work at-home he will ‘provide for the
childs 4t his will, Where a definite con-
tract of that kind is shown the courts
may enforce it by giving - the chnld a
claim upon the esstate.” - .

On the other hand, it has been held
that where a son remains at home work-
ing.on the farm and living with his par-
ents, and getting his boardand clothing
and spending money, he is merely stay-
ing there as a member of the family, and
has no claim upen his parents for wages.

A parem is not liable to pay wages to
his'son unless there has been a contract
expressor-implied; between them, that
the son should bg remuneratéd for - his
services. In the pregent case, the son
cannot claim if it was never agreed be-

tween them that the father should pay
him wages.
