HIS CONSTITUENTS

Dundee Cheers Him For His Manly Words--Victory

is Not Far Off —Navy

in Perfect Order---No Re-

criminations, and a Striking Speech.

Dundee, Scotland, June 7.—Winston
Churchill, formerly First Lord of the
Admiralty, who is Chancellor of the
Duchy of Lancaster in the coalition
Cabinet, arrived Saturday at Dundee,
which he represents in the Hovse qf
Commons. He was received enthpsx-
astically at a meeting of his constitu-
ents. He told them he did not come
to make explanations or indulge in re-
proaches or recriminations, for the
only thing he cared about was the
waging of a successful war on the
enemies of Great Britain.

“For four years I have borne heavy
responsibilities, being, according to
the time-honored language of my pat-
ent, responsible to the Crown and
Parliament for all business of the
Admiralty,’ Mr. Churchill said. “When
I say responsible, I was responsible
in the sense that I would have to bear
the blame for everything that occur-
red. These years have comprised the
most important period of our naval
history, a period of preparation for
war. :

“I have dne my best. The archivzs
at the Admiralty still show the part
I played in all the great transactions
that have taken place. To them I
look for my defence.

NAVY IN PERFECT ORDER

“I look also to the general naval
situation. The terrible dangers at the
beginning of the war are over. Every-
thing is in perfect order. Nearly
everything has been forseen. We'
have taken the measure of our foe,
and have only to go fcrward with
confidence.”

Mr Churchill added there were two
statements he wished to make about
the operations at the Dardanelles.!
Heavy losses must be expected on
land and sea. The fleet employ-=d
there was composed of a surplus of
warships after all other needs had
been provided for.

“Those who suppose Earl Kitchener
embarked on these operations without
thoroughly and carefully considering
every requirement inj relation to the
army in France and Flanders are not
only mistaken but are presumptuous.”
he continued. “In looking at our
losses fairly and squarely, we must
not forget the prize for which we ar=
contending.

VICTORY NOT FAR OFF,

“The forces are within a few miles
of a victory such as this war has not
seen; a victory, which, when it comes
will maks amends for all.”

Mr. Churchill said he did not think
the newspapers should attack re-
sponsible leaders of the nation at
home or in the field, or publish any-
thing calculated to make bad blood.
If there were any criticism, it should
be in Parliament. That was a matter
of self preservation,

“What does the nation expect of
the new cabinuet?” he asked. “I will
answer that in one word—action.
That is the demand; that is the need;
action, not hesitation, not discussion
or agitation. The duty lies upon the
government to declare what should
be done, to propose it to Parliament
and stand or fall by the result.”

OURRENDER 10 BRIISH FORCE

“The following further information
has been received from Gen. Sir John
Nixon regarding the operations oa
the Tigris Asiatic Turkey:

“Gen. Townsend, accompanied by
Capt. Nunn and Sir Percy Cox and a
small gunboat flotiila, received the
surrender of the Governor of Amara,
together with some 30 officers and
about 700 soldiers, on June 3. Amara
is now occupied by us in force. The
troops captured comprised advance
guard Turkish forces retiring betore

Gorringe’s column,
which is pursuing the Turkish forces
in their retreat from Persian territory,
The main body following was seen to
disperse into the marshes.

“Our total captures up to date
amount to 70 officers and 2,000 men,
and seven field guns, six naval guns
from the gunboat Marmaris, 12 larg:=
steel barges, one large river steamer,
three small steamers and a consider-
able number of rifles and ammunition
of all kinds. Further surrenders are
expected.

To sum up, the character of
our late sister, I think we would say
that it was the modest-work of a sin-

GREAT GRAIN CROPS

By Special Wire to the Courier,

Rome, June 7.—The government
and the people engaged in farming
are beginning to prepare for harvest-
ing an abundant crop of grain. About
five million acres are to be har-
vested, which under ordinary condi-
tions would require 2,500,000 reapers.
This year, however, it is proposed to
use 10,000 reaping machines, and as
each does the work of 15 people, the
number needed for the harvest is
thereby reduced by 150,000. The use
of the machines also reduces the
length of the reaping time from 20
to twelve days, making a further re-
duction in the number of men re-
quired by another 400,000. The reap-
ers still required will be made up oi
boys and women and men over mili-
tary age, while if absolutely mneces-
sary, the government it is expected,
will allow a certain number of peas-
ant soldiers to return from the front
for this work during the necessary
twelve or fifteen days.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS,

FIVHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter-section of available Dominiou land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Ageney), on eertain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
vears. A homesteader may live wlthin
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required exeept where
residence is performed in the vieinity.

In certain districts a homesteader {im
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three yvears after earning homestead pat-
ent: also H0 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obiained as soon as
homestead patent, ou certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation {8 subject to re-
duction in case of rough, scrubbhy or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted foe
cultivation under certain conditions.

Mr. Henderson, K. C., appeared
with A. M. Harley for the prosecution
and W.McEwen represented defend-
ant Katz.

The firms behind the prosecution
were Morlock Collieries Company;
Seiler Blanchard Company, C. C.

Defendant Katz, who was spoken of

the financial statement was not giv-
en out to induce credit. but in this
| particular, one of his own letters was
entirely contradictory.

After this he admitted receiving
I quantities of coal from firms to which
{ they had been sent, but he could not
! state where the money had gone,
which had been cleared, simply stat-
ing that he left much coal in the com-

| itors $4,500. Katz denied that he

The Visiting Card.

There is probably nothing half so
baffling as the innocent bit of white
cardboard called by common courtesy
the persovnal visiting card. It is more
often anything but a visiting card, hav-
ing fallen into dubious uses as & means
of sending regrets, apologies and in-
troductions, or of representing the
sender herself. It is so easy to send
1 card, much easier than going oneself
or writing a note. It is just correct
enough to let one out of a situation
without eriticism, but there is no sur
plus courtesy. A carl, like charity,
covercth a multitude of social sins.

DBut since cards are a necessary evil,
or blessing, if you choose to call them
so, it is well to know what is ab-
solutely correct. There are variations
in cards from season to season, as in
stationery, but the conservative card
does not change in essentials. It should
be engraved, either in script or old
LEnglish lettering and should bear only
the name of the owner, the address,
if desired and the day at home, if one
follows such a custom. A married
woman uses Mrs. and her husband’s
full name on her visiting card; if a
widow, Mrs.,, her maiden Christian
name and the surname of her deceused
busband. An uhmarried woman uses
Miss and her Christinn names written
out, no initials. If she is the eldest
member of her family, and there is no
danger of confusion, she may use just
the Miss and her surname. A husband
and wife may have a joint card for
use in sending gifts, regrets or ane
nouncing change of residence. Other-
wise it is safer for a man and wife
to use separate cards. Never make the
mistake of using a business card for
socinl purposes.

About Invitations.

Notes of invitations to dinners,
dances, “at bhomes,” garden parties,
ete., are generally written in the third
person and must be answered in simi-
lar style. Sometimes between intimate
friends and for a small dinner party
the note of invitation would be written
in the first person and, of course, the
reply would be worded accordingly.
Luncheon invitations are, as a rule,
sent by notes written in the first per-
son.

Invitations to dinner or luncheon
should always be replied to as soon as
received, whether accepted or refused.
It is usual to state a reason for refusal,
such as indisposition, previous engage-
ment, etc.’ ##°

IFrom five to ten days’ notice is usual-
Iy giren when. sending -invitations for
friendly dinner parties, but for a large
dinner party quite three or four weeks’
notice ig given, so that time is thus
allowed to ask others should any of
the first invited guests refuse.

Guests arrive ten to fifteen minutes
in advance of the actual dinner hour,
and punctuality is most important.

Invitations to balls, dances and gar-
den parties are issued on ordinary *‘at
home™ cards, the form of entertain-
ment provided being written or printed
in the left hand corner of the card.
“R. S. V. . (meaning an answer is
expected) does not appear so frequent-
ly on invitations as formerly, but when
it does an answer should be sent as
early as possible.

When You Go Visiting.

When on a visit to friends it is es-
sential that you make yourself very
agreeable and fall in with the ways of
the house, so that you give no extra
trouble to hostess or servants.

Visitors shake hands with the host
and hostess morning and night and can
do so with any other guests that may
be staying at the house.

Always leave your bedroom as tidy
as possible and so save the housemald
unuecessary work. Letters can be
written in the bedroom, and if the
hostess rests after lunch then visitors
miy retire to their own room or go
for a walk, as they may prefer. i

On the conclusion. of a visit it is
usual to “tip” the servant who has
shown you any special attention. A
lady would *“tip” the housemaid a sum
from $1 to $35, according to length of
stay and attention given. A gentleman
“tips™” the manservant who valets him,
the butler and also the coachman if he
drives him from and to the station.

IFees are never given by guests to
servants after any entertainment, not
even after a private dinner given at a
restaurant or hotel.

THE ANNUAL REPORT

I beg to submit the Annual Report
of the Direc*ors, the General State-
ment of the Bank and the Profit and
T.oss Statement covering Operations
for the past twelve months.

The net profits for the year, after
payment of charges, rebate on dis-
counts, interest on deposits, and mak-
ing full provision for bad and doubt-
ful debts have amounted to $995.43i-
73.

It will be observed that the earn-
ings for the past twelve months are
considerably below those of the pre-
vious fiscal year. They are less by
$223,262.72. A glance at the Balance
Sheet will be helpful in affording a
reason for this shrinkage in profits.

Meansvhile, with regard to their

We have authorized the writing off
of $250,000, against depreciation in
bonds and investments made neces-
sary by the times we are passing
through.

WERE WARMLY WELCOMED

“This is a great country. There are
long stretches of undulatng fields
with no signs to mar their beauty,
trim green hedges and such artistic
farms.

When we got into Devon-
shire harbor the tide was wrong, so
we anchored for the night. Some big
lighters came alongside and took us
all off, and everyone cheered us as
we passel along the river., The
warmth of the welcome made one's
blood tingle. There was no delay ot
the Plymouth station. Troop trains
were all ready and they brought us
to camp comtortably. We got to Exe-
ter just after the troop tram bringing
some of the Royal Scots to Piymouth,
where they were to embark for the
Dardanelles, was wrecked, killing
about 150 of them and injuring 4oc
cdd. We thanked God that this had
not been our fate.”

TO WERE HANGED
N THE SOUARE

Fifty-six Years Ago Two Men
Were Hanged in Victoria
Square.

Very old timers when they awake
this morning reminded their wives,
or anyone else they could get hold of,
that it was fifty-six years ago to-day
that “the niggers were hanged.” Old
timers are just like that. Every land-
mark in connection with this good
burgh is greeted with the remark,
“that was before the mggers were
hung,” or that took place after the
niggers were hung.”

It was on Thursday, April 14th,
1859, that Lancelot Adams, who car-
ried mail between Paris and Brant-
ford was shot to death on the Paris
road about three miles from the city.
Three colored men residing in the
East Ward, after rigid enquiry were
arrested—John Moore, Robert Over
and Joseph Armstrong. When matters
commenced to get hot the last named
turned King’s evidence and after con-
viction the other two confessed and
also admitted that on March 12, 1859,
they had placed an iron rail, a three
inch plank and some fence rails across
the track of the Great Western Rail-
way between Paris and Harrisburg,
with the object of wrecking a mail
train and robbing the passengers. The
kngine, a heavy English one, snapped
cverything in pieces without going
oif the track..

The double hanging took place ir
the open in the centre of Vlctor.m
Square a little aiter nine o’clock in
the morning and thousands had as-
sembled to witness the gruesoms
sight. :

Armstrong got a life sentence 1.
Kingston Penitentiary, but at the end
of twenty years, was set free b_ecause
he helped the guards in quelling an
uprising of the prisoners.

London, June 7.—A semi-official
statement issued at Petrograd, says a

It was a great pity that the game
should go as it did, for as an encoun-
ter between the Scots and the KEng-
lishmen, it was very largely attended,
and the impression leit upon the
minds of the spectators was not, by
any means a desirable one. Football
was out of the question, and as a re-
sult the pastime has received a harl
knock.

The Thistles cannot now pride
themselves that their record has been
well achieved.

Reuter despatch, states that the Rus-
sian transport, Yenicei has been sunk
in the Baltic ‘Sea by a German sub-
| marine, while Russian mines and
,submarings have sunk three German
steamers. The statement follows:

“Reports from observation posts
and from our submarines watching
the coast reveal activity by the enemy
near our coast, especially the ap-
proaches to the Gulf or Riga. Large
enemy warships preceded by torpedo
bcats approached the entrance of the
gulf on the third, but withdrew on
perceiving our fleet. Shortly after-
wards the enemy sent out hydro-aero-
planes which attacked our ships.
These hydro-aeroplane attacks were
without result. Their projectiles miss-
ed our vessels and they were driven
off by our artillery.

The enemy repeated the manoeuvre
on the fourth, but again was frustra-
ted by submarines. At the same time
in the Baltic Sea our transport Yen-
isei was attacked by the enemy’s sub-
marines and sunk, 32 men being saved

“Reports dated the sixth seem 1o
establish that three enemy steamers
were sunk by mines placed in the
route of the enemy, and by the attacks
of our submarines.”

GERMAN 'TRASPORTS SUNK.

London, June 7-—The naval engage-
ment at the entrance to the Gulf of
Riga resulted in the sinking of sev-
eral German transports and one large
vessel not named, says the Petrograd
correspondent of the Times. The Rus-
sians lost one auxiliary ship.

It is surmised, the correspondent
says, that a majority of the German
ships hitherto concentrated at Kiel,
came out into the Baltic, but the bat-
tle squadrons apparently were not en-
gaged. It is believed in Petrograd
that the Germans will repeat their at-
tempt to land troops on the Russian
coast.

PESSIISTIC NOTE
OVER PRZEMYOL

Zurich Warning
Against Over-estimating the
Victory in Galicia.

Paper Issues

By Special Wire to the Courler.

London, June 7—A Reuter despatch
from Zurich says that the Austrian
papers received there sound a note of
warning against over-estimating the
importance of the Austro-German vic-
tory in Galicia,

A war correspondent of the Zeit,
telegraphs that the fall of Przemysl
does not mean a decision in the great
battle in eastern Galicia, but is only
an important part of it

“The Rusians,” adds the correspond-
ent, “have proved themselves stubborn
fighters and they also have large re-
serves of fresh troops.

“General Linsingen’s army still has
tremendous obstacles to overcome in
an advance to the Dniester.”

The military expert of the
reie Press, Vienna, says:

“The losses the Russians have sus-
tained during the war are enormous
but their reserves are enormous.”

He recalls how, after previous de-
feats, the Russians resumed the ot-
fensive.

Ottawa, June 7.—Quick work was
accomplished by General Sam Hughes
on Saturday in running down the un-
founded report from Berlin that Brig-
adier-General Turner, V.C. was a
prisoner, and that damaging papers
had been found on his person. Gen.
Hughes was in New York on Satur-
day and at breakfast read the de-
spatch regarding General Turner. He
immediately wired his secretary at
Ottawa to get into touch with the
Canadian headquarters at the front
and secure the facts. This was done
expeditiously. A cable was sent Col.
Carrick, M.P., who investigated and
promptly replied: “Turner well and
with his brigade.” The cable was sent
on to Gen. Hughes at New York, but
he had left. It reached him, however,
at Poughkeepsie on the way back.
The whole thing was accomplished
inside of 12 hours, and the first to be
notified that the report was a pure
German fabrication was Mrs. Turner,
wife of the General.
