He was one of those 
drafted a short time ago from Eng­
land to the front, and his wounding, 
reported this morning, indicates that 
a portion at least of the 125th bat­
talion, has received its baptism of 
fire.

London, Oct. 27.—Ten German 
torpedo boat destroyers attempted to 
raid the British cross-dhannel trans­
port service last night, but the at­
tempt failed, says an official state­
ment issued by the British admiralty 
to-day. Two of the German destroy­
ers were sunk and the others were 
driven off. The' German destroyers 
succeeded in sinking one empty 
transport, the Queen. All the. mem­
bers of her crew were saved.

One British torpedo boat destroy­
er, thé Flirt, is missing, the British 
statement adds, and another destroy­
er, the Nubian, was disabled by a 
torpedo and ran aground. Nine mem­
bers bf the crew of the Flirt 
saved.

”H. M. Torpedo Boat Destroyer 
Flirt, Lieutenant Richard P. Kellett, 
R.N., is missing, and it is feared she 
may be lost, but nine of the crew 
have been saved.

“H. M. Torpedo Boat Destroyer 
Nubian, Commander Montague Ber­
nard, R.N., w^s disabled by a tor­
pedo and taken In tow, but owing to 
the bad weather the tow parted and 
she has grounded.”

Rome, Oct. 26. —via Paris. Oct. 27 

—A fight between an Italian dirig­
ible airship and an Austrian aero­
plane at a height of more than three 
miles over the Albanian coast, re­
sulting in the areoniane being shot 
down and the dirigible afterwards 
being destroyed by its own officer in­
side the Austrian lines, was told to­
day when King Victor Emmanuel 
conferred medals for valor on three 
members of the Italian air corps. On 
the morning of October 12, while off 
the Austrian coast, an Italian dirig­
ible piloted by , Captain Ecole, with 
Captain Corbelli and Captain Albino 
as observers, was surprised and at­
tacked at a height of 16,000 feet by 
an Austrian aeroplane.

ing the observers and disabling Er- 
cole’s left arm. F.rcole, however, ac­
cording to the official account, suc­
ceeded in overcoming the aeroplane 
and in killing the pilot, but the dir­
igible was obliged to land thirty 
miles within the enemy lines.

Bucharest, cOt. 27.—via Lon­
don—Russo Roumanian troops 
are engaged in successful fight­
ing along the Ronmanian- 
Tvansylvania frontier, according 
to to-day's war office announce­
ment. Austro-German attacks in 
the Tulghees and Bicoz regions 
and in the Trotus valley were 
repulsed, while in the Uzul val­
ley the Roumanian advance is 
continuing.

Heavy losses were sustained 
by the Teutonic troops which 
vainly attacked in the region of 
Drsgoslavelc, adds the official 
statement, which also chronicles 
the continuation of the'fighting 
In the Predeal region and ■ an­
nounces a withdrawal of the de­
fensive forces towards the 
southern Transylvania frontier 
in the Jiul valley.
