Canadian Army Headquarters in France, Aug. 10.—Under the protection of a 

heavy barrage shortly after four o’clock Thursday looming, raiding parties on a 
front of over two thousand yards penetrated the enemy’s positions in the Cite du 
Moulin and St. Laurent sectors returning with several prisoners.

The raiders on a large part of the front attacked passed over the enemy first line 
and support trenches which were found to be lightly held and in bad condition.

A number of the enemy subterranean shelters were demolished, but nothing is 
known as to the fate of their occupants.

Our men returned to their own trenches with manifest reluctance. Some of them 
said they would have had no difficulty in pushing forward into the streets of Lens.

The troops engaged were from Ontario. Their casualties were slight.
At some points the trenches were found to have been pounded out of all resem­

blance of defensive positions. Many dugouts were also seen that had been blown in 
by our heavy guns.

victory.

Therefore the fact that in Vatican 
circles faith in Austro-German vic­
tory seems lately to have been en­
tirely under-mined, says the paper, 
is taken to mean that accounts of 
serious internal difficulties, against 
which both the Central Empires, but 
especially Austria, are now strug­
gling. have been received here corro­
borating reports which have long cir­
culated in Entente countries, but 
which, though often repeated, left 
the general public incredulous.

> Have a Heart—Medley One-Step To The Mayor and Aldermen of the 
City of Brantford.

Gentlemen,—In presenting this 
report, I regret exceedingly the neces­
sity of referring even .briefly to 
the campaign of vinification and fal­
sehood which has been conducted 
throughtout our city, in connection 
with the purchase and sale of pota­
toes by the Municipality.

So far as the false insinuations 
which have been made against myself 
personally are concerned, I propose 
to pay no attention to them what­
ever. The matter was not a pbrsonal 
one in any sense, but was rather an 
honest effort *C fulfill the duties of 
my position as an Alderman and to 
do something tangible in the inter­
ests of the people. The remarks may 
have been aimed at me personally, 
but the object, in my opinion, was to 
discourage any future effort of this 
nature, by tjie Municipality. As to 
whether it fiias been successful In its 
purpose is a matter the people will 
have to settle for themselves. Cer­
tainly. if we are sincere in our des­
ires to reduce the cost of living, 
something further along this line 
will have to be considered by the 
Council, as the opportunity arises.

Before proceeding further, it may 
be well to refer to a reply made to 
Aid. Bragg at the last Council meet­
ing, wherein I stated that “If there

We immediately made arrange­
ments to purchase two ears, one from 
the West and one from New Bruns­
wick. The Western car to cost $3.65 
per bag and the N. B. car to cost 
$4.27 per bag. Here is where some 
unknown antagonistic influence be­
gan to work, with the result that 
this Western car never arrived in 
Brantford. The explanations given 
by the shipper were very unsatisfac­
tory.

THE DOCTRINE OF DYNAMITE

It is re­
lated that Sir Robert has not paid 
any attention to these documents, 
and that he has just thrown them a- 
side. Neither has he asked for any

THE LEADERS CONFER

Ottawa, Aug. 10.—The action of 
the Liberal convention at Winnipeg 
in voicing its admiration for Sir Wil­
frid Laurier and in further indicat­
ing its intention by declining to in­
clude compulsory military service in 
its “war” resolution, even with the 
qualification, “if necessary,” has oc­
casioned no great surprise in politi­
cal circles here. Dismay it certainly 
has not brought to several members 
who see in it the forecast of a fight 
at the approaching general election 
on a clear-cut issue,
Liberalism opposing any resort to 
compulsion for the purpose of main­
taining the strength of the Canadian 
forces overseas. Reports received 
here indicate that the convention was 
handpicked by the Liberal machines 
in the provinces concerned, and that 
the result was a foregone conclus­
ion. The significance of the conven­
tion lies in the fact that it had be­
come necessary to call it in order to 
discuss the status of the titular head 
of the party, that that subject was 
only raised after considerable nego­
tiation outside the convention itself 
and that the resolution as finally ad­
opted merely expressed admiration 
for Sir Wilfrid and avoided refer­
ence to his views. This fact, it is 
felt here, may causé any jubilation 
felt by conscriptionist Liberals over 
the result to be short lived.

Not Destroy Reorganization.
The outcome of the convention will 

probably stiffen the resolution of 
conscriptionist Liberals throughout 
the country to support the Govern­
ment which has enunciated that 
policy. It may diminish the chances 
of the organization of a Union Gov­
ernment such as was previously con­
templated. It will not, however, it 
is said, destroy the possibility of a 
reorganization which will give re­
presentation to elements outside the 
Conservative party which are in fav­
or of compulsory military service and 
Canada’s participation in the war un­
til victory is attained.

In this connection there were va­
ried reports in circulation in the 
corridors of Parliament regarding a 
luncheon party at Rideau Hall yes­
terday. The guests of the Duke of 
Devonshire were Sir Robert Borden, 
Sir George Foster, Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier, Hon. Geo. P. Graham, Sir Lomer 
Gouin, Lord Shaughnessy- and Sir 
Clifford Sifton. Regarding what 
transpired at the gathering the ut­
most reticence is, or course, preser­
ved.

There were rumors, however, that 
the political situation, the possibility 
of coalition and of extending the 
term of Parliament in order to- 
avoid a general election at the pres­
ent time were formally discussed. 
Whether or not further political de­
velopments will flow from that dis­
cussion it is impossible, to state now. 
The Government is known to have 
certain amendments to the Fran­
chise Act under consideration but 
whether or not they will be of 
sweeping character had not 
announced. Petitions have been re­
ceived from a number of women s 
organizations opposing the extension 
of the franchise to women generally. 
These petitions express the onimon 
that the vote should be conferred 
only upon the female members of the 
families of men who have gone t> 
the front. The bill to amend the 
soldiers voting act will, it Is expect­
ed, be introduced to-morrow. It will 
provide machinery for polling the 
votes of an army overseas which has 
Increased since the original act was 
passed from about 30,000 to 300,000

Everyone 
was on the best of terms with every 
one else, and most of all with the 
women workers, hundreds of them, 
marching proudly by with floating 
banners. It was Women’s Daÿ in 
London, and the greatest enthusiasm 
came from the men in khaki, and 
those in the familiar faded blue hos­
pital garb,

Women began to gather on the 
Victoria enbankment soon after two 
o’clock. They came in groups of five 
or ten first taking their places in 
their appointed sections and prepar­
ed for a long wait, as the procession 
was booked to start at 3.30. There 
were women in simple white gowns, 
women in nursing garb, in the over­
alls of the munitioners, and the 
khaki of the Women’s Reserve Am­
bulance. There were sad and worn 
elderly women, with husbands or sons 
in German prisons.

No section came in for so muen 
notice and chaff—which was return­
ed with interest—as the party of 
railway engine cleaners, rigged up 
in dark blue dungaree trousers and 
smock to match. Many of the wo­
men had hastened down from their 
morning shift, without having had a 
moment to spare for a brush up.

One young girl had come along 
without her working gear. New dun­
garees were found in the wagon near 
by, but the lassie found something

Petrograd, Aug. 10—Premier Ker­

ensky has succeeded in constructing 
his Cabinet. It is perhaps as strong 
as could be expected in the circum­
stances, when differences of opinion 
on questions of principle had to be 
sacrificed to obtain an outward sem­
blance of unity. ,

Kerensky has now a clean slate 
whereon he can write the future of 
Russia. The task is one of immense 
difficulty in face of the lack of disci­
pline in the army, the agrarian ques­
tion, and the financial, economic, 
transport and food crisis. The work 
requires a Colossus, for not only has 
the work to be done, but the imple­
ments wherewith to do it have to be 
forged.

The first question before the Pro­
visional Government now is armed 
dictatorial powers on the basis of 
the declaration and1 réintroduction of 
discipline and order in the army. 
Kerensky fully realizes the situation, \ 
and will give this all his attention, i 
With the exception of the extremist > 
rump still vocal in the conferences i 
of the Workmens ahd Soldiers’ Dele- 1 
gates, the whole country knows that 
this is a primary necessity. Com- 
mander-in-Chief Korniloff has large 
Dowers to this end, and if insufficient 
he is not the man to “wait and see.” 
If necessary he will obtain the au­
thority. The state of the armv war­
rants great anxiety, but not despair. 
If the new Provisional Government 
will exchange party for patriotism 
and give Kerensky the support he de­
serves, it is yet possible to pull the 
situation out. The Cadet party con­
sented to four of its members enter­
ing the 'Government as private indi­
viduals and not as representatives of 
the party.

Two points stand out in the forma­
tion of the Cabinet. One is the inclu­
sion of Avksentiev, leader of Peas­
ants’ delegates, as Minister of the 
Interior.
decision to remain outside with Ker­
ensky’s full approval. He will re­
main the connecting link between the 
Provisional Government and the 
Workmen’s and Soldiers’ Delegates.

Winnipeg, Aug. 9.—The close of 
the great Liberal convention here to­
day found Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
preme in the official Liberal party, 
but it is a question of dispute as to 
how far that faction represents the 
Wews of the Liberals of the West. 
His endorsation was far from unani- 
mous, as abolit fifteen per cent, of 
the delegates openly avowed their 
hostility to his leadership by refusing 
to support the resolution endorsing 
his record The resolution endorses 
his record to date, but only expresses 
a hope that it may be satisfactory in 
the future. It was the addresses of 
the provincial Premiers more than 
the resolution of confidence that 
stamped Sir Wilfrid as the leader of 
the Liberal party in the West.

tions, to come into effect at oncç, for 
restricting the use of beef, bacon 
and white bread in public eating 
places, and for prohibiting the use 
of wheat in the distillation or manu­
facture of alcohol have been pro­
mulgated by order-in-Council at the 
instance of the Food Controller. The 
serving of beef and bacon is pro­
hibited on Tuesdays and Fridays, 
and at more than one meal on any 
other day. Substitutes such as corn 
bread, oatcake, potatoes, etc., must 
be provided at every meal at 
which white bread Is served. uXider 
the order the expression “bacon” in­
cludes cured (either pickled orr 
smoked) sides, backs, hams and any 
portion of what is termed, in the 
trade, Wiltshire sides.

No Wheat for Alcohol
The regulation relating to the use 

of wheat in the manufacturé of' al­
cohol reads; “No person shall fuse 
any wheat in the distillation or 
manufacture of alcohol unless such 
alcohol is to be used for manufactur­
ing or munitions purposes unless 
such person has obtained a license 
therefore from the Food Controller 
for'Canada. No fee shall be payable 
for any such license."

Heavy penalties are provided un­
der the order for violation of the re­
gulations. In the case of public eat­
ing places, the proprietor or mat- 
agerv and any clerk, employe or ser­
vant violating any of the said)regu­
lations shall be guilty of an offence 
and shall be liable upon summary 
conviction for the first offence, to a 
penalty not exceeding one hundred 
dollars and not less than twenty-five 
dollars, and to each subsequent of­
fence to a penalty not exceeding five 
hundred dollars and not less than 
one hundred dollars, or to imprison­
ment for a term not exceeding 
three months, or to both fine and 
imprisonment.

Any person violating any of the 
provisions of the regulation relating 
to the use of wheat in the distilla­
tion or manufacture of alcohol shall 
be guilty of an offence and shall be 
liable upon summary conviction to a 
penalty not exceeding five thousand 
dollars.^ The ordey-in-Council is 
based o"n the final recommendations 
of the Food Consumption Control 
Committee, which was recently ap­
pointed by the Food Controller.
