VTests of the Police Doctors of the 
London Courts.

Mr. Plowden, the celebrated Lon­
don magistrate, is always listened to 
with interest, and his latest opinion 
is attracting more than usual atten­
tion. In dismissing a taxi-cab driver 
who was charged with being drunk, 
he said he was not much influenced 
by the tests made by doctors ut police 
stations.

Not long ago he was called upon -to 
try a man charged with being drunk, 
where the doctor’s test had been to 
make the man stand with his feet 
together, clasp his hands behind his 
head, and close his eyes. The doctor 
pointed out tha,t the man, being 
drunk, reeled and had to be support­
ed, bu,t the magistrate doubted even 
his own power of maintaining • his 
equilibrium under such a complicated 
test, and dismissed the case.

A favorite test of Sobriety with po­
lice doctors is to make the accused 
person repeat some word or words, 
their inability to do so correctly be­
ing considered proof of drunkenness; 
but here, again, is a, test which, if 
taken as final, could be made to prove 
the most sober person drunk, for 
there are words which few people can 
pronounce correctly with ease.

This, no doubt, was the view taken 
by the magistrate in dismissing a 
chauffeur who had come under the 
eye of the police, and failed to pro­
nounce “asterisk” after six attempts.

Not so fortunate, however, was the 
man who was tested with the lines: 

.“When Britain first at Heaven’s com­
mand Arose from out the azure main.” 
He failed at “azure mein,” as well 
he might; but that was only a part 
oi his ordeal—a preliminary trot, one 
might say. What sealed his doom— 
three shillings or five days—was the 
difficulty he experienced in touching 
his nose with his forefinger when he 
was standing with his feet together 
and eyes closed.

A far simpler and, it must be ad­
mitted, more conclusive proof of in­
sobriety is the inability to fasten one’s 
clothes.

At the risk of wearying the shareholders and the public generally with 
a repetition of the warning given at al most every Annual Meeting of the 
Corporation of the great danger incurred in the indiscriminate granting of 
charters and licenses to companies de signalling themselves ‘‘trust'’ com­
panies, but many of which are really brought into existence primarily for 
the purpose of selling their stock in order to obtain funds for speculation in 
real estate and the promotion of speculative enterprises generally, 1 must 
continue to place warnings on record. Were it not that many of these 
companies—more particularly in the Northwestern Provinces—have equal, 
if not greater, powers conferred on them to act as Executor, Administrator, 
Trustee, etc., etc., than companies th at are legitimately confining them­
selves to the performance of duties primarily and specially devolving upon 
trust companies, fault might not be found with the improper and mislead­
ing designation of “trust” companies. So long as they are not entrusted 
with the management of estates and the investment of trust funds it per­
haps would make little difference wi th a discerning man in the appoint­
ment of an Executor and Trustee.

A sale of our former premises was made shortly after we vacated at 
a net profit over the book value of $95,618.74.

I have pleasure in reporting that after over nine months’ occupation 
of our new offices we find them in all respects well suited for the Corpor­
ation’s purposes, both in regard to location, interior arrangement and gen­
eral equipment.

Although we have received excellent offers for the purchase of the 
premises on Melinda street east of our present building, and wihich were 
included in the original purchase by the Corporation, the Board decided 
to retain and rent this property, so that it might be available for any fu­
ture extensions to the Head Office that may be required.

The Shareholders will doubtless be interested to learn that the Cor­
poration has been successful in providing itself with a much-needed Head 
Office that in architectural beauty and construction is quite up to the best 
standards, either here or in the United States, and at the same time pro­
duces a fair interest return upon the capital expenditure. The entire 
space on the upper floors was readily leased to high-class tenants at a 
rent which, added to a sum equal toless than $1.50 per superficial foot 
which we charge ourselves for the-ground floor, basement and first 
floor, produces a riet return of 5 percent, on the investment, or a net re­
turn of approximately 6 per cent, if we include the rents derived from 
our Safe Deposit Vaults.

So much for our new building.

Coming now to a review of the general operations of the Corporation 
for the past year, after reviewing the very elaborate statements which have 
been laid on the table, it will. I think, only be necessary in my remarks to 
summarize the more salient points in connection with the year's operations.

The Corporation has now passed the fifty million dollars record in its 
assets as the residum under its care the actual amount being $53,852,564.15, 
or an increase over the preceding year of close upon $9,000,000.

During the year the Corporation made permanent mortgage and deben­
ture investments authorized under the Act, or by the respective instruments 
appointing the Corporation, of over $6,000,000, as against $4,750,003 for 1912 
It will be observed from the statements placed before you that there is 
close upon $T,000,000 cash on hand in the various banks, only a portion of 
which, however, is subject to investment, and for this amount there were 
sufficient loans in the Solicitor's hands at the end of the year.

The character of our loans in the Province of Ontario may be judged 
from the fact that out of mortage investments aggregating $14,081,723.21 
94.40 per cent, of the interest was paid as at 31st December, 1912, and a 
large portion of the 5.60 per cent, arrears has since been paid. Respecting 
mortgage investments in the Northwest Provinces, it will be obvious that 
they cannot be judged on the same lines its Ontario loans, for the reason 
-that-iiitere6t-ou~4a«M-4oaus-js-payable-anmiaIly, and interest payments de­
pend very largely upon weather conditions and means of transportation. 
Even with these conditions, out of $6,331,067 invested in the Provinces of 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta, interest to the amount of 73 per cent 
has been paid as at 31st December, 1912, and large collections have been 
made since that date. * !

The interest, dividends, rents, andgen^al income collected by the Cor­
poration on the assets under its care during- the past twelve months 
amounted to close upon $3,000,000, as compared with $2,643.004.02 in the 
preceding year, or an increase of about $350,000.

The compensation received for the management of estates for the year, 
as fixed by the courts or by special arrangement with the beneficiaries, 
amounted to $195,593. as against $167,909 in the previous year, or an in­
crease of $27,684.14. While this compensation in the aggregate may appear 
considerable, it represents approximately only two-fifths of one per cent of 
th value of the Trusts and Agencies under the control of the Corporation.

I think f can safely assert that there is no business of a monetary or 
commercial character which necessitates the employment on its staff of a 
larger percentage of skilled and properly trained employes than a company 
having the care and management of estates and trusts. A trust company 
must at all times be prepared to take over and effectively administer assets 
of every description, which can only be properly done by having in the ser­
vice men who have acquired thorough practical experience a thorough know­
ledge of almost every branch of industrial and commercial activity. During 
its career the Corporation has been called upon to conduct or supervise 
and wind up such business as, for instance, wholesale groceries, dry goods, 
general stores, timber limits and mills, cement plants, contracting enter­
prises of all kinds, manufactories, elevators, hotels, summer resorts, 
farms, drug stoves, livery stables, stock broking, etc.

Keeping this in mind. I think it will be admitted that the cost, viz., 
$216.007.22 of managing and administering the large mass of business un­
der the care of the Corporation (now amounting to over $50,000.000) is 
quite moderate, it being considerably less.than one-half of one percent on 
the business in hand. Of this amount the expenditures for the inspection 
and oversight of properties alone amounted to close upon $20,000.

The foregoing figures as to compensation and cost of management very 
plainly indicate that the compensation allowed for the care and manage­
ment of a trust companvV assets of a fiduciary- nature can only show a 
reasonably profitable r turn through the accumulation of a large volume of 
business. That, at any rate, is the experience of this Corporation, for as a 
matter of fact, v c are now only beginning to derive a fair profit from the 
management our Trust and Agency business, apart from our investments 
of capital Slid guaranteed funds.

From the printed statements which have been placed in the hands of 
the Shareholders it will be observed that the net profits for the year 
amounted to $233,915.93, as against $198,3-5.42 last year, and they further 
show that we have carried to Profit and Less Account the surplus profit 
on the sale of our old office premises on Yonge street, namely $95,618.74: 
that wc have credited that account with the premiums received on the new 
stock issue of $ 250.000.00. amounting to $213,746.50, making a total of $614,-

Out of this amount your Directors declared and. paid four quarterly divi­
dends at the rate of ten per cent per annum, amounting to $110.892.38 :

The origin of the ancient old world 
Junk, like all things Chinese, is in­
volved in some obscurity, but its first 
model seems to have been a Chinese 
conception of some huge marine mon­
ster. The teeth which are usually 
shown lu all the terrors of ferocity on 
the bow denote the mouth. Long 
boards running aft from the bow, both 
to port and to starboard, represent the 
awe Inspiring jaws. The sails are tins, 
while the tail waving aloft, an appen­
dix which all properly constituted 
dragons of the sea mnst certainly have. 
Is denoted in the high stern. But rfiost 
ot these characteristics have lost much 
of their significance in recent years, 
with the one exception of the eyes, 
which are always painted on the masts. 
Captain John is loath to part with 
them, for, as he warily exclaims:

"No have eye, no can see; no can see, 
no can go.”

John Chinaman, shipbuilder, wb^n 
be takes a notion to build oue ot ms 
Junks does not bother himself much 
about plans and specifications. Give 
him the model. Then be will lay his 
lines off on the floor or on an open 
space of ground and build his ship as 
he goes along by the simple rule of 
thumb. Considering the result he has 
attained, he is no doubt convinced of 
the superiority of his method over ev­
ery other. Kir, teak and pine are the 
woods he uses in his construction.

The seams of the hull are caulked 
with rattan shavings and "payed” with 
a cemeut of oil and gypsum. The 
whole of the hull is well tarred, while 
the upper works are smeared with 
wood oil. Then comes a final coat of 
paint—green, blue, white, red—in fact 
any color but yellow, which must be 
reserved for the many flags the com­
pleted ship will carry to proclaim her 
nationality.

When it comes to equipments, they 
seem antiquated compared with the 
ones we employ. The windlass is an 
elongated, barrel shaped roller extend­
ing across the broad bow, on either 
side of which is arranged a series of 
fixed spokes bearing a strong resem­
blance to a wheel without a tire. From 
this is hung great teakwood anchors 
iwith iron bound flukes and cables of 
coir or bamboo rope. This ingenius 
contrivance is capable of being oper­
ated by either hand or foot.

In the way of sail the style depends 
on whether you are in north or south 
China. Among the northern Chinese a 
long mainmast carrying short lug sails 
is found. In the southern country the 
sails are generally of woven mat strips 
sewed into a single sheet and provided 
with yards at the top and bottom. The 
bamboo ribs crossing it serve to keep 
the hoops on the mast in place and en­
able the boatmen to haul the sail close 
on the wind. This mainsail is the chief 
dependence, though sometimes a 
“driver” is placed on the taffrail and a 
small sail near the bow. But bowsprits 
are not considered at all necessary by 
John Chinaman.

In the matter of rigging we find John 
quite familiar with everything he re­
quires. Halyards, sheets and braces 
are used as with us. His blocks, though 
larger, are not as shapely and are 
fewer in number. Clumsy as the rud­
der appears, it is so contrived as to re­
quire little effort to manipulate it, fot 
wily John has understood the principles 
ot a balanced rudder and centerboard 
for centuries. The inboard end resem­
bles Just what it is intended to repre­
sent—a huge oar handle—and is so cun­
ningly rigged with guys and whips that 
it makes our own stiff jointed wheel 
and shorj helm a poor alternative, 
i His compass card is stationary. The 
needle swings on its pivot and points 
contrarily to the south pole. With 
twenty-four divisions and some 2,000 
minor points or degrees on this faith­
ful guide, John insists on referring to 
bis course as E. S. or the wind blow­
ing from the W. N. How he would dis­
arrange such complex compass bear­
ings as B. by N. % E. or N. W. by N. Y, 
N. can be left to an imagination suffi­
ciently vivid to embrace such a calam­
ity.
i In the arrangement of his ship John 
again exhibits his consistency by be­
ginning wrong end foremost—that is, 
considering the matter from our view­
point His provisions are carried 
above deck and aft Instead of for­
ward and below. The crew eat and 
eleep near the stern. The passengers 
are accommodated io the forward end 
i In China there is no Plimsoll mark 
and no government inspector ready to 
check off the number of passengers 
as they go aboard. Neither Is there 
any Instance opon such requirements 
as life belts, tire appliances and life­
boats. When everything is ready John 
starts forth on bis voyage feeling safe 
in the happy possession of his pratique 
or clearance papers, whereby lie is 
commanded to refrain from many prac 
tires. These include about everything 
from smuggling to ttie carrying ot 
Stinkpots. This pratique also com­
mends his soul to the gods and bids 
him an affectionate farewell and 
wishes for a safe passage—Norman 
W. Browne In New York Post.

Should women take a daily cold 

bath? The question is discussed at 
some length in Dr. Elizabeth Sloan 
Chesser’s book, "Perfect Hea'lth for 
Women and Children.” Dr. Chesser 
has no doubt that a daily bath with 
plenty of soap, brisk friction, and 
rubbing down with a bath towel 
should be adopted by every 
who wants to be,healthy. But what 
of the cold bath? 
advisable? Some women enjoy it, 
and these can safely indulge in the 
stimulating effect of a cold plunge, 
even when the weather is freezing.

“But there is no virtue in its so- 
called ‘hardening’ effect for the 
pie who are miserable, depressed, 
shivery after forcing themselves in 
mistaken martyrdom,, to take a cold 
bath.

One half pound of mild cheese, one 
egg, two rounding tablespoonfuls of 
butter, two level teaspoonfuls of flour, 
two cupfuls of milk, one half tea- 
spoonful of salt, red pepper to taste, 
hot toast or large soda crackers.

Cut the cheese into small pieces, 
put it in a saucepan with the butter 
and place it on the stove to melt 
slowly. In another saucepan scald the 
milk and pour into it the egg, flour 
and salt, which have been beaten to­
gether. Let this mixture cook, stir­
ring constantly, until it is perfectly 
smooth, then pour the cream mixture 
into the melted cheese and butter. 
Beat the combined mixtures vigor­
ously with the egg beater, then add 
the red pepper. Serve on hot toast or 
large soda crackers which have been 
browned slightly in the oven. The 
secret of the success of this receipe 
lies in the proper careful combining 
of the two mixtures.

This readiness to jutbp when hooked 
distinguishes the lively spring salmon 
from the more sluggish run of ati 
autumn fish, which rarely clears the 
water in its efforts to throw out the 
maddening hook.

R. J. Turner, in an interesting ar­
ticle in the Lopdon Academy headto 
“Turkey’s Treasure House,” discusses ’ 
the marvelous collection of jewels 
and curiosities that are in a corner 
of the old Blachern Palace, known 
as the treasury.

“Here, in all conscience,” says Mr. 
Turner, “is loot enough alone to jus­
tify a triumphal entry into the ancient 
city of Çonstantine and to make the 
mouths Water of the Bulgarian or Ser­
vian hosts if they were permitted to 
cross the threshold of the treasure 
chamber.

“In the time of Abdul Hamid ac­
cess to this veritable cave of Abdullah 
was difficult to obtain. Ambassadorial 
intercession in the case of Europeans 
was necessary, and not always suc­
cessful. Since the advent of Mahmud 
and the Young Turk, viewing privi­
leges have been extended, but the 
signature of the grand vizier is still 
necessary to insure the unlocking of 
the famous portals.

"The procedure for a private view is 
quite an affair. After passing the sen­
tries at the gate of the old palace and 
reporting one’s arrival in the court­
yard, a stately procession of befezzed 
and frock-coated officials, headed by 
a venerable Bede, issues from a side 
building. The guard comes to atten­
tion. Before the huge key is inserted 
in the lock \he seal of the door is 
broken by the venerable one and care­
fully borne away. A distinct effort is 
required to turn the lock. The door 
opens only to reveal another barrier 
which is as solemnly unlocked. The 
black-coated procession flows in and 
takes up strategic positions.

“The most striking object that meets 
the eye is the famous jeweled throne 
of one of the Sultan’s ancestors. This, 
as well as a smaller throne in the 
same glass case, is thickly incrusted 
with pearls, diamonds and rubies. It 
would be difficult to estimate the 
number of stones, some of which are 
of a fair size, but there must be many 
thousands, and the effect on the wal­
nut-colored wood is barbaric in the 
extreme. Its value is estimated at 
from one to two millions sterling. 
Here and there one sees a vacant set­
ting, whence the stone has disappear­
ed, probably passing into the posses­
sion of some nimble fingered favorite 
of the Sultan.

“Ranged around the room in cases 
is a long line of figures of Sultans in 
their jeweled robes and turbans. Some 
of the vestments are literally stiff with 
precious stones, while to fasten the 
aigret of the turban a stupendous 
emerald or ruby is invariably utilized. 
An idea of the size of the ordinary 
run of thé stones may be grasped by 
looking at half a small sized hen’s egg 
placed on end.

‘The scabbard of each warrior's 
scimitar is elaborately incrusted with 
similar stones, with a specially large 
one on the top of the hilt. The col­
lection of swords, is magnificent, but 
it is when one comes to study the 
daggers that one realizes the huge for­
tunes embedded in such weapons. In 
some cases the entire haft is compos­
ed of one stone—an emerald or a ruby, 
as the case may be—that is to say, a

. building told of the work that was 
going on, and spoke well of the man­
agement at the head of the company.

“Come on 
outside and we will show you some 
more,” said the two obliging gentle­
men. Outside was quite a large piece 
of ground besides the studio. “Of 
course we work over at our property 
at Johnstone’s Point during the win­
ter ae well as in the summer,” they 
explained, “but if we want a street 
scene or a log cabin or anything like 
that which wè cannot conveniently 
find, we simply have it laid out here 
to suit ourselves.”

"Canadian winter sports are unique 
and" exciting and are unknown in al- 
mv:t every country except in Norway 
or Sweden,” said the producer. “The 
atmosphere here is clear and condu­

cive to good photography. We are 
making a feature of Canadian films, 
Canadian history, industries, cus­
toms peculiar to this country, winter 
scenes, etc., and our market is ail 
over the world. The demand for Cana­
dian made films is almost as strong in 
Russia, Germany, France and other 
European countries as it is in all 
parts of Great Britain ^ and the Unit­
ed States. And best of all, our pic­
tures will show the British flag, some­
thing entirely new in the world ol the 
silent drama.”

six years from date of homestead- 
entry (including the time required to 
earn homestead patent), and culti­
vate 50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted 
his homestead right, and cannot ob­
tain a pre-emption may enter for a 
purchased homestead in certain dis­
tricts, price $3.00 per acre. Duties— 
Must reside six months in each of 
three years cultive-e fifty acre* and 
erect a house worth $300.00.

TO BEAUTIFY OTTAWA.

Comprehensive Scheme of New Gov­
ernment Buildings Planned.

The Dominion Government has 
adopted a comprehensive and careful­
ly matured scheme for the further 
beautification of Parliament Hill in 
connection with the erection of the 

departmental buildings on the 
high banks of the Ottawa Biver, to 
the west of the present main block. 
The plans have reached the point 
where the architects have decided on 
grouping of the new buildings, with 
the splendid landscape scheipe and 
viste fronting on Wellington street. 
The work is being planned by Mr. 
Edward White of London, Eng., as­
sisted by Mr. Todd of Montreal, one 
of Canada’s best known architectural 
artists. The Government will shortly 
call for a general competition of 
British and Canadian architects to 
submit plans based on this general 
design. It is probable that substan­
tial cash prizes will be offered for the 
best five or six models, having re­
gard both for architectural beauty and 
utility as departmental buildings. The 
final design adopted will probably not 
be known for some months, and ac­
tual work of construction may pos­
sibly not begin till next year. The 
new buildings will house the Depart­
ment of Justice, the Supreme Court 
and various other departmental 
branches now scattered in rented 
buildings throughout the city.

The cost will probably run up tc 
three or four millions. About one 
million has already been paid for the 
site, which is now occupied by stores 
and residences to the west of Bank 
street, and between Wellington street 
and the river on the north.

The site originally selected for the 
buildings, fronting on Major’s 

Hill Park, to the east of the present 
East block, and north of the Chateau 
Laurier, will, under the new plan, be 
the site of the new Customs house 
the construction of which is expect­
ed to commence shortly.

The Government is now considering 
a general plan for the beautification 
of Parliament Hill and the capital 
generally, with a view of making the 
“Washington of the North,” so far as 
possible under conditions which have 
already grown up, the ideal city of the 
continent from an architectural and 
scenic viewpoint. It will probably 
take some years to carry out gradu­
ally the general scheme of parks and 
vistas in the central part of the city 
now contemplated. The proposal is 
under the special supervision of Hon. 
Geo. E. Parley, who is doing his ut- 

: most to make the other members of 
the Government enthusiastic, with a 
view to taking action before en­
croaching commercialism makes fur­
ther inroads.

It Won the French Author a Big Price 
For a Little Poem.

Francois Buloz, the founder and 
editor of Che famous French journal, 
La Revue des Deux Mondes, was by 
no means celebrated for his generosity 
to contributors. One day shortly af­
ter the publication of Lamartine’s 
“Les Girondins,” and while the liter­
ary world was ringing with the fame 
of its great author, Buloz called on 
him and asked him to write an arti­
cle for his magazine. Lamartine con­
sented, but stated that he could not 
have it ready for some weeks.

Buloz, fearing that this was only 
an excuse and that he would never 
get the article, offered Lamartine an 
advance. It so happened that the 
author was in need of 4,000 francs at 
that time, and he so informed the 
editor, who at once handed over the
