A Despatch From Shanghai Says it
Has Been Declared. b

THE COREAN KING A PRISONER

He is Seized and Held by the Japanese—
From
Landing--Others, Manned by
Coolies, On Their Way
~ .to the Scene,

Lonpow, July 27.—The Central News
has this despatech from Shanghai: ‘“War
has been declared between Japan and
China, The Japanese have seized the King
of Corea and hold him prisoner. Eleven
Chinese steamers are on their way to
Corea. Most of the troops aboard them
are Coolies armed with bows and arrows,
Some Chinese steamers which have arrived
at Corea have been prevented by the
Japunese from landing troops. It is re-
ported that the Japaneso artillery sunk
soveral of them.

Loxpon, July 26.—The Japanese and
Chinese officials have received many de-
spatches . from their home government.

hile declining to say much of the tenor
of these despatches, the officials state that
the prospect of an agreement between
China and Japan remains satisfactory.

Lonboy, July 28.—A telegram received
at the office of the Peninsula and Oriental
Steamship Company says positively that
war has been declared between China and
Japan and that hostilities have com-
menced.

Several morning dailies print this de-
spateh from Tien-Tein:

““War has not been declared officially
either in Tokio or Pekin. It is believed in
government cireles that it will not be de-
clared for several days, If the exchange
of notes now iroceeding result amicably
the collisions that have already tuken place
will be mutually disallowm{. otherwise
they will be regarded as casus belli. The
transport, which was sunk by the Japan-
ese, was the Kow-Shung,owned by Mathie-
son & Co. It is reported that all were
lost. ‘The Mathiesons have taken over a

ber of Chinese ¢ vessels; here-
after they will sail their steamers under
the British flag.

““Tolegraphing between Japan and Coréa
has been stopped ; therefors no direct re-
ports can be obtained in Yokohama, where
nothing is known of a declasation of war.
The Japanese authorities stopped on Sun-
day the Nagasuki mail steamer bound for
Shanghal.”

New York, July 28, —A San Franeisco
special says: Lucius H. Foote, who was

nited States Minister to Corea from 1883
to 1886, gives the following statement in
regard to the Corean troubles: Japan has
undoubtedly invaded Coren for the purpose
of weakening the influence of Chinain
that kingdom, and with the expectation of
strengthening her own political and com-
mercial importance there. Fbr centuries
China has dominated neighboring states,
more by her finesse than by her prowess.
She has long claimed and still continues to
olaim, nstwitheigading the treatids made
with western powers, suzerainty over
Corea. This claim Japan has constantly
iguored, until it hiwcome to be an exceed-
ingly sensitive question between the two
nations. Corea occupies to the orient much
the same relation that Turkey does to
Europe. Aware of hor own weakness and
impressed with the supremacy of China,
she has looked to that empire for moral
and physical support. The inflnence of
China has therefore been paramount and
has perhaps been exercised adversely to
Japan. War between Japan and Corea
would necessarily involve China. If Japan
was victorious it would virtually destroy
China's influence on the peninsula and
give to Japan that value which she desires,

Mentreal Merchant Ingtantly Killed.

MoNTREAL, July 28, —James Richardson,
a well-known business man, and member
of the former wholesale leather firm of
Hua, Richardson & Co., was killed out-
right by the Sorel train on the Montreal &
Borel railway at Longuenil. Mr. Riohard-
son, who was very hard of hearing, was
walking along the track when the train
caught up to him, and before it could be
stopped he was struck. The unfortunate
gentleman had his neck and one of his arms
broken and was no doubt instantly killed.
Mr. Richardson had retired from business
some years since and resided in Lon neuil,
He was 61 years of age, and had béen a
resident of this city for thirty years. He
came from Quebec and leaves a wife and a
daughter and four sons.

Ended His Career in Jail,

MoxsTrEAL, July 28.—Cornelius Doeray,
whose death is announced from Kingston,
was serying p life sentence for-having
attempted to murder Constable Baignet,
who is now captain in charge of No. 11
station in Hochelaga ward. The crime
was committed on July 81, when the officer
was taking a man named Murray into cus-
tody for drunkenness at St. Ann’s Market,
Doercy, who was one of a group of loafers
in the neighborhood, picked up a shovel
that was lying near and struck Baignet on
the back of the head, fracturing his skull,
He was taken to St. Vincent de Paul, but
was subsequently transferred to Kingston
penitentiary, where he died. By far the
greater part of his life had been spent in
reformatories, prisons and penitentiaries.,

firemen lost their lives, Over 200_hea
draught horses, nearly all of the confpany’s
express wagons and the contents of the
large storage building were burned. The
Adams Express Company’s stable, adjoin-
ing the Knox building to the north, was
also almost entirely consumed. About 150
horses were there, but all were taken out
by the hardest kind of work on the part of
the citizens and policemen. Eight two-
storey houses on the alley ‘north of the
Knox building and two small frame houses
back of the Adams stables were destroyed.
8ix or eight,other houses were more or less
damaged. The total loss will exceed a
quarter of a million dollars, about halt
covered by insur.nce,

The fire was discovered at 2,20 am. A
number of men who were sleeping in the
Knox building were awakened by smoke.
They found the entire rear of the second
floor of the building in flames, and had
hardly time to escape with theirlives. Five
minutes later & general alarm was turned
in and in five minutes more the entire fire
department of the city was on hand.
The horses of the Knox Company ecould
not be reached, There were 205 of them,
and they were on ths second storey of the
building. The Knox building was a four-
storey structure of brick,

Shortly after 8 a.m. the most terrible
incident of the fire ecourred. The firemen
had carried their hose into the burning
‘warehouse through one of the large rear
doors, This door was held up by weighted
ropes and the men had just entered this
door when the ropes burned through and
the heavy wooden door fell penning them
in.

BIG FIRE IN MONTREAL.

A Whole Block Destroyed by Fire—Fire-
men Have a Narrow Escape.

MoNTREAL, July 26.—One of the fiercest

and most destructive of fires for the area
attacked broke out on the premises of
Messrs, (3. H. Labbe & Co., St. James
street.
G. H. Labbe & Co. are wholesale furni-
ture dealers and have a large block on the
street, which extends through to Inspector
street, and is ocoupied as a store and work-
shop. In the basement of the store a
quantity of tow was kept, and this was
found in a blaze about one o'clock.

A sound of breaking glass was heard and
flames were seen pouring out of Labbe’s
gremises, adjoining the residences 127 and

20 Inspector street. After a little delay
a ladder was run up and half a dozen fire-
men perched precariously on the not too
olid roof and directed two streams of water
on the flames. The red flames leaped on
high and scorched the gallant men whose
lives were seen to be hanging by a thread,
for the heart of the fire was incandescent
and water seemed a vain foe. A moment
later and then & cry of horror arose and
filled the street. - A sound of rending and
tearing fell on the ears and a loud crash
followed, with a cloud of dust sweeping
through the smoke and all knew that the
building had collapsed. Many reported
that several firemen were underneath the
ruins, This proved, bappily, not to be
true, but twa priests were sent from the
Archbishop’s Palace to be in readiness to
administer the last rites.

When the smoke and dust cleared away
the firemen were found oclinging to the
roof and it waa said that only one had been
injured, The premises were totally de-
stroyed.

The premises on St. James street were
the property of J. B. Murphy, of Kingston,
and were valued at $50,000. The four-
storey building facing Inspector atreet was
the property of Labbe & Co. and valued
at about $75,000, The whole stock was
valued at $70,000. Labbe & Co. were in-
sured for $40,000,

releasing its clutch. It is now proper to
go on a Byronio teur in the art galleries of
England. There is quite a rage for
sketches, silhouettes, paintings and statu-
ary of the man who left ‘‘his native
shore” and proved himself not only the
master genius of poetry, but a man of
courage and common sense as well, and
died engaged in an effort to liberate an-
other country.

In the last number of the Magazine of
Art—London—one finds a collection of
pictures of byron and an interesting ac-
count of each. The frontispiece of the
magazine contains an etching—a very
churming thing it is, too—of the Harrow
view, the Byron estate, which on a clear
day, it is clnimed, is the most picturesque
landseapo in England, the vision taking in
a range of fifty miles. The etching is
from a picture in the art museum, London,
and represents the young poet reclining on
a tomb, writing the 'lines written under
an elm while visiting Harrow.”

But the pictures of the past, gathered
from far and near, show what interest
there is in the name, and one detects in the
letter press a disposition to bury the past
and render_an homage so long overdue.

The first Ininiature known of Byron was
painted by Kay, of Edinburgh, in 1795, It
represents the poet at the age of seven.
This Byron gave to a young woman who |
was in his mother’s service. At her death
it passed into the possession of Dr. Ewing,
of Aberdeen. 4

There is a water color of him in the
gown worn by noblemen at Trinity College,
where he was a student after he left Har-
row.

The portrait of 1807 was painted by G. |
Sanders. It is full length and in oils. It
was of this picture that Byron wrote to |
Rogers:

1f you think the picture worth your accept-
t is yours, and you may put a glove or a

;ll:‘u.uk on it-if you like.

A miniature copy was made of it, which |
8o displeased Byron that he ordered it de- |
stroyed.

The portrait of him in Albanian costume
wan painted soon after Byron's arrival in
Turkey. The Albanian costume produced
a favorable impression on his imagination.
He sat for this portrait in 1810 to T. Phil-
lips. It formerly belonged to Lady Mil- |
banke, and is' now in vossession of Lord
Leigh, of Stoneleigh Abbey. There are
several copies of it extant.

There is a pen and ink skétch, which the
Magazine of Art does not give, by Lady
Caroline Lamb, She had loved him. She
afterward saw Byron and his wife walking
arm in arm, and it so embittered her that
she made the caricature.

The best, and the historical portrait of
Byron, is from the bust of Thorwaldsen.
It was this work which excited the admir-
ation of the Countess Guiccioli Many
casts were made from this, and some are
in this country. A repetition of the head
of the bust was made by the same artist in
1817. It was tendered to Westminster
Abbaey, St. Paul's Cathedral and the Brit-
ish Museum, and declined in turn by each.
It remained for several years, unpacked, in
the vaults of the custom house. It now
stands in the college library of Trinity,
Cambridge.

CHINESE BLIND BEGGAR MUSICIANS.

joy their lives and their families, and they
are far above the average of the world in
their manners and cultare, I have mixed
indisciiminately among them and find
them polite and kindly. They ocrowd
about me wherever I go. They finger my
clothes, and when I take a photograph or
stop to write a note, they almost block the
street in their anxiety to see what the for-
¢ign barbarian is doing, Their curiosity,
however, is free from malice, and they
are not the fierce foreign devil-haters whom
I met with furttier up the fiver. Ifind
much in them to admire, and I wonder
every day at their wonderful economies,

Lot me mention a few of them.

In the first place in the way of fuel
Nearly all of the fires in Nanking are made
of straw and reeds, Every whisp of dry
gr.ss is cut and saved.  There are thou-
~ands of people who do nothing else but
reap the reeds which grow along the banks
of the Yangtse Kiang and bring then into
the cities to sell, These reeds are as thick
ax the base of a walking stick and are
often. fifteen feet long. They are cut and
stacked up along the banks and from
thence are carried up and down the river
in flat-bot:omed boats.  Such wood as is
nsed is tied up in little bunches and is sold
by weight.

Charcosl is sometimes found, and I see
here a d there little balls of coal dust
about t! o size of a baseball. The powder-
ed coal is mixed with mud and dried in
this shape. No one in China, however,
either rich or poor, thinks of keeping
warm by means ot fuel. There are no
furnaces nor baseburners, and wadded
clothing among the poor and fur garments
among the rich keep out the cold. A fire
is never built by a poor man except when
it is absolutely mnecessary, and the hot
water used for the tea and rice in the early
morning is sold by hot water stores. Yon
can get a bucket of boiling water for one
tenth of a cent, and there is one such store
in Shanghai to every twenty families. A
large amonnt of rice is cooked at one time,
and the breakfast rice is warmed by the
ponring of hot water or hot tea over it.

Speaking of tea, there are tea shops or
restaurants all over China, and you get
very fair meals in these for'small prices.
The cooking ovins are at the entrance of
the tea house, xnd you have often to pass
1he cooks in going in to your meal. .The
tea is put into cups and fmt water poured
over it.  After you have swallowed half
of the contents the cup is filled with hot
water, and one drawing of tea is supposed
to lnst one customer for a meal. After he
leaves the tea grounds are gathered up and
dried. They are sold later on to poorer res-
taurants or to families, and nothing about
the cook shop goes to wauste, Even the
water in which the potatoes are boiled and
the other vegetables cooked is saved and
sold for the feeding of hogs, and the bones
of the meat are bonght by the makers of
¢ op sticks, Mr. Ferguson, the president
of the Nanking University, told me that
he had for a loug time trouble in getting
any meat brought to his house with the
b sinit, and he found that butchers

iv=cut ont the bones #nd sold them
\- arately from the meat itself. You see
io oty cans or bottles lying about the
f the forcigners of Nanking. The
Chitese take them.  They sell the bottles,
and the tin of the cans is used by the tin-
A large part of the tin used in
Clhina comes from the petroleum cans of
the Standard Oil Company, and every bit
of iron is worked up by the blackswiths
into knives and farming implements. A
larye  art of the razors of China are made
oi ud horse shoes, and these are bronght
i.ere by the ship load from Europs, and
are carried to all parts of the empire.
After t o Franco-prussian war they were
torn from the feet of the horses killed in
latile and were breught here by the thou-
sunds of barrels, 3

The old clothes man ‘of China doesa
big-er business than his brothers of other
parts of the world.  There aro streets of
scee nd-hand clothiers in every Chinese
city, and clothes are sold over and over
a_ain, until they get down to the beggars.
i3y this time they are shreds of . rags, but
thewr end is not yet.  After the beggars
find them too poor for even their use they
are sold as old rags and are bought by the
maker of shoes.  The shoes of the men
a1d boys of China have soles nearly an
jueh thick, and these soles aye made of
ras. which have been washed and dried
and tiien pasted layer upon layer, until
they 1each the thivkness required. They
ac cut then into shape and are eo polished

aleng the edges that you wouldthink them
mude of different qnalities of silk or fine
ctoth, and the Chinaman’s shoe if - manu-
nctured in Earope or America would cost
more than the kind we use otirselves. In
the making of the rain boots for muddy
wenther and hard traveling, soles of iron
are often added, and the itinerant shoe-
maker who sits in nearly every block of a
Chiness town has big-headed iron shoe
tacks to drive into the soles to save wear
and tear, and there are places where yol

can have your Chinese cap nnovlhg
and made equal to new. Even the
roh, who have thousands of dol-
lars  invested in  their fur gar-
ments, do not throw them away when they
get dirty, They will wear a cont of silk

with the beggar in front to keep his rear
cleared by the payment of a small sum per
month. As soon as the bargain was made
the beggars at the back of the house went
away and he has had no trouble since then.
Here in Nanking there is a royal guild of
beggars, established, it is said, by the Em-
peror Hung Wo, who began life as a beg-
gur, and became one of the greatest em-
perors China ever had. The head of this
guild can Ereveut a shop or a family being
aunoyed by the begyars, and there is a
system of buying off the assaults of beg-
cars, which prevail throughout China, and
whioch exempts the man who pays from
their visits.  As it is, every one gives to
the beggar.

The tricks and schemes which these beg-
gars got up to screw money out of the peo-
ple are legion. They multilate themselves
in all eo:ts of waps to excite pity.

The Chinese are, however, far more
charitable than is generally sapposed. They
take better care of their families than any
cther people of the world, &nd a man is
supposed to aid his poorer relatives and to
help them on in the world. With all the
beggars there are, I venture, fewer unem-
ployed people here in China to-day in pro-
portion to its population than there are in
the United States.

Our ideas of the Chinese, However, are
crude in the extreme. Thisis a country of
the rich as well as of the poor, and I see
every hour the evidences of a social, intel-
lectual and industrial life, which are dif-
ferent from any descriptions of China I
have ever read, and which are interesting
in the extreme,

Baron and Baronet,

Let me explain the difference in rank be-
tween a baron and a baronet. The latter
is the lowest order of hereditary rank and
entitles the holder to be addressed as Sir
and his spouse as Lady. It is in point of
procedure rank sixty-five and permits the
holder to git in the House of Commons,
whereas that of baron entitles the holder
to the rank, title and dignity of My Lord
and a seat in the Housp of Lords. The
style of address to the spouse of the holder
of the title is still My Lady. The rank of
baron is the lowest of the five’orders of
peers and entitles the family of the nold-
ers to be known and addressed as Honor-
able, —Philadelphia Times.

N Messrs. W. Earl and St. Elwo
Hickey are this. week en route for
Kingston by row boat via Gananoque
and will return by way of the Rideau,
White fish creek, Delta Lake and the
Furness waters.
