¢ tions Conducted by the
el T M
The Fruit Division of the Dominion
Départment. of Agriculture is just
ngw giving a scries of orchard de-
-m@nstrations in Onlarlo apd Cuebee
to fllustrate the great advantages
which follow the use of the power
spraycr. During the past week work
has been carried on in the vicinity of
Woodstock  and Ingersoll, Ont., by
Messrs. P. J. Carey, Domipion Fruilt
Inspector, and J. C. Harris, West OX-
ford, both practical farmers, who
have made a success of \l»rrt ;Erowih A
and ‘who glve careful' attertion t
all ghe details of their spraying op-
erations. The chief object is to
dlﬂ;v. that a dozen or more farmers
may profitably combine to purchdse
[Eyer sprayer, place it in eharge
me sulh man as usually does
r@ehing, who can easily make him-
@ell thoroughly conversant with the
bes§:-methods of spraving, and en-
gage him to make regular visits to
thelr orchards. At each farm the ex-
pert sprayer will only require the
asslgtance of a teamster, and thus
the regular work of the farm need
not{ be interrupted. Under present
methods every farmer in the fruit
districts requires a spraying outlit
of his own, and the spraying, if done
at , is done In a careless, half-
hearted way by men who do not
know just when or how the work
should be performed. Farmers are
very busy at the season when spray-
ing should be done, consequently it
is often neglected entirely, or post-
poned until too late to be effective.
Férmers have reason to feel in-
debted to Mr. W. A. MacKiapon,
chiéf of the fruit division, for
briaging to their attention the
merits of the power sprayer. If
the old methods of spraying were
valtiable, and it is generally ad-
mitted that they were, this new
plan’ must prove infinitely better.
It E thorongh aund rapid and is
a plished with little or mo ex-
ertjon or inconvenience. The pres-
sure 'is supplied by a small gasolioe
engine on the +wagon and the
spraying done while the horses are
driven up and down between the
raws of trees. The liquid is foreced
from a tank on the wagon through
two “lines of small rubber hose. By
the; yse of bamboo rods, with a
cluster of six small nozzles at the
end, it is possible to reach the
topmost parts of the trees, and

The efficiency of the machine wilk
shortly be increased, as it is the ins
tention to use either nine or twelve
nozsles instead of six on each line.
Mr. MacKinnon is this week attend-
ing a public competition of powen
sprayers in the famous Hitching's
orchard, rear South Onondaga, N.Y.,]
in order to familiarize himself with
.the merits and demeri®s of the vari
ous machines now ‘on the market.

It is contended that .if farmers
will only unite to carry out a syste-
matic campaigi of spraying, accord-
ing to the latest methods, a great
deal may be done towards eradicat<
ing the enemies of fruit. Exporters
who are familiar with the resnlts ofi
spraying and the systematic care of
orchards, strongly endorse spray«
ing, claiming that it is certain to
improve the quality of the fruit, and
in support of their claim they refer
to orchards where the" system has
been carried out, the fruit of which
always commands the highest price.

Should a heavy rain come immediate-
ly aflter spraying, it 'will be neces-
sary to spray again,

IV. The cost of the solation—Com-
mercial blue-stone or blue vitriol
costs at the drug store about nine or
ten cents per pound. A barrel of the
solution will therefore cost about
eighty or ninety cents. g

V. How much is required to spray
an acre thoroughly ?—A barrel of the
solution is sufficient for an acre. Suc-
cessful results are obtained when the
spraying is done thoroughly. .

VL Are the crops in which mustard
is growing hurt by the spray ?—Ex-
perience shows that the  young
wheat, barley, oats, or young clover
plants are not injured beyond a
slight browning for a few days by
the blue-stone spray.
