“The curious thing is that the black-
smith makes the same mistake with re-
gard to the carpenter, say. He thinks to
himself, how foolish I am to hammer and
sweat here, while Bill, that’s the carpen-
ter, works away quietly, and never even
dirties his hands and, wLile he thinks of
it, he grows ill tempered and dissatis-
fied, because he didn’t happen to be a
carpenter, while upstairs Bill is wishing
he had a job near the warm fire and
only a hammer to keep in repair.”

“I think sometimes men are content-
ed,” I ventured.

“Certainly,” Jack admitted, “I'm talk-
ing of the days they’re not. And wo-
men are the same, only they seem to get
dissatisfied with what they make rather
than the work of making it. I know a
woman—a good, hard-working, practical
woman, who can cook anything. Her
pies and cakes are delicious, and her
house is always clean. One day we were
talking together and she suddenly tells
me she’s tired of cakes and dishes. “It
seems,” she said, “all my labor is
thrown away.

British Coal Mines,

Consul Frank W. Mahin reports that
new coal mines have recently been open-
ed and others very much developed in
the Nottingham  district. Improved
methods and apperatus are also being
applied to mining. Among these is the
substitution of modern screems to clean
and sort the coal, saving fuch time,
while doing the work more thoroughly.
Electric power and compressed air are
nlsn supplanting primitive methods of
luiling coal out of the pits, and ingeni-
oaus methods of carrying miners to their
work, saving the strengith they would
lese in walking, are being used.

Mechanical appliances are now used
for cleaning colliery tubs, which soon
become caked with fine coal and dirt
and have hitherto been cleaned by hand.
The most expeditious device is a ecir-
cular scraping tool workd by an electric
motor, which cleans a tub in a minute.
It is estimated that the total capital
employed in British coal mines is fully
$500,000,000, and that the present wages

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EARTH 10,000,000 YEARS OLD

And Not Growing Any Cooler, Prof.
See Concludes.

In the ber ber of the P d
ings of the American Philosophical Socliety,
Prof. T. J. J. J. See, §. 8. N., has a memolr
on the cooling of the earth and the theory
of earthquakes held by the ancients. In part
the memoir is a {urther elaboration of the
paper published last March by Prof. See to
show that earthquakes are due primarily to
the ieakage of the ocean’s bottom.

For almost a century sclentists generally
have heid that the earth is and
therefore slowly contracting.
they explain earthquakes and mountain for-
matlons. Now comes Prof. See with an
argus more exh than
that of Lord Kelvin, tending to show that
tho effeots of eecular cooling of the globe are
insensible, and totally denying the comtrac-
tion ot the

Prof. See's memolrs may be summarized
as follows : The earth’'s temperature has an
elliptical distribution within, being about
8,200 deg Fahrenheit at the centre, and
falling off toward the surface, where it is
zero. As the earth slowly cooled, the cryst
was the only part which experienced an ap-
preclable fall in temperature.

Hence the crust is thin, with a thickness
of not more than twenty miles, which agrees
with the th deduced fwpm the study of
the world shaking earthquakes. The great
earthquakes originate at the depth of about
twenty miles, and none is known of a depth
exceeding forty miles.

As the earthquakes al havie a superficial
origin, and no shakes have a deeper souree,
it follows that there is no deep seated con-
Sraction of .the earth. Consequently all
changes in the crust are due to ordinary
earthquakes, and no other cause.

Secular cooling is infinitely slow, and af-
fects only tke crust, whe world shaking
earthquakes proceed from the layer just be-
neath the crust. As earthquakes occur main-
ly along the seacost, they cannot be due-to
the expulsion of lava from beneath
oceans.

Hence great earthquakes are not due to se-
cular cooling at all, but to the leakage of
the oceans, which produces steam beneath
the crust. This eventually pushes out at the
sides and raises mountains along the voasts.

As the effects of secular cooling are insen-
sible, it follows that the earth is nut con-
tracting, as held In the books for three gen-
erations. Dr. See showas, Indeed, that at an
early stage of the earth's history contrac-
tion was going on, but.it ceased after our
planet became encrusted. In fact, he thinks
that so far from contracting, the earth may
now be slightly expanding, owing to the for-
mation of pumice everywhero beneath ' the
crust.

The old theories that mountains are due
to tho.secular cooling and contraction of the
globe must therefore be abandnned. The
mountains are formed by the expulsion of
lava from beneath the sea, and hence they
aro parallel to the coast.

Dr. See concludes by a mathematical in-
quiry that the age of our encrusted earth
does not exceed some ten million years,which
is a much shorter time than geologists have
generally allowed. He also finds that ra-
dium plays no important part in the develop-
ment of the globe.

of. See translates Aristotle’s thesry of
earthquakes, which has never before been
made accessible to English readers. The
Greeks all held that earthquakes were due
to the agitation of vapors within the earth,
which tended to escape and diffuse them-
selves In the atmosphere. Aristotle observ-
ed the erupition of a volcano and concluded
from the vapor noticed to escape that all
earthquakes were due to the same Cause as
that producing eruptions.

When Plato was 64 and at the head of the
Academy In Athens and Arisiotle was a boy
11 years old the Homoric city of Helike, qa
the southern shore of the Gulf of Corinth,
was thrown down by an earthquake and over-
whelmed by a seismic sea wave.

The cause of the disaster perplexed the
Athenlan sages, and has remained one of the
mysteries of the centugies. Now comes Praf.
See, who shows that it was due simply to
the expulsion of lava from beneath the Gulf
of Corinth, which thus made the sea bottom
unstable, and when it gave way it also car-
ried the shore on which Hellke stood; in-
deed, the city was first devastated by the
movement of lava beneath the crust and
afterward subsided about one hundred feet,
50 that it was covered -by the waves until
only the tops of trees remained above the
water.

Besides the sinking of Hellke, other cases
of the subsidience of the land are mentioned
and in the concluding note attention is call-
ed to the elevation of the mountains and the
sinking of the sea bottom now geing on in
the vicinity of the Aleutian and Kurtle is-
lands, 1n the north Pacific.

SLEEP AND DEATH.

Neither Pain Nor Consciousness at the
Instant of Either .

The phenomenon called sleep may be
summed up in the following propositions,
says a writer in the Cosmopolitan:

First—Sleep is temporary death of the
functions of the sensitive system, due
to exhaustion by fatigue.

Secondly—This death is temporary be-
cause the vital system continues to per-
form its functiens during sleep and
restores the sensitive organs to their
normal condition.

For our purpose dgath may be consid-
ered under the three heads, natural death,
sudden death and death from disease.
Natural death is death from old age. It
differs from natural sleep only in degree.

The gradual loss of sensibility by the
sensitive organs which precedes sleep
now takes place in the vital system, \and
all the organs pass into permanent sleep
together. There can be no pain -preced-
ing or at the moment of such a death,
any more than there is pain preceding
and at the moment of passing into
temporoary sleep.

Sudden death may be defined as death
due to a sudden injury from without or
within the body sufficient to destroy at
once all irritability of both the sensitive
and vital systems. It requires no argu-
ment to prove that a person who is sud-
denly stricken dead can suffer no pain.
The element of time must be present in
order to suffer physical pain, and in the
sudden death of a person the element of
time is absent.

We come now to consider the third
and by far the most frequent form of
death, namely, death from discase.

As soon as disease is established dying
begins, which is but a more rapid than
| natural ceasing of all sensibilities, accom-
{ panied with more or less suffering, ac-
{ cording to the cause which produces it.
{ This dying and suffering, called disease,

must terminate either in so-called death,

which is insensibility to it, or in recov-
cry, which i§ removal of the cause of it.
l%‘-ut in any évent the suffering has been
;ondured, no matter whether the
ttermination is death or recovery.

No one is conscious of nor can reeall
‘the moment he passes from waking into
‘natural or temporary sleep. Nor shall
iwe, by a “supreme agony,” or in any
.other way, be conscious of passing into
‘permanent sleep.

Being born and dying are the two most
{important piysiological events in the
|life history of our bodies, and we shall
know no more about the latter event at
the time it occurs than we did about
the former.

WIFE AND SUICIDED

Ten Years of Constant Quarreling Culminates in
Murder and Suicide.

The Triple Tragedy Followed the Filing of a
Divorce Suit.

Memphis, Tenn., Nov. 4—A startling
triple tragedy, the result of domestic
unhappiness and divorce proceedings,
was enacted at 5 o’clock yesterday after-
noon at the boarding house conducted
by Mrs. Victoria Rutherford at 81 Wash-
ington avenue. J. B. Rutherford wielded
the pistol that snuffed out the lives, and
when the bloody work was concluded
there lay upon the floor of the room
the dead bodies of E. P. Peete, former
county court clerk, of Tipton county,
and Rutherford himself, while over the
body of the latter lay his wife gasping
for breath, with a mortal wound in her
abdomen. A fourth man by the name
of Luther, who witnessed the tragedy,
and who is supposed to have also been
shot, has escaped, and cannot be located
by the police.

Rutherford’s terrible deed was the
culmination of ten years of constant
quarreling with his wife, which result-

a short time ago in the wife ap-
Plying for a divorce. The couple came
to this city about nine years ago from
Irvington, Tenn., where Rutherford had
been engaged in the saloon business,
and the wife opened a boarding-
house. In her divorce petition Mrs.
Rutherford alleged that her husband
quit work after coming here. and has
depended upon her for support. Two
years ago Peete was dismissed from
the office of county clerk at Covington,
it being charged that he was short in
his accounts. A short time afterward

his wife applied for and secured a di-
vorce. Peete then came to this city
and took up his residence at the home
of the Rutherfords. He began to
drink heavily after his arrival here.

Some months ago Rutherford had his
wife arrested on the charge of mali-
cious cutting, alleging that she threw
a plate at his head and cut him so
severely that he came near bleeding to

Yestérday afternoon Rutherford, who
had been drinking, went to the home of
his wife and asked her to withdraw her
suit for divorce and return to him. This
the woman refused to do, deelaring that
she had determined to quit him forever.
A few angry words passed and the noise
of the quarrel atttracted Peete and the
man Luther to the room just as Ruther-
ford was drawing the pistol from his
pocket,

“Well, if you won’t live with me you
can’t live at all,” declared Rutherford,
as he flashed the weapon.

Peete tried to grab the pistol, but
Rutherford was too quick for him and
sent him to the ?Ioor dead, with a
bullet in Ris heart. Quick as a flash
he turned the weapon on_ his wife and
shot her through the body,

Luther ran from the room and Ruther-
ford fired at him as he went out of the
door.

With cool deliberation the murderer
placed the pistol to his own head and
sent a bullet crashing through his
brain, expiring immediately.

When the police arrived the rooms
presented a ghastly sight. Mrs. Ruth-
erford was in a dying condition and al-
though she was rushed to the city hos-
pital she hardly lived to reach that insti-
tution.

SOLD HIS SOUL.

SCIENCE BROUGHT TO BEAR ON
STRANGE INSANITY CASE.

A Hungarian Shopkeeper Sold His Chance
of Salvation and Became Insane—
Recovered When - It Was Brought
Back.

Vienna, Nov. 4.—A remarkable case in
which the ettects of mediaeval supergti-
tion and suggestion are curiously min-
gled has come under the notice of the
aoctors of Lue hucoas  Hespital in
Vienna.

A Hungarian tradesman named Weiss
was receutly admitted to the hospital
suffering from an illusion which caused
him continually to lament the loss of
his salvation. It appears that some
weeks before Weiss was sitting with
friends in a coffee-house in Pressburg,
when the conversation turned en reh-
gion ad a future life.

Weiss declared that there was no such
thing as a future life or salvation, and
added: “I would sell my chance of sal-
vation for 10s.”

A Jew named Krauss accepted the of-
fer on condition that the transaction
was put in writing. A regular deed of
sale conveying Weiss’ salvation in the
next world to Krauss was thereupon
drawn up, executed by Weiss and duly
witnessed. Krauss took the deed and
handed over the 10s to Weiss, who boast-
ed that it had been easily earned.

A fortnight later Weiss lost his wife,
who was killed in a carriage accident. He
regarded this accident as a sign of
the Divine anger with his impious bar-
gain, and the idea so preyed on his mind
that his reason gave way and he was
taken to the hospital.

Professor Obermayer, who had charge
of the case, on hearing this story from
the man’s relatives, decided to try the
effects of counter-suggestion, and advis-
ed Weiss’ relatives to recover the deed
of sale.

Krauss, however, declared that since
he had bought the other man’s salva.
tion his own business had prospered ex-
ceedingly, and he refused to give it up
under £40. Weiss was unable to pay
this, but finally the chief rabbi of Press-
burg, to whom the matter had been re
Eorted, induced Krauss to hand the deed
ack to the sick man on reecipt of £20.

The effect was most marked. Weiss,
jreassured as to the fate of his soul.
immediately improved. A new deed
was drawn up, in which Krauss solemn-
ly reconveyed the other man’s salva-

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Joshua Renewing the Covenant Witb
Israel.—Josh. 24: 14-28.

Commentary.—I. Joshua’s earnest. ap-
(ve. 14, 15). 14. Now therefore—
Edview of the fact that Jehovah has
-brought you forth with such a mighty
hand. Fear the Lord—Reverence the
Lord and walk carefully before Him.
Think of His Majesty and respect His
authority, and remember that His eye
is‘ever upon you. Always make Him the
object of all your worship. §erw Him—
Perform His will; obey His command-
ments. In this address Joshua calls their
attentiofi to the many things God had
done for them. An idol could do nothing
for any one, why then did they cling to
idols? In sincerity and in truth—With-
out hypocrisy. “The Latin word from
which our ‘sincerity’ comes, denotes
‘honey without wax,’ unmixed purity.
The Greek word is considered by some
to be founded on the idea of something
held up in the rays of the sun, and prov-
ed to be withont speck or flaw.”—Cam.
Bib. Put away tne gods—It would seem
from these words that there were some
among them who privately kept the im-
ages or gods which had belonged to their
forefathers. The gods which their fore-
fathers worshiped were (1) the gods of
the Chaldeans. They worshiped fire, light
and sun and made gods to them. (2)
The images worshiped by the Egyptians
which were the ape, serpents, vegetables,
ete. The inhabitants of Canaan also wor-
shiped idols, which would become a snare
to Israel unless they put away all hea-
then worship. Joshua saw that they
could not be sincere in divine worship
and use idols. Beyond the River (R. V.)
—That is, beyond the Euphrates, in Mes-
opotamia and in Ur, the land of Abra-
ham’s nativisy.

15. If it seem evil—If it seem unwise
or inexpedient. Choose you, ete. —Like
Elijah on” Carmel (1 Kings 18. 21), Jos-
hua calls upon the people to at once de-
cide as to whom they would serve. “They
had been harboring idols (v. 23) and
worshiping them in secret, while openly
professing to serve God. It was high time
for this to cease. The whole hope of the
nation depended upon a whole-hearted
service of Jehovah. There was no good
reason for them to defer the matter a
single moment.” As for me and my house
—Joshua is outspoken. His decision was
made many years before this. “He al-
80 resolves for his family, his children
and servants, and such as were under
his care and influence and protection.
Though he was a ruler, Joshua did not
neglect family religion. He speaks as
though there might be some of his peo-

le who would turn to idol worship, but
in his household he would not permit
idolatry. He gave them his decision and
example before receiving their reply.”

1I. Israel’s Solemn Promise (vs.
16-18). 16. People answered—Through
their leaders, and by hearty acclaim
on their part the people promised
fidelity to Jehovah. God forbid—The
force of the original is that such a
course would be a “profane thing” to
them. Forsake the Lord—This shows
that they now consider themselves as
belonging to God. What ever may

ave been their sins they were not
ready to forsake the service of Je-
Jhovah.  They reply with firmnessy
leaving no room for doubt. “Joshua
did everything possible to confirm
their decision and to render it en-
during. That brought us—Some rea-
sons are now given which led them
to make this decision: 1. God had de-
livered them from Egyptian bondage.
2. The ‘“‘great signs’” wrought in the
land. 3. Their preservation for forty
years in the wilderness. 4. The ex-
pulsion of the Amorites.

18. Therefore will we also—Joshua
would not be permitted to stand
alone in his choice, for they were ot
the same mind, and would claim the
same God with him. They would not
break the vows which they had made.

. III. A Covenant Made (vs 19-25).
19 Ye cannot serve the Lord—Ye can-
not in your own strength, while still
clinging to your idolatry, and with
hearts unregenrated. Joshua did not
intend to suggest an impossib#fity,
and the people did ‘not so understand
it, for in the verses following they
commit themselves unreservedly to
the service of Jehovah. An holy God
—He is holy in his character, and
will not allow his people to be defiled
by any impure worship. A jealous
God—He is altogether unlike the gods
of the nations around, and if they
would serve him they must make him
the highest obect of their love and
devotion. W{ll not forgive.... your
sins—Rather, will not pass by vour
sins as if taking no notice of them.

—Gray. He will not tolerate sin. “The |

explanation is, that while God is
fargiving to the truly penitent, he
vigcrously punishes all incorrigible
sinners.”—Whedon.

20. Then he will turn—God is unalter-
ably fixed in His atfitude toward sin,
toward the repentant sinner and toward
the righteous. He never changes, but
as we change He assumes different atti-
tudes toward us, as we put ourselves
in different relations to Him. Sce Jer.
18, 7-10. Do you hurt, ete.—They could
not deny God’s goodness to them, lut
He had made a law and if they trans-
gressed the wrath of (tod would certain-
ly fall upon them. They fixed their own
punishment. Consumes—Punish thom se-
verely. 21. We will serve the Lord—
They understood Joshua’s meaning, and
declare they will not cause God to turn
and do them hurt. Whatever He re-
quires, at their hand, they pledge them-
selves to be obedient. They promise to

put from among them anything that |

hinders God from having their best af-
fections. 22, Witnesses against your-
selves—They had decided and publicly
promised to obey, accepting the condi-
tions of blessings for obedience and pun-
ishment for disobedience. “Their con-

science will be their witness, judge and !

executioner.”

23. Put away, ete.—Prove your inten-
tions at once. Begin the work of refor-
mation before your hearts harden
against your promise. Let the heart
incline toward God, and the acts of the

life will harmonize with the divine will. |
of |

24. Will we serve—The thought
grompt action did not change them,
ut only settled their minds more fully.
The better they understood the more
determined were they to obey. The ser-
vics of sin is wreng,
destructive; the service of right,

exalting, lmppy,(uving. God’s servioe is
reasonable, worthy of our best efforts,

25. Joshua made a covenant—A goy-
enant had been comcluded by God on
Sinai with Israel and solemnly ratified
(Exod. 19, 20). This covenant Moses
had renewed in the field of Moab (Deut.
29, 1).

«IV. A memorial stone (vs. 26-28). In
these verses we are told that Joshua put
their covenant in writing and erected a
memorial stone under an oak. This
monumental stone would remind them
of the vows they had made and be a wit-
ness to futire generations. God under-
took to make it easy for them to remem-
ber to do the right, and He held them
responsible for b:ge fulfilment of the
vows that they thus solemnly made,

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS. ...
I. Reasonable service. “Now, there-
fore, serve him” (v. 14). “Therefore....

Joshua’s call and the le’s choice
were based upon a review of what God
had done for them. So we who are
“juetified by faith,” because “Christ died
for us” (Rom. 5:1, 8), are free from sin,
are delivered from this body of death
(Rom. 7:24), are under “no condemna-
tion” for whom there is no separation
(Rom 8:1, 35-39), can say that ours’is
a ‘“reasonable service.”

IL. Sincere service. “Serve him in sin-
cerity” (v. 14). Christ has-“chosen us..
..that we should be holy and without
blame before him, in love” (Eph. 1:4).
“Me want to help you,” her Ecby girl
said to Margaret Bottome, as she was
putting down the carpet. So the mother
gave her the saucer of tacks to hold.
But presently the tiny hands grew un-
steady, the saucer fell, and the tacks
lay scattered upon the carpet. It seem-
ed the mother was hindered instead of
helped. She looked at the grieved lips
of her child and kissed them into smiles.
Quickly into her heart came the thought
of her imperfect service for God and his
loving acceptance of it, and afterward
relating the incident she gaid, “Baby did
help mother better than she knew.” God
counts sincere service as blameless, cov-
aring all its imperfections with the man-
tle of mother iove. If we will be blame-
less here (Phil. 2:15) he will present us
faultless there (Jude 24).

III. True service. “Serve him.... in
truth” (v. 14). A tiny boy was having
such a good time with his blocks when
his mother said, “Come, dear, it is time
to put the blocks away and get ready
for bed.” “Oh, mamma,” begged the
child, “let me stay a little longer-—just
till the clock strikes again.” It only
wanted fifteen minutes of seven, so the
mother said, “If you will stop cheerfully
when the clock strikes I will let you
play on.”” He promised. It seemed only
a minute to the busy block-builder when
the ‘clock on the mantel told the hour
of seven. The dear child looked up in
surprise, shut his lips tight, drew a long
breath, and then said as cheerfully as he
could, “I didn’t think it would strike so
soon, but I must keep my truth.”

IV. Voluntary service. “Choose” (v.
15). God’s claim to Israel’s service was
based upon sonship. “Isracl is my son,
even my first-born; and ....let my son
go, that he may serve me” (Exod. 4.
22. 23). God never compels, He con
strains (Deut. 30. 19, 2 Cor. 5. 14). Is-
aiah would never have been the prophet
of the Most High had he not said, “Here
am I, send me” (Isa. 6. 8). Paul would
never have been shown his service of
suffering had he not said, “Lord, what
wilt thou have me to do.”

V. Personal ggrvice. “Choose you” {v-
15). God’s call is to individuals. David’s
word to the “congregation” was, “Who
then offereth willingly fo consecrate
himself this day unto the Lord?” (1.
Chron. 20. 5, R. V.). The Spirit’s call
to the “churches” is, “He that hath an
ear to hear let him hear” (Rev. 2. 11).
“He that overcometh.... to him will I
give power” (Rev. 2. 26).

VI. Immediate service. “Now, there-
fore..choose you this day” (vs. 14, 15).
“Remember now thy Creator” (Eccl. 12.
1). “Now is the accepted time.... now
is the day of salvation” (2 Cor. 6, 2). A
mother stood beside the open grave of
her only child. As the clods fell upon
the coffin she threw herself upon her
knees and looking heavenward , cried,
“Lord Jesus, I give myself to thee here
and now,” “Whatsoever thy hand find-
eth to do, do it” (Eccl. 9. 10). They
found on the fly leaf of a little boy’s
Bible after he went to heaven, “I take
God this day to be my God and no fool-
ing about it.”
| Vii. Deliberate service. “Choose....

New York, Nov. 4—The Herald has

Matters have eome to a crisis in con-
neetion with the dispute between the
Ormond Hunt, King’s County, and the
local branch of the United Irish League.
The latter is opposed to the grazing
system and has been agitating for break-
ing up the grazing lands and for their
Mnuon to enlarge small holdings.

The grasziers are the chief obstacle.
QGertain grasiers are members of the Or-
mond Hunt, and the league some time

informed the Huns Committee that
if they were allowed to follow the
hounds the hunt would be stopped. Ne-
gotiations ensued, and it was then an-
nounced that the Messrs. Kenny, who
are chiefly aimed at, agreed not to hunt
during the season.

This, however, was not considerd suf-
ficient and the United Irish League cir-
culated a notice broadeast on Bunday
caling on the people to assemble their
hundreds at the opening of the meet
this morning, at the master’s, Mr, Crad-
doek’s, residence, and teach the insolent
men a lesson by stopping the bunt,

More than five hundred people, all
armed with heavy stioks, assembied,
and, headed by u band, marched to Mr.
Craddock’s regldence, Meanwhile, the
followers of the hounds were beginning
to assemble, alput one hundred mounts
turning up, ‘These were groaned a
and so threatening was the aspect o
the erowd when . H. M. White
Bpooner and some friends were driving
past that Mr, Spooner drew a revolver.

As the orowd drew near Mr., Crad-
dock’s place they created a terrible din,
the band playing, horns and tin whistles
belng blown, and others cheering.

At the ecntrance to the private
grounds in front of the mansion, Mr.
Corbet Craddock and balf a dozen po-
lice cleared the way, but were quickly
swept aside and an excited throng of
several hundreds broke down the orna-
mental shrubs and swarmed all over the
place, amid waving sticks and the ring-
leader declared that the hunt would be
stopped.

At this_jyncture Mr. Michael Hogan,
M. P. for K%rth Tipperary, arrived and
exerted his Influence to prevent the
breach of .peace which seemed very im-
minent. As Mr. White Spooner was
standing at the front door a couple of
dozen men ran toward him with uplifted
sticks, shouting:

“Now draw your revolver on us. Shoot
us if you dare!”

Mr. Hogan sucoeded in inducing the
crowd to withdraw. He was at one with
them, he said, in stopping - the hunt,
but they should not resort to violent

hortly after Mr., E. F. Saunders,
Mrs, SBaunders and Grant Baunders rode
up and were met with boohs and hisses.

The crowd declined to let them pass
through, but Mr. Saunders at length got
an oj)ening and passed on, Mrs. SBaun-
ders in attempting to follow was pre-
vented, and a Justice of the Peace, who
was on foot and endeavoring to make
way for her, was sovsrely hustled. He
had his hat knocked off and narrowly
escaped a violent blow from a stick.

A parish priest succeded, with Mr.
Hogan, in keeping the more violently
disposed members of the opposition
within bounds.

At length the Hunt Committee ap-
pointed three members to confer with a
like number from the league, but the
conference came to no agreement, the
league demanding as a minimum the ex-
pulsion of the eMssrs. Kenny from the
hunt.

The master decided that in view of
the threatening attitude of the crowd it
was inadvisable to bring out the hounds,
and those present rode off amidst
rounds of cheering by the crowd.

CLAIMED FROM SYNDICATE,

Cobalt Lake Company Action—State-
ment of Claim by Mr. J. J. McConvey
Was Filed Yesterday at Osgoode
Hall,

Toronto, Nov. 4.—Mr. J. J. McConvey
has filed at Osgoode Hall his statement
of claim in his action against the Cobalt
Lake Mining Company, and Sir Henry M.
Pellatt, Messrs. Thomas Birkett, Britton
Osler, G. F. Henderson, D. G. Rochester,
Raymond Mancha and J. H. Avery. .

Plaintiff sues on behalf of himself and
all other shareholders, except the de-
fendants and “those among whom shares
of the said company have been improper-
ly distributed.” i

It is alleged by plaintiff that the
individual defendants formed a syndi-
cate for the purchase of Cobalt Lake
from the Government, and effected this
for $1,085,000. Then they formed a’
company with a capital of $5,000,000, and
purported to transfer the property to
the said company for $3,625,000, engaging
to give a good title. Adverse claims to
the property having been made, the syn-
dicate applied to the Government for a
patent, which was granted, but the plani-
tiff claims that this was illegel, and
that the caution registered against the
property has prevented the record of the
letters patent.

Plaintiff claims that the individual
defendants should not have been al-
lotted shares for more than $1,085,000,
and that they are therefore liable for
$2,540,000.

The writ asks:

“]l. Payment by the individual de-
fendants of the said sum of $2.520.000.

“2. That the stock not paid for at par
issued to the lirectors or promoters or
others on their behalf or with the
knowledge, and consent of the individual
defendants or any of them, be either
delivered up to the defendant company
to be cancelled, or in default thereof be
paid for at par by the individual de-
fendants to the company.

“3. Payment by the individual defend-
ants of all the costs and expenses of
and incidental ,to the promotion of the
said legislation, and the abortive at-
tempts to perfect the title of said com+
pany to the said property.”

It winds up with the application for
a receiver.

Montreal.—General wkholesale and retail
trade continues to hold a good tone here. The
money stringency has still a disturbing ef-
fect upon business. This has largely been
resporsible for the declines in the values of
Canadian securities during the past week.
While lack of money is in some cases re-
stricting Canadian industrial enterprises,
there is still a brisk tone to all lines of
wapufacture. ' In some particular branches,
suckh as textiles, the manufacturers are un-
able to turn out sufficient goods to meet
all demands. Values continue to advance.
Underwear is going higher. The adwance in
linens is creating a heavier demand for cot-
tons. The demands upon hardware manu-
facturers is keeping factories busy. While
the demand for builders’ supplies has falien
off somewhat there is’ etill a fairly good
movement in this regard. Grocers report
markets generally steady to firm and the
demand for staples good.

Toronto—A L\ea}thy and generally brisk
tone is reported to all lines of trade here.
Stocks are moving well and the outlook for
the winter business is bright. Money is still
very scarce and the granting of credits is
being done with extreme caution. Whole-
salers report there is rather a better tone
to collections from nearly all districts. The
high prices which farmers are obtaining for
grain and’ products is largely responsible for
this, The farmers are marketing their grain
earlier than usual on this account. 1I'hey
aro not generally, o6 is sometimes the case,
holding off for still higher prices. Wholesale
drygoods men here state that the demands
for renewals are not so heavy as they were
a year ago. October settlements were gen-
erally quite good. In some districts of the
West, however, collections are still slow. All
lines of winter drygoods are moving well and
good sorting orders in fall lines are coming
forward. Sugar is quieter and steady. Teas
and general lines are firm in tone.

Winnipeg.—The outlook for general trade
here continues to grow brighter as the sea-
son advances. Threshing returns are show-
ing better than was expected and with grain
prices high country trade promises well. The
grain ‘is being marketed rapidly and from
most distdicts collectiofis are improving. Gro-
cers report a fairly good business in all sta-
ples. Prices on new goods show cousider-
able advances.

Vancouver and Victoria—All lines of whole-
sale trade report a good movement here, in
fact, the trade all this year has been heav-
jer than it was last. Values in all lines are
firm. Flour and feed prices have advanced
sharply. The fruit trade is heavy.

Hamilton—The volume of wholezale and re-
tail trade here continues good. Country
trade is showing Improvement and collec-
tions are generally fair to good. Values in
all lines hold very firm.

London—Tuere is little change in the busi-
ness situation here. Wholesale sorting or-
ders are good and prosepcts for the winter
geason ere bright. From most directions
collections are good. L«cal industries are
busily engaged.

Ottawa—General business continues falr.
Wholesale “drygoods are moving briskly and
retail trade has a good tone. Country trade
is moderate. Country produce s still slow
in coming forward and values are firm.

Controlling as they co
the two most available sources of, water
supply, grave danger threatens the in-
dividual claim owners. Wherein lies-
the remedy? Some kind of relief from
the present intolerable situation wiil be-
heartily welcomed by the entire popu-
lation in the gistrict. The problem is
a very complex one, requiring careful
consideration by the authorities. Times
are very quiet in the north, All the
mines have suspended operations for the
winter, except a few properties on Sul-

hur, Quartz and Black Hill Creeks. The
lormer glory of Dawson has departed.

The case was that of Vicior ('tto,
charged with reckless driving. The
defendant knocked down the complain-
ant, Q. Zurick, on Bloor street, and
severely injured him. Zurick was alight-
ing from a street car when the auto,
coming from behind, struck him,

“The auto was only going at the
rate of about six miles an hour,’ said
the counsel for the defence,

“It had no business to knock a man
down going even at the rate of one
mile an hour,” replied Colonel Denison.

The case was complicated by the fact
that the injured man has entered a
suit for damages in the Civil Court.
Colonel Denison said that he did not
wish to have a double sentence im-
posed.  Crown Attorney Corley ,..ecss-
ed for some penalty.  “There should
be a lesson taught to automonnsts,”
he gaid, “it would do the public a great

The East,_ London church fund, in
which the Rishop of London is especially
interested, is trying to raise $60,000 be-
fore the end of the year to keep up its
mission work.

The Union Presbyterian Church of Den
ver believes that the best mission work
is done by having the edifice open at all
times and providing some entertainment
that will draw persons to the church.

The American Board of Commissioners
for foreign missions has just been noti-
fied of a legacy of $100,000 from the es-
tate of the late D. Willis James, the
amount to be paid in three annual instal-
ments.

About $90,000 is needed to put the
Wesleyan East End Mission’ of London
on its feet, the buildings now in process
of erection threatening to be a crushing
buirden, despite the fact that they are
urgently required. }

The New England branch of the W o-
men’s Foreign Mlssionary Society of the
‘Methodist Episcopal Church received for
its work last year $46,576, besides a be-
quest of $37,700 for the erection of school
buildings in the foreign field.

“Tin tabernacles,” as many of the mis-
sion stations in England constructed of
ocorrugated iron are called, are hereafter
to be practically.a thing of the past, as
small buildings of cement covered with
terra cotta are to take their places.

The British Church Missionary Society
has just sent out two parties, about 1756
in all, part going to Africa, Palestine,
Ncrthern and Western India, the nest to
Turkish Arabia, Persia, Southern India,
Punjab, China, Mauritius and Japan.

Rev. J. ¥. Rattenbury has assumed
charge of ' the West London mission
founded 20 years ago by Rev. Hugh
Price Hughes in what is called the wick-
edest section of the metropolis, and the
man who superintends it can be no
weakling.

GENERAL CHURCH NOTES.

In less than five years nearly $225,000
has been spent on churches in Canan-
daigua, N. Y., a town of but a few thon-
sand people.

It has been decided that the next Eu-
charistic Congress shall be held in West-
minster Cathedral in England some time
during the coming year.

The rebuilding of the Campanile of St.
Marks at Venice is progressing rapidly,
but will probably require another two
years for completion.

The average attendance in the Sunday
schools of Massachusetts has dropped im
a year from 177,467 to 168,031, the de-
crease being laid to the shifting popula-
tion.

Trinity Church, Halifax, has purchased
the chapel which has been used by the
Government garrison, it having been de-
cided not to make any further appoint-
ment to the chaplaincy.

The Ladies’ Humane Society of the
First Universalist Church of Providence,
R. I, which has just started on its
seventy-sixth year of work, has laid out
during its existence nearly $31,000.

Because of certain alterations in the-

musieal part of the service made by Rev.
J. G. Adderley at St. Saviour’s Church,
near Birmingham, England, the whole
choir has gone on strike.

With $155,000 already expended for
the preservation of Winchester Cathedral
in England, it is found that at least
$175,000 more will be needed, and until
this is secured the work has been stopped.

Catholics in China now number about
2,250,000, as compared with less than
500,000 in 1880;. in Indo-China they have
increased in that time from 300,000 to
1,000,000, and in Japan 50,000 have been
added to the four that there were 25
years ago.

Rev. Davis Brook, of the new United
Methodist Church of England, has been
selected as president of the National
Council of Evangelistic Free Churches
in succession to Rev. John Watson, better
known as Ian Maclaren, who died shortly
after being elected to the position.
