WHEAT DUTY IN GREAT BRITAIN,

A British duty of two shillings a

perceptible increase in the price of
the British workingman's bread. Two
shilliogs a quarter is six centsa bush-
el, or one-tenth of a cent a pound.
The flour in a two-pound loaf would
not cost half a farthing more in con-
sequence of the duty, If the rate on
wheat from the colonies were 50 per
cent. that of the general tariff on
wheat, the increase in the price of
bread would be altogether negligible.
In this country the price advances as
promptly by way ol adjustment toa
rising wheat market as it does any-
where. Our bakers seldom make a
rise ol five or even ten cents an occa-
sion for marking up the price of the
leaf or diminishing its size. They

Those who oppose the ‘idea of a
wheat duty on the ground that to tax
a staple foodstuff is to increase the
cost of manulactured products ima-
gine that the United Kingdom is now
getting the benefit of free trade in
wheat. As a matter of fact there is
no such thing as a fiee trade price for
wheat. The market price for wheat,
even in Liverpool, would be far lower
than it is if there were no tariff pro-
tection in the world. A tew years ago
thé United States seemed to be assur-
ed for a long time to come of the su-
premacy as a wheat-exporting coun-
try.

It now looks as if the United States
might soon cease to be a contributor
oti any considerable scale to the wheat
supply of other countries, What has
| happened? The United States manu-
ifncluring industries have made such
tremendous strides, the army of their
employees has so swollen, that the
domestic consumption of wheat is
rapidly coming into equilibrinum with
domestic production. The great ex-
pansion in the United States manu-
facturing industries is to be credited
largely to protection, In nearly eve-
y wheat exporting country the man-
; ufacturing industries have the benefit
of protection, and the home market
for wheat is becoming more and more
capacious.

| Thus the price of wheat is being
steadily lifted by the action of Cus-
tows tariffs framed for the fostering
of manufacturing industries, Wheut
is a commodity that has got lar above
the free trade bagis of price. The Brit-
ish consumer is paying for his wheat
a price that can be safely estimated to
be thirty or forty per cent. more than
he wounld have to pay were there no
protection of manufacturing indus-
tries in wheat-producing countries.
British free tralers are in the habit of
pointing to the fact that the British
farmer is in less straightened circum.
slances now than he was fifteen years
ago, that the cultivated area, instead
of continning to shrink, is beginning
to expand. What is the explanation
of this? Simply that the prices of
foodstufts have advanced, carried up
by the great growth of wage earners’
demand in wheat-producing countries
that have the benefit of protection.

Hence the British artisan bas to
pay protectionist prices for his bread,
and has to sell bis labor at free trade
prices or wot sell it at all, If there
were an actual British duty on wheat
it would probably not make a scintil-
la of difference in the price of bread,
What the British working wan wants
is not bread on charity terms, but
work enough and wages esough to
enable him to afford bread at the
world's market prices. This he can
never hope for so long as his own
industry is left exposed to the tidal
waves of German and United States
competition,
