The ‘‘ecthereal billows” of
heat pouring from the earth meet an ob-

The surfuce of snow may be cooled by
radiation, or by bleak winds, or the ad-
jacent stratum of air may become bitter-
ly cold; still the body of the snow pre-
vents the frost irom striking down to-
wards the earth, which is virtually
warmed by having the cold kept from it

This protective intervention of snow is
the secret of its beneficial influence on
crops and vegetation. An old idea was
that its virtue was due to the quantity
of nitrous salts the frozen particles were
supposed to contain ; but when a chemist
of the last century analyzed both snow
and rain-water, and fouund that their con-
stituents were so nearly alike that there
could be no difference in their chemical
effects on vegetation. this notion fell
out of recognition. Yet its warmth con-
servation is not the only good function
of snow. It breaks up the ground,
renders it porous, and allows the air to
enter and exercise its powerful fertilising
influence upon the earthy materials

And the moderate supply of water that
it yields gently percolates the soil, with-
out that washing away which rain inits
downfall causes. In view of its action
upon the earth, it is not surprising that
the belicvers in mystic cares and simples
should imagine that snow possessed
medical or healing properties.  Of some
of these we have survivals in the sup-
yposed efficacy of snow in removing chil-
