Premising, what 
person will deny, that the well 
being of the individuals composing 
it, and the well-being of individuals 
depends largely upon the soundness 
of the principles wherewith they 
begin life, Father Sboedy goes on to 
distinguish between the two theories 
of education that find favor with 
Americans today. “ There is the 
theory of Christianity,” he says 
“ which holds that man is made up 
of body and sonl, that he is spiritual 
as well as material in his being, 
and that consequently bis spiritual 
as well as his material faculties 
mast be educated ; that he is made 
according to the image and likeness 
of God, destined for an immortal 
end, and there is the other theory, 
not always openly put forward, but 
existing nevertheless and daily put 
into practice, that man is not an 
immortal spirit made nnto the like­
ness of his Creator and destined for 
immortality, but a material organ­
ism, wonderfully fashioned, it is 
true, but made up of physical atoms, 
bone and tissue, muscle and the 
gray matter of the brain.” The 
reader will have no difficulty in dis­
cerning what the Pittsburg priest 
means by the educational systems 
which he thus describes, and he 
will, speaking generally, admit the 
correctness of the descriptions, It 
the welfare of society depends, as it 
certainly does, upon that of the 
individuals who compose if, and the 
well-being of those individuals upon 
the principles which they imbibe in 
their youth, how, asks Father 
Sheedy, is il 
future of our

The number of Jews resident in the 
tear’s realm, Doctor Dillon says, has 
steadily increased of late years, 
while the strength of the Catholic 
and Lutheran population has de­
creased. It may be that religions 
persecution bas contributed to the 
latter result, though why it should 
not have the same effect upon the 
Jewish population in Russia is not 
clear ; for the Jews are certainly 
not exempt there from such per­
secution . Doctor Dillon intimates 
that one cause of the larger strength 
of the Orthodox church in Russia 
may be found in the enactment of 
the realm which requires that the 
children of all mixed marriages, i «., 
between a member of the Greek 
church and one of any other faith, 
shall be classed as belonging to the 
Orthodox sect and shall be brought 
up accordingly. The drastic methods 
employed by the Russian govern­
ment against all who profess qny 
other than the faith of the Orthodox 
ohnroh have long been a disgrace to 
the empire; and the new tsar, y it 
be true that he intends religious re­
form, might well begin by abrogat­
ing this law affecting the offspring 
of mixed ferriages which Doctor 
Dillon mentions.

Aubrey de Vere’s Conversion.-

A cousin of the English poet, 
Aubrey da Yere, Mise J. A. Taylor, 
contributes to ibis number of the 
Catholic World * very interesting 
paper entitled ‘tTbe Recollections 
of Aubrey de Yere,” which may be 
said to. be a comprehensive character 
sketch of the poet. From it we 
learn that the same cause which 
contributed so largely to bringing 
into the Catholic fold de Vera’s in­
timate friend, Cardinal Manning, 
operated also in effecting his own 
conversion. Mias Taylor tells fls 
that from his youth np her cousin 
wns- aoonstant student of theological 
questions as they arose in the 
Anglican church. A High-church­
man by profession, de Vere’s attach 
ment to Anglicanism was ardent, 
bat when the Gorham decision was 
rendered his alliegiance was rudely 
shaken, and he recognized that 
notées he could bring himse'f to re­
main in an ecclesiastical establish­
ment that had pnaillanimonely sur­
rendered its principles, there was 
no other alternative for.him but to 
go over to Rome and become a Ca­
tholic.

De Yere, hie 
cousin informs us, did not escape 
altogether those actual personal 
sufferings which conversion in hie 
day entailed upon those Englishmen

Germany Favors Oar Missionaries.

From the Literary Digest,
The Vatican and the GermanjGov- 

ernment are on excellent terms just 
now, partly, no doubt, by reason of 
the Emperor’s vigorous efforts to 
secure “ satisfaction ” from China 
for the death of the Catholic 
sionariee. Cardinal Kopp has given 
Prince Henry his blessing, Bishop 
Anzer has been knighted, and the 
Pope is said to have advised the 
German Catholics to assist their 
Government in its foreign polisy of 
expansion. He praises the Emper­
or for the prompt support given to 
Roman ■ Catholic missions, and it is 
even rumored that all Cathslio mis­
sionaries in China will be placed 
under German protection, so far as 
the Ohnroh has the power to do so. 
Orthodox Protestants do not like 
this ; they fear that the Kaiser ie 
too ready to enter into a compact 
with the Church. But the Govern­
ment organs declare that alt favor* 
extended to Catholic missionaries 
by the German authorities are earn­
estly and honestly earned. The 
Kolnisohe Ziitucg, Cologne, which 
always denies that it has any con­
nection with the Government, bat 
which rarely publishes anything 
likely to give dissatisfaction to the 
adminietratiin, declares in a recent 
article that it is impossible to deny 
the beneficial effects of the work of 
the Catholic missionaries. We 
quote from this article, which ie 
Jaid by the paper to be written by 
i “Protestent perfectly conversant 
vith thesnlyeot.” He says :

“ We Germane cannot help ac­
knowledging that the quiet, earnest 
work of the Catholic missions in oui 
African colonies arouses our sympa­
thies and proves to be a blessing te 
our possessions.

Some days ago at the Ecole De 
Bienfaisance of Beckheim, Belgium, 
which is under the care of the 
Daughter* of the Cross, was celebra­
ted the fiftieth anniversary of the 
religions profession of cne of the 
nuns, Sister Apolline. The whole 
population of the town joined with 
the personnel of the establishment 
in offering a tribute of respect and 
gratitude to the venerable religieuse. 
Among other remarkable episodes 
in the life of this worthy Daughter 
of the Cross, reference was made to 
the services she rendered to the 
sick, the wounded and the dying on 
the battlefields of Koniggralz and 
of Sadowa and under the walla of 
Sedan. Ijke many other heroines 
of charity, Sister Apolline has been 
the recipient ef honorific distinc­
tions, she has been awarded two 
military decorations and the Civio 
Cross of the first elasa.

In New York there are six Italian 
Catholic ohurohes, four of them hav­
ing parochial schools. Thirty Italian 
and thirty American priests, edu­
cated in Italy and speaking Italian, 
are laboring at the mission, and 
forty students in the diocesan semi­
nary are voluntarily learning Italian 
for future nee. Italian Sisters are 
rendering earnest assistance, and. 
many missions have been conducted 
outside the city among the Italians 
working in quarries and on railways 
and other public works.

On March to the venerable Bishop 
Vaughan, of Plymouth, England, 
will celebrate the sixtieth anni­
versary of his ordination to the 
priesthood. Dr. Vaughan may very 
truly be called the Grand Old Man 
of the English Catholic episcopate.

In the Ontario elections on 
Tuesday of last week, the Grit 
Government of Mr. Hardy had 
the narrowest possible escape 
from defeat As a matter of fact 
it is not yet known whether or 
not the Government will be able 
to pull through. The latest re­
turns give 47 Liberals ; 45 Con­
servatives ; 1 Patron and 1 Inde­
pendent. Tne Independent has 
announced his intention of sup­
porting the Conservatives. The 
Liberals have been in power in 
Ontario for about twenty-six 
years, and when they appealed to 
the people had about 42 of a ma­
jority, the Conservatives having 
only 26 in a House of 94 mem­
bers. It will thus be seen that 
the opposition made a gain of 21 
seats, besides the Independent. A 
remarkable feature of the contest 
was the almost complete wiping 
out of the Patron element. At 
the general election of 1894 the 
Patrons captured about sixteen 
seats, now they have only suc­
ceeded inteleetieg one of -their 
number. Although claiming to 
be independent, they supported 
the Government, in almost every­
thing. Their almost utter rout 
may, therefore, be regarded as a 
Conservative gain. When all the 
influences exerted in behalf of the 
Government, are taken into ac 
count, the result may be regarded 
as a knock down blow to the 
Grits. Not only had the Conser­
vatives to contend against the 
influence of the Ontario Govern­
ment ; bnt that of the Dominion 
Government as well In addition 
to these, it is said, the influence of 
the Michigan lumber operators 
was made to do active duty. In 
deed it is reported that no lees a 
sum than $200,000 in the shape 
of compaign funds, came from 
this latter source. Sir Wilfred 
Laurier took the platform, side 
by side, with Mr. Hardy, and de­
clared the Ontario Government 
was the “ right arm ’’ of his ad­
ministration.

The House of Commons resumed busi­

1st. Sir Louis Davies Introduced a bill 
oonoerntog masters and mates extending 
to them the same privilege» as to tem­
porary certificates that are now allowed to 
engineer». Another marine bill provides 
that wharfingers on government piers may 
retain their fee» out of the revennee in­
stead of paying In the whole sum and gett­
ing their share afterwards, A third bill 
is the ooneolidation of various acts 
respecting the inspection of steamboats. 
Premier Laurier took occasion to inform 
the hooee of the death of Mr. Perry, and 
paid a warm tribute to the kindly disposi­
tion and high character of the deceased. 
Sir Charles Tapper joined the premier in 
expressing sorrow for the lose the bouse 
had sustained. Though not in as close 
political relatione with Mr, Perry as the 
members opposite, he oould testify to his 
kindly disposition and to the efficient 
manner in which he performed hie public 
dntlee. Sir Louis Davies spoke of Mr, 
Perry’s services to his own province and 
described him as a type of the Acadian 
population characterized ny simplicity, 
honesty and faithfulness. The Yukon 
debate was resumed by Bos took of British 
Columbia in place of Semple, who, with 
other Ontario members, had not returned 
from the Ontario campaign, In a very 
brief speech, Boetoek argued that as a 
whole, the Yukon geld field» were of un­
certain vejue. ft was not desirable that 
the government should pay out n)oney to 
build the railway. It *wss better to give 
a land grant which might be worth a good 
deal and might be worth nothing. Ron 
Mr. Ives followed, contending that a grant 
of immense arpos of land to monopolies 
sod the great advantage given to contrac­
tors in mining regulations would be annoy, 
ing, and exasp#rating to free minera, He 
predicted that if the government went on 
aith the monopoly before the house they 
would produce grave diaatiafaotion in the 
mining country. The free miners would 
rosegt tjie unfair distinction made against 
them in favor of monopolists, e»4 It would 
require a large force to keep them off the 
oompany’s lands. After pointing ont the 
danger of the trouble through adverse 
customs regulations in Alaska, Hon. Mr. 
Ives advocated in preference to the pro­
posed contract, the oonstrootioo of a rail­
way by an absolutely Canadian route from 
Edmonton,

Hon. Mr. Dobell replied expostulating 
against tbe strong statements made, as he 
thought by the opposition. He assured 
the house that the government anted from 
patriotic purposes and acted for the beet.

Charles Tapper, Ires, Borden, Powell, 
Clancy Pope and Quinn on the opposition 
side, and Davies, Fotaer, Sifton and 
Fisher on the government aide continued 
the discussion, in the course of which 
some strong language was used in reference 
to the manner in which Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier guarded his alleged honor. Sir 
Charles H. Tapper referred to L&urier’a 
previous pledge breaking, but observed that 
today’s performance has broken even his 
record.

Mr. Blair also 
stated that the federal government was 
negotiating with the P. E. Island govern­
ment as to the proportion of cost each 
should bear of the construction of the 
Hillsborough bridge. Hon Mr. Sifton 
replying to Mr. McAllister, gave the 
dates when Mr. Ogilvie’s reports from the 
Yukon describing recent finds of gold 
were received. The replies showed that 
the last of these reports were in the hands 
of the government in March, so that this 
time last year the government had in 
formation on which they took no action 
until alter mid-summer. Hon. Mr. Blair 
told Mr. Mills of Annapolis that tne gov­
ernment has information that the remains 
of the old Bear River ridge was an ob­
struction to navigation. The government 
haa not been able to learn whether the 
federal or provincial government ought to 
clear away this obstruction, and could 
not act until it could find out. At 9.30 
Mr. McDougall of Cape Breton resumed 
his speech on the second reading ol the 
Yukon bill. Referring to the govern­
ment’s contention that no offer was made 
before the contract was signed, he quoted 
the language of Messrs. Blake, Laurier, 
Cameron and others on the Canadian 
Pacific railway bills. The opposition of 
that day contended that the second offer 
aught to be taken, even though the gov­
ernment of that time had been authorized 
by statute to,make a contract, and though 
offers had fur years been invited for 
Canadian Pacific construction. The clos­
ing part of Mr. McDougall’s speech was a 
description of the diastrous consequences 
of the establishment of the Dominion Coal 
company monopo y in Cape Breton. He 
warned parliament that the same result 
would follow the creation of the proposed 
gold mining monopoly in the Yukon. 
Mr. McDonald of Huron replied on the 
government side and the house-adjourned 
with the floor in the possession of Mr. 
Moore of Stanstead.
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Hon. Mr. Blair announced on Thursday 
that tbe government would ask parliament 
to grant money to survey a route from 
Telegraph Creek terminus of the Stickine 
railway to a British Columbia port- Sir 
Louis Davies informed Mr. Mills of Anna­
polis that Thomas H. Miller had been dis- 
missed from position of shipping master at 
Bear River beoanse he was too aotive in 
the late election. Albert Morris was sp- 
pointed in his stead. The honse cheered 
when in answer to another question Sir 
Louis Davies said that hia new official was 
sixty-eight years old, The premier in­
formed Hon. Mr. Foster that C. H. Mack 
intosh wae still governor of the Northwest. 
He had tendered his resignation last au­
tumn, hot the government did not accept 
it. Premier Lsurier declined to say 
whether the poet had been offered to others. 
Eton. Mr. Sifton stated that no ifor 
dredging for gold in the Yukon region had 
been given to John Connor. Mr. Fitz­
patrick explained that Warburton had 
been agent of the deportment of justice at 
Charlottetown. Mr. Kanlbach called at­
tention to a press despatch from Washing 
ton stating that the Canadian government 
had given the United States vessels the priv­
ilege of carrying freight from port to port 
in Canada. This, he said, would be a seri­
ous blow to the maritime provinces ship­
ping, and he trusted there was no truth in 
the report. Premier Laurier assured the 
member for Lunenburg that there wae 
nothing in it. Hon. Mr. Ives wanted to 
know whether after another night’s sleep 
the premier might not have had another 
change of mind and would not bring down 
his cable to Lord Strathoona. The pre­
mier, however, proved to be of the same 
mind as on Wednesday. Sir Charles 
Tupper called Hon, Mr, Siftou’s attention 
to the statement made by the government 
in the Klondike guide book that a wagon 
road would be provided along the Klon­
dike route by the time summer opened, 
This statement wae dated two days after 
the contract was made with McKenzie and 
Maim. As there was nothing about the 
wagon road in the copy of the contract as 
submitted it would appear that some mis, 
take had been made by the copyist. Hon. 
Mr. Sifton said that the guide book pro­
mise would be carried out, but he declined 
to say who would pay for it, though the 
faet that it is not in the contract may fur­
nish an indication. Before the orders of the 
day were called Mr. McDonald of Prince 
Edward Island gave formal notice to the 
speaker that West Prince was without a 
representative. The speaker, as the law 
rtqnires, stated that his writ would at once 
be issued for a new election. After Moore 
of Stanstead and Craig of Dnrhem spoke 
against the Yukon railway contract from 
the opposition side, a strong and earnest 
protest against the deal was made by Mr. 
Oliver, the Liberal representative of Al­
berta.

He felt that he could take 
no other course in the interest of the North­
west and of Canada generally than to vote 
against the bill. Dr. Roche of Manitoba 
was speaking against the bill at 6 o’clock.

The demand for pork ia good, the 
prices paid being In the vicinity of 6Jc. and 
7c. Eggs are higher this week, but the 
quantity coming in is hound to break the 
market before very long.

When John Sand field 
Macdonald had a larger majority than 
Mr. Hardy promisee to have, he re 
eigned, taking the constitutional posi­
tion that a government conld not be 
independent unless it had a majority 
in the Legislature outside and shove 
its own membership. This Mr. Hardy 
will not have ; bnt Mr. Hardy ia not 
John Sendfield Macdonald, and he will, 
donbtleea, hang on trusting that some­
thing will tarn np to save him from the 
necessity of turning over to his oppon­
ents the power he has misused. Hie 
prestige is gone, however. With the 
best of fortune he can hardly hope that 
his ministry will live through the term 
of the Legislature.
