one von terms with tho States whore the 
labor is high, the style of living mere 
extravagant, and life* shorter. What 
doe» Brown’s Reciprocity mean f It 
means $5|ou a’cow, f25 on a horse, $2 on 
a hog, 25 cents on a turkey, 12 esnts-on 
a chicken and 82 on a ten of hoy, 16 
cents on barley and 25 on wheat. It 
mean# tho opening uf the largest and 
beat ahip-building business Canada ever 
eaw and the resurrection of old Quebec. 
It means building schooners ami barges 
at every port on Lake Erie and Lake 
Ontario, and good wages for ships and 
sailor», the Invhest price for everything 
the farmer sells, and the lowest price fur 
all the couda ho boys. But what is the 
matter? Why; it mSms the stoppage 
of thetrado in woolens by draper», and 
merchdkt* that imjiort to imwjgle, and 
that is a trade <.f millions, and accounts 
for the squirm !

It means a stop to the ring» formed 
and forming to protect, by a direct tax 
on tho farmer, the manufacturer of cot­
ton; ai.d it wonld soon bo rings of grow­
ers of oranges, lemons and spices. Why 
should we depend, on foreigners for 
them Î Only protect them enough end 
you will have patriotic grower» of theee 
immediately. And why.net ? These 
make monoy and àpend it freely, build 
large factories and fine mansions, and 
subscribe to churches, eubaidizo tho 
local press, or own it, and make their 
fortunes by the prejudice they can 
create in the public mind. And why 
not ? Jnst been neejUanad.il lym a broad 
system of education, and tne farmer* 
know tlmt their interest ia not to build 
np and foster green-homo commerce and 
manufactures, but fairly sustain such ae 
are natural and healthy, os milling, 
word-work, iron, and *traw in eyery 
shape, and buy cotton, fine muslin, vel­
vet, feathers, oranges, lemons, spice* 
and cocoa nuts whore they, grow and 
are natural products.

My only fea* is that the same local 
and political conspiracies as we hare, 
exist now in Maine and Michigan, and 

prevent us from getting the beat 
unci greatest crùnmcrcul blessing that 
heayen can send ue.

Bui the 
fundamental axioms of pnblio morality 
and meroantilq life» has not changed in 
one iota. Book of all modern systems of 
social morality and political creed», there 
stands oat the sentiment of Solomon, 
defying contradiction and demanding 
the assent of all intelligent men. Riches 
are not so yalasble as men imagine. It 
is better to be honored and beloved by 
good men, and go down to the grave 
mourned and lamented, than to be pos­
sessed of treasures of silver and gold. 

What do we mean then by a good 
name Î Not the names of parents, 
although there are names which in them­
self e», are passports to the highest 
places, and the moat honorable regard. 
Men who have patriotically and un­
selfishly served the State, hand oyer to 
their children the best of all legacies tn 
their fragrant memory. To be the eon 
of such a good and great man is in itself 
a valuable possession. But without in­
dividual force and pnrity of character, 
the man himself is the aggregate of his 
serions. It is by the name that we in 
diridualizo character. The name calls 
up before tho mind, not the outward ap­
pearance uf the man, en rnuuh 0» the 
character of his mind and his publie 
actions. One man's name is the symbol 
for all that ia good and amiable—another 
for nl'i that in bad and répulsive. One 
carries with it generosity, magnanimity 
sterling honesty; ajtothcr, inoanuoas^ 
cowardice, and ingrained selfiahiiees. 
3ne is the exponent of nil that is des­
picable, degrading and contemptible! an­
other. of all that is manly, noble and 
loveable. Names thus make indelible 
Impression*. The^ telegraph to the eye 
of the mind with the rapidity of light­
ning the whole deportment and bearing 
of our fel!ow men. We may often be 
iiii*taken in our judguifeiite; our opinion» 
may be faulty; but rightly or wrongly 
the man'» name call» up tho impression 
that his lifo has produced upon us.

A good name thon ia a name that 
awaken* instinctively within tho soul 
the higheet feelings of reverence and ad­
miration; which stimulates to higher re­
solution, to a loftier enthueiasm than do 
tho common mass of mankind; a name 
which acta as a talisman in lieckoning 
the soul to the accom pi «liment uf gram 
and glorious enterprises for the good of 
humanity. Around such names and 
character» there are clustered the most 
thrilling memories. They are the real 
forces that move the world end mould 
society; that keep it from intellectual 
and moral stagnation, by exhibiting what 
a virtuous humanity may attain when 
guided by inflexible principle and assist­
ed by divine grace. Such a name is rath­
er to be chosen than great riches.

It becomes a more important question 
to all who are starting in lifo, how shall 
I honestly secure such a reputation, 
while Hving.and leave behind a fragrant 
memory when dead ? Character is not 
the product of a moment, and it is very 
much in a man's own hand what his 
character and reputation «hail be. Good 
:nen may be slandered; and the world in 
it» judgment often errs and porneeutes 
those who aro deserving of the high cat 
honors. But no really good man is ever 
entirely unappreciated ur maligned, Fho 
first estimate of his worth and merit 
may be late in coming. Not until hi» 
name be vindicated and lii» character 
stand out pure and lustrouav before tho 
gaze of men. But what lie faitrtoThyoy 
himself, hi» children will inherit, a£pd 
blew tho name that gavo then such 
honor among men. Thu consciousness 
uf inward integrity in all our action* i* 
of ftself more than siffficient recom­
pense, apart from present reward.

But in addition to this inward testi­
mony to the purity of our motive», such 
a character has a right to expect tho 
good will and eateem of the world. A
