The World’s
Harbor Builder.

Sir William Matthews, chief of the 
engineering firm of Goode, Son and 
Matthews, who designed the new gi­
gantic National Harbor at Dover, 
Eng., for the protection of British 
Dreadnoughts, is the world’s harbour- 
builder. An energetic Cornishman of 
sixty-five, he has constructed harbors 
and piers in all parts of the world. 
One of the most notable engineering 
feats carried out by his firm was the 
construction of the famous Colombo 
Harbor. Their biggest undertaking, 
however, was Portland Harbor, which 
locks in the largest area of deep 
water of any British artificial harbor. 
I: took twenty-three years to place 
the millions of tons of masonry and 
concrete into position.

Another famous engineer engaged 
in Britain’s latest harbor was' Sir 
John Jackson, who is carrying out 
contracts at the pi: sent moment 
which total nearly $' >.000,000. He is 
now engaged on the construction of 
a new naval harbor at Simon’s Town, 
Cape Colony, a harbor at Singapore, a 
dam for Loch Levin, in Scotland, a 
breakwater on the Tyne, new naval 
decks in Spain, and a railway over 
the Andes. These huge undertakings 
involve millions of money, and mean 
employment to thousands of mechan­
ics and labourers. One of Sir John’s 
dreams is the linking of Britain to 
the continent byl the erection of a 
gigantic bridge which will defy the 
attacks of the severest storm.

Are you a col­
lector?

Not necessari­
ly of stamps or 
bird’s eggs or 
any of the con­
ventional things, 
but just of some­
thing.

If you aren’t 
you are missing 
one of the sourc­
es of happiness 
that life has to 
offer.

Did you ever 
see a book collector exulting over 
some old folio he had recently added 
to his collection? Did you ever see 
two autograph hunters comparing 
notes on some new acquisition in the 
way of great people’s hen track sig­
natures? If you have, you have seen 
a simple way to get a lot of happi­
ness.

The safest happiness is of course 
that which is founded on' the most 
interests, because then it is not en­
tirely destroyed when two or three of 
them flag or fail.

I know a retired newspaper man, 
one of the greatest interests of whose 
otherwise rather simple and colorless 
life is—the collection of autographs 
which he started when he began his 
newspaper work. All the notable 
personages whom he met in the 
course of his long career were asked 
to put their names in the book and 
the result is a splendid collection in 
whose possession and enlarging he 
still finds continual pleasure.

A collection like this carries itself 
on by its own momentum. The only 
hard thing is to get it started, or 
rather to get it past that dangerous 
reaction that usually follows the en­
thusiasm of the start.

With us 
the electorate blazed a broad path 
out.

vote of 315; against it the Conserva­
tives and Nationalists with a vote of 
355. Here, however, enters the ques­
tion of tactics, the Nationalists are 
not disposed to vote against it, if 
there is a chance of clipping the 
powers of the House of Lords suf­
ficiently to put through a Home Rule 
bill, while the Independent National­
ists appear to be determined to op­
pose the Budget at any cost. If, how-, 
ever, there is no probability of doing 
this, both branches of the Nationalists 
will oppose it. .

The question of tactics also enters 
into the course mapped out by Mr. 
Balfour.

The King's Government must be 
carried on, and Tories are willing to 
vote for the Budget, if the clauses ob­
noxious to them are dropped. Lloyd 
George declines to bargain on the 
lines of the objections made by the 
lords of land, &c. But he is in a hole, 
and is deferring Budget proposals to 
get over the financial stile by borrow­
ings authorized by Parliament..

Neither the Conservatives nor Na­
tionalists consider the time opportune 
to turn the Government out. They 
do not consider it politic to do this, 
nor will one part let the other do it 
at present. Redmond blocks Balfour 
and. Balfour blocks Redmond, and 
meanwhile last year’s Budget is out 
in the cold.

All this has a tendency to force the 
issues about the House of Lords to 
the. front.

The leading Lords, the Conserva­
tives and the moderate Liberals are 
agitating for radical changes In the 
constitution of the Upper House. The 
laborites want to wipe it out The 
Radicals want to draw its teeth and 
are not agitating for a change of 
membership. The London Times is 
advocating reform in membership 
and the abolition of its power over 
finance.

W. T. Stead believes that the more 
democratic ministers are in favour of 
reform on the following lines:—

First—Abolition of the hereditary 
element.

Second—The creation of an elected 
Senate with from 200 to 300 members.

Third—The second chamber is to 
have no right to amend or reject any 
financial bills.

Fourth—When the two houses dif­
fer, they will sit and vote together.

Fifth—As an alternative, the veto 
of the Second Chamber shall be over­
ruled if the House of Commons pass­
es the same bill in two successive 
sessions. . .

It is possible that.it will also bè

pioposed that If the Senate rejects 
any bill in one Parliament, It shall 
not be allowed to reject such bill if 
it is sent up again by the new Par­
liament after the question has been 
submitted to the electors.

Warship Loan.

BERLIN, March 5.
Replying to Count Opperdorff’s 

criticism of the Government’s policy 
in the construction of warships on 
loans, and regarding the Krupp mon­
opoly of armour plates, Admiral Von 
Tirtipz said that the system of loans 
for warship building would cease in 
1916, after which no new ships would 
be built from the product of taxation.

PHILADELPHIA, March 5.

The calm of the quietest day Phil­
adelphia has known since -the car­
men’s strike began, more than two 
weeks ago, was broken to-night by a 
series of disturbances in which three 
persons were shot and one girl fatally 
wounded.

Figures gathered by the police de­
partment are given as that not more 
than 20,000 struck. The labor leaders 
claim that 150,000 men will be out 
by to-morrow night.

of friendly counsel and advice.

PAPER II.
A great number of books have been 

written on Newfoundland and Lab­
rador. The bibliography in my His­
tory of Newfoundland covers thirty 
pages of small print, and only brings 
the list of works down to the .nineties. 
It can be confidently stated that 
amongst this multifarious literature 
there is no extant work on Labrador 
that can be compared with Gosling's 
book as a compendium of the history 
of the great Peninsula, the story of 
its development, its progress and 
economics up to the present date. One 
remarkable episode in the History of 
Labrador, the invasion of the coast 
by a horde of American fisherthen in 
the last century, is given with every 
detail.' the cause of its sudden rise 
and.the reasons for its rapid extinc­
tion. In dealing with Americans. 
Newfoundland always encounters the 
most unscrupulous rivals; they evade 
al^ ikws and regulations and lie out 
of every difficulty. On the West 
Coast, although all the winter her­
ring are caught by our people and 
bought, from them by the Americans, 
every barrel is passed into the States 
under .a solemn declaration made be­
fore the Custom House officer that 
they are the sole product of Ameri­
can industry. At the time of their 
invasion of Labrador they could only 
use harbors that were not occupied 
by Newfoundlanders. The law was 

dead letter; they always evaded it, 
entered every harbor that suited them 
and cured their fish ashore. The story 
of our Labrador fishery, its'Wonder­
ful development and gradual exten­
sion right down to Cape Chidley, is 
admirably told, and its changes, vi­
cissitudes, success and prosperity is 
something abnormal. In my first 
paper I mentioned that Cartwright 
and his three volumes of journals was 
the Labrador subject that Interested 
Coleridge, Southey and Boswell; so 
in our day the one pre-eminent at­
traction about our great dependency 
for the modern world is Grenfell. Mr. 
Gosling is a friend and in hearty 
sympathy with our wonderful doctor. 
The adventure told in this book about 
Grenfell’s escape a year ago is a most 
extraordinary story. If it had hap- 
>ened in one of Jules Verne’s marvel­
ous tales critics would at once de­

clare that it was unnatural and ab- 
urd fiction. Travelling with his dog 

team across a frozen bay he suddenly 
found himself on soft sish ice which 
would not bear his team, and in which 

e could not swim. After immense 
ifficulties he managed to get one dog 
n to a small pan of ice, and hauling 

himself along by the dog's trace he 
Iso contrived to get on the very 
mall pan and to pull up the dogs 
le soçn discovered that the ice was 

moving out of the bay and that he and 
is dogs were at sea. The awful hor­

ror of such a situation, would have 
ared most men to death. There ap­

peared only the grim certainty of 
starvation and an awful death in the 
dreadful Arctic night. It was the su­
preme test of Grenfell’s courage and 
resources. Nearly every one in such 
a dire strait would have despaired. 
Grenfell is not that sort. He set io 
work at once and killed three dogs, 
skinned them and wrapped the skin 
round his body. With the leg bones 
be made a staff on whiesh he hung 
his shirt. Fortunately he was seen 
from the shore in the late afternoon 
and rescued just in time. Space will 
not permit me to go more into detail 
abdut this more interesting book. 
What I recommend my readers is to 
get the book and peruse it themselves.
I heartily congratulate Mr. Gosling 
on his great work. D. W. P.

The Grace at Halifax 
After Terrible Passage

Special to Evening Telegram.
HALIFAX. March 6. _ 

Battered and leaking, with her crew 
almost exhausted, the brigantine 
Grace limped into port last night with 
a tale of the sea unprecedented in the 
history of this port. It is a tale of 
hardship and suffering on the part of 
Captain Jackman and the crew that 
would make the hardiest mariner 
shudder. The Grace was for 33 days 
buffetted about the Atlantic, during 
which time the crew had twice given 
up all hopes. Day after day the ice­
laden craft was driven helpless about 
at tbe-mercy of the seas, and she 
drifted far off her course. The Cap­

tain and his sailors realized that their 
ship would founder unless the cargo 
was jettisoned and hundreds of 
quintals of the valuable fish were 
thrown overboard. When off this 
coast the Grace ran into the ledges cf 
lronbound, near where the Mount 
Temple ran ashore two years ago. 
It was low tide when the Grace 
struck, and at high tide an effort was 
made to take her off,but she would not 
budge. The life boats were launched 
and the Captain was ready to abandon 
the ship when she slipped off into 
deep water. The Grace was again 
started on her course and reached 
here yesterday.

confident and well disciplined army, 
expressed the widespread anxiety 
caused by pressure being put upon 
Canada to make treaties with foreign 
countries, while the attitude of the 
United Kingdom to preference within 
the Empire remained uncertain.

commercial treaties first with this 
country and then with that, and soon 
with all the world in ignorance of 
whether this country is going to 
adopt the system will make full pre­
ference possible between Canada and 
the -United Kingdom.

The Socialists this .morn­
ing observing that their plan had been 
frustrated, quietly and silently pass­
ed the word to their followers to pro­
ceed to the end of the city. These in­

In the United States, the high cost 
of living has been attracting much 
public attention, and a committee 
composed of able men has been ap­
pointed to make enquiries regarding 
the high prices exacted by dealers 
for the necessaries of life, and if 
]K>ssible to discover a way to make 

"the food of the common people cheap­
er. A meat boycott was entered up­
on by a large number of citizens of 
New York, who purchased fish, with 
the result that the demand became 
greater than the supply, and the price 
of fish (so we are told) went soaring 
above that demanded for the meat.

A solution to the above question has 
yet" to be found.

Canada, too. has had her anxious 
moments lately. Anxiety and worry 
as a matter of course will be the por­
tion of a young and growing nation. 
Canada cannot expect, therefore, to 
escape what has ever been the lot of 
other peoples in a similar position to 
which she now finds herself. The 
great question agitating the minds of 
her statesmen and people at the pres­
ent time is the building of a navy. A 
measure to that end was introduced 
by Sir W. Laurier in the Canadian 
Commons some time ago, and while it 
received the support of nearly all the 
Liberals and some of the Conserva­
tives, yet there were many on both 
sides who would rather contribute a 
sum annually to the Admiralty than 
build a navy of their own. Since 
both parties have a very large follow­
ing. we may safely conclude that pub- 

.li<: opinion in Canada is much divided 
and an arrangement satisfactory to 
all is not likely to ensue.

Coming down to our own country, 
we-find there are many matters en­
gaging the attention of our people, j

Declaring that a war against ideals, 
a war of corruption of sacred prin­
ciples. was being waged on every side, 
Archbishop O’Connell, of Boston, de­
nounced the folly of Massachusetts 
“intellectuals” who were said to be 
leading that war.

“Men who call themselves leaders 
in the intellectual world have openly 
and candidly and frankly avowed that 
one of the greatest steps of progress 
in our times is the destruction of all 
organied religion. I could name these 
men; I prefer not to do so. Every­
body knows them. The war is more 
clearly against us of the Catholic 
Church than any other religion. It is 
a war against ideals, a war of cor­
ruption of sacred Christian principles, 
and it is going on on every side. 
These men declare that Christianity 
is a failure. These men are not in 
Fiance, but here in Boston.

"T ask them: What will you give 
us in place of Christianity? You in­
tellectual men must give us some 
scheme in its place, so that society 
may live and prosper. To this ques­
tion, which is all important, there is 
no definite answer. They give us 
specious words about ‘new thought,’ 
which is as old as infidelity.

“We can argue very clearly what 
will be given us. They have to give 
us the omnipotence of the state. That 
is, we are to rise and work and study 
and read and eat for the state and

pray, if pray we do, to the state. All 
this we are to do by law. That is the 
first very agreeable condition. That 
means no human liberty left. We are 
all to be slaves! For what are we to 
live? We amount to nothing, merely 
ants in the ant-hill. What comes to 
me out of this? It is all for the glory 
of the state. But who is the head of 
the state to receive this glory? There 
is no head; it is all mere impersonali­
ties. Nonsense! We human beings 
cannot live and work and die for im­
personalities.

“What are the compensations they 
offer? One is free love! Don’t be 
scandalized. They preach divorce as 
much as you like! This is very allur­
ing for men who are only to be slaves. 
And this is given out as a mark of 
progress. This is taught, I learn 
from magazines that are considered 
reliable, to young girls in institutions 
of learning^-young girls in this state 
of ours—that sacramental marriage 
should be abolished. What else? In 
the end there must be suicide, homi­
cides of various kinds, and, finally 
despair.

“This is the creed which the intel­
lectuals of Massachusetts are hand­
ing out as the substitute for the reli­
gion which Jesus Christ came to earth 
and died to give to men. And are we 
to be silent and let these doctrines 
spread among those given to our 
care.

“Only a few days ago I heard from 
one who saw and heard—an eye-wit­
ness—that a number of the fashion­
able ladies of Boston listened to an 
illuminating address on the Oriental 
harem, women of fashion and intelli­
gence. Some one was brought to en­
lighten the Christian women of Bos­
ton on the delights of the Oriental 
harem !
